Howard Stem Branson Loses FM Bid 
Unplu gged 

By BI.\ FO \G- TORRES 

The FCC can't shut up 
Howard Stern, but a rival 
station in Cleveland did -at 
least momentarily. 

In a stunt that recalled 
radio pranks of the old 
days -not to mention 
Watergate -Stern was 
knocked off the air Friday 
(June 10) while broadcasting 
his show from the parking 
lot of a strip club in 
Cleveland, where his syndi- 
cated program airs on 
WNCX -FM. He was in the 
birthplace of rock and roll to 
celebrate his show's number 
one status. As he has in 
other cities where he's gone 
Number One, he was con- 
ducting a "funeral" for rival 
stations -in this case, WMJI 

and WMMS /FM (recently 
partnered via duopoly). 

But in the midst of the 
show- attended by some 
10,000 screaming fans who 
crowded the parking lot out- 
side Tiffany's Cabaret -and 
in the middle of an inter- 
view with guests Joey and 
Mary Jo Buttafuoco, some- 
one cut the broadcast lines 
at a satellite truck. 

Suddenly, Stem was silent 
in the 16 markets that carry 
his show, and confusion 
reigned until Stern, using 
phone lines, returned to the 
air. Dressed in military garb 
and calling himself the "con- 
quering general" of 
Cleveland morning radio, 
Stern shouted: "We are 
under attack! This is radio D- 

Day! By the power invested 
in me by the FCC, I now 
declare, 'This is war!" 

It didn't take long for 
police to come up with a 
suspect: WMMS engineer 
William Alfred, who was 
reportedly spotted by WNCX 
GM Walt Tiburski, who 
knew the engineer when he

was manager at WM \IS. 
Alfred was immediately 
taken into custody. Alfred, 
who reportedly secured a 

press pass to the Stern 
remote and talked about it at 
WMMS the day before, was 
charged with breaking and 
entering, disruption of pub- 
lic service and possession of 
criminal tools. Deliberately 
disrupting a broadcast is a 

federal offense punishable 
by up to ten years in prison. 

Alfred, who has been 
released on $10,000 bond, 
has been suspended indefi- 
nitely from WMMS. Carl 
Hirsch, president of 'MMS' 
owner OmniAmerica 
Communications, said the 
suspension was "related to 
his disobeying the order of 
two senior management 
people" to stay away from 
the Stern show. Hirsch, who 
spoke to Mel Karmazin, 
chief of Stern's employer, 
Infinity Broadcasting. 
assured Karmazin that he 
had no involvement in the 
stunt. 

Earlier in the day, Stern 
was broadcasting from the 
site of the future Rock and 
Roll Hall of Fame when his 
transmission was jammed 
by another, obscenity -laced 
signal. He had to switch to 
a cellular phone linked to 
a satellite. The jam forced 
him to cancel live- broad- 
cast appearances with 
other media. The earlier 
incident has not been con- 
nected with the Tiffany's 
cutoff. 

Stern's day ended in tri- 
umph, as he returned to the 
air with a parade of wild 
guests. Besides the 
Buttafuocos, the Cleveland 
fans greeted, with varied 
responses, Roger Clinton, 
the Cleveland State 
University cheerleaders, and 
David Lee Roth. 

Britain's Radio Authority has 
decided not to award its 105- 

108 FM frequency. The deci- 
sion was a blow to former 
Virgin Records owner 
Richard Branson, who was 
lobbying to pick up a fre- 
quency. 

Until 1990, British Radio 
was monopolized by the 
BBC, but that year the gov- 
ernment put up for sale one 
FM and two AM frequencies. 
In April 1993, Branson 
debuted Virgin 1215, an AM 

album- oriented station, and 
made it no secret that he 
was eyeing an FM frequency 
as soon as one was made 
commercially available. He 
even went so far as to say 
that if he got an FM frequen- 
cy he'd return the AM slot to 
the BBC. 

But the Radio Authority 
decided earlier this month 
that the last available sec- 
tion of the British FM spec- 
trum will he split between 
metropolitan staticros in large 

cities and small community 
services. Virgin 1215's head 
of promotions Tony Barker 
reacted angrily. "The RA has 
decided to protect the exist- 
ing ILR (Independent Local 
Radio) stations' revenue 
because a national pop sta- 
tion would have been so 
strong," he said. 

Well- received by both crit- 
ics and the public, Virgin 
1215 suffers from reception 
problems inherent in the AM 

hand. In March the station 
mounted a massive "Get 
Virgin on FM" campaign, and 
asked listeners to sign a peti- 
tion. Music industry execu- 
tives and advertisers lobbied 
for Virgin 1215 to move to 
FM, and for a national com- 
mercial pop station. 

Shortly after the Radio 
Authority decision, Virgin 
1215 chief David Campbell 
met with his legal advisors, 
who advised him to chal- 
lenge the ruling. "Our 
lawyers' view is we should 

proceed legally hut, at the 
end of the day, (the RA) is 

the regulator and you have 
to accept its decision," he 
said. "It disappoints me that 
the wishes of the listeners 
and the music and advertis- 
ing industries have been 
ignored, and it is sad Britain 
is the only country in the 
free world which is not 
allowed a national FM com- 
mercial rock radio station." 

Campbell says the compa- 
ny now plans to install trans- 
mitters to improve its recep- 
tion. Branson denied reports 
that he may close Virgin 
1215. 

Branson, meantime, is 
reportedly getting hack into 
the record business. He 
bought a 50 percent share in 
Sound Solutions, a company 
that specializes in overstocks 
and deletions. Though the 
company doesn't have any 
labels, it's planning to launch 
a spoken word, budget and 
mid -price wing. 

ABC Gets Dees 
ABC Radio Networks ha, 
pulled a switch on its week- 
end countdown show. 
dropping Shadoe Stevens' 
American Top 40 in the 
United States and hooking 
up with Rick Dees. 

ABC and CD Media, Inc. 
reached agreement on a 

multi -year, multi -million 
dollar deal for ABC to mar- 
ket and distribute Rick Dees 
Weekly Top 40 domestically 
and internationally. 

The show, now on 330 
stations worldwide, is host- 
ed by the KITS /FM -Lo. 
Angeles personality. Dec. 
and Westwood One's Casey 
Kasem, who originated 
American Top 40 but left in 
1988 to go with Westwood 
One, are the leaders in the 
syndicated countdown

game. AT40, which Stevens 
took over from Kasem, has 
about 200 affiliates. 

American Top 40, ABC 
said, will continue to be 

offered internationally, and 
Radio Express of Los 
Angeles, which distributes 
the Dees show internation- 
ally, is expected to buy the 
rights for the Stevens show, 
which is in 125 countries. 

David Kantor, executive 
vice president of ABC 
Radio, took note of the 
changing market for Top 40 
in his announcement. "In a 
time of growing fragmenta- 
tion within the domestic 
(Top 40) marketplace 
nationwide, Rick Dees 
Weekly Top 40...has not 
only weathered the storm, 
but has managed to flour- 
ish." 

