The National Association of
Broadcasters’ convention in
Las Vegas earlier this week
drew some 70,000 attendees
from all parts of the world,;
more than 40 percent of
came 1o the desert from
overseas. They took in an
eye-popping array of new
and improved technology at
exhibits  that  surpassed
Vegas' glitziest slot machines.

Howard Stern

When I first met Ed McMann,
[ couldn’t believe his voice.
You could feel it all the way
down to your toes.

And he was only 14.

Now McMann is 34 and is
a 13-year veteran at KISS
108 (WXKS) in Boston.

A lifelong  go-getter,
McMann grew up in Mission
Hill, one of Boston's

rougher areas. By the time
he was a high school sopho-
more, he had already held
down a number of jobs,
including one at a hospital.

A high school counselor,
convinced that the kid with
the pipes belonged on
radio, gave him a list of local
stations, and he struck pay-
dirt at Group W-owned
WBZ/FM, then a fully auto-
mated Top 40 and sister to
WBZ/AM, long the number
one game in Boston.

“He had a maturity that
made him special,” says his
first boss, Clark Smidt, now
owner of WNNH-Concord,
N.H. “He was smart, he was
tuned in—plus, this 14-year-
old kid had a network-qual-
ity voice.”

McMann went from office
work to producing sports-
casts on the AM and ulti-
mately running the automat-
ed FM side. But he yearned
to be on the air and left

WBZ after five years.

"My first big break was
when I got a job at KBLX in
Berkeley.” He was 19. After
a year, McMann heeded the
advice of Quincy McCoy,

then at Fantasy Records and
most recently PID at WBLS-
New York, who told him,
“You've got to get into Top
40."

He moved to Miami to
work at Y100 (WHYY)
where, after six months of
overnights and production,
he was transferred to morn-
ings at 90KIX/WCKX, then
the whipping-post of Q105
(WRBQ). “Inside of a year
we were neck and neck.”
McMann says.  “But then
they brought in the big
guns.”  The big gun was
Scott Shannon.

“It was great,” McMann
remembers. Tt was my first
real radio battle.  They'd
been sitting pretty, we came
in with a machine, and they

ing disparaging remarks about
Mexican-Americans. On the day of her funeral.

As Stern knows. I'm a fan of his. I generally find him hilar-
ious, even when he's being—or sounding—his meanest,
whether lambuasting celebrities or upbraiding his own staff.

In  Texas,
Selena’s home state, the
League of United Latin
American  Citizens  said it
would file a complaint with
the FCC and called for a
boycott of Stern’s sponsors,
a call joined by two other
Latino organizations  last
week, “His apology is not
acceptable,” said ULAC pres-
ident Belen Robles. Alex
Nogales of the National
Hispanic Media Coalition
called it insincere and asked
stations  carrying  Stern's
show to drop it.

satellite applicants are being
deceptive when they say
they're not challenging com-
mercial radio. “Their busi-
ness plan is to make
money,” he said, "and they
can't win with niche format-
ting. (Local radio) can't take

dilution of audience. It will
be our downfall.”
Haring concurred.

“Economically speaking, it
would (especially) hurt the
smaller  broadcaster,” he
said.  And, addressing the
value of niche formatting he
said, "The Korean truck dri-
ver will have a station, but
that takes a set of ears from
traditional radio.”

Joe Field of Bala Cynwyd,
Pa.’s Entercom joined the fray
from the audience. Clearly
upset at the prospect of DAB,
Field asked, "Are we going to
replace  community-based,
regional and national service?
The role of radio isn't primar-
ity to make money. it's to
provide a community-based
service. That's what the FCC
is about to eliminate.”

FCC attorney  William
Kennard also had to deflect
criticism  for his agency’s
expected approval of DAB.
“This is not the end of
broadcasting as we know

it,” he said. “Think how it's
(DAB) going to complement
what's existing.”

