On Getting Radio Some Respect
Norm Pattiz, Chairman of
Westwood One Companies, is a cat.
If he hasn't had nine lives, he will.
He was a gofer in a theatrical
agency. He worked at an advertis-
ing/PR company. He sold time at a
Los Angeles TV station. But his life
truly began when he discovered
radio syndication and built
Westwood One into the country's top
independent network. He became a
buyer, with the Mutual and NBC
radio networks among his prizes.
Westwood One next operated its own
stations. Now, Pattiz has become a
radio champion, a trustee of the
Museum of Television & Radio and,
this year, President of the Broadcast
Education Association.

The Broadcast Education
Association has been around
for 40 years. The BEA is the

only academic organization I know
of that deals with broadcasting and
communications that embraces and
is partially funded by professionals
in the industry. The NAB has been a
supporter for many years and, in
fact, the BEA headquarters is locat-
ed in the NAB headquarters in
Washington, D.C. The NAB also
gives the BEA space prior to the
opening of the annual NAB national
convention in Las Vegas, so that the
BEA can have its convention, which
this year attracted about 1,000 stu-
dents, academics, and professionals.

My association started about three
years ago, when I was lecturing at
Pepperdine University. The instructor
was at that time the President-elect
of the BEA, and we got to talking
about it, and I thought, "Wow, this is
some -thing that really appeals to me."

I'm from the radio business, and
it's always been kind of a Rodney
Dangerfield of the entertainment
business-"We don't get no
respect." But I've lectured at many
universities and have always asked
to set aside time to meet with a
dozen or so students to see how
they feel about their communica-
tions program, and what they would
think about more focus on radio.

The students are overwhelmingly
positive about radio and wish they
had more opportunities to learn
about it, and to intern at radio sta-
tions. Academics, however, tend to
be drawn towards the latest break-
throughs in technology, and the
video medium as a whole. They feel
uncomfortable teaching radio because
they don't know that much about it;
they think of it as yesterday's news.

So when I go to colleges and talk
about radio, and point out that it's a
$12 billion industry, and that's more
than domestic box office receipts and
more than domestic record and CD
sales, it puts it in perspective for them.

First Words
As the environments in which popular music are being pre-
sented continue to go through radical changes, it's good to
know that we can always count on festivals in the summer.

Festivals themselves have changed a lot. Woodstock was
the height of the mammoth rock festivals that came into being
in the '60s, while Lollapalooza has reminded us how music
gatherings could broaden beyond music.

But, as Americana Editor Rob Bleetstein learns in his survey
of festivals, some of the best hark back to the tried and true.
The Newport Folk Festival, and others, still offer music work-
shops along with stage shows.

That's good to know. Back at San Francisco State University,
around '64, I first saw a folk festival, clearly modeled on
Newport, that presented folk artists, but also brought in blues,

tions and hundreds more public radio
stations, all of whom share the same
basic problem: people. We ought to
find a way to exploit this untapped
resource: radio as a place to go for
students, and students as a source of
expanding the gene pool in radio.

I have several personal goals with
the BEA. I want to raise the profile of
the BEA among professionals. And
with a professional as the President,
which is unusual, it will be easier for
our profile to be raised. I think that
when more professionals are aware
of what the BEA is doing, their reac-
tion will be similar to mine, which is,
"Gee, this is a terrific resource."
They're a tremendous research ann
because they're out there doing stud-
ies on various aspects of the industry
that the industry would never do.

Another thing I want to do is
drum up more corporate support
from the industry.

A third goal is to raise the impor-
tance of radio within the organiza-
tion. I have found no hesitation at
all at the BEA to increasing radio's
profile. They'd felt uncomfortable
with the medium. But now, I'm one
of them, and I plan on doing a little
educating about where radio's been
and where it's going.

As for Westwood One, it's been a
ride. The first ten years were just a
walk in the park, and then we had
two or three years that were pay-
back time. And the last couple of
years have been fantastic. They say
that anything that doesn't kill you
makes you stronger.

Steve Hicks, who is leaving
radio giant SFX in
September, is forming an
ambitious new media com-
pany with his brother.

Backed by the Dallas -
based leverage -buyout firm,
Hicks Muse, and joined by
older brother Tom
(Chairman and CEO of
Hicks Muse), the 46 year -old
Steve Hicks will head
Capstar Broadcasting Inc., to
which Hicks Muse is com-
mitting some $100 million.
The new firm hopes to raise
up to $1 billion to buy or
merge with radio groups,
primarily in medium-sized
markets, and mostly "south

Grant, bounced from
WABC/AM-New York after
years of racist and other
offensive commentary, land-
ed just two weeks later at
crosstown WOR, in the 4-7
p.m. slot. Grant, who began
on WOR April 29, will also
be syndicated by WOR start-
ing Monday (May 13).

(Ironically, WOR also
signed, for a Sunday night
show, defense attorney
Alan Dershowitz. The
lawyer had been dropped
by WABC in March, pur-
portedly for calling Grant a
racist, a bigot and "a despi-
cable talk show host.")
Critics, including Rev. Al

Sharpton, have promised to

organize an advertising
boycott.

Imus, meantime, has had
his syndicated show picked
up by ten more stations
since he got into hot water
over insults he sprayed at
President and Mrs. Clinton
and other political and
media figures, at a national-
ly -telecast dinner in
Washington, D.C. in March.

Imus's station lineup is

now up to 80, according to
Westwood One.

Imus hit the headlines
again last week when Sen.
Alfonse D'Amato, an advis-
er to Bob Dole, appeared
on his show and attacked
House Speaker Newt
Gingrich.

In response, Gingrich
suggested that D'Amato
-was under the influence of
Imus, which is a very
strong influence, as you
know."

the younger Hicks told the
Texas edition of the Wall
Street Journal.

Economic growth has
been more rapid in such
markets as Austin (home
base, along with New York
City, of SFX), Nashville, and
Charlotte. Middle -market
stations, he noted, sell for
as much as 11 times cash
flow, but are still less
expensive than large mar-
ket stations, which can sell
for as much as 15 times
cash flow.

