"Book `em"

You can sense it in the air: 

autumn's arriving. In the northern 
climes the leaves have begun to 
develop an orangish hue. Hal- 
loween costumes are taking up 
shelf space at the local mega -mart. 
Storm windows are going up and 
screen windows are being stored 
for the winter. Kids are back in 

school after a summer of frivolity, 

and even as we speak /write /read, 
happy, contented postal workers 
are delivering Arhitron diaries to 
your listeners. You hope. 

It's Fall Book time again. 
This is your last chance before 

the millennium hits to get a spike 
in the ratings. How does one do 
that? Contesting is a good start. 
With the Fall Book you have 
tremendous opportunities like 
Halloween and Thanksgiving 
looming just over the promotional 
horizon, and those pretty much 
take care of themselves. So you 
need something fun, creative, and 
compelling to get you to the end 
of October. 

What gets your listeners going? 
With some stations it's cash. Lots 

and lots of cash. Other audiences 
are more interested in trips. Or in 

cars. Or in other creature corn - 
forts. Identify your listeners' Hot 
Buttons and build your promotion 
from there. 

It's safe to assume that many of 
your competitors are going to he 
doing cash contesting. What can 
you do to make your cash contest 
stand out from the rest? Examine 
your competition's promotions and 
look for weaknesses. Are they 
making people qualify? Knowing 
full well that qualifying sucks, 
maybe this is a glitch in their armor 
to exploit. Offer instant winning, 
with no qualifying. Is there going 
to be one, massive prize for one 
winner? Battle that by having loads 
of daily winners. 

Something I learned early on is 

that people don't get cash contest- 
ing. If they had $50,000, they sure 
as hell would never give it away. 
There's almost a disbelief in our 
promotions and I truly think that a 

lot of listeners don't believe we're 
really giving away the money. So 
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the larger the cash prize, the more 
unbelievable it becomes for a large 
segment of your audience. You can 
make $1000 a day sound just as 

huge as the guys next door scream- 
ing about their $50,000 Grand 
Prize. Bludgeon them over the 
heads with lots of winner promos. 
People are winning from you right 
now. They're not having to wait 
until Thanksgiving for the payoff. 

The impending millennium offers 
you some options. Can you work 
this into your contesting methodol- 
ogy? Maybe you can have your 
Y2K non -compliant cash computer 
at the station melt down once a day 
and cough up $2000 for caller 
1999. Just about any standard pro- 
motion like Beat The Bomb or the 
Birthday Song can be adjusted to fit 

the millennial vibe. 
If everyone is doing cash, then 

how about trips? We're heading into 
the time of year when people are 
planning vacations, and once again 
we have a hook: can you send a 

winner -a -week to ring in the New 
Year somewhere cool like Las Vegas 

or New York or London or Rio? 

Since only a small percentage of 
your listeners will feel compelled to 
participate in your contest -no mat- 

ter how exciting it is and no matter 
how awesome the payoff is-it will 

also have to be entertaining to lis- 

ten to, easy to play, devoid of 
"hoops," fit your "stationality." and 
accentuate the over -all vibe of 
everything you do. It can't be an 
obstacle for people who have tuned 
in to hear their favorite song and 
now have to sit through 90 seconds 
of someone playing the contest. 

Cash contests are like friends 
who drop by to visit: it's great to 
have them stop by hut, after awhile. 
you start to sneak glances at your 
watch. You need to know when to 
pull the plug and seg out of your 
holiday contesting. Sometimes the 
hardest thing isn't what to do and 
how to do it, hut deciding when it 

should gracefully make its exit.

"Half- time" in Arbitron parlance 
deals with results from the Spring 
Book. That survey is the first of two 
major contests each station faces 
(the Fall Sweep being the "second 
half') in the long ratings season. 

With teens out of sch(x)I in most 
metros during the last month of the 
Spring Sweep (allowing them 
potentially to spend more time will 

radio), Top 40 should do well in this 
survey. Seasonality thus is a definite 
factor, so it's important to compare 
Spring -to-Spring ratings when eval- 
uating this format's performance. 

