Tracy Westen of the Stern Community Law Firm
reported that some time this week, they would be filing
suit against the FCC in behalf of several radio stations
and disc jockeys including some that have been fired.
Westen stated that he would be “going into Federal
District Court and they would be asking for a prelim-
inary injunction against the enforcement of that policy
statement and then a permanent injunction and a declar-
atory judgement that it is unconstitutional.” Westen
went on to say ‘‘we’ve got good factual material to the
effect that this has had.....station’s cutting out records
.and firing people.....that kind of thing. So I think it’s
pretty clear that we're able to show the impact of this.
If there are stations that are willing to join, I would like
to know about it or other kinds of statments as to what
the impact is on those stations or on those disc jockeys.”

Controversy over the Public Notice regarding druglyrics
issued a few days ago by the FCC, raged from coast to
coast this past week, as Storz Broadcasting and several
other stations demanded lyrics to records they were con- -
sidering for airplay. Reached by the Report were several
record company executives such as Jay Lasker, President
of ABC-Dunhill who stated.....my whole feeling on this
thing is that nothing should be censored.....I don’t think
a pornographic picture or a drug oriented record is the
thing that makes people use drugs or become sex
deviates. My own attitude is that records or anything.....
I always worry about censorship.” I think the guys that
are playing the records are playing what they want to
play. On the other hand station management has this
edict -and they're nervous.” As to the issuing of lyrics
with records to radio stations.....he stated ‘‘at this point
I can't tell you.....I want to talk to our promotion men.
But, I can tell you this, I don‘t like it.” Clive Davis,
President of Columbia answered that same question with
“our present plan is not to do anything about this. We
don't feel this is the function of record manufacturers.”
Jerry Greenberg, Vice-President of Sales and Promotion
of Atlantic stated.....“we are against drug abuse, but,
even more strongly against censorship.”” Greenberg
added, “if a station is considering a record of ours and
they require a leadsheet it will be supplied to them.”
Neil Bogart, President of Buddah Records said..... “When
we have a record we feel that could be considered doubt-
ful we'll supply a lyric sheet. We're going to go to court,
hopefully via the RIAA to make the demand of lyric
sheets illegal. Basically, because everyone will interpret
lyrics differently. Lyric sheets won'’t make any differ-
ence. That’s my only objection.” John Josie, Vice-
President in charge of Sales and Promotion for Capitol
sent a letter to all field personnel stating in part,
“Capitol opposes the FCC action. Capitol has no legal
rights to the copyrighted lyrics of virtually all tunes.
These ownership rights being held and controlled by
publishers and composers. If a radio station requires
printed lyrics it is suggested that it contact the approp-
riate music publisher who is the owner and controller of
those lyrics. The RIAA of which Capitol is a member is
directly appealing the subject decision of the FCC and
seeking formal reconsideration of the action.” Capitol
Records in pnncxple strongly deplores any form -of

Ron Elz, who hosted the event, also indicated that formalized principles
of agreement to these policies would be obtained in writing from all Communications Fund, Inc. air personalities,
and that increased and expanded monitoring would be put into effect to insure compliance with CFI's intention to
eliminate the playing of records which tend to promote or glorify the use of illegal drugs.”

WHEREAS, the Federal Communications Commission, pursuant to action taken on February 24, 1971,
issued on March 5, 1971, a Public Notice, FCC 71-205 (58902), entitled, “‘Licensee Responsibility To Review
Records Before Their Broadcast,” printed in the March 15, 1971 issue of the Bob Hamilton Radio Report.

WHEREAS, said Public Notice, has the effect, of setting forth new Commission policies and rules which
transcend the interests of broadcasters directly and affect also the interests of Recording Manufacturers, Music
Publishers, Songwriters, and Recording Artists, among others, by imposing upon same, burdens not clearly
ascertainable or defineable, and

WHEREAS, said Public Notice appears to have been promulgated with the force of law without consider-
ation to the Due Process provisions required by the Administrative Procedure Act, that is, the Commission‘s
failure to afford all members of the community affected by said notice, the opportunity of public hearing and
comments, and

WHEREAS, in addition to the foregoing, the Commission‘s action as set forth in said Public Notice, raises
serious constitutional law questions of Jurisdiction, Due Process, Equal Protection of the Laws and First Amend-
ment Freedoms;

