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Bertelsmann & Sony: May
They Have This Dance?

ould the Germans and
Japanese be getting
together again!

As merger-mania
sweeps the music industry of
late, with such major players as
AOL, Time Warner and EMI
taking centerstage, industry
insiders are eyeing potential
moves that Sony and Bertels-
mann need to make in order to
stay competitive.

Bertelsmann chief Thomas
Middelhoff, who now has to
make good on his promise that
BMG will be the #1 music com-
pany by year’s end, looks to be
playing a high-stakes game of
musical chairs, with word that
the German media giant is seek-
ing to tie up its BMG Entertain-
ment with Sony Music. Both
music congloms are finding their
marketshare rank threatened by

the pairing of Warner Music
and EMI Group.

The visit of BMG Entertain-
ment Chairman/CEO Michael
Dornemann to Tokyo last week
fueled ralk of a merger with
Sony Music. BMG says the
executive's visit was previously
scheduled and had nothing to
do with Sony, while the Japan-
ese giant also insists that it is not
about to shed its music unit. A
combined Sony-BMG could run
into some serious regulatory
problems, but as one insider
asked, “Regulations, shmegula-
tions! How much will my stock
be worth?”

Other speculation predicts
closer ties between BMG and
Universal Music Group, who
have had distribution agree-
ments, online connections and
family ties.

ust three weeks before its annual convention, U.S.

retail trade group the National Association of

Recording Merchandisers has filed a lawsuit
against Sony Music that, in effect, seeks to stop the
record company from bundling with its CDs hyperlinks
to retail sites it owns, controls or directs.

The lawsuit is the first shot in what could be a long
battle over music companies’ use of the Intemet to sell
directly to consumers, and insiders believe the retailers
may be making a “preemptive strike” by filing the suit.

The suit, filed this week in the U.S. District Court
on behalf of NARM’s more than 1,000 retail members,
charges Sony with unfair competition and alleges that
the company is illegally forcing retailers to carry CDs
with software and promotional inserts directing con-
sumers to Sony’s competing retail locations. The com-
plaint further alleges that Sony has engaged in illegal
price discrimination by favoring its own record club,
Columbia House, and on-line retailer CDNow (merg-
ing with Columbia House), over other retailers.

“We've looked at all the music companies, but
Sony’s combination of practices caused the most con-

cemn,” said Pamela Horovitz, President of NARM, who
pointed out this is the first lawsuit the organization has
ever filed. “NARM is hoping for a permanent injunc-
tion and is not looking for punitive damages.”

Horovitz said NARM is not ruling out taking action
against other music companies as well. “Our intent,
however, is to let this one lawsuit lay some ground
rules,” she said.

The NARM convention, which takes place Feb. 27-
March 1, has several Sony participants scheduled to
attend. NARM also is bestowing one of its highest hon-
ors on Gloria Estefan, a Sony recording artist. No word
as to whether Sony will boycott the event.

A spokesperson for Sony said the company “cannot
comment until we have fully reviewed the suit.”

NARM says the timing of the suit was
coincidental. “We tried to get this done
before the end of last year,” said Horovitz.

No Such Thing As
Free Launch

Amazon Finds It's A
Jungle Out There

Michael Ovitz, the renowned Holly-
wood dealmaker, has again set his sights
on the Internet and its potential for the
distribution of music.

Launch Media Inc. and Ovitz's partly
owned online startup CheckQOut.com
have entered into a partnership making
Wherehouse Online Stores the exclusive
e-commerce partner for Launch.com.

As part of the pact, Launch will pro-
vide content to CheckOut, which
recently incorporated WOS into its sites
after a $20 million investment from
Wherehouse and will operate the WOS
under the CheckOut.com umbrella. In
addition, CheckOutMusic.com will
become a partner site in Launch’s
Online Music Group.

“The partnership with Launch allows
CheckOutMusic.com and the WOS the
opportunity to further reach the growing
base of entertainment fans online,” said
Richard Wolpert, CheckOut’s CEO.
“Now, are the pitted prunes in heavy
syrup on aisle three or aisle five?’

Leading online retailer
Amazon.com said last week
that it laid off 150 employ-
ees—2% of its total 7,500-
strong workforce.

