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Spirits High At
Seagram, UMG

Denying swirling rumors of
a possible sale, Seagram
Chairman Edgar Bronfman
Jr. heralded healthy quarterly
numbers posted by his bur-
geoning empire.

"I intend to be CEO of this
company for a long time," said
Bronfman. As those words left
his lips, 47 different reporters
translated his statement to: "As
soon as someone mentions the
right number, I'm jumping on it"

For the quarter ending
12/31/99, Seagram reported
net income of $557 million,
compared to a pro -forma $48
million for the year before. A
pro -forma number assumes the
company owned the same
assets (i.e. PolyGram) as it did
when it released the current
set of figures.

Also on a pro -forma basis,
revenue remained flat at $5
billion.

In music, profits rose 18.7
percent to $292 million,
while, as a result of the stream-
lining of Universal and Poly-
gram, revenue decreased 8
percent to $2 billion.

"I was considering selling
the company to America
Online and then merging my
music operations with EMI,
but my advisors told me the
timing was a bit off," remarked
Bronfman, who then penned a
love song to Barry Diller
called, "You Light Up My
Stock Price."

At press time, Seagram
shares were trading above $60
amid continued speculation of
a sale.

Puffy Been A Bad Boy?
Sean "Puffy" Combs'

legal situation has become
even more complicated, with
a Manhattan District Attor-
ney claiming that the rap
mogul attempted to bribe his
driver to take the fall for sev-
eral gun possession charges
currently being leveled against
him in relation to a nightclub
shooting late last year.

During a pre-trial hearing
at Manhattan Supreme
Court, in which the DA's
office sought to raise Combs'
bail from $10,000 to
$150,000, prosecutor Mat-
thew Bogdanos argued that
Combs offered his driver a
bribe as he attempted to
avoid being arrested on
weapons charges.

According to a spokesper-
son for the DA's office, Bog-
danos' accusation came during
a 40 -minute speech laying
out the reasons why the
office wants Combs' bail to
be raised from the initial

$10,000 he laid out in
December to $150,000.
Among those reasons was
the allegation that, after he
was taken into police cus-
tody on Dec. 27, Combs was
overheard offering $50,000
to Wardel Fenderson, the
driver of the car that carried
Combs, Jennifer Lopez and
bodyguard Anthony Jones
away from the scene of a
shooting at Club New York
in exchange for Fenderson's
saying that the gun found in
the car was his.

Prosecutors also alluded
that they may ask a grand jury
to indict Combs on a bribery
charge, noting that the grand
jury was still reviewing evi-
dence in the case and had yet
to be dismissed.

Combs' attorneys contest-
ed the charges and claimed
Combs was not a flight risk.

The judge has reserved his
decision on the bail applica-
tion until Feb. 22.

In conjunction with the filing, Viacom chairman
Sumner Redstone has become chairman of MTVi.
Nicholas Butterworth, who sold his online music
network Sonicnet to Viacom, has been president
and CEO of MTVi since last year.

The MTVi division did not disclose how many
shares it planned to offer nor the expected price range,
though it hopes to raise as much as $10 million. How-
ever, sources say the actual amount the company ends
up raising could be substantially above that figure.

Viacom, parent company to MTV, owns all the
voting stock of MTVi and is expected to retain a
majority of the shares after the public offering.

While the $10 million figure cited in the MTVi's
Si form filed with the SEC was a basis for calculat-
ing the registration fee for the offering, the figure is

still surprisingly low, though both NBCi and
Disney's Go.com raised similar amounts with their
IPOs. Their respective parent companies own a
majority of those stocks as well.

No date for the MTVi IPO has been set. The
company will make further information available in
amendments to its filing.

MTVi plans to use its IPO funds for advertising,
promotion and development of its brands and music
content, as well as technology development, over-
seas expansion and potential acquisitions.

MTVi operates 18 Web music sites, including
MTV.com, VH1.com and Sonic-
net.com.

The company declined comment
because it's in its SEC -mandated
quiet period.

Paul himself gave
Jody the permission to world
premiere "The World To-
night" and the rest is, as they
say, history.

