Thanks to a multimedia mar-
keting campaign that included
the Ken Burns PBS documen-
tary “Jazz,” a simultaneous DVD/
VHS release, a coffee-table book
based on the series, a five-CD
box set on Sony
Legacy and 11
titles apiece from
Legacy and UMG's
Verve, the music
is making commer-
cial inroads.

Legacy Sr. VP
and Columbia
Jazz Sr. VP Jeff
“Me & Mrs.” Jones
was overwhelmed
by the public’s re-
sponse to the show .4
and the music:
“We're selling jazz
records to a whole
new audience that
never bought them
before. The cooperation be-
tween us and Verve, and the
cooperation from retail, has
been incredible. I never real-
ized how hard Ken Burns
would work to promote the
show and its side projects.
Anytime 10 million people are
able to hear Charlie Parker
play the saxophone is an in-
credible moment.”

Not only has the “Ken Burns
Jazz" box sold more than 100k
(making it Gold), but the 22
series-branded, $11.98 midline-
priced titles—including series
stalwarts Louis Armstrong, Bil-
lie Holiday, Duke Ellington,
Count Basie, Miles Davis, Ella
Fitzgerald and Parker—have
gone collectively over a million.
There is also a one-CD “Best of
Ken Burns Jazz” compilation
available. Sony’s Legacy is dis-
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tributing the Burns albums in
the U.S., with UMG’s Verve
holding the foreign rights.

And while it has been criti-
cized for not including enough
of jazz’s modern era, the massive,
10-episode, 19-hour film has
been a marketing boon for jazz
records, even though its 3.6 rat-
ing is lower than Bums' previous
two PBS documentaries, “ Civil
War” (9.0) and “Baseball” (5.1).

Online retailer Amazon.com

dedicated a page to the titles,

with a Burns in-
terview and pro-
gramming guide
that helped cata-
pult the box set
to the top of its
sales chart. Star-
bucks also hooked
up for in-store
promotions, in-
cluding P.O.P.,
viewer’s guides
and selling albums
in their retail out-
lets, Hear Music
stores and online.
Several retailers
also promoted
. the series with
special displays featuring the
CDs, DVD/VHS home video
and book, including Tower
Records and Virgin.

Industry sources estimate
the genre’s overall marketshare
has doubled, going from 2% to
over 4%.

Verve Music Group Presi-
dent Ron Goldstein put down
his licorice stick for a moment
to scat: “Our entire jazz catalog
is up, which confirmed that
there is an audience out there
for this music, but it has to
reach them in a certain way.
People have been biased and
even scared off by the word
‘jazz’ in the past. But, with the
right presentation, they might
not even realize that’s what
they're listening to. Now get
ready for the Mickey Katz
klezmer revival.”

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Dot-Com Survivor 2

ey, we hear Starbucks
is hiring.

When the era of
jackpot IPOs and crazy-ass VC
plummeted to earth, a new era
began: the age of new-media
“reality.”

Even the most promising
online players have struggled of
late. So you can imagine how
rough it’s been for the gerbil-pow-
ered hitsdailydouble.com. The
mighty Amazon.com, for exam-
ple, let go 1,300 workers late last
month, while Bertelsmann-
owned competitor CDNOW let
g0 55 staffers—some 12% of its
staff—and reorganized into com-
merce and promotions divisions.
Given Bertie’s embrace of
Napster, the long-term
survival of the online
disc vendor is subject
to rampant speculation.

However embat-
tled, these businesses
have something tangible
to sell. Similarly, dot-coms
with multiple revenue streams
have managed to stay afloat, at
least. RealNetworks, for exam-
ple, has retained dominance in
the digital music player sweep-
stakes and built a huge network
of B2B alliances. Even so, Real—
once priced at $96 share—cur-
rently trades in the $8 range.

Another case in point:
MP3.com, which has kept its
stock above $4 a share (though
its year high was $33.50) by
throwing dozens of initiatives at
the wall. The company’s reported
(4 losses were lower than pre-
dicted, and revenues were up sub-
stantially—though reported loss-
es didn’t reflect its massive pay-
outs to record labels to settle the
My.MP3.com lawsuit.

