Hip-Hop Summit Rap-Up

ap mogul Russell Sim-
mons’ Hip-Hop Sum-
mit, held June 12-13
in New York, brought
together hundreds of
artists, music-industry execu-
tives, politicians, activists and
religious leaders for a series of
closed meetings about the state
of hip-hop culture. The invite-
only confab was co-organized by
Minister Ben Muhammad and
the Source’s David Mays.

The summit covered mar-
keting, empowerment, media
and A&R issues as they relate
to the hip-hop community, as
well as youth roundtables and a
keynote address from Minister
Louis Farrakhan, who was
expected to stress responsibility
without renunciation.

“The purpose of this summit
is to protect our right to say
‘Fuck the police,” said Simmons
during the Marketing Initiatives
meeting Tuesday, which dis-
cussed the fine line of advisory
stickers and governmental cen-
sorship. That panel included the

RIAA’s Hilary Rosen, and ini-
tiated the idea of intra-regula-
tion; creating guidelines and
policing from within the hip-
hop community.

“We need to do what we say
we're going to o in implement-
ing our guidelines and policing
ourselves,” said Rosen. “We
don’t have a ratings board, we
don’t want one; we're not
[MPAA chief] Jack Valenti.”

The heavily attended Politi-
cal Empowerment meeting fea-
tured a panel of politicos and
rap pioneer Chuck D., who
contended that the power of
hip-hop is being misused and
exploited by such media entities
as BET and local radio, result-
ing in negative images of Black
America. He requested that
labels take the responsibility for
nurturing artists: “That way,
they can create music that is
quality and something to be
accountable for.”

The tumout, which included
legislators (Maxine Waters, Cyn-
thia McKinney, Bennie Thomp-

son), activists (NAACP’s Kwesi
Mfume, SCLC’s Martin King),
artists (Sean Combs, Wyclef
Jean) and celebs (Bill Cosby,
Ossie Davis), helped raise world-
wide awareness for the event.
According to attendee James
Cruz of Violator Mgmt., “We're
taking a proactive stance so that
we're not conforming to others’
guidelines but creating our own.
Russell is trying to express how
we're going to hold ourselves
accountable.”

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HOLES IN THE MUSICNET?

hat’s the forecast for Napster’s deal with
MusicNet? If the conference call on June 5
with Napster chief Hank Barry and Music-
Net/RealNetworks head Rob Glaser was
any indication, it's mighty hazy.

The two online chieftains proclaimed
that the participating labels in the MusicNet alliance—BMG, Warner
Music Group and EMI—would license content to a copyright-friend-
ly, paid version of the notorious online music service. Despite the tri-
umphal tone of the deal announcement, it was clear all was not joyful
in MusicNet-land. WMG and EMI restricted their comments to
demanding that Napster stop violating copyright entirely and launch a
new, secure service before they would license any content to it.

EMI head Ken Berry’s internal memo, which just happened t
coincide with the splashy MusicNet announcement, flatly insisted
that the U.K.-based music company would not proceed with such a
deal until Napster was “no longer active in distributing illegal files
and when they have successfully developed technology that will
accurately track the identity of files distributed on the service. At this
point, Napster is unable to meet these requirements.”

This negative slant was similar to the language in the Music-
Net-Napster announcement, which promised just such a reformed
version of the service.

BMG'’s lack of similar criticism was attributable to the role played
by parent company Bertelsmann, which stepped in as a Napster
investor last Halloween and has long trumpeted its intention to help
the online file-swapping service go legit.

The discord among the labe! groups became even more appar-
ent as word leaked of dissatisfaction with Glaser’s leadership. Real-
Networks, which has promised a Real
technology component for the new
service, controls 40% of MusicNet to
the labels’ 20% apiece.

Glaser’s supposedly unilateral action
in the Napster deal has reportedly
given impetus to a search for a new,
unbiased leader and the establishment
of a board of directors for MusicNet.

Further doubt swirls around the
value of a neutered Napster. The
swappery’s peer-to-peer service is vir-
tually non-functional, and its once-
massive constituency has scattered to
other underground file-sharing com-
munities. Search for just about any-
thing on Napster now and you'll like-
ly get the reply, “no files found.”

Although BMG, along with the rest of the major groups, con-
tinues to press the collective lawsuit against the netco, Bertie
appears to be the driving force behind the Napster deal. The other
labels in the MusicNet coalition, meanwhile, seem wary at best and
may feel pushed by Bertelsmann’s online agenda.

Barry told the press that under the terms of the agreement, Nap-
ster would be unable to license content directly from rival consor-
tium pressplay (formerly Duet)—a partnership of marketshare
leaders Vivendi Universal and Sony. Instead, any negotiation for
Duet content would be conducted by MusicNet.

will be launched—perhaps even in the late summer, as Barry and
Glaser promised during the conference call. What remains to be seen is
whether a substantial number of users will want to pay for it.

While the two techmeisters underscored the value of Nap-
ster as a brand, one insider notes that said brand has been “com-
pletely diluted” in the wake of court-ordered restrictions.

In its eagemess to satisty rights-holders, the swapco has re-imag-
ined itself as a subscription service featuring relatively low sound qual-
ity and severe restrictions on what subscribers could do, with rights-
holders in control of the rate at which content would be distributed.

