The record business has its roots in the entrepreneurial spirit of the independent label. Some of the greatest R&B, soul, pop, rock,
dance and rap has come from those pioneers who brought the music from the streets onto the radio and into people’s homes. From
Sam Philiips and Berry Gordy to Russeli Simmons and Mike Ross, the industry gets its new blood from peopie who have bucked the
system to find their niche — whether It be in rap, punk, metal, Jazz, New Age, novelty or dance.

Of course, the music business today Is a beast of a very different hue. Labels are now part of multinational conglomerates, and
the few indies that are left have to be content with carving up what the big boys have deemed too small or narrow a market to pur-
sue with any energy. The recent shutdown of U.K. punk Indie Rough Trade sent shudders throughout the world of altemative rock,
but there are still successes like Bryan Tumer's Priority Records, whose largely independent distribution network managed to sell
almost a million N.W.A. records in its first two weeks on the street or Russ Regan’s Quality Records, which scored a #1 single with
Timmy T. So, It still s possible, folks, to beat the majors at their own game, but you have to be savvy, aggressive, ballbusting, have
your ears to the ground and your feet on the street. in this special two-part discussion with eight of today’s leading independents,
HITS’ dull, passive, balHess and tone deaf Joe Medwick got the lowdown on how to survive in today’s big, bad record business from
Sub Pop’s Jonathan Poneman, Tommy Boy’s Tom Silverman, Profile’s Cory Robbins, Tuff City’s Aaron Fuchs, Priority’s Bryan Tumer,
INDI’s Dick Kiine, Fantasy’s Phil Jones and Cardiac’s Cathy Jacobson.

As to whether or
not they can wield the sort of clout
that they've had in the past comes
down to the major labels being able
to be quick enough to pick up on
street trends. The reason why in-
dies had a bit of a comeback a few
years ago is simply because there
was a huge disenfranchised com-
munity out there — mainly in rap
and dance. The people that are in-
volved in that area right now are
sophisticated in terms of their
maneuvering and their musical
tastes, but as we all know, sophis-
tication only goes so far. In pop
music, your knowledge is all rela-
tive because things change so
quickly. | anticipate an indie net-
work revival as soon as a new
music or social movement with

an accompanying soundtrack that
is somehow not being represented
by the Big Six is discovered. It's
happened before and it can hap-
pen again.

Tom Silverman, Chairman,
Tommy Boy Records:

| started in the business two years
before Chrysalis, Arista and A&M
pulled out of the independents.
Because of that, nine of my dis-
tributors went bankrupt or out of
business in two years. Independent
distribution is now leaner and
meaner than it was. Some of the
companies are better than others.
One of the problems that inde-
pendent distribution has had is that
it hasn't been fully computerized,
which is something the majors
have going for them. Some indies
have problems identifying and
processing returns. But they are
starting to get computerized. In a
few years, they should rival the
major label branches in sophistica-
tion. As the stores get computer-
ized, that will help independent dis-
tribution also. Hopefully, it will be
able to give us more feedback
about how and where our records
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are selling. When rap was first get-
ting big and the majors weren’t in
the business, it was the best time
for the independents. Independ-
ents suffer less from A&R
problems than business mis-
management, spending money they
don't have. | was near bankruptcy
twice. It's only this year that we
even had a monthly budget! Most
independent labels work from week
to week like they're running a
store. The formula to succeed is
pretty simple. Computerization,
business planning and promotion
are the keys to survival.

Cory Robbins, President, Pro-
file Records:

If someone has product that is hot
enough, it will succeed. | don't
think the problem with independent
distribution is getting records into
stores — | think the problem is get-
ting records on pop radio. it hap-
pens occasionally, but it's generally
a fluke. At any given time, there is
one pop hit that's independently
distributed and 99 that are from
the majors. The problem is promo-
tion. The records can get into the
stores, but they do not, in most
cases, get the same airplay.
Aaron Fuchs, President, Tuff
City Records:

There are two separate indie net-
works as | see it — one for rock
and one for urban. There seems to
be some activity being stirred up in
the urban indie network. The net-
work owned by Profile — Landmark
— is s0 big that it's practically a
national branch. It almost requires
re-defining Profile as a major. The
other indie network, INDI, run by
Dick Kline, is definitely heating up
the indie situation in a way that is
positive for labels.

