When New Zealand pop quirksters Split Enz split up in 1984,
Tim Finn went on to a bittersweet solo career while younger
brother Neil Finn proceeded to form the melodiously magical
Crowded House with drummer Paul Hester and bassist Nick
Seymour. After two successful albums — ‘86's eponymously
titled platinum debut and '88's deep, dark “Temple of the Low
Men" — Crowded House retumed with producer Mitchell
Froom for their third outing, “Woodface” (French slemg for a
hangover, by the way), and the official re-addition of big
brother Tim into the Finn fold. The new album's tuneful

musing ground is luxuriously playful, lyrically eloquent and
harmonically rich (check out those double-Finn'd vocals). The
first single, “Chocolate Cake,” is a smoothly scathing pop
delight, and the second single on the plate, “Fall at Your
Feet,” gets a definite ten-plus as a killer lump-in-the-throat
masterpiece. Down on all fours worshipping at the Altar of
the Aussie Men, knee-padded HITS correspondent Shari
"“Down Under” Roman drank chocolate soda while
Housekeepers Neil Finn and Paul Hester revealed the secret
of their split-level foundation.

A House Can Be A Home

How did your fans react to Tim
joining the band?

Neil Finn: It varied. Some people
who liked Crowded House were
nervous about it — that it would
change things into less of a band
thing and more of a Finn Brothers
thing. I think most people who
were really into Split Enz were
actually reveling in it, though.
The whole thing happened pretty
naturally, so [ didn't think too
much about what people’s
reactions would be — if we had, it
might have prevented us from
doing it. People think Tim's an
eternally dark writer — when he's
solo, he’s much more inclined to
be that way. But Tim's much more
of a band person than anybody [
know. Of course, there were some
reservations. As Paul eloquently
put it in some other magazine, “It
meant the end of Curly, Larry and
Moe." But it's also the beginning
of something.

I realize it’s trendy to say so, but
there seems to be a real aware-
ness of the “feminine principle”
in your music.

Paul Hester: We talk a lot about
our feminine side — partly in jest
— but we are all connected with
that. All of us have been in rela-
tionships for a long time. That's
what our life is about.

Neil: That comes out in the lyrics.
In “Fall At Your Feet,” the phrase,
“slow turning pain,” for instance
— in many relationships, women
are unable to verbalize a certain
distance they feel from their man.

Paul: We're very popular in gay
saunas in Australia. My girl-
friend’s father’s gay and he and
his boyfriend frequent this saquna
in Brisbane which is like a res-
taurant. They were telling me
everyone was just standing
around ignoring one another,

but when “Chocolate Cake”
came on the squna music system,
they all started singing along and
afterward began talking to each
other. The song turned out to be

a real ice breaker.

“Woodface” seems to have many
outside influences — Sinatra, the
Beatles, maybe even a little
Crosby, Stills and Nash. Do those
comparisons drive you crazy?
Paul: Our generation was really
affected by a lot of those bands...
the Kinks, the Beatles, ‘60s pop
groups... it's all there.

Neil: I don't sit down and con-
sciously think, “T'm going to write
a McCartney-esque or a Lennon-
esque type song.” It must just be
something inherent in my work.

If people like the album because
it reminds them of something
else, fine.

Do you guys ever think about your
"quote unquote” image or how
the band is perceived by the pub-
lic? Are you rock or pop or both?
Neil: In the context of what passes
for rock music in this country —
Van Halen, Skid Row, Guns N'
Roses — I'm quite happy to be in
a “"pop band” if those are the only
two broad definitions you can apply.

TOUGH AS NAILS: The heat in the battle for Industrial rulers Nine
Inch Nails is heating up, with the list of heavies involved getting
more impressive each day, as is the confusion. Almost every record
company president is attempting to get in on the action, and busi-
ness affairs departments galore have looked at their contract with
TVT in order to find a loopohole for the band to exit through. Cease-
and-desist orders are flying, though that hasn’t stopped some titans
from jetting to the heartland to woo the boys. Meanwhile, the label
is still working the act’s two-year-cld debut, “Pretty Hate Machine,”
reservicing “Head Like A Hole” and taking out network TV spots
while they wait for the new record that might never come. Nails

leader Trent Reznor has writ-
ten a slew of new songs, which
have been going down well live
during his Lollapalooza stint,
but has not entered the studio to
officially record them. Perhaps
the only legit contractual gripe
the act has is the company’s
delay in licensing the record
outside the U.S. (island won
that war earlier this year),
though the root of the problem
still seems to be the band’s
relationship with TVT owner
Steven Gottleib (who has the
publishing as well). The latest
development in this story has a
pair of management kingpins
getting involved in an advisory
role to the band, though long-time manager John Malm (216-861-
8402) is still at the helm, while Michael Turoc (212-972-1100) is on
the legal tip. From this perspective, it looks like Mr. Gottlieb holds
the trump card. and must be dealt with as well if you want to score
the band. The only concrete fact is that the winner of this battle bet-
ter have a fat checkbook — settling with both the band and Gottlieb
is going to run in the healthy seven-figure range, most likely ap-
proaching the Stone Roses numbers (probably justified) when all is
said and done. You can call Gottleib at (212) 979-6410. His lawyer,
Paul LiCalsi, can be reached at (212) 481-1700. We just hope that
this mess gets settled soon, so that we can hear some new music
from this extremely talented group.... Are some of the players in the
Nine Inch Nails game about to become involved in another scenario
with an act of similar stature?... LOOK KIDDIES, A JOB: The folks
at Morgan Creek are looking for a young genius to work the streets
of the Big Apple. If you feel the need to pitch your undeniable bril-
liance, give David Kershenbaum a call AS.AP.. WHOSE
MONEY?: A Weasel Fest of the magnitude not seen in La La Land
since the days of wine and Mark Curry was held last week at Blak &
Bloo, where an assortment of luminaries, including Jeff, Jordan
and the Virgin Boys & Girls Choir, Hale Milgrim and two thirds of
the record, publishing, and booking communities in this glorious
town, gathered to pray at the altar of Whose Image. Depending on
who you asked, the highly-visual, purple-powered quintet was either
the greatest thing since sliced bread or the next coming of Spinal
Tap, but it was very entertaining to see top brass nervously singing
along in mortal fear that they’d lose the war for their services if they
didn’t...
