Ouring the first 90 days of '92, 
there were no releases which 
guaranteed to put customers in 
the store. Then, within two 
days, four records by three su-
perstars were released, making 
last week the best retail week 
by far since Xmas. Def Lep-
pard seems to have taken an 
insurmountable first-week lead 
over Bruce, though the two 
Springsteen albums together 
are outselling Leppard. Coming 
in a strong third is the initial 
solo release by VVynonna 
Judd, who seems to be selling 
about a third as many copies as 
the leader, with the debut LP by 
Kris Kross not far behind. 
Throw in second-week sales by 
En Vogue and many Top Fives 
consisted of all new releases for 
the first time in memory.... On 
the Springsteen front, "Human" 
is outselling "Lucky," though 
many report customers plunk-
ing down the $30 to buy both. 
And there doesn't seem to be 
any problem with major 
retailers running out of stock 
due to the Sony allocation 
program.... Wherehouse 
Entertainment's new release 
buyer Bob Bell was inadver-
tently named VP of the com-
pany in the LA. Times' "Pop 
Eye" column last Sunday. 
When contacted, Bell denied 
the promotion, pleading,

Good things come to those who wait. That's 
what Disney execs Michael Eisner and Frank 
Wells are saying these days as they watch 
Queen's 16-year-old classic, "Bohemian Rhap-
sody," shoot up the charts on the strength off the 

phenomenal box-office smash, "Wayne's World." Insiders called Hollywood Records 
president Peter Paterno a lunatic when he spent multi-millions for the entire Queen 
catalog two years ago. With the LP "Classic Queen" heading for pure platinum, who's 
laughing now? He's the author of the now-legendary eight-page memo that gave us 
such bits o' biz savvy as "Any artist worth getting involved with must have good songs 
and an attitude. Whether an artist is black, white, R&B, rap or pop, I want them to have 
an edge... an attitudinal departure from their genre." Paterno is a true rocker at heart. He can often be seen in a metal 
T-shirt at gigs around town, hobnobbing with the fans, supporting the music he loves. As a former partner in the law 
firm Manatt, Phelps, Rothenberg and Phillips, Peter's clients included Guns N' Roses, Metallice, Rick Rubin and 
Dokken. He's taken a lot of shots since starting Hollywood, but with hard-hitting talent like Motorpsycho, the 
Scream (their stellar debut LP will no doubt become an instant classic when lead singer John Corabi officially 
departs for Motley Crüe) and T. Ride, Paterno and Co. are the new dudes on the block. 

PEDDLE PICKS 
Body Count, "Body Count" 
(Slre/WB): Inflammatory, loud, funny, 
dirty, dangerous — this is everything a 
metal record should be. The debut from 
rapper Ice-T and his black metal 
monsters is hella-cool. The taste-tempt-
ing "Body Count" on Ice's "O.G." LP 
whet appetites for this powerful fare. 

Opening and closing with cop-killing vignettes, in between, 
Body Count tackles topics from ending racism ("Mama's Got 
To Die Tonight") to forbidden love ("KKK Bitch") to the male 
libido ("Evil Dick"). Winners? The chunky, hypnotic "Voodoo" 
and the hit-bound "There Goes The Neighborhood." Play the 
censored versions if you must, but play it. (KT) 

House of Lords, "Demons Down" 
(Victory/PLG): It's the third go-round 
for the new 'n' improved Lords, and it 
looks like this one'll be the one to put 
'em on the map. While the LP has the 
heavy melodic orchestration they're 
known for, there's also a wide variety of 
material, including some happening, 
ballsy, hard-hitters. HOL had big success off their last album 
with the cover of "Can't Find My Way Home," and this time, 
the title track has that big, classic rock feel and should get 
major radio action. The funny, rocks-off romp "Johnny's Got A 
Mind of His Own" and the Leppardesque "Can't Fight Love" 
also sound like winners. (KT)

I was in the driver's seat right off 
the bat to be able to come in and say, "This is the 
one," and I really don't think they would have shot me 
down right away. But they loved th idea from the 

beginning and that helped a lot. 
Bob has said that he would like to 
see Fourplay become a perform-
ance group like MJQ. Given your 

this revolution.., we never had an anti-feeling about it. 
In light of Miles' passing, where 
do you see jazz going and what 
legacy has he left for you to build 
upon? 
Bob: We were all deeply affected by the legacy that 
Miles left— his influence and his musical courage of not 
resting on his laurels while experimenting and changing. 
I happen to believe that is a very important factor in the 
spirit and essence of jazz. And I say it about Miles in spite 
of some of my own tastes. It was always easy for me to 
wish Miles would've done some stuff like he did in the 
old Gil Evans days. We all do that. But that's sort of our 

problem, not the artist's. We shouldn't expect them to 
keep cranking it out just to please us— we're really only 
indulging ourselves that way.

