After Sinéad O’Connor
topped off her a cappella ren-
dition of Bob Marley’s
“War” on last weekend’s
Saturday Night Live by utter-
ing, “Fight the real enemy,”
and ripping up a photo of
Pope John Paul I, NBC-TV
received more than 900
phone calls, all but seven in
protest, as Roman Catholic
groups nationwide demanded
a formal apology.

“Millions of Catholics in
California are incensed at this
blatant defamation of the
leader of the Catholic
Church,” said a statement is-
sued by the Pasadena, CA-
based Catholic League for
Religious and Civil Rights.
“{We] are outraged at this
blatant hatred shown toward
the Catholic religion.”

There were other protests,
including Father Gregory
Coiro, a spokesman for L.A.
Cardinal Roger M. Mahony,
who said, “This is just
another example of anti-
Catholicism.”

A spokesperson for O’-
Connor said the singer has
long opposed the Vatican’s
policies towards abortion and
divorce.

Last Temptation

Last year, Kendricks was
arrested for non-payment of

funeral of Ruffin, who died of
a drug overdose. Kendricks
recently filed suit against
Motown and two other labels,
charging them with withheld
royalties and refusing his re-
quests for access to his ac-
counts.

Frank Turner was initiated
info the music industry at
ABC Records by some

guy named Dennis Lavinthal, who refused to be interviewed

for this story. After serving as his local promo man in
Memphis for three years, Turner shiffed to WEA in a similar
capacity, handling product for all three distributed labels.
Three years later, he went exclusively to Warners and in
1976, took on an artist development position out of Atlanta.
Several short stints followed, including a year as COO/GM
of Bang Records before CBS purchased the label, and two
years of regional promo work in Atlanta for EMI. In 1982,
Turner became the Atlanta regional promo manager for MCA,
eventually working his way to become one of the first execs to
get VP stripes outside the home office. Finally, in December
1989, Turner was reunited with old MCA buddy Jheryl Busby
when the latter brought him in to revive Motown’s pop
promotion department, and he has been the point man on a
team that has breathed new life into Hitsville, U.S.A. Turner
credits support from his wife, Leah, and their two dogs Pasha
and Peshe (who Turner claims are accomplished singers and
dancers) for much of the success he was about to relinquish in
agreeing to the following chat with HITS’ own singing,
dancing mongrel, the yet-to-be-housebroken David “Bow

Boyz Il Men’s “End Of The Road”
has been the #1 record for weeks.

It should probably be the record of the year
By the time it's over, it could be #1 for ten

to 12 weeks.

The song is from L.A. and Babyface’s
“Boomerang” soundtrack, which is,
obviously, on another label.

I's also on the debut record from Michael
Bivins’ Biv-10 Records, "East Coast Family,
Vol. 1," which is a compilation album
featuring several of Michael’s artists, new
Boyz Il Men, and re-mixes on MC Brains and
Another Bad Creation. We hold the single
rights to the record, and i's o great way to
close out a huge run of success on Boyz Il
Men. We've sold almost 2 million singles and
are sfill moving about 150,000 a week.
You’ve had far more success with
Shanice Wilson than her last label.
What did Motown do differently?
Jheryl had been involved with Shanice before
and really had a vision of her being a major,
major artist. He matched her with Narada
Michoel Walden as producer. It was mainly
that we had a strong belief in her as an artist.
The combination of Jheryl’s vision and
Narada’s production all worked out to give us
a very successful debut.

It seems Motown’s comeback has
been keyed by more traditional R&B
acts such as Johnny Gill, Shanice and
Boyz Il Men, as opposed to rap.
Jheryl Busby is the key. He sees the
possibilities in artists that have real ability.
Shanice Wilson has an incredible voice;
same thing with Johnny Gill and Boyz Il Men.
On a whole, the artists he’s signing are not
trendy. You always try to take odvantage of
those trends, but you must look to an artist
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who can give you a career.
We're looking at some

of our artists as seven to ten
album artists.

Will Motown go for

more rap presence in

the future?

