The L.A. City Council 
and an area bank have com-
bined to offer a $25,000 
reward for information 
leading to the capture of 
the killer of 29-year-old 
Sherri Foreman, an aspir-
ing musician and the girl-
friend of Nelson drummer 
Bobby Rock. 

At presstime, there were 
discussions of raising addi-
tional reward money. 

Foreman, who was 13 
week pregnant, was stabbed 
in the stomach after with-
drawing money from an 
ATM machine in North 
Hollywood by an unknown 
assailant who had demand-
ed the keys to her BMW, 
but panicked when the vic-
tim set off the car alarm. 

The singer/songwriter, 
who was preparing songs 
for her debut album, was 
able to provide a descrip-
tion of the suspect to para-
medics: black male, about 
30 years old, 5'9", 160 lbs., 
wearing a red beanie-type 
cap with a blue jacket. 
Anyone with information 
is being asked to contact 
the Van Nuys, CA Police 
Department.

The same folks who once 
said Rock n' Roll was a 
passing fad obviously gave 
birth to the next generation 
of Einsteins who said the 
same about Rap. As we 
head into the second decade 
of the genre, a quick look at 
the chart demonstrates one 
very clear point. Rap is a 
powerful force that is very 
much here to stay. 

On this week's HITS Top 
50 Albums chart, there are 
three albums in the Top Ten 
— Snow, Dr. Dre and LL 
Cool J, with three more 
rounding out the Top 15 — 
Naughty By Nature, Ice T 
and Arrested Development. 

But that's not the whole 
story by any means. In the 
often overlooked, but 
incredibly important world 
of singles sales, Rap is 
responsible for a whopping 
eight of the Top 15, includ-
ing the #1-selling Snow. 
Other Top 15 sales forces 
are Dr. Dre, Paperboy, Ice 
Cube, Positive K, Naughty 
By Nature, Run DMC and 
Men At Large. 

"Wrap is a very impor-
tant part of every holiday 
season," said JAMS Broad-
cast Editor Darryl Lindsey.

radio numbers dwindling over 
the past several years, many 
programmers have taken the 
path of leaning their stations in 
one direction or another — 
Rock 40, Dance, Urban, 
Adult and now Alternative 
have come into fashion. Some 
have enjoyed consistent suc-
cess in these niches, many 
have not. 

The ones who haven't fared 
well didn't necessarily pick the 
wrong niche, they may have 
just crawled too far into it. It 
seems like once a PD and his 
researcher/ consultant/ guru/ 
owner/ GM/ wife/ babysitter 
have decided what the essence 
of their format is going to be, 
they put the blinders on and 
forget the rest of the world. 
This results in programming 
that is way too narrow. Don't 
lock yourselves into a bag you 
can't get out of. 

Examples of what goes 
wrong: 

Rock 40 in the late '80s. 
Their strongest selling point: 
they played music that sold 
extremely well and had been 
largely ignored by radio. Guns 
N' Roses, Poison, Motley 
Crüe, etc. The problem: they 
also played such giants as Div-
ing For Pearls, Danger Dan-
ger and every other Hair Band 
that sounded like the type of 
music that typified the station. 
Except most of those records 
weren't hits. There was a lot of 
"pop" music available at the 
time that were hits to their tar-
get demo, but didn't get played 
because they didn't "fit the 
sound" of the station. When 
Pirate in L.A. was #1 18-34, 
they played the hit Hair Bands 
as well as Madonna, 
Martika, Depeche Mode, 
New Order, etc. — cool 
music from outside the main 
genre of the station. The more 

non-hit Hair Bands they 
played, though, the worse their 
numbers got. 

If you're in a niche, be 
aware that hardcore fans of 
whatever that niche is will 
totally dominate your request 
and business lines and continu-
ously tell you they don't want 
to hear anything but the core 
of what you're playing. These 
people are very active.., way 
too active. No amount of their 
music will satisfy them. They 
always want more, more, 
newer, newer. Don't let them 
lead you into playing stuff that 
satisfies just a small fraction of 
your audience. 

Example of what goes right: 
KROQ L.A. An alternative 

station? Yes. Exclusively so? 
No! Kevin Weatherly has 
found a ton of great music out-
side that genre that works and 
helps his station go beyond 
those narrow boundaries. He's 
played Sade, Arrested Devel-
opment, House of Pain and 
other "cool" street records that 
fit on his radio station. Why? 
Because people in his target 
demo are passionate about 
those records, too. They're 
buying them. Better to play 
that than another sound-alike 
shoe-gazer PoMo band with 
cool haircuts and bad songs. 

Don't limit yourself musi-
cally. In the long run, you're 
only limiting your success. It's 
hard to stay balanced very 
long on a two-legged stool.

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AN EXCLUSIVE HITS INTERVIEW WITH JOEL KATZ 

O
rdinarily, journalists don't get to roam the earth-
toned, gold record-lined hallways of Atlanta-
based Katz, Smith & Cohen, the third largest entertainment law firm in the country. 

