f you were unclear about what ownership deregulation

was all about, last week’s gigantic announcement of the

Westinghouse/CBS buyout of the massive Infinity

group should spell it out clearly. In a word: DOMINA-
TION. This newly minted Goliath now controls from 30% to a
staggering 47% of radio revenue in America’s top 10 markets! If
that’s not big enough for you, how about 1 BILLION dollars in
revenue for a single company in an industry with 13 billion dol-
lars of business! It's not Microsoft-level dominance, but the
landscape of the radio business has been radically altered in one
fell swoop. I've been in this business a long time, and with a gun
to my head, [ couldn’t tell you who owns most of the major sta-
tions anymore. That may not be a problem soon — only three
or four owners should be pretty easy to keep track of. Our busi-
ness is not run by “broadcasters” anymore, it’s run by gigantic
corporate structures. Can General Foods, Kraft and Phillip
Morris be far behind?

[ congratulate Infinity czar and soon-to-be CBS Radio CEO
Mel Karmazin on his huge success and a fabulous run in build-
ing his Infinity chain. But it’s exactly that entrepreneurial spirit
and vision that [ fear may soon be a thing of the past. This is
not the last billion-dollar deal we’ll see. Don'’t bet on Disney
and other cash-rich/media hungry empires staying out of this
game. Over half of the radio General Managers from just two
years ago are not GMs today. The programming ranks have
dwindled as well. We can only hope that the new radio giants
will stay out of the small and medium markets so we can have
somewhere to develop broadcasters again. Wonderers are won-
dering how long the lawmakers are going to let this course con-
tinue. Whisperers are whispering that some of those lawmakers
are already scratching their heads and wondering just what the
hell they've done.

A POWERHOUSE LINEUP

The proposed acquisition of Inifinity Broadcasting by the Westing-
house Electric Company would create the nation’s largest group of
radio stations by far under the same ownership, with 83 stations in
a variety of formats. Almost all are in major markets; in Chicago and
Dallas, the group would exceed the current legal limit of eight co-
owned stations and presumably would sell or swap a few stations.

® It does not advocate any effort to censor, punish or publicize
the actions of any drug user.

hat said, NARAS President Michael Greene,
the subject of a barrage of criticism over his
“perceived” Musicares plan, told a June 20th
gathering of 350 industry professionals that
preaching about a drug-free America was someone else’s
job; Musicares was about helping junkies get straight.
Here’s the program:
® Musicares establishes “1-800-Musicares” for any musician
or music industry professional. All calls are answered by an
experienced social worker and are completely confidential.
The number is currently operational.
® Musicares cases are reviewed and treatment options/recov-
ery programs recommended by an Intervention Committee
headed by rehabilitation specialists Bob Timmons, Dr.
Nancy Sobel and Buddy Arnold, head of the Musicians As-
sistance Program, an existing drug treatment program which
recently joined forces with Greene and Musicares.
¢ Financial assistance will be provided by Musicares for
industry professionals unable to afford treatment.

he June 20th gathering was the second major
one about the drug plan. An emotional Decem-
ber 1995 meeting featured candid statements
from musicians, managers and executives and
set Greene into over-
drive to establish an
executive committee
and get the program off
the ground.

Besides Greene,
the Musicares princi-
pals are Timmons,
Sobel and Arnold,
Aerosmith Manager
Tim Collins, Blind
Melon manager Chris
Jones (both of whom
provided some of the
more emotional mo-
ments at the Decem-

; 9 ber meeting) and

doesn’t — so he did. wart. Each appear to

be taking active roles in the program.

Among the others addressing the June 20th meeting
and serving on Musicares committees: attorneys John
Branca, Jay Cooper and Eric Greenspan, promoter
Alex Hodges and musician Dallas Taylor.

Greene announced that the record label committee
consisted of Giant’s Irving Azoff, MCA’s Jay Boberg,
Capitol’s Gary Gersh and Virgin’s Phil Quartararo, a
statement which was covered heavily in the next day’s
Los Angeles Times. Greene also announced that all
were out of town and
unable to attend.

The only record
company President in
attendance was Ruth-
less President Ernie
Singleton, who grilled
the intervention com-
mittee over ways to
deal with artists, par-
ticularly Urban artists,
who have drug prob-
lems but do not seek
treatment.

While Greene’s
NARAS has been no
stranger to industry
sniping, he’s been tag-
ged hard for his Musi-
cares efforts. A June 8
Los Angeles Times arti-
cle claimed that some record company executives and man-
agers were questioning Greene’s motives, even suggesting he
was “grandstanding.”

That day, Greene fired off an angry industry-wide
letter saying he was “bemused by how incredibly and
pitifully predictable our industry has become,” citing
past NARAS efforts which also ran into immediate
industry “vilification.”

While the drug program’s unveiling seems to have
gained industry support and quelled said vilification for
the moment, some press coverage is still packing a sexi-
er spin. The ABC Radio Network’s “Rockwire” wrote
that Greene (spelled “Grene”) was suggesting that
record companies “refuse to support albums or tours by
musicians who use drugs.” Incensed at Greene’s alleged
suggestion, the report concluded, “We can’t help think-
ing that would make for some very empty record stores
and arenas.”

Fugees were just about
to hit the top of the
album and single charts,
a lofty perch they have
yet to relinguish.

Of course, the New
York-born-and-raised
Sonenberg, whose great
uncle Benjamin was
dubbed by Who's-Who the
founder of modern-day
public relations and
father was a public
relations executive for
Warner Brothers
Pictures, is no stranger
to star-making. As a
graduate of Harvard Law
School, he took his
first job as an
entertainment lawyer
with a theatrical firm
which handled the likes
of Elizabeth Taylor,
Richard Burton and
Lawrence Olivier. His
Job was to help cast
members in the various
road companies of the
show “Hair” who were
busted for smoking pot.

In 1976, he
established his own law
firm and began DAS
Communications, a full-
service management
company. His first
clients were Southside
Johnny and a young off-
Broadway performer named
Marvin Aday, who went by
the stage name Meat
Loaf. “Bat Out of Hell,™
his first management
project, went on to sell
%3 million albums around
the world, and Sonenberg
was off to the races.
Aside from Meat Loaf,
his clients have
included “Bat Out Of
Hell” songwriter Jim

Were you disappointed
Joan Oshorne didn’t take
home a single Grammy?
You can’t help but be
disappointed. At the same
time, I think going oh for
five will, in the long run, be
good for Joan. She won’t be
exposed to the kind of
backlash one tends to get
from sweeping awards early
in a career. And it’ll force
her to re-double her efforts

and give her a second wind rather than allowing
her to rest on Grammy laurels. She has to go out
now and prove something.

