Elektra Entertainment Chairman SYLVIA RHONE, who served 
as executive producer of the album \\ ith Organized Noize's Rico 
W ADE and Sr. VP A&R MERLIN BOBB, read the script of the 
movie far enough in advance to get creatively involved with the 
music for the soundtrack, which is a joint venture between the label 
and New Line Cinema. 

"We were able to create newly recorded songs specifically with 
the movie in mind, working closely with the filmmakers to make sure 
the music complemented the visuals," explains Rhone. "We wanted 
to make a quality album that could stand alone apart from the film." 

"This soundtrack is going to open up the whole world for a movie 
targeted to a certain audience," says Wade. 

The album also features tracks from BusTA RHYMES, SIMPLY 
RED, GOODIE M OB, SEAL, 5 

FooTAz, Brandy's brother RAY J 
and new artists BLU LIGHT and 
BILLIE LAWRENCE with MC 
LYTE, among others.

AN EXCLUSIVE HITS DIALOGUE WITH DIANE WARREN 

Diane Warren's resumé reads like a music 
industry who's who—but what's the real key to 
her incredible success? "I think I'm driven," 
she explains with a modest laugh. "I don't 
really have much of a life!" OK. But if that's 
true, her career certainly has enough life for 
ten people! 
Celebrating her recent 40th birthday, Warren 

began writing songs in her early teens and 
seems to only stop producing hits long 
enough to pick up industry awards, including 
three ASCAP "Songwriter Of The Year" honors 
and a pair of Billboard "Writer Of The Year" 
trophies. Earlier this year, she was the first 
songwriter to be honored by the City of Los 
Angeles with the prestigious NAS (National 
Academy of Songwriters) Award. She even has 
a pair of in-flight audio channels devoted to 
songs she's written on two major airlines. 

But the diversity of her acclaim is surpassed 
only by the magnitude and variety of her 
creative achievements. "I never wake up one 

morning without feeling grateful that I am doing what I 
ove," she says. Her ability to express feelings that 
everyone relates to is the real secret to why she's had 
lose to 50 Top Ten hits that span every musical genre. 
In case you've been living underground, Warren has 

written hits for Celine Dion (including this year's chart-
topping "Because You Love Me"), Exposé (including 
the Grammy-nominated "Your Baby Never Looked 
Good In Blue"), Elton John, Barbra Streisand, 
Wynonna, Monica, Cher, Meat Loaf, Michael Bolton, 

OAN TARSHIS 

Of Base, Bon Jovi, Gloria Estefan, Aswad and 
nearly 2C0 others in every conceivable idiom. 

"Most people don't realize that I've written for 
everyone from Toni Braxton to Kiss. I've also done 
reggae and Latin," she says. Her gift is not limited or 
hampered by style, stereotype or expectation. She's 
even written for some Christian artists, and was nomi-
nated for a Dove Award for a song she co-wrote with 
Michael W. Smith, "which," she says with a laugh, "is 
kind of funny considering I'm this nice Jewish girl 
from the Valley." But even "nice Jewish girls" can 
have a bad day, especially when confronted with the 
likes of HITS' own poster child for organ transplanta-
tion, Joan "Can You Spare A Kidney?" Tarshis.

How did your first songs come to 
you? 
The first songs came to me much 
like they come to me now... only I 
think they come to me better now. It 
always starts with an idea, a concept. 
Something that compels you to write 
t. Even when I started, there was 
something I wanted to write about. 
Maybe, if you look back now, they 
weren't too interesting, but at the 
time, they seemed interesting. Maybe 
I'll look back in five years and say 
the saine things about what I'm writ-
ing now... but I hope not. 
Do you remember the first song you 
wrote? 
I try to forget them. There were a 
lot of semi-protest songs... rebellious 
songs because I was kind of rebel-
lious. I really got serious when I was 14. I dabbled at three and four... 
no I'm just kidding... I had my first hit when I was three! I played 
iround with it when I was about 11, but when I was 14, I was writing 
three songs a day. I've been pretty driven since that time. I used to 
write at least three songs a day. Of course, they weren't very good 
when I did that. It was really just learning the craft. So my first songs 
were just stupid... that's an adequate description. 
How do you feel about receiving the NAS Award? 

I thought it was pretty cool. I even got something from the Mayor 
congratulating me... I was thinking it was the first time I ever got a 
legal citation from the city. I was kind of a rebellious kid and I was 
even in juvenile hall at one point, so I never expected to get anything 
from the City of Los Angeles. I have so many tickets... If I get one 
more moving violation, I think my license is gone! I actually kept the 
award in my car for a while, thinking if I got pulled over by the cops, 
I could show it to them and say, "See?" and talk my way out of the 
ticket. So that was pretty cool. 
Do you have a system of writing? 
Sometimes. Sometimes I'm just playing around with chords. But I usu-
ally have a concept about what I want to write about. It's different all 
the time. I live a pretty boring life. If a song came from my life, it 
wouldn't be especially thrilling. "I got up today and went to the 
piano... went to the office.., worked out." That's a really exciting con-
cept of a song, right there. But usually someone can say something and 
it just triggers a title or an idea. I overhear conversations, which I love 
to do. I just love to sit in a restaurant and listen to people talk. You 
read books, read articles, something someone says can always give you 
an idea. 

I've been doing a bunch of film stuff lately, so movies can inspire 
ideas. I love to look at a movie and say, "What would I want to hear 
at the end of this?" And then write it. 
Have you ever written about a friend's life? 
An ex-boyfriend said, "You wrote that about me," and I said, "No I 
didn't. Don't give yourself so much credit." People find themselves in 
my songs. Even though it's not about them. Some people get flattered; 
some people get pissed. But the songs aren't autobiographical. 
It seems as though you've been writing a lot for films lately. 
I've always written songs for movies. Sometimes it's back catalog. One 
of my biggest hits, including the new Celine Dion, are from movies. 
I've sure been getting a lot of calls lately! If I love a movie, if I feel I 
can do something great, I love to do it. 
Do you enjoy going to the movies? 
I went to sec -The Nutty Professor" the other night and realized I 
hadn't been to a movie just to see a movie and not have to think 
about writing a song for it in a long time. It's a fun thing to do. I 
recently wrote a couple of songs for Warner Bros.' new animated 
movie with Michael Jordan and the Looney Tunes cartoon characters, 
"Space Jam." Monica's singing one with David Foster producing and 
A11-4-One the other with Jimmy Jam and Terry Lewis.

