At pressume, music compa-
nies were pondering their next 
course of action in the ongoing 
"Musicland situation" as the 
nation's largest music retailer 
has requested that their suppli-
ers defer approximately $75 mil-
lion in payments owed for over 
two years. 

According to insiders, the 
$75 million represents around 
20% of all money owed Musi-
cland's top ten accounts— 
the "Big Six" music distribu-
tors and the top four home 
video distributors. 

Sources say the $75 million 
represents fourth-quarter monies 
due in January and February. 
Musicland has reportedly asked 
the accounts to defer part of the 
payments until the end of 1997 

and the rest of the payment 
until the end of 1999. 

Current backroom chatter 
has the majors split over their 
course of action. Obvious 
options include approval or 
denial of the Musicland plan, 
although there's a lot of discus-
sion that advocates a "pre-pack-
aged reorganization" that would 
see both software suppliers and 
Musicland's financial lenders 
absorb a portion of the retailer's 
debt following a formal Chapter 
11 filing. 

Meanwhile, Musicland is in 
the process of streamlining and 
restructuring its retail opera-
tions, including shuttering less-
successful outlets. 

Musicland executives de-
clined to comment.

FIVE WINNING STRATEGIES 
YOU CAN USE NOW  

s the Fall books roll in, let's focus on what the winners are doing to get 
themselves, or keep themselves, at the top. Some of what's going on at the 

most successful contemporary radio stations today is not terribly obvious. A lot 
of it is most certainly not "by the book." Here are five suggestions—actions you 
can take now—to make a direct positive impact on your ARB. 
1 Get the hell out of your radio station and listen to it on a regular 
1 e basis. The biggest problem with PDs today is that they never get time to 
program. Be less of an Operations Manager and more of a Programmer. Focus on 
your product—it really must be the priority. Get out of our narrow little 
radio/records world as much as you can, and make all of your programming staff 
do the same. You cannot effectively program to an audience if you've never met 
them or spent time in their shoes. Great radio stations sound like they're operat-
ed by human beings, not research studies. Step back and see the big picture. 2Defy conventional wisdom. Most big winners over history have won 
• by doing what supposedly "doesn't work." If someone tells you "you can't 

do that," it's probably a great idea to go ahead with it. Virtually nobody in the 
industry understands what KALC/Denver is doing. PD Greg Cassidy and MD 
Jim Lawson have gone out of their way to do "what can't be done," with success 
that everybody would kill for. Be unique, be a maverick, be different—not for its 
own sake, but with a plan. Have a vision, then execute it. Following the herd 
these days generally leads you over a cliff. 
0 Play more music that is selling. Just because the majority of your 
Ue cume doesn't buy CDs doesn't mean that what is selling is not significant. 
You must keep your current playlist balanced with records that evoke passion. 
Now more than ever, current-based radio stations are falling all over themselves 
to play music that no living person has demonstrated any interest in whatsoever. 
Taking all the "edge" off of your radio station is not the answer. You end up with 
nothing for anyone to grab on to, no compelling musical position. Watch your 
local SoundScan each week. Find out what stores in your market are big with 
people who are in your target audience and do your own weekly survey. Remem-
ber this—people who don't buy music still want to be "aware, hip, in-the-
know"—they want to identify with what the active consumer is into, even if 
they don't actively participate. When radio starts ignoring music that is selling, 
it bodes poorly for the future of Top 40. 
A Don't misuse callout research. Callout is a wonderful system that is 
• designed to point out when your audience is fatigued of popular songs, and 

to show you the relative popularity of the most familiar current songs on your 
playlist. Making any decisions based on callout on titles that have been played 
fewer than 200-250 times is foolish. Remember that a high average score or 
high rank does not automatically indicate that a song is testing well. Look at the 
individual responses on each title closely before making your rotation decisions. 
Give power rotation to the songs that get the 
most "5" scores. Ignore "rank" in most cases. 
A song can test in your Top 10 and still have 
mediocre scores or evoke little or no passion. 

5Be a better entertainer. The best 
e radio stations transcend the ups and 

downs of contemporary music and thrive 
even when the available product is weak. 
Why? Because they are entertaining entities 
unto themselves—with charm, personality, 
quirks, emotions and heart. Fill your staff 
with people who want to be in the entertain-
ment business, not scientists. If your station is 
not bursting with life, the audience will seek 
out and find one that is. This is nor Ray Dio.

Hicks began his music industry career as a club promoter, which led to a 

long-standing friendship with New Edition, specifically Michael Bivins, who watched and learned 

Hicks' methods, and has since gone on to manage several acts on his own Biv 10/Motown label. 

But this story's about Our Mr. Hicks. The man has been a publisher (Serious Hip Hop), tour 

manager (" Triple Threat," New Edition's " NE Heartbreak") and manager ( New Edition, Keith 

Sweat, TLC), all of which prepped him for his current role at Island. In that capacity, Hicks has 

overseen the resurrection of the lsley Bros., executive-produced the Gold soundtrack to " Don't 

Be A Menace To South Central While Drinking Your Juice In The Hood," and nurtured today's 

stars such as Dru Hill, Mona Lisa, Nneka, Myron and more. Mr. Hicks sat down with HITS' own res-

urrection project, JJ Johnson "Wack," to discuss his meteoric rise.., and the other's precipitous 

fall, in that order.

Gamble had a more 
soulful sound—the sound of 
Philadelphia—whereas Berry 
Gordy had a pop style and 
wanted to expand into mo-
tion pictures, which he did 
with "Lady Sings The Blues" 
and "Mahogany." Gamble's 
gutsy R&B approach, with 
Teddy Pendergrass, was more 
about chicken'n grits type of 
sound... not necessarily 
thinking of crossing over. So, 
it was like two generals with 
different styles, but the suc-
cess was there for both. I 
took notes to understand the 
pros and cons of the music 
industry, how it's structured 
from the top, down and the 
bottom up. 
HOW DID YOU HOOK-UP WITH 

NEW EDITION? 

I was promoting shows at a 
club and got to be good 
friends with Michael Bivins. I 
let him hang out with me a 
couple of times as a young 
kid. There was another side 
to him—hip-hop and rap, es-
pecially in the early stages. 

