Mony 

Higher earnings from Sony 
Music offset a lackluster per-
formance by the company's 
movie division, helping Sony 
Corp.'s entertainment group 
post a marginally higher oper-
ating profit of $2733 million 
in the final quarter of '96. 

Sony Music Group's sales 
rose from $1.55 billion to $ 1.6 
billion in the quarter, helped 
by worldwide sales of Cekne 
Dion's "Falling Into You" and 
the yen's 10% depreciation 
against the dollar, representing 
a 16% gain. Of course, if you 
read this magazine, you still 
count on your fingers and toes.

na career that spans over three 

"--decades, David Bowie has proven 

himself to be the ultimate pop 

chameleon, capable of making dra-

matic transformations and deftly as-

suming different identities with an effortless 

frequency. When Bowie is mentioned to 

people, some immediately think of the ill-fat-

ed "Ziggy Stardust" and his "Spiders From 

Mars," while others conjure the image of the 

aloof vampire who makes out with Susan 

Sarandon in "The Hunger." There are hun-

dreds of characters to choose from—the 

loinclothed Merrick in the stage production 

of "The Elephant Man," the debonair but ca-

daverous beast on the cover of "Diamond 

Dogs," or the suited peroxide romantic who, 

in a clip for "China Girl," has a sex scene on 

the beach which is so steamy it makes " From 

Here To Etemity" look like square-dancing. 

Even my own fixed image of Bowie is 

based on the recollection of being 11 and 

experiencing the spooky thrill of seeing him 

in the video for "Ashes To Ashes" dressed as 

an underwater clown side-by-side with 

creepy doppelgangers surveying a blurry 

new wave wasteland. When it comes to the 

Thin White Duke, the point is this: although 

any music fan can probably name a majority 

of the characters he has become, no one 

can agree on the same Bowie. 

Talking to the man of one thousand 

monikers, one might expect the laconic, half-

mutterings of an arrogant veteran who has 

not only done it all and seen it all, but has 

practically refereed and single-handedly ush-

ered in all of the trends in pop music since 

the late '60s. But Bowie, whose endless re-

sumé includes collaborations with John 

Lennon, Pete Townshend and Andy Warhol, 

starring roles in major motion pictures, a 

timeless duet on " Little Drummer Boy" with 

Bing Crosby, and a marriage to supermodel 

lman, is gregarious and effusive, speaking 

about his recent 50th birthday with the excit-

ed energy of a man a third of his age. 

One needs to keep in mind however, this 

was not an ordinary birthday party where 

friends leave after dinner and there's plenty 

of cake for tomorrow. Bowie's bash, which al-

so graciously doubled as a benefit for the 

Save The Children Fund, was carried out in 

the form of a dream concert for the birthday 

boy—Bowiepalooza, if you will—whose bill 

included Billy Corgan, Frank Black, the Foo 

Fighters, the Cure, Lou Reed and Sonic 

Youth. In spite of this charitable milestone 

event, there is a lot to discuss with Bowie. 

Since the release of his last disc, 94's techno-

thriller " Outside," he has not stood still, co-

headlining shows with Trent Reznor, playing 

Andy Warhol in the movie " Basquiat," tour-

ing Japan, Israel and Russia and writing and 

recording his new disc " Earthling" (Virgin). 

The paradox, however, of David Bowie cel-

ebrating 50 years of residency on the plan-

et is that it's a planet he has always felt for-

eign to. Not only has a bulk of his work re-

vealed an acute discomfort and isolation 

from the rest of the seemingly functional 

world, but these themes persist in even his 

most recent efforts. For most performers

who have had as long a career as Bowie, 

age mellows them out and encourages 

them to stand a little stiller, but in the case 

of Bowie, getting older seems to have aug-

mented his obsessions. Even the titles of 

the songs on " Earthling"—" I'm Afraid Of 

Americans" and " Law (Earthlings On 

Fire)" —suggest that he is still heavily con-

sumed with social paranoia and finding a 

home for the misfit. Looking at the array of 

characters Bowie has become, from the 

doomed Ziggy to the enigmatic Aladdin 

Sane to Thomas Jerome Newton in the 

movie "The Man Who Fell To Earth," 

though their visages are shockingly dif-

ferent, they all display a general mistrust of 

society and with a kind of social paranoia, 

share a visible discomfort with the world 

around them. Hey, you'd feel alienated, 

too, if you had to deal with HITS' meta-

physical misfit, Alex " Files" Greene. 
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EVERYONE KEEPS TALKING ABOUT HOW

nine, I got my first Little Richard 78, and then I saw 
a film he was in called "Disc Jockey Jamboree," and

I'll never forget his sax lineup— two baritones 
and three tenors. I remember thinking naively, at 
that age, if I learned to play sax, someday I'd be able 

to work in the Little Richard Band. It was because of 

him I got into music.

coke. I didn't know better back then. People wonder now, 
they say, "My God, you must have been an absolute 

nightmare when you were doing drugs," and I was. I used 
to eat people alive.

really proud that I'd stayed up for seven days, and I'd do 
that often.

PLACE IN THE UNIVERSE. 

There is always some degree of spiritual searching in my work. Whether it's al-

legorical or metaphysical, it always has to do with the alien, with things that are 
other than our world—whether that's a nightmarish kind of fantasy or a science 

fiction fantasy. That sounds fluffy, but in reality it does seem to be an obsession 

of mine I can trace right back to my earlier albums. It seems to be one thing: if 

everything around me changes—the way one looks, or the style of where it's at, 
between the crucifixion and flying saucers—what is the energy that gives us a 

reason for imagining a future or imagining a past, or conceiving that we will die 
one day? And if that is the ease, what is it we're supposed to be doing during the 
short brief period that we are on earth? 

If there is any kind of continuity that goes through my albums, it's the idea of 
representing one's own anxieties about feeling comfortable in the cosmos. 
"EARTHLING" CONFRONTS THOSE SAME ANXIETIES. 

It still asks the same questions. 

