It was the film industry's 
night, but the music business 
managed to sneak in a few of its 
own at last Monday's Oscars. 

Madonna responded to the 
Academy's snub by delivering a 
show-stopping rendition of 
Andrew Lloyd Webber and 
Tim Rice's "You Must Love 
Me" and refusing to sit in the 
audience. The song averted an 
"Evita" shutout when it copped 
Best Original Song. 

Celine Dion did double duty, 
singing her Grammy-winning 
"Because You Loved Me," and "I 
Finally Found Someone," from 
Barbra Streisand's 'The Mirror 
Has Two Faces," when Natalie 
Cole bowed out with the flu. 
Streisand herself did not per-
form, perhaps too annoyed at 
her own lack of nominations. 

Gabriel Yared's original 
music for "The English Patient" 
and Rachel Portman's "Emma" 
score earned oscars in the "dra-
matic" and "musical or come-
dy" categories, respectively. 

Fugees/Joan Osborne man-
ager David Sonenberg earned 
an Oscar for executive-produc-
ing "When We Were Kings," 
while Courtney Love buried 
her own Oscar disappointment 
by handing out—appropriately 
enough—the "Makeup" award. 

B.I.G. Is H.U.G.E. 
And if Aerosmith ain't 

enough to make retailers 
walk and chew gum simulta-
neously, the posthumous 
release from Bad Boy/Arista's 
Notorious B.I.G. dropped 
Tuesday and is already sell-
ing through the roof. First-
day sales for the two-disc set 
have exceeded the expecta-
tions of even the most opti-
mistic. 

"We've had people lined up 
from the registers out into the 

streets," cajoled George Meyer 
of The Wiz. "We have almost 
matched our biggest sales week 
ever for a double-CD on the 
first day of the week and school 
hasn't even let out yet. Pretty 
freaking awesome." 

"We've had some unbeliev-
able reports from the stores 
already," screamed Skip Young 
of Hastings. "The buzz on this 
record is almost unprecedent-
ed. It's definitely the most 
anticipated release of the year." 

Space Jams Via Video 
Don't think home video 

sells music? Think again, Rollo. 
The home video release of 
"Space Jam" has sent the Big 
Beat/Atlantic release back into 
orbit, with the album explod-

ing to #2 on the HITS Top 50 
Albums chart. A spokesperson 
for Blockbuster Video was too 
busy editing out scenes that 
would undermine the moral 
fabric of America to comment.

TOP 40 VS. MODERN A/C 
Modern A/C, the hip, adult, suburban, female-targeted format, is 

here, and it's making noise. We're hearing from Top 40 PDs who 
are faced with new Modem A/C competitors. What kind of threat are 
they and what should you do to defend your turf? Jacobs Media 
Modem A/C Specialist (and former KYSR PD) Dave Beasing spent 
most of the past year helping to develop the format and is now advising 
clients on how to beat it as well. If you program a Top 40 and your 
market has a Modem A/C or is about to get one (and believe me, you 
are about to get one), here are Dave's seven do's and don'ts: 
1 Do determine if this is a head-on attack or a flanker. This 

•will guide your thinking about this new competitor. In other 
words, if you're Coke, are they Pepsi or 7-Up? Generally, if less than 
one-third of your cume is shared with the Modem A/C, as is usually 
the case, you can be assured that this is a flanker. Unless your audi-
ence is largely unaware of the Modem A/C, they perceive it as being 
a different category. It's 7-Up. As such, it does threaten to hurt your 
Coke sales, but that's because consumers occasionally want a differ-
ent flavor of soda, as opposed to wanting a different cola than yours. 
The latter would obviously be a greater threat. 2Except for some minor tweaking, don't make your station 
e sound more like the Modern A/C, unless you 

should anyway. That would be like Coke trying to 
taste more like 7-Up. If there's something really 
wrong with your Coke recipe, fix it. But don't tamper 
with it just because there's a new and very different 
competitor. It doesn't solve the problem and may only 
make things worse. 

Do use clustering research to determine what the 
• proper Top 40 blend is for your market, and 

do this often. It changes. How much should your 
station dance? What percentage of your mix should 
be Alternative? This takes more than a simple audi- This is no t Rav Dio.

torium music test or callout. In some markets, you may even find 
that you should blow up your Top 40 and actually become a Mod-
em A/C before someone else does. That's obviously what hap-
pened in St. Louis. 4Don't worry much about defending the music of the '80s if 
• Modern A/C is truly a flanker attack. (See #1 above.) Instead, 

focus on what your Top 40 station is known for—playing today's hits. 
C Do promotions that are relatable to the adults in your audience. In 
e• L.A., KIIS-FM paying their listeners' bills is a perfect example. 
Tie into the lifestyle of the twentysomething females by giving away 
lifestyle-oriented prizes they can't possibly get anywhere else. Most Top 
40 stations have excellent promotions departments with established 
relationships. That's a major advantage you should use. 

6 Don't allow your youngest listeners to get on the air, especially 
• during the day. Talk radio learned long ago not to pull all those 

cranky grandmothers on the air. When will Top 40 learn that you also 
send the wrong message when the jocks chat up 12-year-olds in the morn-
ing drive? Once Modem A/C has arrived, your 30- year-old listeners will 
have somewhere to go that sounds more targeted to them. And you'll end 
up sounding even younger and more juvenile than you do now. 

7Do contemporize the production of your station. 
• Some Top 40 stations are actually perceived by 

Modem A/C fans as being programmed for someone 
older than them, rather than younger. That's because 
the CHR hasn't updated its basic sound and attitude in 
ten years. 'There's a new generation that isn't into being 
sold with the big voices and hokey jingles. 
KRE1E/Houston realized this and created a "Hits with-
out the Hype" approach. If your ambition is to program 
the kind of Top 40 station you grew up with, maybe 
you should be working the Oldies format. 
Reach out and touch Dave at Jacobs Media/L.A.

AN EXCLUSIVE HITS BROADCAST DIALOGUE WITH DALE O'BRIAN, PD Z104, WASHINGTON DC BY JEFF MCCARTNEY 

Before Dale O'Brian was brought in as PD at the Bonneville International-owned VVWZZ 104.1 in Washington, DC in July '96, there 
hadn't been a Top 40 station in the area since Emmis sold WAVA to religious broadcasters in the Winter of 1992. Within six months, O'Bri-
an had proved wrong the pundits who said mainstream hit radio couldn't make it in D.C. by steering Z104 into third place in last fall's Ar-
bitron for adults 18-34 after flipping it from a '70s oldies format. With an aggressive TV campaign and audience-building promotions, O'Bri-
an led Z104 to a 7.1 share 18-34 in the Fall '96 book, making it the #1 non-ethnic station in the market, 18-34. In latest trends, Z104 has a 
12+ rating of 4.3 from a Summer '96 debut of 2.4. The cume is #2 in the market. 

It has been a real triumph for O'Brian, whose hiring caused many in the radio community to question how the relative unknown landed 
the prestigious big market programming gig. A veteran of several southern radio stations, O'Brian began his career at WHHV Hillsville, VA, 
and went on to become Ops. Mgr/mornings at Top 40 WKSI Greensboro, NC, PD/mornings at Top 40 WMXF Fayetteville, NC and finally 
to Adult Top 40 WMXL Lexington, KY as PD/Mornings for five years. The station was Top 40 when he went there. 

In fact, O'Brian's rise seems positively meteoric compared to the depths to which HITS' own Good Ole Boy, Jeff "The Walrus Was 
Certainly Not This" McCartney, has sunk in his own career. 