Dees, a winner of numer- 
ous awards for his work on 
KITS, has done the count- 
down since 1983.

Gold records may never be a dime a dozen. The first year 
the RIAA calculated them, there was one winner -the 
soundtrack of Oklahoma! -bu now they're easier to come 
by than ever before. 

Especially if you can sell records in foreign countries. 
In the U.S., it still takes 500,000 units sold to go gold; 

twice that for platinum. 
But in one small country, 3,000 is gold and 7,500 means 

platinum (see chart). 
Outside the U.S., the first country to follow in the 

RIAA's inception of gold records in 1958 was the U.K. 
(1973), and one of the most recent to award gold and 
platinum is South Africa (since 1992). 

As GAVIN'S sister publication, Music Business 
International, notes: "The number of units to qualify for 
each level of award is generally based on market size 
rather than on population. The health of a country's econ- 
omy and the extent of commercial piracy and counterfeit- 
ing heavily influence market size in certain areas of the 
world, in particular India and Southeast Asia, resulting in 

lower unit sales requirements for awards than might be 
expected, considering their large populations." 

How low? See for yourself. Of course, whether it took a 

record 7,500 or a million sold to hit platinum, it looks 
pretty good on the wall. 

P.S. The first rock and roll gold album was Elvis, in 
1960. Presley also copped one of the first gold singles 
ever -in 1958, for "Hard- Headed Woman."

Once its downloaded (by 
modem), CompuServe 
members maintain access to 
the song for several weeks.

Besides cracking into radio 
stations, Poulsen, with two 
partners, gained access to

He originally 
faced 19 charges that could 
have net him a maximum of 
100 years in jail and fines of

On Radio, The Kids Are Alright

gramming, and has been on 
the air from 6 a.m. to mid- 
night since its debut a year 
ago. 

"We're a lot more than a 

radio station," says Bill 
Koenig, president of the sta- 
tion's parent company, 
Children's Media Network. 
"The station acts as the cen- 

terpiece to our Kid.Siar 
magazine and interactive 
'Phone Zone,' which has 
logged more than a half a 

million calls." 
KidStar's operation is 

funded by corporate spon- 
sors including McDonalds 
and Microsoft, and its home 
in downtown Seattle is a 

state of the art facility. 
KidStar's on -air staff are 

all adults, with kids pop- 
ping in as guest DJs and by 
phone. MD and afternoon 
host Scott Curran aka "Great 
Scott," notes that all the 
rules go out the window 
with this audience." As to 
the station's criteria for what 
music to play (See sidebar). 
Curran says Kidstar does 
search out pop material, 
while "gut feel" plays a big 
part in the decision- making 
process. 

News director Maura 
Gallucci, formerly at K -I01 
in San Francisco, says she 
looks for "bright 
stories..good stories." But 
the station also deals with 
events like Kurt Cobain's 
cleath and a recent shooting 
at a local school, the reports 
allowing kids to give their 
perspective.

Kids Jazzed by Joshua Redman 
BY BEVERLY MIRI: 

Joshua Redman was clearly 
out of his element. 

Instead of playing to hip- 
sters and elegant jazz afi- 
cionados, the acclaimed sax- 
ophonist was trying to hold 
the attention of squirmy 
teenagers. Instead of a 

smoky jazz club, he was in 
an East Oakland, Calif. 
junior high school, a school 
that is testimony to 
America's decaying public 
school system: a fence 
around the playground 
keeps kids out instead of let- 
ting them in. When a 

motion detector went off in 
the parking lot, a photogra- 
pher there for the event cal- 
lously remarked, "They're 
already breaking into the 
cars out there."

They" were sitting in the 

school's gymnasium, watch- 
ing as Redman played a 

short set designed to intro- 
duce them to jazz. 

The program, Get Jazz -Ed,

Inside Top 40 
As Scott Shannon (right) and 
Mike Joseph (left) began round 
two of their face -off following a 
story about the viability of broad - 
based Top 40 in the New York Daily 
News, Shannon made the point that 
Mike's brand of 
Top 40 worked 
when "you didn't 
have Adult Top 
40s programmed 
and marketed 
properly, didn't 
have the Urban 
and Churban corn - 
petition of today." 
When Joseph brought up the fact 
that in the old days markets like 
Philadelphia and Chicago had six 
and nine A/Cs respectively Shannon 
replied, "It's not how many but 
how effective." 

"The problem," Joseph said is 

"too much importance is placed on 
25 -54s, going too heavy on gold, 
cutting back on promotion and 
marketing, and muzzling personali- 
ties. That's not Top 40 the way it 
should be." "We don't play music 
only teens like," Shannon replied. 
"They have stations that play their 
favorites all day. That makes it 

harder to daypart." 
Arguing he never played 

extremes in music, Joseph was 
relentless in his defense of a format 
that, he said, "Can win and win big 
by playing the best of all genres of 
music." The two also couldn't 
agree on the value of retail informa- 
tion. Mike is in favor of it saying, 
"All the major superstars started in 
the record store." "Not all listeners 

buy records," Shannon responded. 
In separate conversations after 

the fact Joseph stated bluntly, 
"There is no such thing as Adult 
Top 40. WPIJ is winning by 

default because 
there is no main- 
stream Top 40 in 
New York. I'd 
topple them and 
pull seven or 
eight -shares and 
`PLJ would be the 
first to go. They 
just happen to be 

the closest thing to Top 40 right 
now." 

Shannon responded, "I looked in 
my deejay handbook, but didn't see 
Mike's name listed under 'lord of 
defining formats.' Call -out research 
shows adults consider WPLJ to be 
Top 40. In the '90s, listeners like to 
be superserved. In the May trend 
'PLJ is Number One 18-34. Whether 
or not we fit Mike's definition, our 
listeners think we're pretty good. 
He ignores everything but reality. 
As for winning by default, that's an 
insult to the broadcasters of New 
York. He's been hanging out with 
Ronnie Milsap too much; he's lost 
in the '50s tonight." 

While it's clear they'll never see 
eye to eye on this issue, Shannon 
told the self -proclaimed contraraian 
who says he "likes to do what the 
other guy isn't doing," that "There's 
no one in the country whose 
accomplishments and abilities I 

respect more." At that point Mike 
returned the compliment, but their 
minds remained unchanged.

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We've reached 1994's halfway point, and to paraphrase Joe Walsh: "Life's been good 

to Top 40 so far." And while the public's musical tastes keeps evolving, our industry 

continues to change and adapt to meet their needs. 

Last week, part one of this two -part series focused on the record community: reliance 

on actual airplay information and their views on the importance of secondary markets 

in this "new age of reality." 

This week, radio takes center stage as this year's GAVIN Top 40 Major Market Award 

winners Steve Rivers from KISS 108 (WXKS /FM)- Boston and Frankie Blue from Z100 

(WHTZ) -New York explain how to stay on top. In addition, several of the country's top 

programmers talk about the stations they think are the hottest in the country. Finally, 

we offer an overview of GAVIN'S new Top 40 charts making their debuts in this issue. 