Moderator Valerie Shulte
from the NAB wrapped
things up by asking Odeneal
and Haring what they'd like
the FCC to do to make DAB
complementary to tradition-
al radio. “Eliminate owner-
ship restrictions, make it a
subscription service, make
sure niches appear and
open it (DAB) up for auc-
tion,” said Odeneal who
added he doesn't want DAB
to have terrestrial repeaters.

Haring agreed with Odeneal
about subscriptions, but
expressed what seemed to
be the sentiment of many in
the audience: “Restrict it
altogether,” he said.

For the record, at a break-
fast session held the next
day, FCC chief Reed Hundt
said, “My mind is very far
from being made up.
(DAB's) proponents have
made an interesting argu-
ment. Their service could
offer niche programming.”

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The most important radio develop-
ment in 1994 wasn't duopoly,
although the consolidation of the
husiness continued briskly, with
both positive and negative iniplica-
tions for all of us in radio. It wasn't
even the continuing evolution of
narrowly-targeted formats, although
GaviN's table of contents make it
clear that trend is continuing.

The most significant development
tor radio last vear happened in tele-
vision: the start of direct-to-con
sumer, high-power satellite broadi-
casting. The television industry has
been fundamentaily changed by this
development.

The consumer now has more tele-
vision choices than ever before, and
more importantly, those choices are

trying to develop their vears-old
primestar” medium-power satellite
service as a viable competitor; and
the future of costly-to-operate mass-
appeal networks and local basic
affiliates has become less certain.

So what does this have to do with
radio?

Maybe a little, maybe a lot—
depending on the direction broud-
casters choose 10 tike, starting now.

Television evolved, as radio origi-
nally did, as a fundamentally
national, networked medium. Locul
stations carried the network pro-
grams and had some of its own to
meet local needs and add local rev-
enue. It's hard to see now how
individual televisions stations can
survive in their present form, with

The danger here is that radio
is playing the television game:

being tailored to individual viewing
tastes more than ever before. splin-
tering television in a way radio was
long ago. Furthermore, the new
choices are technically superior and
more user-iriendly, thanks to digital
transmission. When you tune in a
channel the picture is perfect; the
audio is CD-quulity sterco sound;
and the channel and program, with
program start and end times and
program ratings, are all displayed
on the screen when you change
channels. A built-in program guide
helps vou find what you want to
watch, and it provides detailed
information on each program it you
want. The guide can also be sorted
by program type at the touch of a
button.

This is Hugues’ DirecT\V and
Hubbard’s USSB as viewed on DSS
equipment which is manufactured
and sold by RCA and soon by Sony.
Its 18" receiving dish has had
unprecedented media attention and
as of March 1 RCA had sold over
600,000 units and was still not meet-
ing demand.

So television stations are now
clamoring for the opportunity to use
the future high definition TV chan
nels they will receive for mulri-
channel digital broadcasting; cable
systems have discovered that their
customers don’t like them and want
1o disconnect, and are desperately

the explosion of “niche networks”
already upon us. When radio faced
a similar crisis in the 1950s Todd
Storz and Bill Stewart invented Top
40 radio, and Gordon Mclendon
polished it and set the direction of
locally programmed music and
news in many formatic approaches
for the following half-century.

Today. they say, ten percent of all
radio stations derive much or all of
their programming from a satellite-
distributed program service. The
danger here is that radio is playing
the television game: being the local
outlet for a national program. Just
as with television stations, at some
point the local station will become
irrelevant in this scenario. A satel-
lite service can broadcast directly to
the listener and bypass the need for
the local “rebroadcasier.” No won-
der the NARB is so vigorously oppos-
ing the FCC's recent authorization
of direct-to-listener satellite radio
broadcasting.