Steve and his 50 year -old
brother previously worked
together in Capstar
Communications, which
merged with SFX in 1993.
Steve is leaving SFX in early
September.

SFX, meantime, is busy
with a radio station trade
with CBS, gaining KKRW/
FM -Houston, a '70s outlet,
while CBS gets KRLD/AM-
Dallas, an all -news station,
and the Texas State
Networks.

The exchange gives CBS
the additional news penetra-
tion it seeks, while SFX
gains a third station in
Houston, joining top -ranked
A/C KODA/FM and MOR
outlet KQUE/FM.

Meantime, Colfax Com-
munications of Minneapolis
has agreed to pay $95 mil-
lion for Sundance Broad-
casting's nine -station group.

Colfax had been talking
with the Phoenix -based
Sundance about acquiring
its Phoenix stations
(Alternative KZON/FM and
Smooth Jazzer KYOT/FM,
along with KOY/AM and
KISO/AM), but the news of
the group buy surprised
observers. The deal also
puts Colfax into Milwaukee
with WMIL/FM and
WOKY/AM, and gives it

three stations in Boise.

INTERESTING piece in the New York Times Magazine (April
18) by Michiko Kakutani, about how 1996 "is drowning in
deja vu all over again." Citing Batman, Sgt. Bilko, James
Bond, the Nickelodeon Channel, the Beatles, VH1's

THE STATE of Montana's had a bad hair month, what with
the suspected Unabomber and the Freemen. Which is why
I'm happy to bring you a bit of good news about Nancy
Walton. As followers (and a few stalkers) of this space know,
Nancy is the DJ in Bozeman, Mont., who, despite losing a
radio job and being flat broke, managed to publish a huge
and highly entertaining letter about her escapades, which
she sent, at year's end, to about 50 friends, most of them in
radio.

Meantime, in L.A...
In Los Angeles, Arbitron and area general managers have
reached a cease-fire on the issue of Spanish -language sur-
veying.

Three ratings books ago, responding to ratings surges
by Spanish -language stations (KLVE/FM is the current
market leader), GMs of non -Hispanic stations demanded
that Arbitron conduct a language -enumeration study to
determine how many people being sampled are Spanish -
primary and how many are English -primary.

Arbitron, which has conducted similar studies in sever-
al markets, agreed. But some managers reportedly
protested the size of Arbitron's sample for the test. In a

meeting April 26, the ratings and research giant said it
would be "reconfiguring" the sample for a summer survey
to be conducted beginning June 27, with some 1,400 in -
tab diaries to be included in the project. Arbitron will ask
listeners for their primary language at work, at home, and
outside the home. Whichever language gets two votes
becomes that listener's primary language.

Language -based ratings will be by format only, says
Arbitron, and not by stations.

Metromedia Nixes Buy
Of Record Distributor
Metromedia International Group, the
media and film giant, has called off
its $85 million puchase of Alliance
Entertainment Inc., the New York -
based distributor of music product.

Metromedia announced its pull-
back after learning that Alliance's
first-quarter revenue would not meet
expectations, the result of declining
profits from music recordings.

The deal, consisting of $360 mil-
lion of stock and $325 million of
debt, was reached last November.
Last month, Alliance told
Metromedia that it expected first-
quarter revenue of $175 million, not
the originally estimated $191 million.

The breakdown of the deal comes
as companies have seen profit mar-
gins squeezed as retailers have cut
prices to survive in an increasingly
competitive market, not only of fel-
low retailers but of music sales by
various new media.

It also comes on the heels of the
folding of CEMA, the U.S. distribu-
tion arm for Thorn -EMI's numerous
record companies. The British com-
pany said that, as part of its reorga-
nization of its distribution machin-
ery, CEMA would become EMI
Music Distribution, and an unspeci-
fied number of employees will lose
their jobs before the end of the year.

Radio Link to Internet
The FCC has proposed that a portion of the airwaves be set aside for free
and unlicensed use by schools to connect with the Internet.

Under the proposal, the government would reserve a band of radio fre-
quencies that anyone could use to send huge volumes of data-about 25
million bits of information a second-within a building or a college cam-
pus, over short distances of no more than a quarter -mile.

The frequencies would allow wireless connections to the Internet at
speeds hundreds of times faster than possible over current telephone lines
and would allow networking of classroom computers without the expense
and trouble of laying cables.

mances are of the highest
caliber."

On stage, the ensemble
cast gives a vibrant and
inspiring performance. I

was most impressed with
the star-crossed lovers,
Roger and Mimi, por-

trayed by Adam Pascal and Daphne
Rubin -Vega, as well as Jesse L.

Martin as Tom, and Idina Menzel as
Maureen.

For Broadway theatre, which late-
ly has been desperate for original
material that appeals to a younger
audience, Rent is proving to be a
savior in more ways than one.

Inside Top 40 BY DAVE SHOLIN

Rhythm Rules Again
The "R" word is creeping into con-
versations more and more these
days. Surely you must be hearing
it-or using it quite a bit your-
self-to describe the shift in musi-
cal focus at many Top 40 stations.
Only five letters long, it's the quick
and easy answer as to why there's
a renewed interest in dance/pop.
Heard the word "cycle" lately?

Sweet 98 (KQKQ)-Omaha MD
Jimi Jamm feels strongly that
"this is gonna be a year when
dance/pop will deliver some of
the bigger records out there." Jimi
adds that it's a marked contrast
from all the Alternative titles that
have been crossing over. Both he
and PD Mike Steele agree their
station is playing about "Ten to 20
percent more dance/pop than a
year ago." They argue that's due in
part to changes in the market and
the emergence of sister station
KGDE (The Edge), which is
attracting a big chunk of male
audience share, forcing Sweet 98
to superserve females.

Results from Sweet 98's first
auditorium test in nearly five years
confirmed a definite preference for
rhythmic music by women 18-34.
Out of the 500 songs tested, which
included currents and recurrents,
Bobby Brown's "My Prerogative"
and 2 Unlimited's "Get Ready for
This" came out Number One and
two respectively. Interestingly, the
station "passed" on 2 Unlimited
the first time around, and "My
Prerogative" hadn't been on the
air in four years.