Given 30 NFL teams. it only seems 
appropriate to delve into the top 30 

markets to gauge the shape of Top 
40. If the data from this key sweep 
is any indication, Top 40 is in solid 
shape -it might even make All -Pro. 

We'll offer an overview. then 
look at the champs -those who 
were Number One in their 
respective markets. Well look at 
the regions as "divisions" to see 
who's the best in a particular part 
of the nation. Other fun stuff may 
pop up as well. So strap on your 
pads to see who prospered and 
who just made the cut in the 
Arhitron League. 

KICK -OFF 
At the risk of taking the t( )IJ)all 

metaphor too far, Top 40 num- 
bers are up, much like a punt 
with a great hang time, but it all 
depends on how you compare 
the survey results. 

Compared to the 12+ overall 
shares achieved by Top 40 in the 

Spring '98 survey, this time 56 

percent of stations in the top 30 

markets were up in the Spring 

'99 standings. 
The numbers look even healthier 
vs. Winter '99. Seventy percent of 

these stations were up overall 
compared to the previous sweep. 

The Spring -to- Spring, apples-to- 
apples comparison is most apt due 
to the seasonality issue. However, 
1(x)king at performance compared 
to the prior book can be useful too, 

Half -Time Analysis Predicts Strong Top 40 Finish 
especially when there are new 

competitors or other factors that 
might have cropped up since June 
'98, when that Spring survey ended. 

Overall, a most solid perfor- 
mance! 

ALL -PRO 
Deserving of All -Pro recognition 
are the three Top 40 stations that 
Ietl their metros 12 +... 

Largest 12+ share for the format 
among the large markets was

WSTR -Atlanta, which rose to an 

8.9 share, tied for first place. 

Their cume has been growing 
nicely. 

Also a leader of the pack was 
Kansas City's KMXV. Steady 
cume growth has been a factor 
here also, as the station scored 
a jump to 8.5. 

The final Number One Top 40 in 

its market was KKRZ -Portland, 
salvaging an 8.0 share despite 
being blind -sided behind the 
line of scrimmage by Rhythmic 
sign -on KXJM. 

Actually, some might suggest 

that KIIS -Los Angeles should he 
honored in the Number One cate- 
gory, too. After all, it's the =1 

English- speaking station in the 
market, with a 4.7 share placing it 

behind the two leading Spanish - 
language stations. 

There is an honor KITS certainly 
could lay claim to without an 
reservation. Of all those Top 4(k 
that grew, KITS had the largest 
growth percentage. Spring -to- 
Spring. In fact, KITS' Spring '99 

12+ share was a vigorous 42 per- 
cent ahead of its Spring '98 
score -tops in the format league. 
\\ ho says folks are laid -hack in 

L.A. (considering they don't have 
an NFL team)? 

There's a final category in my 
Top 40 All Stars. However, for 
obvious reasons, it's usually won 
by a major- market, "top -S- metro" 
station. That's the contest to see 
which station has the biggest 
come audience. 

There have only been about a 

dozen stations in radio ratings his - 

ton' that ever cured more than 
two million people. We have one 
this survey, a repeat honoree in this 
category: WHTZ -New York. The 

station garnered over 2.5 million 
listeners, ahead of runner-up KITS, 

which drew 1.7 million. 

REGIONAL LEADERS 
If we lo()k at geographic regions as 
football divisions, who would lead 

and make the playoffs? Let's look at 

the East, South, Midwest, and West 

to .ec w hn al-e the top clogs. 

EAST: The top three in this divi- 

sion (ranked according to 12+ 

shares) are WSTR -Atlanta (8.9), 

WXKS- Boston (6.5), and WBZZ- 

Pittsburgh (5.7). 

SOUTH: KHKS -Dallas led this 

division, with a 6.6. Next was fel- 

low Texan KRBE- Houston (6.4), 

then Tampa Bay's WFLZ (5.9). 

MIDWEST: A close race in this 

division saw Kansas City's KMXV 

(8.5) edge the Twin Cities' KDWB, 

which notched an 8.2 (good 

enough for #2 in that market). 

The wild card hopeful was fast - 

rising WKFS- Cincinnati, now up 

to 4.7. 