NOW THEREFORE, the undersigned, being members of the Community of Broadcasters, Record Manufac-
turers, Music Publishers, Songwriters and Recording Artists, and other generally aggrieved persons, firms or cor-
porations, hereby petition and request that, pursuant to Sec. 405 of the Communications Act and Sec. 47 CR
1106 (a) of the Commission‘s Rules, that the Federal Communication Commission rescind Public Notice FCC
71-205 (58902) or in the alternative, stay its operation until such time as full public hearings can be had by re-
presentatives of the aggrieved community and until reasonable procedures and guidelines can be established to
carry out the determination of such hearings on the subject matter of same.

DAVID: It was patience, that’s true because.....and yet it was a goal to work for. Iknew I could do it.

Every once in awhile even at the beginning when I was really bad at it, I would nail someone.....you know,

do it perfectly.....then I would lose it.....lack of control. That took a long while and I always dreamed of the
day.....actually I think in any artist it‘s control.....then once you have the control, you can do all sorts of wild
things. I finally have the control.....I‘m not as great as I would like to be.....There’s still areas of impressions.....
just becoming a person that I hit once in awhile.....but not as often as I would like to, which is still a goal to
work for,

BOB: Who became the final judge about whether or not you had somebody.....Did you go hit it off somebody?
DAVID: Yeah.....you‘d do it for friends. You‘d ask them how it sounds. Usually you‘d go to a guy you know
would give you a good reaction to begin with rather than someone who is negative. People who are negative will
tell you, especially if you‘re doing a new impersonation.....“ahhh, that doesn‘t sound like him.”” You don‘t have
the confidence because you're doing something new.....when you‘re doing something new it's like approaching

a girl or something.....you don‘t know what their reaction will be and so you're a little apprehensive. After awhile
you can actually hear it yourself. If you do it on a tape recorder, that's really the test.

BOB: Can you remember back and give a motive or reason why you started doing this in the first place?
DAVID: Well, actually it was the late teens and early twenties that I decided to go.....I never thought I would
have the nerve to do it successfully and succeed at it. I never thought I would reach the success that I've had.....
which I'm grateful for. In the back of my mind, I always wanted to be an imitist.....I'd see people on T.V. doing
impersonations.....and the idea of trying to become somebody else excited me very much.....but I never thought
I'd do it.....although in the back of my mind was the desire. I went in the army and did it a bit.....and came out
and ran my dad’s business and just about gave it up.....but even when I was in my dad’s business, I was moonlight-
ing a bit.....playing little clubs for nathing.....because when you first start out in this business, you do a lot of
things for nothing. That‘s why I don‘t blame people for, when once they make it, wanting to get paid for it.

It's one of those professions. Very few people go out and work for nothing.

BOB: How many albums have you done?

DAVID: Gee.....it won’t take me long. The first one was, I AM THE PRESIDENT” and the new one is,
“RADIO FREE NIXON.”

BOB: How did “I AM THE PRESIDENT" do?

DAVID: Very very well.....we were very pleased.

BOB: We were talking about promotional trips before.....how do you feel about doing those?

DAVID: Well, I think that anybody who doesn’t do it is stupid. If you people are nice enough to take time
out.....and to interview people with their records.....you‘d have to be stupid not to cooperate with them. It ob-
viously helps you to sell more records.....puts money in your pocket.....It is tiring to run from city to city, but
then is.....doing it is fun.....but getting there.....

BOB: What do you think makes a good interviewer.....what kind of questions?

DAVID: Well.....it varies I think.....everyone has different approaches.....Johnny Carson has his.....Dick Cavett
his.....I think it‘s important with what I do, that they help me bring out.....impressions in the way that they are
entertaining to the people.

BOB: How many voices do you do?

DAVID: Ido about 75.

BOB: The things that you have done on Nixon.....some of them have been pointed politically.....may I ask what
your feeling about Nixon really is?