The cuts are nearly across
the board, affecting such
departments as auctions,
books and strategic growth.
The company claims the
downsizing is in no way a
reflection of any change in its

overall strategy. After success-
fully bursting on the scene
with such high impact, sources
said, the company simply staf-
fed up too quickly and is now
trimming away some redun-
dancies, including executive
caviar for lunch and dinner
and stretch Lear Jet service to
and from airports.

At presstime, shares in Ama-

zon closed up 2 7/8 to 67 7/16.

“"Sopranos,” “Magnolia”

Make Hot Tracks

One takes place in Jersey,
the other in the San Fernan-
do Valley. One’s about an
apocalyptic Mob, the other’s
about apocalyptic Frogs.

PlayTone/Columbia/Sony
Music Soundtrax’ “The
Sopranos” and Reprise Re-
cords’ “Magnolia” soundtrack
albums are climbing the
charts, thanks to a pair of
artists who are currently
unsigned free agents—U.K.
band A3 and veteran singer/
songwriter Aimee Mann.
The two discs are proving the
new year’s first two sound-
track hits, each now selling
upwards of 20k a week.

“The Sopranos” is taking
off thanks to the award-win-
ning show’s theme song,
A3’s “Woke Up This Mom-
ing,” which is proving an
offer Modern Adult, PoMo,
Pop and Crossover Radio
can’t refuse. The Brit-hop
band, still known as Alaba-
ma 3 in the U.K., first put
the song on their '97 Geffen
album “Exile on Coldhar-
bour Lane” before becoming
one of the numerous casual-
ties of Universal’s acquisi-
tion of PolyGram.

Music has obviously been
a major factor in “The
Sopranos.” Columbia re-
leased the album in Decem-
ber to take advantage of
HBO'’s re-run of the first
season and build-up for the
new shows, which bowed in
January with a massive in-
store, radio and direct-mar-
keting TV campaign.

Columbia Records VP
Marketing WC Peter Fletch-
er points to the Golden
Globes—where the theme
song was played all four
times the show won aw-
ards—as a major factor in its
success: “We’re honored to
be part of the ‘Sopranos’
family, so to speak. Now we
get to hang out with the ‘Ba-
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da Bing’ girls.”

“Magnolia,” meanwhile, is
using critical kudos for the
film and the integration of
Aimee Mann’s songs in the
Paul Thomas Anderson
movie to attract record buy-
ers. The label initially tap-
ped “Save Me” as the first
single/video, but KROQ
L.A’s add on “Wise Up” has
shifted the focus.

Reprise Sr. VP Promotion
Phil Costello knows who's on
first, but he’s now more con-
cerned with what’s on sec-
ond. He is preparing to make
the switch to “Wise Up” after
KROQ PD Kevin Weatherly
championed the song.

Said Costello: “Even peo-
ple who don’t like the film
are responding to the music,
and many of them began
gravitating towards ‘Wise
Up.’ In fact, buttered pop-
corn sales are going through
the roof when the song
comes on.”

Warner Bros. Records
Inc. Sr. VP Soundtrack De-
velopment Danny Bram-
son, who was responsible
for bringing the album to
the label, is a long-time
Aimee Mann fan. “It’s just
really special for me to
expose people to Aimee’s
work and to complete
Paul’s vision. Best of all, |
don’t have to wait for a
table at the Ivy, even when
I'm not with my good
friend Cameron Crowe.”

And while Aimee is still
intent on selling her new
album, “Bachelor #2”
(which includes four of the
songs from “Magnolia”),
via the Internet—could be
headed to yet another
major label.

Says Costello: “If we
could get her into the Time
Warner group, it would
make a lot of people happy.
She has a lot of fans here.”

A court date will be set this
week for the trial of rapper Dr.
Dre vs. accounting firm PWC
(PricewaterhouseCoopers).

Dr. Dre has filed a multi-
million-dollar claim against
the company for fraud and
breach of fiduciary duty in
connection with the alleged
looting of tens of millions by
his accountants, who diverted
the funds to other PWC
clients, claims Dre’s lawyer,
Howard E. King.

The case, originally filed
February '98, has been slowed
because PWC partner Steve
Cantrock, Suge Knight (Dre’s
former Death Row partner)
and DR lawyer David Kenner
have all taken the Fifth
Amendment.