Denberg got to talk with
Sir Paul himself late last
year on the occasion of the
release of his latest Capitol
album, "Run Devil Run," a
selection of rock & roll old-
ies and three brand-new
Macca-penned tunes in the
same style. If only Paul
knew where this dialogue
would evenually end up,

he'd probably prefer turn-
ing Denberg into a walrus
as we mutter: "Goo goo
goo joob."

fin EXCLUSIUE HITS DIIILOGUE WITH MK MCC/MI.1NY

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remix Beatle songs because the four of us sitting there were always at every
mix we ever did, pretty much. So that, you know, we all signed off on it. We
said, yeah, that's how we want it to sound. So, to be any different from that,
in our minds, would spoil it. But what happens is, technology keeps ad-
vancing. When they were redoing the film, it was in a pretty sorry state, so
they had to go back to the negative and really clean it up. So, by the time
they did that, they said, "Well, wait a minute, the sound track is pretty ropy,
too... We want to redo that." And because it was going to this 5.1 Sur-
roundsound... that was the other reason it needed mixing. So we went along
with that.

A lot of the early stuff was mixed in mono. I hate to tell you, but we were
there before stereo. We used to look at these two speakers on the wall and
say to George Martin, "Why two, George? It's twice as loud, right?" In the
'60s, for our stereo, you hear the drums on the left and the bass on the right,
with guitars flying around all over the place. It's like Hendrix's records. He
went mad with stereo as well.
You also have a new classical album that just came out, "Working Classi-
cal," with symphonic versions of some of your pop songs.
Actually, I just got the news today that it went to #1 on the American classi-
cal charts. So I'm a happy little classical bunny. I'm not one of these people
who sees barriers in music. You can play me some rock & roll, you can play me
some bluegrass, you can play me some pop or you can play me some Seattle
grunge. And I might like all of it, you know, providing it's good. I really do love
Bill Monroe as much as Nirvana. So, when it came to the orchestral kind of
classical music, to me, it's just a bit more akin to the ballads, a bit quieter. It's
either good music or bad music. It all has to be structured.

Take the Beatles. They were like a four -piece where you had to have the
right structure for it to sound good. And a string quartet is basically the same
kind of thing except, instead of a voice leading it, it's a violin. Instead of a
bass doing the bottom line, it's a cello. It still needs to have the right struc-
ture. It has to be a good song. It has to go to the right places. My tastes in
music are very liberal. I love good music.
It was at the services for Linda, though, where some of your songs were
done in an orchestral fashion like that for the first time, a number of
which ended up on "Working Classical."

cause, you know, Linda was a beautiful girl who loved her music." And like
me, she liked different kinds of music. She was a massive Jimi Hendrix fan,
for instance, and a doo-wop fan. So I had to think what music would be most
suitable. In the end, I talked to my kids and we thought, well, if we have a
string quart and they played the songs that I wrote for Linda, we thought she'd
like that. It went down so well and the quartet played it so beautifully that it
brought a little bit of tear to people's eyes, quite emotional, so we thought,
well, you know, it would be nice to have that on a record.
After Linda died, the first interviews you did were with magazines like
The Animal's Agenda. Did you and Linda talk about carrying on your ani-
mal activist work if she didn't get better?
To tell you the truth, we didn't often talk about her not getting better. You
just want to be so positive. But we spent 40 long together working on the an-
imal activist thing that I thought, well, I know for sure that she would want
me to continue that work. She'd hate to think that it would stop just be-
cause she died. She has a food company over here in England, particularly,
that's probably about to go sort of international, that makes vegetarian food,
which has been a huge success.

After 30 years, we might as well have been the same person talking on a
number of subjects. And so I knew exactly what she wanted. That's why I
did the animal magazines, rather than do, sort of, you know, sloppy inter-
views about how I feel now and how I'm coping and stuff. I felt, no, it's much
more valuable and she'd be much more into me saying, you know, hey, let's
think about the unfortunate creatures in the world. I knew she'd want me
to do that.
Did Linda archive all those photos she took over the years?
She was terrible. When I first met her, she had an apartment in New York
with piles of prints from top to bottom that she'd never filed. She was about
to get an agent, but she never did. What happened was, over the years, she
got a bit more organized. And eventually, she got help from our daughter,
Mary, who's a photographer, too, in organizing it. And there's so much stuff
that hasn't come out.
I wanted to ask you quickly about one of my favorite McCartney rarities.
I was surprised the song "Goodbye," that you wrote for Mary Hopkins,
was left off the anthology. Did you consider it?
It was considered. There were a couple like that. There was so much good stuff