The graph on Liquid Audio’s
fortunes has been similar, with
stock settling in the $3 range late-
ly (from a 52-week peak of
$34.50). “I think the players that
are in it for the long term—and
there’s a handful of us—are all
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fairly stable,” asserts VP of Music
Services Paul Stark. “There’s
some weeding out going on of
those who are more smoke and
mirrors, as opposed to those with
a technical background.”

The tech downturn has been
hardest on companies selling digi-
tal content directly to consumers.

“You certainly don’t have a
well-developed market yet,” ad-
mits Steve Grady, SVP of Mar-
keting at EMusic, which began
by selling digital singles in MP3
and switched to a subscription
model this year. The company
has seen its stock tumble to 50
cents per share from a year high
of $9.25. Grady believes that

when MP3-friendly giz-
mos are widely avail-
able, the dot-com’s
fortunes will improve.
“The value in the
music,” he notes,
“comes with your abili-
ty to use it.”

MP3 vendors are getting
killed because while content may
be king, you can get most of it for
free with Napster. That may
change if Bertelsmann’s plans
succeed, but free music will most
likely remain a problem for the
dot-coms.

In the short term, content
“security” businesses like In-
tertrust and Reciprocal are bene-
fiting from this phenomenon,
though some observers liken
fighting unofficial online file-
swapping with encryption, water-
marking and other content pro-
tection to an endless game of
whack-a-mole.

While many folks insist digital
distribution and other online
music services can be part of a
flourishing new music business,
there’s little agreement about
when that upturn will happen.
Some say two years, while others
say five to seven.

In the meantime, those of us
with jobs will be kissing the ratty
carpet beneath our feet.

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A SPECIAL HITS GRAMMY INTERVIEW

WITH GRAMMY NOMINEE

BY STEVE HURLEY

Until he became HITS' Managing Editor,
Bud Scoppa enjoyed a sometimes leg-
endary, and always interesting, run in the
music business. Now his work is neither.
From his beginnings as a music-loving
New Jersey schoolteacher, Bud has
amassed a history that reads like a study
in credibility and rocking good taste. As
a joumalist, he wrote the first book on the
Byrds, as well as their entry in the original

Roliing Stone Rock and Roll Encyclopedia.

He was an active writer for many infa-
mous publications, including Crawdad-
dy!, Creem, Rock, Fusion, Rolling Stone
and online Addicted To Noise. As an A&R
man, he signed and/or worked closely
with such notables as the New York Dolls,
the Tubes, the Bus Boys and Matthew
Sweet. As a dude, he threw the party that
introduced an impressionable pre-Big Star
Alex Chilton to Roger MicGuinn. Bud even
survived five years working for Clive
Davis and helped to bring Air Supply to
the masses—now that's credibility!

In 2001, Scoppa can add the title of
Grammy nominee to his list of accom-
plishments. His extensive 25,000-word
liner notes for Rhino’s Little Feat Boxed
Set, "Hot Cakes and QOuttakes: 30 Years
of Little Feat,” earmed him a Best Album
Notes nom. HITS' Steve "I Think I'm
Gonna" Hurley caught up with Scoppa in
between cleaning up Trakin's mess and
phone calls from his wife Peggy to discuss
his Grammy nomination and a bit of his
illustrious past—not to mention why
someone with an illustrious past wouid
work at this dump in the first place.
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Taking into account you work at HITS, how does it
feel to be nominated for a Grammy?

Well, it seems ironic to me that—considering the peo-
ple I know who arc artists and are probably more
deserving of it—I'm the first kid on my block to get a
Grammy nomination. It seems a little strange, but [ feel
good about the work. 1 think the Little Feat story was a
provocative and fascinating one, so it was an honor to
be asked by those guys to do it.

How far back does your involvement with Little Feat go?
I reviewed the first Little Feat album for Rock magazine,
and that’s how | discovered the band. 1 did “Sailin’
Shoes” and “Dixie Chicken” for Rolling Stone. When 1
moved to L.A. in 73, | met Lowell George a couple of
times on the A&M lot. I saw the band play numerous
times and got to know them a little bit. Years later,
when | was doing A&R at Zoo, Little Feat got signed to
the label, and I ended up A&Ring the first record they
did for Zoo, “Ain’t Had Enough Fun.”

Is it true that the original assignment was for you to
write 1,000 words, but since it paid a buck a word you
used it to offset your meager HITS salary?

Ah, geez...

How did you get into music journalism?