Music would be “tethered” to users’ PCs and couldn’t be burned to
CD or transferred to portable devices.

If Barry’s comments to the press were any indication, the peer-
to-peer element of Napster (which allows for the flow of music files
between users) would be restricted to independent and unsigned
music and any other material explicitly earmarked for that purpose.
Users who upgraded to the version with licensed major-label con-
tent would be subject to the limitations listed above.

Would the name value of Napster be sufficient to drive subscrip-
tion sales for such a restrictive model, which more closely resembles
failed online models of the past than the massively popular, free
swapping-spree that Napster once was!

Another wild card is the possible impact of MusicNet’s position as
licensor of pressplay content. What if UMG and Sony—notorious
sticklers about controlling the conditions for online distribution of their
material—can’t be wooed? And then there’s the as yet unresolved mat-
ter of negotiating licensing rates with music publishers.

In any event, a deal with tech company Loudeye was cut last
week to provide Napster the means to identify tracks within the sys-
tem and, ideally, track their legitimacy. The swappery also
announced the hiring of former Department of Justice attorney
Jonathan Schwartz as General Counsel.

In related news, the European Commission has opened investi-
gations into pressplay and MusicNet. Mario Mont, the EU’s Com-
petition Commissioner, revealed Monday (6/11) that “these are
important cases for the development of music services offered online
to consumers, and there are potentially a number of issues which
merit close examination.”

The EC will investigate whether the deals involved anti-competi-
tive agreements between the companies. “The music market is highly
concentrated, so any cooperation between the five majors is regarded
as potentially worrying,” a spokeswoman said. “We acknowledge that
the industry has to have a chance to adapt to new technology but
want to ensure this is not at the expense of consumers’ interests.”

[£'ll be interesting to see what this brave new world looks like
once the dust has finally settled.

Now in the
trial stage, PLuS will set users back about three bucks a
month or 30 clams a year. The price is low, admittedly,
but getting folks to set up those paid accounts in the first
place is still a challenge. Meanwhile, MP3.com threat-
ens another big announcement that will break just after
our print deadline. Thanks again, guys. Not to be out-
done, AOL (which only has to add charges to sub-
scribers’ existing bills, at most) is soliciting users to try out
its Music Search function, which largely steers clear of
the digital-file morass in favor of merging editorial info,
pics and other artist-related content with the ability to
sample tracks and purchase CDs. While this is nothing
to write home about by itself, it could serve, as part of
a larger streaming/downloading sub service, as a real
enticement for both consumers and rights-holders.

Let's talk about the Island Def Jam labels.

We have three labels that make up the Island Def
Jam Music Group: Island is the pop-rock division,
Def Jam the hip-hop powerhouse and Def Soul rep-
resents R&B. Qur roster is more intimate these days.
We have made a conscious decision to slow things
down. We're able to stay in the game longer and
have a better batting average. Qur roster mirrors the
culture of the new company. Three of our new bands
on Istand—American Hi-Fi, Saliva and Sum 41—
just completed the MTV Campus Invasion Tour.
Earlier this month, MTV paid tribute to Def Jam
during their 20th anniversary special with the airing
of “Def Jam Uncensored.”

Tell us ahout the personal accomplishments of
your first 18 months.

My first mission was to re-launch Montell Jordan’s
“Get It On...Tonite.” This record smelled like a hit,
but got lost in the shuffle due to the merger. Once
given the proper shot, the track went to #15 on the
mainstream chart.

Then came the “Thong Song” by Sisqo, who was,
at that point, mainly known for his work with Dru
Hill. We released this record at all formats and
watched it explode. With the success of Montell and
Sisgo, we were headed in the right direction.

Now it was time for Bon Jovi’s “It's My Life.” To
kick it off, we did a broadcast from Jon’s home stu-
dio, then showcased the hand at the House Of Blues
in Chicago. We invited radio and retail from around
the country to witness them perform. The event
turned out to be a pivotal moment in what was to
become a year-long, hard-fought promotion battle.
As the record grew, radio stations nationwide were
asking for the band to perform at their shows. Since
then, “Crush” has sold over 7 million records world-
wide and introduced the band to a new legion of fans.
Jon and the band have recently kicked off the second
leg of their One Wild Night Tour, which is sold-out
everywhere, including two nights at Giant Stadium.
In May, the band performed on “Saturday Night
Live” two weeks before the release of their live
album—"0ne Wild Night 1985-2001.” Needless to
say, it's been a great year for Bon Jovi and a per-
sonal highlight for me.

I am thrilled at what we have accomplished in
the past 18 months. [ have an incredible team and a

Valley Media is once again in
the news for a number of
reasons, both positive and
negative. For years, Valley
has been looking for “alter-
native" markets in order to
expand its business and take
itself out of the financial dol-
drums that have plagued
them since going public in
March '99. The latest an-
nouncement is an alliance
with the Ingram Book
Group. Valley CEO Peter
Berger: “Ingram has over
100,000 customers, many of
them independent book-
stores. It's a great opportu-
nity for both their retailers
and us to get a greater pe-
netration on our audio lines.
[Founder] Barney Cohen
started working on this two
or three years ago. For the
last year, we've been making
sure that all of their software
interfaces with ours." But
inasmuch as a foray into the
alternative marketplace (in-
cluding such big-name retail-
ers as Toys R Us) can giveth,
it can also taketh away.