Bryan Tumer, President, Pr-
ority Records:

The basics of any success in the
record business is hit records and
the independent distribution sys-
tem that exists now — although
granted it's a lot smaller than in
the old days — is still healthy. We
use independent distribution in
conjunction with CEMA because we
feel we get better coverage in cer-
tain markets. The reason is that
it's their own business and they
have to make a profit at the end of
the year. When you deal with
someone who is in control of their
own destiny and who really has to
have those hits, | think the motiva-
tion is there. But it all depends on
having hit records. The key is the
independent record companies
supplying the independent dis-
tributors who are in existence now
with hit product. N.WA. or D.J. Quik
records keep the system alive. It all

starts with the record company —
if they are strong and willing to
spend the money to advertise,
market and promote their records,
then the independents can ship
and sell a lot of records. If we had
ten labels using independent dis-
tribution and suddenly they all had
a rash of major albums, you would
see the market share of the inde-
pendents rise dramatically.

Dick Kline, Exec. VP, INDI:
There never has been a true inde-
pendent distribution network. INDI
is not in competition with the Big
Six. We are looking to create an al
ternative. In looking at product flow,
there are many labels like Fantasy
and Concord, where you have
onesies and twosies with large
catalog sales. The majors want to
distribute records that sell in ex-
cess of 100,000 units. In inde-
pendent distribution, we thrive on
records that sell between 50,000
and 100,000. We concentrate on
local, regional hits. The INDI con-
cept is to take these local regional
hits and spread them throughout
the nation.

Phil Jones, Exec. VP, Fantasy
Records:

Back in the '60s, the indies
dominated the pop charts. Of
course, they don't do that anymore,
but they do still compete with the
six largest corporations in the en-
tertainment world. And most of the
time, | would say that four out of

the six we beat to death on the
streets every day while we com-
pete with the other two.

Cathy Jacobson, President,
Cardiac Records:

The indie revival occurred three
years ago, especially in rap. Speak-
ing from my own experience, Tone
Loc, MARRS, Young MC and Eric B
& Rakim got their due in a big, big
way back then. The fact that Tone
Loc was able to be the #1 pop al
bum in the country was a big deal.
That really was a high point. These
days, independent labels have a
very hard time getting their stuff on
certain pop or crossover stations,
which might just be from the fact
that these stations do so much
business with the majors they have
difficulty, if there is just one add,
giving it to an indie. All things being
equal, if it's my record or Atlantic’s
record, Atlantic's going to get the
add. So, unless you have a big
freak hit record, it's a much harder
time right now. It didn’t used to be
that way a year and a half, two
years ago. | believe the advent of
SoundScan will be a huge shot in
the arm for independent labels be-
cause the street will now speak.
That's kind of exciting in that it
enables us to truly compete. When
radio follows suit, you'll get a true
depiction of what actually is going
on as opposed to who's spending
more money on advertising.

Can indie labels break malnstream
hits, or are they destined to re-
main genre specific? Do certain
musical idioms beneftt more from
indie distribution than they would

at a major?

Poneman: We are living in a
society where the predominantly
white middle class listening
audience relegates our agenda to a
secondary status. People my age
were used to listening to the kind
of music that dominated the pop
charts during the '60s and '70s
and that certainly wasn't all made
by white people. As the baby
boomers get older, and more cul
tures start integrating and becom-
ing upwardly mobile, you'll see
people starting to move away from
the predominantly popular rock
music of a culture. The logical off-
spring of this rock music of the late
'60s and early '70s is being
recycled and given new life through
what is called altemative music
and distribution.

Sliverman: If Charles Koppelman
chose to distribute his label in-
dependently, he still could have
sold 7 million Vanilla lce albums
and 3 or 4 million Wilson-Phillips
albums, because he spent enough
money to make it happen. If you're
going to spend $90 million on your
company, it doesn’t matter how it's
distributed — you could do it mail

order! The question has nothing to
do with independent or
mainstream. Major distribution is
great because it’s a finely-honed
machine that’s been tested over a
period of time. For smaller labels,
independent distribution is better
because they pay more attention to
you. You're a bigger fish in a
smaller pond and you mean more
to them. You can break a
mainstream hit either way. If you
are a good label, you have retail
people that you hire who check the
stores for fill and stock. Currently,
independent labels are limited to a
couple of different kinds of music.
But that's because the expense of
entry into those types of music is
low both in A&R and promotion
costs. But that doesn’t have to be
a limitation. As the barriers to entry
into those markets on the promo-
tion side drop, we'll be able to
compete on those levels, too.
Robbins: It's very difficult for an
indie to break a mainstream pop
artist. | don’t see an indie being
able to break an Extreme or a
Roxette. Of course, Timmy T is an
exception, but | don't see that hap-

pening everyday. It's not what most
indies try to do. | don’t really care
how my records get into the stores
as long as they are in the stores.
Indies can get records into the
stores just as majors can. Indies
c2 1 be a little more adventurous in
tt :ir signings because they don't
h ve to make as much money. it's
p rely an economic issue. If you're
a major label and you're looking at
an artist who's only going to sell
100,000 units, that's not going to
make you look so good! But if

you're an indie that signs an art-
ist who sells 100,000 records,
you're successful.