Nathan East It really was Bob's baby. He won-
dered if it would be possible for us to come together a 
month out of the year to make a record and maybe a 
month out of the year to tour. Next thing you know, he 
was sending us FAX's around the world saying how 
Warners was interested, and he kind of kept it going 
until we actally set a date to rehearse. He told 
everybody to write some material and we'd see what 
we could come up with. 
Well it's one thing to talk about 
doing something and another to 
actually be in a position to do 
something about it. 
Nathan: 3f course. It didn't hurt to have Bob as the 
main jazz guy over there at Warner Bros.! 
Bob: I brought it up just to pass the time of day, not 

schedules, can you do it? 
Bob: I really felt from the start that this should be a 
performance band and a quartet in the truest sense of 
the word. The spirit and structure of the music is like 
the jazz equivalent of a string quartet, where each 
voice has a very exposed position in relationship to 
what's going on in the music. That's a much bigger 
challenge now than it was 30 yea's ago when the 
Modern Jazz Quartet was first do ng it because we are 
so dominated by technology. It is so easy to add 
elements, to layer, to overdub, to manipulate and to 
turn a piece of music into a production. It's much 
more difficult to think in terms of stripping down to 
the bare ingredients and, with all four of us having 
been involved in that electronic revolution, it's even 
tougher because we're not people who have resisted 

We're trying, in some way, to make our version of 
that statement. I don't think that any of the four of us 
are particularly out on the edge or avant-garde artists. 
I did that somewhat when I was in college and first 
got to New York, but while I found it was somewhat of 
a dead-end street for me, I've always been influenced 
by it. I've always tried to listen to a great many things 
and approach each new project as a new challenge. I 
believe that we were all feeling that with Fourplay. We 
never sat around having a discussion about how can 
we do something that's different than anything that's 
happened before in jazz. It was more, "OK, we all have 
this variety of experiences that seems to have just jel-

led into something special when we play together." We 
also felt it would be really fun to play in a democratic 
group and, in the end, that's really where it's at.

Nearly 13 years ago, Toni Halliday's first band, Incest, scored her a 
record deal and caught the eye of Eurythmic Dave Stewart. Stewart 
went on to become Halliday's friend, savvy advisor and one of the 

biggest influences in her life — introducing Halliday to then-

Eurythmics member and future Curve co-conspirator Dean Garcia. 
After that first collaboration, a band called State of Play, broke apart, 

the duo tentatively reunited in Curve, which Stewart signed to his 
Anxious label. In 1991, Curve released three UK EPs — "Blindfold," 
"Frozen" and "Cherry" — assaulting the PoMo music world with a 

hypnotic wall of sensual sound. "Doppleganger," Curve's full-length 

debut, fulfills the promise of those EPs. A dense and tasty swirl of 
body-slamming rhythms and creamy vocals, "Doppleganger" seems 
destined to break the Stateside ice. Jet-lagged and pale, and 

naturally, wearing all black. Brit-babe Tony Halliday gave her HITS' 
Doppelganger, bicycle-lagged and flushed and naturally, wearing all 
pink, Shari Roman "Holiday," the inside corner on Curve. 

Dean writes the music and comes up with the chord structures. I write lyrics 
and melodies. Dean also does quite a lot of the producing... he's really into 

sound and how it develops. He can sit there for hours until he gets what he 
wants. I'm there with him all the time when he's doing the music and I try 
to think about what the music says to me and where it puts me. 

What are the songs about? 
I don't want to be that literal. I want people to be able to find themselves in 

it. I don't mind if they get the lyrics wrong, if they think it's saying 
something else. That's how people become involved in music. 
What kind of image do you think the band has? 
We never ever think about it, or have any concept of image. I've never - 
bought stage clothes in my life. What we travel in when we're going up and 

down the motorway in our mini-bus is usually what we go on stage in, to 
be quite honest. I love clothes, and I like to think how to make myself look 
good, but it's never done with any sort of pre-thought. 
How did you meet Dave Stewart? 
I was on this local TV program when I was 14, being interviewed about my 
band. It just so happened Dave was in the area and saw the program. One 

of the questions they asked me was "Who do you really like?" and I said I 
thought Debbie Harry and Chrissie Hynde were fantastic but Annie Lennox 
was totally brilliant. At the time, he and Annie were in the Tourists. It was 

very difficult to hear Annie because the guys sang a lot. She was more like a•t! 
keyboard player/backing vocalist. But on the b-side, Annie was singing 
away at the top of her voice. She was so incredible. Really rich and 

expressive. So Dave rang up after seeing me on the telly, and we met up. 