Yes, we'll be starting our own
rap label. We'll be selective and
we'll deal with certain rap artists
— and have dealt with cerain
rap artists. | believe that rap is
something that's here to stay. Our
expertise is in dealing with artists
that are all-around performers

But we do try to find rap artists
who fit the changing times in that
genre — ‘cause what constituted
rap six months ago isn't rap
today. With rap being so
malleable, it's hard 1o look at an
artist in the genre as being a
longterm artist.

How is promotion different
today than, say, ten fo 15
years ago?

These days, radio guys are much
more factbased than gutdriven.
Because of the advent of
monitoring systems,
computerization of the indusiry
ond the fragmentation of the
market, they've become more
specialized, so promotion people
have had to become that much
more expert and knowledgeable
about radio’s needs. Most radio
stations, especially the majors,
have a clear-cut idea whether a
record really fits what they're

irying to accomplish. Promotion
guys have to be aware of that
and give them factual reasons
why their record might help
that station to enlarge or keep
their audience.

Is there a typical strategy
for breaking an R&B dact at
Top 407

It varies. At one time, you waited
until a record got Top Ten urban
and then crossed it, but that no
longer holds true. Now, you
basically look to the churban
stations like KMEL, KTFM
WPGC, FM102, the Clifton
guys, and so forth. If they really
start pounding a record and you
see major reaction there, you
have a reasonably good chance
to cross the record over. Then it's
a matter of fiming. When you
feel you're at the peak of your
momentum with those kind of
stations, then you try fo move the
record into the mainstream, mass-
appeal outlets. There's no
formula; it's more of a gut
instinct. One record may not
even be on the urban charts and
you're able to cross it, and
another one may be #1 R&B and
you can't cross it.

With the few rap acts
you’ve worked, how is it
different breaking a rap
act as opposed fo an R&B
act at pop radio?

You have to realize you're not
going to have a great many

stations playing the record. You
have to be satisfied with maxi-
mizing the artist and taking the
record as far as possible. If that
universe is 40 stations, then you
try 1o maximize those 40 sfations,
or 60 or 80 or 100. You have
to be satisfied with that and know
when to stop spending by keep-
ing your marketing costs in line
With the fragmentation of
Top 40, Is judging when
or if it’s worthwhile to
continve working a record
one of the bigger
challenges in your job?

played as big a part in our
success as it has for many
others. We feel like it's very
valuable, but many of our
videos haven't reached
mainstream video outlets like
MTV, or in some cases, were so
lote to the marketplace that they
came after the fact and their
impact was difficult to judge,
such as Boyz Il Men’s “End Of
The Road.” When the video
went on MTV, the record had
already been #1 for o couple of
weeks. We look at video as just
another tool, but we don’t count
on it to sell our records.

What makes a good
promotion person?
Flexibility is probably the biggest
key to promotion guys these days
because you've got 1o be able to
wear a lot of hats. Radio guys

chair. The 6-foot-plus singer had been sitting placidly on his hotel sundeck,

discussing the latest recording of his UK trio, the Wolfgang Press, when a dragonfly flitted right up to his face, hung for a
threatening second in midair, and darted off again. “What is that thing!” he asks, a bit shaken. “They don't bite, do they?" |
assure him it’s only a harmless dragonfly. Wisely, | avoid telling him the insect’s nickname, “darning needle” — that

might've really got him going.

But The Wolfgang Press — on their brand-new, 4AD-distributed “Queer” album — seem to live in a world where
natural laws just don’t apply. For over a decade now, the group has been trying to find itself, building a large cult following
despite a confusing array of shifting styles. With its shuffling rhythms, sensual, backseat vocals from Allen, and a Farfisa-fluid
keyboard rivulet — courtesy of Mark Cox, who looks an awful lot like Eddie Munster when he joins us on deck for the
interview — the disc feels natural, less forced... probably the most cohesive effort TWP has made to date. Allen and
company — the trio also includes guitarist Andrew Gray — inhabit their own little sphere, a Motown-mirrored universe
that’s rooted in '60s soul but spirals into the future via modern studio technology. Unfortunately, while there, they ran into
HITS' own brand of future shock, the master of mixed metaphors himself, “Uncle” Tom Lanham.