The company's founder, Joel Katz, prefers it that way. His high-profile superstar clients, like 
Willie Nelson, Lorrie Morgan, George Strait, John Anderson, Jodeci, Bell Biv Devoe, Jimmy 
Buffett, Kris Kross and Doug Stone, prefer to be the ones being quoted in Liz Smith and 
"Random Notes," not their attorney. In fact, the 47 year-old legal eagle can probably count 
on one hand the number of interviews he's consented to in his 22 years of business. 

"I work behind the scenes," Katz says, "not on stage. It is not in my best inter-
est or my clients' best interest to talk to the press. I have always stayed away 
from reporters. I find it's more productive that way." 

Katz, Smith & Cohen's productivity is rarely ever questioned. The firm's of-
fices buzz with activity from early morning to late at night, sometimes six and 
even seven days a week making deals, drawing up contracts and establishing 
bottom lines. Even with 35 employees at the organization, Katz still logs 75 to 
100 phone calls himself everyday and will probably make 50 business trips in 
1993. "I'm Delta Airlines' best customer," Katz quips. "I've flown over 2 mil-
lion miles in their frequent flyer program."

Katz is also a VP and member of the television committee board of the 
Grammy Awards, a member of the Executive Council of the T. J. Martell 
Foundation for Leukemia Research, General Counsel of Farm Aid, a special 
counsel to the Martin Luther King Center for Non-Violent Social Change and a 
Governor-appointed member of the Senate Music Industry Study Committee 
of the State of Georgia. On this particular afternoon, Katz has just breezed 
back into the office from the advisory board meeting for the 1996 Olympic 
Games, which will be held in Atlanta. 
Oddly enough, Katz might have been spending his days in courtrooms 

pleading with judges for increased alimony for his clients if it hadn't been for a 
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fateful visitor to his office 23 years ago. A former student that Katz had taught as a 
legal instructor at Georgia State University bounded into his office one afternoon in 
1969 and asked if Katz could help out a friend of his who needed an attorney. The 
friend? James Brown. 

"He didn't want a lawyer from New York or California because he lived in the 
South," explained Katz. "He didn't want to be in Augusta, Georgia and have to depend 
on an attorney two time zones away. James Brown is still a good friend of mine and a 
client of this firm." 

As he stretches back in an oversized gray chair in a corner of his office, Katz at-
tempts to hide the grimace that crosses his face when the reporter notebook and tape 
recorder materialize in front of him. He would clearly rather be attending to business 
right now than being scrutinized for a national trade publication, even one as little-read 
as this one. However, as the interview proceeds, the tension on Katz's face slowly re-
treats. His terseness is quickly replaced by a more informal, humorous, even self-depre-
cating tone. He may not like reporters, but Joel Katz is a man who, even after 20 years, 
is still very much smitten with the music business, even if he could care less about 
HITS' intrepid Georgia Peach of a reporter Richard Eldredge. 

You're a person who has tradi-
tionally kept a low profile 
where the press is concerned. 
There's always been a mys-
tique about who Joel Katz real-
ly is and how he's built this law 
firm into the third largest en-
tertainment firm in the coun-
try. Why lift the veil now? 
Our firm has been very involved 
with the growth of the Atlanta 
music industry and I've granted a 
couple of interviews, usually just 
to Atlanta-based business publi-
cations, to talk about that 
growth. I wanted to show the 
business community here how 
big the local music industry is 
getting and that you can in fact 
make a great deal of money if you 
operate in this realm. In our city, 
unlike New York and Los 
Angeles, you can't get banks to 
understand what a copyright is or 
how to finance a particular stu-
dio. With the scene in Atlanta 
growing the way it is, you need 
that business level support. 
What I tried to do — and to be 

honest, I don't know if it was 
successful or not — was to get 
people within the business com-
munity in Georgia such as the 
governor, the mayor or the differ-
ent county commissions, in-
formed about what's going on so 
they could help in an appropriate 
way. I feel consciousness is being 
raised. I presently serve, for exam-
ple, on a state senate music in-
dustry study committee. 
In your estimation, what has 
been Katz, Smith & Cohen's 
contributions to the Atlanta 
music industry over the years? 
I don't know if we've helped, but 
I do know our law firm has gone 

out of its way to attract good pro-
ducers and good acts important 
to the music industry to move 
here in the last four years. We've 
seen a large influx of artists and 
producers relocating to Atlanta. 
Bobby Brown, Whitney 
Houston, Keith Sweat, L.A. Reid 
and Dallas Austin have all be-
come Georgia residents within 
the last three years. 

In addition to these artists dis-
covering that this is a nice place to 
live, they have also begun making 
their albums, their motion pictures 
or their television projects here in-
stead of the already-established 
places. There have also been several 
groups of musicians which have 
developed here and gained national 
and international audiences, inspir-
ing even more people to come 
down to record and achieve that 
same sound and feeling generated 
by the studios and producers here. 
When you have people like Keith 
Sweat and Bobby Brown coming 
down to look, deciding they like it 
and want to live here and finally 
become active working parts of the 
community, it all gets put together. 
What's the most rewarding as-

pect of building a company 
from a single music client, 
James Brown, to over 75 
clients and 35 employees? 
-I he great thing about the success 
of our firm is that it's here and not 
in Los Angeles or New York. I love 
both of those cities and have many 
friends that live in those places, 
but our business is different. That 
difference is the personal attention 
we have to give to our clients who 
may not even live here. 