I think the visibility of the nomination and the
performance on the show can be just as
important as the win itself.

In terms of sales, winning seems to be an
endorsement of excellence, so people rush out to
buy the winner. I think you have to pay more
attention and be a bit more motivated to go out
and buy the losing entry.

In terms of public consciousness, though, this
whole experience has brought Joan really to the
forefront. Hopefully, people will check her out.
Particularly live. She’s the real deal.

Has she grown as a performer since making the
record?

To be honest, she was full-grown from the day she
was born. I hesitate to say she’s getting better
because she was so damn good to begin with.

You came out of a theatrical/legal background,
representing Broadway and off-Broadway shows
such as “Hair,” “Godspell” and “Cabaret.”

I started out as an actor and director in the theater.
I went to Harvard law school because they were
giving draft deferment to lawyers, doctors and
engineers. Harvard Law School seemed like a safer
place than Vietnam.

When I graduated from law school, I took a job
as an entertainment lawyer at a very straight
theatrical firm which didn’t handle too much
contemporary music. They represented the likes of
Elizabeth Taylor, Richard Burton, John Gielgud
and Lawrence Olivier and almost half of the shows
on and off-Broadway.

Didn't you discover Marvin Aday (Meat Loaf) in
the New York theater?
I used to do a lot of work for Joe Papp’s

HITS July 1, 1996

Shakespeare Festival and Meat Loaf was
wheeled out at 11 o’clock each night to perform
the title song in a show Jim Steinman wrote
called “More Than You Deserve.” He tore the
place apart and blew my socks off. He needed a
lawyer and when Robert Stigwood offered him
a record contract, | made the deal for him. And
then a year or two later, he was in “The Rocky
Horror Picture Show.”

So what prompted you to become his manager?
When Meat Loaf sang Steinman’s material,
something special happened. That’s what motivated
me to become a manager. I was a lawyer in a very
straight firm geiting calls from people like Meat
Loaf, Southside Johnny and Miami Steve. Their
names being announced over the office
loudspeaker: “Meat Loaf on line 1”... it wasn’t
quite what the firm was looking for. What
motivated me to get into management was the
magic of Steinman and Meat Loaf.

We originally tried to do “Bat Out Of Hell” as a
theatre piece, called “Neverland.” We did a
showcase at the Kennedy Center and it was
awesome. But it was going to cost something like
$7 million and no one wanted to take a shot on a
rock & roll production at this point in time.

I had some credibility in the music area, so I
suggested we do a rock & roll record. I called Todd
Rundgren and he agreed to produce the record
and we ended up selling 33 million copies.

And that’s when Cleveland International’s Steve
Popovich got involved?

Actually, Meat Loaf was first signed to RCA. But
RCA was not into Todd or Steinman, so we left
RCA and did the record for Bearsville, Albert
Grossman’s label. Todd was signed there, so we did
the album on spec and gave Bearsville a right of
first refusal. Unfortunately, Albert Grossman

thought Meat was too fat. He didn’t want to be
associated with a fat artist named Meat Loaf.

We then took the finished record to Warners,
Bearsville’s parent company. We did a live
audition for Lenny Waronker. When he said the
audition had “lots of energy,” I knew we weren’t
getting a big royalty. Let’s face it, everybody
passed on this one.

About a year after we finished the record, I got a
call from Steve Popovich, who had left Epic to
form Cleveland International with his principal act
being Southside Johnny. He said to me, “I need a
big act. You've got to find me a big act.” So I said,
“I've got just what you're looking for,” and took
out my Meat Loaf record. And he fell in love with
the guitar riff to “Took the Words Right Out Of
My Mouth.” Just goes to show you, there’s so
much on that record to love and that’s what
hooked him. I'm thinking it’s the lyrics, the voice,
the story, beauty and the beast, the emotion... and
a guitar riff gets him,

Isn’t Meat Loaf suing Cleveland International
for back royalties now?

It's a very convoluted situation. Everybody’s suing
everybody now. Cleveland’s suing Sony. Meat
Loaf’s suing Cleveland.

What's your interest in this case, seeing you no
longer represent Meat Loaf?

I still manage Steinman, the man behind the
legend.

What's Jim Steinman up to recently?

He’s now parters with Andrew Lloyd Webber in a
musical, “Whistle Down The Wind,” which Hal
Prince will direct on Broadway in January. He’s
also writing the music for a Roman Polanski
project to be staged in Vienna based on his
movie, “The Fearless Vampire Killers,” which
starred Sharon Tate. Polanski will direct the
musical next year.

What ahout the idea of bringing “Bat Out of
Hell” to the stage in the wake of musicals like
“Tommy''?

You got the money? We’re ready to do it.
Seriously, Jim has written a film script, “Bat Out of
Hell 2100,” a futuristic cross between “Clockwork
Orange” and “West Side Story.” It’s really
extraordinary, back to what “Neverland” was all
about when we first developed the piece for the
Kennedy Center in ‘76. Steinman is a conceptual
genius who is looking for the right vehicle to
express himself. Hopefully, he can bring musical
theater back to the kids and vice versa. It’s
practically a lost art now. But Steinman has an
Orson Welles mentality trapped in the emotional
sensibility of a 17-year-old. Hopefully, he can
appeal to a wide, pan-generational audience.
Which is what it will take to put on a successful
Broadway show which can attract young people
and not alienate the current blue-haired crowd.
Ideally, “Bat” should be both a Broadway musical
and a feature film opening simultaneously.
Wouldn’t that make for a happy ending? Jim’s
mother would be so proud.

You've heen very successful in the past with the
Spin Doctors. Can you recover from what many
view as a downslide to their popularity?