Has it become easier for you to write 
over time? 
It's not a good day to ask me because 
I'm really stuck on a song today. I 
can't say it's easy. It's the same 
process; I just think the songs come 
out better. But it all depends on the 
song. Every song has its own life. 
Some write themselves fast while you 
just sit there and watch it unfold. And 
some you have to struggle to work 
out. I know I'll get through it even if I 
have to hit my head against the wall 
for a few days. I'm saying that now, 
but at the saine time I'm thinking, "I 
really suck. I'm not going to be able 
to finish this. The song's going to 
suck. Everything I write sucks." You 
go through that, too. The reality is 

that I have some level of craft at this point. So if I get stuck on some-
thing, the "craftswoman" can work on it, too. But I'd rather have the 
inspiration and the craft working together. 
You've had no desire to perform yourself? 
A lot of songwriters became that, it seems, because they were frustrat-
ed performers. I was someone who always looked at the name on the 
record to see who wrote the song! Even when I was really little, which 
is weird. It was kind of like I had a premonition or something. I must 
have somehow known I was going to do this. I even hate getting up to 
receive my ASCAP awards or whatever... I was shitting in my pants a 
the NAS. I had to have a friend of mine hold my hand. I don't know

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how anybody gets up on-stage in front of people and sings. I don't 
mind being in a room with a few people and playing a song... especial-
ly if I don't have to look at 'em. 
And you seem so gregarious! 

People that know me have a hard time believing that I'm shy because 
I don't come off that way. But I'm really a loner. I can be social, but 
I'm really more comfortable when I'm by myself. So putting me on a 
stage is like the last place I want to be. I've always wanted to be that 
little name on the record and write songs for people. My favorite say-
ing is "Why waste ten great songs on me?" 
Do you have a good voice? 
I think I have an OK voice. There are a couple of songs I've demoed 
that I don't think anybody's going to sing as good as I do, but that's 
just because I wrote them and I'm feeling them. I'm probably going to 
do the defmitive version, but that's just a couple of songs out of thou-
sands. And when you have people like Celine Dion or the other artists 
I'm lucky enough to have written for or am writing for, that's tough to 
top. I do like to listen to myself sing in my room while I'm writing... 
that's fun. 
Why did you form your own Real Songs publishing company? 
It was by accident, really. One of those good ones. I was in a law suit 
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with a former publisher who owed me 
a lot of money. He wasn't very nice to 
me and I told my lawyer that when-
ever there's the slightest infraction... I 
want out of this contract. He was real-
ly kind of a jerk. He didn't give me 
money or statements. So after the 
tenth statement he missed, my lawyer 
said we could fight it. So I terminated 
my agreement and he sued me for 
$20 million or something really stupid. 
I only had a couple of hits at that 
time, so I think it made my stock go 
up in the industry. I thought, "Cool." 
Sort of got a little confidence going 
there. 

During that time, I wasn't allowed 
to sign with another publisher because 
they would have become part of the 
lawsuit. Since I couldn't sign with 
anybody else, my lawyer suggested that I keep my own publishing. So I 
kept it because I had to and then everything exploded. I had all these 
hits and tons of people covering my songs at the time—so it was the 
great coincidence. The company's really growing and this is a plug for 
[President/GM] Doreen [Dorion], who does the day-to-day and is 
really fantastic. 
Any advice for prospective songwriters? 
Work really hard. These days, become an artist or a producer because 
it seems to be pretty tough out there for people who are just songwrit-
ers—which is the saddest thing for me. I'm lucky, I guess. In fact, this 
year has been my most successful yet. And I'm so grateful for it. I don't 
take any of this for granted, believe me, because I'm living my dream.

I don't ever wake up and not think how lucky I am. 
Is that because so many pop-rock artists today write their own songs? 
Yes, but trouble is, if you're not a great writer, voure going to hurt 
yourself: Robert DeNiro isn't a lesser actor because he's saying some-
one else's lines. He doesn't insist on writing all the lines or he won't be 
in the movie. He knows what he does best. To me, I think that's really 
hurt the industry a lot. If you can do it all, great. Some people do, but 
a lot of people don't. 

Then you have publishing companies giving these bands astronom-
ical sums of money. Part of the deal is that they have to write at least 
nine of the I l songs or whatever—so that encourages them to write all 
their own songs, no matter if they're good or bad. And then these same 
publishers are saying, "It's really hard to get covers out there. No one 
does outside songs." Well hey, you're contributing to that. Someone 
should do a great song even if their grandmother wrote it. A great song 
is a great song. 