We got to be real close, and I 
was instrumental in putting 
New Edition back together 
after they broke up the first 
time when Bobby Brown left. 
It became a success after 
they added Johnny Gill. 
From that point, I officially 
became a major player in the 
New Edition saga. I was in-
strumental in putting the 
"Heartbreak Tour" together, 
as well, with Bobby Brown. 
Al B. Sure! and New Edition. 
Because of the work I did 
with New Edition, I later 
managed Bell Biv Deiroe. And 
from BBD, I put together the 
"Triple-Threat Tour." After 
that, l managed BED and 
Keith Sweat, and that was a 
success. From there, I man-
aged TLC. I felt as though I 
had taken management to its 
highest level. During that 
time, I had an opportunity to 
meet major players like Tom-
my Mottola. Bob Krasnow, Al 
Teller, Clive Davis, whom I 
had a deal with. I saw their 
styles and now it was time 

for me to take my career to 
the next level. I wanted the 
challenge, so I decided to go 
on the inside. I had five of-
fers from major companies, 
but I wanted to go where it 
was barren, where they had 
no black music. I felt that it 
would be a great challenge 
for me. Many people saw it 
as taking a step backwards. 
But, sometimes, you have to 
take a step backward to leap 
high forward.

I believe in planning your 
work and working your 
plan—it's easy to stay com-
placent, especially if you 
have success. I just felt I 
wanted a new challenge as a 
person. Sometimes it's more 
challenging to an individual 
to start up something or to 
make something that wasn't 
happening happen. Some-
times, you want to take on 
personal challenges to help 
other people make whatever 
they have to bring to the 
table bigger. I felt I would be 
able to help artists more— 
and by extension the label I 
worked at—if I applied the 
experience I had working 
with artists and interacting 
with the companies. I felt I 
could use these talents to a 
greater extent if I was on 
the inside.

I have so much more work to 
do that I haven't had time to 
come up for air to really 
even think about it. I'm just 
getting started.

Urban Promotion, is second 
to none when it comes to 
promotion. He has a track 
record of bringing Arista 
home to prove it. And then 
there's Varnell Johnson, my 
VP of Operations, a veteran 
in the business who knows all 
the major players. He can 
pick up the phone and make 
things happen. Angela 
Thomas, who worked with 
Don Ienner at Columbia, is 
our VP of Marketing. Those 
are people with a history and 
versatility in their back-
ground. Stanley Brown's our 
Director of A&R, and has 
been with me awhile. He 
broke Christopher Williams 
with a #1 hit record ( 1991's 
"I'm Dreaming"). He also has 
a gospel background, which is 
another direction I'm taking 
Island Black Music. Then 
there's Tim Patterson, my VP 
of A&R, who was instrumen-
tal in the careers of Mary J. 
Blige and Jodeci; he worked 
at Uptown and then Arista, so 
I was fortunate to get him. 
Then there's Gwen Quinn, 
who handles publicity. She 
was at Capitol and Flava Unit 
before coming to Island. 
These are grassroots people 
who are hungry and definitely 
go-getters. 

HOW HAVE YOU PUT TOGETH-

ER YOUR ROSTER? 

The criteria is being able to 
entertain. Sing and enter-
tain. When you have a 
group like the Isleys—you 
know, a lot of people thought 
I was crazy because that was 
one of the first groups I 
signed. These guys are veter-
ans. One, they are entertain-
ers and two, with the right 
product, it's nothing but suc-
cess for them because there's 
a void in the market, as you 
see today, for "real" songs. 
Then we have Dru Hill, five 
guys from Baltimore who not 
only sing, but perform. They 
are born stars. What they 
needed was the right materi-
al and now they have that. I 
have a female artist named 
Nneka, who's real strong. 
We've got Mona Lisa coming. 

I'm also starting a Gospel di-
vision, to which we just 
signed Karen Clark-Shep-
pard, from the Clark Sisters. 
I also started a West Coast 
hip-hop division of hip-hop, 
Unfadeable Records, with 
Fade. He's also on my mar-
keting staff. He used to be 
with Interscope, one of the 
innovators and early promo-
tion people in terms of the 
streets. He was the guy be-
hind Tupac and Dr. Dre's 
"The Chronic" album. Now 
he's running Unfadeable 
Records on the West Coast 
for me. So we're just growing 
and expanding. That's why I 
said earlier, we're just getting 
started. And there's so much 
more and so many people I 
want to help and give the op-
portunity to really do what-
ever it is they want to do. In 
terms of Island Black Music, 
I want to be a vehicle for 
these young producers, 
artists and executives who 
need an outlet to prove 
themselves to the public and 
to the industry. 
DO YOU HAVE ANY ADVICE 

FOR UP-AND-COMING EXECU-

TIVES IN THE BUSINESS? 

They need to realize their 
potential and who they are, 
because there's a deficiency 
in strong, black executives. 
I'm talking about great execs. 
Learn all you can learn. 
Humble yourselves. Remem-
ber, the artists are the stars. 
The artists pay our bills. No 
record company is anything 
without artists. We need to 
respect the artists as we do 
our jobs, and understand, at 
the same time, the bottom 
line is P&L... profit and loss. 
That is what we will all be 
judged by, because if it's not 
making dollars, it's not mak-
ing sense. We need to focus 
on that as businessmen and 
executives and put our egos 
aside and let our artists have 
the right-of-way. Let us focus 
on doing what we do best, 
whether it's managing, bud-
geting, A&R—whatever it 
may be.D

WFNX in Boston was the first PoMo station to add "Hell" 
and the album has already sold over 4,200 pieces in the market and the 
band's appearance on the WHFS Morning Show during the inaugura-
tion helped sell more than 200 pieces last week in the Washington/Bal-
timore area! Now will you believe us when we tell you that this song is 
a HIT! Prodigy's "Fuestarter" is now on over 60 PoNlo stations 
(including KROQ), with over 64,000 singles sold in the past few 
weeks We really really really really love both the new Kula Shaker 
and James singles and we don't even consider ourselves to be 
"anglophiles," except when it comes to clothes (we worship Paul 
Smith)—although we've made no secret of how much we also really 
really really really love Sneaker Pimps, Mundy, Space and White 
Town Gary Spivack started off his first week in his new digs at 
Atlantic in NYC by making Tod Amos #2 Most Added this week

I planned to see her last Friday to tell her how 
much she meant to me even though I lived 3,000 miles away. Unfortu-
nately, she died on Thursday and my conversation with her coffin didn't 
exactly have the same impact.