But these are very simple ques-
tions with incredibly unknow-
able answers. A British philoso-

pher once said, "We don't want 
knowledge, what we want is cer-

tainty," and I think that gives us 
the greatest cause for pain in 

our lives because as much as we 
want certainty in our lives, it's 

the one thing we can never, ever 

have. So if you're looking for 
certainty, it's a losing battle 
emotionally and spiritually from 

the very beginning. The trouble 
is, you can't help still trying to 

find it; you continually look for 
answers like they're out there 
somewhere, which is bullshit, 
but you still can't stop doing it. 
It's like masturbation. 
THAT CAN GET FRUSTRATING 

IF YOU HIT A DEAD END. 
When you're on a search, 

though, you can come across 

some really interesting stuff. 
You might be looking for one 
thing, but what you discover in-

stead is a great book by a 
French poet or something else 

you didn't expect to find. Just 
because you're searching, you 

run into things that really en-
rich your life and the search doesn't stop at just the spiritu-
al. You search through music, through paintings, through 
friendships.., and that's why you always come up with infor-
mation, and what you end up with is a quilt of philosophy— 

not just one absolute thing you can learn very easily from a 
book. When you're searching, you tend to find that, philo-
sophically, you end up wearing a coat of many colors. 

HOW DO YOU FEEL ABOUT THE FUTURE? 
I've always been very much under the impression that the 

past and the future don't really exist; they are merely nets of 

information and to categorize them for ourselves, we give ourselves a past 

and a future. There is no such thing as history, so when the events of yes-
terday appear in the paper, they really are as irrelevant and as unknowing 

as thinking they're going to provide us with some kind of certainty. To take 

stock of history and think that you'll learn anything from it is a fallacy be-

cause history is only written by winners anyway. You're only getting an an-
gle on what possibly past events were and the story written is extremely dif-

ferent than the story told by the losers, so therefore it's a partial and revi-

sionist understanding of the past. If we could only concentrate on working 
in the now—putting all that energy into today—and not be so expectant, 

ambitious or greedy for the future, then possibly we'll have a more fulfilling 
experience in living on the planet.

Rodney "On The ROO" Kngenhe mer 

is one of the bes:-known disc jockeys in 

the world. He was called "The Prince Of 

Pop" long before Michael Jackson 

dubbed himself the " King of Pop," and ar-

guably has more of a claim on the title. His 

radio program on LA's influential modern 

rock outlet KROCI-FM (106.7), now on 

Sunday nights (10pm-lam), has been a fix-

ture on the national rock scene since its in-

ception in late 1976. Rodney has just cele-

brated 20 years as an on-air personality. 

He was the first to play records by and 

interview on his show such artists as 

Blondie, the Ramones, the Sex Pistols, Van 

Halen, the Go-Go's, Nina Hagen, the 

Cramps, Nena, the Clash, the Cure, the 

Smiths, Echobelly, Ride, the Jam, the Ban-

gles, Jesus and Mary Chain, Blur, Elastica, 

Oasis, Teenage Fanclub and countless oth-

ers. Rodney Bingenheimer is also a stu-

dent of rock history, not just the latest fad, 
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counting friendships with the likes of 

David Bowie, Brian Wilson, Phil Spector, 

the Monkees and other Rock Hall of 

Famers. In the '70s, he was the proprietor 

of Rodney's English Disco, where most of 

the coolest glam bands from the U.K. 

would come to meet and greet their An-

glophile fans. 

Rodney Bingenheimer's radio pro-

gram—as well as his phone book—have 

impacted and influenced whole genera-

tions of record collections and music fans. 

He's recently recorded a single he co-

wrote, " I Hate The 90's," a spoken word 

narrative backed by various musicians, in-

cluding Hole's Eric Erlandson and Sonic 

Youth's Thurston Moore. 

A few years back, hanging out with 

Rodney and his mother, we walked around 

Palo Alto, near his hometown of Mountain 

View, CA, on the campus of Stanford Uni-

versity, where we watched the football 

team, the Cardinal, work out. 

"They started this," she admits. "When 

he was a toddler, I took him and put him 

on the sidelines of the football team. They 

adopted him as their mascot, and he used

ahue at KYA was great. This was before he 
helped start KSAN and FM radio. I was also a 
big fan of DJ Bobby Tripp in San Francisco. 
He later was on KHJ-AM in the late '60s when 
I moved to Hollywood. L.A. radio was really 
happening in the '60s into the early 70's. Be-
sides KHJ, I liked KRLA. I'm a very shy per-
son, and when you heard the DJs like Real 
Ron Steele, Humble Harve, B. Mitchell Reed 
and the other jocks, they were loud, fast, and 
the music was great. Most of them were ener-
getic, flamboyant, up-tempo-fast on the ra-
dio, and even though we did a lot of walking 
around Hollywood, Sunset Strip, back then, it 
was always cool to hear those guys over the 
car radio, as well as at home. Even today, I 
have car radio acceptance. People cruise and 
drive to my program. But there are a lot of lis-
teners at home, whom I know are taping the 
show, and actually finding out about new 

sounds and bands. That's why I don't do a lot 
of talking. I've always been against that be-
cause people are at home taping what I play 
and over the years, or in fan mail, I've gotten 
some congratulations about the clear end-
ings. I make sure to back announce, and ob-
viously announce what I'm going to play be-
fore a set begins. One of the cool things that 
has happened is that some of the fans and lis-
teners started bands after hearing my show. 
That is very encouraging! 

BEFORE YOU WENT ON THE AIR, YOU DID SOME 

LOCAL TV AS A MUSIC REPORTER, AND I KNOW 

YOU WROTE A WEEKLY MUSIC COLUMN FOR GO 

MAGAZINE IN THE LATE 60'S COVERING THE LO-

CAL AND TOURING POP MUSIC SCENE. 