TELL US ABOUT HOW Z104 CAME TO BE...WHAT DID YOUR MARKET RESEARCH TELL 
YOU ABOUT THE HOLE IN THE MARKET FOR TOP 40? 
Bonneville did a research project and found that there was indeed a Top 40 hole 
here in the Washington, DC market. I don't think a lot of people felt Bonneville 
would put a Top 40 on the air—that's just not a typical move for this company— 
hut they surprised everybody and did. Now I think maybe some other people 
wished they had made the move before we did. 
WHAT WAS THE FORMAT BEFORE THE FLIP? 
At the time, it was WXTR, a strugg,ling oldies station. 
YOU'RE ON TWO FREQUENCIES THERE. 
Right, we're at WWZZ 104.1 & WWVZ is in Frederick, MD at 103.9. It was actually 
the old Z-104, which was a Top 40 station back in the `80s. The 103.9 frequency 
has a history of playing contemporary music, but we ran off every last listener 
when we flipped the switch at 104.1 from oldies to Top 40. 
YOU BROUGHT UP SOMETHING ABOUT YOUR PARENT COMPANY BONNEVILLE. THEY 
ARE NOT KNOWN FOR OWNING TOP 40 RADIO STATIONS. TELL ME HOW THEY GOT 
INVOLVED THERE. 
Bonneville had purchased WXTR and were obviously looking at the poor ratings 
and other possibilities for that frequency. They initiated a format search and found 
that Top 40 was the way to go. At that time, there wasn't a Top 40 in the Bonneville

chain and they had a history in most people's minds as being an A/C company. Well, surprise... Bonneville want-
ed to make the decision that was right for the company.... Period! The research said that Top 40 was the right 
thing to do, so they did it. 
THEIR COMMITMENT LEVEL TO TOP 40 LOOKS PRETTY STRONG. 
It's the strongest commitment level I have ever seen. Bonneville is committed to making every radio station in 
this chain a success. The company has a lot of resources and they have given us every possible level of support

to make Z104 happen. Washington D.C. is an 
expensive place to operate, no matter what 
business you're in. Marketing is a challenge 
here because your choices are fairly limited. 
Washington doesn't allow outdoor advertising. 
There are no billboards here. Outdoor adver-
tising is limited to the Metro system buses & 
subway. So we decided to go exclusively with 
TV. We dedicated 100% of our marketing dol-
lars to television & the spending levels have 
been heavy. We have been on television con-
tinuously since the time we signed on last July 
and we have no plans to come off. 
THE ADVICE I'VE ALWAYS HEARD FROM CON-

SULTANTS AND RESEARCHERS IS, IF YOU CAN 

AFFORD IT AND HAVE ENOUGH TO SPEND TO 

MAKE AN IMPACT, TAKE JUST ABOUT ALL 
YOUR MARKETING DOLLARS AND GET ON TV 

WITH SPOTS THAT SELL THE STATION'S IMAGE. 

was promoted to VP/GM of this radio station and, with Dan's help, 
had to find a PD. 
WHEN YOU SIGNED Z104 ON THE AIR, YOU WERE PLAYING A LOT 
OF RE-CURRENTS IN POWER ROTATIONS WITH PRETTY MUCH A 

DANCE LEAN, WHICH YOU STILL HAVE TODAY. CAN YOU EXPLAIN 
THE LOGIC BEHIND STARTING WITH A RE-CURRENT RADIO STATION? 

Those songs were re-currents to everybody else, but to the Wash-
ington audience, they were brand-new. There has been a five-year 
absence of Top 40 in this market. WPGC is a very urban-leaning 
station. There have been so many huge top 40 songs nationally that 
were only seen and heard in Washington on MTV, VH1 or in clubs. 
There was no radio station you could have heard them on. For ex-
ample, "Another Night" by Real McCoy, that one's still in the "B's" 
here. That kind of music wasn't exposed in Washington. We were in 
a very unique position when we signed on because we were guar-
anteed a library of home run hits that had worked on Top 40 all 
over the country. We've been able to do that kind of radio up until 
just about a month or so ago and he very successful with it. 
I REMEMBER TALKING TO DAVE SHAKES AFTER HE MOVED TO THE 

MARKET TO WORK WITH ALAN BURNS AND ASSOCIATES, AND HE 
MADE THE COMMENT TO ME THAT THERE WERE KIDS IN HIS NEIGH-

BORHOOD LISTENING TO THE ADULT TOP 40 WROX BECAUSE THEY 
HAD NO OTHER PLACE TO GO. 

I think a lot of people in this market were listening to WRQ,X by 
default. There was no such thing as a Top 40 station here after 

WAVA went away. So WRQX was in a situa-
tion where they could see this huge wide 
path that they could cut and even though 
their target audience was 25 - 54 females, 
they grabbed a huge segment of anglo fe-
males 18-34 & even some kids, especially 
teen females that didn't like urban or alter-
native music. 
THERE HASN'T BEEN ANY APPARENT EROSION 
WITH WPGC FROM LOOKING AT THE RATINGS 

SINCE YOUR SIGN-ON, BUT YOU REALLY HURT 
WRQX. WHAT DO YOU THINK YOUR IMPACT 
WILL BE ON 'PGC IN THE FUTURE? 

I think WPGC will see that we're going to 
share some audience and that we are going 
to be the favorite of the mainstream group. 
They will continue to serve the urban audi-
ence as they have in the past. I don't hear 
that much of an effect we've had on them 
musically. I do hear more mainstream songs 
on WPGC than I heard when we first came 
on the air. Some of the radio stations in the 

market did perhaps underestimate what effect we 
might have on them for any number of reasons. 
There was all the talk about how we had a weak sig-
nal, but we've got all the signal we need. We cover 
Fairfax County, Virginia and Montgomery County, 
MD and that's more than enough to be #1. 
THE STATION HAS EVOLVED MUSICALLY WITH A FEW 

MORE MAINSTREAM SONGS IN ROTATION SINCE 
CHRISTMAS. YOU'RE NOW PLAYING COUNTING 

CROWS, NO DOUBT, SPICE GIRLS, SAVAGE GARDEN 
AND JEWEL. WHAT HAS BEEN THE AUDIENCE REACTION? 
Good. I think we are being true to what Top 40 does. We play the 
best of the best. If it is a huge record, we are probably going to 
play it. The station does lean a little more rhythmic than some 
Top 40s, but at the same time we are really a mainstream radio 
station for Washington D.0 in 1997. By Christmas 1998, a main-
stream radio station for Washington may sound different. If it 
does, we will go in that direction, but for right now, I think we're 
reflecting what our audience wants to hear. 
WHAT HAS BEEN GOING ON WITH YOUR MARKETING STRATEGY? 

It's all image marketing. "IQ" did our TV commercials and they were 
all custom spots. Our second series of spots, which just hit the air, all 
have the same theme. We do use video clips in the spot, but visually 
our TV spots have a lot of impact because of the cutting-edge graph-
ics. The marketing has all been about Z104's music image. 
YOUR NEW SPOT EVEN HAS A SPICE GIRLS CLIP. THAT'S VERY MUCH 
ON TOP OF THE CURRENT MUSIC SCENE FOR TOP 40. 