SIEVE RIVERS: 

DOIIOMLINE BASICS 
BY STEVE RIVERS 

There's no shyness in our industry. Ask a question and you'll get a load of 
opinions. But for advice on the fundamentals when it comes to winning at 
Top 40 radio, we decided to call on a programmer whose thoughts are 
backed by an unquestionable track record of success. 

We seem to have reached a point where some feel that all the rules we've 

learned over the years no longer apply. While it's true that stations need a 
'90s attitude, there are some basics that never go out of date. As GAVIN "Top 

4O Major Market PD Of The Year;" and one of the most respected broadcast- 
ers in the country, Steve Rivers bas never faltered in his belief that Top 40, 

when executed properly, can lead to a big share of audience. 
Following are Steve's thoughts on the foundation required if a station 

chooses to be in this format. (P.S.: Readers should take special note of the 

sentence on Item #1 that precedes Steve's suggestion to clock your 7SL.) 

C0MPIIEII BY DAVE SH0IIN AND

When Dave Sholin first asked me to 
write this article, he stressed the 
need for young programmers to 
learn more about what we call "the 
basics." These rules are the comer - 
stone of every radio format, not just 
Top 40. When executed properly, 
they always guarantee ratings 
growth. 

I entered radio in 1972. I jocked 
for a while and then became a pro- 
gram director in 1975. Along the 
way I've had the good fortune to 
have either worked, or developed 
associations with some of the best 
programmers and managers in the 
business. At every stop in my 
career I made it a point to learn as 
much as I could from the people I 

was working with. I was a sponge, 
soaking up as much information 
and knowledge as possible. I 

became a devoted student of the

business, and I still think of myself 
in that regard. I learned from 
experimentation. I studied 
airchecks of stations that were suc- 
cessful, both past and present. I 

read everything I could get my 
hands on regarding radio. I attend- 
ed conventions and listened to 
every word said by people like Buzz 
Bennett and Scott Shannon. Over 
time, I started to understand what

made these programmers and their 
stations consistent winners. 

The more I applied those basics to 
my own programming style, the 
more successful my stations became. 
Kent Burkhart taught me the impor- 
tance of focusing one thought per 
break with the "five to seven word 
method? I learned how to balance 
music flow when I worked as a jock 
for Jerry Clifton. I followed Scott 
Shannon at Q105 (WRBQ) -Tampa at 
the time when Z100 (WHTZ) was 
being created in New York. Scott 
left behind a treasure chest of sys- 
tems and ideas. In addition, a 
morning show concept that ended 
up being copied coast to coast. The 
list goes on and on. If I had to dis- 
till all of the knowledge I've been 
able to accumulate, it comes in the 
form of these next five items. This 
five -point map I am borrowing from 
Mark Driscoll (who borrowed it 

from Buzz Bennett, who in turn bor- 
rowed it from Bill Drake). Mark has 
used it successfully to help launch 
95.1 The Edge in Charlotte. I've 
added my own thoughts following 
each point. You might want to 
retain this list for your files. 
(1) REPETITION WITH 
VARIATION 
This applies not only to manage- 
ment of your music database, but 
it's also vital in selling the essence of 
your station to its listeners. Hammer 
home your positioning statement. 
Sell your promotion with exciting, 
creative promos, but most of all - 
hammer home the hits through repe- 
tition with variation! If your Top 40 
station is on target, you're playing a 
very tight list. Your total library 
should be less than 250 tides. How 
do you create "variety?" Recycle 
your music: overnights into mid- 
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days, mornings into nights and so 
forth. Move those titles through dif- 
ferent dayparts and different hours. 
Nobody listens to your station 24 
hours per day. Remember, if you 
are playing the songs your audience 
wants to hear most often, their 
favorites, your station will still get 
the credit for having "variety." 
Besides, if you are not getting com- 
plaints from playing the same songs 
over and over, my guess is you're 
playing too many stiffs. Check your 
TSL. 

(2) BREVITY 
The programmer credited for apply- 
ing this element to the Top 40 for- 
mat is Bill Drake. At a time when 
most DJs were interested in seeing 
how much mic time they could earn 
each hour, Drake concentrated on 
playing "more music" and making 
every talk set count. Do yourself a 
favor; grab some old KFRC -San 
Francisco, KHJ -Los Angeles or 
WRKO- Boston airchecks to study. 
Those jocks were able to communi- 
cate, be funny and exciting-all 
over an eight -second intro. "One 
thought per break" is still the most 
important thing you can tell a jock. 
(3) HUMOR, WHEN IT 
HAPPENS 
This means taking advantage of 
what's creating talk around town. If 
it's really a hot button, that usually 
smells like a promotion. Also, it 

means coaching your jocks so that 
forced humor is eliminated, which 
will allow their natural sense of 
humor to surface more often. 
(4) CARNEY 
Creating a magical sense of "you 
never know what will happen next" 
is extremely important. Use the art 
of "camey" to make all your promo- 
tions bigger than life! For reference, 
grab airchecks of Jack McCoy's pro- 
mos for KCBQ's Last Contest. 
(5) HONESTY 
Admit to your audience when 
you've made a mistake. Take the 
offense and you control the situa- 
tion, not the press or your competi- 
tion. You'll also create goodwill for 
your station with your listeners. 
Make sure all your promos and 
sweepers are truthful in content. 

Finally, if I could add a sixth point 
to this list, it would be the credo for 
all formats: Play The Hits./ By defi- 
nition, this means rotating songs, 
and other programming elements 
that are important to your audience, 
often enough to satisfy their needs. 
The station that does the better job 
in this area wins the ratings. That 
after all, is the name of the game.

GAVIN JUNE 17, 1994 
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Winning is never easy no matter what market one happens to be in, but win- 
ning in New York is the ultimate challenge. With his low -key manner and 
attention to detail, Z -100's Frankie Blue, winner of this year's "GAVIN Top 40 
Major Market APD /MD Award, rarely has the inclination to be interviewed. 
In fact, this is the first time in six years that he's shared his thoughts in print. 

Dave Sholin: Would you run down 
your personal history at Z -100? 
Frankie Blue: I've been at the sta- 
tion for ten years -the fastest ten 
years of my life. Michael Ellis (then 
music director) hired me to monitor 
the studio lines. This opportunity 
forced me to step up right out of 
the box. I was soon promoted to 
assistant music director. A number 
of months later, the MD position 
became available and I earned that 
title soon after. Two years ago, 
Steve Kingston (Z -100 director of 
operations and programming) 
appointed me APD /MD. 