Radio can sidestep this program
very simply—by retaining local air
personalities to relate to and inform
the local listener, and programming
a companionable music and news
service locally. Satellite radio can-
not threaten this approach, and
radio will emerge from the media
transmorgrification already under-
way stronger than ever, as the only
medium that works best. @

SMALL MARKET SUCCESS

elcome 1o this week’s
“Small Market
Success,” in which we
travel to Newlon,
New Jersey, home of
Top 40 WNNJ. Newton is
also where your Milky Way,
Mars and Three Muskeleers
candy bars come from. We
catch up with operations
manager/program and
music director Chris
Abate, who fills us in on
some of the philosophies
that drive WNN]J and help
nuike it 4 success.

Let's start off with a brief
overview of your location
and market specifics.

We sit in the proximity of
some of the largest-rated
markets in the countrv: New
York City, Middletown
Newark and Allentown vir-
tually surround us. As
result, we direct our signal
more towdrds the west in
order to avoid a head-on
collision with those saturat-
ed markets. Our biggest
competition. WYNY, was
mult-directional, which
forced us to make a focused
move towards less concen
trated markets. At the time
you couldn’t hear us oul-
side of our parking lot, so
we ended up moving the
transmitter and focusing in
on murkets that we felr we
could get a better handle
on.

Does your proximity to such
major radio centers affect

your approach to program-
ming?

Absolutelv. Tt forees us to
be far more focused on
what we do and who we
program to than most sec-
ondary markets. There are
about eight different Top
40s/ACs, including Z100
(WHTZ) and WPLJ. which
puts a tremencous amount
of defensive pressure on
what we do here. We had
to find our niche and
exploit it in order to pre-
serve our ‘hackvard listen-
ers” from stations such as
those. We've gone back and
forth in the past few weeks
regarding the importance of
market research. What is
your position on its effec-
tiveness?

It's more rhan important. it's
crucial, especially in our
markel. We have imple-
mented an extensive
research campaign over the
past few vears to monitor
the fluctuations in our mar
ket The ever-changing
tastes and demographics
reqjuire us to pinpoint who
and where our listeners are.
Even more important in our
situation is keeping close
tabs on the retail climarte.
How relevant are secondary
markets in the breaking of
up and coming artists, and
more importantly, WNNJ in
particular?

Secondaries are extremely
crucial in developing and
breaking both smaller and
major drtists through to the
next level. If people are
hearing a particular track
here, B.F.E. or in New
York, they will still buv the
record. And if they hear it
here first, you betier believe
they’ll be calling for it in
Allentown, Newark or what-
ever station they happen to
be listening to. We share a
lot of listeners, which trans-
lates into a lot of artisl
crossover from station to
station.

Where do you sit with the
situation of playing/not
playing a major artist's
track if you personally don’t
believe in its “hit factor?”

I think that being obscure
for the sake of it can kill any
station. It's important to mix

I think
by focusing on vour partic-
ular niche, the future of this
diverse format could prove
that it has the ahility to
adapt and thrive into the
nexr century.

The last time indie-rock looked to
the '70s for inspiration, Black
Sabbath was the acknowledged ref-
erence point as grunge became au
courant. But (unlikely as it seems)
that was years ago, and the newest
generation of DIY musicians, when
groping for some stimulus, seize on
a slightly more recent phenome-
non—the “progressive” rock of the
late *70s and early ‘80s. Although a
number of bands have lately bowed
to the prog gods (Yes, ELO, ELP,

Jethro Tull, Genesis, Focus), none

has managed to update the genre as
effectively as Tampa, Florida's
Home. The (young) members of
Home, who've come of musical age
in the P.P. (post-Pavement) era,
have melded their version of that
band’s revolutionary legacy with the
experimental and orchestral leanings
of prog. 7Xis the band’s ninth
release (duh), but it's the first one
that’s been widely distributed and
available in disc form. On it, ITome
re-introduce piano and synth-y key-
boards to indie-rock and thereby
assemble 13 engaging, intriguing,
catchy (and often downright amaz-
ing) tracks. The album commences
with the schizophrenic “Freedholm
Rd.,” @ noodly offering that features
injections of a messy group vocal, a
maddening, almost-mechanized
synth/keyboard riff, chiming, a
backdrop of wailing guitar and a
touch of distortion. "Lost It” is jaunty
with bawling vocals, “Raising Tide’s”
acoustic guitar and brushed snare
are accented by piano, and
“Atomique” is something of a space
tinkle. Other favorites include the
childish-but-droll “My Friend
Maurice,” in which Pavement’s influ-
ence is particularly detectable (note
the guitar’s tone), and “In My
House,” a brief offering that drops a
frenetic, drony screen of percussion
and rhythm-—then pierces it with a
sharp, sing-song guitar riff.
If you're feeling lost in a swell of
sound-alike emo-popsters, lo-fi
buskers and guitar-driven Modern-
rocksters, you'll gladly welcome the
future. Welcome Home.