Comparing Top 40's overkill of
songs like "I'll Melt with You" by
Modern English to what Album
radio did to Led Zepp's "Stairway to
Heaven," Mike and Jimi have
instead looked to the late '80s and
early '90s to freshen up their library.

Other titles that Jamm admits he
and Steele thought were "dead and
buried," also got high scores from
respondents and are now on the air,
including Keith Sweat "I Want

Her," Al B.Sure "Nite and Day," and
Paula Abdul "Rush, Rush." To those
afraid of hearing "train wrecks" on
the air, Jimi says, "You'd be amazed
what you can put together weaving
these older songs with currents if it's
done the right way."

Todd C h (left), Erik Bradley
If Sweet 98 is incorporating less

rock and more rhythm, B96
(WBBM/FM)-Chicago has broad-
ened its scope if only so slightly. PD
Todd Cavanah and MD Erik
Bradley are thrilled with the suc-
cess of WKTU. Why? Todd explains,
"We can now go a rep in New York
and say 'We're a lot like `KTU; and
they get it. Even though our num-
bers have been fabulous [top five
since 1989, as high as three never
lower than five] we still had to
explain ourselves."

What B96 is about, according to
Cavanah, is fun. "In middays, for
example we put on a product
unavailable anywhere else on the
dial. Realizing it was hard to out -
Whitney Lite FM, out-Mariah the
Point, or out-Hootie the Mix, we
feature The at Work Dance Party.
It reflects our focus on being an
uptempo, fun radio station."

Though many abandoned much
of this music when Alternative ruled
Top 40, B96 never wavered. Now,
Todd and Erik smile to themselves
as they watch labels re-release
songs that were huge hits for them
over the past 12 to 18 months.

Despite their own success how-
ever, Cavanah and Bradley caution
others to avoid "programming to a
sound instead of what your audi-
ence really wants." Rather than get
caught up in the mindset of "this

record doesn't sound like my sta-
tion," Todd advises, "do research.
You'll find artists like Alanis or
Hootie do appeal to a rhythmic
audience." Bradley agrees it's "dan-
gerous to play a stiff that sounds like
your station instead of a hit that
might be out of the ordinary."

As for some of B96's big dance hits
yet to be discovered by most of the
country, Todd and Erik point to sev-
eral "solid, very mass appeal" songs,
including "Tonight Is the Night" by
Le Clique (now La Bouche), which
was "our number four record of last
year. Give it a few weeks, and it'll be
in powers." Also "Close to You" by
Fun Factory (third biggest of `95),
which "almost went to powers in its
second week and tested forever with
women 18-34." And from way back
in '92, the Nightcrawlers' "Push the
Feeling On."

Bradley believes the rhythmic
trend will continue "as long as labels
put out hit records and develop
artists. With radio it's always gonna
be a city by city situation." Cavanah
puts this simple spin on things:
"Wherever you live, people like to
have fun. They like to party, they like
to dance, they like uptempo music,
and, as WKTU says, they like to feel
good. All I can say is the people in
Chicago listening to B96 have been
feeling good for a long time!"

The Bob Grant Blues
New York City is just like I left it a year ago; it still has
a bad case of the blues. The Manhattan skyline looks
the same, with its glorious, romantic image of freedom
and free enterprise for all. The skyscrapers are still
home to powerful people and big money, and the
streets are still lined with garbage and the homeless.
Regardless, this city is still the most exciting and
entertaining place on the planet. But in its
atmosphere, in its very air, hovering like a
plague, demons are dispatched daily to
infiltrate the minds of the masses. They
are spoken messages of the blues. I'm
not talking about the melancholy beauty
of blues music, but of the evil rantings of
fear draped in racist commentary, coming
from a madman in a tower of power. New
York City is suffering and soon may suffocate
from the Bob Grant Blues.

For years, Bob Grant has been broadcasting racist
remarks like these from the studio at WABC/AM: "I can't
take these screaming savages. Whether they're in that
African Methodist church, A.M.E. church, or whether
they're in the streets, burning, robbing, looting. I've seen
enough of it." And let us not forget: "We have in our city,
we have in our state of New York, we have in our
nation, not hundreds of thousands but millions of sub -
humanoids, savages who really would feel more at home
careening along the sands of the Kalahari or the dry
deserts of eastern Kenya; people who, for whatever rea-
son, have not become civilized."

 Toni Morrison, Paul Robeson, Shirley
Chisholm-savages?

 Sidney Poitier, Barbara Jordan, Romere
Bearden-savages?

 Harriet Tubman, Duke Ellington, Colin
Powell-savages?

 Alice Walker, Michael Jordan, Ron
Brown-savages?

The use of the word "savages" is a historic example
of the most demonic blues ever spoken. Grant uses the
word to remind himself of a happier time, when black
people where enslaved, thus making them less of a
threat and much easier to control and destroy. This type
of blues comes from a humanoid devoid of any self-
esteem, who must generate hate in order to feel alive.
Grant's claims of ethnic superiority remind me of the
shattered theories of Bull Connor and Adolph Hitler. He

also reminds me of what a hit Hitler \\ as on German
radio, spewing the same nonsense about Jews. Blues
bigotry, orchestrated and conducted daily, will encour-
age those listeners inclined to evil doings. It's the music
of destruction and atrocity.

When Commerce Secretary Ron Brown's plane went
down, Grant told his WABC listeners that he had a

"hunch" that Mr. Brown would survive.
"Maybe," said Grant, "it's because, at heart,

I'm a pessimist." Grant was fired from
WABC for the comment, but sadly has
been hired at WOR/AM, New York City's
new headquarters for the Bob Grant blues.
Grant's return was predictable in today's

world of de -regulated rules and reason;
WOR is only interested in ratings and rev-

enue. The days when the gentle "Rambling with
Gambling" morning show represented the stations

moral center are long gone.
The question now becomes, "Have we de -regulated

away responsibility?" Has the broadcasting communi-
ty, in its lust for control and profits, abandoned its
basic obligation to serve the community's interest first?
Have we legislated ourselves into a new capricious
state of ratings and revenue at all costs?