WEST: Portland's Z100 was the 

dominant power in this region, 
with that 8.0 share. A tight battle 
for the runner -up wild card spot 
ensued, with Seattle- Tacoma's 

KBKS (4.9) edging Sacramento's 
KDND (4.8) and L.A.'s KITS (4.7). 

KBKS and KDND (as well as 

KITS) have been consistently 
raising their shares, so next year 

this GAViN recap may see the 

Western division in a tighter 
race for the lead. 

To summarize: the four win- 
ning "division stations chmps" 
are WSTR. KHKS. KMXV, and 
KKRZ. An aspiring PD night do 
well to study these properties to 
see what has helped each of them 
achieve such consistent success. 
Maybe it's the uniforms. 

FORTUNATE FORTUNES 
As in football. success in radio can 
be elusive or, if achieved, fleeting.

THE MUSIC MEETING 
Michelle Madison, VP Promotion, Elektra Records 
Michelle Madison has succeeded in the male dominated world of music and is one of the 

few black female vice president's of promotion. For a decade she worked in radio pro- 

gramming which has aided her in her career 

Q: What is the biggest change in the business that's affected your job? 

MM I he corporate structure of the radio stations. Many music 

decisions are made collectively in chains, which means many 

stations that used to go early on records, now have other objec- 

tives. Also there has been an increase in the amount of compe- 

tition (other labels) out there. Just a few years ago a PD would 

deal with ten labels a week, now there may be weeks with a 

stack of 30 or 40 labels trying to get records added. 

Almost 95 percent of all MDs and PDs I've interviewed 
say that they add new music on gut instinct, instead of 

research. Do you find that to be true? 

There's good and bad to research. It helps to get answers early on in a project's life, but 

on the other hand, it doesn't help if your trying to set up a project. If research is coming 

back without the quantitative numbers that radio wants, you have to wait. And usually for 

us the plan is not to wait. On this side of the aisle we usually hear: "I've got to put it into 

research first or I need to get a bigger picture." In other words my percentages don't 
match yours. 

What is the most frustrating part about your job? 
It's frustrating when you know all the answers from day one when you go out to set up a 

project. But the layers in the process take longer than it used to, simply because stations 

in a group have rules they have to follow; research criteria. consultants, and the list of 

requirements is longer than it use to be. 

Is it detrimental for an artist to be tagged as a specific type? 

What's happening right now is certain artists are being pigeonholed as strictly Urban Adult 

and those stations aren't looking to be early on records. Programmers see an artist before 

listening to the song and say "that's more of an adult artist and we're a younger -leaning 

station." The artist's music is not given a fair opportunity sometimes. 

How important are video shows to help you get a project started? 
Very. It creates an awareness about the record, especially in a market where you don't 

have any airplay. Videos create consumer awareness. 

If you could change one thing about the relationship between radio and record 

people what would it be? 

A better line of communication.

Joe "Butterball" Tamburro, PD, WDAS -FM 

Joe "Butterball" Tamburro's radio story is the 

stuff that dreams (and Hollywood films) are 

made of. It's the story of a man driven by a 

passion for music, living in an historic time 

with a desire to help improve his communi- 

ty. His community is the black radio listener - 

ship of Philadelphia, and Joe has spent his 

entire career there. 

"Butter" grew up listening to great air 

personalities including Jocko, Georgie 

Woods, and Lord Fauntleroy on WDAS -AM, 

longing to be a part of the station. But, in 

the early '60s, it was unthinkable for a white 

guy to be a jock on a black station. So 

"Butter" worked with Top -40 legend, Hy Lit, 

who was doing teen parties. Through Lit, 

Joe met the owner of WDAS -AM, Bob Klein, 

who hired "Butter" as a sales executive. It 

was 1963, Butter recalls, because he was 

driving a 1963 Chevy Impala that year. He 

remembers what year things happened by 

the make of the car he was driving. 

Once inside the station, Butter became 

friends with PD Jimmy Bishop. Butter would 

spend his evenings as a gofer -absorbing 

everything -while Bishop performed his 6- 

10 p.m. shift. Bishop suggested Butter put 

together a tape, and Butter did something 

quite unique for the time -an oldies show. 