DAVID: Well, on the record I don‘t do all the writing. Idid a minor part of the writing.....although doing

My Way was my idea. Much of what is said is not necessarily what I think. I try not to get my political feelings
in there.....I'm an entertainer. Once in awhile, I might throw in something everyone is thinking about.....maybe
a popular subject that people might be against, such as the SST.....I might make ajoke about it. The war is not
funny.....obviously. So. I try to stay away from that, in general. People are all against that. Idon‘t agree with
many things.....nor did I agree with things in the Johnson administration.....but what I try to do is to cartoon

view. [ don‘t pretend to have political expertise anyway.

BOB: You don‘t think that when you do these bits.....don‘t you think that things that you have done along

these lines have added to his image and make a tremendous impact all over the U.S?

DAVID: Idon‘t think that it changes anybody's opinion of Nixon. They may think more of him, if anything,
because we‘re making him very human by doing an impersonation.

BOB: Are you involved in politics at all?

DAVID: No, I try to stay away from any slant. I don‘t think it‘s fair in the position I'm in to get into that and use
it as a platform. Even:if I was interested in it. I am interested in it.....in the sense that I want to know what is
going on.
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OUR THANKS TO R.T. SIMPSON, PUBLIC SERVICE DIRECTOR OF KIMN IN DENVER FOR HIS IMAGIN—
ATION IN THE FOLLOWING STORY:

Just last week | was summoned to an emergency meeting of Denver Broadcasters at the studios of KFCC. The
purpose of this meeting was to discuss the recent FCC ruling that broadcasters must not air song lyrics “‘tending
to promote or glorify the use of illegal drugs.”

Among other influential executives at the meeting were Lyt Bulb of General Electric Broadcasting, Sam Periodical
of Time Life-Broadcast, and Herold Hype of the local Top 40 station in Denver. The conversation went as follows:

“I1f it hadn’t been for Spiro Agnew, this whole issue of drug oriented lyrics would have never reached the Commission, "
said Lyt Bulb. “I also bet if it hadn’t been for Sprio, our license would never have been challenged,” he added.

Mr. Periodical was quick to reply. “But what about the Commission itself? Commissioner Robert E. Lee, a sponsor
of the ruling, claimed that the notice ‘will discourage if not eliminate the playing of records which tend to promote
and/or glorify the use of drugs® | think the FCC was just as instrumental in developing this ruling as Agnew!”

“What really ticks me off is their insistence that | personally audition the records my jocks play,” exclaimed
Hal Hype, who had been silent until this time. “"Now look —— I’'m in my mid-fifties, and to be quite honest with
you, this rock’n roll music drives me up the wall! It’s bad enough that | have to work in the same building with all
those long-hairs, but when | have to listen to that music.....well, it’s a capital punishment!”

A nervous silence fell over the room after Mr. Hype’s emotional testimony.

So to break that silence | asked Mr. Periodical why this ruling was a current problem among broadcasters.

“The license of our Denver station could easily be revoked if the Commission determined that we were playing
‘drug-oriented’ songs.”

’You’re not playing such music, are you?’’ | quizzed.

“Of course we're not! But the Commission ruling didn‘t specify what language in reference to drugs would be
considered objectionable. This leaves the door wide open to just about anything you want to consider objectionable.”

At this point Mr. Hype began singing portions of a song made popular many years ago by Shirley Temple.

“’On the Goodship Lollipop, it's a sweet trip to the candy shop, where bonbons play, on the sunny beach of
Peppermint Bay.”

an innocent children’s song, you’ll agree,’’ said Mr. Hype. ‘‘But the Commission might consider it’s drug-
oriented.” | failed to see his point and asked Lyt Bulb for an explanation.

’You see, the FCC might consider the ‘Goodship Lollipop’ a syringe of heroin that takes its users on ‘sweet’ trips
back to the junkie.”

"The junkie?’’ | asked.

“That'’s the ‘candy shop’ — where the innocent child gets more heroin, speed, LSD, etc.”

| understand. But what about bon bons?*’

"Well, bon bons might be considered marijuana joints, and by smoking grass, the user will find himself on the
‘sunny beach of Peppermint Bay.’ Peppermint Bay, of course, refers to the Beatles’ Pepperland —— an imaginary
continent reached only by smoking marijuana and using drugs.”

Not knowing whether | could stomach this nonsence any longer | screamed out, “Absurd —— that song was writ-
ten years before the Beatle were born! How could Shirley Temple possibly know about the Beatles?”