Former Death Row re-
cording artist Snoop Dogg is

also suing the company on
similar charges.

ertainly one of the more interesting cateaories for this
year’s Grammys has to be Best New Artist. Britney
Spears, Christina Aguilera, Kid Rock, Macy Gray and...
Susan Tedeschi? Barely a blip on the radar screens of
MTV and Top 40 radio compared to the others, Tedeschi
earned her nomination like most blues-rock artists: she made a great
record, tours relentlessly, puts on a kick-ass live show and aets great
press. Otherwise known as the hard way.
With her do-it-yourself indie debut and her second and latest
“Just Won’t Burn’’ (Tone-Cool/IDJMG), Tedeschi’s been criss-cross-
ing the country for the past five years on Lilith Fair as well as opening
for the Allmans, Buddy Guy, Jonny Lang and B.B. King, which has
given her an impressive core of fans across the States. With her own
sound and style, this 29-year-old strawberry blonde shreds on her
Telecaster, delivering a gospel/blues vocal style in such a way that
lends to an immediate comparison to a certain other red-headed Stra-
tocaster-playing female artist that walked away with an armful of
Grammys a few years back and will be inducted into the Rock & Roll
Hall of Fame this year—Bonnie Raitt. HITS’ own blue boy, Jonathan
Grevatt “Samatter U?,” gets the lowdown from Grammy’s dark horse
contender before a bottleneck is lodged in his throat.

You were formally trained at Berklee School of Music in Boston.
Ironically, my instrument there wasn’t even guitar, it was voice.
Lots of artists have gone there, including Melissa Etheridge,
Paula Cole and Pat Metheny. Paula was actually a jazz singer
when | was there. She made the “Singer’s Showcase” there every
year. Then, one year, [ was finally in it. It was really nerve-rack-
ing and high pressure.

They say you can’t sing the blues unless you live them.

've always been a very emotional person. You can relate the
blues to anything that hurts you deeply. [ don’t think you have to
go out in the cotton fields anymore. When [ was younger, [ used
to get picked on a lot. | had older brothers. [ guess [ looked like a
good target because | was so gullible. [ can’t say growing up was
easy. | had some issues, as we all do. These are experiences |
dwelled on for a long time. Even B.B. King says, when you sing
the blues, you aren’t sad, you're happy because you've found your
release. When 1 discovered blues, | initially got mad because |
hadn’t discovered them earlier. Why didn’t anyone tell me about
this great music before? The record stores around me didn’t have
a lot of the stuff that really changed my life—Johnny “Guitar”
Watson, Freddie King, Otis Rush, Etta James, Little Walter, Jim-
mie Rodgers or the Chess stuff.

Have the last five years of your life gone by quickly?

In how much [ have grown and how many experiences | have
had, if [ had to write it down, it seems like it would take a really
long time. And, on the other hand, [ can’t believe | have done
all of this in such a short period. Also, as you experience all of
this, you realize more and more that people want you to be in
one musical category where [ just want to grow naturally, to go
wherever the journey takes me.

What was your reaction when you found out about your Grammy
nomination?

[ was in shock. 1 sort of had a tiny inkling because two days
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before | found out, my management told me [ had to go to the
Chicago chapter of NARAS because they thought [ might get
nominated. So | was at a press conference with Kid Rock, R.
Kelly and Pinetop Perkins. It was great.

What’s the best and worst parts of your job?

The best is [ get to play music for a living, meet all my idols and
sometimes even play with them. The worst is all the stuff [ have
to do to keep this job when I'm not playing or meeting my idols.
With everything [ do, the day seems longer than 24 hours. Plus,
[ really don’t have a home right now but I'd like to live with my
bovfriend in Flori

tor me; it’s making good records, putting on a good live show
and being nice to people.

Who made you want to pick up the guitar?

Magic Sam in Chicago, Johnny “Guitar” Watson and all the
Kings—BB, Freddie and Albert.

What is it that attracts people to your music?

My voice and how [ look, which is totally different from the way
[ sing. Plus, 1 give my all on-stage.

Who do you want to work with most right now?

Luckily, I've gotten to meet, play or sit in with all of my favorite
people so far. [t’s important to have lots of different influences.
What's on your CD player right now?

Nusrat Fateh Ali Khan and some classical music, believe it or
not. Nusrat is so incredible and over-the-top singing-wise. Then
there’s always Mahalia Jackson, Little Walter, Ray Charles,
John Coltrane and Miles Davis.

What’s in the cards for 2000?

Make my third record. Try to get as much done on that before
March when | go on tour again. Bob Dylan wants me to go on
the road with him, which is so cool.