that a lot of it got left off. The other thing was, with the Beatles, it was a four-
way split, you know. And it was a great democracy, sometimes painfully so. It
was one of those things where we always tried to be very equal so there are prob-
ably more of my demos knocking around than there were of John's. So some had
to be left off, just in order that we could equalize our peers.
I think "Goodbye" is one of the all-time McCartney classics.
Oh, thanks, man. You know what 1 remember about that? Linda and I once
took a boat to Scotland and she said, "Where are the Shetland Islands? I
love that knitwear and stuff." And I said, "Oh, it's way, way up at the top."
And she said, "Can we go?" I said, "Well, I suppose so. It's not the kind of
thing you normally do." But we got in a Land Rover with the kids and the
dogs and just took off. We missed the ferry that you're supposed to get on,
so we had to get a little fishing boat. So this craggy old guy in a big woolly
sweater from the Orkney Islands said, "Hey, I'm going up there. You can
come on my boat." And this guy's name was George. He was more Norwe-
gian than Orkney, which is how it gets when you get right up the top there.
They're almost speaking Norwegian. He said to me, "That is my favorite
song... `Goodbye'." And he used to play it as he was setting off on his fish-
ing boat, you know. So there's a little anecdote that you didn't know.

Another great rare one is "On the Wings of a Nightingale."
Yeah, I did that for the Everlys. I love those guys so much. They asked me to
come up with a song. Anyone who I love like that says to me, "Do you think
you can come up with something?" I go, "Oh, let me see if I can." And nearly
always I love them so much that I manage to some up with it. Tom Jones, ac-
tually, recently asked me to come up with something. He's such a great singer.
I just came up with one for him; maybe it'll be on his next album.
I was lucky enough to see you play at the PETA party the other night.
Would you ever think about touring on a smaller scale?
That's the way we would have to do it next time. The only reason you ever
do those huge 60,000 stadiums is because people say, "Well, when you come
to Austin or Cleveland or New York, there's going to be all these people
who want to see you." But it's so much nicer to work on a small stage. So
maybe next year I'll get around to them.
There are three original rockers on the album that are amazing, but I
would imagine that you wrote some ballads over the last year -and -a -half.
Having done the classical album, I'm now setting myself up to record a new
album. I'm not sure how or, you know, with whom, yet. But I'm really quite
excited about it because I've got a few little songs and I'll write some more
in the meantime. Hopefully, before the year is out, there will be a new stu-
dio album. But until then, we're going to play "Run, Devil, Run" and rock
your little cotton socks off. 
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Where are you right now?
I'm calling from London. I'm in my office here, sitting just across from my
jukebox. And it's starting to get to be evening time here now. The sun has
just gone down. So I'm sitting here with one foot on the desk, calling
Austin, Texas. Can't he too bad.
It's been about two -and -a -half years since you did your last rock album,
"Flaming Pie." Since then, you worked on Linda's album, "Wild Prairie,"
and the rumor was that you were involved with the ambient disk by the
Firemen.
That's just a rumor, you know. It's a great record, but I've no idea who made
it. But check it out. It's the ambient record of the century, I reckon.
Did you always have it in the back of your mind to do a rock & roll album
like "Run, Devil, Run"?
You know, I really did. It's been an ambition for quite a long time, actually.
If you love rock & roll as much as I do, it's one of those things where you
think, oh, there's a song I've never done before. And there's that song I al -

ways meant to do with the Beatles. And there's that song John meant to da
with the Beatles.
How does "Run, Devil, Run" compare with the "Back in the USSR" al-
bum from '88?
There's a little more care put into this one. On the Russian album, 1 liter-
ally showed up and we did, like, 17 tracks in one day. That was just a pure.
spirit kind of thing. This time, I wanted to put a little bit more care into
the recordings. That was really the only difference. We took a little bit
longer, but not much. It took us a week this time instead of a day. I still.
wanted to get that spontaneous thing. I just chose a different bunch of
songs. They were songs that came into my memory, that just popped into
my mind. I thought it might be kind of cool to do some songs that are a
little bit more obscure, not only for young kids hearing them for the first
time, but also for people like myself who have been around a bit. I met Er-
ic Clapton in a restaurant in L.A. and he said, "Oh, I hear you've done this
rock record and chosen some pretty interesting songs." That was the fun
part of doing this album.
How did you choose the musicians on "Run, Devil, Run"-among them,