I was teaching English at a middle school in New Jerscy
in the late '60s and, in the process of getting kids moti-
vated to write, | started bringing records in. I'd always
been engaged by music, but I started wanting to kind of
formalize that thought process. Around that time, under-
ground tabloids were popping up all over the place, so it
was a fairly simple matter to get my first few assignments.
My first review was the Blind Faith album for Aquarian
Monthly or something like that. I didn’t realize you could
get the records for free for the first few months!

How did you segue into working in A&R?

[ was introduced to Paul Nelson, whom 1 still think of as
one of the great rock writers. He was working for Mercury
Records and when he was offered to move from publicity
to AS&R, he asked me to come in and take his old job.
This was in '71, so Paul and [ wandered around Manhat-
tan and places like Youngstown, OH, looking for new

bands. | learned a lot from him. The first band that he
signed was the New York Dolls. Then I got asked to come
out to L.A. to work at A&AM—which was a musical
Camelor at the time—as their editorial guy. ] worked with
Nils Lofgren, the Tubes, Supertramp and Squeeze, among
others. It was a very fruitful time. In '78, Clive hired me to
be the West Coast A&R guy at Arista. That ended in '83.
I didn't have much to show for it other than giving him
the first Air Supply single. | suppose that gave me job
security for a while.

Does getting a Grammy nomination for your writing
balance out the fact that you work at HITS?

Al, geez...

What would you say is your proudest achievement as
an A&R man?

I could certainly say that working with Matthew Sweert
was a high point. And working with the Odds, who
were a tremendous band. More than any particular act,
I'm proud of the fact that | somehow managed to exer-
cise my taste and consistently sign really quality artists
and bands over the years. No matter how they did com-
mercially, | can still stand by the quality of the stuff 1
was drawn to.

How do you feel about your Grammy competition?
You are up against “Yes I Can: The Sammy Davis Jr.
Story,” which must be pretty daunting.

When [ saw [another fellow nominee] Dr. Demento’s
name | thought, “Uh-oh.” I suppose if | was going to
speculate about my chances, it’s possible hecause I've
heen around for so long and so many people know me
that without even having read any of the stuff, they
might have said, “Oh, yeah, | know him. He’s an OK
guy,” but 1 think the nomination itself was really the
most gratifying thing—that’s what you're supposed to
say, right?

If you had to go head-to-head, mano-a-mano with
your fellow nominees, could you take them?
Ah, geez...

OK, last question: Have fellow nominees like Eminem,
Jay-Z or Destiny’s Child invited you to any parties?

Not yet, but it’s still early.

As far as crazy, whirlwind years go, 2000 was a doozy for singer-songwriter-actress-poet-author Jill Scott. Since the release of her debut
album, “Who Is Jill Scott? Words and Sounds, Vol. 1” (Hidden Beach/Epic), last July, she’s gone from performing at coffeehouses in her
native Philadelphia to crooning for capacity crowds across the U.S., Europe and Asia. While discussing the events of the last eight
months via cell phone from New York, Scott says suddenly, “The incredible people I've met recently! Last year | was just watching them
on TV.” When asked to name a few of those celebrities, Scott answers as most red-blooded women in her position would: “I met Denzel

Washington,” she replies mischievously, before adding the names of musical legends Quincy Jones, Stevie Wonder and George Duke.
Scott just might be headed for legend status herself if she keeps turning out soul-drenched compositions like the ones on “Who Is.”
Captivating both old-school R&B lovers and hip-hop heads alike, the album’s earned her a devout legion of fans and nabbed Scott

‘three Grammy nominations—Best Female R&B Vocal Perfor-
mance for “Gettin’ In the Way,” Best R&B Album and Best New
Artist. However, the multifaceted chanteuse is taking her success
with a grain of salt, hesitating when asked about the industry nods
and admitting she'd like to pursue creative interests outside of the
music business, such as acting or the children’s book she’s in the
process of writing.

I’s been a hectic time for “Jilly from Philly” (as she’s affection-
ately known), taking its toll last September when she was struck
deaf during a particularly intense period of travel, forcing her to
cancel a number of shows. Now fully recovered, she says she
understands the “groove” of touring and performing a bit better.
Her secret? “Pressure—I| don’t allow,” she reveals in her sweet,

honeyed alto. “I just don’t allow it.” She does, however, allow
HITS’ Sylvia “George” W. Chan to get in her way.