Fuchs: There is the paper defini-
tion of an indie and then there is
the reality of an indie. There are
labels the size of Profile and Next
Piateau who can certainly break
hits. But the majority of indies are
small. The more roots-oriented,
eclectic and esoteric the music, the
more it requires the efforts of an
indie. Sometimes it seems that in-
dies are a farm system for the
majors. The growth of Profile and
Next Ptateau into minimajors sug-

gests that you can stay with an act
past the nurturing stage and cross
it over to pop. Salt-N-Pepa is a
freakin' pop act. They're all over
Top 40.

Turner: The Timmy T single was a
major achievement for the indies.
I've seen how difficult it is to com-
pete for those 30 or 40 spots on
any radio station’s playlist. That's
why | started doing rap records six
years ago. The majors didn't really
understand it. it wasn’t something
that they were willing to go in and
sell maybe 60,000 units. Well, that.
thrilled the hell out of me because
it paid some bills and we made
some money so we could continue
to stay in business. What is
mainstream anyway? Is two million
records mainstream or does it have
to be a Whitney Houston or a
Mariah Carey with 5 or 7 or 8 mil
lion? | don’t know. The mainstream
seems to have caught up some-
what with what we're doing, but the
only reason we were doing it in the
first place was because it was
affordable, accessible, exciting
and different.

Kline: For all the effort of national
promotion people to promote and
orchestrate campaigns, the music
still has to be in the grooves. Inde-
pendent distribution has always
been the avant-garde leader and
backbone of street creativity.
Today's niche areas are tomor-
row's mainstream.

Jones: Indies have always been
able to break hits. They always
seemed to be first — with R&B,
jazz, different kinds of rock and
now, rap. Whatever new musical
form that comes along, it's usually
the indies that break them. What-
ever the indies create, the majors
seem to come along and buy it all
up. It happened with the 12" busi-
ness and it continues to happer.
Our 2,000-piece catalog of mainly
jazz, R&B oldies and re-issues is a
godsend for us because those
records move quicker and faster.

AN EXCLUSIVE HITS INTERVIEW WITH L.A. POSSE BY PASCALE LANFRANCHI

Color Them Hott

“A positive song, a message song and a totally street song that won’t get any airplay... that's what you need to create a good rap
album,” says L.A. Posse’'s Darryl “Big Dad” Pierce. “We look for extraordinary, beyond-belief type lyrics,” adds partner Dwayne
“Muffla” Simon. “Big Dad” and “Muffla” know whereof they rap. As one of the most prominent writing/production teams on today’s
hip-hop scene, L.A. Posse were the force behind L.L. Cool J's double-platinum albums “Bigger and Deffer” and “Walking With A Pan-
ther.” Now the time has come for the Posse to show the public their talent goes beyond producing other artists. Their debut album,
“They Come In All Colors,” captures your mind with words that cut to the bone and beats that will thrust you to the dance floor, which
is precisely where we found HITS' resident Francophile and Jerry Lewis apologist Pascale Lanfranchi, combing her French-Jive dic-
tionary to write the following merd.

What goals have you set for your
own debut album after being so
successiul as producers?

Dany! “Big Dad” Pierce: We want fo
sell enough albums so that we can
maoke another one. As far as our
gcal, we really con't call @ number.
Who's to say?

What made you go from producing
fo performing?

Damyt: Money, mo’ money, mo’
money. No seriously, 's not the
fame or anything like that. You con
have the fame — we just wanna
make sure we get paid for our hard
work. That's itt We can produce and
be artists at the same time so we
house all the work on the album.
Has being behind the scenes as

AN EXCLUSIVE HITS INTERVIEW WITH L.L.

Rapper L.L. Cool J’s

sexy street style hasn’t gone
unnoticed by Hollywood, who

recently tapped this leader of the
rap-pack to play an undercover cop in
“The Hard Way.” But L.L. (for Ladies Love
Cool James a.k.a. James Todd Smith) has
been dazzling the world since he was a teenager
with his rough n’ raw blend of smart rhymes and tough
rocking riffs.