He was the one who actively encouraged me to move to London, which I 
did when I was 16. The deal with my mother was, if I didn't make it, I could 
always go home. When I had been there about six months, I rang Dave up 

and said, I'm here! We became really good friends and mates and he always 
kept an eye out for me to make sure I didn't get into too much trouble. 
How do you feel British musicians differ from American musicians? 
The English are obsessed by music. For Americans and, for that muter, 
most Europeans, music is in a certain box and takes up a certain portion of 

your life. Whereas in England, we live and breathe it. A lot of English 
musicians aren't as accomplished as Americans. Americans are usually 
really fantastic players and they can do really fast guitar things while the 

British are always struggling behind. They're just really lazy. They can't be 
bothered to learn how to play the thing. 
Are you that way? 
Yeah. I picked up the guitar many times and I actually know a few chords 
and even play some guitar on the album, but I'm really crap. By now, I 
could've gotten a whole pile better. I did work with my voice, though. I 
trained for about three-and-a-half years because I wanted to be able to last 

through a tour without losing my voice.. 
What bands do you admire? 

I like music that pushes harriers back, and there are quite a few bands 
doing that now. They're coming up to the forefront, bubbling from the 
underground, seeping up from the gutter. My Bloody Valentine do it. Jesus 
and Mary Chain do it. . 
You seem like a very directed person. Is there something you feel 

particularly intense about? . 
This is going to stop every American from buying our record, but I'm a% -tF 

é na-
intensely anti-religion person. I think we should just become heathens and 

forget that it ever happened. I'm not talking about spiritual things or being a 

spiritual person, I'm talking about the Book, and the Word of God. What is 
the Word of God anyway? Somebody fucking tell me. All I know is it kills b 
loads of people and it always has throughout history. I just hope, way after 

my death, my great-grandchildren will look back and laugh at organized 
religion as some sort of weird joke. We did this track called -Die Like A 
Dog," and the whole main chorus of it is "Peace in a world/Free from 4t 

religion/Peace in a world/Where everyone gets heaven." That's the most 
vocal I ever get about it because I don't want the band to be a political 
machine, but Dean and I are very political people with very strong ideals. *

Do you feel like you're finally living in the "comfort zone"? 

Just in terms of my career, at this point in my life, I've reached a point where I'm not fighting as much as I 
had to before, which is comfortable. And I certainly don't think that I've made it — whatever making it is — 
but I feel like I'm in a relaxed space where I can pick and choose what I want to do. I've got a great family 
to come home to — a wonderful husband, two wonderful girls and a dog. Everything is pretty consistent 
and that's what I like. 
Does the backlash of the Miss America incident still come up? 
It only comes up when I put myself on the line in an interview or on the air. But, on a day-to-day basis, 

people don't come up to me and make comments. I think the public more or less realizes that it's been a 
good seven years or so since that happened. They're not concerned about my past. They've accepted 
me and are eager and excited to see what I'm putting out now. 

How does having a family impact your career? 
Having young kids keeps you in the present. You have no time to be depressed nor have an ego when 

there are diapers to be changed and kids whining because they're hungry. They bring you right back to 
reality. I live a very normal life when I go home, and most of my decisions have a lot to do with my family. I 
get very stressed and overwhelmed because I want to spend so much time with them. 
How do your kids handle your fame? 
My kids think every mom does what I do. They really don't get it yet. They'll see me on TV and they'll yell 

when the video is on, or they'll hear a song on the radio and say, "Mommy, that's you." But it's no big deal to 
them. I'm honestly anxious to move out of L.A. because I don't want them to get so entrapped in the 

business, which is so easy to do. You're surrounded by it. I don't want them to get jaded. I really want them 
to have a normal life and be as well-rounded as possible. But, if I really think that they're talented and their 
hearts are set on getting in the business, then they can go for it... but not until they've graduated high school 
and gone to college. 
How difficult was it to get your first record deal? 

It was hard. You walk in a room and know people are just taking the meeting out of curiosity. A lot of them 
didn't have any kind of vision. Most thought my record would be either a fast, money-making gimmick they 
didn't want to make an investment in or they just didn't believe I was talented. You can't force somebody to 
believe in you unless they see it. I was doing demos for about two-and-a-half years. It took someone to see 

the vision and say. I think you're talented and I'm willing to take a chance on you — and that was Ed Eckstine, 
then at Wing. Now he's President of Mercury Records. So, he's really done well. He always says signing 

me and all the success that I've had just puts his deposit in the karma bank. He'll come back in good spirits.

Why did you go the R&B route as opposed to pop? â 
That's the kind of music that appealed to me. I just do music I like and feel comfortable with. But, as an e ; 
Afro-American, I do feel an allegiance to my community. When I was down and out, my community 
embraced me and were the ones that said, "You'll always be our Miss America." When the album came 

out, and I had to start doing promotion, I worked all the black radio stations first. They welcomed me with 
open arms and treated me with respect and dignity as a woman and a recording artist. The majority of the 

quote-unquote big pop stations were the ones that took shots and showed disrespect, treating me like a 

novelty and a scandalous beauty queen. I'll always remember that.

It makes me aware. Yeah, I'm bitter to those people who took shots. I remember their names and as time 4 4 e 
goes on, you just say I'm not going to be dealing with that person, and move on. 
What kind of impact has "The Soul Of VH-1" had on your career?

'The Soul Of VH-1" has kept me visible because I started doing it before the album came out. So, it introduced 4. di ty 
me — hey.