It seems like art and music go hand
in hand with the Wolfgang Press.
For some reason, I'll always
remember that single you put out
with the giant flea on the sleeve.

MARK COX: It's actually two fleas copulating.

They're in the middle of the act and it
looks like one animal. That was hand-
drawn, too.

MICK ALLEN: It's an |8th century German
print. We have definite ideas about what
we want to do with each cover or video.
What about your strange monkey-
man crouches on the “Queer”
cover shots?

Mick: We wanted to have portraits, but
halfway through the shoot [guitanist]
Andrew [Gray] just decided to go into
this position. And when we got the
photographs back, it just seemed to fit
There was something a little bit twisted
about them. We had to go back and
shoot again so Mark and | could get
something decent, too.

Wolfgang Press really seems to
have hit its stride on this record.
MaRK: All the time you're alive, you leam.
And everything you've done in the past
leads you to the next thing you're doing,
And one of our things has always been to

not repeat ourselves, to keep changing as
we go along, For the first few years, we
were sort of abstract, experimental, unam-
bitious It was really great that we were able
to have that time, because now we're able
to focus on the results of our experiments.
And that's why "Queer,” for me, is clearly
the best thing we've done to date. Hope-
fully, the next album will be even better.
How much of “Queer” is sampled?
MARK: It's like, Andrew might do a little
guitar riff, which we'll sample and use as a
loop. Since our very first record, we've
been using found sounds that we
manipulate, effect or process to get our
own thing All of us have an interest in
how things sound, because there are only
so many notes. Part of the reason this
record works so well is we did a lot of it
in a casual situation — we even used bits
of our demos on the finished mix.
There must be a great temptation
in the studio to get totally carried
away by the possibilities.

MICk: I'm not interested in trying to fap
around and try all different things. If |
hear something that works, | just want to
get it down,

MARK: Actually, | fap around and explore
things quite a lot. So we balance each
other out. Sometimes ['ll be fapping
around and Mick'll say, “Come on! Let's
just get on with it!" So I'll stop.

Mick, your singing voice has
practically turned into a croon.
Mick: | kind of got fed up with screaming |
did it because | was so angry about things.
So | started listening to people like Frank
Sinatra and Billie Holliday and realized you
could still mess around with feelings, but you
didn’t have to do it in such a messy way.
“Queer’’ has such an impeccable
groove to it.

MIck: We wanted to open up the
recording process this time and allow
other people into our creative process.
We came up with the basic ideas for
songs, then handed them over to
musicians, whereas we'd previously been
very protective and paranoid about how

we made our music. For the most part, it
was very enlightening.

MARK: The very first LP we ever made ten
years ago was done in a similar way.
There was a small core of people, and
various friends came along and had a fair
degree of freedom about what they
contributed. | always think of that record
as a bunch of really good ideas badly
executed. We've now leamed a lot more
about how to make our ideas actually
come out of the speakers.

Where did the name “Wolfgang
Press’’ come from?

mMck: That's THE Wolfgang Press. People
always forget the *The.” We were even
going to make an album called *The.” We
took the name from Mozart, who tried to
make this contraption that would help
him score symphonies. It was basically an
early typewriter, but it never actually
worked. | just liked the name.

Why a cover of Randy Newman’s
“Mama Told Me Not To Come’?
MARK: We tried a couple of things that
didn't really work, like covers of Nina
Simone and the Pop Group. | was twid-
dling about on a little Casio keyboard one
day in my flat and came up with the
chords for Three Dog Night's version of
"Mama Told Me Not To Come.” And
we all said, "Oh, yeah. | remember that!”
When we researched the publishing, we
were shocked to leam that it was actually
written by Randy Newman! It just fit
what we were doing,

Mick: | only hope it doesn't come across as
being clever. That's the last thing I'd ever
want to be called.

State University. He began by work-
ing for a lady named Vicky Thompson, and
he’s still working for her today, except she's now
known as Vicky Thompson-Young, his wife. She taught
him how to run a board, and how to wash the dishes, but she
didn’t teach him how to program. Moving across town to 103 WKDF, Young

was later hired to do the seven ‘til midnight shift at WQQK Nashville, advancing
quickly to middays, then to afternoons.