Four years ago, we contemplat-
ed a move to California. We were 
going to move the entire firm and 
merge with a very large firm with 
an entertainment division. We al-
most did it. Then one day, I was 
flying back into Atlanta and I 
saw all those trees, hills and 
greenery and as simplistic as it 
sounds, that's what kept me here. 
The people who make up the 

artistic community live here be-
cause they genuinely like it. 
There's an environment here that 
gives you freedom to express 
yourself and there's a harmonious 
relationship between city and 
state governments and our enter-
tainment community which is

very unusual. We now have over 
300 members in the Georgia Bar 
who practice entertainment or 
sports law. That's remarkable. 
How difficult was it being an 
entertainment attorney in 
Atlanta 23 years ago? 
You have to understand what it 
was like in 1969 to be two years 
out of law school and having to 
go to New York City and say that 
you were from Atlanta, Georgia 
attempting to be in the entertain-
ment business. I walked the halls 
of CBS Records at the time or 
went to meetings at MCA in Los 
Angeles and no one wanted to 
talk to you. You had no credibili-
ty. In 1969, superstars were not 
walking into my office. They 
were walking into offices located 
in New York or Los Angeles. 
How do you decide which 
clients to represent? 
That's not the way it works. 
Fortunately or unfortunately, 
clients choose you. We don't ad-
vertise at this firm and we do not 
solicit clients. We never have. 
When that phone rings, whoev-
er's on the other end is on the 
other end. We have to determine 
whether or not we feel we can do 
a good job for them.

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What are the criteria you 

choose in deciding whether you 

can do a good job for them? 

We do not decide on the basis of 
money. We have had clients who 
haven't paid us in three or four 
years and we've stood right along 
with them until things happened. 
We were involved with New Edi-
tion long before they ever began 
making money. Now look at 
where the members of that act are. 
Some of your clients have hand-
ed you some very complex is-

sues to deal with — Willie 

Nelson and James Brown, for 

example. Have you ever just 

said to yourself, "Geez, this guy 

just has too many problems, 
I've got to get rid of him"? 
You have to make a commitment 
to what you're doing. You also 
have to realize that creative peo-
ple go through problems that 
other people don't go through. 
They take things harder and they 
feel things more. So you have to 
have a sympathetic ear. I can't 
tell you how many 3 a.m. phone 
calls I've received over the years. 
My day begins every morning at 
7 a.m. with the same person call-
ing me at home for the past ten 
years. We mostly discuss trends 
and this particular individual's ca-
reer. You develop relationships 
with these people. 
You're good friends with 
Jimmy Buffett. What can you 

tell us about him? 

He's been a client of this firm for 
ten years. He's such an enterpris-
ing man in a variety of business-
es. In addition to a healthy 
recording career and his sold-out 
summer amphitheatre tours, he 
also owns Margaritaville restau-
rants and nightclubs. He has now 
become a world-class author as 
well, which no one knew until 
Jimmy decided to do a children's 
book and then a book of short 
stories. Then, last summer, his 
first novel went to the top of the 
New York Times bestseller's list. 
It's wonderful to be part of all 
that. You feed off the energy.

than when I first started. They 
now have control of how a record 
is made. I believe we've also had a 
great deal to do with changing 
the way New York and Los 
Angeles-based record companies 
looked from a financial point of 
view at their country music 
artists. Willie and Waylon were 
the first artists to receive seven 
figures for making phonograph 
albums at that time. We've also 
had something to do with how 
black urban music deals are struc-
tured. The artists now also serve 
as producers, building their own 
companies where they can be-
come partners with, instead of 
employees of, a record company. 
What sets Katz, Smith & 
Cohen apart from the other en-

tertainment law firms in New 

York or Los Angeles? 

Because we're not in L.A. or New 
York, we have to work a little 

harder to get the job done. When 
I take a trip to New York, I know 
it costs $750 to get on that air-
plane and that a decent hotel in 
New York is going to cost $250 a 
night. I'm spending somebody 
else's money, so I had better deliv-
er the goods. The lawyers in this 
office have that same goal. Usu-
ally at 9:30 p.m. or 10 p.m., when 
I'm still here, most of them are 
still here, also. That's a good sign. 
Do you ever have one of those 

days when you regret not prac-
ticing another kind of law? 