The Spin Doctors are genuinely talented
musicians. They’re great songwriters and they put
on a hot show live. They’ve made a record that
doesn’t sound like they have their tails between
their legs. It sounds like the Spin Doctors on

steroids. It’s called “You Gotta Believe In
Something” and 1 believe in the Spin Doctors.
Hey, remember how unhot John Travolta was?
Well, these guys will be around for a long time...
bet on it!
You’re huilding a strong urban presence, too,
even though the Fugees have exploded into the
mainstream.
I love R&B. My interest is not so much in any
genre of music as it is in the expression of the artist.
The Fugees, for instance... I’ve never seen
anything like these guys, and girl. They’re
tremendously talented and while this is a
legitimate hip-hop act which has built a real
core audience of fans, it is much more than
that. The Fugees have a spirituality to them, a
grace under pressure. Live, they just bowl you
over with their musicality, their rhythms, their
grace and ingenuity. I see them doing hip-hop,
R&B, pop, reggae, rock, in a way that is
genuine and real. And that could lead to
something very big and very special indeed.
Since the death of Bob Marley, no one has
stepped up to inherit the throne. Ready or not,
here come the Fugees. They’re very cool. I
mean dope. Very dope.
Diana King is a dancehall artist you're trying to
cross over into the mainstream.
I've always loved reggae music. I've never understood
why it’s not a morc meaningful staple in America.
The last few years the reggae flavor has hit the hip-
hop market big-time. Diana’s a wonderful live
performer and made a great first record, which sold
almost two million copies worldwide. I think she has
even bigger records in her.
You're also working with Spacehog.
I'm like a high school girl for this band. They’re
originally four guys from Leeds, now they’re native
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Noo Yawkers. I saw them shortly after they
started playing together and they blew my mind.
These guys have the kind of songcraft and an
aroma about them that is awesome. They have
true charisma, they’re very smart, very genuine
and very talented... 'They’re also a lot of fun. 1
look for them to be one of the biggest bands of
all-time.

You've signed a label deal with Mercury for
your own DAS imprint.

I just produced a film, “When We Were Kings,”
which won a Grand Jury award at Sundance. It’s a
documentary on the 1974 Muhammad Ali-George
Foreman “Rumble In The Jungle” in Zaire. It will
be released theatrically later this year and I'm

putting out the soundtrack on the DAS label. It
includes great live performances by James Brown,
B.B. King, the Spinners, the Pointer Sisters and
Miriam Makeba, all of whom appeared live in
Zaire for a three-day music festival before the Ali-
Foreman fight. We’re doing two original songs.
The first single will be a rap track featuring the
Fugees intercut with footage of Ali doing his thing,
After all, Ali was the original rapper, don’t you
think? And then we’ll follow that up with the title
track, “When We Were Kings,” which is a
magnificent ballad featuring the Harlem Boys
Choir and a few superstar surprises. Hey, maybe
we’ll get an Oscar nomination or two.

What’s your personal life like?

I’'m married to Shelley Sonenberg, who sings
her ass off and is great live. (Just kidding). We
have two little girls, Elizabeth and Jenny. I'm a
happy man.

Any other projects on the horizon?

I’'m very excited about having entered into an
agreement with the estate of John Lennon to
produce the John Lennon Songwriting Contest
and the John Lennon Music Awards, which
hopefully will present an opportunity for writers to
get their songs heard. The Berklee School of
Music will judge the preliminary entries and then
a blue-ribbon panel of industry veterans will make
the final decisions. We'll have an annual television
special where we’ll announce the winners and give
out Lennon Awards in various musical categories.
It’s our chance to give something back to people.
We’re hoping to establish the John Lennon
Institute at the Berklee School of Music.

I'm also producing a new film, “The Harder They
Fall,” starring Jimmy CIff and the Fugees. This
should be released theatrically by the Fall of ‘97.

And Keith Thomas and I are launching a new
label whose purpose is to sign established Christian
artists whom Keith and 1 believe have the
potential to cross over into the secular mar-
ketplace. Keith wrote and produced over 20 #I
songs on the Christian charts while he was a staffer
at Word Records. Don’t let my moniker fool you;
I'm a good Christian at heart.

Are you still a frustrated performer?
I’'m way beyond that now. I’'m content with
what I am. ¢

TIME TO GET FUNKY WITH DUNCAN SHEIK BY DOMINIC GRIFFIN

Talented singer/songwriter Duncan Sheik is the
first signing by Atlantic Sr. VP/GM Ron Shapiro
and it’s not hard to see why. Sheik’s mood music
exhibits a sparse and introspective quality that’s
far different than anything out there. Although
most of Sheik’s songs start out quietly with
acoustic guitar, he deftly introduces strings and a
variety of organic instruments as his music gushes
out of your speakers like a quiet but thunderous
waterfall on his self-titled album bow.

The soft-spoken Sheik was born in New Jersey

and moved to South Carolina before heading off to
prep school and college at Andover and Brown. Jeez,
with an education like that, you’d think the 26-
year-old would have avoided the music business.
After scoring a publishing deal with BMG, his tape
was passed on to Atlantic’s Shapiro, who.signed him
after an intimate evening showcase in Duncan’s liv-
ing room. The young man’s career was in full
effect... until he spoke to HITS’ own version of an
Irish wake, “The Unreal World of” Dominic Griffin.

How much fun did the kids at school make of you with that name?

Well, I got the Dunkin’ Donuts and Duncan Heinz thing, but there
weren’t Sheik condoms yet, so [ was spared most of the really bad
stuff.

You were signed by Ron Shapiro. Did you know who he was?

Well, it’s interesting. The first time [ walked into the office at
Atlantic, I met Ron and Tom Carolan, who is Stone Temple Pilots’
A&R man. At that moment, I thought it was Tom who was inter-
ested, so [ was really focusing on him and not paying too much
attention to Ron. But in the end, it was Ron who was into it and
Tim Sommer who ultimately wanted to A&R the project.

How did you get into the office in the first place?

[ had a publishing deal, the tape was played for Ron and then he
became GM of Atlantic on the west coast. [ signed about a year
ago after six months of negotiations. A little bit before Christmas,
[ played a show in my living room for Ron Shapiro, Val Azzoli,
Tim Sommer and Tom Carolan. It was very strange to see the four
of them on my couch. Acoustic guitar only. At that point, Ron had
become a big fan, so he dragged along Val, Tom and Tim. That
was the night when Tim Sommer finally got it, too.

Was there much in-between song banter?

No, that’s not really my strong point. I find it almost impossible to
do. It’s not that [ want to be aloof or anything; I just don’t know
what to say. But that night in particular, for some reason, the situ-
ation was so absurd and so high pressure, it worked. They were
drinking wine and we just lit candles all over the room.

You recorded the record in a French chateau?

Rupert Hines produced the record. It’s his house. That was Tim’s
contribution. He had a relationship with Rupert. It’s not someone
I initially would have thought was the right person, but it turned
out for the best.

Your record is very sparse and he’s famous for layering.

That was part of the challenge for him. Rupert is changing, too,
and he wanted to do different things and I think he enjoyed the
process of taking a step back and working with an artist who
could guide the process from above, so to speak.

What was your last day job?

Working for Goodman Music as a salesman. I was horrible. |
would put on a pair of headphones, go in a corner to sequence
stuff and completely try not to pay attention to anyone who came
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in through the door. I think, subconsciously, I was just trying to
get myself fired. And I did accomplish that. The manager of the
store would get so furious at me, he would scream, “Don’t
sequence!” at the top of his lungs.