And what a lot of people don't realize is that most people in the lis-

tening audience think the artist wrote 
the song anyway. The only people 
who care are in the industry and 
industry people get their records for 
free anyway. 
Does it bother you the general public 
doesn't realize you write these songs? 
It used to bother me when people 
would think the artist wrote the songs. 
Then I realized that that's the way it's 
supposed to be. Their fans are sup-
posed to think it's coming from them. 
There are some pretty great singers 
that have ruined their careers because 
of their publishing deals and greed. It 
does bother me that some artists try to 
take your publishing. I'm not going to 
name names, but there's a big artist 

I've worked with who's tried to get a piece of songs that I've written. 
What I feel like saying is: "When you go on the road, sing my songs 
sell out stadiums, hawk T-shirts with the titles of my songs on them 
and you're making millions and millions of dollars, give me a piece o 
that and we'll work something out." Of course, I would never do that, 
but I think it's a terrible thing when artists do that. It's stealing. It's 
greedy and it's wrong. Most people don't ask me for that, but it has 
happened. This new band in England made a couple of changes, really 
minimal, and they wanted to be co-writers on it. [Laughs] Whatever 
drugs you're on, can you send them to my house? 
Have people ever turned down a song of yours? 
Sure. [Laughs] But I've had big hits that people have turned down. 
Maybe it wasn't meant for that particular artist. 
What makes a great song? 
A song that talks to somebody. That speaks. That's honest. That has a 
great melody. Where there is a great marriage between the lyrics and 
melody. Something compelling. To me, a great song transcends time. 
A great song was great 50 years ago and will be great 50 years from 
now. 
Do you like to be present in the studio when someone records one of 
your songs? 
I'm not a producer, but I like to sometimes executive-produce. I like to 
just be there, if I can, to listen to the song being done. I just heard one 
of my songs that another big artist did. It's a good record, but some o 
the melody that I really labored over isn't there. So that's kind o 
tough. I'm sure it's worse if you're a screenwriter and ten people come 
in and rewrite your stuff I don't want anybody to do that to me. 
Which other songwriters do you admire? 
I admire classic songs. Motown, some Burt Bacharach. I love so man) 
different kinds of music. The Beatles... I grew up listening to so much 
music. My parents had show tunes going on all the time. "Man Of La 
Mancha," "My Fair Lady." When I was real little, I remember hear-
ing Buddy Holly. I also love classical music. 
Do you remember the first song your parents ever sang to you? 
I don't remember the title, but I think it sent •,oinething like: "You're 
going to cost us a lot of money." Or it might have been a really beauti-
ful ballad called, "Go to your room." 
Did you dance around to music when you were little? 
No, I was pretty lazy. In fact, my mom told me that I used to sit 
there and point when I wanted things done. It's like I haven't really 
changed at all. [Laughs] They thought I wasn't able to walk; they 
were about to take me to UCLA or something to see if I was handi-
capped. I was just used to telling everyone to do stuff for me. I 
recently lived in a house and didn't realize the oven didn't work for 
three years until I tried to heat up a pizza when I was having a 
going-away party. I did learn how to use the microwave, though. I'm 
lucky I'm not pushing a shopping cart down Sunset.

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T
he South Bay area of Los 
Angeles is renowned for its 
great history of punk bands 
such as Black Flag, Pennywise, 
the Circle Jerks and the 

Germs. There was another punk 
band, Reason To Believe, that was 
making the local rounds a few years 
back, but their most significant growth 
happened when they eventually devel-
oped their own sound and became 
Sense Field—vocalist Jonathan Bunch, 
drummer Scott McPherson, guitarists 
Rodney Sellers and Chris Evenson 
and bassist John Stocicberger. 

The members of Sense Field— 
represented here by Bunch and 
McPherson-- simply say they were no 
longer writing songs that all went a 
thousand miles per hour. Though still 
energy-driven, the songs became less 
abrasive and far more passionate. The 
songs had more diversity, more tempo 
changes, stronger hooks and a sound 
that was unique for their surround-
ings. Sense Field had two moderately 
successful releases on Revelation 
Records (a self-titled reissue and 
"Killed For Less"), but the recording 
of their third album, "Building," got 
interrupted when virtually every label 
in the country finally clued in to their 
great music. 

For the next year, Sense Field 
bounced between recording, touring 
and record label meetings as they 
negotiated their future. The result was 
a deal with Warner Bros. Records, 
who took over Sense Field's third 
Revelation album and re-released it in 
September. Both in the British press 
and here in America, Sense Field are 
being called one of the best new 
bands of the year, while HITS' doset 
porn fan and cable access junkie 
David Jen-"X"-ison is being blasted as 
one of the worst new writers to ever 
grace the pages of this travesty, which 
is saying an awful lot. 

When you were growing up, were you 
aware of the South Bay punk scene? 
JONATHAN BUNCH: Bands like 
Black Flag and Circle Jerks had been 
around for awhile when we got into 
them, but we were heavily into the 
Descendents, the Minutemen, Bad 
Religion and all the other local bands. 
I was more inspired by the DC-
Dischord bands, though, like Fug•azi, 
Scream and Faith. Dischord used to al-
ways say, "If no one will put out your 
records, put them out yoursdf." That's 
what we did with our first two CDs. 
What was it like growing up in this envi-
ronment? 
BUNCH: We just surfed and skated. I 
formed my first band when I was 14. 
SCOTT MCPHERSON: I was in 
punk bands mostly when I was in 
school. Y'know, I got a funny story 
from when I was in high school. 
There was this really friendly, pretty 
girl that I became best friends with at 
Hawthorne High. We didn't talk 
much after high school, but I found 
out she changed her name to Shane 
and became a big porn star. It's

funny, because I used to give her drum 
lessons. She got the basic beats down, but she 
had a long way to go. 
What's the stupidest thing you've ever done 
drunk? 
BUNCH: [Laughs] It was summertime, and my 
friends and I had been drinking all day. I was 
standing by the pool taking a piss, all wasted. My 
shorts got wrapped around my ankles, and I fell 
back into my own piss. I woke up the next morn-
ing lying in my own puddle. I was 14 at the time. 
Make sure you print that because I don't want 
people to think this happened last week. 
MCPHERSON: When I was young, I ran out 
of gas driving home. I started to walk to a gas 
station, and I came up with the idea of siphon-
ing gas from some car. I went up to a house 
and started cutting their garden hose. I didn't 
even have a can or anything. Then some car 
drove by really slow. I started walking away, and 
they followed me. I was stoned, too, so I didn't 
know if I was just being paranoid. I hid behind 
these bushes, and they stayed there. Next thing I 
know, the cops pulled me out of the bushes and 
busted me. They called my parents at two in the 
morning and made them come down and pay 
for the garden hose. This was a while ago. 
I've heard you had a roadie that still does crazy 
stuff like that all the time. 
BUNCH: \ Ve used to tell this joke: What's the 
difference between a pig and a roadie? The pig 
won't Peek a roadie. 
MCPHERSON: We won't name names, but 
this roadie always got himself into trouble. We 
stayed at this punk house after a show, and 
some weird girl nobody knew showed up. She 
started talking non-stop about how she slept with 
someone from Social Distortion—she was giving 
everyone a headache. She kept trying to get one 
of us to go back to her apartment, and we kept 
blowing her off. Finally, we all went to bed 
and she asked our roadie. He shows up the 
next morning all tired, and we drilled him 
with questions. He just walked past us toward 
the shower and stepped in dog shit in the liv-
ing room. There was this trail of dog shit into 
the bathroom. 
Why was there dog shit on the living room floor? 
MCPHERSON: \\ho knows? Our roadie just 
had the worst luck. He had a number of bad 
encounters on the road. There's a story about 