Time for three coins in the Fountains of Wayne's Adam Schlesinger and Chris Collingwood 

WHAT IS IT ABOUT '605 MUSIC THAT APPEALS TO YOU? 
ADAM SCHLESINGER: I think the emphasis on melody 
is a big part of it. Also, there weren't so many rules 
back then, so people really felt free to experiment to 
try to outdo each other. Not to make comparisons or 
anything, but where we live, there's a real tight circle 
of musicians and friends within a five-block radius. 
We're constantly sharing stuff and encouraging each 
other, and that makes for a real creative environment. 
WHAT ARE SOME OF YOUR FAVORITE RECORDS? 
CIIRIS COLLINGWOOD: One would have to be "Steve 
McQueen" by Prefab Sprout. It was titled "Two 
Wheels Good" here in America. It was produced by Thomas Dolby 
and he definitely brought something to the recording. I also like more 
straightforward songwriters like Burt Bacharach and Cole Porter. I 
kind of arrived at all that from listening to [Prefab Sprout's] Paddy 
McAloon. "High Land, High Rain" by Aztec Camera was also a big 
record for me. It made me realize how much you could accomplish by 
just strumming chords and singing. Recently I've been listening to a 
singer named Ron Sexsmith. He's just a brilliant writer, and the 
moods he creates on his record are amazing. 
HOW ABOUT YOU, ADAM? 
SCIILESINGER: I would definitely have to say the Beatles, but it's hard 
to pick one record. "Revolver" or maybe "Meet The Beatles," which 
was the first and only record I owned for five years. I got that record 
when I was three-years-old from a hippie aunt of mine who lived in 
California. I also love Elvis Costello - -"Imperial Bedroom" and "Blood 
& Chocolate" are two of my favorites. 
DID YOU GET TEASED IN HIGH SCHOOL FOR YOUR MUSICAL TASTES? 
COLLINGWOOD: I used to listen to R.E.M. and stuff like that. This was 
back in '85 when "Reckoning" had just come out. If you had that 
record, you were labeled a homosexual. Except in my case, they 
skipped over the homosexual accusations and went straight to beat-
ing me up. 
HOW WOULD YOU SUM UP YOUR ALBUM? 
SCHLESINGER: It's really just pop music, pretty straight-ahead. All the 
songs are as tossed-off as we could possibly make them. We try not to 
belabor them too much, and hopefully they come across that way. 
We're fans of pop music in the most traditional, '60s-inspired sense. 
We grew up listening to '60s pop like the Zombies, the Beatles, the 
Beach Boys, and that's the way we tend to write. To us, it's a bit of a 
joke to use distorted guitar because we're not trying to write heavy al-
ternative rock. People would probably say we're alternative, hut 
there's songwriting underneath it. 
WHAT WAS THE INSPIRATION FOR "PLEASE DON'T ROCK ME TONIGHT"? 
COLLINGM ooD: That song is about our frustration with int1,1,2, but on

carbonated. The group is comprised of singer/songwriters Adam Schlesinger and Chris Collingwood, 
a New York duo who share a fondness for frothy Brit-pop melodies and daffy lyrics. The group—which 
also includes Brian Young and Jody Porter—displays a keen '60s rock sensibility on songs like " Radia-
tion Vibe," "Sink To The Bottom" and "She's Got A Problem." 
The Fountains Of Wayne saga began in Boston, where lead singer Collingwood spent his musically 

formative years. Moving to New York, he reunited with Schlesinger, an ex-bandmate and roommate 
from his Boston school days. Schlesinger was enthused enough by Collingwood's new material to pro-
pose forming a new group. Taking their name from a statuary shop in suburban New Jersey, Fountains 
Of Wayne was formally conceived. 

Lest anyone doubt the group's pop smarts, consider the fact that Schlesinger composed the mem-
orable title track to Tom Hanks' critically acclaimed film, "That Thing You Do!" Schlesinger is also a part-
ner in Scratchie Records, the Chicago-based label co-owned by D'Arcy and James lha of Smashing 
Pumpkins. Any remaining naysayers should apprise that the band's entire debut album was written in 
the span of a week, and recorded in a mere eight days. The group is currently on the road opening for 
Smashing Pumpkins. 
Collingwood and Schlesinger recently convened at Atlantic Records' west coast offices, where they 

divulged the secret eleven herbs and spices to HITS' own galloping gourmet Bruce "Once" Britt "En 
Twice Shy." 

a lighter note. Most of the time Adam and I write together, we're try-
ing to make ourselves crack up. It's this contest to see who can make 
the other laugh first. That particular song came from wanting to write 
an anti-rocker anthem. When you write a song in 10 minutes, you 
don't have much invested in it. If it sucks, you just throw it away. 
ADAM, HOW DID YOU COME TO THE ATTENTION OF TOM HANKS? 
SCHLESINGER: Basically, the movie company put word through the 
music publishing companies that they were looking for a song. It was 
like a cattle call for demo tapes. So the people at PolyGram Publish-
ing whom I have a deal with asked me if I wanted to submit a song for 
it. They knew I was into that era of music, and that was really it. The 
only info I had to go by was the era and the name of the band—the 
Wonders. They wouldn't give out scripts or anything, so it was really 
a shot in the dark. I wrote three versions of the song, and brought 
them over to my friend Mike's house, and he agreed to sing the demo 
for me. He has the perfect voice for that kind of pop. Out of the three 
versions, he pointed out the one that I ended up submitting. 
They called up and said, "We all really liked the song out here; it's a 

leading contender." So they let it be known it was looking pretty good. 
Some time went by before they actually settled on it. I have to say it 
was pretty outrageous. I did a demo of it in one afternoon. It was such 
a long shot. So I had a pretty amazed reaction. 
The only thing they changed was the drum intro, because of the char-

acter in the movie. Otherwise they completely used the original 
arrangement, except the line about the severed human head. And they 
took out the Barry White rap in the middle. They said it wasn't right. 
ARE THINGS HAPPENING ALMOST TOO FAST FOR THIS BAND? 
SCHLESINGER: To be honest, we really made it a condition of our 
record deal to get this album out as quickly as possible. We didn't 
want to sit on the record for a year, because that isn't how the record 
was made. We wrote and recorded it quickly, and we wanted to bring 
that same spirit to the making and promoting of it. It's never a good 
thing to sit around thinking about stuff. It's rock music.D

/vocalist Kristin Asbury brought 
their tour to Mercury Lounge to per-

form as the duo known as September 

67. The crowd was filled with many 

southerners and former students 

from U of V anticipating the live 
rendition of "Lucky Shoe," their 

debut CD on The Enclave, produced 
by Cracker's David Lowery, featuring 

an appearance by several band mem-

bers including Johnny Hickman. 
The duo calls itself Southern Gothic 

pop, with Shannon influenced lyri-

cally by southern writers like 
Flannery O'Connor. The music's a 

mix of country and folk with an 
emotional rock beat. 