Edie Sedgwiek used to type my column for nie 

when she worked out of the Green and Stone 
Management office in Hollywood. I also wrote a 
column in the '70s for Phonograph Record 
magazine. I co-hosted a show called "The In 
Sound" on KCOP channel 13 in L.A., with Ray 
Peterson, where we introduced Alice Cooper. 
In the early '70s, I was briefly hired by Mercury 
to bring David Bowie around to stations while 
he was in L.A. for a week in 1971 on his first 
U.S. promo visit. This was when he had long 
hair and wore a dress. I remember we went to 

KMET-FM and some of the people were mean 
to us at the station... made us wait in the lob-
by and said things about our hair. The DJs 
were cool, but they were too busy worship-
ping Crosby, Stills, and Nash. Bowie loved 
America, though. Subsequently, when I went 
to England later that year, he invited me to 
some of the recording sessions for "Hunky 
Dory." Godhead. Mick Ronson rocked! I still 
have the pictures I took with my Instamatic. 
On that first U.K. visit of mine in 1971, it was 
David who suggested I open a club or a disco 
in Hollywood, and play English music. When 
Bowie played in Los Angeles as Ziggy Stardust 
and the Spiders From Mars, I saw him on the 
tour and at the gig, and then afterwards at a 
party up at Wolfman Jack's house. Wolfman 
was then, I believe, on KDAY. He was also a 
good friend of mine. I miss him. He was a per-
sonality. He played a lot more R&B and oldies 
than I ever did, but he loved the music. He 
made it a little easier for people like me to be 
on the radio. He was out there, and different 
from the normal DJs. We were both "alterna-
tive" DJs. He in his way, mine in my way. 
HOW DID YOU GET ON THE RADIO? 

Even before I had my club, David Bowie turned 
me on to the concept of the live DJ. We went 

to sit on the sidelines for the games. Even 

then, he wanted both teams to score." 

Still scrupulously fair and nice—with 

never a nasty word to say about most 

anyone except the rap he detests—

out to a few clubs in 1971, before he had red 
hair, and he liked James Brown. Before I start-
ed on the radio in the early '70s, I liked to play 
records at my club and see the people dance. 

I 
like to pick tunes, things from my album and 
singles collection, to play for the floor people. 
Back then, U.S. radio did not play a lot of T-
Rex, Bowie and Mott the Hoople. But they were 
all on major labels, toured, and most of their 
records were produced loud and with echo so 
they sounded amazing in my disco. I'll never 
forget David Bowie calling me at home one 
night from the studio where he was producing 
Mott the Hoople's "All The Young Dudes" and 
playing it for me over the telephone. Incredi-
ble. A guy named Gary Bookasta, whose son 
Randy Bookasta is the editor of Ray Gun Mag-
azine, came up to me one night at my club and 
said, " I'd like to see you do this on radio." He 
was involved with KROQ-FM when the station 
was broadcasting at the Pasadena Hilton Hotel. 
Gary arranged for me to go on the air on Sun-
day nights for a few hours. I used my own 
records and my first engineer was Dusty 

Rhodes. The Ramones and Widowmaker were 
my first in-studio guests. 
DID YOU LIKE BEING ON THE RADIO? 

I'm pretty shy; initially I thought I was playing 
music for collectors and my friends. The rat-
ings rocked! I kicked butt. Then I got Satur-
day and Sunday evenings. Then the ratings 
went further up. KROQ-FM started being sup-
portive. People started buying time on my 
shows. Banks, clothing and record stores 
started to advertise. 
KROQ-FM started really working within the 

community and I did a lot of personal appear-
ances, intros at shows, station events. I 
booked my own guests and the bands. Bands 
started calling from London. I initiated a "Lon-
don Calling" segment I still do to this day. 
I UNDERSTAND DRAMARAMA'S CHRIS CARTER

Anyway, I took the al-
bum home and played it, then played it 
twice on my show, and the phone calls 
were overwhelming.

YOU RECENTLY HAD A 20TH ANNIVER-

SARY PROGRAM, WHICH TOOK PLACE THE

I played an interview I did over the phone 
in 1977 with Johnny Rotten and Sid Vi-
cious just as the Pistols show ended, and 
people were driving home from the gig. 
Jane Wiedlin was a guest with Louise 
Werner of Sleeper and Nick Rhodes from 
Duran Duran called in as did Sonya from 
Echobelly. I played parts of my first show 
with the Ramones. An interview with 
Siouxsie and the Banshees. It was a blast. 
Jane played live acoustic. Louise and 
Sleeper were in L.A. opening for Elvis 
Costello, who did an interview with me 
in 1977 when he played the Whisky. 
We played a few minutes of the Elvis 
interview. Around 1977, David Lee 
Roth and Van Halen used to hang out 
in the station lobby and around the 
studio. They did a lot of local Pasade-
na shows and I helped discover them 
and turned Gene Simmons of KISS on-
to them, who later did their demo. I al-
so booked Van Halen into the Star-
wood. I would play their demo, "Run-
ni' With The Devil," on my show. 
They were local people and drew 
groovy girls to their gigs. 
HOW HAS THE SHOW CHANGED OVER 

THE YEARS? 

I still pick my own music. Of course, nowa-
days, the demo tapes that come in are on 
DAT, which makes them easier to play. I still 
play 45s on a turntable. I like vinyl. I like the 
big print on album covers and the big hole in 
45s. I can hear the difference between origi-

Doubt years ago, when they began. I'm also now 
playing the Cardigans. 
HOW DO YOU PREPARE FOR YOUR SHOW? 

I eat lunch around 1:00 p.m., go back home and pick 
out some songs and CDs that I might want to play that 
night. I don't really do a loose outline. I get excited 
and it adds to the energy during my preparation. Ear-
lier in the week, I'll go to the station for some work, 
pick up my mail, sort through records, demos and 
tapes. I look for songs that go together. For example, 
I'll play the Bangles, then follow it with the Monkees. 
Or go from Teenage Fanclub right into the Byrds, to 
show the influences. I play their idols with them. 