When I was trying to pick out videos for the TV spot weeks ago, I 
wanted them to be fresh with that new feeling and I thought the

We believe that, while television is expensive, it is the most effective 
way to reach a maximum number of people the quickest. I don't 
know of a more successful radio cwne campaign out there right now. 
Like I said earlier, we had to blow off everybody, start from zero and 
our cume right now, in less than a year on the air, is over half a mil-
lion listeners, a solid #2 in the market and our cume rating is #1! 
WE STARTED HEARING YOUR NAME IN THE MIX AT ABOUT THE 

SAME TIME WE HEARD ABOUT A NEW TOP 40 STATION GOING ON 

THE AIR IN WASHINGTON. TELL ME A LITTLE BIT ABOUT HOW YOU, 
Z104 AND DAN VALLIE GOT TOGETHER 

Bonneville had hired Dan Valle as consultant. Not just because he 
was a respected consultant, but because he was based in the mar-
ket and had been for a long time. He had a perspective on the 
market and Bonneville, of course, felt that it would be a benefit to 
have that sort of edge going into this. Immediately, Dan made 
some recommendations for station PD., including me and several 
others. [GM] Allan Hotlen contacted me for an interview. He was 
the PD for the Bonnneville station in San Francisco, KLIT, then

Spice Girls record was going to be huge because at that time there 
was a lot of advance work being done on the act. But when we 
were picking those videos, the Spice Girls had not broken here in 
the States... I mean they didn't mean anything here at the time! 
So to pick their video was a gamble that paid off. 
TELL ME ABOUT YOUR PROMOTION MANAGER SAMMY SIMPSON, 

WHO WAS THE OPERATIONS DIRECTOR AND EVEN PD AT K92 IN 

ROANAKE FOR A LONG TIME. 

Sammy really spearheads all the promotion stuff the station does. 
Our GM Allan Hotlen was a PD and he's very much into marketing 
and he's really good at all aspects of television. But, before Sammy 
got here, all the promotion stuff was coming to me, along with every-
thing else. We had so many clients that wanted to be part of Z104. 

It's unbelievable, I mean, the whole time I'm saying, thank God 
I'm not doing an air shift. It was chaotic until Sammy came and 
put some systems in place and got some organization going. 
AND, OF COURSE, ALL THE RECORD LABELS WANT TO WORK WITH 

YOU TOO! 

Sammy's background really helps with that area, too. He's been a 
MD, a PD and an Ops. Mgr. He understands the record label rela-
tionships a Top 40 needs to have. Plus, after being in Roanoke for 
so long, he already has relationships with a lot of the record peo-
ple that handle the Virginia/Maryland market. 
TELL ME ABOUT HOW LUCKY YOU WERE TO INHERIT RON ROSS AS 

YOUR MD. 
Yeah, he's a native of this area. He is one of those radio guys who 
has never had to pick up his stuff and move. He was the PD at 
the old Z-104 in Frederick. He was PD at WXTR, the oldies sta-
tion when Bonneville took over. GM Allan Hotlen kept him in 
place and told him the search for a new PD was on, but he want-
ed Ron to stay. Ron did a lot of stuff prior to my arrival in July 
'96. You can imagine what kind of situation you could walk in to 
if you were hired as the new PD and the guy who was the PD be-
fore you was still in the building and didn't get hired for the job. 
That's a potentially volatile situation, but everything worked out 
fine. Ron really held down the fort until I got here. He is excel-
lent with Selector... he knows it up one side and down the oth-
er. He knows the market and he loves the radio station. He's to-
tally into what we do. It would have been unfair for me to come 
in here and not give him a shot. He's really worked out great and 
he's handled morning drive duties since George McFly left due 
to a familiy situation. And no matter what anybody heard, McFly 
leaving 2104 was a decision he felt he had to make and we went 
along with it 
WE'VE ALL HEARD YOU HAVE A NEW MORNING SHOW ABOUT TO HIT 

THE AIR. IT WAS A LONG SEARCH, BUT YOU FOUND SONEONE IN 
YOUR OWN BACK YARD. 

His name is Bill Bush. He comes over from middays at WARW. 
He's never done mornings before, but I think he'll be great. Allan 
and I listened to a great many tapes and we liked Bill's style and 
attitude. He starts around April 1 and will be teamed with Janet 
Elliott (formally "Janet From Another Planet" on WAVA) as well 
as producer Ernie Kelly from WVTY in Pittsburgh. 
WHAT ABOUT THE REST OF THE ON-AIR STAFF? 
We have some of the best Top 40 talent in America. Lisa Berig-
an does midday and I believe she's the best midday talent on the 
air today. LA Reid does afternoons, Jo Jo Morales does 6pm-
10pm and Tammi Rush does lOpm-2am. 
WHAT DO YOU HAVE TO SAY TO ALL THOSE PEOPLE THAT SAID TOP 

40 RADIO WOULD NEVER WORK IN WASHINGTON, D.C.? 

Well, I guess I could mail them the Fall book! We have been so 
fortunate. There are 27 radio stations in Washington and we de-
buted #8 12 + and #3 18-34, with a cume of # 2 in the market. 
Now is when the real work begins. It is everything that I hoped 
for, but it wasn't like I was the only guy who could have done it. 
There was a big hole when we came in here and we filled it and 
now we have to prove what we're made of. 
AS A FORMER TOP 40 PD, IT'S GREAT TO SEE YOU'VE PROVEN THAT 

TOP 40 CAN WORK FROM A SIGN-ON SITUATION. THERE ARE A LOT 
OF COMPANIES OUT THERE THAT HAVE PAID ATTENTION TO WHAT 

HAS BEEN HAPPENING IN WASHINGTON AND Z104'S SUCCESS HAS 

BEEN VERY IMPORTANT TO THE RESURGENCE THE FORMAT IS GOING 

THROUGH RIGHT NOW. TOP 40 IS STILL FAR AND AWAY THE BEST 

MASS-APPEAL FORMAT OUT THERE... IT REACHES MORE PEOPLE AND 

SELLS MORE RECORDS. 

Well, 1 hope some people that have been on the fence about Top 
40 can get off the fence and just do it. You know what happens 
when you continue to straddle the fence? You get a sore crotch. 
I get so tired of hearing about how Top 40 won't work for this 
reason or that reason or I can't sell 18-34s... Blah, blah, blah. 
IT HAS ALWAYS BEEN ONE OF THE BEST FEMALE FORMATS OUT 

THERE AND WILL CONTINUE TO BE AS LONG AS THERE ARE RADIO 

STATIONS LIKE Z104 AND PROGRAMMERS LIKE YOURSELF THAT BE-

LIEVE IN TOP 40 AND CONTINUE THE TRADITION. 

Back in the '80s, when all that rap stuff got on Top 40, it screwed 
up the format. If you ask me, there are a great many PDs that 
got caught up in the rap thing. They put on too much of that 
stuff that the audience got polarized. It was never mass appeal. 
TOP 40 IS ALL ABOUT BALANCE. 

It is. So many Top 40 radio stations in the past have gone too far 
in one direction or the other and they may have found them-
selves having temporary success, but in the long term, they have 
to just come right back toward the middle or they run off lis-
teners. We're in the business to get listeners, not run them off! !:3

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Since his first, aptly titled 1975 feature "Shivers," writer-director David Cronenberg has produced a uniquely personal body of work, in-
cluding "Rabid," "Videodrome," "The Dead Zone," "The Fly," "Dead Ringers" and "Naked Lunch." Exploring areas where other direc-

tors fear to tread, Cronenberg has examined with a clinician's eye themes of biological horror, physical deformity and sexual unease. 
Now the Canadian director has adapted and filmed J.G. Ballard's cult 1973 novel "Crash" about a doctor and his wife (played by James 

Spader and Deborah Unger) who begin to view car crashes as an erotic trigger after a near-fatal collision. Hardly surprisingly, "Crash," which 
also stars Holly Hunter, Rosanna Arquette and Elias Koteas, and which madc pun intended—quite an impact at Cannes, has disturbed 
many people, including Ted Turner, who fought the film's distribution through his Fine Line Features. 