What was it like for you, personally 
and professionally, to be part of Z- 
100's musical transformation? 
The transition has been very excit- 
ing-I call it a recharge. Any time 
you face change, it's a challenge. 
You've got to dig deep and call 
upon your professional skills, and 
most of all be very open- minded. 
As long as you keep the passion for 
the music and a close eye on who 
is accepting and appreciating the 
music, you'll stay on course. 
Finding that sweet spot where 
musical tastes are at the moment 
has always been fun and exciting. 
What is your advice to aspiring 
music directors when it comes to the 
musical selection process? 
Stay focused on your station's musi- 
cal strategy, and when listening to 
a song, think about how your tar- 
get will hear and accept it. In mak- 
ing music decisions here at Z -100, 
Steve Kingston, Andy Shane (assis- 
tant MD) and I meet continuously 
throughout the week and pour over 
a bunch of research (call -out, 

requests, BDS monitors, and the 
national music picture on record 
performances). 
How do you feel about the emphasis 
on actual airplay versus station 
charts of the past? 
I applaud those who concentrated. 
kept focused and developed the 
new chart methodology. Now both 
radio programmers and record 
executives have the facts they need 
to track the real history of a single. 
When you read the sports page, 
you see teams ranked on their real 
win and loss record. No bought 
hype, just the facts. Performance is 

what ought to determine ranking 
order, and that's what we're getting 
now. Let's use it and be proud of 
it. 

Some are claiming that 
Alternative/Modern Rock is the 
"new" Top 40. What is your assess- 
ment? 
Hits are hits. The fact that there are 
only a few Modern Rock/ 
Alternative music radio stations in 
major markets makes this genre 
more attractive to mainstream Top 
40 as long as the songs are hits. 
That's not to say you shouldn't play 
Ace Of Base, Mariah Carey and the 
Janet Jackson's of the world. 
How do you feel about being con- 
sidered a trendsetter and about 
other stations following your lead? 
Also, are there any misconceptions 
about Z -100 you'd like to clear up? 
Well, I hear that we're trendsetters, 
but I don't think anyone's ego 
feeds off of that. We just continue 
to work hard and do what is best 
for Z -100. My opinions and deci- 
sions on music are based on how a 
song will serve our station and not 
on how I'll affect the development 
of a certain record. I really have 
blinders on when it comes to 
Z -100's impact on other stations. 
Being the big ship in New York, 
one just has to expect that. But 
with our cume, we can't afford to 
make mistakes, therefore we're 
extra careful. That increases our 
chance for success, and if you're 
successful in New York, people 
look at you more closely. 

The best way for anyone to clear 

up misconceptions about Z -100 is 
by listening to us. Some have said 
we're Alternative, but what we can 
best be described as is pure excite- 
ment of today's best music, reach- 
ing females 20-30. We're highly 
researched and very focused. We 
feel that by staying on target suc- 
cess will follow. 

Lastly, it's hard to fully appreciate 
what it means to be part of a sta- 
tion like Z -100. While we're here 
performing our jobs day in and day 
out, the focus is just on doing 
whatever it takes to win. I proba- 
bly won't truly understand what a 
special place this is until the day 
I'm not here.

Top 40 stations in the country. 
During the past year, KLUC has 
been able to demonstrate that Top 
40 is far from dead. We have been 
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Number One 12 +, Number One 18- 

34 and Top Five 25 -54. Stations in 
any format (especially Top 40) 
would be very pleased to have that 
kind of ratings picture. Plus, we 
just won the GAVIN Award for Top 

40 Station Of 
The Year. 
I'm gratified 
to know that 
others in our 
industry hold 
KLUC in such 
high regard. 

Otherwise, 
one of my 
all -time 
favorite sta- 

tions is KMEL -San Francisco. 
They've always done a great job of 
representing a "lifestyle sound" for 
their listeners. I found that to be 

true again when I listened to them 
when I was in town for the GAVIN 

Seminar back in February. KMEL is 

always cutting edge in their on -air 
approach and you can tell that a lot 
of thought and planning goes into 
their execution. They're certainly a 

one -of -a -kind radio station. 
My on -air staff took a recent 

weekend "jock" trip to San Diego 
and as you can imagine, we lis- 
tened to a lot of radio on the drive 
over. I must say, I'm still a big fan 
of KITS /FM in Los Angeles. Their 
liners and on -air promos are always 
fresh and innovative. I think Rick 
Dees is one of the great personali- 
ties in the format and my friend 
Bruce Vidal sounds as good now as 

he did 20 years ago when we start- 
ed in radio together at KCII- 
Washington, Iowa. Whenever I 

drive to L.A. and as soon as I head 
down the El -Cajon Pass and the 
L.A. stations start to come in, the 
first frequency I listen to is 102.7 

FM.

INGRAM: I'd have to start with 
Z -100 in New York City, not just 

because of Steve Kingston's incredi- 
ble programming savvy and their 
many promotional and marketing 
coups, but because they've engi- 
neered an incredible turnaround 
over the past year. Even more 
remarkable is that this turnaround 
involved throwing out, for the most 
part, the Z -100 we all knew and 
loved in the '80s. It was an incredi- 
bly gutsy move, and it paid off. 

Also on my list would be 
WXKS /FM (KISS 108)- Boston. Like 
Kingston, Steve Rivers is obviously 
one of the hest programmers in the 

country, and has built on the KISS 

dynasty in a most impressive way. 
Instead of retooling it in his image, 

Rivers took the time to understand 
what made KISS work and took it 

to the next level. 
Finally, I'd include KHKS -Dallas 

for proving a number of things: 
that it is still possible for a Top 40 
start-up to succeed in a Top Ten 
market; that there isn't anything 
wrong with fast rotations in this 
day and age; that a Top 40 station 
can be adult without being wimpy 
or lacking in personality; that when 
the parent company (Gannett, in 
this case) supports the format, it 
wins; and that you don't have to go 
broke doing it, either. 

PERRY: The three hottest Top 40 

stations in America? Well, two of 
the three are my direct competitors: 
KMEL and WILD 107 in San 

Francisco. Both radio stations are 

extremely well programmed. Also, 
I believe that 
HOT 97 
( WQHT)- 
New York is 

one of the 
three hottest 
Top 40s in 
the country. 
HOT 97 had 
the discipline 
to select a 

well -defined 
target audience and utilize both 
conventional and unconventional 
thinking to win that audience.

SOMMERS: STAR 94 (WSTR )- 

Atlanta, WNVZ -Norfolk and WSTW- 
Wilmington. 

STEELE: Top 40 is going through 
another transition period. The sta- 

tions that are playing the hits for 
their markets are going to be the 
big winners in years to come. 
Stations like WPGC, are playing the 
hits for Washington, D.C.; KKRZ is 

playing the hits for Portland and 
KHKS is playing the hits for Dallas. 
Although none of those stations 
sound alike, they are all successful 
in their markets. Just because a 

song is a hit in New York, doesn't 
mean it's going to be a hit in San 

Angelo, Texas. The above men- 
tioned stations have all been able 
to look through the hype and play 
the hits. 