SILVER APPLES OF THE MOON (T00
PURE/AMERICAN, 3500 W. OLIVE AVE.,
SUITE 1550 BURBANK, CA 91505)
Margaret Fielder (from Moonshake)
has a cool and soothing voice that
neatly carries this band beyond ordi-
nary limits: Silver Apples Of The
Moon glides through the outer
reaches of the Earth's atmosphere
and sails into orbit. Further pro-
pelled by Guy Fixsen's vocals, an
arrangement of vibes, flute, moog,
guitar samples, bass, conga. percus-
sion, and saxophone, Laika then
tear through the heavens at light
speed. With Silver Apples of the
Moon, Laika surpasses The Ecstasy
of St. Teresa in the songwriting
arena and supersedes the hypnotic
moodiness previously perfected by
Mouse on Mars and Seefeel. If scien-
tists could freeze Cal Tjader in a lig-
uid nitrogen capsule and defrost
him in the year 3000, he would

probably play music akin to Laika's
*If You Miss.” "Marimba” sounds like
Henry Mancini and Astrud Gilberto
playing together in a space station's
cocktail lounge, and with “Red
River” Laika creates a hip mood and
atmosphere with away gone congo
beat propped against a let-your-fin-
gers-do-the-walking bass loop and a
mad storm of reeds and brass. Laika
sounds new enough to be a proto-
type, and we suspect Silver Apples
Of The Moon was produced in a lab-
oratory by scientists, rather than
mastered a studio by engineers—it’s
that refreshing. If you really love
Portishead, you're destined to
become fatally attracted to Laika.
Witness the beginning of space jazz.

PLANTS, PLANETS AND INSECTS

If you were

record. Plants,
Planets And
Insects. will

definitely surprise you. In perfor-
mance. Gulfport, Mississippi’s
August Sons are as insanely loud as
they are unsightly; however, on this
disc (their second full-length), the
trio prefers subtle dynamics to
excessive volume. Each of the
twelve songs here is named for a
plant, a planet or an insect (imagine
that), and one might consider the
first title, *Jupiter.” to be portentous,
for Jupiter is the planet of benefi-
cence and good fortune. “Jupiter.” a
mesmetrizing-yet-motorin’ mix of
blasé vocals, faint chang-ing guitar
drone and plink/plonk-ing toms,
is—in this celestial arrangement—
followed by “Earth,” in which the
guitar once again takes a backseat,
as banjo rides in front beside the
tooling and hypnotic percussion.
Next is “Wasp,” an even more sub-
dued offering that features a sedate
bass and lazy guitar. From that point
forward., tho, the songs cull more
tension with each of the disc’s spins.
“Locust” is all odd syncopation and
tweaked guitar, “Mercury™ builds
around a frantic mandolin, and the
closer, “Trees.” is a cranked up dis-
torto-fest.