Bob Grant's blues have the musty smell of KKK fire
bombings and of Nazi book burnings. Bob Grant's
voice is like the snapping of a noose snaking over a
high tree branch. His is a violent whisper like that of a
coward making late night death threats on the phone.

Bob Grant and his employers cannot hide behind the
First Amendment. It offers no "right to broadcast guaran-
tee" for racist language. If Bob Grant can rant and rave
about black folks, then the Louis Farrakan blues, if he
should decide to broadcast his version of the truth every
afternoon, should meet with no resistance. Farrakan's
show wouldn't last a day-neither would Bob Grant's, if
he directed his slurs at any other racial group.

Like a serial killer, Bob Grant breeds copycat imitators
of destruction. Too many other self-proclaimed power -
broker bullies are ready to get behind a microphone
and help corrupt society and humankind. Swaggering,
arrogant racists are always ready to thump their vicious
rap full of hatred and demeaning messages. Mean spirit-
ed creatures are determined to inspire suspicions and
distrust, until everyone is at each other's throats with a
terminal case of the Bob Grant Blues.

Urban -Workshop Small Market Attitude
Small market stations have
always been great at interact-
ing with their listeners. The

local radio station is an essential part
of any community and usually serves
as headquarters for events focused
on solving community problems. The
small market attitude of improving the
lifestyle of listeners gives community
stations a tremendous image boost.

Many big market radio stations, who
could wield plenty of power and
political clout in their markets if they
incorporated a little "small market
attitude," are beginning to
spearhead campaigns.

'WOLVEIPAENT
1. Public Affairs programming is
vital to any station interested in
what the community thinks are prior-
ity issues. If you can't afford a PA
Director, then the responsibility
should be shared by programming
and promotion, since these two
departments will eventually lead the
campaigns.
2. Research questionnaires should
always include questions about what
listeners perceive as the worst prob-
lems in the community. This will help
you in choosing your station's major
campaign issue.

3. Tackle big problems like crime,
voter registration, and AIDS
research. Run a series of Public
Affairs announcements and promos,
and hold community events to
involve your listeners. Attach your
station to other community organiza-
tion that are trying to improve the
same problems.
4. Remember, once you choose a pro-
ject, your entire station must make
the mental and physical commitment
to its success. The community won't!
let you down if you're doing it a ser-
vice.The hard work usually translates
into good ratings. -Q

Angela Perelli, APD/MD at
KYSR-Star 98.7 -Los Angeles,
won this year's GAVIN A/C Major
Market Music Director of the
Year award at ceremonies in
Atlanta this past February. "When
you work hard and feel passion-
ate about a job, it's great to be
recognized. Once you're out of
school, you stop getting report
cards, so it feels like I got a gold
star," says Perelli. "It's not an
easy industry for women, so
I'm happy to show that women
can succeed."

After graduating from UCLA with
a BA in Communications, Perelli
began her radio career in 1985 at
NBC O&O KYUU-San Francisco,
where she "got coffee, mainly" as a
producer for the Morning Show
crew anchored by Don Bleu, a
GAVIN award -winner himself. Also
at KYUU at that time were PD Ric
Lippincott. now with Curb
Records, and MD Annette M. Lai,
now currently Associate Editor of
GAVIN'S Top 40 department.

In 1987, Perelli moved cross-

ruptcy and eventual sale to
Evergreen.

In 1995, Perelli moved south
to Los Angeles to accept the APD/MD
gig at KYSR where she worked with
PD Randy Lane and his successor,
Dave Beasing.

Now entering her second decade
as a broadcast professional, Perelli
aspires to someday program another
major market station-that is as long
as it allows for what she refers to as a
"balanced life." She enjoys, among
other activities, "listening to music out
of the [A/C] format, going to shows,
and doing crossword puzzles."

Asked for her list of essential
tools of the trade, Perelli says she
couldn't do it without the telephone,
SoundScan, Selector, trade maga-
zines, auditorium and call -out test
results, and that thing Donna Brake
sends out to help us open record
packaging."

Perelli's best advise for others
who aspire to handle music in the
big markets is:

1. Understand the strategic goals
of the station. Get involved as much
as is allowed in programming strate-
gy meetings.

2. Teach the record labels about
your station's targets and goals. Be

honest with them and be consistent.
3. Become a Selector expert;

read the manual, watch the training
videos. Stay on top of rotations,
clocks, etc., so the PD can tend to
more important matters.

4. Work hard and stay focused.
Participate in the industry. Go to
shows, listen to music, go to con-
ventions, and develop relationships
with your peers.

Even the cartoons deal with
Black America and are absolutely
hysterical. Most intriguing is the bio-
graphical article on Louis Farrakhan,
the leader of the Nation of Islam.
Farrakhan (himself a proficient con-
cert violinist) makes quite an interest-
ing assertion regarding music and the
race question. In a conversation
between Farrakhan and writer Henry
Louis Gates, Jr., Farrakhan talks
about fading myths of black or white
superiority, and cites the classic

Taken aback, Gates
retorts in the article, "Joe Lovano,
maybe, but Kenny G.?"

Trying not to
second-guess radio, and assuming that
those who buy his discs prefer a vari-
ety of different feels, Elliot has mixed
up the tunes with charismatic uptem-
po pieces like "City Speak," Scotland"
(named for the place where Elliot was
born and left as a baby), and "All I
Need." He's even dabbled with a
harder jazz feel on the closer, "That's
All She Wrote," a spontaneous com-
position that happened at the tail end
of the sessions. All in all, radio is
going with prerelease tracks sent to
them, the nocturnal ballads "When the
Lights Go Out" and the Babyface
cover. "Ill Make Love to You."