This led to his first airshift, 10:30 -11 p.m. "I 

took that show very seriously," he recalls. "It 

was the shortest show on the radio, but it 

became very popular. Within a year, I was on 

from 6 -10 p.m." 

Butter's career and reputation soared. He 

moved to afternoon drive, to MD, to APD, 

and has been program director for over 20 

years. Today Butter still does his oldies show 

Sundays 7 p.m.- midnight and is a consis- 

tent Number One, 25 -54, with an incredible 

25 share of the audience. But even after all 

these years, people from his old neighbor- 

hood will still ask him, "Hey, you like working 

over there ?" He proudly answers, "I love 

working over there!"

Adventure Begins

First came the resistance. Then the 
snickers. Then the comments: "The 

Internet is the CB radio of the '90s." 

But, by now, every radio station 
in America has a Website, right? 

Some are on the fourth or fifth gen- 
eration redesigned sites. Many are 
streaming audio. But KTCL -Denver 
might be the first to offer an online- 
only, separately- programmed sta- 

tion: "Adventure 2" at ktcl.com. 

Kat, program 
director of 
Adventure 2 and 
programming 
assistant for 
Jacor's KTCL, 

KBPI and KRFX- 

Denver explains 
how it works: "We 

stream audio as 
part of our regular 
KTCL Website, but 
Adventure 2 offers a 

unique experience, 
an online radio sta- 

tion run by the same 
group that puts 
KTCL on the air." 

Kat, who started 
with Jacor while still 

a mass communica- 
tions major at 

Colorado University, says 
Adventure 2 is still in its infancy. 

"Although only a fledgling project, 
Adventure 2 has great potential," she 
says. "Right now the whole deal is a 

month old. So far it consists of a 

weekly show that runs about 45 min- 
utes long. Listeners click on it, and it 

plays through the Windows Media 

Player as streaming audio." 
Adventure 2 is definitely still a 

work in progress, but Kat and 
KTCL have big plans for its future. 
"Over the next month or two we'll 
start adding our weekend specialty 
shows so that listeners can check 
out Adventure University, or Ska- 
TCL, or Liquid Air online, at any 
time." And the eventual goal? "The 
plan is to create a full- service 
online station. Right now, our 
biggest obstacle is the learning 

curve. We need to figure out how 
to do everything, what equipment 
we need, and what our limits may 
be. Eventually, we can have video, 
graphics, links to artist's Websites, 
contests, 'click -to-buy' links, chat 
rooms -all of these are possibili- 
ties, and not far off, I hope!" 

Already, Websites are being uti- 

lized by radio sales departments as 
"value- added" incentives for advertis- 
ing clients. But this might be the first 

time a radio station's programming 
department has found a way to ser- 
vice its listening "clients." 

"Adventure 2 is meant to be an out- 
let for music that we may not play on 

the air," confides Kat. 

"That includes indie 
bands, punk, ska, 
electronica...What- 
ever we think is 

groovy, but may not 
fit on KTCL." 

The question 
comes to mind, 
though, that if 

eventually suc- 
cessful, would the 

Internet station 
cannibalize time 
spent listening 
from the main 
broadcast sta- 
tion? "I can't 
really speak for 

the entire com- 
pany, but locally, 

we are trying to 
think of the 

Internet as a complement rather than 
competition. In order to achieve that, 
we need to keep our site current, 
interesting, interactive, and connect- 
ed to our on-air product," she says. 

One of the common laments about 
Alternative radio today is that the fun 
has gone out of it -that program- 
ming has become too conservative of 
a craft. The excited Kat seems a 

world away from burnout. "It's a blast 

to program an Internet station. We 

want the station to sound great and 
the music to flow. It certainly needs 
to sound professional, but there's 
much more of a sense of freedom. 

"The whole point of Adventure 2 is 

to be exactly that...adventurous. 
Different, broader, and more varied. 

Basically, we want to be a music - 
head's dream. And so far, the 
response has been tremendous!"