“You failed to see the point,”’ retorted Sam Periodical. ‘By not disclosing what language is drug-oriented, the
Commission might be convinced by Mr.Bulb’s presentation, and revoke the license of any station that plays
Miss Temple’s song!”’

“But we've found a ray of hope,”’ interrupted Hal Hype. It's Nicholas Johnson.”

“But | thought group broadcasters considered Commissioner Johnson to be a ‘flaming radical whose ultimate
goal is to revoke all station licenses."

Well, never mind that.....Nick has come through for us by calling this ruling an unconstitutional attempt to
control the content of speech. He also called on the recording and broadcasting industries to fight this ‘brazen
attack’ with all their might.”

At this point resounding applause filled the meeting room, and cheers of “’sock it to ‘em, Nick" and “right on"’
were heard.

I've never enjoyed playing the role of devil’s advocate, but this time | was compelled to ask the broadcasters a
very important question that had somehow been overlooked. “‘Considering the autonomous power of the FCC,
don‘t you think your efforts to reverse this decision will all be in vain?’

Another deadly silence fell over the room, and judging from the maudlin expression of Mr. Hype's face, | knew
it was time for me to depart.

| left the studios of KFCC wondering whether the broadcasters would stand together and fight the Commission,
or be intimidated by it's awesome power. As | started my automobile, the station of the car radio began to play
an instrumental version of “The Goodship Lollipop.”

They can’t, can they?

Pittsburgh - KQV, for April Fools Day, did everything wrong.....after sports jingle they ran the weather.....and
vice versa.....introduced the wrong records.....and even introduced the wrong person on actualities in the news.

Santa Maria - KSEE ran a contest called, “Guess How Late We Get The John Lennon Record Contest.” Station
asked listeners to guess how long it would take them to get the record, “‘Power to the People,” after LA got it.
Winner received a copy of the record.....second place got a consolation prize of Kate Smith singing God Bless
America. One week later, station still hadn't gotten the record.

Peoria - WIRL, has reported that due to store report hypes they were dropping record shop reports..... making up

their chart by juke box plays

..... requests.....and telephone research.

Washington - Did a check on the Communications Act.of 1934, by which the FCC is governed.....found an interest-

ing section.....called 326

which reads.....Nothing in the ACT shall be understood or construed fo give the

Commission power of censorship over the radio communications or signals transmitted by any radio station, and
to regulation or condition shall be promulgated or fixed by the Commission which shall interfere with the right of

free speech by means of radio communication.”

Los Angeles - Sidney Millér, formerly of Captiol’s A & R department has been named National Promotion Director,
replacing Roger Karshner. Miller worked with Fame Records prior to his joining Capitol. At the same time, John Josie
was named Vice-President in charge of both Sales and Promotion for the firm..Karshner has formed his own album
promotion company in Los Angeles, stating that he would be providing five different promotion people in cities

across the country, promoting no more than four albums in any 30 day period. Karshner calls his company the

Chart Impact, and has opened offices at 9229 Sunset Blvd., in Los Angeles.

Los Angeles - Russ O* Hara has left KRLA and Dave Diamond has been named to fill O* Hara'‘s 6-9 slot there.
Diamond worked at KFRC, exiting that station a few weeks ago. O‘ Hara has not announced any new plans
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A total of 1,822 complaints from the public were received by the FCC during the month of February, an in-
crease of 326 over the month of January. Other comments and inquiries totaled 1,624, a decrease of 86 from the
previous month. The Commission sent 1,854 letters in response to comments, inquiries and complaints.

As an aftermath to the banning of cigarette advertising from the air, the Commission received a number of calls
and letters requesting that the advertising of alcoholic beverages be banned. Over 400 comments, mostly complaints,

were received concerning the telecasting of rodeos. Most of these complaints alleged cruelty to the animals used in
the rodeos.

Application by Nick J. Chaconas for renewal of license for WHMC, Gaithersburg, Maryland, has been denied by
the FCC (Docket 18391).

The Commission ordered Mr. Chaconas to terminate operation of WHMC at midnight 180 days from the date of
release of its decision, or at midnight of the day preceding the date when any other party authorized by the
Commission to operate the facility is prepared to commence operation, whichever is sooner.