Do you believe there is a Grammy Best New Artist jinx? Or bet-
ter yet, who, out of the other four nominees will you be listening
to ten years from now?

[ don’t listen to any of them now. I'm serious, [ don’t even know
their songs.

Moreover, the success of sin-
ales such as “Bawitdaba’’ and “Cowboy,” a show-stealing perfor-
mance at Woodstock "99 and the adiunct celebrity for his short-
statured, long-penised (or so he says) sidekick Joe C. have made Kid
the face of rock’s future as we enter the new century. Now there’s a
scary thouaht.

[t's been a sweet victory for Rock, a self-confessed natural
hambone from rural Rome, MI, who dropped out of school and learned
to rap (and sell drugs) in the urban enclaves of Detroit and Mt.
Clemens, MI. before winning the patronage of Boogie Down Produc-
tions” D-Nice, which led to Rock sianing his first major label deal, with
Jive, back in ‘89. Since then, he’s expanded and experimented, craft-
ing the sophisticated fusillade that was revealed on 1996’s indepen-
dently released “Early Morning Stoned Pimp’’ (set to be re-released
this year by Lava/Atlantic) and came to fruition on “Devil.” Rock, the
single parent of a five-year-old son, is also one of rock’s leading impre-
sarios, with hopes of putting out a new album of his own this vear and
a stable of talent—including Joe C., DJ Cracker and the Twisted
Brown Trucker Band—due to release music via Rock’s now nationally
distributed Top Dog imprint. The Bullgod shovels some over HITS’ full
of bull fellow Detroiter Gary “Couldn’t Fill The Left Side of Grant

Hill's Jockstrap” Graff.

So what do these Grammy nominations mean to you?

Ba dum bum...

Seriously, I'm blessed. [ was so young when I started, | didn’t
have a clue about this business at all. I just kept doing it and fig-
uring it out along the way. This is all I could imagine, could
think about, for the last ten years. Now I'm there, and it’s the
**king best, man.

Before the Grammy stuff, was there a particular moment that
defined the experience for you?

Probably Woodstock. [ just felt 1 was finally getting the opportu-
nity to show the whole world this image of myself I've worked
ten years on. I've scaled every wall | could possibly scale, and I've
proven myself time after time and time again. Woodstock was
the final cap on that, where people lost that whole “He’s just
some white kid that raps” stuff and all the stereotypes you get
thrown into. It just put everything to bed. The recognition
means people can now say, “That kid is one of the most talented
musicians in the world right now.”

You made a bit of a name for yourself during the early ‘90s with
some pretty raw songs like “Balls in Your Mouth.” Did that make
it hard for you to get a major label deal back then?
Before I signed, I told Atlantic and a few other labels, “Look, am
| gonna write ten songs that say, ‘suck my dick’? The answer is,
no.” I'm gonna write some good music, stuff thar relates to, hope-
fully, a lot of different pwple I'm not really into the politics of
anything. [ play for kids; it’s more of a blue-collar thing. People
save their money and plan to go to shows; when they come out
of mine, | want to make sure we all had a good time. I don’t want
to give them too much to think about, just, “Let’s enjoy ourselves
for an hour.” But I've been through shit, you know? And I can
share some of that, too.
It surprises people when you crank into a Lynyrd Skynyrd or Cree-
dence Clearwater Revival song in concert.
[ got into Johnny Cash and Hank [Williams| at home, caught the
Tubes and Tom Petty and all the ~70s stuff from my older sister.
My parents used to have all these parties and play a lot of music
that I'd hear, too. I'm really into classic-rock. I love it. It's some
of the best stuff ever made.
Did you envision incorporating all of that into your music some-
day, even though you started out as a rapper?
Oh, yeah. My problem for so many years was getting someone to
open their minds to what | wanted to do, because it was so
diverse. 1 wanted to sing on some songs and rap on others. |
wanted to do it all. No one would ever let me do that; it was
always “Go with rap” or “Go with country” or “Go with alterna-
tive,” stay focused on just one type of music. | wanted to do
everything.
You have a lot of projects on tap now. Are you after world domi-
nation in a red suit?
[ want to keep a steady plane of good records coming from a lot
of different angles, do good shows and, behind the scenes, run a
very tight business and help out everybody in my camp. Which is
what’s happening. Hey, this is all I've ever wanted. I look at it
like I got my doctorate; [ started out in the early ‘90s, and my col-
lege was doing the music thing for the past years. | stayed persis-
tent, got better and had great timing. And now I'm just loving it.