Pink Floyd's David Gilmour and Deep Purple's Ian Paice?
I've known Pavid for quite a long time, actually. I made a record once called
"No More Lonely Nights" that he played on. We've done things over the
years. Pink Floyd used to be in the next-door studio to us when they were
making "Dark Side of the Moon." One day, David showed me some old pho-
tos of himself when he was a teenager. He's in this band and his hair is all
slicked back. He really looks like he's rocking, sorta like the early Beatle
photos. I remember thinking then, aha, if ever I wanted to do rock & roll,
this guy was there. He knows where it's all coming from, even though peo-
ple think of him more doing that kind of epic Pink Floyd thing. But I knew
Dave could do it. So he was, you know, an obvious choice for those reasons.

And then one of the guys from the Russian album was Mick Green. I knew
Mick as one of the best rock & roll players around. He used to play with an
outfit over here called Johnny Kidd and the Pirates. He's a great guy. And I
thought that the two of them together-Mick and Dave-would comple-
ment each other really well, because they've got slightly different styles, but
they play great together. You can kind of hear the difference, rather than
two people who sound the same, but just mesh into one.

I didn't know Ian Paice,
the drummer with Deep
Purple. I'd rung up Ringo,
but he was out on tour
when we were making the
record. I think he might
have really enjoyed it. My
producer, Chris Thomas,
said he'd seen Ian recently
and he was drumming
great and looked great.
And so I said, "Well, let's
just ask him if he'll do it,
then." So that was a bit of
a guess, but he worked out
great. He was lovely.

Then there's the pianist,
Pete Wingfield, who every-
body in town said, "He's
your man." Pete had a hit
record over here a number
of years ago, "Aging with a
Bullet," a great little song.
And a lot of people remem-
bered that. I knew, if he had
a hit record of his own, he
would be very at home in a
studio. We also used anoth-
er drummer, Dave Maddox,
on a couple of tracks when
Ian wasn't available.
While recording "Run,
Devil, Run," were you al-
so overseeing the reissue

of the "Yellow Submarine" film and the re-release of the soundtrack?
I was. Y'know, occasionally, you'd kind of just break off and go into a meet-
ing over at Apple. But that didn't really take too much time. When we made
"Run, Devil, Run," that whole week was taken up with nothing but rock &
roll music. Literally, we did two tracks before lunch, had lunch, two tracks
after lunch. Did the same every day. So it meant that we had actually done
19 tracks by the end of the week.

Someone asked me if there were any ego problems with the band. There
wasn't any time for ego problems. You know, we only had time to, like, do
the song then, OK, next song. Bang. Then we had an hour for lunch. And
by the time I'd heated up some soup and buttered some bread, it was time to
go back to the studio.

So it was great. You know, it was a real crazy week, but we just rocked
through it. It was just pure music, which I loved. It was hectic, but it was
hectic with the right kind of thing.
I was listening to the "Yellow Submarine" soundtrack, because it came out
just about the same time as "Run, Devil, Run." It's the first time Beatles
songs have been remixed. Did you seek out George Martin's opinion during
the process and do you think you might ever remix other Beatle's songs?
That's always a very difficult question. You know, ideally, I'd like to never

The name was derived from a poem written by our guitar player called

Cowboy." Anything with Christopher Walken. All the "Godfathers,"

don't really think it's for us. If Wu -Tang wants to work with
us, though, sure we'll work with 'em. We enjoy their music
and it would be a great opportunity. For the most part,
though, the whole rap -metal style isn't really us. I love
working with other people, though, because there are so
many different things that can happen between two
artists. It's all about bringing two styles together and we
love to do that.
If you could cut off your head and put it on a robot body,
would you?
No, I like my body. I'm not too into mechanical things on
my body. I wouldn't want anything on me that wasn't
actually mine.

Gran Torino "Two" (26.2 Music): Sometime
back in 1974, Earth, Wind & Fire and Blood,
Sweat & Tears ended a drunken night in a
Ramada Inn not far from Motown. The love -
child created that fateful night has finally
come of age and its name is Gran Torino. This
Knoxville, TN, 9 -piece proudly mixes soul,

jazz, funk and blues together with a sensibility that is decidedly
rock. Without wallowing in sentimentality, Gran Torino again finds
a place for horns, clavinet and the wah-wah pedal in rock. Standout
tracks include "Bound," "Moments With You" and "Phyliss." (J.D.)