First of all, how do you feel about your Grammy nomination?
[Long pause] Well...I'm pleased.

Just pleased?

[ figure basically, it's a chance to be honored by your peers. You get
accolades and appreciation, and that’s great.

So much has happened in the last year.

I've just tried to deal with it one day at a time. Touring can be
hectic and difficult, but what I've done is change the way |
tour—instead of doing one night, then traveling to the next spot,
just one place after the other, | take a day off in between. I'll do
two shows and then I'll take a day to just get it together and rest.
Basically, [ try to accommodate myself, rather than just work
myself. 'm a human being. | have to remember that.

Do you feel like you’re figuring out yourself, how you work,
how to adapt to this new life?

[t definitely took a minute to get into a groove. But I am now and
it feels good. I don’t overwork myself. I take naps, or go for walks.
Because [ can’t be consumed with just touring, performing, taking
pictures or interviews. | have to do other things.

How often do you get to go home to Philly and just chill out?
About once every two-three weeks. 1 make it a point. I don’t do
month-long tours; three weeks is my limit. After that, | need to go
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ome. And not just for dirty clothes’ sake.
What’s it like when you go back to your old neighborhood
these days? Do people recognize you?
Sometimes. But [ took the bus yesterday in Philly...and nobody
even noticed.
With your schedule, do you still get time to sit down and write,
to just be creative?
[ never really made it a practice. | just decided that whenever it was
time to write—and you can feel it—1 just do it. It has been a little
difficult, because when I'm on the road, I'm in sound check, or
preparing for the show, or whatever the case may be—but I still
obey it. | have to put down whatever I'm doing to write, because
that’s the reason why I'm here in the first place. So [ better pay
homage and do what I'm supposed to do.
What have you enjoyed the most about fame?
Well, I like that people know the words to my songs and sing
along with them at shows. I like that I'm often helped a little
faster at the airport. Other than that, I like the places I get to go,
and the incredible people that 1 get to shake hands with, meet,
talk to, hang out with... And that’s kind of nice, because you get
to know that people are more than just famous; there’s a heart,
soul and a mind in all of them.
You’ve got a new single and new video out right now (“A Long
Walk”), but what’s ahead? Awards show madness?
Looks like it, it really does! I had no idea that the awards thing
was so crazy. It never occurred to me that all these shows were so
close together. So I'm like, “Whoa!” right now. | can’t seem to
slow down.
Do you feel ready to go back into the studio yet?
Oh, 1 really, really, really do. I'm ready to go. I don'’t like to do
one thing for too long.
What do you mean?
Meaning touring. Meaning being in the studio. Meaning acting.
Writing my book. I like to do little bit of this, and then change
over and do a little bit of that. [Laughs] This is the longest I've
ever done anything!

A SPECIAL HITS INTERVIEW WITH

BY SIMON GLICKMAN

One of veteran singerfsongwriter Aimee Mann's albums begins with a song called “Longshot.” And given that she's nominated in the Best Female

Pop Vocal Performance category alongside Madonna, Britney Spears, Joni Mitchell, Christina Aguilera and Macy Gray. it’s not unreasonable to
call Mann—who crafts sophisticated, melodic pop-rock with an arch point-of-view—a longshot. But she’s already beaten the odds by succeedin
on her own terms with the indie release “Bachelor No. 2” (Superego) and following up her Oscar nom for “Save Me” (from the film “Magnolia”

with Grammy nods in the above category as well as Best Song Written For A Motion Picture, Television Or Other Visual Media (“Save Me”) and

Best Compilation Soundtrack Album For A Motion Picture, Television Or Other Visual Media (“Magnolia™). Notoriously blunt about the down-
side of being a major-label artist, Mann dumbed it down just a bit for impaired HITS geek Simon “Halfa Mann” Glickman.

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What’s your take, overall, on the Grammys?

The Grammys, to me, have always seemed to be
something for other people. It’s not something [
ever pictured myself being involved in anyway,
because it’s usually about people who sell millions of
records. . .big stars.

Although you certainly have had your experi-
ences in the world of stardom and hit records, you
are the only independent artist in your category,
and you’re surrounded by people who have heen
the subjects of massive hype.