Successful? You bet your PMRC iabel he is. L.L.’s albums have
all gone platinum, beginning with his '85 debut, the original b-boy
manifesto “Radio,” on through '87s “Bigger And Deffer,” on which he
crooned “| Need A Love,” and “Walk Like A Panther,” with its tough
single “Why Do You Think They Call it Dope?” Despite his popularity,
at times L.L. has been dissed hard by other rappers, who perceived
him as an egomaniacal party-boy who talked about himself too much.
Taking that criticism into account, the 23-year-old artist's latest
platinum effort, “Mama Said Knock You Out,” represents a maturation
process that finds the b-boy growing into a man. With its pop/soul
chest-thumping single “Around The Way Girl,” the album’s a funky and
wry blend of hip-hop, pop and soul, whose subjects include sex, God,
crime and the man’s own ego, all familiar areas for HITS’ own flunky

funkateer Shari Roman “Candle.”

Arrogance seems to come with the
turf in rap. Just look at Vanilla Ice.
He’s free to do what he wants to do,
just like I'm free to do what I want to
do, but what goes up... I've got a song
on the new album called “The Cheesy
Rat Blues” about a guy that gets
caught up in his own hype, believing
his own press releases, gets too big for
his britches and ends up poor. I listen
to that song for a reminder.

Why is rap music so controversial?
There’s a stigma to rap, but it was the
same thing when rock & roll first start-
ed. As soon as people stop thinking
rappers are clowns or court jesters in
blackface tap-dancing — as soon as
that stereotype is lifted, I think society
will be a lot more understanding.
Whatever is new is always going to
get people looking at it through a
microscope, testing it, doubting it.
Eventually it will be an acceptable art
form, and people will come to realize
that everybody that’s doing it is not
some imbecile.

What would people be suprised to
know about you?

I want to do a lot more for the com-
munity. I really feel I have a respon-
sibility to the kids. I went around to
schools around the country, talked to
them and let them know that al-

though the corner may seem cool, it's
not. The classroom is much cooler. I'm
in the process of trying to start this
program called Youth Enterprises. I
would like to build centers across the
country that would deal with child
abuse, truancy, teenage pregnancy,
drug prevention — we're still work-
ing on a rough draft. I don’t know
how the funds are going to be raised
— maybe I'll do a record and donate
the proceeds from it. I really want to
do something positive.

My songs don‘t
include any profanity, or anything

A well-groomed 40ish
woman walks in the store,
grabs the new Natalie Cole on
compact disc, walks up to the
clerk and demands to know
where she can find it on CD.
“You mean cassette, don’t
you?,” replies the sales clerk.
“No, young lady, I mean com-
pact disc!” This goes on for a
few more minutes until the
clerk, frustrated the customer
didn’t know she was indeed
holding a compact disc, grab-
bed it out of her hand and
showed her it was, in fact, a
CD. Nonplussed, the customer
paid for the product, grumbling
that Tower should make the dif-
ference between cassettes and
CDs more clear... At a different
Tower, the video of the Plastic
Ono Band live in Toronto was
being played over the store’s
video monitors, when cus-
tomers began booing a Yoko
solo so noisily, a salesperson
finally had to turn off the tape,
to a rousing ovation.. One
can’t help but be impressed by
Tower’s commitment to music
video. In the L.A. area, the
chain has given at least 20 run-
ning feet of store space to the
configuration, three to four

times more than the competi-
tion. Tower recognizes music
video as another music con-
figuration and treats it as such,
merchandising product in its
own section in the record
store.... Speaking of music
video, ETD has opened its own
music video division, headed
by industry vet Bill Shaler,
hired by ETD Prexy Ron
Eisenberg a year ago to launch
his company’s involvement in
the area. Shaler’s first act was
to hire former Licorice Pizza
and Baker & Taylor buyer Sal
Pizzo as his right-hand man.
Their first task was to create a
separate computer system to
handle the new product and ac-
count base. ETD now stocks
over 2,600 titles in their main
L.A. warehouse, many hard-to-
find, with most of them avail-
able in their eleven regional
branches. While the bulk of his
business is still with vid chains,
Shaler is developing a “fill-in
and special order” business
with some of the national
record retailers. “There is no
question that music video has
great growth potential and that
record stores will get the bulk
of that business,” says Shaler,
who is now setting his sights on
the indies. All record stores
who aren’t getting satisfactory
service in this area from their
one-stop should check out
ETD’s selection. Give Bill a
ring at 1-800-852-4542... Have
you received your ‘‘pre-ap-
proved membership card™ for
the Columbia House Compact
Disc Club yet? You can get
eight CD’s free. including cur-
rent releases by Peter Gabriel,
Divinyls, Joni Mitchell and Pat
Benatar if you agree to pur-
chase six more at the regular
club price over the next three
years. Quick math reveals it
works out to under $7.00 per
disc, or much less than one
could purchase them at cost, let
alone retail.