When it's 1 a.m., Delta is two 
hours late and I'm at Concourse B, 
Gate B-2 and I have to walk a mile-
and-a-half to get to where I'm sup-
posed to be, I sometimes consider 
the fact that if I were doing wills 
for a living, I would be at home in 
bed at that hour. Ultimately 
though, this is more vibrant, more 
exciting and a lot more fun! IM

pringfield, Missouri's Skeletons have been a word-of-mouth treasure gleefully rockin' bars, saloons and friendly dives 

across this fine land of ours for a few years now. Their history harkens back a decade to the Morel's, whose lost 
classic of an album, "Shake And Push," can now be found on CD with a collection of Skeleton singles and 
miscellaneous tracks called "In The Flesh." The majors blew this one, but smart indie Alias were savvy enough to get 

the Skeletons out of their closet and into the public with their first official-like album, "Waiting." 

The mess of tunes equals one big pop wet dream — gushing melodies, glistening keyboards, organ swells, happy synth horns 
and the bounciest vocals this side of vintage Beach Boys. The band writes songs so good they sound familiar the minute you 
hear 'em and covers some obscure gems as well, including a beatific version of "It's The Little Things," written by one S. Bono, 
Mayor of Palm Springs, back when he was Cher's lesser half. "Hardware" ought to be forced on ABC-TV as the new theme for 
"Home Improvement" while the album closer and in-concert fave, "Waiting For My Gin To Hit Me," is a guaranteed singalong for 
the drunk or sober. 

The Skeletons' bass player Lou Whitney Jr., the Will Rogers of rock 'n' roll, along with drummer Bobby Lloyd Hicks, finally met a 
man they didn't like in HITS' resident misanthrope Darryl Morden "A Feeling". 

I brought the album over to 
my sister's one day and my 
two-and-a-half year-old 
nephew was jumping up and 
down to "Devil In Me," and 
already singing along to the 
"Show Me The Way" chorus 
in "St. Louie." 
LOU WHITNEY, JR.: That's a big kid 
favorite. Joe Terry, one of our 
keyboard players, his three year-
old sings it all the time. There you 
go... our audience goes from 
two to 102. Actually, "St. Louie" 
was originally by the Easybeats. 
It was supposed to be the follow-
up to "Friday On My Mind," but 
it never got out there. 'Devil" is 
one of Donny's [guitarist D. 
Clinton Thompson]. 
The beat that begins "That'll 
Work" is right out of 
"Draggin' The Line" and 
Donny's solo on "It's The 
Little Things" sounds a little 
like "Memory" from "Cats." 
The band does that all over 
the place. 
WHITNEY We're shameless when 
it comes to throwin' in something 
that fits. We come from the Spike 
Jones school, so anytime the 
word train is mentioned 
someone's making a chugging 
noise.

After the release of "Vivid," 
you emerged as something of 
a spokesman for the black 
community. I think some peo-
ple will be surprised that 
"Stain" doesn't deal more di-
rectly with race, especially in 
the wake of the L.A. riots. 
Well, on one level, the band 
is an ongoing entity, and be-

cause of that it's gonna — 
from time to time — look at 
different sorts of things. I 

mean, I know that people were 
surprised when, after "What's 
Going On, Marvin Gaye did 
'Let's Get It On.' At the 
point when he did "What's 

Going On, he was touted as 
the next Dylan, because it's 
a great record and what it's 

talking about on a social 
level is so strong. Then, 

when he did "Let's Get It 
On, it was like, 'Hunh?' He 
didn't get stuck in one 

place, and I think that's re-
ally important. Much of the 
things that we look at in 
life are not so myopic that 
it's always 24-7 about race. 
And even when we were sort of 
dealing with that, our whole 
point of view was really more 

about dealing with and wit-

nessing the situation of our 
lives. As opposed to really 
kind of wallowing in the vic-
tim status. That's never been 
where the band's at. 

At the level of talking to 
People magazine and all, it 
was very... I wouldn't go so 
far as to say novel, but it 
had a novelty aspect to it, 
in the sense of how a lot of 
people's interest was not 
music. Their interest was 

more, 'Oh, this is an inter-
esting social phenomenon." 

And it got offensive. I mean, 
there was a time when Oprah 

Winfrey was doing this show 
about how people deal with 

their race. And they actually 
had us on there as Living 

Colour — here's a black band 

that sounds white. And I 
kinda jumped out of my skin. 
I mean, it was the most irre-
sponsible thing. To get that 
from a black woman was really 
offensive. I mean, the whole 
idea of blacks in rock or 
whites in funk, whatever. 

Let the music speak. 
If you can. Get your mind to-
gether. [Laughs.] And step 
away from your own agenda. 
'Cause that's part of the 

problem too — people come to 
music with agendas. And they 
don't listen. It's like, 

everyone's gonna be waiting 
for Terence Trent D'Arby's new 
record to come out. And most 
of it's not going to be about 
listening. A lot of it's gonna 

be, 'Let's see if there's a 
single on it." And that's 
ugly. I think it's a very ne-

gative way to approach music. 
And I'm not even preaching 
from the mount. I'm guilty of 
it as well. We all are. 
Writing good songs isn't al-
ways enough. 
Do you have cash? Are you 
cool? Is there a recovering 

junkie in the band? There are 
all sorts of extra-musical 
things. It's a shame. Take a 
band like Nirvana. On one 
level, they're a fine band. 
Kurt Cobain's a really fine 
songwriter, but you know, the 
band Nirvana now exists basi-
cally as a whole media situa-

n a way, it's a shame that Living Colour is considered in some 
circles to be a groundbreaking band. All they ever attempted 
to do was make interesting, hard-hitting music which engages 

the mind even as it sends the mosh pits into overdrive. And they've 
succeeded handsomely. Their recorded output to date — I988's 
"Vivid," 1990's "Time's Up" and the new "Stain" — has been rife 
with pithy, punchy tracks that would do any band proud. But they 
are black.

of a surprise in some circles that "Stain" does not deal directly with 
the aftermath of the L.A. riots and the current crisis in American 
race relations.