Have you been back to the store?

I have and I've actually bought things there and the manager just
kinda ignores me.

Would you classify your record as music to get laid by?

It’s funny that you should say that. | would be thrilled if that’s
what people got from my record since a lot of the stuff was
inspired by that kind of longing....

When was the last time you were drunk?

At the NARM convention two or three days ago. That's where the
record company brings you down and you shake hands with all
of the retail people who buy your records. It’s a little odd because
you’re meeting all these people and you have no idea who they
are. You're never going to see them again, but you're taking pic-
tures with them. It was at the Russian Embassy in Washington DC.
They had these huge tables full of every imaginable type of
Stolichnaya, so we were just getting drunk.

What would you do if you become a billionaire?

I won’t lie and say | wouldn’t live a very nice lifestyle. If you want
me to sound altruistic, I'm a Buddhist and I probably would try to
be more financially involved.

Are you looking forward to the Sex Pistols reunion?

Let me tell you one of my pieces of dirty laundry. In the ’70s, I lis-
tened mostly to heavy metal, starting with Kiss. Then I went to
music camp in ’82 and '83 and there were all these “musos” there
and they got me into “prog rock” and from that point on, I lis-
tened to all the stuff that the punks hated, like ELP, Yes and
Genesis. [ missed the Sex Pistols. I missed disco, too, along with
most of those things that were the culturally relevant music of the
day. And then after that, I stayed with English music like the
Smiths and New Order.¢

THE SEA BIRDS SOAR ABOVE DAVE MATTHEWS AS IF IN SYMBOLIC TOAST TO AN ARTIST WHOSE OWN STAR
continues its climb. On a ferry off Vancouver, British Columbia, Matthews seems invigorated, and not necessarily because he has received the
news that his new album, “Crash” (RCA), has just debuted in the Top Five in the nation.

“It’s really beautiful,” he says as he looks out across the water and talks of the last two days wrapped in the arms of Mother Nature,
Canadian-style. “I saw my first bald eagles. Actually it was my first gold eagle. I saw my second bald. It’s the closest I've ever been.”

As the conversation segues to music and once again answering the call of the road, the Virginia-by-way-of-South Africa resident’s enthusiasm
remains unabated. “It’s awesome. I'm psyched. I had been off the road for three months and couldn’t deal with it. I had to go out again in
February [for some informal, unscheduled performances] just to play.”

The ferry’s PA system interrupts with an announcement, but Matthew’s message is not lost. This is a musician who draws his artistic life force
from playing and playing and playing some more in the comfortable circle of a band that he speaks of as if they were family.

The Dave Matthews Band makes musical magic together with a blend of funk-rock-jazz and more that can be happily unclassifiable. In fact,
singer/songwriter/guitarist Matthews says he considers it a huge compliment if people don’t know what to call it. He’s joined by Boyd Tinsley on
Cajun violin, LeRoi Moore on saxophone, bassist Stefan Lessard and drummer Carter Beauford. Together, they have been one of the major
musical stories of the past two years. The group’s last album, ‘94’s “Under The Table And Dreaming,” went triple platinum and was hailed as
one of the most ambitious releases of 1994. Its first single, “What Would You Say,” brought two Grammy nominations.

That success story seems to be resuming right where it left off, despite HITS dispatching its own Mr. Mxylptyk, the man whose mere presence
casts a cloud over the Pittsburgh area like an ill wind, “Tyranno- Sores R Us” Rex Rutkowski.

You never seem to tire of the road.
That’s our whole source of inspira-
tion... playing together. I can’t
imagine playing with anyone else.
I feel so honored to play with
these guys. I don’t know if I
would ever find a situation like
this ever again.

Is there more pressure on you this
time because the expectations might
be higher? You're not sneaking up on
anyone and surprising them this time.
I have always felt obligated to put
on the strongest show I can. The
shows change. All we can do is
continue to play. We try to ignore
the pressures that come from the
industry side of things, if there are
any. We try to concentrate on
playing the best we can and in as
many places as we can to get in
front of our audience. If I felt any
debt to any group, it wouldn’t be
RCA, it wouldn’t be MTV, it
wouldn’t be the media. It would
be to the fans, the people who
have taken the time to listen to us.
The success has surprised the hell
out of us. None of us expected this
to happen.
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What about the pressure of making
the new album?

I had heard from people about a
sophomore album being a notori-
ous challenge. Once we got in the
studio, we did concentrate on
making a different album from the
last one. We didn’t want to imitate
methods we used or try to sound
the same way. Having that inten-
tion was liberating in the sense we
were in the shadows of the last
album. But I really think this
album is better... maybe not better,
but a more accurate description of
the band.

What has Steve Lillywhite brought to
the band in producing the last two
albums?

For the first album, he brought a
confidence we couldn’t have had if
he wasn’t there. We hadn’t done a
studio album before. He also
brings a wisdom. He’s got a very
clear mind, even when he doesn’t
have something in mind about
what he wants to do. He’s always
reminding us of the importance of
having fun. He was always, it
seems, in some sort of celebratory

mood, although he did get a little
panicky toward the end. [Laughs].
What did you hope to achieve with
“Crash”?

I wanted to feel like we did the
best we could. We didn’t really
have that many goals. If anything,
it was to not let the success of the last
album affect this record. We wanted
to get away from imitating and
repeating ourselves. We tried to do
something that would stand on its
own and have fun making it.

It seems that element of fun is

a priority.

It really is all about that for me. If
it’s not going to be fun, I might as
well tend bar. That’s just as good.
I had fun doing that.

You've spoken about the importance
of all the band members playing
together in a circle in recording the
basic tracks of “Crash,” to represent
the spirit of how you play on stage.
That’s more in relation to what we
did when we first started out, and
how we would get things done.
We could critique each other at
the same time. For “Under The
Table...,” we were all in separate

rooms, like a lot of recordings are
done. This time, we were all in the
same room together. It wasn’t so
polarized as the last time. There
was a spontaneous input like we
had when we were starting out.
That’s one of the reasons we came
across in such a live way.

How important are your lyrics?

Very important. I think I have a
long way to go with them, and I'll
Jjust keep trying. I certainly don’t
think I’'ve done the best I can do. I
don’t feel bad about any of them.
If I feel really good about the
words, they stay. At least they
change or grow. It’s much more
what everything ends up as. It’s
either about friendship, love, frus-
trations, fears... whatever the inspi-
ration at the time.

Do you feel you have grown as

an artist?