genital warts that's pretty good, but, you know, he 
wouldn't want me to talk about it. 
Didn't "Building" take a long time to record? 
BUNCH: We started recording it in September 
1994. We did it in between touring, so that's why it 
took so long. We mixed the album twice ourselves, 
and that didn't work out, so we had Alan Wallace 
mix it. That took time to set up. We finished it in 
late Jai tuary 1996. 
So "Building" came out on Revelation and now it's 
being re-released by Warner in September. 
BUNCH: \Vhile we were recording, when people 
asked us about the album, we told them it was 
coming out on Revelation. We decided to have 
Revelation put it out, and then have Warner pick it 
up three months later. 
Because you got accused of being Christian with 
"Killed For Less," did you intentionally try to stay 
away from writing spiritual lyrics this time? 
BUNCH: I don't know if amone will agree, but I 
think "Building' is even more spiritual than "Killed 
For Less." It's just more personal. "Are you 
Buddhists because of the cover of the reissue?" "Are 
you straight-edge because you're on Revelation?" 
"Are you Christian because of the lyrics on 'Killed 
For Less'?" We've heard it all. When it comes down 
to it, we don't want to be considered anything other 
than a rock and mil band.•

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Time to open up and say ahh with SPOON's BRITT DANIEL and 00171 Fed. JOHN CROSLIN by Rob Patterson 
Austin, Texas has a helluva reputation as a music town, yet in the world of alternative music, the city has yet to launch a 

band into the upper reaches of the modern rock charts. But maybe Spoon is the act to change all that. "Telephono," the bands Matador 

debut, certainly sports enough concise and propulsive pop-rock songs to catch many an ear, yet the style and sound is timelessly hip. There 

are appealing echoes of Lou Reed, the Cure and the Pixies on the disc, where this three-piece act processes such reverent nods into a sound 

that redefines the notion of the power trio for a new musical era. 

Like many Austin groups, Spoon is the brainchild of a former University of Texas student, Britt Daniel, who spent his college years learn-

ing the lessons of rock & roll playing the city's thriving club scene. But in the town which introduced the concept of "slacker" to the younger 

generation, Daniel has proven to be a canny, motivated young man. Within months of starting the band, he'd already caught the ears of 

Matador's Gerard Cosloy and then-producer John Croslin, the former guitarist and songwriter in the Reivers. 

Recorded on eight-track in Croslin's Austin garage, "Telephono" ultimately convinced Cosloy to ink the band, who are currently on tour 

with Croslin as their bassist. At home between dates, they supped at Austin's Waterloo Brewing Company with HITS' own Austin slackmeister, 

Rob "Ber Baron" Patterson, who will talk to anyone for a free burger and shake. thotight, if wa5 irt a band that had short 
§orige, people wogld cone to §ee Oritt. nakiel 

At a time when most modern rock bands are pretty indulgent, you 

keep the songs short and sweet. 

Britt Daniel: I'd had it with being in crummy bands in Austin that nobody 

came to see. I thought, if I was in a band that had short songs, people 

would come to see us. I was limiting myself by making the songs short so 

people wouldn't get bored. 

Maybe I sat through too many bands that had some songs that were 

good, but the songs went on too long. That's what I was thinking. Maybe 

that means I sold out even before I started the band because I was 

already thinking about the audience. 

Recording on eight-track must have helped you keep it simple. 

Daniel: Actually, we really did indulge ourselves. We spent four months 

recording, and maybe like five months mixing. That wasn't like eight hours 

a day; it was done mostly at night, some of it in between a record John 

was doing with the Wannabes. But still, there is an element of broadness 

to it, and I think there's also a lot going on on the record. It's not just gui-

tar, bass and drums. There are also instrumentation and sound effects. 

Thousands of bands would love to get Gerard Cosloy interested in 

them. How did you do it? 

Daniel: I found out that Gerard had heard us at an anti-SxSW show in 

1994, and liked us. We sent him our 7" single and our demos, and when I 

put out a solo tape, I sent that to him, too. Finally, he called and said, "If 

you are ever in New York, let me know so I can set up a show for you." 

So it was soda like that for a while. He came and saw us whenever we 

were up there. Once we had the rough mixes of this album, we sent those 

to him, and after about a month or so, he made us an offer. 

John, how'd you come to produce and play bass for these guys? 

John Croslin: I had seen Spoon a couple of times and really liked them. 

So I just kind of approached them and said, "I'd love to work with you 

guys," and it kind of went from there. They had great songs and a real 

cool sound. I'm just filling in on bass for the upcoming European tour, but 

they'll find someone after that. It's been a lot of fun; I've seen a lot of the 

country. But now I'm starting to remember what I didn't like about touring. 

How did you get that acoustic guitar you play to sound so electric? 