The songs are all autobiographi-

cal and extremely evocative, each 
tune a vignette of real-life, eccentric 

characters. During the performance, 

Shannon banters with the audience, 

telling them what each song is 

about tetore praying it. Prom the 
story of how her mother shot off the 

head of a copperhead snake in her 

Santa Claus pajamas ("Mercy Is The 
Red Bird") to the revelation that 

Alice was actually a young boy who 

played piano but didn't pay atten-
tion to her ('What's Wrong With 

Alice?" ), September 67 kept 

the crowd engaged and entertained 

throughout. 
The music is stark and riveting, 

with Shannon plucking notes on 

guitar and Kristin providing smooth 
snare drum accompaniment. The 

harmonies are unique as Kristin pro-

vides a deep counterpoint to 
Shannon's soft emotional plaint. 

Combined with a sense of humor, 

September 67 lends lighmess to 
even the saddest of songs.

goils, hitting them up for lunch dur-
ing the day and a show at night... 

but not before she made a complete 

pest of herself. 

How did you two meet? 
Kristin Asbury: We were both living in 
Charlottesville. I was in school and Shannon 
had just come back from living in New York. 
We hadn't met yet, and we were both having 
visions about our time in Charlottesville, so 
we got set up on a blind date of sorts. 
There's a streak of anger in "Busy Build-
ing." Do you consider yourselves femi-
nist? 
Shannon Worrell: Not at all. The anger 
comes from human experience, not necessarily from the point-of-view of a woman. 
It's just personalizing different people breaking hearts and having their hearts bro-
ken. It isn't really gender -specific. 
"Burning Down The House" has strong imagery. 
Shannon: I guess it's about sort of trashing everything you own in order to start all 
over again. You might call it a self-purification, burning down the house because it's 
old and unliveable. It's about being trapped by intolerable memories you try to 
scourge by destroying your house and starting over. 
"Ludcy Shoe" sounds as if it was inspired by Patsy Cline.

Shannon: Both of us like country 
music and certainly share a love for Patsy Cline. That's one of the only songs we cut 
with a nod to country music. When you play that sort of style, you really start to 
sing about the old heartbreak and blues, whatever Patsy Cline might do. "Lucky 
Shoe" could be considered the second part of "Walking After Midnight." 
Is "Mercy Is The Red Bird" about motherhood? 
Shannon: It's a song of praise for my mom's role through my entire life. Her name 
is Robin, so that's the red bird part. Most of it is just an homage to motherhood and 
my relationship to her. 
"Cassandra On The Dance Floor" is about stealing someone's boyfriend. 
Has that ever happened to you? 
Shannon: I stole my best friend's boyfriend. The song's about having a showdown 
on the dance floor where she told us off and started heckling us. Sometimes we'd get 
attacked by her in public. We live in such a small town that it's impossible to ever 
go out and not bump into people that you know and don't like. 
Kristin: I'm actually trying to steal a boyfriend right now. 
What do you mean by Southern Gothic pop? 
Kristin: To me, it means a rich blend of a lot of things. I'm from Pennsylvania, so it 
would mean something different to me, being a northerner. I see it from the outside. 
Things that are southern to me are rich. Whether it has a country feel or some folk 
background, it would be a little more rich than most rock, which is strong and dri-
ving. It has a poppy side to it. It's also rich with lyrical content, with a serious struc-
ture or bottom to it. 
You got your start in Charlottesville. Did being based in a college town 
make it any easier for you to break through? 
Shannon: Only recently has the music scene there been revived. For a college 
town, it doesn't really have a full music scene. You'd think it would because it's such 
a beautiful place to live and there are many writers and artists living there. There is 
local pride that has evolved around the Dave Matthews Band. There are also some 
people from Pavement that come from Charlottesville bands. However, there are 
still not the number of venues and bands for live music you'd expect in a college 
town. It's not so great. 

Is Liz Phair an influence on either of you? 
Shannon: Both of us listen to her records all the time. I think she is just an amaz-
ing peer musically and age-wise. It's so exciting to see so many people our age out 
there playing music in bands. 
What's your relationship with Cracker? 
Kristin: We have a professional and friendly relationship with them. David 
[Lowery] co-produced the record and that's how we got the other members of the 
band to play on it. We ended up playing a gig with them, and most of them played 
on the record as well, with the exception of the drummer. 
Shannon: They were working on their record at the same time and in the same stu-
dio as we were. It was cross-pollination. We sang on their record, and they played 
on ours. It was a very small studio. We were the only two things going on. It was 
inevitable that we would help each other out — to share some oxygen. •

Time to squeeze the lemon with Tonic's 

THE FACE OF THE HOLLYWOOD MUSIC 
SCENE has been changing over the past few 
years. Case in point.., the band Tonic. Like 
many a rocker before them, most of the quar-
tet are from elsewhere. [Singer/guitarist] 
Emerson Hart and [bassist] Dan Rothchild are 
from New Jersey and [guitarist] Jeff Russo is 
an ex-Manhattanite. Only [drummer] Kevin 
Shepard is a California native. 
Unlike most LA. outfits before them, though, 

they didn't haunt the Sunset Strip in search of 
a deal. They honed their talent by jamming at 
the Kibbutz Room of Canter's Delicatessen on 
Fairfax and other non-glitzy, low-key clubs. 
The result is all-American guitar rock, with per-
haps a nod here and there to Hart's Irish an-
cestry. With a diverse amount of influences— 
from classic '70s rock to classic American po-
etry—Tonic can't be pigeonholed into one 
musical category ... much less a regional one. 
The quartet's latest single, "Casual Affair," 
from their label debut, "Lemon Parade" (Poly-
dor/A&M), has followed the first track, "Open 
Up Your Eyes," onto the nation's airwaves.