That's just one aspect of the way I prepare. I try 
to allow for some spontaneity, and there are al-
ways people calling in, fans and celebrities. I 
make sure we actually play some vinyl on the 
program. You can hear the high end of a song a lit-
tle bit more. I don't know the technical stuff, but 
I can tell a little bit by watching the needles on 
the equipment. 
If a local band is doing a show around L.A. or Ilol-

lywood, I'll try to play their recording, or mention 
the gig and tie that into my program. I like to play 
advances. I still play a lot of local groups. I also in-
tegrate bands from England and New York. I still 
get requests for the Minutemen, the Germs are still 
very popular, also Dead Kennedys and Ash. I don't 
like to play cover versions. Most of the time the 
covers are not as good as the original, 
WHAT MUSICAL TRENDS DO YOU SEE FOR RADIO 

IN THE FUTURE? 

Surf music never really goes away. I've always 
played the Ventures. I mean, half of "Pulp Fiction" 

was played on my show by the varions bands. I was at 
a party a while ago and Quentin Tarantino came up and 
was very friendly. He mentioned when he worked at a 
video store for years writing "Pulp Fiction," he would 
listen to my radio show, and it helped him. That was 
nice. I've played rockabilly over the years, the Cramps, 
of course. I was at another party recently and Laurence 
Fishburne came up and told me how much he liked my 
show when he was younger and lived in L.A. He said, "I 
dig the punk you play." We talked about Jimi Hendrix. 
He's developing a film about Jimi. He was great as Ike 

Turner... I knew Ike & I was at the "River Deep, 
Mountain High" recording session. Jodi Foster is a big 
fan, too. There's a real `80s renaissance going on right 
now. It's like that music never left. The Brooke Shields 
pictures on my wall are still current! 

I really haven't been in the industry since 1971. I 
have a radio show. I don't work too closely with record

ou've always examined your life 
in your songs, but I think you 
took it to the limit on this album. 

I may have gone inward, but I'm not all 
that aware of it. In fact, this is the simplest 
record I've ever done. It's the simplest time 
I ever had writing. I didn't work hard at 
confronting an issue or trying to find 
answers I feel like I just 'ell inn, it 
Most of the songs on your new album 
are collaborations with producer John 
Leventhal. 

Yes, but I had a lot to do with the music, 
and all the lyrics are mine. The fact that I 
write all the words is real meaningful to 
me. I feel like 4 am a real big part of all of 
those songs. The music is essential— 
John's music and ideas inspire me. His 

encouragement and his ideas are real 
important to the final work. 
Why did you and John split up? 
It's not that I hated him; we were just poi-
sonous to one another for some reason, and 
I was afraid that without him, I couldn't do 
good work. We were an item prior to 
"Steady On" and during the making of the 
first album we were broken up, and it 

wasn't pretty. So "Steady On" was like our last hurrah. We just held on by our fin-
gernails and ran screaming from one another when it was all over. So I knew I had 
to go work with someone else, but I'd never been in a studio with someone else. 
How did you reconcile, at least professionally? 

The timing was right where I felt I could say, "Do you want to write?" I always liked 
writing with John, and it had been two years where I hadn't heard any new music 
by him. So it was like, "OK, enough of this." 
What was the theme of "A Few Small Repairs"? 
I guess the crux of it could be summoned up by ''Things get broken, things get fixed." I 

think there's a lot of disillusionment on this record, but the overall feeling for me is 
"Older, but wiser, and not necessarily bitter." Disillusionment is not a bad thing. 
What inspired the first single, "Get Out Of This House"? 

Initially it was about having bought a house and experiencing buyer's remorse. I felt 
like, "What the f**k am I doing buying a house?" I turned green at the closing. It 
was this feeling of being responsible and committed. You think to yourself, "This is 

the most expensive thing I've ever bought... am I gonna like it?" So I was sitting in 
my house, having just bought the American Dream, and I'm going, "This is my 

home, oh no, no, no! Get out. Do anything, just get out of here." In the end, I 
couldn't make myself get out, but I couldn't stand being in, either.

TIME TO RETOOL 

WITH SHAWN COLVIN

As its title would imply, Shawn Colvin has made some 

welcome musical adjustments on her new, Grammy-nomi-

nated Columbia Records album, "A Few Small Repairs." 

The nu-folk pioneer reveals the rougher side of her 

nature on Neil Young-like stompers like Best Female Pop 
Vocal Performance nominee " Get Out Of This House" and 

"I Want It Back," while ballads such as " If I Were Brave" 
and "Trouble" retain the fine-spun lyricism Colvin intro-

duced on her three previous albums. 

"A Few Small Repairs" is the result of a reconciliation 

between Colvin and producer/multi-instrumentalist John 

Leventhal. The pair were romantically linked prior to the 

recording of Colvin's Grammy-winning debut album, 

"Steady On," but an acrimonious split resulted in Colvin 

recruiting Larry Klein to produce her sophomore album, 
"Fat City." Leventhal has since married Rosanne Cash, but 

he and Colvin have revived their creative partnership. 

For Colvin's growing legion of fans, "A Few Small 

Repairs" is a welcome return to form. The singer's last 

album, a collection of interpretations titled " Cover Girl," 

was a pleasant enough distraction, but it suffered from a 

lack of original material. "A Few Small Repairs" serves as 

a powerful reminder of Colvin's subtle charms. The singer 
recently sat down at the oh- so-posh Santa Monica Loews 

hotel with HITS' own one-man demolition crew Bruce 

"Hail" Britt " Ania," a man in need of a few small repairs 

himself, not least of which is a personality transplant. 

How did the song evolve after that 
initial inspiration? 

Well, my marriage had ended, so some of 
that is in there, too. It's such an over-
the-top, bitchy song, when I played it for 
my ex-husband, he laughed. So it starts 

out with me wanting to get out of the 
house and, by the end of the song, it's 
like, "No, I don't. I'm staying." 
Is "Suicide Alley" about an actual 
experience? 

No. I thought of the title after I had lis-
tened to the music. I didn't know what I 
was going to do with the title, but when 
those things pop into your head, it's good 
to follow down that road. I hope it fol-
lows in the-tradition of Robbie Robert-

son's songwriting, where you're making 
these colloquial, off-hand remarks in 
association with a much deeper subject, 
and hopefully you're putting across the 
general feeling. It was meant as a ballsy, 
rejuvenating statement against rejection, 
suicide or whatever kind of despair you 
feel. It wasn't intended to be super-liter-
al. "Suicidal Alley" is a euphemism for 
going to that dark place. 