Cronenberg discusses the making of "Crash," working with composer Howard Shore, the importance of music in his films and moon-
lighting as an actor with HITS' own failed scientific experiment, Brit nitwit lain "God Save The Queen" Blair.

I don't feel obsessed at all. It just feels like a med-
itation. I just did a lot of alternative press where 
everyone turned up with tattoos, scars, nose rings 
and piercings, and that's the same. It's not an ob-
session, just an observation, and it has strong 
metaphorical weight in my work. It means some-
thing to me and I return to it, but it's not an ob-
session in my life. I don't mind people saying it, 
but I don't feel it's accurate. 
PEOPLE FIND "CRASH" VERY DISTURBING. 

To me, the central fact of human existence is the 
human body, and much of what we do is a flight 
from that fact, because it also includes death and 
a finite consciousness... things that are very diffi-
cult to accept. I think most art and technology, 
religion, civilization and society are all attempts 

centuate what's already there? Or to fill in for 
what you think would be there? And each music 
cue is different. There are all those considera-
tions in the background, so Howard comes in 
when we get our first assembly and we start talk-
ing about what the music might do, and that in 
turn affects the cutting.

It's a great score. He's one of the first people to 
read the script, and we'll start talking about the 
music that early on, even before we know if the 
filin will he financed. I

to evade and transcend that basic fact. 
That makes me kind of an existentialist, 
and so I keep returning to the body as a 
basic touchstone... how people constantly 
try to transform and transcend it, whether 
by body-piercing or through technology that ex-
pands its power. To me, that's all too obvious and 
ordinary to be an obsession. 
WERE YOU SURPRISED BY THE OUTCRY AT CANNES? 

Not at all. I'd have been very upset if the audience 
had just shrugged and ignored the movie. 
"CRASH" IS FULL OF VERY EXPLICIT SEX SCENES, 

MAINLY IN CARS. WHERE DO YOU DRAW THE UNE 

IN A SEX SCENE... OR DO YOU? 

In terms of morality, no. In terms of art, you're al-
ways drawing various lines.., whether it's sex, vi-
olence or the emotionality of a scene, it has to be 
an integral part of the whole. So in one film, be-
ing very sexually explicit might mean something, 
but in another, it might derail the whole process. 
Obviously, it had to be pretty explicit in "Crash." 
HOW IMPORTANT IS MUSIC TO YOUR FILMS? 

Very, very important. Ironically, when I began 
making films, I felt quite strongly that there 
shouldn't be any music—it was ridiculous to think 
in terms of such an absolute. And I still believe 
that. There's a ease to be made for no music in a 
movie, or only source music. It's become so bloat-
ed in some movies. But at the saine time, I've not 
been able to give up those extra layers that music 
and sound give you. Sound and music give you the 
depth, the three-dimensionality of a movie the 
sound of a room and the out-of-frame world that 
you create. They also give you emotionality. 
[Film score composer] Howard [Shore] is also 

very cerebral and we have many discussions 
about what music is used for in a movie. There 
are all those classic theories... Is it there to ao-

"Crash" was 
very interesting 
in that both of 
us felt we were 
going back to 
a technique we 
used in "Scan-
ners" and "Video-
drome." Since 
"Dead Ringers," 
we'd gotten in 
the habit of just 
using the Lon-

don Philharmonic and recording the scores 
with a full 84-piece orchestra. But here we'd 
gone back to a much more guerrilla-style of 
shooting—suddenly I'm outside, at night, and at 
the mercy of the weather and ambient lighting 
as we couldn't afford to light five miles of high-
way like you could in, say, "Speed." 
Howard recorded the score in Toronto for the 

first time since "Videodrome" at Mantis Sound. 
And instead of the 84-piece orchestra, the first 
day, we had three harps, and then on the sec-
ond, six electric guitars, then two percussion-
ists on the third, and so on. And then there was 
a lot of collaboration with the sound effects 
guys, so that Howard would take a sample of an 
effect they were using and incorporate it in his 
score. And vice versa, so that there's a real in-
tegration between the two. 
WHAT DO YOU LISTEN TO AT HOME? 

Everything. I'm pretty catholic in my tastes. I 
love listening to jazz, old rock, new rock, classi-
cal, whatever, but I'm not music-obsessive. I don't 
like listening to music in my car for instance, un-
less I get stuck in traffic. Otherwise, I find it just 
gets in the way of my driving. 
WASN'T YOUR FAMILY QUITE MUSICAL? 

Yes, my mother was a pianist, and when I was a 
kid, she'd have all these opera singers and violin-
ists in our house as she'd been accompanying 
them. My father was a big hi-fi enthusiast, way 
before anyone else. He always had the latest 
equipment, and he'd also play everything. I 
remember falling asleep listening to all kinds of 

music, from Pete Seeger to Mozart to Elvis. lb 
this day, I can still reproduce in my mind very 
complex classical music, and I don't know who 
composed it. I just heard it as a kid, and I've 
never encountered it again. And when I do, I'm so 
surprised—"Oh my God! That was Bach! I 
didn't realize." So I have a pretty good ear. I also 
played classical guitar for about 11 years. 
EVER HAD A CAR CRASH? 

Only on the race track I used to race in the '60s and 
really couldn't afford it, and then in the '80s I got 

back into it, racing old cers 
from the late '50s and early 
'60s, vintage automobiles. 
Now I own three vintage 
cars, including an old For-
mula 1 car I used to race— 
Jack Brabham's 1961 Coop-
er Team car. This was 

the car he drove 
when he was 
world champion. 
I stopped racing 
two years ago. 
I suddenly just 
didn't want to do 
it anymore. The 
amount of time it 
takes to prepare 

a ear for the 20 minutes you get on the track didn't 
seem worth it anymore. I love racing and Fm a big 
fan. but I don't know if I'll ever go back to it. 
WHAT ABOUT YOUR ACTING CAREER? 

[Laughs ] I don't know if I'd call it a career yet, 
though I just did a scene with Hugh Grant in 
Michael Apted's new film, "Extreme Measures." I 
play a hospital lawyer who's telling Hugh Grant 
his career's over because he's been a naughty 
boy. Actually, it's my acting career that may be 
over because when Hugh came to Cannes, he 
couldn't even get in to see "Crash" because it 
was such a hot ticket. So he said, "Tell Cronen-
berg I'm cutting him out of the movie, because I 
can't see his movie!" 
WHY DID YOU START ACTING? 

When I started, it was underground films that 
were my inspiration, not Hollywood, because it 
was the '60s, and it was, "Just grab a camera and 
do it." So all of us underground filmmakers would 
act in each other's films. It was very natural for 
me. Then directors like John Landis love to put 
other directors in their films, so I was in "Into 
The Night" with Michelle Pfeiffer, and that was 
the start of doing little parts in films like "To Die 
For," "Nightbreed" and "Trial By Jury." I became 
like the Godfather of Toronto. [In a husky Italian 
accent] "You wanna shoot in Toronto with no 
trouble? Just give me a little role and it'll be OK." 
WHAT DO YOU GET FROM IT THAT YOU DONT 

GET FROM BEING BEHIND THE CAMERA? 