STEVENS: E \"ENS: I think HOT 97 -New 
York City is one of the hottest three 
stations in the country. Steve Smith 
has done a great job with that sta- 

tion, creating a real "streetvibe ". I 

love how he has tons of celebrities 
involved with the station -and hir- 
ing Dr. Dre and Ed Lover is hot. 
Also KISS 108 -Boston. I respect 
any station that can he consistently 
Top Three 25 -54, while doing this 
format -Steve Rivers is doing a 

great job. Finally. WPGC 95.5 in 
D.C. How could I not give us a 

vote? It may sound egotistical, but 
we have such a great vibe and such 
a great air staff. Plus, we've been 
able to stay Number One or num- 
ber two 25 -54 for the past year and 
a half. What else can I say? 

Q: IS TRAllIT1ONAL, WIDE-VARIETY- 

OF-HITS TOP 40 STII.I. VIABLE? 

BOLKE: Without question, tradi- 
tional Top 40 is still effective and 
viable in certain markets and com- 

petitive situa- 
tions. The 
format 
beyond 
music is still 
about energy, 
excitement 
and personal- 
ity. The dif- 
ferent slants 
and niching 
that have 

kept former mainstream stations 
alive in crowded markets, while 
considered a violation to Top 40 

purists, has allowed the essence of 
the format to survive.

DEAN: Yes, it is. There are a 

number of stations around the 
country that are very successful 
with a more mainstream approach 
to Top 40. It all depends on what 
will work in an individual market. 
Mainstream Top 40 seems more 
successful in the midwest, whereas 
an Urban- leaning Top 40 works 
better on the West Coast and clown 
South. I also think that mainstream 
Top 40 will be more successful in a 

market where there isn't already a 

strong Adult Contemporary station 
established. A strong A/C will 
always give a wide variety Top 40 
station a battle for the upper 
demos. I think the big mistake 
most A/Cs make (and some Adult 
Top 40s, too) is that they are so 
conservative on -air. They're so 
concerned about doing something 
their listeners won't like that they 
end up with a bland, boring sound- 
ing station that isn't fun to listen to. 
Just because a listener is in their 
thirties or forties doesn't mean they 
don't want to have fun and keep 
up -to -date when listening to the 
radio. 

INGRAM: Sure it is. If anyone 
doubts that mass appeal Top 40 

radio still works, let them come to 
Pittsburgh, where we play Celine 
Dion, Aerosmith, Snap and the B- 

52's in the same quarter -hour with- 
out choking! For modesty's sake, 

didn't nominate B -94 in the list of 

stations above, but we have been 
(and continue to be) a great exam- 
ple of a heritage, mass -appeal Top 
40 station. Buddy Scott has aimed 
this station right down the middle, 
and it works. 

Furthermore, I'd suggest a variety 
of hits from all formats is what 
makes Top 40 work in the first 
place. Otherwise, it's not really 
Top 40. In my hook, WPGC isn "t a 

l'op 40 station, and neither is 

KROQ. This isn't to deny their suc- 
cess (which is considerable) or to 
suggest that what they're doing has 

no place. It obviously does. But in 
the final analysis, I think most peo- 
ple would agree that WPGC is an 
Urban /Churban station and KROQ 
is an Alternative /Modern Rock sta- 

tion. 

PERRY: I think traditional, wide - 
variety Top 40 is still viable, but 
only under these circumstances: 
Lick of competition from well - 
focused Top 40s that are doing a 

good job of super -serving one end 
of the spectrum or the other and if 
you have identified, through 
research, a large enough target 
audience that wants a wide variety 
of Top 40 hits format. However, 
with the quickly changing ethnic 
makeup of a lot of markets, this is 

becoming increasingly hard to find. 

SOMMERS: Yes. Mainstream Top 
40 takes from all formats. We play 
the hits. We can be uptempo with 
Ace Of Base or play a hallad from 
Joshua Kadison. Variety is the key. 
Be mass appeal. 

STEELE: Yes. For the smart, street 
programmers that know what their 
market wants to hear, the variety is 

available. I think record companies 
have been doing a great job of 
keeping a good flow of product 
available. Even though some of 

the biggest 
records we 
have on 
KIXY would 
1)e consid- 
ered chart 
stiffs, they 
research, 
request and 
sell. My 
music direc- 
tor Jimi Jamm 

and I Icx)k at the individual song, 
the sound, the feel, the texture and 
fitting the mix. We don't care if it's 
being played in New York or L.A., 

will it work in San Angelo, Texas? 

A great example is Bahyface's "And 
Our Feelings." Last week it was 
number two in call -out overall and 
Number One in women 18 -34! The

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variety is there if you get away 
from playing the chart game and 
instead play the hits for your mar- 
ket! 

STEVENS: I think the days of a Top 
40 station playing everything like 
"Convoy" into The Carpenters into 
Rick James into Deep Purple are 
over. However, I think that within 
a niche there is still r(xnn for vari- 
ety. For example, some stations are 
getting away with playing some of 
the best urban and rap product 
mixed in with a few smash alterna- 

tive /pop cuts 
appealing to 
18 -34 year - 
olds. I think 
that listeners 
are now 
looking for 
u nnething 
more exciting 
[Ilan what we 
have to offer. 
There is 

burnout on all of the R. Kelly cuts 
and Toni Braxton cuts and even the 
Snoop cuts. We need to he search- 
ing endlessly for new fresh music 
for our audience -that means hang- 
ing out at record stores and talking 
to record store counter people ask- 
ing what people are talking about 
and vibing on. Many times the 
records that are being released by 
the record companies are not the 
best cuts for our audience. i think 
that sometimes to be successful in 
this format today, we need to be 
"AOH stations-Album-Oriented Hit 
stations," playing two or three cuts 
from a hot artist as well as the sin- 
gle. We have to he more creative 
in finding and playing hit music!

INGRAM: Let me answer this ques- 
tion in a general sense. To nie, the 
hest Top 40 promotions are those 
that drive the marketing image. 
drive the strategic intent . drive the 
positioning of the radio station. 
For example, the Phrase That Pays- 

type contests have been winning 
for years when executed properly 
(although Arbitron has come up

with some new rules which make it 
more difficult to achieve the 
desired results). 

The other promotions that catch 
my ear are those that break the 
mold, push the envelope, or lead 
the audience into new expectations 
from the station. Z -100 has been 
brilliant over the years in coming 
up with these. but never more so 

than in the past year or so. 

Imagine taking the Michael 
Bolton /Rod Stewart station and 
turning it into the place for Pearl 
jam and Cracker. They broke the 
mold AND ended up driving the 
strategy. 

PERRY: It has to be Mancow, 
WILD 107's former morning mani- 
ac, stopping traffic on the Bay 
Bridge. A promotion is successful 
only if it makes your target audi- 
ence talk and if it has a direct 
impact on making the ratings go 
up. in that sense, Mancow's bridge 
stunt was a promotion and a very 
good one. 

SOMMERS: We did the WSTW 
Cashcall 
Contest this 
past Fall with 
great success. 
I'he jackpots 
we gave 
.away were in 
the S700 

range. 
Listeners are 
still calling 
about it, even 

though the contra has been over 
since January!