In truth, Mississippi's August Sons
are an anomaly. Their music, which
has been brewed and fermented in
deep-Southern isolation, is a combi-
nation of dated reference points

(one passer-by commented that
Plants, Planets And Insects reminded
her of early James!) and twisted red-
neck—think Deliverance—inspira-
tion. Don’t miss it. —SEANA BARUTH
ST. JOHNNY
LET IT COME DOWN (DGC, 9130 SUNSET
BLVD., LOS ANGELES, CA 90069)
On St. Johnny’s latest disc, Let it
Come Down, the band makes the
most of its opportunity to stretch out.
On this second album, §t. Johnny
explores eclecticism and minimizes
the straightforward “college guitar”
sound that so marked their debut
full-length. Vocalist Bill Witten seems
to be fully embracing the Steve
Malkmus-style drone/slur, but the
band has found originality (and sal-
vation) through a wide variety of
sounds and arrangements. “Bluebird”
is swirlingly ethereal and enjoyable
and contrasts nicely with the groove-
driven "Do You Wanna Go Out?”
and the percussive "Scuba Diving.”

Whereas the band's first CD bla-
tantly borrowed the distortion/noise
aesthetic of Sonic Youth, (and there-
fore sounded kind of generic). with
their sophomore disc, St. Johnny
evinces real growth, and Let It Come
Down chronicles a move in the right
direction. I predict that one day,
people will acknowledge this record
as the start of something big.

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661 t's actually a little strange for me to be the only one talk-

ing about the songs because it was a very collaborative

process,” admits Joan Osborne over the telephone. It's
her one and only day off to tie up loose ends and finish busi-
ness so the “call-waiting” is clicking regularly.

“The lyrics were basically my territory,” Osborne
explained after the phone line cocled down. “The music
and arrangement ideas came from a common love of blues
and soul—a lot of sitting around and talking-out ideas. We
were heavily inspired by the Band.”

Joan Osborne’s new album (her third release after a two
year-old EP and a independent live album) is the product of
a fiveyear struggle for overnight success. A native of
Anchorage—Kentucky, that is—she’s a longtime New
Yorker, drawing from that city’s streets for song ideas.
Osborne is receiving the first reactions to Relish, her new
album on Blue Gorilla/Mercury, a label started by her pro-
ducer, Rick Chertoff. Chertoff is best known for discovering
another female vocalist, Cyndi Lauper, as well as the
Hooters. Osborne is no stranger to praise. In 1992, Rolling
Stone picked her as the only unsigned artist for their "New

Faces Of Rock” lineup. More recent raves come from Jon
Pareles of the New York Times.

Right behind the press is A3 radio. Songs like “St.
Teresa,” "Spider Web” and “One Of Us” are already gst-
ting major market airplay as a result of carefully-placed CD
test pressings sent out well before the album’s official
release date. After countless shows on the grueling
Northeastern club circuit, Osborne is getting ready to make
the transition to bigger venues, gigs that will come once the
radio mainstream gets better aquatinted with her.

The making of Relish sounds like a familiar story. Inspired
by the music made by the Band inside the homey confines
of upstate New York’s Big Pink, and not unlike Counting
Crows and Sheryl Crow, Relish was recorded inside an old
hunting lodge next to a scenic reservoir in beautiful
Katonah, which is outside posh Westchester County, less
than an hour’s drive from New York City.

The "home” recording process soon became a songwrit-
ing think tank instigated by Osborne’s dutiful sense of pre-
productive preparedness and producer Chertoff's stable of

pet musicians that included Hooters Eric Bazilian and Reb

Hyman, as well as guitarist Gary Lucas and bassist Mark Egan.

"We logged more writing time than recording time by sefting up writing
labs,” admits Chertoff, “We also had an eight by forty foot stone fireplace in
the foyer. We set the drums up there. It was our version of Big Pink.”

Osborne is likely to weather more than a few comparisons as a slightly
tame Janis Joplin, a younger Bonnie Raitt and a more spiritual Melissa
Etheridge. Yet her true influences are decidedly distinct and soul-driven.

"When | first started singing,” Osborne recalled, it was all rhythm and
blues—Etta James, Tina Turner and Otis Redding. They were my heroes. Then
| got into people like the Band and Van
Morrison, people who were able to take
soul, blues and country influences and make
something personal and individual.

“I'm also influenced by singers like Aretha
Franklin and Mavis Staples—women who
are strong, passionate and sexual without
resorting to a come-on or a tease.”