VINNY VALENTINO &
HERE NO EVIL
Now and Again (DMP)
Just as he did with the early GRP
recordings by guitarist Kevin

Eubanks, producer Duke DuBois has
shaped a second tasty recording with
guitarist Vinny Valentino. Valentino's
February, 1993 debut release on PAR,
Here No Evil, was especially swing-
ing, and now Valentino has traded
label initials to DMP. Valentino
doesn't hide behind reconstituted
Wes Montgomery licks like so many
guitarists these days. The sessions are
also bolstered with special guest sax-
ophonist Gary Bartz, who plays a
prominent role on Non' and Again.
In fact, the CD is just as much a vehi-
cle for the band as it is for the crafty
fingerings of guitarist Valentino. For
those jazz programmers looking for
standards by which to judge
Valentino's chops, check out the
Louis Armstrong handle, "What a
Wonderful World," Miles Davis'
"Seven Steps to Heaven," and Monk's
"I Mean You." Then venture on to
the delectable original, "Cheese &
Crackers." which is melodic enough
to crossover Smooth.

Scott's tastes vacillate
seamlessly between Smooth Jazz,
A/C, and Urban with covers by
Stevie Wonder and Dexter Wansel,
Burt Bacharach, and Michele
LeGrand.

Since its
launch in
January of
1995, the
home-
grown,

nationally syndicated Acoustic Café
of Ann Arbor, Michigan, is quickly
becoming known as commercial
radio's best showcase for new
acoustic music.

Currently heard on 40 commercial
affiliates and in over 800 cities
around the world over Voice of

America, Acoustic Café is the brain-
child of Rob Reinhart and his
partners Laura and Tony
McReynolds (RM&M). "This is a
niche," says Reinhart, "and we are
just about the only ones doing it.
We are simply an acoustic music
program; our reach is not as wide
as some of the other programs out
there."

"This is a real sort of down-home
syndication project," continues

producer, host, and occasional
roadie and limo driver when the
need arises. "All of our affiliates are
commercial stations. While most
syndicators are able to pre -sell a
show, we didn't have that luxury
with the Café. Our first year's ex-
penses came totally out of pocket,
and we now have two national
sponsors-one being the Martin
Guitar Company. The good thing
we're finding with companies like
that is that not only do they come
to us with advertising dollars, but
they believe in what we're doing."
The weekly, two-hour show
mixes live performances with inter-
views, and is distributed to stations
on CD. "My biggest concern going
into this wasn't the money that we'd
have to put out," says Reinhart, "but
that we were going to have to gen-
erate a nationally recognized guest
every week." It looks like Reinhart
can rest assured on that end. "We
did 200 interviews last year, and so
far this year we've done 50. We've
got a very intimate, artist -friendly
situation here. Because it's not live
radio, it gives the artist a chance to
relax, set up, and do their thing.
And the opportunity for re -takes
is available."

Recent guests have included
Emmylou Harris, Todd Snider,
John Hiatt, and Jann Arden.
"As cool as it is to have all these
great well-known artists on our
show, our program is also about
Martin Sexton, Patty Griffin,
Fred Eaglesmith, and the other
great talents just coming up," says
Reinhart. "What's really exciting is
that, remember, we're on commer-
cial affiliates, and these are artists
that commercial radio doesn't neces-
sarily get into a lot. A primarily
rock affiliate may not feel comfort-
able adding Gillian Welch to their
rotation, but our show provides a
context for her to get aired on their
station. We picked up a modern
rock affiliate last week, and we
have a smooth jazz affiliate too. This
bodes well for the whole Americana
movement. Our affiliates are all over
the map in terms of formats. I've got
to believe we're doing something
right, because its pleasing a lot of
people."

Sin Now...Pray Later (Hightone)
Offering plenty of wisdom and words
to live by, the Carpetbaggers debut
for Hightone is a twang infested,
chug-a-luggin' keg of a good time.

The tradition of annual music festivals is a key player

in the Americana movement-and has been long
before the GAVIN chart peeked its head out of the
ground last year. Not only do some of the more promi-

nent festivals provide musical momerts of a lifetime in

some of the greatest settings on earth, but they also

enable scores of talented musicians to perform their

craft and bring surrounding commu-

nities and fellow travelers together

for an experience that transcends the

typical gig. Music festivals of the Ameri-
cana nature, often saddled with the bluegrass or

folk music tag, also use radio as their link with their

+t- surrounding locales.

Many of these festivals have been with us for years,

and scores of new ones break out eery year. Some

have grown not only in size, but have also become cor-

porations with retail outlets and reccrd labels. But all

have that common thread of being backed by people

with a passion for music.

Looking for an incredible summer music getaway?

Or maybe you want to see where tomorrow's stars
are perfecting their chops. What's in store for you here

is a look into some of the best music festivals pre-
senting the cream of the Americana crop.

Festival promoters, artists, and radio programmers

will assist me and guide us through the tour.

The Strawberry Music Festival has
been rooted in the big pine country
of California's Sierra Mountains
since 1982. "We thought it would be
easy to do a music and camping fes-
tival," says Strawberry producer
Charlie Cran. "We found out it was-
n't. But, over the years, we've contin-
ued to present great music in a great
atmosphere for folks who are past
the rock concert stage and are look-
ing for something a little more fami-
ly oriented."

Twice a year, Strawberry takes
over Yosemite's Camp Mather, with
its breathtaking scenery, camp-
grounds, cabins, lakes, general store,
and sprawling meadows-one of
which serves as an awesome music
venue-and becomes its own com-
munity. "We've kept our attendance
fairly low [3500 in the Spring, 5,000
in the fall], says Cran, "and we don't
invoke corporate sponsorship. This
festival is about the music and the
audience's love for it, and offers
them a great experience for taking it
in. This year's festivals will feature
acts like John Gorka, Bill Morrissey,
Leftover Salmon, the Burns Sisters,
Chesapeake, the Sky Kings, Sam
Bush, and Ralph Stanley to name a
few.

The great tie-in for our festivals
with Americana is that we've been
working with this music for a long
time." In fact, many of the greats
have made the unforgettable journey

up to Strawberry, including Alison
Krauss, John Prine, Los Lobos, Bill
Monroe, Emmylou Harris, the late
Tiny Moore, supergroup Strength in
Numbers, David Grisman, Marcia
Ball, and on and on.