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Research in the Balance: 
A Q &A with Dave Numme, KUFO -Portland

It's the age -old radio quandary: 
weighing exhaustive research against 

that gcxxl of gut feeling. Every PD or 
MD strikes their own balance 
between data and instinct when it 

comes to making music decisions. 

This week -as our new GAVIN Active 

Rock section debut feature -we talk 

with Dave Numme, program director 
at Kt'1'0) -P inland. 

So...how many parts research and 

how many parts instinct go into 

your music decisions at KUFO? 

We utilize both research tint/ instincts 

about the market to make music 

decisions. It's hard to make decisions 
about new adds based on research; 

that's almost always a gut feel. We 

also look at trends around the coun- 
try, and we examine our own audi- 
ence and what we think is going to 

work (rased on past performance. 
You're always kind of "rolling the 

dice" on a new record, especially 

from a new artist. We try to balance 

it all out and find those songs and 
artists we think are going to work for 

us. We constantly research our audi- 

ence and balance what we know 
about the market with what we see 

coming back in consistent research. 
Describe your market and listeners. 

KUFO is a heritage Active lt<xk sta- 

tion targeting 18-49. We've been on 
the air for ten years this fall. We have 
a current focus as opposed to a 

library focus. Our direct competitors 
would he Entercom's Classic Rocker. 

KGON and their sister Alternative, 
KNRK. That's really it for the rock 
format, with the exception of her- 

itage Triple -A KINK, which is owned 
by Infinity, our parent company. 
How we program against KGON and 
KNRK involves more of a program- 
ming policy targeting our own audi- 

ence. We focus on what the rock 

audience in Portland wants -and we 
try to give it to them. 
What's your strategy on finding 

and keeping new air talent? 

like e\ ery(me else. w e ie always 

looking for quality people. Today, 
with music being shared across dif- 

ferent formats and being non- propri- 
etary, it's incumbent upon us to find 

great performers to showcase the 
music and the radio station. More 

and more, we're finding that young 
talent is really the answer for pro- 

ducing tomorrow's stars. 

If you're looking to fill a full -time 

position, you're going to want some- 
body with experience and qualifica- 

tions. However, finding and develop- 
ing new talent is the key to success. 
As a matter of fact, people are able to 
get on -air in Portland and KUFO 

with such less experience than 
might have been the case just five 

years ago. We're taking more 
chances with personalities than we 
used to. 

What type of relationship should 

a PD have with record labels and 

Indies? 

It's important for radio stations and 
record labels /promoters to have 
healthy, professional relationships 
that serve each other's interests. My 

primary job is to help Infinity 
Broadcasting earn ratings and rev- 

enue in Portland. At the same time. 
I can have good relationships with 

the record companies and indepen- 
dent promoters. In the process, we 
can break bands or develop good 
promotions and make the situation 
mutually beneficial. We need to be 
professional abut understanding 
what everybody's priorities are. 

This format, more than others, is 

chock full of explicit song lyrics. 
Some things you hear on the air 

now you would have never heard 
just a few years ago. It seems that 

the culture is opening up and there 
are fewer limits. Prime time TV 

seems to be a pretty good bench- 
mark. We just use our best judg- 

ment and don't draw any firm lines 
in the sand.

What started as musical thetapv- 
not originally intettcled f(orpuhlic c(m- 
suntption- became upon its release 
cr battle cr ' for parents who ham t 
enclured the ultimate bell of lacing a 
child. And not since Eta Càccidt''s 
Songbird compilation or Beth ,Vie&u'n 

Chapman's Sand and Water .hate ue 
seen a l fe experience-fueled ground 
shrill (f music and emotion. 

After her r perform nice at this 
years GAUNT Summit. we caught up 
with Cindy at her home in Maine 
while she waited for her firma). and 
a ferry to the mainland. 