The WHMC renewal application was designated for hearing (FCC 681167, released December 10, 1968) on a num-
ber of issues including the nature and extent of various Rules violations, false or fictitious entries in the station’s
operating logs, misrepresentation and concealment of facts, and Mr. Chaconas’ qualifications to continue as a licen-
see. The order also constituted a Notice of Apparent Liability for forfeiture up to $10,000 if the Hearing Examiner
determined that forfeiture was called for rather than denial of license renewal.

Mr. Chaconas opposed the Examiner’s findings, arguing that in the absence of more substantial evidence they do
not justify the conclusion that he willfully misrepresented facts, was lacking in candor, was negligent, careless or
inept, and that he had deliberately attempted to falsify log entries.

The Commission, listinga number of examples in which Mr. Chaconas made false statements “consciously.....
to escape embarrassing inquiry,”’ emphasized that it viewed the false statements “as of far greater significance than
the Rules violations themselves."”’

Denial of the application of Voice of Reason, Inc. (Voice) for permanent authority to operate Station KICM,
Golden, Colorado on 1250 1kw, DA, daytime, has been proposed in an Initial Decision by Hearing Examiner Basil
P. Cooper (Docket 18710). Examiner Cooper said that Voice.had “failed to establish’’ that it had the qualifications
to be a licensee. :

Tri-City Broadcasting, Incorporated, licensee of station KMRC, Morgan City, Louisiana, has been ordered by the
Commission to forfeit $1,000 for repeated failure to observe Section 73.111 (a) of the Rules in that the licensee’s
operators on duty on three days made false log entries of plate current. A Notice of Apparent Liability for $2,000
had been issued to KMRC for willful or repeated violations of the terms of its license by turning on the transmitter
carrier prior to the time specified in the license; for commencing operation at 6:00a.m. on certain days with a power
of 500 watts and for violation of Section 73.111 (a) of the Rules.

Robert L. Stoddard, doing business as Sierra Broadcasting Company, licensee of KBET, Reno, Nevada, has been
ordered by the Commission to forfeit $5,000 for willfully or repeatedly failing to observe the provisions of Section
731205 of the rules (fraudulent billing practices).

The Commission issued a Notice of Apparent Liability to KBET (1340 kHz, 1kw-D, 250 w-N), when an inquiry
into the operation of the station revealed that Statewide Appliance, Inc., an electrical appliance retailer, was billed
a total of $2,002 for 1,06 spot announcements broadcast by the station although affidavits of performance and
supporting invoices submitted by Statewide to manufacturers and distributors amounted to $9,417.50 for 2,599
announcements during the same period.

KTSA, San Antonio, Texas, licensed to Waterman Broadcasting Corp. of Texas, has been notified by the FCC
that it has incurred an apparent liability for forfeiture of $2,000 by failing to log announcements of concerts although
the station received a consideration for these announcements based upon the gross receipts of the concerts.

The Commission noted that during a six month period, KTSA broadcast hundreds of dance and concert announce-
ments, and for some of these received a percentage of disc jockey fees. These announcements were only broadcast
when the station‘s own disc jockeys appeared at the dances, the FCC said, and when the disc jockeys did not appear,
the usual advertising rates were charged.

The station admitted that the disc jockeys received a compensation of 8% of the gross receipts of the events and
remitted one-eighth of the amount to the station.

The Columbia Broadcasting System was not unreasonable in determining that a program segment dealing with bull-
fighting on the ‘60 Minutes,” program broadcast February 3,1970, did not involve discussion of a controversial
issue of public importance, the FCC ruled.

Under theFéirneSSDoctdne, a broadcast station presenting one side of a controversial issue of public importance
must afford reasonable opportunity for the presentation of contrasting views.

The Commission 'action denied an application filed by Lyn A. Sherwood, editor and publisher of The Clarin,
Long Beach, California, asking for review of an FCC Broadcast Bureau ruling which had also stated that the CBS
determination was not unreasonable.

Mr. Sherwood complained that Cleveland Amory had presented a 20 minute documentary on bullfighting on the

program, “filled with innuendos, distortions, and false statements,” and that CBS had failed to present contrasting

viewpoints. in violation of the Fairness Doctrine.