decade-and-a-half ago, Madonna proved that a lit-
tle bit of midriff goes a long way, and during the
past year, Britney Spears, the pride of Kentwood,
LA, has proven that's still the case. It was a little
more than 13 months ago that the urgent, sneering
call of “alright alright” announced the arrival of pop’s new teen
queen, a “Mickey Mouse Club” alumnus (aren’t they all these days?)
single-handedly responsible for the first stirrings in a generation of
pubescents who previously thought that “*hit me baby one more time”
was something to utter in a mosh pit.

Propelled by the title track and the movie tie-in “Crazy,”
Spears’ Jive Records debut, “...Baby One More Time,” was the sec-
ond best-selling album of *99, racking up sales around the 10 million
mark—it's still going strong—and earning two Grammy nominations,
including Best New Artist, a category in which she’il compete with
former “Mickey Mouse Club” pal Christina Aquilera. Spears recently
smacked HITS’ Detroit Rock City reject Gary “0ld Enough To Be Her
Father”” Graff—although not nearly as many times as he deserves.

Two Grammy nominations... Surprised? Pleased? Disappointed?
I'm so excited. I went to the announcements, and I wasn’t
expecting anything at all. It was, “OK, it’s early in the morning,
let’s do this,” you know?

After how well the album’s done, though, you had to be

expecting something?

[ was hoping, but I really didn’t... in the back of my mind, of
course. But [ really wasn’t expecting it.

Does one of the categories mean more to you than the other?
Probably Best Female Pop Performance, because I'm up against
people like Madonna. Really, just to be nominated for it is amaz-
ing; | remember a year ago, | was watching the Grammys and
was like, “What would I wear if I went to the Grammys?” And,
now, to be nominated for a Grammy, that’s amazing.

So what will you wear?

[Laughs] I have no idea.

What'’s your perspective on everything that’s happened for you
during the past year?

The album came out January 6 of last year. | remember this time
last year, “Baby One More Time” was doing really well, and |
was like, “Oh my God, I can’t wait for the album to come out.”
And now, I look back and it’s like, “Wow!” The album went to
#1. 1t’s sold 10 million copies. It’s been an amazing year for me.
Now my main focus is on the next album and trying to make it
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as successful as “...Baby One More Time.”

Do you have any sense of why this album has done so well?

[ think there was an open place for me, with the Backstreet
Boys coming out and everything. There wasn’t really a young
person out there that was like a young Janet Jackson doing pop
music... Someone teenagers could relate to. [ think my album
was funky and edgy, but it was also fun.

So what’s the next one going to be like?

When I made the first one, 1 had just turned 16; you look at the
album cover, and it was like, “Oh my lordy...” I know this
album is going to be totally different, especially the material. |
got finished recording the first six songs in Sweden, and the
material is so much funkier and edgier, and, of course, it's more
mature because I've grown as a person, too, and as an artist.
How different is it?

It hasn’t completely changed; it’s still pop music. It’s kind of
like the Backstreet Boys’ second album, which showed growth
from the first album. It’s kind of the same as that.

So what have been the good and bad things about success
and fame?

[ guess I'll start with the stuff [ didn’t like, which is probably just
the crowds surrounding me and having so many people in your
face all the time. 'm the type of person who keeps her circles
small; I don’t let all these people just come in and be my friend.
I guess that’s because I'm wary of who's being my friend for me
and who’s being my friend for who I am. I really have good
instincts about people. I don’t like the fact that people are all of
a sudden your friend, you know? That, and [ guess just being
away from my family was difficult. But other than that, my job
is amazing. | really shouldn’t complain at all. [ have so much
fun with what [ do, and the best thing about it is being able to
really do what you love to do, and that’s to perform and to sing.

An exclusive HITS Grammy dialogue with MACY GRAY

acy Gray’s solo debut, “On How Life Is” (Clean
Slate/Epic), recalls the sterling soul of the ‘70s with
its warm, organic grooves and tasty melodic hooks,
But it tempers any nostalgia with hip-hop style and
one prodiaious persona. Gray’'s friendly rasp of a voice
is a formidable and versatile instrument, and she wields it expertly on
such tracks as the soaring “I Try,” the funky “Do Something,” the
raunchy, hypnotic “Caligula’” and the gospel-inflected “'I Can’t Wait
to Meetchu.”