Bernard Butler "Friends And Lovers" (Creation/
Columbia/CRG): On his second solo release, for-
mer Suede guitarist Bernard Butler puts together
a tight collection of soulful British rock. Butler's
melodic, guitar -driven songs fall somewhere
between the pomp and bluster of The Verve and
the pop craftsmanship of Supergrass.

You're getting shook at Ground Zero-here's the 4-1-1 this
week: After months of secret bids, boardroom battles and
big time billing to come up with the ridiculous dough,
looks like Radio One is done as the new owner of KKBT
in FlossAngeles. However, with all the positive speculation

on their financial position to acquire this station, Emmis is
feeling a bit like the Tennessee Titans now. Emmis CEO Jeff

Smulyan gunned hard for this facility, but Clear Channel opted to sell to
Alfred Liggins' Radio One. The reasons are obvious: Spin-offs going to
minority broadcasters pave the way with the DOJ (who has yet to approve
their huge merger with AMFM) and it prevents Emmis from having a more
formidable position in L.A. (plus hands them a direct competitor in the
process). Shit is about to get interesting. The new owners aren't exactly
stepping into a situation that is cool. KKBT, which is currently on the 92.3 sig-
nal but will be flipped to the 100.3 frequency in March, has nose-dived in
the ratings during the ownership transition. In the Fall Book, it plunged to
the two -share range and was out of the top five ranking 18-34 for the first
time in four years. And competing against Emmis, who's knowledgeable
about the Steve Hegwood/Radio One programming ammo, requires
aggressive moves fast. Major rebuilding (read: money) with major market-
ing for the frequency change (read: MORE money) on top of the hefty price
tag (okay??) makes this seem like an uphill battle on a gigantic investment
that usually has to yield phat returns in a very short, Wall Street -standard of
time. And it's tricky during this new era,
where interactive Web radio is starting to
slowly change the listening landscape-
especially with at-home and at -work audi-
ences, where 50% of the current listening
happens. Although urban -targeted formats
may suffer from less erosion immediately
cuz of America's digital divide in our ethnic
neighborhoods, long term this is a concern
for everybody. Let the games begin cuz it's
ON... HBOwn-ing it: When the Latin music
explosion happened last year, the two
names we heard the most were Ricky
Martin and Jennifer Lopez. Now the mil-
lennium seems poised to present a whole
new level of Latin artistry. Marc Anthony
and Shakira. HBO, the hottest network on the planet right now, certainly
displayed foresight on the Next Real Thing with a Marc Anthony concert air-
ing during February sweeps week. With former HBO concert specials fea-
turing folks like Bette Midler, Janet Jackson and Cher, this is a harbinger
(and brilliant programming move) from the savvy network during such a crit-
ical time. Although visibly nervous and endearingly dorky because of it,
Anthony delivered a commanding performance with a voice that just sails.
There is one undeniable trait he exudes when singing: class. This kid is way
beyond your basic poster boy pop star. His presence should be regarded as
the caliber of Frank Sinatra. For any of us to continue to pigeonhole him
"Latin" cuz he's Puerto Rican is unfair. As Anthony proved, his destiny lies on
the path of the truly talented elite. And the masses have yet to hear the pas-
sionate flava of Shakira, another megastar in the making with music that will
surely reshape how we even THINK of "Latin artists." You ain't ready... Email:

The music of Zap Mama, the creation of
Zaire -born, Belgium -bred songstress Marie
Daulne, offers listeners a free -flowing musi-
cal tour around the world. The group start-