Yeah, and not only the only independent artist, but
the only non-star. Sort of specifically anti-star. [ am
totally shocked there’s enough people that know
my name at all—much less to consider me for the
Female Pop Vocal category. [ truly am shocked,
given the other nominees, who are all giant stars.
Lets talk a little bit about Magnolia, though it may
feel like ancient history.

[ don't want to say it revitalized my career, but it sort
of gave me a different career. What I've noticed is
that I've been put into a different category in peo-
ple’s minds, in which I'm taken more seriously. I
think it’s very easy to look at a singer/songwriter
like me who's selling, say, 100,000-120,000 records

on Imago or Geffen and draw the conclusion that
they're just sort of limping along or aren’t particu-
larly significant. It’s very easy for people to start
thinking about you as kind of a has-been or a mar-
ginal artist in some way. So, to be nominated for an
Oscar, to have an up-and-coming director who's
taken very seriously champion you by including
several songs in a movie and on a soundtrack and
come out so vocally in support of you, makes people
take you seriously in a way that they didn’t before.
Does your experience suggest that film is a better
medium for conveying certain kinds of music to
their intended audiences?

Even radio would be a perfectly good medium—if
they would play it! That's all that’s required. I think
film is just kind of the only medium left now. And
sometimes commercials, like with Moby's music.
Sometimes the commercials have more artistic
integrity than **king radio! Which is crazy, but
whatever. | think you take it where you can get it. [
haven’t had my music appear in a commercial, but
at this point, I'm not ruling it out, because it’s virtu-
ally impossible to get your music heard by people at
all. So if something like a film comes along, it just
enables you to command people’s attention, and
there’s a forum for people to hear the thing.
Obviously the vast promises about how the Inter-
net would democratize music distribution and
promotion haven’t come through vet.

Well, [ never really heard those promises or would
have believed them. There’s only so much vague]
meandering around the Internet that you really fee
like doing before you want to know where you're]
going. Then it becomes advertising a destination|
And the promise of free music has its own appeal
but no one’s really figured out how to sell musi
online apart from [straight CD sales via] online
record stores. It’s just a new system that has t
develop. Eventually it will. But for me it was helpful
because at least | have a place [aimeemann.com] tc
tell people to go to buy the record before it’s avail
able in stores. Having sold about 25,000 record
online enabled me to get an independent distribu-
tion deal that got me in the stores.

So you’ve been able to make that pay off for you i
a way that maybe a larger number under a differen
kind of contractual arrangement would not have.
I've never made money selling records under any con-
tractual arrangement. This is the first time that I've]
ever made money selling records. Financially, I'm so
much better off than I was under contract to any label.
It’s breathtaking. I would never go back to the othe
system, which has no advantages for me anyway.
Even if you were making a little more money...
To make as much money as I made this year I'd}
probably have to sell 2 million records. So to me
this is the best of both worlds; it’s a lower profile
but a better living. ®

Jack DeVoss prides himself on avoiding standard Post Modern fare. He fancies himself a “lone wolf” (his term). However,
if the record you're working happens to sound like nothing else on the radio, take it to CD101. There's a good chance
they'll go for it (as long as it doesn’t suck). An anti-establishment stance like this can lead to ratings disaster, but spend
some time in Columbus and you will easily feel the station’s impact on the market. Now, if the rest of PoMo radio would
take chances a little more often, unusual, but airplay-worthy records like At The Drive-In's "One Armed Scissor” would
meet less initial resistance. Jack’s current faves? The new Superdrag record (on a small indie called Arena Rock), Doves
(on Astralwerks) and Self (another indie release). If this type of radio interests you, by the way, you can always enroll in
Jack’s Radio Production course at Capital University. Maybe some of his genius will rub off on you.

Time To Hook Up With Lihkin Park’s Chester Bennington by Brian Baker

A band by any other name would sound as sweet, as pummelling Southern
California quintet Linkin Park has discovered. With a widely divergent set of
influences, Linkin Park incorporates bits of cool electronica, smooth hip-hop
and raging rock to create a sound that lives up to the band’s original name,
Hybrid Theory. Beginning with a trio of high school friends [guitarist Brad
Delson, drummer Rob Bourden, vocalist Mike Shinoda], the band became a
quartet with the addition of DJ Joseph Hahn. First dubbed Zero, then Hybrid
Theory, the band had some success, but continued to skirt around the edge
of the sound they were seeking. When Arizona music veteran Chester
Bennington was added on vocals, the band’s electric chemistry suddenly
switched on. After signing with Warner Bros., a legal dispute with another
Hybrid Theory forced the band to choose a new moniker. The odd speliing of
Linkin Park is due to a particular problem of the Internet Age-—getting a
domain name for its Web site. The band said goodbye to its old name by
using it as the title for its debut album.