The fact that the band took their 
name from the beloved and un-

Mary-Chapin Carpenter 

BY JOHN T. DAVIS 

How far back does your interest in 
music date? 
All my sisters were musical, and I've always con-
sidered both my parents to be very musical. My 
father's a jazz buff, and my mother, like a lot of 
her friends during the "folk scare" of the '50s, 
picked up an acoustic guitar and decided she was 
going to learn how to play it. So the instrument 
was lying around the house, and that's when I got 
interested. I remember being in second grade and 
playing "Cielito Lindo." 
What was your professional 
musical initiation? 
The summer after my freshman year in college at 
Brown in Providence, RI, I walked into this place 
where I had been listening to open mic sessions 
and kind of got the courage to go up to the host of 
the thing and ask him whom I should talk to 
about a job. And the owner happened to be 
standing right there, and he said, "I'll give you a 
job." That's what I did every summer between 
my college years. I'd come back to DC and play 
the acoustic bar circuit. 
How did you get signed? 
I had gotten a little bit bolder about throwing in a 
song of my own here and there. I had hooked up 
with [co-producer, friend and bandmate] John 
Jennings at that point, and he really encouraged 
me to play my own material. I wanted to try to 
make a tape that I could sell out of my back 
pocket. We went to John's basement studio and 
started working on it. That tape became the first 
record. Tom Carrico (now one of her managers) 
asked if he could listen and said, "Why don't you 
let me shop it for you?" Months went by, but 
through various people, someone at Columbia 
heard about the tape. At the same time, Rounder 
Records said they would put it out, but the day 
before we were going to sign the contract, 
Columbia called and said they wanted to sign me. 
The first album came out July '87. It still kind of 
astounds me. 
You won a Grammy last year and are 
nominated for several this year. How has 
that affected your life? 
I think I believe it now because "it" is sitting on 
my bookshelf... Oh my God, it's true! Your guess 
is as good as mine as to how that thing impacts 
you or your thought processes. And given that I'd

Those misguided souls foolish enough to regard Mary-Chapin Carpenter as a one-trick pony are 

quickly coming to realize that the Princeton, NJ native has evolved into an entire Kentucky Derby. 

Since signing with Columbia Records in 1987, she has penned an enduring body of work, 

established herself as an evocative performer, and won a Grammy for "Down At The Twist And 

Shout," a hit from her 1990 album, "Shooting Straight In The Dark." 

With the release of her fourth album, "Come On Come On," Carpenter has upped the ante 

once more. From the ribald optimism of "I Feel Lucky" to the muted, elegiac landscapes of "1 Am A 

Town," the bitter insights of "He Thinks He'll Keep Her" and the urgency of her smash cover of 

Lucinda Williams' "Passionate Kisses," Carpenter once more demonstrates an uncanny knack for 

slipping under the skin of both her characters and her listeners. 

After a childhood that included growing up in Japan, where her father was the publishing director 

for Life Magazine's Asian edition, Carpenter's family moved to Washington, DC in 1974. It was 

there, in the city's fertile club scene, that Mary-Chapin began to zero in on her life's work. Three 

albums in four years accelerated the process. 

Now, with "Come On Come On" ready to make the big move from the country to the pop 

charts, the multi-Grammy nominated Carpenter can afford to take a moment to look back, where 

she's horrified to find herself face-to-face with HITS' Texas shorthorn John T. Davis. 

never won a Grammy before, I didn't have 
anything to compare it with. 

If it has any effect at all, I hope it gives me 
confidence, lack of fear and toughens me up 
some. Before, with every project that I've done, 
I've gone through a great anxiety period. If it 
affects me, I'm going to try to make sure it 
affects me in a positive way. 
"Come On Come On" represents a 
number of changes in your recording 
pattern. You co-wrote several songs with 
veteran Nashville songwriter Don Schlitz. 
I spent about two-and-a-half days just sitting 
around his office. We had met in the parking lot, 
and had some mutual friends. I had never really 
co-written with someone before. We'd have long, 
philosophical talks about life, love and people. I 
really like everything we came up with. 
You recorded a country duet with Joe 
Diffie, "Not Too Much To Ask," that's also 
been nominated for a Grammy. 
I cut the song solo, but I didn't feel like it lived 
up to its potential. I started thinking, by God, this 
could be a duet. I've always really liked Joe 
Diffie's singing, because he's a modern country 
singer who has the emotional approach of the old 
classic country singers. That was a musical 
adventure for me.