I have to get better. I've been
playing with these guys another
year-and-a-half since the last
album. My voice has gotten older.
But there’s still a long way to go. I
hope I never think I'm at the fin-
ish line. ¢
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J.R. Richards’ first concert-going experience was A Flock Of Seagulls, the Fixx and Berlin, leading the
Dishwalla vocalist/keyboardist to proudly admit, “I guess I’ve always been a sort of new wave kid.”

Deep Dishwalla

Sure, Richards has played piano since he could walk, digs KMFDM and New Order and has played key- |
boards in every band he’s been in, but Dishwalla’s wash of keyboards is surrounded by edgy, dark, rootsy, gui-
tar-driven pop-rock that has earned the band tours with the likes of Sheryl Crow, Better Than Ezra and the Gin

Blossoms.

The Santa Barbara-bred lineup is eclectic — covering “It's Gonna Take Some Time, This Time” on the
Carpenters tribute album, allegedly taking their own album title from a dream, and naming the band after a
“pack of entrepreneurial nomads in a remote village of India” who buy sateliite dishes and wire their neighbors

for pirated cable.

Musically, however, they’re a bit more straightforward, and are currently enjoying radio raves with the
evocative track “Counting Blue Cars,” led by Richards’ mellifluous, strong voice and punctuated with intriguing
lyrics. Richards took some time out from soundchecking in some sweat-drenched Austin dive to check in with

HITS’ own dish, Katherine Turman “Left and Cough.”

Is “Counting Blue Cars” the first sin-
gle from “Pet Your Friends™?

Well, we’ve done two videos for
this album, but we decided to wait
on releasing “Haze.” A&M is real-
ly good about finding the right
time and space to do things. They
decided to wait and try a different
song in hopes that radio would
Jjump on it. Now, this song is
working out really well. There’s so
much timing involved.

Why do you think that is?

I just think that the climate has
changed and it’s worked out now
where you have more bands like
Radiohead and Oasis and so forth.
It’s a little more melodic, and I
think we tend to fit more into that.
Have there been any negative reac-
tions to the female God reference in
“Counting Blue Cars™?

In the States, I've had a few peo-
ple, maybe once or twice, come
up to me after a show and it’s not
so much that they’re, like, angry at
me, it’s almost like they think...
They probably feel that I've
missed something. And they’re
going to set me straight. Which is
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kinda funny; the whole point of
the song is that I'm making deci-
sions on my own, not being affect-
ed by what’s pre-written or pre-
determined. So they just kinda
missed the whole point. But, yeah,
it’s like they’re maybe trying to
save me or something.
Have people thought you were a reli-
gious band?
Oh yeah. I mean, you get inter-
preted in so many different ways.
A lot of people get a whole new
meaning out of it on their own,
and... I don’t know. Some of that
I encourage, and at the same time,
too, I like to let people know
where I'm coming from and hope-
fully they can relate to that.
1 noticed you’ve had a lot of positive
reviews for your tyrics.
Really? My favorite lyricists
would have to be Bob Dylan,
Simon and Garfunkel and Peter
Gabriel. I think Bono’s fantastic,
too. I even like Martin Gore and
stuff like that, you know, that’s
kinda cool.

I kind of wanted to leave a lot
of the lyrics open to interpretation.

I feel really weird about having
themn there to be read and seen. I
don’t really consider myself an in-
tense poet or anything. I feel funny
putting stuff down on a piece of
paper. I just don’t really feel like I
earned that. When it’s mixed into
the music, I feel like it balances out
OK, but when it’s just on its own,
I feel funny about it.

T’ve always listened to lyrics
and never really read the stuff off
the album. I would just try to
interpret them on my own. And
sometimes, that’s really cool... kids
can put a lot of meaning into the
song, or maybe even more,
because they’re interpreting it on
their own.

Are you able to write on the road?

It’s really hard. We’re not used to
it. We're used to being in one
room and just staring at each
other, but especially for me, I need
to have my own space, which is
difficult, but despite that, we’ve
been doing OK. We’ve been com-
ing up with a lot of basic ideas
and a lot of cool-sounding stuff,
but not until we get home will we
be able to solidify anything. I think
much of the next album is gonna
have a lot of experiences from
being on the road... dealing with
the loneliness factor especially.
What’s been your biggest realization
about touring?

Instead of just being able to play
and hardly worry about stuff, now
there’s a lot of responsibility, espe-
cially when you begin doing well
or start getting some notoriety.
Have you been hearing your single
more and more often on the radio?

I hear it all over the place. The
weirdest thing, though, is to hear it
stuck in between, like, an Ozzy or
Sepultura cut! It’s just a trip to
check that out! And, you know, it’s
cool. [Laughs] I guess we rock!4p
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Is this a concept album?

I'd say so. We’re bringing it in like
that. A lot of the songs are about us.
Fishbone probably shouldn’t be
here. It’s amazing that we still exist,
considering all the odds we’ve gone
up against. We’re taking Chim
Chim into the archetype zone. The
revenge part is when we went in to
write these songs. It was a totally
different feeling within the band,
and we went in to write the most
kick-ass, knock-down shit we could,
without any regard for the industry.
We went in thinking, “F**k the
industry, we’re going to write these
songs.” And Rowdy Records was
definitely down with the program.
We would’ve put out the record by
ourselves, but Dallas gave us the full
green light and said “party.”

There seems to be a
Parliament/Funkadelic influence on the
record, particularly in the spoken inter-
ludes and the humor.

Half of the time, we didn’t know
what we were doing. All those inter-
ludes just sprung out of nowhere.
Angelo just went into the zone and
never came back out.

This album really replicates the
atmosphere of our live perfor-
mances. Record after record, we’ve
tried to increase the energy level,

but I think we stepped it up with
“Chim Chim.” A few of the songs
on the record are first takes. Even
on the songs where we actually
overdubbed parts, the attitude was
“it’s gotta be spontaneous, like the
first time.”

Though the music is upbeat, a lot of the
songs concem the deterioration of soci-
ety. That’s a weird dichotomy.

We've got a saying within the band
which is basically: “Blow up or blow
up.” To avoid exploding, you'd best
jump into the muck and mire of
society. It’s how we live and how
we see things. In that sense, this
may be one of the truest records
we've done. With a lot of the songs,
we just passed the pad around the
room and everybody wrote down
their ideas.... to see how everyone
was channcling.

What's the first single?