Daniel: I just use the distortion channel in the amp. Sometimes I use a 

distortion pedal for the leads, but basically it's just the guitar and a Fender 

amp. Just keep the lows down and it doesn't feedback too much. I just 

lucked out. I never really planned it. I used to use an electric guitar all the 

time, but then my electric guitar got messed up, so I started using the 

acoustic. I still don't have another 

electric. I'm borrowing my dad's 

Stratocaster as a second guitar. I 

really like that sound. It doesn't 

sound grunge. 

You certainly aren't grunge. So 

what are you? 

Daniel: We went to Europe, and 

every reporter there asked us if 

we listened to a lot of new wave. 

We'd never been asked that 

before. But they consistently 

asked that. I thought that was 

cool. It's a decent thing to be 

compared to. 

The first song on the album is 

entitled "Don't Buy The 

Realistic." Aren't you worried 

that Radio Shack may sue you 

if it's a hit? 

Daniel: I'll take 'em on! I'm not 

afraid of 'em.•

With all the press surrounding you, nothing is 
ever printed about your music; it's always about 
your personal life. 
Isn't that bizarre? I try to talk about my music 
and people want to know when I first left 
home and stuff: 
Was this album a collaboration or more a solo 

effort? 

I was on my own for the first time after my 
band of four years broke up. I just started 
doing stuff in my living room, made a tape 
and was signed. When I went to edit it togeth-
er one day, I walked into the studio and the 
engineer was playing new chords on a guitar. 
I was like, "What's that?" He was just screw-
ing around, but I told him to play it again. 
We ended up writing "Beautiful Girl" that 
night. I thought it would be nice to have flute 
on "Fly Away," and this 50-year-old hippie 
guy who was engineering said, "I play flute." 
He sounded great, so I put him on, too. Most 
of the people who ended up being on the fin-
ished record just happened to be around and 
had good ideas. It was a weird, piece-meal 
approach to producing.. 
What is the one, absolutely necessary ingredient 
in your music? 

1 need to have my music go along with what's 
being said. "Hello" has references to the 
Internet, so I needed to have a machine-dri-
ven beat to create a cold sonic environment. 
"That Day" is almost like a letter, so I used a 
cello to make it very intimate.., like someone is 
sitting next to von telling a story. 
You create such vivid images with your songs. Is 
it important for the audience to get exactly what 

you are trying to say, or is it better for them to 

create their own images of what the songs are 

about? 

1 think their own ideas are more important. 
Somebody could have a totally different inter-
pretation of one of my songs, and I think 
that's great. Songs are kind of like dreams. It's 
the associations you make that really matter 
the most. When you can get a song on a liter-
al level of your own, that's when they have the 
most impact. 
.ou've traveled a lot growing up and touring. 
How do you deal with the loneliness of being on 

the road? 

Maintaining contact with really dose friends 
through phone calls or writing letters. I'm 
close with my brother and we talk a lot. I'm 
close with my band. We hang out with people 
after our shows and hear their stories. When 
you're going across country, you may as well 
get to know each city. We take the effort and

tizne to make connections with people along 
the way. We've played certain places so many 
times that sometimes the first couple of rows 
at a show are people you know. It's like you 
have a support group of friends right there in 
the audience. And if you want to go out 
around the city, you have people to call.

Jany years ago, when I was doing my first record for High tone, my 
laughter Elyse, who is now 31, said: "You need to work with T-Bone 
1urnett." I never knew him until a couple years ago, when we met 
Driefly backstage. Of course, I was a big fan of his stuff for many years. 

This project came about because of [Elektra Sr. VP A&R] Nancy 
effries and [Nonesuch Sr. VP] David Bither. David and Natalie 
ilerchant were the ones who basically brought me to 
Zonesuch/Ekktra. I met them at the Cambridge Folk Festival a few 
ears ago and, between them, they engineered my connection first with 
zonesuch and then with Elektra. Then there was that big shakeup... 
1ob Krasnow signed me, and all of a sudden, he was gone. Nancy 
effries became the new A&R person. Nancy wasn't really familiar with 
Be, but after we talked, she decided not only that she liked the idea of 
he project, but that she wanted to do the A&R herself. A great friend-
;hip ensued from that. So, Nancy and David put together the idea for 
F-Bone to work on the project. I think there couldn't have been a bet-
er choice; he not only understood me and my background, but the 
art of me that hadn't been put out before. 
4d you want to explore aspects of yourself that hadn't been explored 
oefore? 
r,xactly. The literal way I put it was, "I would like to approach this 
ecord the way Roy Orbison or Buddy Holly would." It would be 
idiculous to copy Roy Orbison. I wanted to do what they did, to

break loose, to not be pigeon-
holed into this "country" thing. 
There's something about Roy 
Orbison... his voice affects me 
today the same as when I was a 
little kid. 
Did you ever meet Buddy Holly 
during your time in Lubbock? 
I did, but very briefl). Later on, 
though, his family befriended me 
and his father subsidized my first 
demo recording. That was several 
years after Buddy was gone, of 