TELL ME ABOUT YOUR EXPERIENCES JAMMING AT THE KIBBUTZ ROOM. 
It was a huge learning experience, because I got to play with all these 
different musicians who were great, and we got to do whatever we 
wanted. Like, we would play anything from King Crimson to the Cars! 
You had to think on the fly, and that helped me a great deal as a mu-
sician, and also as a band. We pretty much formed Tonie out of the 
Kibbutz Room. Kevin was playing there and Dan was playing at a 
place called Masquers, but he also played there as well. And then we 
started playing places that were kind of off the beaten track, like the 
Mint, which was a great club. We played every Sunday there for at 
least a year, getting the band together. It was a really small, grass-
roots kind of thing and that was great because it kept the audience 
honest. They didn't come there to be impressed. It was more like, 
"You want to come check out what we're doing, that's fine. If not, 
that's cool, too." 
ITS ODD THAT YOU GUYS ARE BASED OUT OF L.A., WITH ITS REPUTA-
TION FOR BEING TRENDY AND SHALLOW-SOMETHING YOU GUYS DEF-
INITELY AREN'T. 
[Laughs] Well, we have good grounding. We've never been avid, 
trendy people because... I consider myself a complete geek, you 
know! I was never really in the "cool circle." We didn't really look at 
what was going on around us. We'd just sit in the rehearsal place and 
play the best music we could as a band. 
WHAT KIND OF RESPONSES HAVE YOU BEEN GETTING ON TOUR WHEN 
PEOPLE FIND OUT TONIC'S FROM L.A.? 
People are like, "Oh, you're from L.A.? Sorry about that." And it's re-
ally not that bad of a place, you know? They immediately throw la-
bels on it, because that's just naturally what people want to do. But 
some places have been like, "Oh, you're from L.A.? Cool." There's 
still a lot of that stigma out there which really needs to be destroyed, 
so we're fighting hard. People should just listen to the music without 
that kind of prejudice.

HAS IT SURPRISED YOU THAT THE RECORD HAS BEEN GETTING THE AIR-
PLAY AND ATTENTION IT HAS? 
It's been pretty numbing, because it still hasn't sunk in quite yet. But 
then, in a way, that's good because we try to keep a good work ethic 
in the band. We really exercise cautious optimism. The record label's 
telling us, "You guys are moving up the charts! Things are great!" And 
that's cool, that's great—but how's the live show? What really matters 
to us is just playing the best show possible for the people who show 
up. And it's great that people are coming out more now because the 
single's been playing on the radio. That's what's important to me. 
THERE ARE TWO SONGS THAT MENTION SOLDIERS ON THE RECORD— 
HAVE YOU HAD RELATIVES IN THE SERVICE? 
I'm actually the only one in my family who's never served in a war, 
through the Revolutionary, the Mexican-American and the Civil War. 
I thought I was going to go in the Gulf War, but it didn't happen. I've 
always had a thing for history about soldiers, like in the old Irish sto-
ries, the soldiers who fought for the freedom of Ireland or whatever. 
I think it's a cool visual—those old poems and stories about the sol-
diers who came home, sat and talked about where they had been, the 
loves they lost and those they fought for. The people that those songs 
were about reminded me of those soldiers. 
JUDGING FROM THE LYRICS, AND THE FACT THAT YOU CITE POET 
ROBERT FROST AS AN INFLUENCE, YOU'RE PROBABLY PRETTY WELL-
READ, WHICH IS RARE THESE DAYS. 
We tend to move so fast today because of technology. I'm not saying 
technology is bad, because it does a lot of great things, in the medical 
world and education—but we move so fast that we tend to forget 
some of the things that got us here. I know that sounds like such a 
"dad" thing to say, and I'm the farthest thing from a dad! But it's so 
important to read and look around. It's like, when they do that Beav-
is and Butt-Head thing, when he's going, "Words, words, words..." I 
mean, that's scary. It's funny, but it's scary.D

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Time to visit the teenage wasteland with silverchair' 

TEENAGERS BEN GILUES, CHRIS JOANNOU AND 

Daniel Johns have much more to think about 
than surfing, school and fast cars. At just 17, the 
Australian trio, known world-wide as silverchair, 
are thinking about tomorrow, the next day, and 
the coming year since they are about to release 
"Freak Show" (Murmur/Epic), the follow-up to 
their multi-platinum debut "frogstomp." 

Back in '92, when they first began messing 
around on their instruments in drummer Ben's 
parents' garage in Newcastle, they never 
thought that their first concert would be one 
they performed at, that they would have a 
record deal by the time they were 14 and re-
lease a successful debut—much less become 
one of Australia's better-known exports. While 
the attention hasn't always been positive— 
they've been dubbed both "Nirvana In Paja-
mas" and " Kindergarden" for their resem-
blance to the Seattle sound—critics have had to 
admit that silverchair were talented and cre-
ative. As Rolling Stone pointed out: "When 
these guys turn 18, they'll really be dangerous." 
Now that they're on the verge of turning le-

gal age and able to travel without their mums 
and dads, the jocular threesome are out to 
prove they're no one-hit wonders. With aggres-
sive songs and more musical experimentation, 
"Freak Show" is a testament to their experi-
ence and confidence. Though the music isn't 
completely original—with admitted influences 
from Black Sabbath to Minor Threat to pop-
grunge, silverchair is finally coming into its own, 
creating their own distinctive sound. 
And, unlike many of their peers, the lads are

WITH " FROGSTOMP" SO SUCCESSFUL, DID YOU FEEL ANY PRESSURE IN RECORDING " FREAK SHOW"? 

DANIEL Ji lINS: l feel in the back of my mind there's some pressure. We didn't set out to write an album 
that would sell more than the first; we never expect that. We just want to sell enough so that people 
realize we're not a one-album band. We just want to sell enough to sustain a career out of it. 
THERE'S MORE MUSICAL DIVERSITY ON "FREAK SHOW." 
DANIEL: We wanted to branch out. On the first album, there were quiet and loud songs. On this al-
bum there are really quiet and really loud songs. We experimented using different sounds within 
the songs. 
LYRICALLY, DO YOU THINK THERE IS A VAST DIFFERENCE BETWEEN THE TWO ALBUMS? 
DANIEL: On the first album, most of the lyrics are fictional, kind of dreams and stories. On 
this album, they are a lot more real, a lot more personal. 
ARE THEY MORE REFLECTIVE OF WHOM YOU ARE? 
DANIEL: On the first album, it wasn't really me; I mean, it was me, but not really. 
BEN GILLIES: Daniel's lyrics suck. This is the only band I've been in, but I still think he is a 
shitty songwriter. He's so dumb. 
DANIEL: Ben's the best. 
BEN, HOW CAN YOU TRASH HIM WHEN HE SAYS HOW GOOD YOU ARE? 
BEN: That's our relationship. 
IS THAT WHAT KEEPS YOU GROUNDED? 
DANIEL: [Laughs] Ile always tells me how bad I am, which keeps me so confident. And I al-
ways tell him how good he is, which... 
BEN: 'Laughs] My self-esteem is rock bottom. 