You seem to lament loss of innocence in " I Want It Back." 
That song is about the time in everyone's life when things were connecting a lot 
better, before the gray areas got huge. 
In " If I Were Brave," you contemplate having a baby. Is that a real-
life demon? 

Not a demon, but a typically poignant thought of any woman, my age who hasn't 

had a child. You ask yourself: "How vital is this to me?" For a woman, there's a cut-
off point, and after that point, you've got to be satisfied with being a sort of semi-
parent to the kids of your friends and relatives. I never said one way or the other if I 
was going to be a parent. It's clear to me that I've never been ready until now, and I 
still feel I don't want to do it alone. I think there's something really primal about 

getting to an age where you're really not young anymore, you know you're going to 
die, and you want something to carry on. You want to give yourself through another 
real person.*

IF YOU REMEMBER THE COMMERCIAL SPOTS FOR THE P OVIE "ROMEO & JULIET," YOU MAY RE ALL THE 
haunting moans of an unknown voice which, after a while, you inadvertently associated with the film. That unknown 
voice belonged to a 21-year-old Irish singer/songwriter who goes by the name of Mundy. 

Disturbingly mature for his years, Mundy—nee Edmund Enright's—debut album, "Jelly Legs" (Epic), produced 
by Killing Joke's Youth, sounds like it came from someone who has already lived his life completely. At times remi-
niscent of U2's Bono or ex-Echo & the Bunnymen leader Ian McCulloch and other times like Kurt Cobain, Mundy 
belts out his songs with a casual confidence that defies his young years. Numbers such as "Gin And Tonic Sky" as 
well as the " Romeo & Juliet" one, "To You I Bestow," speak of experiences no 21-year-old should have had yet. But 
Mundy seems to have had them and lived to tell the tale in his own nouveau-folk fashion. 

Hailing from a small Irish town and raised by pub-owning parents, Mundy met many nutcases along the way. He 
used to ride horses, swim and be very outgoing and fit before he learned how to play guitar and it all went wrong. 
But he knew that he was going to pursue music at the age of 16 and so went on to a busking career on the streets of 
Dublin, where he met the rest of the musicians who make up his backing band. HITS' own Daughter of the Eire (Eire-
an, that is) Lily "The Ayatollah of Rock & Rollah" Moayeri drops a dollar in the kid's hat and files the following report. 

WHEN DID YOU FIRST START WRITING SONGS? 
15, 16... I've been playing guitar since I was 14. I just learned bits 
and pieces from books and off my friends. I'm more or less self-
taught. I don't have to follow any laws. I can break my own rules and 
make my ( mil rules. 
SINCE YOU DON'T READ MUSIC, HOW DO YOU REMEMBER 
THE SONGS IF YOU CAN'T WRITE THEM DOWN? 
I record them and keep playing them. I just write chords. I don't 
know how to write bars. Bars are notes so they describe how many 
notes are in a chord... a chord is just a plain old chord. A guitar play-
er can look at a chord and know that it's an A, but a piano player has 
to look at three dots to know that that's the three notes that make up 
A. That's why I never got into it. I found guitar more basic. What I do 
now is take the notes from the guitar that I can play, find them on 
the piano and try to fiddle along. I'm not a piano player, but I love 
messing with it. 
IS MUNDY A GROUP OR A SOLO PROJECT? 
I've done some gigs solo and I've gone under Mundy. I write all the 
songs and music on the guitar and when I come into rehearsals, I tell 
the band members what ideas I have for their parts. They play what 
they want over it and I tell them whether I like it or not. 
YOU CERTAINLY SOUND OLDER THAN 21 ON YOUR SONGS. 
Different people experience different stuff at different ages. I've ex-
perienced some stuff at a younger age and there's loads of other stuff 
that I missed out on that I should have been getting into at my age. 
It's experience really; I don't think age has anything to do with it. Be-
sides, it's only in this tiny area that I sound older. All the love songs 
are mature in a funny way; the rest of me is really immature. 
WHY IS IT THAT THE LOVE SONGS ARE SO SOPHISTICATED? 
I had quite a few years with a girl which got rightly intense, but on-
ly with one girl, between the ages of 16 and 19. Now I'm just playing 
the field. But that's what the sadder songs are about anyway. There 

are a few silly ones on the album that are just about anything. The 
difference is, "Pardon Me" is a silly song and "Gin And Tonic Sky" is 
a total heartbreaker. 
WHICH SONGWRITERS DO YOU MOST ADMIRE? 
I'm into all sorts of stuff. Tricky, RI Harvey, Bob Dylan, Tom Waits, 
Muddy Waters, Bjork... I like them all. Everyone has a bit of quality 
somewhere; if you dig past the shit, there'll be goodness. 
HOW DID YOU HOOK UP WITH YOUTH AS YOUR PRODUCER? 
My manager always told me about this guy Youth whom she'd met in 
India. I never really took any notice, but she always said that Youth 
would be good to work with me. I talked to him on the phone. He 
was the first producer I met, and I immediately felt I was going to 
work with him. He had the front of the Daily Mirror framed over his 
toilet from the day Jimi Hendrix died and I thought that was really 
nice. He was the one that asked me to take my guitar out of my case 
and play the songs straightforwardly. He just had a really good vibe 
about him. I didn't know what he had done musically. I'd heard he'd 
done bits with rock bands and stuff, but I only went because I 
thought he was cool. I've only heard hits of the Killing Joke stuff now. 
It's pretty good, but it didn't blow me away or anything. 
I WOULD HAVE NEVER PICTURED THE TWO OF YOU WORK-
ING TOGETHER. 
The way Youth thinks is a lot different than the way he plays with 
Killing Joke. He's just their bass player really. He's also a real 
painter.., very organic and earthy. He's a total hippie when it comes 
down to it. Very psychedelic.D 

"ALL THE LOVE SONGS ARE MATURE IN A FUNNY " • 
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nerf's u 
Time to run with the devil and Nerf Herder 

ith a little inspiration from Eddiê and Alex Van Halen, three somewhat unlikely, but seemingly likable, young journeymen musicians 
from Goleta (near Santa Barbara, CA) have become overnight sensations and radio sweethearts and in so doing, injected the word 
nerdcore into the post-modern lexicon. 