It's an interesting way to be on a set, because 
your perspective on everything is very different. 
[Laughs] It's a challenge, although I think it's a lot 
easier than directing. Does it make me more sym-
pathetic to actors? Absolutely not. But I must say 
it's enhanced my understanding of an actor's 
dilemma and what they go through, and I'm sure 
it's affected how I work with them. Even a small 
role puts you in that space where you suddenly 
go, "My God, I have to worry about my her and 
my clothes, because that's all I've got to work 
with." As a director, you're rather disembodied. 
And speaking of body consciousness, which I do 
endlessly in my films, you can look like shit as a

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ster Morphine 
Time to shoot the shit with Morphine's Mark Sandman by Allison Strong 

The world is flat. All rock & roll bands should be led by loud, stringy instruments. Morphine is an opium derivative and only known as a painkiller 
or recreational product. 

Everything you know is wrong. You don't have to be Christopher Columbus to see that the above statements are all false, and Morphine, whose 
mainstream broadcast profile has been restricted to wet dream subject matter for a few enlightened programmers, has just released a hypnotic new 

album, "Like Swimming," its first for the DreamWorks label, which will handle all promotion, public-
ity and distribution, with Rykodisc putting its logo on each of the next two albums after this one. 
Here's betting that a few modern rock PDs' dreams will come true this year. They'll be able to play 
the first single, "Early To Bed," and get instant reaction both on the phones and at retail. 

Opening like a pastel Southwestern sunset, with a dour sense of humor, "Like Swimming" is re-
al radio-friendly, even if it doesn't quite pack the punch of '95's groundbreaking "Yes." Slightly less 
blues-driven, and stripped down of its complex instrumental transitions, "Like Swimming" is more 
accessible than ever. 

Many music fans remember Morphine bassist/frontman Mark Sandman from his late-'80s band, 
Treat Her Right. For the last five years, the guitarless trio of Morphine has featured Sandman, Dana 
Colley on baritone sax and Billy Conway on drums. Quietly crusading for musical innovation and an 
"alternative" to the way rock music has always been done, Morphine have picked their touring spots 
wisely, playing mostly small clubs in sophisticated major metropolitan areas, often performing at the 
same venue on a series of consecutive nights. While this type of routing may produce wear and tear, 
the result has been word-of-mouth wildfire. 

HITS' whirling dervish Allison "If Loving Him Is Right, I'd Rather Be" Strong stopped hyperventi-
lating long enough to corner a recalcitrant Mark Sandman for a quick chat during the recent Gavin 
Convention in New Orleans shortly before they both got picked up by a 300 lb. transvestite named 
Tickles and summarily dropped on their domes. 

SORRY, BUT I'M A LITTLE STAR-STRUCK. 
Don't worry, I have clay feet. 
THERE'S A LOT OF EXCITEMENT ABOUT THIS NEW ALBUM. YET 
THERE ARE A BUNCH OF HARDCORE MORPHINE FANS WHO MAY 
FEEL LIKE THEIR BEST-KEPT SECRET HAS BEEN TAKEN AWAY. 
Well, it's way too early to know what's going to happen, isn't it? The single 
has been released to Triple A and alternative. As a band, we focus on song-
writing and how we're performing. We leave the charts, radio airplay and re-
tail to the label and the marketing people. Don't get me wrong... we want to 
be played on the radio and sell records. We just can't stress on the politics 
and the outcome of airplay. It's distracting and makes us feel competitive, 
rather than artistic, which defeats the purpose of us making the best music 
we can, both for our longtime fans, and for the new ones we hope to culti-
vate through increased airplay. It's not that we don't care, but we're artists 
first and a band second. That's what's most important to us. Our new label 
and all of its possibilities are very exciting, but rm not going to speculate 
about the future. 
YOU ARE THE MOST SENSUAL AND SENSORY BAND SINCE, WELL, 
ROXY MUSIC IN THEIR DAY, AND—THOUGH I'M EMBARRASSED TO 
MAKE THESE COMPARISONS—PINK FLOYD IN THEIRS. 
I'm glad you feel that way. Y(ni are our kind of listener. 
ONE OF MY FAVORITE SONGS FROM LAST YEAR'S "YES" ALBUM 
WAS "SUPERSEX." WHAT INSPIRED THAT SONG? 
"Supersex- was a love letter to Europe. Basically, what I tried to do was use 
all English words that are universal and understood overseas and try to put 
them together into this song. 

Our impressions of roaming around Europe during our first trip there, 
and not understanding at first what was going on and being said, could have 
been frustrating. But we found that people are people, and if you tune into 
their humanity, you can understand everyone. 
DO YOU ENJOY TOURING OVER THERE? 

A lot. There are 400 million people in Europe and so many different cul-
tures crammed in together. It's stimulating, interesting and romantic, all 
at once. 
WELL THE PRESS CERTAINLY ADORES YOU, HERE IN AMERICA AS 
WELL AS OVER IN ENGLAND. 
Yes, but it really varies from country to country in Europe. In some coun-
tries, we do really well, and in others, not so well.., in that we're really un-
derground. But we place equal value on any appreciation that we receive. 
WHICH IS YOUR FAVORITE COUNTRY? 
I'd have to say Italy. The language is beautiful, we are well-received there, 
the food is incredible, the music better, and romance is everywhere. Better 
than that, the people are outgoing and fun to hang with. 
I'D UKE TO GET A LITTLE BIT OF HISTORY ON YOUR EARUER BAND, 
TREAT HER RIGHT. 
Well, [Morphine drummer] Billy Conway played in the band with me. [Mor-
phine baritone sax player] Dana Colley was a guitar tech on our last Treat 
Her Right tour. He brought his sax and played some songs on-stage with 
us. He's a much better sax player than guitar tech. We became close friends. 
I had my one-string bels.s and he had his sax and we were jamming, on and 
off-stage. Then, our original drummer in Treat Her Right became ill, so Bil-
ly got the Morphine gig. 
WAS THERE ANY OVERLAP BETWEEN THE TVVO BAND'S EXIS-
TENCE AND ACTIVITY? 
Morphine evolved about five or six years ago. There was some slight overlap, 
hut Treat I ler Right was very much inactive the last year of its existence. 
HOW DID THE TWO BANDS DIFFER MUSICALLY? 
Treat Her Right had three lead singers and three writers. I played the basa 
lines on the guitar while Billy played single drum. We didn't really have a 
bass player. There were facets of Treat lier Right that we applied to Mor-
phine, like letting people really hear the words to the songs, and working on 
a similarly smooth, but defined dynamic to both the band's sounds.c

LONGTIME MANAGER KEN ADAMANY, AND INKED A PACT WITH FLEDGLING LABEL RED ANT. THEY ALSO PUT OUT A ONE-OFF SINGLE DEAL 

ON THE SEATTLE PUNK SUB POP LABEL, PRODUCED BY ALTERNAMAVEN STEVE ALBINI. EPIC/LEGACY IS OVERHAULING THE ENTIRE CHEAP 

TRICK CATALOG, REMASTERING THE BAND'S CLASSIC RECORDS AND ISSUING UNRELEASED MATERIAL. WHAT'S MORE, NIELSEN HAS COLLAB-

ORATED WITH WHO BASSIST JOHN ENTWISTLE ON A VINTAGE GUITAR BOOK. 