STEVENS: Not that I condone what 
he did, but i think what Mancow 
did in San Francisco last year was 
great! He jumped on a subject that

runway in L.A. You could never 
quantify in dollars how much free 
publicity that earned the station - 
and it put then on the map. Until 
that stunt, WILD 107 was an also - 
ran to KMEL, and, since then. 
they've had the biggest numbers in 
recent history.

DEAN: The last two years have 
been tough for Top 40, but i think 
the industry brought a lot of that on 
themselves. Advertising agencies 
dictated a lot of 25 -54 buys to radio 

and that's a tough clemo for most 
Top 40 stations to deliver. As a 

result, many Top 40 stations 
changed formats. Now, it looks 
like younger demos are on the way 
hack and agencies are starting to 
realize that 12 -24 year -olds have 
significant amounts of money to 
spend. The stations, like KLUC, 

that hung in there over these past 
two years are now starting to see 

the benefits. i think the music 
industry would be in rough shape 
without the Top 40 format. Top 40 

is the main forniat for exposing 
new hits. Plus, if you'll look at rat- 
ings from around the country, the 
Number One cume station in most 
markets is the Top 40 station. That 
says a lot for the format's strength. 
I think the future of Top 40 is 

bright. Country seems to have 
peaked and that should throw the 
spotlight hack onto Top 40 as 

radio's most exciting format. 

PERRY: The music product still 
needs to get better. The 12 -34 

female is telling us, We want more 
dance music, less rap." If there are 
artists and /or record companies 
that can deliver dance records (that 
are really hits), let's hear it. It 
seems that too many of us are hav- 
ing to rely on '70s and '80s dance 
music in order to have dance 
records on the radio-that are real- 
ly hits with the audience. 
Finally, radio programmers need to 
get out of the office. Toc many 
radio people are talking to their co- 
workers or other radio, record, 
media people about what's hot and 
what's not. Go talk to the regular 

people, your target audience, it's 
their opinions that count. period. 

SOMMERS: Mainstream Top 405 

have seen good growth in the past 

year. I think if the record product 
is there, and you keep your station 
exciting and in the foreground, lis- 
teners will continue to come to you 
for entertainment and music. 

STEELE: The opportunities for Top 
40 stations is great, as long as we 
remember who we are and try not 
to be something we aren't. Top 40 

is not a cookie- cutter format and 
those stations and consultants that 
are using an "old school" approach 
are going to continue to experience 
stagnant ratings. Top 40 has 

always been a format of excite- 
ment, personality, top -of -mind pro- 
motions and the hits. While the 
hits, due to fragmentation, may not 
be as cut and dried today as they 
were five years ago, they are still 
there. Take a chance! 

STEVENS: I think if we continu- 
ously keep looking for fresh music 
and promotions, this format will 
always be dominant. Listeners 
come to us to feel good, to be 

entertained, to party, to be hip, to 
get the vibe and to stay young. If 
we fail in any of these areas by 
playing safe, stale music or having 
our jocks read liner cards, or not 
having a vibe promotion on the air 
at any given time, then we will 
lose. it's a format that can be com- 
petitive 25 -54 and make your sales 

department happy -we've proven 
it here!

Its changing. After 37 years of determining song popularity on the GAVI\ 
Top 40 by compiling reporters' numbered lists, the chart has been revised. 
Starting this week, it will he based solely on the total number of spins from 
the previous seven -day period. Rather than listings of 1 -5, 6 -10, 11 -20, etc., 
rankings will he grouped by reports of 70 plays or more, 50, 30 and ten. 
Underlines are awarded to songs trending up or remaining flat in total spins 
with all songs receiving ten spins or more being researched. 

As in years past there won't he any weighting of individual stations, 
although the GA \TN -Only GO Chart, with its focus on small markets, can he 
used as a comparison with the main Top 40 list. A designation of DP with 
an asterisk (S) will he for dayparted records in the interest of fairness to big 
hits that, due to appeal, may never warrant full -time airplay. 

A new feature called What's GOink On. has replaced the Airplay Analysis sis 
section. Forty GO correspondents have been selected to pass along infor- 
mation on new tracks generating significant early interest. That may include 
songs being tested. A station's track record of success in identifying suc- 
cess early on was used as the gauge in choosing this panel. 

As representatives from the record industry noted in last week's issue, 
reality is the goal. But by the old method or new, it seems huge mainstream 
hits rise to the upper reaches of the chart. With this system they'll just stay 
around longer. There's also bound to be some fluctuation in a song's rank- 
ing with the possibility a song may drop slightly one week and go back up 
the next. Any questions or comments are welcomed.

P.D. NOTEBOOK BY ERIC NORBERG 

GENERATION "Y" 
here was a fascinating article 
in the business section of the 
April 24, issue of the Portland 
Oregonian about Art Spinella, 
who has become an acknowl- 
edged leader in the field of 
auto leasing research. Spinella 

is president of CNW /Marketing 
Research based in Bandon, Ore. 

The article detailed how the infor- 
mation highway has enabled 
Spinella to run a successful business 
from a rural location, and reported 
the results of some of his research, 
which has real relevance to radio 
programmers. 

Concerning the current preoccu- 
pation radio has with Generation 
X -young people now in their 
20s-Spinella said, "Don't attach too 
much importance" to them. 
"They're similar to 1950s teenagers, 
directionless apart from their own 
group. Generation V -now 16 and 
under- represent a turning point in 
mental attitudes. They're much 

sharper and more outward looking, 
and incredible readers compared to 
Generation X kids." 

To me, that indicates that Top 40 
has a new opportunity -if they play 
their cards right. 

Here's another interesting item: In 

wish lists was home electronics and 
computers (35.2% against 15.6% in 
1984). Home furnishings are still 
number two (22.1 %) followed by 
personal investment (16.5 %) -per- 
haps reflecting the aging of the 
baby boom, and more considera- 
tion being given to retirement sav- 
ings. (Have you ever thought of 
giving away mutual fund shares to 
listeners ?) Completing the new top 
5: Buying a home is down to fourth 
place (11.3x/) and a new car is fifth 
(10.8%). 

Perhaps one reason why "a new

1984, consumers' wish lists started 
with a new car (29.7%) followed by 
new furnishings (19.0%), and buy- 
ing a new home (16.5 %). If your 
contest prizes still reflect those pri- 
orities you should know that eight 
years later, in 1992 -the most 
recent year for which Art Spinella 
has data, the priorities had shown a 

major change. 
The new top item on consumers' 

car" has dropped so much on the 
wish list that is increasingly people 
are just going out and buying them; 
Spinella says that currently con- 
sumers are putting off buying a 

new car on an average of just three 
months. That means that a new 
vehicle is still very desirable, but 
the consumer doesn't consider it 

unattainable or an extravagance. 
To me, that says that if you're con- 

sidering giving away a vehicle, it 

should be an RV or something that 
may still be considered desirable 
hut an indulgence; something that 
it's hard to justify spending money 
for. 