While A3's female bumper crop is sfill
crowded with talented contenders, Osborne
philosophizes that it takes aggressive energy
in order to command respect, and you need
a willingness to reinvest all the rigors of the
road into the music.

”A lot of rock n roll and pop female singers
seem to take the pin-up girl route in order to
sell records and attract an audience. The
ones who don’t seem to put out a masculine

energy. Women like Joan Jett, Chrissie

"A chick singer covering Bob Dylan,” she sniffed, "Not exactly your most
original concept.”

But Chertoff was persistent and the performance became one of the
record’s more visual recollections.

"That's a live vocal, as were a lot of them,” recalled Chertoff, “She sang it
late one night in early April with all the lights out as the moon hung over the
reservoir.”

So far, the most played track is the song many might dub the album’s tour
de force, the opening "St. Teresa,” a song
born outside Osborne’s Manhattan window.

"When | first sat down to write the song, it
was about something | see on my street
everyday—agirls selling drugs on the street
corner.

“The goal was to challenge Joan with great players and new musical atmos-
pheres that walked her into different areas,” said Chertoff, “while remaining
true to what was originally sensational about her live performances.”

Next came the weeding out process.

“We waited for the bluesfriendly songs that had an atmospheric chordal
feel. At the same time, the record has roots in modal Appalachian gospel
which was important to both of us.”

One of Relish’s more magical moments involves a spooky cover of Bob

Dylan’s “Man In The Long Black Coat” pulled from the Daniel Lanois-pro-

Since | have
high aspirations for what | want out of my music, | find | have to put a lot more
in.

“I'm not really talking about career ambitions here. It's more like personal
reward.”

Still, after five straight years of touring and recording, it's still a risky way
to earn a buck.

"You definitely work without a net,” Osborne admits, “But there’s a lot to be
gained going out on a limb and leaping into the void.” ®

DOUBLE RAINBOW THE MUSIC OF

ANTONIO CARLOS JOBIM
(VERVE/POLYGRAM)

The term “New Wave” was popular-
ized by young French filmmakers and
British punk rockers to signity artistic
defiance. The Brazilian terin “bossa
nova” ironically translates into English
as "“new wave” or, more specifically
‘new wrinkle.” Like Jean Luc Goddard
and the Sex Pistols, Antonio Carlos
Jobim started his own influential
movement in 1938 by launching this
commercial moditication of Brazilian
samba. Jazz players enthusiastically
embraced bossa nova’s syncopated
melody patterns and cool chord pro-

gressions as a viable extension of their

own bop phrasings. When he was
developing this genre, Jobim cited
influences as diverse us Cole Porier
songs and Gerry Mulligan’s baritone
sax phrasings. Verve Records entered
the fold almost immediately with piv-
otal recordings by Stan Getz, Jao
Gilberto and Charlie Bryd. Jobim cer-
tainly changed the face of jazz and 37
vears Jater. Joe Henderson delivers his
own poignant foomote to Johim’s
recent death with Double Rainbou.
Emphatically not a memorial project,
the first half of this set, recorded last
November in New York, was (0
include Jobim, who bowed out at the
last minute due to health reasons, was
replaced by Eliane Elias and died 34
days later. Henderson explores his
“soft side” through Jobim's writings on
intricate/delicate ballads like “Ligia”
and “Dreamer.” But there's plenty of
driving material, especially on the sec-
ond half. when the sessions shifted 1o
Los Angeles with Herbic Hancock,
Christian McBride and Jack
DeJohnette, a decidedly more power-
ful, crushing quartet. Expertly co-pro-
duced by Richard Seidel and Oscar
Castro-Neves, Double Rainbow is a
strong concept made stronger by
Henderson’s irademark razor reed
sound and sporadic double-time
bursts of improvised drama and pas-
sion. Personality and influences inter-
mingle across the equator.
Henderson’s newest is destined to be
a top, if not the top, jazz release of the
year.