"Strawberry is as good as any fes-
tival can be," says veteran performer
Tim O'Brien. "It's more on the low
impact side of things. You're afford-
ed the time to let things seep in.
There's not so much going on there
all at once, so you can sort of just let
things happen. At the same time,
there's enough going on that you
can stumble around between differ-
ent stages and workshops
and come upon the unex-
pected. What I really like
about the festivals are that
you come to them and find
you're amongst friends. It's
like, 'Hey, everyone's like
me.' And that's a great
feeling."

In his effort to entertain
his ticket buying public,
Cran is always on the look-
out for new talent. "The
industry people may know
about some great new tal-
ent out there, but the typi-
cal festival -goer who likes

them. When fans come to
Strawberry, they're always going to
see a lot of new acts. Gillian Welch
played our festival last year, and
came as an attendee before she was
an entertainer. We also like to feature
relatively unknown talent in the slots
in between acts. Last year we gave
one of those spots to Celeste Krenz,
and she was received with great
response."

Strawberry is now known as one
of the heritage festivals. "Back in our
beginning," says Cran, "there were
only a handful of festivals similar to
ours, as well as the many traditional
bluegrass festivals. Now there are all
kinds, not only in California, but all

with all these other festivals, if that's
necessary, but we also feel there's
room for many more. They just
develop new fans for the music."

Radio's link with Strawberry is
long rooted also. "We've always had
a strong relationship with public
radio, most notably KUOP, KCSS,
KUSP, KPFA, KCHO, and KPFK. We
provide tickets for their fund-raisers
and go back to our beginning with
them. We also work very well with
some commercial outlets. In our first
year, the one station we worked with
the most-and a great help to get us
going-was KFAT in Gilroy. Then we
did extensive promotions with KHIP
and now KPIG and K -Otter and a few
others."

Cran also operates the Strawberry
Music retail outlet in Sonora, a direct
and successful offshoot of the festi-
val.

They finished their set by
first continuing to play
unamplified in the dark,
then using a generator and
turning their stage moni-
tors toward the crowd. It

seemed like it was staged to happen
that way, but it was pure spontane-
ity."

Looking for an unparalleled musical
high? Then Telluride's your place.
Nestled (11,000 feet above sea level)
in the San Juan Range of the Rocky
Mountains, with its majestic peaks,
waterfalls, and small-town vibe,
Telluride is another crown jewel in
the festival kingdom.

The legend of the Telluride
Bluegrass Festival goes back to the
Fourth of July, 1973, and a band
named Fall Creek, who founded the
festival and featured Cooster
MaCallister and the late Fred
Shellman. A good friend of theirs was
none other than Sam Bush, then of
the New Grass Revival. "I guess dur-
ing the second year of the festival,"
says Bush, "the Fall Creek guys
decided to bring a national act in
order to bring some more folks to it,
so that's where we began to fit in.
Telluride's a place like no other, and
over the years, we would tell our
musical friends about this place that
you just had to go to." And once you
go, you'll want to come back. Bush
shall return for what will be his 23rd
consecutive year, earning him the
honorary title of "Mr. Telluride." "It's
certainly a highlight of my year," says
Bush. "I would really feel like some-
thing was wrong if I didn't end up in
Telluride every June. Realizing that a
lot of festivals need to rotate their tal-
ent, I'm just amazed that I've always
gotten to go back to Telluride, and its
something I don't take for granted."

"We've got an extravagant core of
musicians who are part of the festi-
val each year," says producer Craig
Ferguson. "Sam Bush, John Cowan,
Bela Fleck, Tim O'Brien, Peter

Rowan, Jerry Douglas-they're prob-
ably the real historical core. Then
add on the other Hot Rize guys, folks
like Emmylou Harris and Shawn
Colvin. It's one of the stronger char-
acteristics of Telluride. I think its
prevalent." Also prevalent is the tal-
ent added onto this core. This year's
lineup includes Steve Earle, Norman
Blake, Joan Armatrading, Leftover
Salmon, David Lindley, Michele
Shocked, Alison Krauss, and a very
special Bluegrass reunion with the
David Grisman, Peter Rowan, and
Vassar Clements. While it retains its
Bluegrass name, Telluride is obvi-

ously much more, catering to 10,000
faithful "festivarians" per day.

Ferguson took over the festival's
production in 1988, and has expand-
ed his operation into Planet
Bluegrass-an entity that arose out
of need. "We also produce the Rocky
Grass Festival and the Rocky Folks
Festival, and started the Planet
Bluegrass record label, and run the
Telluride Academy, which provides a
series of intimate workshops
throughout the festival." Rocky
Grass and Rocky Folks are held in
August at Lyons, Colorado, just out-
side of Boulder. In fact, this year's
Folks Festival, which brings the
Bluegrass festival feel to the singer -
songwriter genre, coincides with the
GAVIN A3 Summit.

At Planet Bluegrass, there is a
long-standing relationship with
Colorado and Four Corners radio.
"Public radio has the most interest in
us, except for the outlets right in the
Denver and Boulder metros," says
Jo Gioffre, Planet Bluegrass'
Marketing and Publicity Director.
"KBCO has been our sponsor for
some time and has worked with us a
lot over the years. Even though they
may not program this exact kind of

music, they know the audience is
very similar. We do ticket giveaways
with all of the surrounding public
radio outlets, including KSUT and
KGNU. KOTO has a lot to do with the
festival while its happening. They
run our beer booth, and they get to
keep all the profits from the booth,
which helps keep them going."

"Here at KOTO, we're known as
information central during the week
of the festival," says the station's
Music Director and Operations
Manager Joan May, aka "Joan of
Rock.""We serve as a great link for
the festival outside of the gates. The
festival has a great impact on the
town and our station. It turns us into
a real music Mecca, and we get a
good share of live performances in
our studio. Our news department is
always on -site doing remotes, and
folks are always dropping buy to
pick up a T-shirt or bumper sticker.
And the beer booth gig is great for
us; we get 30 percent of our annual
revenue from it."

Billing itself as the "Bluegrass
Family Festival," Winterhawk takes
place high on a hilltop in the
Berkshires, overlooking New York's
Hudson Valley. Just two hours from
New York City and 45 minutes from
Albany, this festival prides itself on
retaining a very traditional approach
while still welcoming acts that push
the limits of the genre.