You actually have a some- 
what sordid rock 'n' roll past 
on UA during the height of 
that label's success with 
Gerry Rafferty. 
LA was an interesting experience. I 

was signed when Jerry Rubinstein 
and Artie Mogul were co- presi- 
dents. before it was taken over by 
EMI. It was with Kim Cames, Chris 
Rea, and the Nitty Gritty Dirt Band. 
My 1978 album Desire Wire was 
well received with a lot of radio 
play. I got a Grammy nomination 
for Best Rock Vocal Performance. 
You actually used some inter- 
esting talent like Paul 
Shaffer, a young engineer 
named Bob Clearmountain, 
and the late, great guitarist 
Danny Gatton. 
It was a great and crazy experience. 
After UA. I went to Casablanca 

where Neil Bogart was a supporter. 
Of course Bogart died after my 
album, Steal the ,Night, was released. 
i left Casablanca during the early '80s 
recession. Unless you were young or 
a superstar -you suffered, so 
nobody cared. I got married and 
decided to have a f unily. Reid. my 

first daughter, was 
born in 1982. i never 
thought I'd he out of 
the music business 
for long. We moved 
from Los Angeles to 
a 90 -acre farm in 

Connecticut and 
then on to Maine. 

Here 1 was. "the 
female Mick Jagger." 

and suddenly a 

mother. i faded 
away and 
had another 
child, Jessie, 
in 1985, but 
that's when I 

started to 
miss music, 
so I started 
writing again. 
playing clubs 

I tell by the w:n side. That was dis- 
appointing. I knew I'd never get 
another chance. So i got out of the 
deal in 1990 and went to Nashville 
for the first time to hang out as a 

writer. I %vas immediately accepted 
and welcomed. in L.A. I was a has - 
been, but in Nashville i wrote with 

locally -here and there. In 1988. I 

got a record deal with \ICA through 
my hush:u1d I)an Crw e. 

Who is related to Bob Crewe, 
famous for "Music to Watch 
Girls By." 
('hat's my brother in-law! lie aim) 

wrote and produced the Four 
Seasons' hits as well as "Sock it to 
Me Baby" by Mitch Ryder. I was dis- 
covered by Bob and I sang on "My 

Eyes Adored You" and "Swearing 
To God" by Frankie Valli. i will also 
admit -which i've never told any- 
one before -that I was the Sex -O- 
Lettes on the Disco Tex albums - 
Kenny Nolan and I. This is the first 

time i've ever admitted it in an 
interview, but I figure it's time the 
truth comes out. 
So the album on MCA? 
Bob Clearmountain wanted to pro- 
duce it. Al Teller tried his best, but 

Radney Foster and Bill Lloyd. 
Then Matraca Berg, Kai 

Fleming. and Al Anderson. 
The Dixie Chicks recorded a 

song on their first indepen- 
dent album. 

Since I had kids. I was there 
part time, commuting from Maine 
one week a month. Had I moved 
there, I would have had more suc- 
cess. But Nashville revived my 
musical soul and my experience 
was one hundred percent positive 
and i got hack in touch with the 
true songwriter part of myself. But 

it all ended in 1995 when Jessie 
was diagnosed. When she died in 

1996, I had no desire to return. 
didn't have the heart to write for 
profit. And that's how my new 
albums emerged. I didn't write it 

with any intent for commercial 
release. i wrote it to save my life 
and express my grief. 
You started writing Between 
Heaven and Earth in 1996? 
Jcsie died in March, 1996. I 

wrote the first song -the title 
track -about 4 months after. I 

hadn't picked up a guitar before 

that moment. I was in shock, dis- 
belief -there are no words to 
describe where you go. The 
world completely changes. It 

feels like the air you're breathing 
is different. The colors you see 
aren't the same. You wonder why 
the sun keeps shining. I couldn't 
imagine ever laughing again. I 

thought i would never he a pro- 
ductive human being as long as I 

lived. I couldn't imagine coming 
out of this black, bleak, desper- 
ate, despairing place. I was 
absolutely shattered into a mil- 

lion pieces. 
How did you ultimately cope? 
i picked up my guitar and 
strummed it as a comfort. Then 
the first song emerged. When it 

was done, I couldn't believe it. On 
one hand. i felt horrified. I had 
just written a song about the death 
of my own child. On the other 
hand. I felt the energy we feel as 
creative people when we do 
Something creative. 
How did the project escalate? 