Grant of the application of The Jack Straw Memorial Foundation for a full term, three-year license renewal for
educational station KRAB/FM, Seattle, Washington, has been proposed in an Initial Decision by FCC Hearing
Examiner Ernest Nash.

In recommending the full three-year license renewal in place of the short-term one-year renewal granted by the
Commission on January 21,1970, Examiner Nash said that while KRAB did broadcast a few programs that included
some language offensive to some people, “they did not do so with any intent to give offense, to pander, to sensation-
alize, to shock or to break down community standards.” He said that KRAB should be given credit for a real desire not
to debase community standards of taste and decency, and that in considering their policies and their programing as an
entirety, “‘the licensee of KRAB seeks and most often attains those standards of taste and decency in programming
that we should like to see reflected more often in our broadcast media.”

An inquiry to consider rule changes to provide for issuance of all classes of radio/teléphone licenses to blind persons
has been adopted by the FCC. At present they can only hold radio/telephone * Third Class Operator Permits.

Columbia Broadcasting System, Inc., licensee of station WEEI, Boston, Massachusetts, did not violate the
Commission’s personal attack rule or federal statutes governing use of profane, obscene or indecent language in
airing talk shows on September 24, 1970 and December 17,1970, William B. Ray, Chief of the
FCC's Complaint and Compliance Division, has informed Mr. Warren B. Appleton, Brockton, Massachusetts, a
program participant.

Mr. Appleton had complained that the moderator of the two shows had treated him unfairly, had personally
attacked him, and had cursed 6ver the air. The letter follows:

This is with further reference to your complaint against Radio Station WEEI, Boston, Massachusetts.

You complain that you were treated unfairly and were personally attacked on talk shows aired by the
licensee. You allege that on the Bruce Lee Show, aired September 24, 1970, the moderator insisted you
respond to one of his questions with a “yes or no’’ answer and when you failed to do so you were cut off.
You also complain that on the December 17,1970, Jim Alestover Show, the moderator cursed over the

air by using the work “damn,” called you an “extremist’ and required you to identify yourself.

The licensee in rejecting your demands stated that your position had not been misrepresented and that you
had been allowed to express your views on the station many times.

A personal attack, for the purposes of the Commission’s Rules, is an attack ‘‘upon the honesty, character,
integrity or like personal qualities of an identified person or group’” made during the presentation of
views on a controversial issue of public importance. Mere mention of groups of persons, or even certain
types of unfavorable references thereto, do not constitute personal attacks as defined by the Commission.
We have reviewed the transcript of the two broadcasts which were submitted by you and we cannot
find that references made to you during these broadcasts constituted personal attacks as defined above.
The terms “extremist”” and “patriotic extremist’’ as used in the context of the broadcast are too vague
and too general to be considered an attack upon your honesty, character, integrity or like personal

. qualities. We also note you have not disputed the licensee's allegation that you have expressed your views
on the station many times. '

The Commission's authority in the area of profane, obscene or indecent language is governed by federal
statutes and by the decisions of the courts in interpreting them, and the Commission must perform its
duties in this area without infringing upon Constitutional quarantees of freedom of speech and of the press.
On the one’hand, Section 326 6f the Communications Act prohibits exercise by the Commission of any
censorship over what is broadcast. On the other hand, Section 1464 of the Criminal Code provides
‘(Yiminal Code provides criminal penalties for uttering obscene, indecent or profane language. Prosecution
under Section 1464 is the responsibility of the Department of Justice, since it is a criminal statute, but

the Communications Act authorizes the Commission to revoke a broadcast license or impose a fine upon
the licensee for violation of this Section. In interpreting Section 1464 for these purposes, the Commission
must, of course, be guided by decisions of the courts as to what is obscene, indecent or profane.

The courts have held in many cases that material which may be offensive to some persons is not legally
profane. For instance, in the case of Gagliardo v. United States, 366 F.2d 720 (9th Cir. 1966), where

the words “God damn it" were uttered in anger on a citizens band radio broadcast, the court held that
these words were not “profane’” within the meaning of Section 1464. On the basis of the Gagliardo case,

it seems clear that the isolated use of the work “‘damn” would not be deemed to be violative of the statute.