Though she was embraced instantly by critics and fans of classic
R&B, Gray had to overcome some initial resistance at radio, where

the Mark Romanek-directed “I Try” video helped break the ice, while
Gray’s recent Grammy noms—for Best New Artist and Female R&B
Vocal Performance (for “Do Something,” which goes up against
Whitney Houston, Faith Evans, Mary J. Blige and Brandy)—should
start a flood. Whether Gray’s musical eclecticism and personal eccen-
tricity will allow her to clear the neon hurdle of superstardom or not,
she’s undeniably a breath of fresh air, which is more than we can say
from the rancid whiff we just got from HITS’ own Yanked at Oxford,
Simon “Flick Your’ Glickman.

Congratulations on your nomination. Was it a shock?
Totally. A couple of people told me, if you're invited ro an-
nounce the nominations, you probably got one. But [ definitely
never expected to get one for R&B Vocal Performance.
Well, you didn’t figure on getting a nod in the polka category.
Exactr . But 'm nor typical R&B, and so far, the R&B radio sta-
tions don’t think I'm E&B. But my influences are all soul and
thythm and blues. So it was just a surprise, especially with the
company I'm keeping—Whitney, Brandy, Faith Evans and
Mary J.—so I'm pretty excited about that. [Laughs] I'm definite-
ly the underdog, though.
How have things like playing live changed over the past year?
Playing live is always awesome; there’s nothing like being
onstage. The bigger the record gets, the more fun the shows are,
because the au§ience is all into it.

HOW DOES IT FEEL? It's clear when you check album sales that
there is a shift in music tastes at the Rhythm and Crossover formats.
Hip-hop has burned a bit, a resurgence of dance-pop has clearly infil-
trated the fabric of rhythm radio, and at crossover—long known'to be
the tastemaker format, HENCE the name—there is a definite musica
metamorphosis goin” down. Everybody who knows what’s up is feel-
in" the same thing: The hot shit these days is most definitely R&B.
Aside from the explosiveness of established acts like D'Angelo, Sisqo
or Brian McKnight, there's a fledgling crop of breakthrough artists
that are about to be tearin’ up the spot in a minute. If you ain't
checkin' for Angie Stone, Mary Mary, David Hollister, Lucy Pearl or
Spooks you should be, straight up. This is some real R&B. We're not
talking about producer-driven, pop-urban sounds like Shek’spere or
Rodney Jerkins that have a mainstream flavor and radio-ready call-
out hooks. No disrespect to them, they are the new David Fosters
and Walter Afanaseiffs. The new breed of R&B is embodied by artists
who often write and produce their own stuff. It is some saucy, sexy,
insatiable SOUL music—in the vein of the Isley Brothers, Stevie
Wonder and Marvin Gaye—that's makin’ a comeback, and beenr
here for years. Plus, new albums from Joe, Aaliyah, Jagged Edge,
plus Tamar AND big sis Toni Braxton will only lend to the dominatior
of R&B in the Y2G. The trend is even causing street smart MDs tc
search through albums from current R&B artists out, like with WPGC
diggin’ into Mary J. Blige's album for the female anthem ballad "Your
Child,” and KMEL finding the Chico DeBarge/Joe track, “Listen Tc
Your Man,” on Chico’s new album. Or Hot 97 putting back IN the
Jagged Edge hit “"He Can't Love U” cuz their current album sales are
so on fire. Or maybe we should point to the number one callout
scores Angie Stone is scoring at 92Q with “No More Rain.” Just two
years ago, when hip-hop was on top, records like this were perform-
ing middle of the pack. Now they dominate. And please—wait until
you hear miss thang’s new hit, “Everyday”— OVAR! It smells like a
trend to me... Musically this week: Sisqo is rippin’ it up right now with
“Thong Song.” This is an INSTANT reaction record that's Top Five
phones everyplace it's getting love, and has the goods to cross all the
way. If you're not playin’ it yet, you certainly will be soon... Pink is liv-
ing up to everyone's enthusiasm and generating #2 phones at places
like B96, Power 96, Z90 and KTFM. Majors like Power 106, KUBE,
KXJM, WLLD and Power 92 are all down for the hit-factor of “There
U Go” with solid rotations. By summer, everybody on the planet is
gonna want this artist for a show, so be in the game now and REP-
RESENT. You know Maffei will torture the shit outta you over this..
Lots of positivity about 702's new jam, "Gotta Leave,” as well as Da
Brat's “That's What I'm Lookin For.” Keep your eye on both they're
comin’ up fast... Don't forget about Bone Thugs N Harmony's “Res-
urrection.” Blazin’ #1 phones at Power and The Beat, #2 phones ir
Portland, Top Ten phones in DC. If you battle this record at night, it
wins big time. “I'm not afraid to admit that I'm a Bone fan,” says
KIKI PD Frederico, “They always end up doing well in the end.”