ed as an a capella band but freely experimented with disparate
textures, eventually creating a unique sonic form of east -meets -
west rhythms and Bjork-influenced electro-pop with hints of
soul, pygmy, and Afro-Cuban jazz. Highlighting the songs are
Daulne's vocals, which are refreshing and universally melod-
ic. Although most of the cuts are not sung in English, she
expertly unites the common thread that binds together all gen-
res of music, weaving an entirely new tapestry of song. There
are a series of similarly progressive artists who share their tal-
ents throughout the album, such as The Roots, Speech from
Arrested Development and Camroonian saxophonist Manu
Dibango, among others. The mixshow community has already
taken the lead and embraced "Rafiki," but check for other note-
worthy cuts. Songs like "Allo Allo" draw your awareness to
social issues, such as the increasing human dependence on
modern technological communication. "Comment Ca Va?" util-
izes sexy French rhymes, while "My Own Zero" drips with
curiosity and question. The mysticism of "Gbo Mata (Station)"
and the intensity of "M'Toto" will carry over nicely with fans,
while the penetrating drum & bass undertones of "Call
Waiting" and "Songe" could easily serve as club cuts. Overall, "A
Ma Zone" is a delicious sampling of global music that's sure to
open doors for other innovative groups.

Jeffrey Osborne, the leather voice behind so
many great LTD hits ("Love Ballad," which is
included here as a vibrant live cut) and his

Osborne shows he's a great
listener, having scripted nine of the album's twelve songs. We

It has become obvious that in
music's new world order any
distribution arm must now be
able to deliver on both the
physical and digital level. Last
week, the two biggest one -
stop groups in the country
both made announcements
addressing those ends. At
press time, as Woodland -
based Valley Media reported
their 2000 third-quarter fiscal
results (more about that in
a moment), they also an-
nounced a merger of their
Internet operations with
Amplified.com in a stock
swap deal. Valley's Internet
staffers (I -Fill) will be offered
positions at the new entity
(still called Amplified.com),
which will maintain offices in
Atlanta, N. Y., San Diego and
Woodland. Valley hopes the
deal will help cut overhead
by "reducing Internet -related
support and development
costs." It also, quite clearly,
puts them in a position to be
the first to offer all Internet
services (digital or physical)
from the same operational
arm. The announcement comes
at a very advantageous time,
as Valley's third-quarter results
were not great. There were
four major reasons: 1) Last
year at this time, Valley was

deeply involved in supplying
all of the Blockbuster Music
locations as Wherehouse
Music absorbed the chain.
Those big piece counts (as
had been forecast previously
by Valley) went away. 2) In-
terest expenses on invento-
ry were over the top, and
Valley CEO Rob Cain tells us
they'll be able to bring their
inventory under control with-
out decreasing Valley's leg-
endary fill rate. 3) Labor costs
for its warehouse operations
were up over 20 percent for
the fourth quarter of the cal-
endar year. To deal with that,
Valley will be closing its Star
Video Boston distrib center
as well as judiciously decreas-
ing head counts at both
the Woodland and Louisville
warehouses. 4) In order to
keep its huge marketshare in
Net fulfillment, the deals
struck with both Amazon and
CDNow sport a lower per -
piece margin than before.
That said, Valley is still posi-
tioned for success with its
Amplified deal sure to reap
big rewards... Alliance En-
tertainment Corp. also an-
nounced big changes just
after last week's deadline.
AEC honcho Eric Weisman
is splitting the company
into two entities: a Media
and Internet Services Group
headed by Digital On De-
mand CEO Tom Szabo,
and a Distribution & Ful-
fillment Services Group that
will be headed by AEC
One -Stop Group Prexy Alan
Tuchman. The announcement
begs the question, "What
digital player or players will
AEC strike a deal with now?"
Word is a major strategic
digital -delivery partner (or
partners) will be announc-
ed very shortly. Possibly by
next week?

That not only
means that today's college students are enjoying all the content
that high-speed access helps make practical; it also means that
tomorrow's 25- to 34 -year -olds will be quite accustomed to get-
ting top-notch entertainment via Internet-and will continue to
want high-speed access.
Super (Bowl) Song Parodies.
Can't say that I've ever heard stronger locally produced song paro-
dies than the ones by KPNT St. Louis to help cheer their Rams in
the Super Bowl.

Making Visual Radio.
Since shortly after Marconi, we've talked about radio being "the-
ater of the mind," a medium that can paint a vivid picture, yet allow
each listener to fill in the details. The Super Bowl parody songs from
KPNT are great examples of radio in that sense. As radio enters the
Internet age, more of our programming will have visual compo-
nents for the sake of our Web sites, while the original audio wil
still stand on its own. If you're old enough to remember "She
Blinded Me With Science," you remember that after seeing the
video, the song had a whole new dimension whenever you heard
it.