Now Linkin Park is ready to dismantle any preconceived notions about the
style of music that they play. Top 20 album sales right out of the box and the
success of first single, “One Step Closer,” prove that it's a winning formula.
Lead singer Chester Bennington will wonder what the prize is after spending
time with HITS' big loser, Brian “Muffin” Baker.

Given that the sound is so divergent, what is the band’s songwriting
process?

Everybody in the band contributes to songwriting. Anything can spark the
inspiration for a song. One time Brad was trying to get some sleep and there
was a car alarm that kept going off outside his bedroom. So he took a tape
recorder, stuck it out the window and recorded the car alarm. He brought it
back to the studio and we started the song based on the alarm. Whatever it
is, the whole band will listen to it and add their little pieces to it. What was
really surprising to me when | joined the band was how well we write togeth-
er, even though our styles and interests are so diverse.

Your lyrics pursue a definite message. Is that spontaneous or do you
start out writing about something specifically?

How did you wind up leaving Phoenix for Southern California and how /'

did you meet the rest of Linkin Park?

I was in a band called Gray Days and we needed an attorney because ther
were a couple of labels that wanted to sign us. We went to Los Angeles an
got Scott Harrington. He was an associate with Linkin Park’s attorney, Dann
Hayes. When the first version of the band was ready to get serious about get-
ting signed, they were looking for a new singer. I'd remained friends with Scott
and he called me at work one day and said, “There’s this really good band
that's got a lot of interest; maybe you should check it out” So he sent me a
copy of their demo. It had a version with their music and all the words. The

night that | got the tape, | took the instrumental version and cut my demo,
adding my vocals. The next day | called them and told them, “It's finished,
here”” | played them my version over the phone and they were like, “Get your
butt out here!” Two days after | got the demo, | was in the band.

What happened to the Hybrid Theory name and where did Linkin Park
come from?

There was another band that had a name very similar to Hybrid Theory so
there was a legal issue about both of us using it.

The latter comes to mind while hearing Zakk Tyler's quote
regarding the 4.0-5.5 leap WTPT had in the Fall book: “The people on the air
and in the halls continue to stay focused and deliver the highest-quality prod-
uct everyday. This is, and always will be, a people business and we are fortu-
nate to have some of the best.”

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Tim Easton “The Truth About Us” (New West):

On his second album, low-key roots artisan Easton
(former leader of the Columbus, OH-based Haynes
Boys) is backed by the ubiquitous Wilco (minus Jeff
Tweedy). Good move—Easton’s dusky voice and
introspective songs are deftly framed by the char-
acteristically subtle keyboard and guitar work of the
inventive Jay Bennett. With its strictly understated
approach and watercolor imagery, “Truth” is the antithesis of a party record.
Nonetheless, the penultimate "When The Lights Went Out,” powered by a
crackling Bennett guitar line that alludes to “Eight Miles High" and prime
Richard Thompson, brings it to a smoldering climax. (B.5.)

The Clientele “Suburban Light” (Pointy

Records UK): This import of the band's baroque-

pop collects various singles and EPs from its

four-year history, presenting a fully realized

vision. Fans of the lush, hypnotic textures of

Galaxie 500 and Mazzy Star will find the British

trio’s style of drifting song structures and psyche-

delic passages a refreshing update. Singer/gui-

tarist Alasdair Maclean’s lilting voice—as well as most of the instru-
ments—is diffused by copious amounts of reverb, lending a spaced-out
feel to the songs. With a solid pop base underneath, “Light” is a perfect
blend between trippy and focused. (D.S.)

Stephen Malkmus "Stephen Malkmus” (Matador):
Ex-Pavement frontman Malkmus built the legacy of
that influential band with arty, jangly guitars and
stream-of-consciousness lyrics. His solo debut
sounds decidedly both more laidback and more
song-oriented than the often-noisy Pavement, but
Malkmus’ laconic, sardonic vocal style is the sign-
post. Thankfully, it's still very Pavement; finding a
comfortable spot by crossing the angular guitars of the Fall, the country
melodicism of the Grateful Dead, a skronking blast of guitars via Sonic Youth
and REM.'s subtle hooks. It steps away from the past on several tracks
where Malkmus and company—dubbed the Jicks—let the groove do more
of the talking than his cut-and-paste words. (D.S.)