IYou involved a number of your female peers, such as the Indigo Girls, Rosanne 
Cash, Shawn Colvin and songwriter Lucinda 
._.  .  wiiiiams, who wrote "PassionateKisses." 
Didn't you do a tour of Australia with Cash 
and Williams a couple of years ago? 
It was great to get to know two terrific people I 
had admired from afar. It's not that often you can 
get to do those gigs where it's just three women 
sitting around. And every night I'd listen to that 
song "Passionate Kisses." And it was Lucinda's 
suggestion... "Jesus, Chapin, why don't you 
cut it?" I thought the definitive version had 
been done. 
What are your long-term aspirations? 
I don't know if I think in terms of goals. It's more 
just a desireio look down the road four or five 
years, and say, "Gosh, I hope I can still make 
records and I hope I can get a gig." Everytime a 
gig offer comes in, it's like, bless their hearts. 
In addition to showbiz, you also keep a 
heavy benefit schedule, having played shows 
for Humanitas, Farm Aid, Pro-Choice 
events and Earth Day Concerts. 
It's important. That's a good feeling, to be able to 
participate in some fashion. It helps to feel like 
you're giving a little something back. Corny, but 
it's the truth..

So people present their life 
to company, "Here is my whole life." It is very 
silly. We didn't do that. In Japan, it is very 
difficult for women to be top person, head of 
company, so I see that in office, woman is only 
second person under man, secretary of man, so we 
formed a band. People would come into the 
doctor's office and say, "So, you are in a band? 
What kind of music do you play?" And I said, "I 
play viola," because if I said I play electric guitar 
in a rock band, they would be very surprised. 
I hear you really like chocolate.  
Yes, but recently, so many fans of Shonen Knife 
give me much chocolate, so now chocolate is 
enough for us. I keep many, many chocolate at 
home, and I can't eat, so I give them to my friends.

And now I don't eat chocolate so 
much — I prefer ice cream.

Naoko — wearing a fake leopard-fur jacket, black 

jeans and harness boots — sits down to discuss 

Shonen Knife in her charming pidgin English with 

HITS' equally pidgin scribe, that San Francisco treat, 

Tom "Rice-A-Roni" Lanham. 

Oh, yes! "Making Plans For Nigel." I was 
inspired by those words, and I consulted 
dictionary, what is meaning of "Making Plans" for 
someone, and it means we have something in the 
future. So when I decided to write about this 
extinct bison — bison is near extinction now, so I 
feeling sorry for bison — I thought, "We only 
want what's best for him" is good words. 
"Flying Jelly Attack" is about iellv beans? 
I had part-time job at imported grocery store as a 
cashier. At Christmas or Valentine's time, the 
store was very busy, and there were very long 
lines of customers waiting for cashier. It looks like 
battle place of jelly beans. In Japan, store clerk 
have to wrap the things, and my co-worker is 
vying to wrap the food, but it look like jelly bean 
war.

What differences do you see between Japan 
and America?  
Here, there are many pictures on the wall, funny 
artworks everywhere. Called graffiti? In Japan, it 
is very mechanical. Of course, there are very many 
cultural things there, too, like Kabuki, but 
Japanese young people have no time to create 
something like graffiti. People in America have 
big creative feeling. Most of my friends can't 
understand what I do, because Japan is island 
country... very closed and isolated.

No. Tower Records is the biggest record store in 
Asia.

And he 
was very clever, he had good brain and graduated 
very high in college in Japan. But I don't want 
suicide, like he chose.

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What do you like best Out this album? 
It sounds the way I've always 
wanted our band to sound on 
record. There's quite a bit of 
maturity in the songwriting. I like 
the way some of the songs begin 
very softly, become startlingly 
intense and then go back to soft, 
like in "Jezebel." I also like the 
fact that we felt confident enough 
to invite other people to play with 
us, like the JB Horns. Before, we 
had an isolationist mentality... 
we're this really stubborn group 
of people and it had never 
occurred to us to do a song with a 
horn section, because that 
wouldn't be 10,000 Maniacs. 
lo yam have a favorite song on this album? 
I can't be objective. At this point. 
I've listened to every song 300 
times. I envy you to be able to 
listen to it for the first time. 
Every single song moved me 
intensely the first time I heard it, 
whether it was an acoustic guitar 
playing the chords or the piano. I 
know these sounds inside and 
out. A friend of mine was 