“Alcoholic.” We must have wrote it
when we were 16 or 17. It’s a kick-
ass skank tune - good for the
happy feet. Lyrically, it’s still rele-
vant. What happened was Angelo’s
father had a party and Angelo
wrote a song about it. To me, it
doesn’t seem like it’s preachy or
anything, it’s more a matter-of-fact
kind of thing. In the end, you go to
jail if you drink and drive. We were

kids when we wrote that shit, so we
didn’t have any judgments,
Fishbone is notorious for combining
four or five musical styles on one
album. Did people at the label ever
advise you to become more focused?
Fuck yeah. We must have drove
those motherfuckers crazy. We con-
founded them. Everything Fishbone
is about, and what Lollapalooza
used to be, is enjoying all styles of
music. Most of the people I know
listen to more than one style any-
way. I thought everything was cool,
everything was fair. I didn’t real-
ize people thought of the record-
buying public as stupid. We’ve
always tried to give people more
credit than that.

Recruiting Busta Rhymes now seems
like a tremendously prophetic move.
We’ve always had a lot of admira-
tion and respect for Leaders of the
New School. They really stretched
the boundaries of hip-hop, so we
were up for Busta coming in and
laying down some tracks. Busta
Rhymes created styles that are still
influential. It was real exciting
when he came down and started
bustin’ rhymes on
“Psychologically Overcast.”

Is it difficult being a rugged individual-
ist, not part of either the black or white

musical communities?

We’re just being ourselves. It’s like,
“let’s just f**k it and do it how we
feel it.” That’s why people respond
to us. If we felt like doing a ska
record, that’s what we would do.
That’s especially true of this album.
I think we went into this one trying
to be as Fishbone as we could with-
out thinking about anybody else.
Do you resent these new ska bands
who receive more attention than
Fishbone did in its formative years?
Hell no! The way I see it, let’s all
get together and do some push-ups.
I got respect for all those bands.
When those bands got together,
there was no way anyone could
have predicted the impact they’re
having now. People used to ask
those questions about the Chili
Peppers and Living Colour. All the
steps they’ve taken just further the
cause of freedom.

What'’s kept the band together all
these years?

It’s “intensality,” dude. We intend
to be here for a while. We got a lot
more years of touring and record-
making. I want to look like George
Clinton at his age, or Miles Davis
and all the blues players. It looks
like it could be fun. @

I don’t think
that drag queen is the right
word, but | had a female char-
acter that I did.

What movie have you done?

It’s called “All Over Me,” and
it’s about two teenage lesbians
and the rock scene. It’s really
good. It’s fun, hip and young.
Personally, it gave me a whole
different outlook on lesbians in
this day and age. I think it’s
going to be really good for kids
to see and feel comfortable
with themselves. It has a really
good point behind it. Even
though I wasn’t the lead char-

Psychotica frontman Patrick Briggs qualifies for the esteemed position. With

his reputation preceding him, Patrick landed a record deal before perform-
ing his first gig, and is even represented in a Rock & Roll Hall Of Fame
exhibit of costumes. He is touring with Lollapalooza this summer, just fin-
ished acting in a movie and plans on releasing his first album later this

summer on American Recordings.

Acting since he was eight-years-old and in the music industry for 13
years, Briggs’ life is centered around the entertainment industry. His
latest venture, Psychotica, was born out of Squeezebox, the Friday night
glam rock night at Don Hill’s, a N.Y. club co-founded by Patrick.
Controversy has followed him around, as he has assumed female charac-

ters, and opens his show emerging from a smoke-filled chrome-plated egg
stark-naked and apparently genderless. He’s backed up Iggy Pop and
played Lollapalooza’s second stage last summer.
However, there is a method to his madness, as this rocker is quick to
assert that he is not out to shock, but to entertain. Dressed in motocross pants

with high-buckled boots, a long blonde mohawk, earrings and shades, this
rocker clearly goes against the grain. Soft-spoken and sensitive, Briggs thinks
clearly before speaking, articulating his thoughts so that they represent him accu-
rately. He’s honest and open, and clearly full of both ideas and ideals which are quite
refreshing. He stands for artistic and personal expression and is clearly in touch with his
audience. He recently was a guest on an on-line discussion group to dispel any misconceptions
about his alleged self-mutilation, which he prefers to let speak for itself. Patrick cares and this con-

cern instills his personality. He possesses a certain serenity from living alone in the mountains upstate with his

in it.

How did you get into the Rock & Roll
Hall Of Fame?

One of the curators came to see
our show and thought it was a
great, new futuristic kind of
thing and at the time, also
found it to be reminiscent of
things that have been around
in the past. The exhibit displays
David Bowie and Iggy Pop flying
over us and underneath there
are four bands that the Hall Of
Fame feels are products of those
two people — Trent Reznor,
Marilyn Manson, L7 and me. It
basically talks of us being the
children of Iggy and Bowie and
the influence that they have
had on this generation.

Is it true that you perform naked?
I've played naked many times.
I’'ve been in the music industry
for about 13 years. Psychotica
is my rebuttal to the typical,
testosterone-based, male-domi-
nated bull shit that goes on in
the music business. In doing
this, you leave yourself very
open for the axe to swing either
way. Psychotica can be very
threatening. It stands for a lot
of things that f**k with a lot of
people, especially men in gen-
eral. It pushes buttons in men
touching on things that they
frequently don’t want to think
about. It could be a good thing

and a bad thing for me.

What can we expect from the first
album?

It’s a really good eclectic mix of
music. There’s stuff that is pret-
ty hard on there, and there’s
also stuff that is soft and sensi-
tive. We did it that way because
that’s what we are as people in
the band. As for myself, I have
a very split personality. I'm
very extreme one way or the
other. I'm very soft or I'm very
hard. There’s not a whole lot of
middle ground. I think the
album portrays that.

Are you out to shock or entertain?
Entertain 100%. I'm honest with
people. I don’t hide things that
most performers feel are dirty
little secrets. I do it not to shock.
1led a very f**ked-up teen life
and even prior to that. I try to
do things from my heart so that
possibly some other kid might
not have to choose the same
road that I chose when I was
growing up. So, it really has
nothing to do with shocking.
Shocking is not the right word.
To some people, it’s threatening.
Are you looking forward to
Lollapalooza?

We were invited to do a couple
of shows last year on the second
stage and the kids went wild. I
think Lollapalooza wanted to
use the forum to push an

underdog band out there. It'sa
very risky thing getting behind
Psychotica. You're putting your-
self on the line. Whatever peo-
ple are saying about the line-up
this year, they took a chance
putting a completely unknown
band on the ticket. They whole-
heartedly support it, and I com-
mend them for that.

Who was your main influence?

I was a huge fan of the late Klaus
Nomi. He was a German, under-
ground, new wave/performance
art cabaret guy. A genius.

How did you get involved with
Squeezebox?