course. Even though he lived in Lubbock, he was like this giant icon. 
"There She Goes" really has a Buddy Holly sound to it. 
That's one of the things T-Bone understood; even though I've been 
typecast as a country singer, I think, in actuality, it's just as inap-
propriate to call me a country singer as it is to call Buddy Holly a 
country singer. 
What happens with you at radio? Yotere not exactly county nor are you 
rodc. 
Finetly. It's been a problem. This time, I wanted to make a statement 
saying there's way more to my musical mind than just country. 
Does the Adult PoMo format help in giving a home to displaced artists like 
yourself? 
Even with Triple-A, I still get put in the country ghetto. 
I'm wondering if that voice of yours might have something to do with it. 
Absolutely, no question. [Laughs] And there's nothing I can do about 
it. I think there are a lot of people who would really go for my music 
if they were exposed to it, but there's a sort of prejudgement that hap-
pens. I get called country, even if they just hear a phrase. It's the 
Voice. If they don't listen all the way through to what's goin' on, they 
won't hear that there's a lot of depth in the songs. 
You have a reputation as a writer, yet you share your records with a lot of 
different songwriters. 
I've got several friends who are great songwriters. I occasionally reach 
the level that my friends do routinely. 
You're being modest. 
I'm being realistic. I've written some really good stuff, but not a huge 
body of it. A lot of it is because I'm using my energy learning the songs 
my friends wrote, instead of writing my own. To me, a good song has 
nothing to do with who wrote it. If it touches me deeply, it means just 
as much to me whether I wrote it or not. When you're a little kid, it 
would never occur to you that somebody wrote the song you loved. If 
you just heard something on the radio you fell in love with, it was the 
song. Music is so evocative of feelings; that's really the pleasure of it. If 
the song doesn't create some kind of feeling in you, you're not going to 
be interested in hearing it again. 
Is airplay important to you? 
I would love it. Mostly because the way it works now, to have a really 
good band is so expensive, you have to have some measure of a hit to 
keep doing it. By my standards, I'm already way more successful than 
I've been in my whole life. I've had great critical response; I feel like 
I've sort of arrived. At the same time, if you don't have radio play, it 
continues to be a struggle. I love playing with a good band, and I'd 
like to keep doing it for a really long time. In that regard, I'm really 
wanting to do whatever it takes to make it happen.•

BLUES EXPLOSION!: Suddenly, ▪  the geeky fact that I go to as 
many blues gigs as indie rock events is making me a "hipster"! 
There is so much music now that is taken right from the crossroads, 
sometimes combined with a little punk rawk or a little glum for a 
new effect. The new Jon Spencer Blues Explosion record may rede-
fine where artists go with the grittiest, raunchiest, wildest blues. It's 
their most intense record yet, and the most reverent with its riotous 
Rufus Thomas song and a lot of sparse, garagey R.L. Burnside 
sounds (their Burnside collaboration was called the most chilling 
and immediate music ever recorded by the 
L.A. Weekly). We've also been revisiting 
roots with the flamboyant Butter 08, deeply 
depressed collegiate faves Smog and Palace 
Brothers, the glammy 60 Foot Dolls and the 
new P.J. Harvey project with John Parish. 
Everyone has been Hush-ed by the U.K.'s 
biggest export, seriously blues-rock Kula 
Shaker, which manages to sound fresh and 
new. I was interviewing L.A. bluesman and 
bizarre character Lester Butler (formerly of Now I Got Worry! 
American's Red Devils) and asking those 
age-old music interview questions, like why he plays the blues harp 
and sings like a crooner crashing into a vanload of punks. There 
was, and is, no answer. When their blues is real and pure there is 
only the unfathomable source for it, the relentless power on stage 
and a flaky weirdness offstage we love them for. PRE-MILLENIUM 
TENSION: Sometimes the musician's personality becomes the 
music, especially when it's as overwhelming as the unusual, frag-
mented mind (and music) of Tricky. His upcoming "Pre-Millenium 

Tension" seems like a return to his sound 
system origins. Baby Fox is another British 
project of dub/trip hop/rock recombination. 
When it comes to the techno/electronic cir-
cles, there are only a few names you need to 
know this fall: C.J. Bolland, Chemical Bros. 
(sounding like Lords of Acid), Underworld, 
Baby Fox and Oversoul 7. Aaron Axelson 
is spinning these and Orbital at Live 105, 
and believes "techno" has expanded 
enough to include everyone! DESTINY 
TURNS ON THE RADIO: (okay, worst movie

t's a statement that perhaps only a European could make. After 
all, apart from a couple of Woodstocks (25 years apart), the big 
radio shows such as the now legendary HFStival, and a handful 
of other one-off events, American popular music audiences just 
haven't had the opportunities that Europeans (Brits in particular) 

take for granted every summer. That is, to go outdoors and experi-
ence two-to-four-day open-air festivals that can cover almost every 
conceivable modern style of music. In fact, only with the recent 
advent of radio station festivals and the Lollapalooza traveling road-
show have U.S. audiences even begun to get dose to the European 
summer festival experience. There's a huge gap between a day out at 
the local speedway or racetrack, moving back and forward between 
two, maybe three stages checking out this year's "Alternafaves," and 
three days in a field in the country with five or more stages of enter-
tainment covering a wide variety of popular (and not-so-popular) cul-
ture. 

In the States this summer, as Lollapalooza entered its sixth year, 
the corporate backers narrowed their demographics even further with 
a mainstage lineup of heavy hitters to ensure financial success. 
Contrast this with England's "Phoenix Festival," staged this year for 

the fifth time on an old RAF airbase at Long Marston just outside of 
Shakespeare's birthplace of Stratford-Upon-Avon in the British 
Midlands. With the absence of Glastonbury on this year's festival cir-
cuit, taking a year off after last year's 25th anniversary concert, this 
year's Phoenix was the big event on the concert calendar, with four 
days of different styles of music, including jazz and techno as well as 
dance and comedy spread across eight stages. 

My own recent festival experiences in the States have included 
Lollapalooza, Woodstock '94 and the recent Tibet Freedom Concert 
in San Francisco. The last time I attended an English festival was at 
Glastonbury about 14 years ago and, due to some strange mushroom 
tea, the memories of that occasion are dim indeed. Older and hope-
fully a little wiser, I spent a day at Phoenix '96. Saturday was the 
third of the four days during which the local residents hunker down 
with their fridges full of life's necessities and avoided venturing out on 
to the road at all costs. Armed with a one-day pass, I drove right onto 
the site with very little hassles, my experience being very different 
from those brave souls who had converged on the site on Thursday's 
opening day, only to be stuck in traffic lines for eight to ten hours.