(I) Z THE SONGS TEND TO BE RATHER DARK LYRICALLY, BUT YOU DON'T SEEM DEPRESSED. 
DANIEL: I have a dark view on things. I'm very pessimistic. I would rather sing about that 
kind of crap, then how good the ears, girls and the beach are. Actually, the next album is 
going to be about ears, girls and the beach. Most of these songs were written when I was 
not a happy camper. 
THE FIRST SINGLE IS "FREAK" EVERYWHERE EXCEPT AMERICA AND CANADA, WHERE IT'S 
"ABUSE ME." HOW MUCH INPUT DO YOU HAVE IN SELECTING THE SINGLES? 
DAN E L: [ Laughs] A lot everywhere except America. We had a little bit of an issue with the 
record company over the single. 
BEN: They wanted to go for the radio-friendly song. They didn't think that "Freak" was very radio-
friendly. 
DANIEL: "Abuse Me" was always going to be a single, but we didn't want it to be the first one. 
It did bother us, but it's not like they picked a single that we never wanted. 
HOW MUCH INPUT DO YOU HAVE ON THE BUSINESS END NOW? 
DANIEL: I'm the treasurer, Ben looks after the overseas affairs and Chris is in charge of spon-
sorships. [ Laughs] That's how we get all our instruments for free. Not really. 
We're dealing with people that have a wealth of experience in the music industry, so we can't 

always argue with them and say we're right. We're just hoping to do the right thing. If we don't, 
we'll just blame the record company, reform in ten years and make heaps of money.

HINK JAZZERCISE AND LEG WARMERS. OR BETTER YET, THINK 

Pac-Man, Rubik's Cube and the mullet hair style. Remarkably, this was the 
same '80s generation that looked down on catchy pop-punk bands like the 
Descendents. Yet the band's members were self-proclaimed geeks anyway, 
so it mattered next to nothing. 

Releasing eight albums over about that many years, the Descendents were 
the alternative to the Cyndi Laupers and Animotions that dominated the "clean-
cut" decade. In place of image and fancy hair, the Descendents had quick, spas-
tic, pop-punk gems that helped define today's SoCal punk sound. By 1987, the 
Descendents seemed poised to make a more significant breakthrough, but singer 
Milo Aukerman left the band to attend graduate school. 

The remaining members continued under the name All, which happened to be 
the title of the last Descendents album. As the Descendents, All had a few guitar 
and bass player changes, but All also had its share of singers until they finally set-
tled on Chad Price, their current vocalist. After numerous releases on Cruz 
Records, All got signed to Interscope in 1994 and released their major label bow. 

Now, ten years after departing, Milo has reappeared with a Ph.D. in biochem-
istry and a job studying the DNA of plants. Though All is still very much together, 
Milo has returned to front the Descendents with All members Bill Stevenson on 
drums, Stephen Egerton on guitar and Karl Alvarez on bass and to record a new 
album, " Everything Sucks" (Epitaph ), which is as hyper and spastic as the band in 
their heyday. The group even plans to tour again, launching it with seven sold-out 
nights at the Whisky in Hollywood. 

Fresh from his garden, Milo opens up to HITS' missing link David "One of Col-
in's Sleazy Friends" Jenison, only to end up sorry he ever bothered. 

IS THIS NEW ALBUM A ONE-OFF DEAL, OR IS THERE 

A FUTURE FOR THE DESCENDENTS? 
It started as a one-off. I called up Bill [ Stevenson] 
and said I had some songs, which turned into an 
album. The more I immersed myself in the band, 
the more I realized I wanted to keep it going. 
Now we're on tour. I'd also say there's probably 
another Descendents record in the future. 
WERE THE GUYS SURPRISED TO HEAR FROM YOU? 
We've kept in touch all along. Bill and I have been 
best friends since high school. In fact, I've done 
background vocals on some of the All records, 
and there was one time in which [singer] Chad 
Price got strep throat, and I filled in for him at an 
All show in New Jersey. It was funny watching 
the realization set in with the fans who knew who 
I was. 
I NOTICED CHAD PRICE DOES BACKGROUND VO-
CALS ON THE DESCENDENTS RECORD. 
I know it seems weird to people. Basically, it's five 
guys who want to branch off in two main direc-
tions. Depending on the individual circum-
stances, we choose to do one or another at any 
given time. Right now, we're choosing to do the 
Descendents, but Chad is a big part of it as well. 
WHAT'S IT LIKE WATCHING ALL FROM THE SIDE-
LINES? 
They're one of my favorite bands, and they've 
kept me in the loop over the past ten years. I 
never felt regret that I wasn't out there, but usu-
ally when I was at a show, I'd get up and do a few 
songs with them. I've always been too busy doing 
science to have regrets. 
WERE YOU A SCIENCE NUT IN HIGH SCHOOL? 
Pretty much. Ironically, my awakening to science 
coincided with my awakening to punk. It set the 
precedent for the rest of my life with this frustrat-
ing tug-of-war between the two. 
WAS THERE A DEEPER REASON WHY YOU LEFT THE 
DESCENDENTS BESIDES WANTING TO GO TO COL-

LEGE? 
I made myself a promise that I would play out the 
academic card and go do research. Unfortunately, 
the Descendents seemed to be at a point where 
they could have become much bigger. That's 
when I realized that if I was going to go back to 

school, I had to do it now or I 
never would. It's always been my 
biggest frustration. I have two 
life-long passions, and they're 
mutually exclusive. 
HAVE YOUR ACADEMICS AFFECT-
ED YOUR MUSIC IN OTHER WAYS? 