"Van Halen," their deadpan lament on the state of the heroic rock quartet, is now on alternative playlists across the country and has put 
Nerf Herder squarely on the map. Less than six months ago, the group released their self-titled debut album on the tiny indie My Records, 
and before they even had copies of the CD themselves, the "Van Halen" song was tying up phones like Madonna baby pictures on the In-
ternet at S.F.'s Live 105. Before the year was out, the band had a major label deal at Arista Records. 

Heady stuff for a smart-ass, small-town combo just two years in the making, but, as their album clearly illustrates, Nerf Herder goes a 
lot deeper than the tongue-in-cheek lead track. Songs like "Down On Haley" and "Sorry" convey an infectious pop spirit and zany wit on 
an album that is filled with more '80s cultural references than a Dennis Miller wet dream. The album is an exuberant pop/punk party that 
reflects most of the band members' varied influences. 

Singer/guitarist Parry Gripp started out in pop and punk bands, developing his sharp lyrical humor, while bassist Charlie Dennis played 
in both ska and goth outfits while drummer Steve Sherlock comes from a heavy metal/glam background. Somehow it all comes together, 
wrapped in a preppie golf shirt and thanks to an off-hand celluloid comment from Carrie Fisher in " Empire Strikes Back," in a neo-nostal-
gic netherworld called nerdcore. HITS' own neo-nostalgic netherworld inhabitant and nerdcore pioneer John Sutton "Place" Smith ex-
changes putdowns with the gang. 

OK, WHERE DOES NERF HERDER COME FROM? 
STEVE SHERLOCK: The movie "Empire Strikes 
Back." There's a scene where Princess Leia 
calls Hans Solo a "scruffy-looking nerf 
herder." Thanks, Mr. George Lueas. 
WHAT'S THE HISTORY OF NERF HERDER? 
PARRY GRIM': We've been together about two 
years. We'd all been in separate bands in San-
ta Barbara—it's just a little scene where a lot 
of the bands trade off members. 
STEVE: It's kind of a Cinderella story where 
we were on an indic label, kind of like Beck, 
and got a lot of radio attention and there was 
a big buzz, and we got picked up by the big 
label, and every rock and roller's dream is 
coming true for us. 
PARRY: \Ve never really had aspirations to he 
signed or anything like that. \Ve put it out 
just to do it. \Ve just happen to be very fortu-
nate that things have been going very well. 
CHARLIE DENNis: The radio was also a freak 
story. I mean, we hadn't even got a copy of 
the CD ourselves and it was already being 
plaved on Live 105. 
WHAT EXACTLY IS "NERDCORE"? 
STEVE: Is that something that pertains to us? 
I'm probably the nerdiest guy in the band. It's 
not like I'm trying to portray the image. I 
used to be like a glam guy and it didn't work 
out because I was like a nerdy glam guy, but I 
don't know. Are we nerds? 
PARRY: I'm not, Charlie's not. It sort of comes 
from working with what you have. I wanted 
to be this cool guy, but I just couldn't pull it 
off. So it was basically taking advantage of 
what you have, which was hang like a regular 
guy, not a cool guy with awesome tattoos and 
stuff like that. 
TELL ME ABOUT THE SONGS. 
PARRY: We're evolving to where we write all 
the music together. I write all the lyrics. I'm a 
huge fan of Chuck Berry. I think he's the 
greatest lyricist ever. 
STEVE: A big influence in our songwriting is 
early Modern Lovers, 
PARRY: I'm a huge Jonathan Richman fan, the 
first record. I wrote for a newspaper, and I 
studied literature, so I wrote quite a bit of po-

etry and rhyme schemes, but it was 
always really goofy and never really 
worked very well. 
CitARLIE: Like rhyming Farmer John with 
veal parmigiana. 
WHO IS "SORRY" ABOUT? 
PARRY• Mv girlfriend. I was always having to 
say I was sorry for stuff. She'd get mad at me, 
like you're five minutes late or you're five 
minutes early, whatever I did, I was sorry. 
That's sort of how the song came out—being 
angry about that and it evolved to where 
rather than be about an unreasonable girl-
friend, it was like a really screwed-up kind of 
guy, because it was funnier that way. 
WHAT DOES YOUR GIRLFRIEND THINK OF 
THE SONG? 
PARitv: She likes it a lot. She doesn't know 
about it all, so if she reads this, it'll be news 
to her. A lot of the songs have to do with my 
girlfriend.., relationships, feeling awkward and 
that sort of thing 
WHAT'S THE STORY BEHIND "VAN HALEN"? 
PARRY: It's just a funny song. We were playing 
around with this music in the studio and I 
was trying to think of different lyrics. We 
wrote it before all this stuff with Van Halen 
happened. It's just a weird coincidence. 
ARE YOU GOING TO WRITE A THIRD VERSE 
NOW AFTER THE RECENT EVENTS? 
S rut: Right. tile ( iary Churone 
WHAT ABOUT SOME OF THESE CULTURAL IN-
FLUENCES—THE "STAR WARS" REFERENCES 
AND THE GOLF SHIRTS, ETC.? 
:IIA RI. E: It's a reference to what is sort of a 
theme in our music, which is nostalgia. When 
you're younger, you don't think, "Oh, this is 
really uncool or this is cool." You just don't 
because it's attractive to you. 
PARRY: The nerf shirts came from the song. I 
always like wearing golf shirts because I 
thought it was like instant class. If you wear a 
T-shirt, you can't walk into a car dealership 
or something and have them take you seri-
ously. But if you're wearing a golf shirt, peo-
ple treat you with a little respect. 
HOW IS SANTA BARBARA AS A MUSIC SCENE 
THESE DAYS? 