HITS' OWN VERY CHEAP TRICK BRUCE BRITT "OFF MORE THAN HE COULD CHEW" WITH NIELSEN AND CARLOS BEFORE HE WAS KICKED

"I DUMPED MY FAMILY FOR MY CAREER FROM DAY ONE." 
RICK NIELSEN 

HOW DID THE BOX SET COME ABOUT? 
Rick Nielsen: There had been talk a number of times, but the guys at 
Legacy finally offered to really do it. It started as a double-CD, then it be-
came a triple. Then we realized there was no way we could fit everything 
we wanted onto a triple. It's not that we were greedy; it's just that the es-
sentials couldn't be included on just three CDs. So we ended up with four 
discs, and even that was from cutting it down. 
WAS IT STRANGE RUMMAGING THROUGH YOUR PAST? 
Bun E. Carlos: It's kind of hard for me to talk about because I don't want 
to sound like I'm bragging. But a lot of the stuff is real cool. We had for-
gotten about some of it. We'd be there listening to old tapes and live 
versions and suddenly someone would go, "Oh, we used to do that." It 
was enlightening 
DESCRIBE YOUR RELATIONSHIP WITH EPIC IN THE '80S. 
Carlos: In '87, Don Grierson came to us and said, "You guys are good, so 
let's get something going here." He's the one who came up with "The 
Flame." Before he arrived, we'd turn in an album and they'd say, "You've 
got to take these songs off and put these two songs on." We had a lot of 
people meddling with us, telling us we couldn't write and didn't know 
what we were doing. We had recorded the basic tracks for an album we 
did with Todd Rundgren and they sent a guy out from New York to listen 
to them with his wife. So they did a few rails, listened to the tracks with-
out vocals and made decisions about the album based on those tracks. 
But we'd go, "OK," and that's our fault. They'd say, "Let's do a 12" disco 
version of this song," and those things cleared dance floors across Amer-
ica. The fans were going, "What is this piece of shit?" They were ruth-
less. And they would think it was our choice because it was our name on 
the cover. 
DO YOU HAVE ANY REGRETS? 
Nielsen: We haven't really had any time off since I don't remember. I 
dumped my family for my career from day one. If it was a career move, 
I didn't care. I still have my family, I still have a career and it's kind of a 
nice balance. If it came down to my career, I'd always do what I was 
asked. If that meant getting nine days off instead of 30, I griped and did 
it anyway. But it was always driven by someone else's wishes. I'll never 
forget that. 

We take full responsibility for anything that went wrong in our career. 
But it was hard because the points the label would bring up were correct. 
They'd say, "Well, you guys haven't sold any records recently." And we'd 
say that the poor sales stemmed from them not working hard enough at 
promoting or because we took their bad advice on songs. 
ARE YOU PLEASED WITH YOUR LABEL RELATIONSHIPS NOW? 
Carlos: Yes. We're also dealing with people from Sub Pop and Red Ant, 
and they're telling us to make our own choices. They're saying, "You pick 
the songs, the production, etc." They're telling us that we know better 
about the band than anyone else does. 
HOW DID THE SUB OOP DEAL COME ABOUT? 
Nielsen: It was part of [Sup Pop's] Jonathan Poneman's idea to get Steve 
Albini to do the new track. He said, "It doesn't matter that you're not go-
ing to be with us, let's just do something that's fun and exciting." We'd 
heard him do Cheap Trick songs with Big Black, and he didn't screw that 
up. When people cover us, they either get it or they don't, that's how we 
judge it. Albini got it in spades. Ile knows how to rock. 
HOW DID YOU APPROACH THIS RED ANT ALBUM? 
Carlos: We demoed a lot of songs first, and it was the first time we'd been 
in a position to do that in a real long time. Usually, we rush into the stu-
dio and get our stuff together before we finish writing songs and start 
recording. This time, the songs were finished before pre-production. 
CAN YOU HEAR CHEAP TRICK'S INFLUENCE IN TODAY'S MUSIC? 
Nielsen: It's hard to tell, though I've read where people have said we're an 
influence. On the Nirvana album, Cobain said his band was like Cheap 
Trick with more distorted guitars, and that's how we heard it. When we 
recorded "Big Eyes," we started out trying to sound like Fleetwood Mac 
and "Green Manalishi," but every review we read compared that song to 
the Beatles. You can never tell how people will interpret something. 
WHAT'S KEPT THE BAND TOGETHER ALL THESE YEARS? 
Nielsen: Usually the bands that break lip are so successful that one of the 
guys doesn't need the money anymore, so he bails out and leaves the oth-
er ones holding the bag. Or you get these bands where the family and 
wives get involved. We've never been rich enough to tell someone to get 
screwed. We argue, scream and yell at each other, and that's probably 
why we're still together. If it gets goofy, we figure it °Litz 
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ALTHOUGH both Steve Fisk and 
Shawn Smith are from California, they've 
lived in Seattle long before it was cool 
and grunge ruled. While Steve is proba-
bly best known as a producer (Sound-
garden, Nirvana, Screaming Trees and 
Geraldine Fibbers), he's also a musician 
with Pell MeII and various '70s glam 
bands ("I was the white guy with an 
afro.") and was the funny guy from the 
movie "HYPE!" ("Just like '90210' or The 
Real World,' there's a new cast of idiots 
that move to Seattle every year that are 
even more clueless than the previous cast 
of idiots that want to start a band."). 
Shawn is the mufti-octave heartfelt voice 
behind the bands Satchel and Brad. 

Sub Pop head-cheese Jonathan Pone-
man asked Steve to produce some 
demos for Shawn; it wasn't long before 
the two began creating their own music, 
dubbing themselves Pigeonhed. The re-
sult of the collaboration was the duo's 
self-titled '93 debut. It was computer-
ized, tamed funk done in a home studio. 

Pigeonhed's follow-up disc, "The Full 
Sentence" (Sub Pop), is a unique offer-
ing of 14 tracks that incorporates funk 
and gospel into great dance tunes and 
sad, multi-hanky numbers. There's a 
Prince rap of "Sexuality" performed by 
Shawn that does battle with Kim 
(Soundgarden) Thayil's guitar ("Battle 
Flag"), a Thayil collaboration ("Phun-
purephun") and a melancholy marriage 
of Shawn's vox and Jerry (AIC) Cantrell's 
strings ("Marry Me"). Whether funk or 
R&B, none of it would ring true without 
Smith, who expresses joy, sorrow and 
sensuality not only with his lyrics, but 
with his voice. HITS' own ornithology 
expert, Jennifer Clay 'Pigeon," cor-
nered the shy frontman and his loqua-
cious mate in between their many en-
deavors and proceeded to thrash them 
within an inch of their lives. 

YOU TOLD ME BEFORE THAT YOU 
VIEW SATCHEL AS A FAMILY. DO YOU 
THINK THE SAME OF PIGEONHED? 
SIIAWN SMITH: [Laughs] Well, it's 
just me and my brother, I guess. 
WHAT DO YOU FEEL IS MUSICALLY 
DIFFERENT BETWEEN PIGEONHED, 
SATCHEL AND BRAD? 
SMITH: Just the instrumentation. 
The drum loops lend a whole dif-
ferent vibe to things. Both Satchel 
and Brad have songs that are more 
similar, that work the same way as 
Pigeonhed. You could cross-polli-
nate, and it would be good. 
DO YOU CONSIDER THIS A SIDE 
PROJECT? 
SMITII: It's just another thing I do. 
It's of equal importance to every-
thing else. 
STEVE FISK: It's just as important as 
Pell Me11; it's priority one for me. 
The producing is secondary. I

tag and go to work. I'd like to be one of those 
people that have made their money already. But 
having a hit... good God, I'm 43 years-old. I'm 
gray and my hair's falling out. I don't want my 
face on maga7ine covers. See, I'm totally down 
with the idea of a radical front man and a sort of 
quiet, behind-the-scenes dude. I like that idea. 
Pigeonhed is about the voice. It's groovy... I like 
that. I did a lot of staying off the board. I really 
tried to be a musician on this record and let 
Shawn have his way with it. 
WAS THAT HARD TO DO? 
FISK: If you trust somebody, it isn't. I feel the 
biggest control thing I did was the absence 
of control.