Spinella also reveals that "fully 28 
percent of us are considering work- 
ing for ourselves...compared with 
14 percent in 1984; 16 percent are 
self -employed, up from 4 percent 
in 1984." This may suggest that 
such office -type equipment as fax 
machines and copiers may make 
attractive contest prizes for some 
stations. They carry the cachet of 
potential self -employment while 
being an extravagance. 

All this is certainly food for 
thought. For those doing their own 
research, by the way, Spinella notes 
that the most common error in 
wording questions is inadvertently 
biasing answers by the way you 
word them. In the recent past, 
Northeastern researchers tended to 
ask questions that t(x)k the depth 
of the recession for granted and got 
different answers than researchers 
based in other parts of the country 
did when they were polling resi- 
dents in the Northeast. Make sure 
your questions are "emotionally 
neutral "! 
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elconte hack to "Small 
Market Success." This 
week we travel to the 
upper midwestern part 
of the United States to 

Bismarck, N.D. and KYYY 
(Y93). There we catch up 
with industry veteran and 
longtime program director of Y93, 
Boh Beck, who tells us more about 
the only Top 40 in North Dakota's 
state capitol.

Well, I definitely recommend spend- 
ing time or trying out a major mar- 
ket before settling down in a smaller 
market. 
Being that you've been doing this a 

while, do you have tricks that up and 
coming programmers don't know? 
Any secrets you want to share? 
I'm doing the saute thing now that 
I've been doing throughout my 
tenure in radio. Nothing different, 
just re- applying the sane tech - 
niqut' 
Give me an example of some of

We're careful, but 
you can't be afraid to go with your 
gut. My music director, Jon Norton, 
helps me do that. We don't always 
agree, but we do respect each 
other's gut instincts. That's impor- 
tant when you're a team. We've had 
a number of local hits that haven't 
made it nationally -and that's when 
we know we're in tune with the 
wants and needs of our market. 
Even a Country crossover hit? 
We played "Indian Outlaw" by Tim 
McGraw. Initially we got a lot of 
negative response, hut that was a 

minority. My advice is don't overre- 
act to the negatives and stay with 
your gut. "Indian Outlaw" ended up 
doing extremely well for us. We 
had a lot of concerns about it, but 
our gut told us it was the right 
record to play. 
How do you feel about how different 
trades categorize radio? 
A relationship between a radio sta- 

tion and a record label should he 

one to one -and there shouldn't be 

a trade between you. If labels are 

willing to take the time to know the 
station, there's a mutual respect. I 

have an advantage with time, but in 

the long run its the same for every- 
one. If you have a story to tell, they 
will listen. But you need to compile 
that story first before you go out and 
sell it. Work hard for it now -don't 
wait for it to cone to you. Make 
sure you take the time to keep the 

relationships alive. Its said that the 
new jobs are already filled by the 
time they hit the trades. 
Communication is how you get 

there. 
How do you feel about Y93's sound? 
I feel like the station sounds bigger 
than the market. We have a great 
hunch of people working her(

onjure up the image of being 
branded. The cowboy throws 
the calf to the ground and 
applies a hot branding iron to 
its skin. The purpose: so 
ranchers would know whose 
cattle was whose. It was a 

way to identify property. 
When marketing products in an 

open, competitive marketplace, 
brands are used so that consumers 
can easily identify them. Radio 
stations can and should he 
thought of as brands. The 
Franchise, a new book published 
by the NAB, written by Lew 
Dickey of Stratford Research called 
The Franchise, explains how to 
build a radio brand. Dickey says, 
"Listeners need a convenient 
'mental folder' to process the 
impressions gathered through 
product usage and exposure to 
marketing. This folder is provided 
by a consistent brand identity that 
is comprised of (A) the brand 
name and (B) the brand personali- 
ty." 

Dickey goes on to state that "the 
objective of branding is not to 
provide the next 'great name' for 
radio stations. Rather it provides a 
set of tools and techniques to help 
make any name (calls, frequency, 
etc.) work as a powerful asset." 

The job of market research is to 
measure the effectiveness of the 
branding or to test for the poten- 
tial of branding a specific product. 
The key measures of effectiveness 
are (1) brand loyalty (2) brand 
switching and (3) brand aware- 
ness. 

BRAND LOYALTY 
Brand loyalty by definition is the 

customer that either uses the 
branded product exclusively or 
uses it more than any other similar 
product. It also refers to consis- 
tent purchase of the specific brand 
over time. Loyal customers are 
satisfied that the branded product 
best matches their needs and 
desires. 

Arbitron rating data can he used 
to measure of brand loyalty, but 
not just by using the book. 
Fingerprint was the first Arbitron 
product that recognized the power 
of brands. It breaks out the radio 
station's audience into First, 
Second and Third preference lev- 
els. The astute analyst can pro-

duce a profile of the core listener 
to the radio station and target the 
audience by Zip Code for both the 
station and format category. 
Maximi$er can now examine pref- 
erence listening. 

tiveness. Since the winner of the 
ratings game is the brand that gets 
more quarter hours of listening 
than any other, a better measure 
of sharing is by alternative quar- 
ter -hour listening. The PD PRO- 

"Listeners need a convenient 
'mental folder' to process the 
impressions gathered through 
product usage and exposure 

to marketing." 
The PD PROFILE '', which is the 

registered trademark of the audi- 
ence analysis tool produced by 
Research Director, Inc., can he 
used to measure brand effective- 
ness. The PD PROFILE* not only 
allows the user to see the first 
three preference levels, but also 
evaluates the total audience by 
adding a fourth+ preference level. 
That was an important develop- 
ment because many stations have 
25 percent of their total audience 
who are "samplers" (fourth prefer- 
ence plus listeners). 

AccuRatings is reporting brand 
loyalty as its second measure. 
The respondent is asked to identi- 
fy the radio station they listen to 
most now and the one they lis- 
tened to most six months ago. 
The answer to this data measures 
a trend in brand loyalty. 

Arbitron ratings data measures 
consistency of purchase (days of 
listening) and amount of purchase 
(time spent listening). Using the 
Programmers Package you can 
find out the percentage of cume 
that listens by day of week and 
measures brand loyalty by recy- 
cling by daypart, recycling by lis- 
tening location and quarter hours 
of listening by location. 

BRAND SWITCHING 
Brand switching is another mea- 

surement of a brand's effective- 
ness. What other radio stations do 
your listeners listen to? In the 
back of each Arbitron book there 
is a cume duplication table that 
starts you on the process of mea- 
suring this aspect of brand effec- 

FILE ` can answer these questions: 
Among the brand loyals, which is 
their favorite alternative radio sta- 
tion; Among those diarykeepers 
that treat my brand as a second 
choice, what is their first and third 

choices; Among the third prefer- 
ence listeners, which stations are 
their first and second choices? 