Betty Bienen of WQQQ also serves
as the President of Grey Fox
Entertainment, which produces
Winterhawk. "We're keeping the
bluegrass tradition alive in the
Northeast," says Bienen. "The vibe

that people always talk about at
Strawberry and Telluride is definitely
going on here at Winterhawk, too.
It's very family oriented, and geared
towards pleasing the audience. We
draw between 5,000 and 6,000 peo-
ple per day, and there's plenty of
room to spread out.

"I've seen some unbelievable jams
at Winterhawk," says Liz Opoka of
Razor and Tie Records in New York
City. "My favorite though, has to be
the Fuggahwees tent, which is an
annual jamsite that borders on the
wild and crazy and carries on until
dawn. Many of the artists come by

and jam. It's just a great time."
"This year's lineup includes Claire

Lynch, Riders in the Sky, John
Hartford, Jerry Douglas, Seldom
Scene, Blue Highway, Ralph Stanley,
and Del McCoury to name just a few,
" says Bienen. "The community feel
at Winterhawk extends to the artists
too. You never know who may be in
the flight pattern of the 'hawk and
stop on by to jam."

Winterhawk naturally draws its
audience from the tri-state area, and
the festival's involvement with radio
reaches out to both public and com-
mercial stations. WAMC is the public
radio voice for the immediate sur-
rounding area, and features Wanda
Fischer and the Hudson River
Sampler program. WRWD, a main-
stream country station in
Poughkeepsie, has also begun to get
involved with Winterhawk. And of
course, WQQQ is a big supporter.

(very Dylan-esque) "Three Marlenas"
(with it's "Sweet Jane" riff), "Laughing

Don't Make Lonely Girls" (with JB on
vocals?). While it's a fact that imagery
does run in the family, and Jakob
Dylan will have to endure curious
press scrutiny, what comes through is
that the 'flowers are truly a grand
band. We dig them entirely, famous
name or no.

ELVIS COSTELLO
All This Useless Beauty
(Warner Bros.)
Elvis Costello pays Aimee Mann a
supreme compliment by opening his
album with a version of 'Til Tuesday's
"Other End of the Telescope." So
strong is this Costello/Mann collabora-
tion, that it casts a long shadow across

the rest of All This Useless Beauty,
Costello's second rebound with the
original Attractions, and a disc
designed to showcase a sample of
songs written by Elvis but originally
cut by other acts. We prefer the beauty
and subtlety of Useless Beauty over the
more brash Brutal Youth. Without the
strain of reintroducing the Attractions
concept, Costello seems comfortable
in his past literacy. On the Costello
scale of My Aim is True to Kojak
Variety, we'd rank Useless Beauty more
in line with Imperial Bedroom, a testi-
mony to Costello's calligraphic song -
writing and the consistency of Geoff
Emerick, who produced both projects.

While it's great
to have all the songs and the art-
work handy to evaluate music, it's
partially about having the entire
package available to John and Jean
Q. Public so we can measure
results. Sometimes we forget that.

Herb Alpert comes home...Met
Herb Alpert last week for the very
first time. It was a thrill, because
the Tijuana Brass's Going Places
was the first long player I ever
bought. Playing live with his new
band, in front of a packed house,
Alpert did a rare meet -and -greet
before the gig. After all, it was San
Francisco (the folks at KSFO) and
early GAVJN reporting which started
"The Lonely Bull" rolling in 1962.
The point of bringing this up is
that, regarding his new label,
Almo Sounds, Herb quietly
brought up only one act-
Gillian Welch. "She's the real
thing," he said before being
ushered toward the stage.

The
results are a ton of fun, a gonzo com-
bination of Teddy Boy, Bob Wills,
Duke Ellington, T -Bone Walker, Anson
Weeks, and Sun Ra. Like we said,
you'd have to he stark -raving honkers
to put together a big band in this day
and age (what with fuel prices and
all), but Setzer seems more than up for
the lunacy. "Hoodoo Voodoo Doll" is
a hoot while "The House Is Rockin'"
and "Rumble in Brighton" are much
more in the rock vein. Like, jeez, Gene
Pitney's "Town Without Pity"?!? Yeah!

COCTEAU TWINS
Milk & Kisses (Capitol)
How about a little ethereal grey matter
to counteract all this rock n roll? The
Cocteau Twins are actually three,
Elizabeth Fraser, Robin Guthrie, and
Simon Raymonde. Together they cre-
ate real alchemical sounds wrapped in
lacy melody and draped in gothic pro-
duction. Tracks like "Serpentskirt" and
"Tishbite" are examples of how pow-
erful the Cocteau Twins can be, pro-
viding an active progressive ingredient
when it comes to positioning yourself
in the adult market with Alternative
competition. Milk & Kisses is a very
special release and a godsend.
SPIN DOCTORS
You've Got to Believe in
Something (Epic)

If you've ever
watched the fasci-
nating documen-
tary Shades of Grey
about the record-
ing of Billy Joel's
River of Love, you

know that having Danny Kortchmar as
a producer is a little like going to hoot
camp, or, as XTC's Andy Partridge once
described making a record with Todd

Rundgren, "It's like having the music
beaten out of you." Kortchmar is a grim
sort, nobody's yes man. On this watch,
he's responsible for getting the Spin
Doctors back on the hit track. After a
couple of listen-throughs, though it's
hard to say whether he's succeeded, it
probably means-in listener -measured
minutes-he probably hasn't. While
"She's Not You" is pretty in a noisy
kind of way, songs like "Dogs on a
Doe" and "I Can't Believe You're Still
With Her" are energetic and catchy (in
that order). Looks like the Spin Doctors
are back on level ground with the rest
of us. See them at a mid -sized venue
near you.
THE WHY STORE
(Way Cool Music)