I dill wasn't going to write again, 
Ina it was a spark. Three months 
later. I wrote another song. "In 

Better Hands." It came the saine 
way: suddenly. Three months 
after that, I wrote "A Thousand 
Shades of Gray." That was three 
songs in a year. i decided to 
record them. I went to Nashville 
where I knew of good -sounding, 
inexpensive studios. I also needed 
people who could play with me 
but wouldn't run in the opposite 
direction if I hurst into tears while 
I was doing this thing. which I did 
many times. So i went in and put 
the first three masters down. 
How did you get all the 
guests to contribute? 
Rodney Crowell was the turning 
point. i knew he had produced 
Beth Nielsen Chapman's Sand and 
Water inspired by the death of her 
husband. I contacted him to co- 
produce a couple tracks. I needed 
help because it was draining. When 
I played him the first five songs. he 
said, "l'in going to do this for you, 
but don't compromise it with any 
songs that aren't as powerful." 

That was important. He gave me 
the inspiration to keep on because 
I only had five songs. But the 
musicians got it. they understood 
it wasn't a project for a record 
company, that it was nie paying 
out of my pocket because I need- 
ed to do it. I was willing to wait

ARTIST PROFILE Eric Reed 
FROM HARLEM TO THE VILLAGE [PART II] 

Eric Reed's latest Verve release, Manhattan 

Melodies, is the pianist's exquisite homage 

to the greatness of New York City and its 

massive influence on jazz itself. 

In picking tunes for the album -which 
span traditional jazz standards ( "Take the A 

Train "), '60s pop ( "Feelin' Groovy ") and 

ultra- contemporary material ( "Englishman in 

New York) -Reed struck a balance in song 

selection between what was recognizable 

and what was fun to improv on. He also 

included a few original NYC -inspired compo- 

sitions, including the title song. 

"I'm especially connected to 'Manhattan 

Melodies' and Sting's 'Englishman in New 

York, Reed says. "Lyrically, Sting talks 

about being an alien, and that's how I felt 

coming here from the West Coast. And 

'Manhattan Melodies' is an interpretation of 

my experiences and life in the city from 

Harlem to the Village to Central Park and the 

East side." 

With such an array of standards, Reed 

rises to the challenge of interpreting popular 

music and affixing his personal jazz stamp 

on each tune. 

"This is the jazz musician at his best. I'm 

doing nothing different than what Charlie 

Parker in the 1940s did with 'I Got Rhythm'

Brian Culbertson 
BACK ON THE HORN [PART II] 

The Brian Culbertson radio track "Back in the 

Day" features a funky horn hook that came 

about in his small home studio. Many of 

Culbertson's fans forget that the Smooth Jazz 

keyboardist started off as a trombonist. "It 

always had this funky 1970s influence about 

it," muses Brian about the tune, "so I added 

the horn parts after I created the groove." 

Since his bed -sit studio wasn't big 

enough to accommodate slide trombone, 

Culbertson reached for another horn. "I had 

this trumpet laying around," he says. "So I 

just started playing trumpet along with this 

keyboard groove I came up with." 

Being a professional horn player as well 

as a producer, Brian understood the science 

of layering horns on tape. 

"For 'Back In the Day,' I used two horns to 

layer four trumpets and two trombones onto 

six tracks. It reminded me of the days when I 

played in funk bands in Chicago and we did 

Tower of Power /James Browr/Average White 

Band stuff. 

"Actually, I still play trombone during my 

live show. I'll play one or two songs, but 

that's about as many as I have the chops 

for. Then it's back to keyboards." 

When Brian finished Somethin' 'Bout Love 

last month the label decided he should add 

one more vocal to the record. 

The label loved 'Secret Garden' so much 

they told me if I could get a male vocalist to 

sing it, we could get it to Urban and Urban 

NC radio," explained Brian. "There was a 

rush to find a singer. When Howard Hewitt's 

name came up, I decided he was perfect. 

He came into the studio and we cut the 

vocal right away." 

Culbertson nixes the current trend of 

artists adding parts in absentia via DAT off- 

site from the studio. "As producer, I like to 

be there for every single session. Since I 

hear the music in my head, I like to produce 

the sessions from beginning to end."