But Jarreau has been invisible on the recorded front for
six years. (Hello, D'Angelo!) As with D'Angelo, the time Jarreau
spent sculpting his brilliant comeback made the wait worth-
while. Faves include the vibrant, salsa-laced title cut, as well as
"Something That You Said,” a lyrical treatment based on
Weather Report's "A Remark That You Made” Check the
Andrea Martin-scripted "Last Night,” a tune that will bridge
generations with its bouncy rhythms and silky background
vocals. Vanessa Williams joins Jarreau on "God's Gift To The
World,” an inspiring and soaring cut that is projected to
receive a major push via video and special television appear-
ances. Quiet Storm and Urban Adult formats will appreciate
"Last Night" and "Just To Be Loved,” where Jarreau warms his
vocals to a soft, smoldering level. The album closes with an a
cappela riff called "Puddit,” a take off of The Crusaders’ "Put It
Where You Want It." The genius of this song is Jarreau in the
studio alone, hand-clapping and improvising the words, joy-
ous in the knowledge that, despite everything, he can make
music all by his lonesome self. And isn't that what music |
should be: A pure celebration.

One Sony insider, on hearing
that NARM had brought suit
against one of its biggest
members (see p. 16), used the
term “flabbergasted.”

| DON'T READ business books, but
one caught my eye in the airport
the other day. Kevin Kelly's “"New
Rules for the New Economy" is a
good book for radio people.
Basically, Kelly discusses 10 strate-
gies for a connected world. Throughout the book he talks about
the rate of change in a network economy. Things change in the
blink of an eye. Whether it's the recent AOLTW deal or watching
ancient grainy videotape of Alanis Morissette accepting a Grammy,
things change. And fast. One minute you're reaching the top of a
mountain and the next, you're screaming your lungs out as you
plummet toward the ground, thinking, "Why didn't | bring a para-
chute!” Our primary output today, especially in this business, is
information. No factories to retool. No mines to dig. No packag-
ing to speak of. Someone like Kid Rock can change the whole
landscape. The traditional process for developing programming
can't keep up. The traditional marketing methods are based on the
industrial economy. The basic research mechanisms in radio
haven't changed significantly in 20, maybe 30, years. The focus
group was developed in the early 1900s to test advertising con-
cepts. Polling has been around since before Harry Truman. (Who?)
Arbitron uses pencil and paper and the U.S. Mail. Houston, do
you copy? Lately, the research has lagged so far behind reality it
is of no use. It's not anyone's fault, but there it is. The marketing
cycle moves so quickly today, the changes can be terrifying. Here's
a scenario: You and your homeboys/girls just put a new station on
the air. It's doing great. You made the supreme effort to reach the
summit. Everyone loves you. You are an "Into Thin Air" kinda per-
son. Yet as you head out for the staff party, your company puts
another new station on the air, and the mountain you just climbed
dissolves. You're response, "Another day in paradise..." All those
tried-and-true rules of radio are sitting next to the '83 Buick LeSabre
at Shorty and Swede's junkyard. What does it all mean? | have no
friggin' idea, but | will say this: Our sense of what the audience
needs better be finely honed and constantly fed. We need to
update our thinking as often as we shower. (You do shower every
day, | hope.) We need to allow room for our stations to be rein-
vented. We need to be careful of marketing traps and research
mechanisms that brand our stations with yesterday's concepts
and music everyone liked six months ago. People caught up in the
old marketing cycle may be moving too slow to take advantage of
a marketplace that moves at blinding speeds. The good news is we
get to develop new mechanisms and new ideas. We get to be
pioneers. It's like the scene from "The Matrix” when Keanu Reeves
attempts to jump from building to building. You just gotta believe
and have no fear! I'm outta here. . .there's a booth at Clark and Lincoln.