With a franchised morning show (Big Boy), clever market-
ing backup up all over town, owning the hip-hop position outright {very important)
and industry weasel Damizza scooping every artist out of every studio to do every-
thing for them on the production tip, you've got GAME. The Beat, meanwhile, has
an up-n-coming morning show run by a TV star (Steve Harvey) that's gaining
momentum every day. They don't own hip-hop, but you don‘t need that position in
LA to win when you got R&B—music that has massive coalition appeal to both
blacks (huge TSL) and whites (huge cume). And now they have Scorpio—a pro-
grammer who is already widely known to craw! around every club, every hood and
every street corner to bring the streets to his stations. That, folks, is also GAME. So,
with the two LA powerhouses now evenly matched, this is one to watch for sure...

THE CALLOUT FALLOUT: There have typically been three ingre-
dients that radio uses to measure the Eitfactor of a particular
record in their market—requests, sales and the dreaded words,
“callout research.” As a former major market PD, I can tell you that
passive audience research is valuable information, especially when
you are attempting to be familiar and relevant to millions of peo-
ple. But in my exfperience, radio is moving dangerously away from
its active music fan base, often ignoring overwhelming sales (eg.
the Sade, Jill Scott albums) or requests in favor of its own in-house
research. What happened to the programming theory—which
anIied before deregulation—that ACTIVES set the standard for
all the passive, lame, in-office listeners who join the party after the
cool people? "We're not in the business of breaking new music,”
is the mantra chanted in the hallways by GMs in more than one sta-
tion out there. | get what the bosses upstairs are saying. They said
it to me and | told them to fuck off and got fired (oops!). My phi-
losophy as a programmer (with some ratings to back it up) was
that the core lifestyle fan base of a format wants to hear new
music. PASSION drives mutti-quarter-hour radio listening, unless
you are an Adult station with no currents. And yes, you have to
program strategically to get over, but the basics still apply. The way
to become non-relevant isn't playing HOT new joints and having
excitement on the air about it; you catch that brick because of bad
music scheduling or rotating burnt-out jams for weeks that (sur-
Erise!) your CALLOUT says you should still be playing. It's always

een a precarious balancing act. The fact remains—folks with their
ears to the street will always be the ones to beat. Then again, what
the fuck do Lknow? I'm just a promotion person. ANYWAY... Musi-
cally this week: The big story has GOT to be Jagged Edge (cause
there is no stopping Irv Gotti & Ja OR Chaka Zulu & Ludacris)
with “"Promise.” The group is coming off a massive Top 5 jam with
“Let’s Get Married,” which was a hit for EVERYBODY. Now they're
about to blast into Top 10 airplay at Rhythm with "Promise.” If
you're not playing it yet—it's pretty much a proven hit at this
point... Hate to bring up back-to-back R&B ballads (always a slot
nightmare), but Case's “Missing You" is the dopest shit out right
now... If you want TEMPO, make the move with Jon B.'s "Don't
Talk,” Nelly’s “Ride Wit Me,” OutKast's “So Fresh, So Clean,” or
feel free and lovely to put my Olivia smash, “Bizounce,” into rota-
tion... Meanwhile, have you heard Missy Elliott's banger "Get Ur
Freak On”? THE BOMBY Thanks to homie Greg Thompson for
avoiding the calls | have made (with genuine enthusiasm) about
this smash on his [abel..uhKAY... Lots of love out there for the
Shyne/Barrington Levy jam, "Bonnie & Shyne,” which is very rem-
iniscent of that cool acoustic vibe Mase & Total had with “What
You Want,"” except without the wack Mase rhymes... Silkk The
Shocker is gonna catch one off the successful trend of up, up, UP-
tempo rap with the crazy beat on “That's Cool.” “The video is
AWESOME,” says Mr. Kage at KS1075. "It made me like the
song!”... And Jigga release #4,855, “Change The Game,"” is out
there. Jay-Z could be easily the sickest MC for your money. But,
overexposure is rough; Flease don’t turn into Puff.