listening to the record and he said the song "Noah's Dove" sounded like he 
was thinking the song rather than listening to it. As if it was already a part of 
his subconscious. I wanted to make a thing of beauty and make songs that 
moved me. I love the Staple Singers and Hildegarde. I feel that transcendent 
quality. When "Noah's Dove" begins, it's almost like I slip into something 
that is such a comfortable place... very soothing and familiar. 
Is music a spiritual etrienre for ru? 
Music has always been the place that I return for spiritual fulfillment. Proba-
bly the most unifying trait about me and my friends is that we're very 
passionate about the music. We cry when we see our favorite performers. I 
remember when I first saw Tracy Chapman in a little club up in Boston. I 
just couldn't help myself. She sang "Fast Car" and tears were just flooding 
out of my eyes. 
Ho you usually seclude yourself when you write? 
I take excursions to other places for intense stimulation, than I make notes wher-
ever I am, but I have to go home to formulate. I have to be completely alone 
where nothing happens to write. I can spend two weeks without seeing anybody. 
You used to be pretty shy. How did you evolve into the spokesperson for the band? 
I met them all when I was 16. I was always everybody's little sister, because 
everybody in the band was at least five years older than me. So I sort of grew 
up within this fortress of big brothers. It has been kind of strange. But year 
by year, they release a little more territory. For a long time it was like we'd 
be in Amsterdam and when the interviews would start, I'd go for a bike ride. 
Who wants to sit in a hotel room and talk to a journalist when you could be 
out exploring? I was completely happy not to do the interviews. I didn't want 
people picking at my brain. But I've realized the value of interviews. I want 
people to know we have a great record out and I want people to hear it. 
What was it like when you first started? 
I remember going down to the bathroom at CBGB's to change my clothing 
for a show — if you can imagine using that bathroom at CB's as a place 
where you would change your clothing. It reeked of vomit. I was washing 
my face, brushing my teeth and this woman walked in with spiky hair, 
leather and everything, looks me up and down and says, "You're not in 
Kansas anymore, are you?" I almost started crying. I couldn't believe this 
woman came in and accused me of being some kind of Dorothy.

David Bowie, "Black Tie, White 
Noise" (Savage): On his first solo al-
bum in six years, the man who first fell 
to earth back in 1970 is reunited with 
his "Let's Dance" producer and col-
laborator Nile Rodgers. Though there's 
plenty of Rodgers-induced rhythmic 
punch, this elpee harkens back to 

Bowie's more experimental ventures on "Station To Station" 
and "Scary Monsters." With some surprising cover versions 
and special guest appearances, "Black Tie" looms as an impor-
tant and captivating work by a legendary figure. 

Sugar, "Beaster" (Rykodisc): PoMo's 
reigning guitar hero returns on this 
short-form disc to the power trio format 
that served him so well with the 
groundbreaking Husker Du. In place of 
the entrancing self-indulgence of 
Mould's solo efforts, Sugar's second 
release (recorded at the same time as the 
debut) reveals a band of three individuals sharing a very similar 
musical vision, markedly darker and heavier than the previous 
LP. Mould's passionate dementia permeates every track, lend-
ing creedence to the oft-dissed "Sugar Shock" defense. 

Eleventh Dream Day, "El Moodio" (At-
lantic): Amorphous, primitive, vi-
sionary, goofy. All these terms have at 
one time or another been applied to this 
conceptual chimera called Eleventh 
Dream Day. The Chicago foursome 
delivers another heaping helping of the 

  consistantly clever lyrics, crashing 
guitars and unfettered approach that have made them such a 
revered PoMo staple on this aptly-titled new LP. Unplug the 
phone and check out "Honeyslide" for a guaranteed eight 
minutes of uninterrupted distorted bliss. 

700 Miles, "Seven Hundred" (RCA): 
From the first mournful strains of "Mes-
sages" John Carlin's rasping voice lets 
you know that this New York power trio 
is far from ordinary. The album, which 
follows their single on Kokopop, is full

Ï ?'"rD•rp , since Masters Of Reality released their 
stunning debut album, the tenor of the music biz has shifted. Now, 
ruling the nation's venues are youthful, angst-y. saggy-shorts-wear-
ing grungesters with calculatedly uncalculated demeanors. 

[_1.1,f,erefiril o I 
Master Of Reality's 
EMI debut, has little to 
do with that — except 
for a way-back nod to 
Black Sabbath, per-
haps. 1993 finds the 
Masters line-up has 
shifted, and while it's 
still led by the indomit-
able presence and 
sweet, mysterious and 
powerful vocals of 
Chris Goss (who's now 
also the sole guitarist) 
and longtime bassist 
Googe, they've been 
joined by ex-Cream PJ 
and Blind Faith drummer Ginger Baker. 

"There's not many people around who are perfectly in tune with 
each other," explains Baker. "It's something I found with Chris. 
and I've had with Eric [Clapton], Jack [Bruce] and Stevie Win-
wood." That's pretty high praise. So they're not long-haired pin-up 
hunks. Masters Of Reality create their own '60s-influenced '90s 
version of heavy mental. They're a David Lynch movie come to life, 
packed with clarity, beauty, surreal humor and eclectic asides. At 
a Sunset Boulevard coffee house, with the Pretenders blaring in 
the background, Chris Goss settles down with coffee and a ciga-
rette to discuss the Masters master plan with HITS' own mental 
expert, the woman whose boyfriend answers to Equus, Katherine 

"The Great" Turman. 