It was with my partner Michael
Schmidt. It was our big “f**k
you” to the music scene. At the
time, the scene was very testos-
terone-based. We took the local
drag queens and put them in
front of a punk-based band.
The music scene prior to that
was very oppressive to anyone
who was different. We created a
safe haven for those different
people. People could go some-
where and not be someone
they weren't. If they were a
freak, they could be a freak; if
they were totally boring and
normal, they could be totally
boring and normal. Those two
things could coexist and min-
gle. Psychotica was spawned
directly from that.¢

A remix project
of "Ahooga” is also in the works. We did "Rap City” with Big Lez
for BET and we're working on a mix tape to celebrate our l4th
anniversary, which will be featured at the Vibe Music Seminar.

How do you feel knowing that your names are
going to be in the books when references to
hip-hop are made?

TT: We really feel blessed. We've done it for the
love and fun of it. We live hip-hop; it's our
lifestyle. Hopefully, we won't be forgotten.

Tell the readers, who may not be in the know,
whose careers you've been instrumental in
breaking.

SK: We've produced or remixed cuts for Ed OG
& Da Bulldogs, Positive K., Nice & Smooth,
EPMD and Audio 2, while contributing to the
careers of Boogie Down Productions, Wu-Tang Clan, Naughty By
Nature, A Tribe Called Quest, Nas and Redman, among others.
How do you feel about today's rap game?

TT: 14 years ago, it was on. The parties, fun, no one trippin’ over
any ol bull. If there was a battle, then it was a battle on the mic
and that's all it was. Today, too many heads are frontin' and
many people wanna be in nowadays. We wish heads would just
be themselves.

What do the young producers, artists and DJs have to know to
get in the business?

TT: Don't go into it blind. Always ask questions and read as
much as you can. Get a lawyer and an accountant before you
start cuttin’ your deals. Try to become as knowledgeable as pos-
sible. When you start to make your money, spend wisely. Put
money aside because you never know how long it will last. Look
deeper into the biz, and maybe you'll find that the technical side
interests you more or there might be behind-the-scenes gigs
that pay more.

Last thought?

SK: We're glad that groups such as A Tribe Called Quest, De La
Soul and Goodie Mob are out there. Our hopes are that we,
along with others, can raise the consciousness of the Hip-Hop
Nation or there'll be no future for any of us.

An Exclusive Interview With Impact’s Jules Malamud

As we conclude our coverage of Black
Music Month, we leave behind a lit-
tle history on one of the organiza-
tions that have made a major contri-
bution to black music - the Black
Musgic Association or BMA. The
BMA, as it came to be known,
replaced the National Association of
Radio and Television Announcers, or
NATRA. The man who was most
responsible for the formation, orga-
nization and financial structure of
the BMA is Jules Malamud, current-
ly Impact Magazine Senior
Consultant/Editorial Director and Executive Producer of Impact's
annual "Super Summit.” We spoke with Jules about the reason
the Black Music Association came about and what it meant to
black music and radio.

Jules Malamud

You also founded the National Association of Record
Merchandisers or NARM.

JM: Yes, [ ran NARM in the late '50s. Initially, we got a lot of early
support from RCA, which was very supportive of rack jobbers.
These were the guys who made it possible for record retailers to
move to another level and know there was an organization that
understood their problems and stood ready to assist them in
moving product quickly and effectively.

‘What happened after NARM?

JM: T left NARM in 1977, but prior to leaving, Kenny Gamble
approached me about the BMA. [ couldn't do it then because of
my involvement with NARM, but now that was behind me. So
we had several meetings and started the Black Music
Association. At this time, NATRA was fading, so the time was
right to form an organization much like the CMA (Country
Music Association) to address the issues and concerns of the
black music and radio industries. We went to the record labels
for support and found them very open, even excited about the
idea, and we got a lot of early financial support from major label
executives, many of whom agreed to sit on the board of directors.
In 1979, President Jimmy Carter invited the organization to the
White House.

JM: It was a great achievement for the BMA. [ knew Jimmy
Carter when he was Governor of Georgia and he was very sup-
portive of the BMA and black people, but the visit to the White
House was definitely a high point for all of us. I want to go
back to just how President Carter declared June to be Black

Music Month. The CMA had desig-
nated October as Country Music
Month, and I said the BMA needs a
month it can celebrate and pro-
mote. So we picked June to become
Black Music Month.

A high point for the BMA was the
concert you promoted at Radio City
Music Hall

JM: We wanted to raise money by
doing a major concert. [ had already
gotten commitments from Quincy
Jones, Dionne Warwick, Stevie
Wonder and Count Basie. In March,
1982 we went to Radio City Music
Hall with a proposal that we would provide the acts if they
would do the rest, including all the costs involved with the con-
cert as well as the advertising. The deal was structured so that
they got 40% and we got 60%. They agreed. We pulled it off and
it was a huge success.

‘With events like this, how and why did the BMA go broke?

JM: We tried to do too much, too soon. Even though we had
the involvement and commitment of a lot of powerful peo-
ple, there were some inside BMA who wanted it to be a civil
rights organization.

‘Why did you move the Super Summit from Atlantic City?

JM: Everybody loved Atlantic City, but the conference grew too
large. Casinos make their money on weekends when the big
spenders come in. There were some big spenders in our indus-
try, but nothing like the kind they attract on a normal weekend;
they take in more on Saturday than three Impact conferences. So
we had to move and [ knew 90% of our attendees had never been
to Nashville. It had great golf and we went for it. This year, we
had over 1,000 people and several firsts, including a super retail
turnout and a very successful gospel celebration.

Next year, you're heading to Miami for the first time.

JM: Yes, and we've got some surprises lined up. As our industry
becomes more competitive, it has to pay more attention to the
hidden factors in its success. Today's changing global economy
has injected all-time high levels of stress. The business climate
on both sides of our industries is unstable and stormy:; the peo-
ple inside are buffeted by long hours and layoffs, along with
mergers and downsizing. We want to offer the kind of confer-
ence that allows people to network effectively, address the issues
that affect them and provide some needed recreational activities.
Those are the strategies; the trick is finding and applying them.

When | signed, Don lenner asked me whom | wanted to work with.
So | basically worked with all the producers | wanted to, except
Jimmy Jam and Terry Lewis... they were too busy.

Bet they won't be too busy on the next one!

(Laughs) | hope so. But this album is basically me. it's
what | wanted. | grew up listening to the Emotions,
Earth, Wind & Fire and Barbra Streisand, which takes it
totally left, and Rose Royce and Natalie Cole, who were
more R&B mainstream. | grew up in the suburbs of Los
Angeles, but | always hung out with my black folks
because all my cousins lived in Inglewood and
Compton, so | was involved with blacks and whites.
And, of course, | grew up singing in church, so singing
soulfully came naturally.