As I wandered around the stalls that were 
hawking every conceivable type of food that can 
be cooked outdoors and looked for a hat to protect 
me from the surprising English sun, I pondered 
the different festival experiences of an outdoor 
event such as The Phoenix in Europe compared 
with, say, a Lollapalooza or radio festival here in 
the States. As the previously noted lessons illus-
trate, you can expect to run into the same logisti-
cal problems on either side of the Atlantic... toilets, 
traffic, drunks, etc. The real difference comes in 
the diversity of acts that you can expect to see in 
Europe, and as a result, the crowds that shell out 

tickets tend to be more diverse 
also. For instance, four days 
at this year's Phoenix would 
have cost you a hundred 
bucks. And the European 
line-ups tend to appeal to a 
wider age range and with 
that comes a less intense and 
more relaxed crowd. 
I also spoke with a num-

ber of artists and crew mem-
bers who travel the world 
setting up and playing festi-

vals, but their perspective 
remains pretty much the same wherever they are. 
It kinda goes like this... arrive, sit around, set up, 
eat, sit around, play, leave. 

But back to EDWYN COLLJNS: 
"The gathering of the tribes descending

Is it hard to play so quietly? 
It's definitely tense. I 
think that's a big part of the excitement of playing. For some people, the excitement is they get to release the energy. For us, 
[playing] is this tension that is built up, whether it's released or not. Obviously, it is released, maybe just not in the way that nor-
mally everyone releases it. It's exciting to have that tension. If it turns on you or doesn't fly, it can be very damaging, very frustrat-
ing. But that's kind of the excitement of playing in front of people; if the tension does build, it's exhilarating. A successful set 
builds on those feelings. I like textures and experimenting with time... the way things can be lengthened and repetition can start 
playing games with your mind. There are a million ways you can do that besides just "rocking out" with a guitar for a long time. 
Why go down that road? It's been traveled. 
What have been the reactions from audiences? 
It is a mix. Ideally, it is 500 people completely quiet, really listening and us feeling like every tiny thing we play is being heard. Most of 
the time, lately, it is a mix of that and maybe a little bit more noise as far as people who are not necessarily paying attention. It depends; 
some crowds just aren't into it. If we're opening for some band that is totally not like us and people are waiting for them to play, it can 
be futile. But we roll with the punches pretty well. You can't 
expect to wrap everyone in your little musical arms all the 
time. But 500 people not interested in listening to us is 
probably the worst-case scenario. 
How have the Duluth and Minnesota winters influenced Low's 

sound? 

The interesting thing about Duluth is that it is on Lalw 
Superior, so you can stand at the edge of the city and look 
out over the water and there's nothing. So no matter where 
you are in the city, you are always a couple blocks away 
from nothing. Winters can be very oppressive there. Life 
slows down, you can't go outside, you have to put a bunch 
of clothes on. 
How was it working with Steve Albini on the "Transmission" EP? 
We kind of knew what we were getting into pretty much 
just from all the stories and legends. It was very exciting. 
Contrary to what everyone would immediately think, I thought a quiet band like us with Steve Albini would be a cool matchup. I know 
that he's not just into volume, he's into recording sounds very naturally. It was very cool; we learned a great deal. We had to play as well 
as we could because there aren't any fancy tricks to make you sound better.., it's just you in the room with a tape recorder. It was fun. 
He's a nice guy actually, not as angry as people thing he is. 
How was Steve Fisk different? 
He knows his way around all areas a little more. He's comfortable with switching on the machine and trying to figure out some weird 
reverb or playing the tape backwards. Whereas Steve Albini is more interested in getting as accurate a recording of a band playing the 
song as possible, just straight up, pretty much live. Fisk was into strange stuff and dialing up weird sounds, but also very into really nice 
microphones and getting a good natural sound like Albini does. Fisk was helpful in the sketchy areas where we weren't sure how to 
build a texture, how to complement a certain song or how to get a sound right. 
Do you feel an affinity with post-rock bands like Tortoise, who are also trying to stretch the idea of what an "alternative" band can do? 
Maybe a little bit, just so far as, here are some people who are trying to push the bound- 14 

aries a little. Theoretically, I guess, we're trying to do that, too, as far as trying to explore I THOUGHT A QUIET BAND  
possibilities in music that aren't explored as often by other people. Their approach is very 
different than ours. We focus more on writing specific songs which are based more on nor- LIKE US WIN STEVE ALBINI  
mal pop than anything too experimental. We're stripping things down much more and 
being very minimal.

DULUTH, MINNESOTA-BASED LOW sometimes play so quietly that they almost disappear. The band's harmonies 
are lush and full of breath, Alan Sparhark's guitars chime, Mimi Parker's brushes tap drums, and the bass of Zak Sally 

comes in every few heartbeats, but the overall effect is of a band that is barely playing. On their third full-length, "When 

The Curtain Hits The Cast" (Vernon Yard), the band maximizes their ability to control dynamics and textures in order to 
draw in the listener. Low asks that their audience pay attention to the details because in the repetition and subtle 
changes, they craft an atmospheric mood. Much in the same way that a band like Mazzy Star is ambient, so too is Low. 

Songs are the main focus, but the tangents and wide-open spaces are what make Low so appealing. 
Live, the band turns clubs into hushed, church-like spaces where the newly converted are shushed for speaking too 

loudly. The first single, "Over The Ocean," is classic Low, although with falsetto harmonies and easily discernible lyrics. 
Fittingly, the video has lots of things falling in slow motion.