I usually do school until I get re-
ally burnt-out, and then I go back 
to music. School provides good 
fodder for releasing frustrations 
in my music. More recently, I 
needed an outlet for all these 
frustrations, so I started writing 
songs. That's when I gave Bill a 
call. 
I NOTICED YOU BROUGHT BACK 
THE MILO CARTOON FOR THE 

NEW ALBUM COVER. WHERE DID 
THE MILO CARTOON ORIGINALLY 
COME FROM? 
Nly best friend in school was an 
artist, and he ran for student 
body president. He would draw 
up posters saying, "Vote for 
Roger." One time he drew the 
cartoon on a poster, and it said, 
"Milo says: 'Vote for Roger!" We 
really liked it and adopted it for 
our album covers 
WHAT ASPECTS OF SOCIETY RE-
FLECT WHAT THE DESCENDENTS 
REPRESENT? 
There's this book which describes 
the music of bands like us and 
Black Flag as the music of the 
new rednecks. That's to say that 
we're essentially egalitarian-
minded, pseudo-working class 

people. The new rednecks implies the 
notion that we're total geeks and nerds 
who celebrate being uncool. If there 
was a faction of society that we em-
brace. it would be the nerds, the under-
dogs and the anti-cool. 
HOW DID PEOPLE AT SCHOOL RESPOND 
TO YOUR MUSIC? 
No one really knew about it. We prac-
ticed five nights a week and played Los 
Angeles and Orange County about once 
a month. The band was more about get-
ting together to play than to publicize 
our existence to our peers. If we did 
publicize our existence at school, all 
we'd get was a hunch of heckling ans'-

WHAT'S ONE OF YOUR FONDEST MEMO-
RIES OF BEING IN THE DESCENDENTS? 

I remember a lot of good shows with 
the Minutemen. We're obviously known 
for our farting prowess, but you can 
imagine what the Minutemen guys are 
like. We started driving up to San Fran-
cisco to do shows, so we had to estab-
lish the ten-minute rule. You could only 
fart ten minutes out of every hour, so 
for ten minutes everyone rolled down 
the windows and cut loose. The rest of 
the time we had to hold it in. Other-
wise, we would have all died.D 
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it hrough thick and thin, Social

musicians. Still, it hasn't come without strrh'-
gle and strife. Since the early ' 80s, Social D's 
discography has read like an everyman's 
"how to" for surviving troubled times. 

Over the years, Mike Ness and compa- . 
ny—guitarist Dennis DaneII, bassist John Maurer and new drummer Chuck Biscuits—have shed 
much light on the view from the bottom.., be it a bottle, a broken home or a ruined 
love affair. On their new album, "White Light White Heat White Trash" ( 550 
Music), Ness' near-primal growling and wailing seem to evoke an even 
deeper level of pain and loss than ever before. But those youthful blasts 
of confusion and anger have given way to mature confessions of vulnera-
bility, remorse, forgiveness and love. Drawing on the hard-luck moaning 
of influences like Hank Williams and Roy Orbison, to punk whiners 
like John Lydon and Johnny Thunders, plus his own miserable 
childhood, Ness has honed to perfection the band's incendi-
ary blend of punk-rock rebellion and rockabilly heartbreak. 

Despite a four-year delay between releases, 550 has 
stood behind Social Distortion. This loyalty allowed the band 
the breathing room it needed to resolve unfinished business, 
evolve and build steam at its own pace, rather than fade into 
oblivion. And with its searing guitar firewalls and explosive, 
melodic vocals, "White Light"—which Ness insists is 
their best work yet—has them boiling vigor-
ously on the front burner. The success of the 
album and the single, "I Was Wrong," is being 
fueled by MTV, rock radio airplay and non-
stop touring, including turns through Europe 
and Japan. And while they may be sleeping in 
hotels now, they'll always be punks at heart, 
particularly when it comes to HITS' very own 
alternadarling Laura "Citizen" Kane, who spends her 
own time either sleeping in the subways or standing in 
the pouring rain.

Well, we've been signed to a major label for six years now. And each year 
has gotten a little better. Even in the punk-rock days, when it wasn't consid-
ered cool to be successful, we wanted to be. We have tried very hard to 
defy stereotypes and ignore trends. But it's been a long, slow road. 
Your music reflects a pretty tough childhood. 
It may not have been any rougher than anyone else's. I'm from the "X 
Generation"—dysfunctional, broken home, alcoholism. That stuff shaped 
me. And I've carried it into my adulthood. I write about hard times. I identi-
fy with punk because it enabled me to express my feelings of alienation, 
frustration, rebellion, anger, fear, oppression, depression... all that shit. 
What music inspired you? 
The Ramones are still one of my favorite bands. They were a big influence. 
Rockabilly, country and blues were all big influences. I have such a passion 
for music that rather than try to emulate others, I absorb it and let it become 
me, rather than trying to become it. It's not really a conscious thing. I listen 
to songs I like and, as a result, the songs I write start to resemble them 
remarkably. Every record I've written you could tell I'd been listening to stuff 
from a certain period. If I'm listening to Hank Williams, then chances are I'm 
gonna write a really sad song. 
How have you changed over the years and how is that reflected in your 
music? 
I don't think those earlier feelings of frustration, alienation and dissatisfac-
tion will ever really go away. I got more trailer park rage in me now than I 
did when I was 17. Back then, I'd deal with it by getting drunk and having a 
fist fight. Now I'm 34 and for a man my age to get into a fight is pretty infan-
tile. I go to the gym if I want to spar. I react differently. I'm clearer now. 

I still have a hard time dealing with life on its own terms. I'm an escape 
artist. I escape for as long as I can, but eventually I have to feel. And that's the 
best time to write. I think it's hard to write a good record when everything is 
going well. Not that there's going to be four years between every record. 
What caused the delay? 

ME TO SQUEEZE THE ORANGE

MIKE NESS, LAURA KANE 

It's not like we've been sitting around on our asses. Our last record came 
out in '92 and we toured extensively on ft. We needed to rest. Bands these 
days just pump out records on time schedules. I don't feel going out and 
touring to be inspiring enough to write about. Granted, you do feel many 
emotions when you're out there lonely and far from home. But I don't think 
that's enough criteria. I have to live for a while between the albums. 