PARRY: It's amazing how many hands have 
been signed out of Santa Barbara recently: 
Dishwalla, Silverjet, Summer Camp, Snot, 
most of them just over the past year. Right 
now, there aren't that many clubs to play at, 
just two or three.

The day-to-day casualties of road life and a revolving door of bassists just seem like your usual band shit, though. not a major  
stumbling block likely to obscure V.O.D.'s apocalyptic. en vision. Their self-titled debut from RoadrunneR grinds thrashily from 
start to finish with the anthem " Element." the band's mission statement, laying down guidelines for keepina your focus, rising 
above and staying true to your heart. Other songs, like "Through My Eyes." decry the limits of the flesh while white-hot track 
"Ways To Destroy One's Ambiton" is a smoldering dirge of the human spirit steamrollered by the ways of the world. Prophet of 
rage Tim Williams has the skinny on the driving force behind these Nattering Nabobs of Negativity and what he predicts will be-
fall the human race as we near the millennium, including this apocalyptic session with HITS' metaloid Andrew Lentz " Me Your Ear," 
who is merely content to survive another day. 

WHAT'S 71-IE STORY BEHIND YOUR BASSPLAYER... DIDN'T HE WORK OUT? 
No, he was a great guy, hut our original bassist Mike illeisdunaii.il liad one more 
semester of college and so we got this other guy, but he just wasn't getting it. He 
basically had a nervous breakdown. But Mike just finished his last semester, so 
we're finally going on tour again. 
AS THE PRINCIPAL SONGWRITER, IS THE WHOLE CONSCIOUSNESS-RAISING REAL-

ITY-CHECK THEME OF THE BAND YOUR VISION? 

Well, everybody pretty much just does their own thing. No one tells me what to 
write or anything. My whole thing is writing. I would be an English teacher if I 
wasn't doing this. I think teaching's a P'skin' killer profession. But hopefully, be-
ing in YOD. will give me an opportunity to write and make it easier than if I was 
just completely unknown. I need something to fall back on. You have a lot of 
idiots in bands thinking they're gonna make a million dollars. I'm not that stupid. 
I always want to have something else. 
PEOPLE SAY YOU GUYS ARE HARBINGERS OF DOOM, LIKE YOUR VIBE IS ALL NEG-
ATIVE — BUT I THINK YOU ARE A POSITIVE BAND. YOUR WHOLE THING IS ABOUT 

UPLIFITING THE INDIVIDUAL AND IMPROVING THE HUMAN RACE. 

Totally. I've never heard anything about doom. M'e are pretty gloomy. That's it 
pretty much. You hit the nail on the head. Our shies angry. I have a great deal 
of anger about things that builds up, but I get it out at shows. Like I'm totally mel-
low rinlit now. But I basically think the whole world is going to shit. 
WHAT ARE YOUR POLITICS? 

Our politics? I guess were liberal, but we don't really get into governments. We're 
just pissed about all the evil shit out there, like some congressman taking 
$10,0(K) out of AIDS research for himself just because he can do it. Everything's 
just so whacked out... I think about all this bullshit and it gets me completely 
amped for when we play. 
IS MUSIC SOMETHING YOU'VE ALWAYS WANTED TO DO? 
Ever since childhood. I knew there were just two things I would do. Be a singer 
or a naval aviator. I got my flying license and went into Civil Air Patrol. I was this 
far from joining up, but then I started listening to all this different music and got 
caught up in that. 

Another thing I would totally do if V.O.D. wasn't happening is carpentry. You 
can get just total self-gratification from that kind of work, designing your own 
kitchc n or soine skit. 
IS THE CHEMISTRY WITHIN THE BAND GOOD? 

Yeah, 1`->k, it's an amazing relationship. Me and the guitarist, Matt Maumbachl, 
have been friends since kindergarten. If you look at the class photo, there we are 
right next to each other. 
WHAT'S "THROUGH MY EYES" ABOUT? THE LINE "PROCESS INFORMATION MAKES 

THE WORLD GO 'ROUND" IS ESPECIALLY CURIOUS. 

That's about computers. I hate the way we're so dependent on them. I actually 
composed that line when I was driving to the Hamptons where my grandma has 
a house and I started thinking about that and clenching my steering wheel. It just 
pissed me off. But my clutch cable went out, so that 
wasn't helping either, plus I had something like 
three tests the next day.

WHAT KIND OF MUSIC INSPIRED YOU GROWING UP? 

I went through a U2 phase. I still love U2. But what really inspired me was the 
Doors and then all this old hard-core like Black Flag, Circle Jerks.

I sort of 
got dragged into the new technolo-
gy kicking and screaming. At first, I 
was very selective. I bought only 
those titles I knew would move, but 
respond to what my customers tell 

me they want When they wanted CDs, we gave them CDs." 
George Daniels, owner/manager of George's House Of 

Music Chicago, echoed Perry's comment: "A lot of retailers got 
caught with their pants down because they allowed technol-
ogy to dictate to them rather than their customers. Many 
independent retailers went out of business because they con-
verted their entire inventory to CDs too early. A lot of cus-
tomers still owned turntables, so I came up with a method to 
encourage them to get into CDs. I made cortact with a couple 
of electronics companies and sold CD players at cost. I didn't 
make any profit on the machines. And with the money cus-
tomers saved on the machines, guess what they would buy, 
and from whom." Ahh, the '80s-What a decade!

most of its 20-plus years, some of its most recent innovators make their homes outside of these two me-
tropolises. 

The Roots and the Fugees have started a hip-hop metamorphosis that even Kafka could appreciate. 
Based in Philadelphia, the Roots have shown that live hip-hop can once again be a viable entertainment 
force, while New Jersey's Fugees have shown that today's audience want to hear about more than their 
egos. 

Meanwhile, in the nation's capital, Washington, D.C., DJ Kool shifts between club DJing, rapping and 
producing. Working his multi-faceted magic, he blends the sounds of live hip-hop and a positive per-
sona on his latest party-flavored joint, " Let Me Clear My Throat," in clubs across the country before 
American gave this Chocolate City native and resident his first major record deal. Now with a remix to 
the title track featuring classic rhymers Doug E. Fresh and Biz Markle, DJ Kool is bringing hip-hop back 
to its more carefree past on his label bow. 