SMITH: There are a couple that a re sort of short 
and could be radio songs.

If 
Nirvana were the Beatles, then Bush 
are the Monkees—disposable pop 
music for kids that's very well done.

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Time for some Welsh rare bits with 60 Ft. Dolls' Richard Parfitt by Tom Lanham 

HEY, WAITAMINNIT! ISN'T THERE A RICHARD PARFITT IN STA-
TUS QUO AS WELL? 
It's true. The very same name, but I figure he's gonna have to change his 
name because I'm not changing mine. It's the name my mother gave me, 
so f**k it. Do you wanna hear the story about the mix-up? I'll try to con-
dense it. Three years ago, I got this tax bill, just before the group had a 
record deal. And I was on the dole, or welfare, as you call it over here. So 
I get this tax bill for 30,000 pounds, phoned the tax office and said, "What 
the f**k is this?" My name is Richard John Parfitt—that's my full name— 
but it also happened to be the guy from Status Quo's full name as well. 

Well, their computers had gone down, and when they reset them, they 
sent me his tax bill by mistake. That's the story, and it made all the na-
tional tabloids—it was our first bit of press, so I played it like a finely tuned 
violin. But I actually got hauled in front of the tax inspector, and in one of 
the tabloids, they asked him what he thought of all this and he said he was 
looking forward to receiving my tax bill. Which I thought was pretty good. 
DID YOU GET ANY STATUS QUO ROYALTY CHECKS? 
Oh yeah, but I didn't spend 'em. One was for 14,000 pounds. But let's face 
it—"Piledriver" is a great record... "Big Fat Mama"s on it! 

I'm just a fan. That's why I got into music in the first place, and that's 
the best band criteria. If you're not a fan, if you can't respect other peo-
ple's work, then you should f**k off and find another career. I remember 
bringing albums into school and swapping 'em with my mates. Remember 
BTO? They were great... they had their own unique sound. And I love Van 
Morrison. I used to drive a lorry. That's what I was doing just a few years 
ago. But I've always been in groups ever since I was in school... all differ-
ent sorts of bands, all loser groups, but I just never tasking stopped. I knew 

London's legendary Astoria 
club is packed to the rafters with rowdy rockers, swilling lager and howl-
ing for the evening's headliner—the blues-swaggering Reef. It's all part of 
NME's week-long "Brat" Awards concert series, showcasing the best of 
Britain's young talent, but there's one minor marquee obstacle for fans to 
overcome. Before Reef takes the stage, three rumpled guys walk out, 
looking for all the world like gas station attendants, and casually plug in 
their instruments. They cluck a few chords to tune up, then step up to 
their microphone positions, while the curious crowd looks on. Then they 
hit their first official note, and the effect—sort of like a THX sound system 
cranked to skull-shattering eleven—practically blows the audience 
through the back of the theatre. We're talking LOUD, louder than Status 
Quo in its headbanging heyday. 

After the set, ears were ringing, but folks were smiling. They had just 
experienced the Welsh adrenaline rush known as 60 Ft. Dolls, a high-pow-
er trio that takes no Britpop prisoners, makes no ballad-y apologies. The 
band's scruff-necked DGC debut "The Big 3" is every bit as imposing, all 
Mick Ronson riffs and Marshall-stacked sonic boom. Guitarist Richard 
Parfitt trades snarling vocals with bassist Mike Cole on working-class an-
thems like "Good Times," "New Loafers," "Happy Shopper" and the self-
explanatory "No. 1 Pure Alcohol." Play it once, and you'll catch yourself 
reaching for that volume knob, ready to turn the damned thing up to 
glass-shattering level. And it just figures that Status Quo would actually 
end up playing a part in the Dolls' rags-to-riches story. A few months be-
fore the deafening Astoria gig, Parfitt had grabbed a chair in his label's 
New York offices to embellish the yarn for HITS' own threadbare Bay Area 
boob, Tom Lanham "And Cheese On Wry." 

this is what I wanted to do all along. 
MAYBE THERE'S EVEN A LITTLE VAN MORRISON IN THE DOLLS 
SOUND? 
There is in spirit, definitely. Even on the record, there's a reference to a 
Van Morrison song... I love the whole spirit of Van; I find him really root-
sy, trying to get back to that soulful feeling. And the Dolls don't always suc-
ceed, but I think we try and sometimes we hit it. The reason I got into Van 
Morrison in the first place was because I read that Lester Bangs book, and 
there was a chapter on "Astral Weeks" in it, and it was such an amazing 
review. It was the most passionate thing I've ever read. 
SO WHAT'S UP WITH WALES ALL OF A SUDDEN? 
There are a lot of Welsh groups at the moment. The Super Furries, Gorky's 
Catatonia. Basically, the music scene has never been as healthy as it is 
right now in Wales. But Wales is split. It's rural in the north, and industri-
al in the south. And a lot of the bands, like Super Furrie,s, come from up 
north, where everyone lives in the countryside. But we come from the 
south, which is steelworks, and you can hear that in the sound of the band. 
The scene is geographical. We're a rock & roll group, totally. But the bands 
in the north all tend to be psychedelic.., they take a great many magic 
mushrooms and get stoned alot. I like all the groups and I think the 
scene's great. 

Talent, you see, isn't exclusive to anywhere. Wales has been neglected 
and now it's finally being looked at. But imagine how crappy it must be if 
you're a kid from Yugoslavia or Poland and you wanna get in a band. You 
know that you may as well not fs akin' bother—you haven't got a chance, 
have you? You've gotta be American or English, really, because when you 
sing rock & roll, it just doesn't sound good in any other language, does it ,̀7

Amnesia "Cherry Flavor Night 
Time" (Supreme/Island): Forget 
everything you ever thought you knew 
about music. When your mind is free, 
Brad Laner (Medicine) will refill it with 
his own sonic, late-night brand of cough 
syrupy-bliss. Laner combines his bizarre 
interpretations of pop music, early Sonic 

Youth, and incidental sounds with a devotion to generic NyQuil 
(the CD's title) for his first solo excursion. "Drained" and 
"Undergarden Song" are new favorite songs, "Cherry Flavor 
Night Time" your first record. (C.B.) 

Lori Carson "Everything I Touch Runs 
Wild" (Restless): Fart-time Golden Palomi-
no and full-time soprano seductress, Lori Car-
son strikes out on her third solo record with a 
preeminent collection of soft-hued acoustic 
guitar-based melodies that lay comfortably 
twisted in the same bed of a Nick Drake or a 
Ton Amos.

get on his latest effort. A snazzy co-pro-
duction with Brendan O'Brien, who sits in 
on keys, Sweet's writing is truer than ever, 
melding searching lyrics and undeniable 

melodies to produce disarming results. "Hollow," "Behind the 
Smile" and "All Over My Head" are standouts, and the "Dream 
Police" tip-of-the-hat on single "Where You Get Love" rocks 
extremely.