BRAND AWARENESS 
The most often used measure of 

brand effectiveness has been 
brand awareness. That can he 
measured in an Arbitron diary 
review by identifying how clearly 
the diarykeeper knows the sta- 
tion's name. Awareness can also 
be measured by other research 
techniques that determine how 
well the consumer can recall the 
brand and its function. This 
approach is prudent when trying 
to measure non -users of the prod- 
uct. 

The ratings analysis tools are 
available for the radio broadcaster 
to measure brand awareness, 
brand loyalty and brand switching. 
What is needed is radio broadcast- 
ers to manage the radio station as 
a branded product.

CALL LETTER ASSOCIATION 
Associate culls or station name with ere, 
element: 

1. References to news, air, traffic. sports 
talents, news persons. 

2. Elements of information (weather, 
voicers, etc.). 

3. Promotions, giveaways, contests (" ICallsl 
Say It and Win Game"). 

4. Program specials ("ICallsi American 
Country Countdown "). 

5. Miscellaneous features (" ICallsl 
Information Line ": "taking a (Callas] request "). 

WEATHER 
1. Morning drive: Every other break should 

contain full forecast or abbreviated mention 
of what will happen today. 

2. Provide current temperature with all 
forecasts, weather mentions, but temperature 
only is insufficient; include sky conditions, 
chance of rain, etc. 

3. Schedule weather after all news 
(including network) programs. 

4. Talents should rewrite forecast for their 
show. Thus, they can relate (not read) it. 

5. Provide station's "weather guarantee" 
(every 10 minutes, 4 times per hour, etc.).

6. Begin and end with call letters or station 
name. 

7. Avoid extraneous detail that tends to 
complicate copy and confuse listeners ("Calm 
wind conditions, barometric pressure, 
precipitation probability"). 

8. Only provide Celsius temperature 
references if audience includes Canadians. 

9. Typical weather schedule outside of AM 
drive is 2 x hour unless severe conditions 
prevail. 

PUBLIC SERVICE 
1. Genuine community involvement 

contributes to the good image and perception 
of the station. Select, rewrite, and present 
Public Service Announcements in such a way 
that they become an asset to the station. 

2. As part of daily show preparation. talents 
should select PSA topics and rewrite them for 
their personal use. 

3. PSA should he treated as interesting 
information or "relatable" items that are of 
concern to their listeners and the community. 

4. Don't treat these announcements as 

"formal" PSAs (as they were prior to 
deregulation). Rather, the talent should 
personalize the items like he would a concert, 
a public appearance or a weekend music 
special. 

5. Don't bill this information as a "public 
service announcement." "community bulletin 
Ix)ard," 'a message in the public interest," etc. 

6. Delete phone numbers, addresses, zip 
codes, and detailed information. Instead, the 
talent can suggest to call the station for more 
details. 

7. These "local relatables" should he short, 
succinct, sincere- sounding reminders that are

written and delivered with time efficiency in 
mind. 

8. All information should he local and relate 
to the target demographic 

9. TLC defines a PSA as follows: 
"A positive description of an attraction or 
activity to see or do in the greater 
metropolitan area that is fun, interesting or 
infommative and has appeal to the target 
audience." 

10. Scrutinize recorded PSAs; many stations 
feel that the only place for a produced PSA is 

to fill an unsold network avail. If produced 
PSAs are aired, make them custom for your 
station with a spokesperson who reinforces 
the call letters and station's involvement; don't 
air spots that also run on competitive stations. 

11. Schedule each PSA often enough to get 
impact and results for the client. 

12. Be highly selective as to which few PSA 

clients get coverage 
13. PSAs must have a good feeling and 

reflect the positive enthusiasm and fun of 
the radio station, and is so delivered. 

14. A PSA policy includes saturatio 
campaigns for specific local events which 
shows listeners that the station is community 
involved, cares alx)ut listeners, and makes a 

difference.

FRED HERSCH 
THE FRED HERSCH TRIO PLAYS... 

(CHEEKY) 
Since we're nearly the same age as 

pianist Fred I Iersch, we can relate to 
his choice of material for this disc, 
which features the fundamental com- 
positions that influenced Hersch to 
become a professional jazz musician: 
Miles. Monk. Diz. Herhie. Trane. 
Sonny. This is a mass appeal jazz 
record all the way. While we've 
always admired Hersch's role as a 

technician and someone who likes 
to carefully tinker with arrangements. 
he preserves spontaneity by record- 
ing his tunes in groups rather than 
grinding them down one at a time. 
For instance, Miles's "Milestones" 
doesn't overtly swing like the origi- 
nal: it floats along, even though the 
tempo hasn't been slowed down. 
"Con Alma" is played sans Diz's 
trademark Afro -Cuban/Bebop sea- 
sonings. Hersch's henchmen, bassist 
Drew Gless and drummer Tom 
Rainey, help in this reconfiguration 
process, particularly on the two 
tempo- twisting Monk pieces, by deft- 
ly adapting to Hersch's occasional 
penchant for throwing in kinky 3/-+ 

time signatures that are not played in 
waltz time. In his notes, Hersch 
acknowledges a jazz educator named 
Oscar Treadwell for early inspiration. 
That's similar to what the San 
Francisco Examiner's Philip Elwood 
did for us in college- played the 
classics and turned on our minds of 
mush to the giants of jazz. 

MILT JACKSON 
THE PROPHET SPEAKS 

(QWEST /REPRISE) 
With MJQ's high profile anniversary 
disc safely in recurrent, Milt Jackson 
stings the charts again with his sec- 
ond Qwest/Reprise solo effort. Milt's 
vibes are a welcome break from the 
usual jazz woodwind/brass/keyboard 
routine, but it doesn't stop there. 
Three tracks feature fine vocal per- 
formances by Joe Williams, culminat- 
ing with a reworking of Joe Cocker's 
You Are So Beautiful." Williams 

rephrases the basic melody and puts 
a lyrical satin finish atop Cocker's 
original note -squeezing, angst- ridden 
performance. If that's not enough, 
half of The Prophet Speaks is l ol- 
stered by Josh Redman. Our 
favorites, definite dinner jazz chest- 
nuts, are the romantic hallad "Come 
To Me" and the dapper "Wonder 
Why." Cedar Walton and Jackson 
croon away as Redman and Williams 
lay out. Billy Higgins and John 
Clayton round out the veteran 
rhythm lineup. 1994 continues to be 
a banner year for Milt and the MJQ.

I meet a lot of 
artists because I run my own t -shirt 
business. I could tell that he was a

showed us wasn't at all like our 

cover. John is an excellent air brush 

technician and he does the human 
form better than anyone I've ever 
seen. The artwork on Boneless 
Christian ties into our first album. If 
you get the cassette you can see the 
entire sketch and it's also complete 
on the t -shirt that I did. John actually 
works eight hours a day airbrushing 
people from a photo onto 
tombstones." 

"To most people this is 

our first album, and musically, we've 
never been ready until this record. 

We've never had a full package with 
the music and production on the 
same level.