A prominent PD
with midwestem
roots explained
the Why Store to
us this way:
Sometimes, while
tossing hack a

few beers, you need an easy groove
song from a band wailing away in a
sweaty, smoky club. Funnily enough,
"Lack of Water" (listed as track 27)
almost didn't make the final cut
sequence. However, it's clearly the
track that A3 radio has taken a real
shining to. Its clean, early -Straits -like
guitar hook has already grown on 37
GAVIN reporters with fantastic results.
The Why Store (fronted by the gruff -
singing Chris Shaffer) expertly rides
the hot rail between A3 and AOR, a
reflection of the Bloomington/Midwest
rock scene that is now beginning to
attract national attention. Surely, after
years of slugging it out in bars and
union halls, one listen to Hootie is
bound to ignite even the most even-
tempered Hoosier into fits of ambi-
tious rage. Look for the Why Store to
lead the avenging parade. Other tracks
include "Surround Me" and "Father."

others from FPI went down to New
Orleans and started the Jazz and
Heritage Festival in 1971, working
with Alan Jaffe, Alison Minor, and
Quint Davis, who is now the produc-
er of the festival. It's a very interest-
ing festival. Oddly enough, it's a
combination of the folk and jazz fes-
tivals put together. We incorporated
crafts, food, and music. If you had
been to Newport and you'd gone to
both events and you shifted yourself
to New Orleans, you saw what it
was. It was the whole package joined
together. Of course, with New
Orleans, the whole region was very
open to this kind of thing. It didn't
necessarily click the first year, it
clicked with a lot of the musicians
and attendees. We didn't have large
crowds, and it took quite some time
to get it underway on a financial
basis, but I don't think any of us ever

the capacity was. It had all of the
right ingredients. It represented an
incredible region. The music was
always solid, the food was great-
everything was always in line, you
just couldn't miss.
How do you deal with the logistics of
an event like this?
FPI's New Orleans office produces
the event for the New Orleans Jazz
and Heritage Foundation. Which is
exactly what the setup was for the
Newport Folk Festival. The Newport
Folk Foundation actually presented
the festival and we were the techni-
cal people who produced the event
for them. The New Orleans
Foundation turns a great deal of
money back into their region for arts
and music.
You must have many great memo-
ries from these festivals, but, if you
had to pick one moment or event,

what would it be?
There was a series of blues work-
shops in '63 when all of the old
blues masters, those who recorded
in the '20s and '30s, who many of us
thought had passed away-
Mississippi John Hurt, Sleepy John
Estes, Skip James, Son House-all
these people arrived in Newport, and
for us, it was like dying and going to
heaven. There were workshops tak-
ing place in this small area of a
school ground, and in this very same
area, Johnny Cash and Bob Dylan
were singing in one workshop, Skip
James and Son House were in
another, and Bill Monroe and others
were holding court in another. It
was pretty wild in a sense that no
one really understood what it meant
at the time to see all that happening
in one place. Those years literally
changed people's lives.

I've had the pleasure of listening to
Prong's advance full-length for the
last few weeks, and I can honestly say
this is prime -time Prong. Produced by
frontman Tommy Victor and Terry
Date (White Zombie, Pantera), Rude
Awakening is by far the band's best
work to date. The riffs are vivid, the
drums pound incessantly, the bass
thumps are mordacious, and the
vocals transcend into a haze of digi-
tal tranquillity.

TONI BRAXTON
"You're Makin' Me High"
(LaFace/Arista)

"Love Untold"
(Reprise)

Borrowing
from a broad mix of musical
influences, this six member
outfit doesn't require bells
and whistles, instead relying
on a stripped -down, soulful
approach that's proving suc-
cessful for more and more
bands these days.

LIL' SUZY
"When I Fall in Love"
(Metropolitan)

Lil' Suzy, who recently turned
17, has learned the meaning
of patience while waiting for
the bulk of Top 40 stations to
play this entry.

request reaction it was get-
ting last Fall. Exasperated,
Joe says, "No one wanted to
hear about it back then." Yet
another early believer, Beau
Richards at WMGI-Terre
Haute, Indiana, had the song
in powers for eight weeks
earlier this year, with massive
phone response.

"A Little Bit Me, A Little
Bit You" (Virgin)

pop approach makes it feel
like summer already.
CATIE CURTIS
"Radical" (Guardian)
When history traces the direc-
tion of music in this decade,
there will definitely be a chap-
ter on the emergence of the
female singer/songwriter/sto-
ryteller. Get ready to add the
name Catie Curtis to the grow-
ing list of important newcom-
ers as she captures more and
more attention with this
impressive debut.

PANTERA
The Great Southern
Trendkill (Eastwest/EEG)
The Cowboys from hell have
unleashed their fourth full-
length, and it's already scorch-
ing Rock radio's airwaves.
The "Drag the Waters" single
was the highest debuting
record in GAVIN Rocks history,
by slammin' in at #9 the week
of May 3. The Great Southern
Trendkill is 11 tracks worth of
aggressive metallic mayhem.
From the pummeling drums
of "Living Through Me (Hells'
Wrath)" to the scathing
vocals of "13 Steps to No-
where" to the grizzly riffs of
"Floods," Pantera proves that
they are truly straight from
hell. However, "Suicide Note
Pt. I" and "The Underground
America" showcases uncharac-
teristically slow tempos and
acoustic licks. Both tunes merit
a listen and will probably grab
the attention of Active Rock
radio.

Bringing Down the Horse

The Wallflowers graced the
cover of our April 19 issue as
the band to keep an eye on,
and their Interscope release
lives up to our high expecta-
tions. Fronted by singer/gui-
tarist Jakob Dylan, the Wall-
flowers aren't exactly rookies.
They had one record out on
Virgin in 1992, but with Bring-
ing Down the Horse, they've
created a fuller ensemble
sound that lopes along like a
modern day Heartbreakers.
Dylan (yes, Bob's son) proves
that lyrical imagery runs -in the
family, and the record is fueled
by confident back -beats,
dynamic Hammond B3 organ,
and fine-tuned guitar layers.
"One Headlight" into "6th
Avenue Heartache" is one of
the finest one-two songwriting
combinations you'll experi-
ence all year. Producer T -Bone
Burnett brings in Counting
Crows' Adam Durwitz for
harmony vocals on the latter
tune.