CÎ/ 
Why has it taken so long to get "Sunrise on the Sufferbus" out? 
It's a long answer. We cut 28 tracks. Some of the songs are five, ten 
years old. Some songs take five minutes; some songs take five years. 
To get ready for this record, I went through catalogs of tapes I had, 
and a lot of the ideas came really spontaneously with the band. I also 
began to write differently, simpler. 
What's it like to work with a legend like Ginger Baker? 
I've been so happy with the turn the music took dynamically, that we 
don't have a gorilla playing the drums anymore. As a singer and 
songwriter, I feel like there's someone behind the drums who's listen-
ing to my voice and plays accordingly. When Ginger joined, a lot of 
people kind of stood there like idiots and said, "Whoa, how are they 
going to do 'Domino'?" Who cares? Fuck what people say. We're a 
band... wherever it goes is wherever we want to go with it. I'm glad 
people got irritated by that, and at the end, are pleased by it. 
Hopefully. 
Why didn't you replace [guitarist] Daniel Ray when he left? 
We didn't want another guitarist. A trio tells you what to do. The truth 
rears its head after a while. It's evident who's grooving and who isn't. 
You relocated from the East to the West Coast. Did that have a big bearing 
on your musical mindset? 
L.A. helps the music, because there's so much bullshit going down 
around you every minute that it has to stand up to a lot. I just got 
done working with [producing] this band from Kentucky called Black 
Cat Bone, which I thought was going to be mellow because they're 

from Kentucky. They were nervous about coming out here 
to record... I mean, Lexington's like a giant Mayberry. 
When you record in L.A., driving home from the studio, 
listening to the cassette, it has to be loud. It has to stand up 
to the sirens, the gunshots. It's a challenge, but I'm getting 
out of here as soon as I can. 
You've always got such great, strange titles — where did the 
album's name come from? 
From a dreadful tour. "Sunrise on the Sufferbus" is meant 
to be taken literally. We toured by ourselves in September 
'90 when Ginger first joined. It had a real ethereal vibe to it. 
You know those Popeye cartoons where a ship is going 
around in circles and keeps looping around with a little dot-
ted line behind it? That's what the routing of our tour was 
like. Very strange. We smoked a lot of pot, me and Ginger. 
Many of the songs, like "Ants in the Kitchen" and "J.B. Witchdance," 
are strange little vignettes. Do you get inspiration from literature? 
The kind of books 1 like have crowded pages, and the next 
page doesn't have much at all. When I was a teenager, 
Kurt Vonnegut books were starting to happen, and I had a 
copy of "Slaughterhouse Five" hanging around. His writ-

ing was arranged in this wide open kind of way. One page was a reg-
ular book kind of narrative, and you'd turn the page and there'd be a 
word and a little drawing. I like that kind of format. Lyrics that can 
be full, then empty. Take it wherever you want it to go. 
Do you mind being compared to so-called "classic rock" bands of the '60s and '70s? 
Obviously, that's where a lot of that ground was broken. We get 
Sabbath comparisons because of our name. They were four working-
class guys from Birmingham who weren't art school types. They hap-
pened to stumble on a really powerful sound. If there's anything to be 
learned, it's that sometimes naivete and simplicity, even crossing into 
stupidity, has a lot to do with what the world does. You can be very 
carefully planned or not, and sometimes the outcome is the same. 
Now that you've got your own label [Pacific Recordings], where do your priorities lie? 
Masters is my first priority. If someone asked what I did for a living, 
I'd say, "songwriter." What attracts me to being involved in other 
people's music is that I'd like to see it get a fair shot. Instead of 
putting my money into buying a two-family rental in Orange County, 
I'd rather put out a decent record for someone. If more people did 
that — if they used their accountant for accounting and their lawyer 
for legal and their drummer for drumming and their singer for singing 
— they'd be much better off. III

"We will be con-
solidating some of the corporate 
functions to Dallas by the end of 
the summer," said Gerald W.B. 
Weber, the org's Sr. VP Ops. 
Weber also confirmed that all of 
the Music Plus and Sound 
Warehouse stores will be sport-
ing the new moniker of Block-
blister Musk. "Customers feel 
comfortable with the name.

"Alpha- is a re-usable 
"lock box" that, although bulky,1 
keeps re-fixturing to a minimum 
and many believe selves as a bet-
ter theft deterrent A year later, 
the clear winner seems to be Al-
pha. With an account base that 
reads like a Who's Who of retail,' 
they have established themselves 
as the company to catch, with 
clients such as racks Handlernan 
and Western Merch. (that coy 
Walmart and K-Mart) and 
retailers including Musicland,, 
Transworld, Camelot and Su 
perclub. "Right after the deci-
sion came down [to go to the 
jewelbox], our staff got into 
gear." said Alpha's Larry Mun-, 
dort, and the work has ap-
parently paid off. "We are still; 
getting some 150-200 calls 
week from independent stores. 
Is the EAS anti-theft tagging 
going to effect sales? "There 
still a lot of issues that need to be 
resolved before that's going to be 
put into operation, [like the cost 
and who's going to pay for it]. 
But ultimately, we don't see that 
as a threat.