You co-wrote “Qutside My Window,'* which is a serious m
message song.

At the time | wrote the song, | had just lost my father
and that was a really big reality check. A lot of us in this business make it
when we're young, and once we make it, we don't know how to give
thanks to God or how to react to this kind of lifestyle. So, in a way, I'm
really happy that it took four years to make this album because | was able
to remove my blinders and see real life. | was around it all the time, but |
was ignoring it the whole time. | wanted to write a song that might help
with the blindness that’s going on right now.

“*Soul On Ice’ is like a movie; it has different scenes. You have to listen
to it from top to bottom to understand. I put much thought into my
lyrics, making sure they’re just not a bunch of words thrown together.

Ras welcomes any response to his lyrics: “I would love for
someone to prove me wrong or explain things to me that might change
my way of thinking.” When asked what was his objective as a
lyricisMC, he responded: “Just to bring it live...” Be on the lookout for
Shadow Records’ “Griots™ project, an international collage of hip-hop
goodics that takes you away from the norm. Check for Walkin’ Large
featuring Jeru The Damaja “When I Flow,” Raucous aka Sabatoge
“Say No More,” 2 Ruff “The Harder We Come” and Easy Business
“Life’n’ For Real.” Don't sleep on Shadow and their upcoming projects.
Hit my man Dennis off at 212-206-1017
to get put on, baby!!! De La Soul was in
the house last week and I've got to tell
you that these brothers are level, mental
and their rhymes overfloweth. High-
lights on their Tommy Boy “Stakes Is
High” LP are “Dinninit,” “Brakes,”
“Down Syndrome,” “Pony Ride” and, of
course, the title track. I'm glad these
brothers are back...

international scene with his debut
feature, 1986’s “She’s Gotta Have
It,” director/producer/screen-
writer/actor Spike Lee has estab-
lished himself as one of the most
prolific and outspoken filmmakers
at work in America today. Films
such as “School Daze,” “Do The
Right Thing,” “Mo’ Better Blues,”
“Jungle Fever,” “Malcolm X and
“Clockers” have all challenged
audiences with their probing views
of such controversial social issues as
interracial romance, black-on-black
racism and urban violence.
Perhaps he’s best known as the
New York Knick’s answer to the
Lakers’ Jack Nicholson, their #1
fan and chief sideline tormentor
of the likes of Michael Jordan and
Reggie Miller.

Now Lee, who has also shot
commercials for Nike and Levi’s as
well as music videos for such artists
as Michael Jackson, Miles Davis,
Arrested Development and Anita
Baker, has turned his attention to
the provocative subject of phone sex
in his most recent film “Girl 6.” A
poignant comedy, “Girl 6” stars
Theresa Randle as a struggling
actress who becomes a phone sex
operator to make ends meet. It
also has a killer soundtrack of
both new and classic songs from
Prince back before he was the
Artist Formerly Known As.

An exclusive HITS interview with Spike Lee by lain Blair

Even the brand-new songs on “Girl 6™s soundtrack are credited to a guy called Prince. Is this the same per-
son as The Artist Formerly Known As Prince?

[Laughs] Yeah, I think so, although he still wants to be referred to as The Artist Formerly Known
As Prince.

So how come he’s back to being Prince for this project?

Because he gave us a lot of songs like “Nasty Girl” and “Erotic City” from his old catalog when he
was still Prince. We thought we were doing this to avoid a lot of confusion, but... [Laughs] That
doesn’t seem to be the case.

When did you first think of using Prince’s music for the film?

Right at the start. Whenever I get an idea for a film, I'm thinking about the music at the same
time, and Prince seemed like the perfect choice for a film about phone sex. So I shot the movie and
then made a list of all my favorite Prince songs and cut them in the first rough edit. Then I called
him up and said, “I just did this movie and your music’s in it. Why don’t you come to New York
and check it out®™ So he flew in from Minneapolis, loved what he saw, and then went off and
wrote three new songs for it — “Girl 6,” which is the first single, “She Spoke To Me” and “Don’t
Talk To Strangers.”

Did you tell him which scenes you needed the new songs for?

I told him we needed songs for the opening credits and end credits, and then one more, and he
came up with these great tracks. I see this whole film as a real gift to all Prince fans as there’s bare-
ly a moment that isn’t set to a Prince melody.

Why make a film about phone sex?
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SPIKE’S PEAK: Director Spike Lee discovers phone sex is even more fun
than calling WFAN, especially when it's with “Girl 6™s Theresa Randle.

This is the tenth anniversary of “She’s Gotta Have It” and Nola
Darling was a very promiscuous young woman and not too many
people criticized that behavior because it was back before AIDS.
But ten years later, a lot has changed and now you have phone
sex, which is a multi-billion dollar industry, and it’s a fascinating
subject. It’s also interesting to me because in both films women are
the leads, but while Nola knew exactly who she was, “Girl 6” gets
lost in this whole fantasy world of phone sex.

You've got some interesting cameos from the likes of Madonna, Naomi
Campbell, Halle Berry and Quentin Tarantino. How did you persuade them
to appear?

They didn’t need much persuading. I think they respect my work
and they had open windows on the days we needed to shoot them,
so it worked out well.

Was Madonna your first choice to play Boss #3?

Yeah, because I think she can act and she was just right for the role.
She came on, she was very professional, she was great.

Theresa complained that you had all these flowers sent to Madonna’s trail-
er when she thought they were for her.

[Laughs] I'm going to have to explain to her later.

What kind of music do you listen to at home?

All types of stuff. Right now I'm really into Cassandra Wilson and
the Fugees. I like a lot of the current stuff; but when you compare it
to what was going on in the ’60s and ’70s, especially all the R&B
and soul stuff, you realize how disappointing and derivative a lot of
the new music is.

Any other projects like “Malcolm X” that are dear to your heart and that
you plan to make?

Yeah, T want to make this film about Jackie Robinson, which’ll be
an epic. Right now, we’re in turnaround. We had a deal with
Turner Pictures and they didn’t want to do it, so then we went to
some other places and they passed and we went back to Turner and
they still didn’t want to do it, so we’re currently looking for a deal.
It’s important to me because Jackie Robinson is one of the greatest
figures this country has produced. He broke the color barrier, and
1997 will be the 50th anniversary of that event... we’ll do it some-
how.

You've been very successful and yet you say you can't get this project
made. Do you feel you have power in Holtywood?

No, because real power equates with money, and if I had the power
everyone thinks I have, Jackie Robinson wouldn’t be in turnaround.