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Time for a Foster's Lager and a vegamite chaser with Frente!'s Simon Austin 

nlike most of the deafen-

ing modern pop released in 

1993, Frente!'s graceful 

debut disc, "Marvin: The 
Album," settled softly on 
the ears. Vocalist Angie 

Hart emerged as one of 

the most affecting 

singers in contemporary pop, while gui-

tarist/songwriter Simon Austin exhibited a 
jazzy sensibility that owed as much to Jobim 

as the Beatles. The album produced a pair of 
alternative hits, "Labour Of Love" and a reve-

latory interpretation of New Order's "Bizarre 
Love Triangle." And though the disc failed to rack 

up big numbers stateside, some industry insiders 
believed the Australian band was stardom-bound, provided they con-

tinued to refine their breezy sound. 
The group recently released its sophomore album, and it's a far cry 

from its relatively simple predecessor. "Shape" (Mammoth/Atlantic) is 

knottier than the first album would have led fans to expect, with 
Austin, Hart, drummer Alastair Barden and bassist Bill McDonald creat-

ing diverse, ever-shifting melodies and arrangements. The result is a 

record that's as artful and complex as its forerunner was unaffected. 
Indeed, "Shape" is an open challenge to those who would dismiss 

Frente! as sticky-sweet bubblegum pop. Moreover, the band has 

other surprises up its sleeve, including a collaboration with Cocteau

Why did it take three years to record a follow-up to "Marvin: The 
Album"? 
We toured for a year and a half, so that accounts for a lot of 
the time. We did 350 shows in North America alone, as well 
as 40-50 shows in Europe and even more shows in Asia. 
Then, at the end of the tour, our hags player left. He was just 
burned out. So we went home and had three months of just 
staring at the wall. We were just completely in a daze. We'd 
grown up on the road, especially Anee, who was just 18 when 
she joined the band. She was really ready for a break, and we 
hadn't taken a holiday in five years. So we took off for a while, 
after which we started writing. But we missed the record 
release window for last year, and that held things up a bit. A 
band of our stature has a certain window in which they can 
release a record and not get swamped by the Sounclgardens of 
the world. 
Did you feel any pressure to make "Marvin II," or at least come up 
with songs that had a similar charm? 
That pressure pushed us into making "Shape." Each record 
we've made has been a surprise to ourselves, and a sur-
prise to the people who know the band really well. 
Everytime something puts pressure on us, we jump the 
other way. We could have made "Marvin H" or done the 
modern rock thing with the loud guitars, but we landed 
somewhere between the two. 
Which of the two records do you feel is the most complex? 
Song‘‘ riung-wise, the lirst one was really complex, but because 
of the gentle production, it doesn't sound as complex. This 
record sounds a lot deeper. We actually have songs where 
there's another song underneath the main melody. You can 
barely make them out, but they're there. So there's a lot of 
sub-melodies and weirdness. There's actually some scratching 
on it. We didn't want the trip-hop bass, because it's become so 
dichéd. We just wanted those things that tickle your ears, so 
we got these DJs to come and sort of vomit on the tracks. 

The sound of this record goes to the very heart of who we 
are. The first album was the sound of innocence, and the new 
album is the sound of us climbing and doing something more. 
We went into the studio to do everything we don't usually do.

Dormie Simpson, who complimented him on 
the music he was playing at the club, Diggs' 
life has rocketed. In 1986, Simpson called Diggs 
with an offer for the MD position at WKYS-
FM. where Simpson was the PD. Diggs held 
the position from 1986 to 1994, until he got a 
call from Jeff Lee, President of BET. You can bet 
Simpson had something to do with that, but 
nothing can help Diggs recover from this 
interview with JAMZ Video Coordinator 
Michael "Nail' Phyall, except chewing his arm off to get away. 
What changes do you have planned for the new season? 
The major change is 'Video Soul" is no longer on the schedule; 
It's been replaced by a new show called "Unreal," which 
debuted on September 23. It's a fast-paced, cutting-edge show 
that won't have a regular set. We're going wherever the hap-
penings are; video shoots, the Super Bowl, concerts, in the stu-
dio with artists, "Unreal" is gonna be there. I'm excited because 
we think it's gonna take the network to the next level. 
Do you censor any videos? 
We do ask for edits. There are certain words we don't allow on 
the network. I think we have a responsibility to our viewers and 
to the young kids that are watching. 
What did you bring from radio to BET? 
I put all the music on the Selector Computer System, and that 
was something that wasn't being utilized at the time. Previously, 
all the programs were scheduled manually and each producer 
would program their own shows. There was a Selector here, but 
no one was using it. When I first got here, I wanted to focus on 
playing the hits and breaking new artists. I think it's important 
to do both, but you also have to make some gut-level decisions 
about which new artists are gonna break. A lot of people get so 
caught up in research, they don't go with their gut. 
Do you daypart? 
Yes, because of the fact that all of our shows are different. We 
have "Rap City," so a lot of the rap videos are placed there. We

do put some of the crossover rap into the other 
shows, but that's sort of like a daypart situa-
tion. We have a show called "Midnight Love," 
where we play just ballads. On 'Video 
Vibrations," we play different videos, any-
where from hip-hop to house to Lenny Kravitz. 
In terms of dayparting from a programming 
standpoint, it's basically dealt with through 
each individual show. 
Would you like to produce or direct a video? 
Not really. What I would like to do is get into 
the creative aspect of producing records. Not to 
toot my own horn, but I think I have an excel-
lent ear for music and I would like to get into 
the creative process because, having a back-
ground in radio, video and clubs, I've had the 

opportunity to see it all from three different aspects. But right 
now, I'm pretty satisfied doing what I'm doing. 
How will video impact music in the future? 
I feel there will always be a place for video because it's an 
opportunity for an artist to get exposure without actually hav-
ing to go on tour. As a medium, it's gonna be around for quite 
some time. One of the things I would like to see changed in the 
near future is the elimination of the violence, the negativity, the 
nudity and the sexuality that's so heavily depicted in videos 
right now. 
How important are video charto? 
I look at them, but I try not to be swayed by what's happening 
on the charts, per se. But it's a very good tool to find out what 
other people are doing, because you need to know what's hap-
pening with video programmers across the country. So in that 
way, they are extremely helpful. 
Any ehout-oute? 
I have some really good people who help me tremendously. First 
of all, I have to give thanks to Jeff Lee, who hired me; he's an 
incredible business person. And then Lydia Cole, who's the VP 
of Programming. She's the glue that keeps this music depart-
ment together. The people who work immediately in my 
department are Music Researcher Kevin Taylor and my 
Administrative Assistant Kia Butler. She's my right hand. I just 
hired a young lady, Tia Smith, who is my Music Program 
Coordinator. My staff is very important to me.