We spent a little time trying to get our back catalog back, too. For ten 
years, people have been asking how they could get a hold of our early '80s 
material. It was literally unavailable, like having a runaway child. So we got it 
back, packaged it and put it out. 
That's all on Time Bomb now. 
Right. Ard then, for this one.., we didn't want to just put out another Social 
Distortion record. I feel the music industry is mediocre enough right now, 
and I wanted to make a statement with this album. I wanted something that 
was gonna stand out, something in your face. I didn't want another cute 
alternative record. 
How long will you be out on tour? 
We did a bunch of festivals over the summer in Europe. In November, we 
launched a full-production tour. This year's gonna be very busy. I discon-
nected the battery on the Chevy. 
How do you feel about the future? 
Well, there definitely will be one! You know what, man... I feel like we made 
the record of our career. We have a new drummer, too, which is exciting. 
We souna like a new band. We were locked up in the studio for a year-and-
a-half, so playing live again is new and exciting. A great deal has changed 
in the alternative music format over the last four years, so I have higher 
expectations of this record reaching more people. I think bands like us 
doing crossover roots stuff has opened up a lot of minds. It's very important 
for people to be in touch with their roots. 
It's a lifetime project. 
That's just where I was at the last couple of years... finding music that has 
some substance to it. For me, that means everyone from Woody Guthrie to 
Stiv Bators. There's a lot of music out there to be heard, and I just happen to 
have a passion for all of it. Well, not exactly all of it. Some music I hate.*

THE 60s! 
In celebration of Back History Month this February, 
JAMZ will present a four-part series on the four 
decades of popular black music—the Golden Age of 
the '60s, 70s, ' 80's and '90s. The central purpose is 
to recognize and reflect on black musical and radio 
history and honor African-American life and artistic 
craftsmanship—as well as a hell of a page-filler. The 
'60s is sometimes called the "Motown era," but as the 
decade began, black music—and early Motown—was 
still relegated to the lower regions of the AM dial; 
FM radio had to wait until the early '70s to make a 
dent in the popular psyche. Musically, the transition 
from the '50s into the '60s mirrored the tension 
between convention and rebellion, familiarity and 
freedom. As happened with other forms of popular music, black 
artists forged personal statements through their music. The last 
vestiges of the Tin Pan Alley/Brill Building songwriting machinery 
struggled to keep pace with an emerging group of independent 
labels such as Duke/Peacock, Brunswick, Chess, Mercury, Vee jay, 
King/Federal, Specialty and the first major independent, Atlantic. 

Ironically, it was Atlantic that bene-
fited early on from Tin Pan/Brill, but 
saw the value of acquiring the 
StaxiVolt juggernaut in the mid-'60s. 
In time, the new freedom challenged 
majority tastes and cultures, as new 
ideas evolved out of unlikely places to 
threaten, and then merge with, the 
mainstream. 
"People Get Ready," "(Say It Loud) I'm 
Black And I'm Proud," "Heaven Help 
Us All" and many other black protest 

  songs reflected the mood of the time. 
Sam & Dave Program directors and Djs fought 

over who would introduce a new song first. Radio stations would 
kill—figuratively speaking—for an exclusive. 

Motown was :he "great integrator." Its music was so smooth 
and sweet, with all its rough edges scrubbed away that it slipped 
right over the color line and artists such as Smokey Robinson, 
Diana Ross & The Supremes, Marvin Gaye, Martha Reeves & The 
Vandellas, Stevie Wonder, the Temptations and the Four Tops (all 
part of the Motown '60's sound) became the "Sound of Young 
America." But radio listeners took these smooth love lyrics as 
metaphors—consciously or unconsciously—and attended to the

more eloquent language of the music. Some critics 
said Motown was "plastic soul," but it sold. Its 
founder, Berry Gordy, made sure of that. A lot of sta-
tions that play Motown artists during the '60s soon 
began playing and listening to other black artists on 
other labels. The effect mushroomed and the ever-
widening acceptance of black music and radio 
became a fact, helping both radio and its artists. 

Although Motown was the most successful 
independent label of the decade, the '60s fostered the 
Memphis Sound—typified by Stax/Volt and artists 
such as CM Redding, Sam & Dave, Rufus and Carla 
Thomas. At Atlantic, there was the fiery resonance of 
'Wicked" Wilson Pickett and Aretha Franklin, bath of 

whom married the tasty Southern soul fostered by Booker T. the 
Memphis Horns and the sound of the famed Muscle Shoals record-
ing studios with their Detroit roots. 

What about black radio during the '60s? It was called "soul 
radio," a precursor of the black music formats of the future. Black 
radio now had signals you could hear, some of them on FM in 
stereo, but pretty much still relegated to the AM dial. Even as late 
as the '60s, there were many obstacles in the struggle for recogni-
tion and freedom of expression within the radio community. 
Indeed, the fight for equality 
continues as the central theme 
in the Black American or 
African-American experience. 
This struggle, in turn, plays a 
profound role in shaping the 
contemporary American social 
and political conscience. And 
in its quest for wider accep-
tance, radio listeners and 
record buyers recognized the The Temptations 
unique qualities that make black music special—the earthiness, the 
emphasis on vocal expression over technical gimmicry, the emo-
tional release. This time they didn't get lost in the shuffle. The music 
and the format continued to grow. 

During the '60s, black music became an eternal hybrid, test-
ing, absorbing and mutating new ideas. Soul radio became a fact of 
modern life for a whole new generation of listeners. The added 
income from radio's universal audience meant better program-
ming, more thoughtful interpretation and commentary, added ben-
efits and services of all kinds to the listener. Jerry Boulding

Incognito's new "Beneath The Surface" 
(Talking Loud/Verve Forecast) stretches 
this British group's musical sensibilities 
beyond the bounds of today's urban cli-
mate. Reminiscent of the woefully 
neglected Loose Ends, Incognito's Jean-
Paul Maunick reaches into the blazing, 
horn-drenched "Solar Fire," thus dis-

playing his affection for Earth, Wind Er Fire's bravura 
approach to horn charts. Maysa Leaks' vocals on the title cut 
bring a warm earthiness to the tune, while on "A Shade Of 
Blue," she plays off Maunick's sensitive acoustic guitar. Those 
two songs are representative of the beauty of the female voice. 
On the male side, Christopher Ballin offers a muscular 
approach that is a contrast to Leaks. Check out 'Without You" 
and "Living Against The River" for Ballin's interpretations. We 
like "Misunderstood," the funky "Hold Onto Me," "Out Of The 
Storm," "Fountain Of Life" and the two 
U.S.-only tracks, "All That You Want Me 
To Be" and "Sunchild"...

Peggy Scott-
Adams was the vocalist that propelled 
those songs to the upper regions of the 
singles charts nearly 30 years ago.