Though most may have only recently gotten hip to Kool, he has been recording since 88 and won 
six awards in the one-year-and-gone rap and Go-Go "D.C. Street Awards" in '89. Kool resurfaced on a 
national level in '95 when New York DJs Doo Wop and Funkmaster Flex incorporated his "Twenty 
Minute Workout" into their " New York's Finest" and "The Mixtape Volume l" mixtapes, respectively. 
HITS' own D.C. area homie Soren Baker "Dozen" gets busy.... for a change.

\VeII, in the first situation, I didn't make no money. But I 
did get a lot of recognition. The second situation was a lit-
tle bit better. I made money and got a little bit more recog-
nition. It's been a slow but sure progress. This situation 
here [with American] has promise. There's a lot more 
money, so we can do videos for a change. A lot of people 
have been asking me for years, " I like the song, where's 
the video at?" That kind of got to me just a bit, but then 
again it really didn't bother me that much because back in 
'88, '89— videos weren't really a big thing. All you had to 
do was have a slamming song in the clubs and the radio. 
If you got that kind of play, you were good. But nowadays, 
with technology changing the way it has, you have to

We usually do them in one 
take, which is real hard. You've got to know what you're 
doing because the people aren't going to be patient but for 
so long.

HOW DO YOU INCORPORATE BEING A CLUB DJ INTO HOW 

YOU MAKE YOUR MUSIC? 

Stuff like "Twenty Minute Workout" and "Let Me Clear My 
Throat" is really just a night at the club. That's where I get 
all my ideas... from being behind the turntables. I guess it 
is good for me to stay in the clubs. Once upon a time, I 
had contemplated getting out of [Ming because I was tired 

of it, and then the performance thing was kinda taking 
over. I just didn't have the zest for it anymore. But I sat 
back and realized that this is where I can see the musical 
trends going on right there—on that dance floor, so I know 
what they're hopping to and what they're not hopping to. 
Then all I have to do as a producer is put together stuff 
that's along the lines of what's going on. 
WHY DO YOU THINK GO-GO MUSIC HAS NEVER BROKEN 
OUT NATIONALLY? 

All the political stuff from people that were a big part of 
the Go-Go movement back in the day upset folks in the 
business. And lotsa folks just don't forget stuff. Number 
two, they don't know what's going on in the scene because 
they haven't been here to see it. One of the things the Go-
Go community can do to help put this thing on a nation-
al level is to come with another live video tape like the one 
back in the '80s. I think that was a very good depiction of 
what the scene was actually like. It would really come off 
because people are much more receptive to the music. In 
my travels, everywhere I go, the first thing they say, 
"You're from D.C. What's up with the Go-Go"? 
HOW DID IT FEEL TO HAVE YOUR MUSIC ON DOO WOP AND 

FUNKMASTER FLEX'S MIX TAPES? 

It was just like winning a Grammy. Those guys are very in-
fluential as to what goes on, as far as hip-hop is con-
cerned. For me to be able to make something that they 
could actually feel even without me saying anything to 
them, that in and of itself makes me feel real, real good. I 
appreciate that more than any award I could ever get be-
cause it's from the heart 
DO YOU THINK FUN IS MISSING FROM HIP-HOP MUSIC? 

I do. My thing is trying not to offend anybody. 1 don't care 
what color, what age bracket, how much money you're 
making or whatever. I want everybody to be able to hear 
my music, from the youngest to the oldest.p

PETE LORIIMER: It's interesting for me, being English, I'm see-
ing it twice. I've seen the exact same thing happen in 
Britain, before house exploded, and it's happening all over 
again. It's bizarre, after going to "Organic." you know that 
rave in Big Bear? It was like, wow, I'm really going to go 
through this twice. 
A LOT OF PEOPLE SAY DANCE MUSIC ISN'T AS ARTIST 
-DRIVEN AS HIP-HOP. DO YOU FEEL A CULTURE DEVEL-
OPING IN DANCE MUSIC? 
LoRtmER: It is not as artist-driven as it could be. But I think that's 
definitely coming around with bands like Orb, Leftfield, the Che-
mical Brothers and all these new artists coming up. You see more 
and snore dance albums of individual artists, not just compilations. 
Ilm*Tv: People like the Chemical Brothers are producers as 
well as artists. When they give a concert, the kids go off as if 
they were watching Run DMC or the Beastie Boys. We do 
agree that there are a lot of producer-driven tracks out there. 
On the other hand, there are also great dance music artists. 
For an artist to sell a million copies, the record company has 
to be behind it. Because rap didn't sell a million copies until 
someone got behind it, pushed it, cut the video and did the 
whole nine yards. 
WHERE DO YOU SEE HOUSE AND DANCE MUSIC GOING 
IF IT RECEIVES THAT KIND OF PUSH? 
II 7Niim.: If you ask every kid in the United States what's rap 
music, they know. If you ask every kid what's house music, 
maybe half of them will know.

THE TEAMING of L.A. producer/club DJ Richard "Humpty Vission and Lon-
don producer/ remixer Pete Lorimer has resulted in both a unique sound and dance-floor  
smashes like Sugar's "The Feeling," Crystal Waters' " Relax," Ace of Base's " Beautiful Life"  
and "Lucky Love."

rap, there's a style of dressing, there's a whole culture. Same thing with dance mu-
sic. There's a whole culture. And we need artists to capture that culture and be re-
al. And we need dance artists and labels who sign dance artists. Instead of having a 
remix by everybody, have it produced by them. Don't try to fix it afterwards. Let 
Todd Terry produce it. I was just reading in an interview how Todd Terry only 
remixed the second single for Everything But The Girl. He should have produced 
half the album. What they'll probably do is have Todd Terry remix the next three sin-
gles, but from the get-go he should have produced them. Junior Vasquez is produc-
ing, David Morales is producing, "Little" Louie Vega is producing. We're producing, 
Juanito's producing, but it needs to go more into those hands from the get-go.