All Roads Lead To Rome's "I Belong To You" 

ROME DUCE! 
When Rome's sexy new single, "I Belong To 
You" (Grand Jury/RCA), first crossed our 
ears, the consensus was immediate: 'This is 
a smash!: we screamed just after laying 
down our pick for Kansas to go all the way. 
But seriously, trust your own ears to know a 
hit and you'll hear that "I Belong To You" is 
most definitely a smash. Rome, a native of 
Benton Harbor, Mich, belts out songs with 
an authority that hasn't been heard in some 
time. He's a throwback to the day when men 
were men and JAMZ VP Jerry &lulling had 
hair. Rome's first album, set for an April 15 
release date, features 13 cuts that guarantee 
him long exposure at radio. We like "Let Me 
Come Home," "Do Me Right," "Feelin' Kinda 
Good" and Rome's remake of major influence Bobby 
Womack's "That The Way I Feel About Cha." There's more, 
especially "Crazy Love," "Real Love" and "I Gotta Be Down." 
Radio has a lot of choices, but not as few as Rome had in 
avoiding being interviewed by Staff Writer Gary "Indiana" 
Jackson. No roads outta town that day... 
What's "I Belong To You" about? 
It's a very sensual song which tells a story about the sensu-
al attitudes of a male wanting to belong to a female and who 
wants to give every part of himself to her. 
How busy haw you been since the song's release? 
I've started doing a lot of promo stuff as far as singing goes, 
and a lot of radio. I just came from the Carolinas: Raleigh, 
Charlotte, all those cities. I've done some video, some radio 
spots, a couple of clubs, afterparties and such. People gave 
me a lot of love. 
You must haw had the ladies falling all over you! 
Aww, man, thanks. I'm lucky in a lot of repects. I got on-
stage and they treated me like I was royalty or something. 
They were reaching for me, trying to pull off my clothes. 
They ripped my jacket trying to drag me off the stage! But 
everything went really well. 
How did you hook up with Grand Jury? 
I had been in L.A. for a while and went to a couple of people 
that I knew. One woman, Rosalyn, loved my voice and told 
me she had met [Grand Jury CEO] Mike Conception. So I met 
him and he liked me and let me talk to the producers. They 
played some tracks for me and we went on ahead from that 
point. We worked on one song and then talked to [RCA Sr. 

Rome 

VP Black Music] Kevin Evans and, next thing 
you know, he was on it. 
Your bio says your home was filled with music. 
In our household, we had two things going 
for us. One was my mother, who would 
always play the Winans, James Cleveland, all 
that gospel music. She would always be sing-
ing church tunes around the house. That's 
how I started singing in church. 
What is it about church that makes great 
singers? 
It's the roots. Every person has a role to play. 
It's either gonna reach from the heart and 
soul; You have to find where it's gonna come 
from. When I first began singing in church, 
God was the one that gave me the ground. 

You're able to relate to a gospel section and appreciate music 
in and of itself. I learned about the professional side—through 
high school and a little bit of college—how the music actual-
ly works. 
My comparison to you would be a young Keith Washington. 
There are a great number of artists that came out when I 
started, such as Prince, Sade, R. Kelly and Keith Washington. 
There was something about them that I liked. A piece of me 
was a part of them that they were able to bring out. When I 
first heard Keith Washington, I could feel some kind of 
charisma about him that I could relate to. And even with 
that, if I'm compared to another artist, I'm happy to hear it. 
Any other influences in your younger days? 
Mainly Marvin Gaye, James Brown, Sam Cooke, Stevie 
Wonder, the Temptations and New Edition; they were all in-
spirations to me. 
What was the first song you ever learned? 
It would have to be "Somebody Bigger Than You And I," a 
song Whitney Houston did recently on "The Preacher's Wife." 
On the secular side, it would have to be Marvin Gaye's "Let's 
Get It On." [Rome proceeded to launch into the main chorus, 
nearly busting the telephone speaker!] 
How will you maintain a long career in music? 
The main thing is, I want to keep it real to myself. If I belong 
out there still singing, I will be singing, but writing is a part 
of me. I believe that on any album I do, I can write something 
that will appeal to someone. As far as the future is concerned, 
I plan on producing other people and not just think of myself. 
I see myself in the game for a pretty long time.

WHAT SEPARATES NO LIMIT FROM OTHER RAP LABELS? 

We're self-made, self-owned and self-represented. We do stuff when we want to. I 
think that's what makes my company so unique. I don't look outside to make our 
music; we do it all. We just look to our distributor to distribute. I own 100% of 
my company. 
YOU STARRED IN, FINANCED, PRODUCED AND DIRECTED THE MOVIE "I'M 'BOUT IT." 

HOW DID THIS COME ABOUT? 

The movie was influenced by the single "I'm 'Bout It, 'Bout It," which reflects the frustra-
tion I was going through in the rap game. I really had to wake the rap world 
up and let them know we 'bout it-'bout it and we're here. We got some new kings 
of the underground comin' to take over. The movie is a reality check on life, the 
ghetto and tryin' to make it out of this messed-up environment. It's comin' out in April. 
WHO'S DISTRIBUTING THE FILM? 

Right now, we're looking at several distribution companies. We have a few offering us a certain amount of theatres. 
We already got a "plan B": If they don't give us the right deal and right percentage, we'll put it out on VHS or pay-
per-view. 
WHAT MESSAGE ARE YOU SENDING TO SOCIETY? 
I had to show society that rappers ain't all ignorant. We might look ignorant and sound ignorant, but we're business-
men. I go into the studio and I can make just as much money as they can on Wall Street. I don't want to be a hero 
or role model; I want to be known as a person who inspires other people, because if I can make it and if I can 
change, anybody can. 
YOU CAME INTO THE GAME STRONG. HOW DID YOU MAKE THE TRANSITION TO THE BUSINESS END? 

I think God showed me a valuable lesson in life when He took my brother away from me. That let me know that the 
game ain't promising, and life ain't promising. If you want to be around to see your family and be a part of this hon-
or society, you got to get into something, pay taxes, do right and get your life together. Ain't nothin' wrong with 
changin': they ain't never killed a man for changin'. 
WHAT IS YOUR RELATIONSHIP WITH GOD AND HOW DO YOU RECONCILE THAT WITH BEING A QUOTE-UNQUOTE 
"GANGSTA RAPPER"? 

No Limit is bigger than what people think it is, beause without God, no man could move. You gotta put Him first be. 
fore anything. I ask in my "ghetto questionaire" in the liner notes, "Do you believe in God?," because I believe every 
man should believe in God. 
WHEN YOU'RE ON A MAJOR LABEL, IT BECOMES DIFFICULT TO RECOUP YOUR ADVANCE AND START TO EARN ROYAL-

TIES, EVEN IF YOU SELL UP TO 200,000 UNITS. HOW DO YOU FEEL ABOUT THIS? 

That's just white-collar crime. The record companies have been dom' this to us forever. Most people think crime ex-
ists just in the ghetto. Majors kill us with white-collar crime. That's the reason I got into this; to take No Limit, Mas-
ter P and TRU to a whole other level of the game. If you got something and you control it, stick with it, because if 
you give it up too quickly, you may never get it back. 
HOW DID NO LIMIT EARN THE INDUSTRY'S RESPECT? 

I created tny own audience. That's when people respect you and want to do something with you. 
HOW DID YOU FIND YOUR TARGET MARKET? 

I knew I was lookin' for people that wanted the same thing I wanted. I wanted a reality check with God, with life, 
with my family. I wanted to know why I am put in this situation. Why I don't have nothin' and what do I have to do 
to get something. Those were the type of people I was lookin' for. That's who I make my music for and, if it sprin-
kles over into urban America, then they could peep game, too. 
WHICH REGIONS SUPPORT YOU THE MOST? 
South, Midwest, West Coast are all locked up under key and chain, so how you gonna stop a company like that? 
How you gonna stop a tank? You might stop a car or truck, but not no tankb
