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Litigation's A Mother 
Tupac Shakur's mother 

has responded to a recent 
$7.1-million claim made by 
Death Row Records against 
the late rapper's estate by fil-
ing a lawsuit on Friday (4/18) 
in Los Angeles U.S. District 
Court accusing the label and 
owner Marion "Suge" 
Knight of cheating her son 
out of millions, according to 
the Los Angeles Times. The 
suit, which names Death Row 
attorney David Kenner as a 
defendant, contends that mis-
handling of funds, conflict of 
interest on the part of Ken-
ner, and a shaky three-page 
handwritten recording con-
tract invalidate Death Row's 
200-page list of expenses 
charged to Shakur's account. 

In addition to the expenses, 
Death Row claims that Knight 
is owed a management fee 

comprising 20% of Shakur's 
earnings over the last 18 
months. Shakur's mother, 
Afeni, who co-administrates 
Shakur's estate with New York 
attorney Richard Fischbein, 
has countered that there is no 
language in her son's contract 
to support such a fee and that 
the contract itself is invalid. 
Shakur signed the contract in 
1995 while incarcerated on a 
sexual abuse charge. 

The lawsuit filed by the 
Shakur camp further contends 
that Knight spent millions on 
luxuries while failing to pay 
royalties to Death Row artists. 
Attorney Kenner denied Fri-
day that Death Row violated 
any law or mishandled funds. 
Knight is currently serving a 
nine-year state prison sentence 
for violating probation on a 
1992 assault.

For years, Windham Hill didn't just hold the New Age marketplace in a vice grip, Windham Hill was the New Age market. For all intents and purposes, they created 

and therefore defined the entire genre. Powered by the emerging talents of artists like George Winston, Windham Hill had no peers. But as their success story grew, 

so did the competition, and by the early '90s, VVindham found itself in the unfamiliar position of losing money. Enter Steve Vining, who had been waging a battle for 

that adult dollar at BMG Classics. Joining the Windham Hill/High Street team in mid-'96, Vining has engineered one of the most profound turnarounds in record label 

history. Sales are up almost 200% over last year. What is his secret? HITS' own intrepid retail loser Mark "Show Me the Yanni (Ugh)" Pearson caught up with Vining to 

get the story from the new "Sage of New Age" and ended up buried under a pile of Birkenstocks and granola.

WHAT WAS THE STATE OF WINDHAM HILL WHEN YOU JOINED LAST YEAR? 
The label liad lost money the three prior years before I came to the company. That was probably a combination of them not being as aggressive as they could 
have been given how strong a trademark Windham was, and how great the opportunities are of marketing to adults these days, given the way the demographics 
are working for us. Also, there was a state of mind that was deeply rooted in the company where they had set themselves apart from the record industry. It was 
almost an attitude of "people will come to us." It worked in the '80s when that whole genre exploded, and Windham Hill was a major proponent of it. 
THERE WAS A TIME WHEN WINDHAM JUST OWNED THE MARKETPLACE. 
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WE REALLY BECAME PROACTIVE AS A RECORD LABEL, WITH 
RETAIL, PROMOTION PRESS AND PUBLICITY... ALL OF THAT."

Narada is in this music genre as a label that does nothing else. Eventu-
ally you're going to have competition. And the question you have to ask 
yourself is, "Are we going to continue to be viable? Are we going to stay 
vibrant and inventive and push the outside of the envelope? Or are we 
going to rest?" 

I think the state of mind with the old company was pretty much, "We're 
the grand old daddy of this genre and people will seek us out." But this is 
the '90s; it's a very competitive environment. We're all looking for shelf 
space and trying to convince the retailer why our records should take up 
room in their store. The Windham Hill story wasn't as powerful a tool as 
it was in the '80s. We're seeing some significant losses of marketshare that 
probably weren't necessary, but because of the approach the company 
was taking, they really weren't helping themselves be more competitive. 
WHAT WERE SOME OF THE IMMEDIATE CHANGES THAT YOU MADE, 

ASIDE FROM SOME OF THE OBVIOUS NEW FACES LIKE [ISLAND'S] 

DAVE YESKEL OR [CAPITOL'S] RON MCCARRELL? 

The company had set itself apart from the rest of the record industry. 
That really had to change. I also felt very strongly that we needed to get 
the company out of San Francisco, down in Los Angeles, in the BMG 

building, where the distribution and publishing companies are, where 
Arista, LaFace and RCA have people. Where it's a beehive of activity. 

You have to immerse yourself in the industry so that your press peo-
ple are in the same city with their major contacts on the West Coast for 
media opportunities. That your radio people are in a position where the 
independents that work the areas of music you're in are in town. You 

can get meetings with them, you can get them over to the office to play 
stuff for them. 

The move seemed like a "no-brainer," but really represented a major 
philosophical shift. We really became proactive as a record label, with 

retail, promotion, press and publicity.., all of that. 
I wanted to build a VP team that wasn't really interested in hanging 

out in clubs until two o'clock in the morning and being thrown up on. I 
wanted them to like this type of music and listen to it. I wanted to hire 
people that had solid record experience so that, as in the case of Jim 
Brickman, the challenge was to help him put together the best record 

that he could, with the kind of assets that would give us the tools to take 
him and push him further than he'd ever been pushed before. So, when 
the record started to break at radio, McCarrell and Yeskel knew exactly 
what to do. As far as 'Valentine" was concerned, knowing who to go to 
and who to bring into play. That comes from experience. 

Of course, we're all adults, we love the music business, and we actu-
ally kind of like this area of music. But we also love big hits. So when 
we had a record blow up, we really knew how to put it through its paces. 
It wasn't groping through a voyage of discovery. 

OBVIOUSLY WITH YESKEL AND MCCARRELL, YOU HAD PEOPLE THAT 
WERE USED TO WORKING RADIO-READY PRODUCT. 
What we're trying to create here is an environment that's marketing-dri-
ven. If we rely on radio to break our records for us, 98% of the time, we'll 
fail. At Windham Hill, the vast majority of times we take a big project 
out, radio's not part of the picture. So Dave really had to develop a whole 
new way of selling records, setting them up and getting them the expo-
sure that they really deserve, without having a lot of airplay to rely on. 

In most eases, we're not going to have radio as a tool. So we've got to 
evolve ways of working press and publicity, leveraging our trademark and 
working really closely with retail to help expose our artists in the envi-

ronments where there's going to be a sensitive ear, where a "listening 
post" for a new artist, early in the record's development, makes some 
sense. It's making sure you understand what the record's potential is, 
where it is in its life cycle, where the artist is in their developmental cy-
cle, and how to market it in the absence of radio. And if we get radio, 
terrific. We're thrilled. But if we rely on it, we're going to have a failure 
rate way too high for us to live with. 
LAST YEAR'S SUCCESS OF GEORGE WINSTON'S TRIBUTE TO VINCE 
GUARALDI-WAS IT HIS BIGGEST RECORD SINCE "WINTER"? 
Not in aggregate sales, but even at this point, it's further along than any 
other record he's ever had. What we were able to do was catapult George 
into the marketplace at a pretty competitive time of the year, and even 
though it wasn't "George Winston" repertoire, the record charted faster, 
higher and got to Gold quicker than any project he'd ever had. Sol think 
it's a vindication of the plan. And even that record had a radio portion 
to it that kicked in for the first time ever. I mean, George got AC and 
NAC airplay for the first time in probably 15 years. 
THIS HUGE MULTI-FORMAT RUN BY JIM BRICKMAN, FEATURING THE

What we want to do is have a Motown-like machine over here. Jim came 
into the process as a solo pianist with a tremendous aptitude for writing 
some of the best melodies I've heard. Ile started out making solo piano 
records, but "By Ileart," his second record, had a little more production 
and was a little more sophisticated, but really, I think you would argue, 
primarily still a New Age record. 

When we all came to the company and Jim was getting ready to record 
his next record, we looked at what had been going on and said, "Look, 
Jim, we think it's time you did a signature ballad with a vocal." "Angel 
Eyes" was a huge, huge record for him, but we felt that we really needed 
a vocal to come up with that "signature song" that would kind of crystal-
lize who Jim is, what he's all about, and the kind of music people are go-
ing to look to him for. 

Now we have the option of going, for the second single, back to a so-

lo piano thing because we really feel we've got him well-established. But 
Jim was an artist that we could talk to and say, "If we were you, this is 
the kind of record that we would make. And if you do this, these are the 
kinds of things we can bring to the party." And I think that Jim heard 

stuff from the label that he was hearing for the first time. And it really 
inspired him. 

SO THIS WAS REALLY A MARKETING PLAN IN FRONT. 
There was a lot of planning. And a lot of marketing and A&R work. 
Something else that's unusual here is that sales and marketing will get in-
volved with A8tR planning, so that the artist really has a sense that, not 
only is he just talking with the A8rR folks, but he's also talking to the mar-
keting and sales folks that are ultimately going to be responsible for help-
ing make the record successful. 

When we started to build "Picture This," we had a lot of discussions 
about what would make the best, most marketable, most promotable 
record that still fell inside what Jim felt artistically he wanted to deliver. 
Sometimes lightning strikes, but this one took a lot of thought. And I'm 

glad it did, because I think it was a big key in having the record explode 
as quickly as it did. 
HOW DID YOUR TENURE AT BKIG CLASSICS HELP PREPARE YOU FOR 
THIS CHALLENGE? 

I was lucky. I've been in classical music for the last 15 years. When I 
came in, not only was I responsible for working on the traditional classi-
cal side, but also crossover. I was lucky enough to be in an environment 
where I could take a pretty liberal view of crossover. I did everything 

from encouraging the Chieftains to get with guest artists, to try to broad-
en their base, to making more contemporary records with Jimmy Gal-
way, to working on projects like "Tommy" with Pete Townshend, to the 
symphonic rock stuff that we did. It was probably more a pop company 
than a classical one. We had a lot of room in which to operate. 

Essentially, RCA Victor was, and still is, an adult record company. If 
you look at Windham Hill and the collection of labels over here now, 
High Street and Private Music, they, too, are adult music labels. The 

question is, what part of the adult niche are you mining? Broadway?

Film soundtracks? The Chieftains? World Music? Or is it New Age? Is 
Jim Briclunan New Age with an AC slant? It's literally assaulting that 
same demographic. Just coming at it from different directions with dif-
ferent kinds of music. 
AREN'T WINDHAM SALES UP SOMETHING LIKE 150% OVER LAST 
YEAR? 
We actually will probably double what we did last year, and if not dou-
ble, come very close. Our challenge right now is to go to artists and man-
agers and say, "You have to take your thinking out of the box. You have 
to forget what you think Windham Hill used to be about because we've 
changed it." 

We still are the preeminent New Age record company. But rather 
than being content to play solely in that genre, we want to take an artist 
like Jim and move him into the mainstream. We want to take George 

Winston and move him faster and further than he's ever moved before. 
We want to take Janis Ian to the adult record market with retail promo-
tions, press, publicity, and hopefully a liberal dose of radio, to really ex-
plode the career of an artist that I think is one of the benchmark adult 
artists of our era. 

We want to be the preeminent marketing group dealing with adult 
pop and rock. And I have to say, I'm pretty heartened. It's moved a lot 
faster than I'd hoped it would, and I had some pretty high expectations. 
We've had the #1 AC record for the last two weeks, and we've been bat-
ding Celine Dion. I mean that's no small accomplishment for Wmdharn 
Hill given where it was this time last year. 
LET'S TALK A LITTLE BIT ABOUT YOUR MOST RECENT ACQUISITION, 
PRIVATE MUSIC. 
We realize we've got a real opportunity here. There are some folks at 
Private we believe we can really help with the quality of the machine 
that we've got over here right now. Taj Mahal's next record is going to 
be incredible. He'll be touring extensively this summer. And it looks like 
we've got two of Taj's tracks set up for a film that is scheduled to come 
out on Memorial Day which should just be awesome. The new Etta 
James record is absolutely spectacular. And we're really going to work 

it hard, with a 120-to-180 day marketing plan to support this record and 
her touring this summer. We think we have a real winner here. It's one 
of the best things I've ever heard her do. 

Again, we've got artists who appeal to that adult demographic. Our 
challenge is going to be to help them make the best records they can. 
The challenge is going to be for us to put records like these in our sys-
tem and see how we can help them reach a broader audience than they 
ever have. 

Whether or not we get big radio for either of these records, we will go 
out and sup-
port them for 
the duration of 
the marketing 
plan and the 
summer tours. 
We'll be there 
every step of 
the way. I've 
heard it again 
and again from 
managers and 
artists that we 
work with, that 
their frustra-

don in the past 
is, when you 
work with a ra-
dio-driven orga-
nization, and 
you stall out at a 
format, it's over for you. We just can't allow that to be a determining factor 
in whether or not we have successful records. So our marketing and our 
press publicity is much more long-term than a sprint And it's heavily based 
on touring, and getting the artist exposed. And really trying to figure out 
how to take them to the next level. We love radio. It can be a tremendous 
catapult, as we've seen with Jim Brickman. But if a format doesn't embrace 
a record that we believe in, we'll stay after it. 
TELL US A LITTLE BIT ABOUT WHAT'S HAPPENING AT HIGH STREET 
AND THE RECENT SIGNING OF JULES SHEAR. 
Jules just played South By Southwest. His first record for us is going to 
be a duet project, where he's going to take mostly new material, but have 
a few of the folks that he's written for and worked with over the years 

join him. Jules is our kind of an artist. Our challenge is to help him 
make the best record he can. And then really get out there and make 
people aware of what Jules is all about. I think Jules is ready. We're cer-
tainly ready. All the early reports look like we've got a real winner. And 
it's going to be up to us to support it week after week after week after 
week and go out and break this thing. 

LETS TALK A LITTLE BIT ABOUT THE SYNERGY BETWEEN WINDHAM 
HILL, HIGH STREET AND PRIVATE MUSIC. 

We've got basically three A&R positions here. We've got VPs of A&R 
for both Windham Hill and High Street. With Private, we're going to 
work with the current roster and the Yanni catalog, and then as time 
goes on, watch and see how the summer records go, and then deter-
mine what kind of voice Private can have in this triumvirate of labels. 
Marketing, publicity, sales.., all will be applied equally to eaçh label. 
What we have is one large marketing group that are really becoming 
masters at riveting adult attention. Grace Newman has just been ele-
vated to our Senior Director of Field Marketing. And she has a staff 
of about nine now that are solely charged with marketing the projects 
from the three label groups. 
IT WOULD SEEM THAT WINDHAM HILL IS IN A PRIME POSITION TO 
REAP THE BENEFITS OF THE LIFESTYLE MARKETING THAT'S HAVING 
SUCH A HEYDAY RIGHT NOW. 
The challenge for our marketing department is to become good enough 

that they can take a look at a Windham Hill record that has its own place 
in the marketplace and really nail that path by having all the elements 
clicking to help support it. A Jules Shear record is different than a George 
Winston record or a Taj Mahal record. But again, the end consumer is who 
you're after, and the demographic tends to be the same. But you have to 
come up with a different path to get there. And to be good enough to un-
derstand the differences between the different artists and which path a 
particular record should take. Then we can try to cross-pollinate all of 
these marketing disciplines so that we are as open-minded, effective and 
aggressive for each one of our projects as we can bez

I can't wait for the show, but then I'll have 36 
hours to kill until I fly home, but maybe Ted Volk, Howie Miura and 
Stu Bergen will let me carry their chips for them so I'll have something 
to do.... Last week you may recall a small tirade about KEGE's treat-
ment of a particular record and in an attempt at brevity I regrettably omit-
ted the fact that KEGE HAS spun this record (Beck's "New 
Pollution") OVER 300 times. I apologize to John Lassman HOWIE 
for giving the impression that they haven't played this song in MIURA 
a meaningful way While Steve Schnur is busy scouring 
Nashville for matzoh and other Passover necessities, we 
thought we'd take it upon ourselves to answer the Four Ques-
tions about Abra Moore: Question 1) Why is this record dif-
ferent from all other records? Answer Ask the 40 PoMo sta-
tions who've already added "Four I eaf Clover." Question 2) 
Why should I play this song now? Answer: What, you should 
wait until it's a hit at Modem A/C and Pop before you play this 
very PoMo artist? Question 3) Why aren't there any big stations on this 
record? Answer: Look genius, 99X, KDGE, KROX, WXRT, WENZ, 
Y107, VVBRU, KICDM, KXPK, WXDX, WRLG and KEGE are NOT 
chopped liver. Question 4) What's with all the female records at the for-
mat? Answer: What's with all the male programmers at the format? 
Abra's album has at least FOUR smashes on it and she's the kind of artist 
that makes your radio station sound special (God forbid). When you're 
BEGGING to have Abra play your Xmas Show, don't come crying to 
me. Son? I have no son.... While we're on this tangent, let's commend 
WED'S and KROQ for adding Shawn Colvin's "Sunny Came Home" 
this week. It really wasn't a stretch for either station because `FIPS has 
played Shawn's music for YEARS and the song has been played on a 
number of other radio stations in LA. HOWEVER, we think it's a great 
thing for an artist we adore. Besides, the song is a stone-cold SMASH! 
Speaking of that which is a SMASH, XE1RM reports that Duncan Sheik 
is their #1 researching record and Y-107 told us that "Barely Breathing" is 
their #2 researching record after only two weeks of airplay  Props to 
KROQ for adding Supergrass' "Cheapskate" this week!!! .... It used to be 
that a promo person's biggest challenge was "getting the add," but now 
it's "keeping the record on the radio." Labels spend enormous amounts of 
time and money to keep a programmer from dropping the record and it 
becomes a battle of opposing agendas rather than a joint effort to break an 
artist. Often songs are being subjected to callout research after only 100 
spins in who knows what kind of daypart. This provides the "expected" 
response of "unfamiliar" so that the programmer can bail on the song 
early or force the label to develop an artificial situation by getting air-
play on other formats in the market or ponying up more promotional 
dollars so that they can disprove this flawed research. In this competi-
tive climate, it's CRUCIAL that PoMo radio plays HIT SONGS, but 
the reason why the format began in the first place, as an antidote to low-
est common denominator pablum radio, seems a distant memory I 
was reminded of the "good old days" of the format when I saw the 
completely genius "Grosse Point Blank." Besides my long-standing 
affection (to put it mildly) for John Cusack, I was truly impressed with 
how they used the music. It's no wonder that the soundtrack EXPLOD-
ED this week at retail  Chemical Brothers in "Buzz Clip" this 
week. 99X, XHRM and WXRK join the party. This feels so real.

Time for some divine decadence with John Waters 

Many happy returns! Follow-
ing hot on the heels of the 

hugely successful reissue of the 
"Star Wars" trilogy come more 
classics marking anniversaries of a  
quarter century or more— "The 
Graduate." "The Godfather." oh,  
and don't forget "Pink Flamin-
gos." Yes, John Waters, the for-
mer czar of cult-movie sleaze who 
introduced the late. great Divine 
to the world, and who gave us 
such memorable cinematic treats 
as "Mondo Trasho" and "Poly-
ester," is back -sain.  
"Pink Flamingos" tells the time-

less tale of the competition be-
tween Divine and the Marbles 
iMink Stole and David Locharyl 
for the title of "The Filthiest Per-
son Alive." Like Coppola's "The 
Godfather," it documents a grip-
pi g str ggle between good and 
evil, and like Hitchcock's "Verti-
go." it also illustrates the impor-
tance of an arresting hairdo.  
The 25th anniversary re-release 

also marks the first time that the 
movie's original soundtrack will 

be available.  
Containing 12 of Waters' fa-
vorite "filth" songs. including 
Patti Page's "How Much Is That 
Doggie In The Window." Little 
Richard's "The Girl Can't Help 
It" and Link Wray's "The Swag."  
the soundtrack is comi _g out 
on Flip-0 Records.  
Waters talks about happily shar-

ing the limelight with such heavy-
weight directors as Francis Cop-
pola and Mike Nichols. his own 
personal "fifth" favorites, and the 
enduring appeal of "Pink Flamin-
gos" as HITS' resident shit-eating 
teabag lain "The Court of the 
Crimson King" Blair proves he 
swallows, too. 

TELL US ABOUT THE SOUNDTRACK. 

I'm really excited about it because it's taken 25 years to come out and it's got all these great songs on it, like "Chicken Grab-

ber" by the Nite Hawks and "I'm Not A Juvenile Delinquent" by Frankie Lymon and the Teenagers. It's great filth music. 

WHAT IS "FILTH" MUSIC? 

It's the kind of music I always loved and that really formed my musical taste. It's a kind of pre-punk sound, very basic, 

very shabby, and it's always sexually ironic. In fact, real "filth" music sometimes doesn't even know it's filth music, so 

it can be some obscure B-side or really cheesy novelty record. When I made the movie, I kind of made it along the lines 

of a novelty record like "Flying Saucer," which told the whole story with lines of dialogue like, "Meanwhile, downtown..." 

That's how I did it. That "Flying Saucer" record was the biggest influence on me, so I had to find songs that worked with 

the scenes —sometimes ironically. 

So there are all these innocent tracks like "Ooh! Look-A-There, Ain't She Pretty" by Bill Haley 8t His Cornets and Pat-

ti Page's "How Much Is That Doggie In The Window," which were perfect for the film. And sometimes I used instru-

This 

is the kind of music I loved and still love. 

WHAT USUALLY COMES FIRST FOR YOU—THE MUSIC OR THE IMAGES? 

Usually its the music. You hear some real square, sappy song and then you add 

obscene images in your head to go along with the sugary lyrics. So these inno-

cent songs would inspire me to write scenes full of stuff like cannibalism and in-

decent exposure. 

WHAT DO YOU LISTEN TO AT HOME? 

Everything. What made me completely love all kinds of music was the random 

button on my CD player, because I'll put in Peggy Lee, Snoop Doggy Dog, some 

classical music, Johnny Paycheck and Beck. Then I can listen to all of them as 

long as it's not in a row. 

IS THERE ANYTHING YOU HATE?

THER" AND "STAR WARS." HOW DOES IT FEEL TO HAVE "PINK FLAMIN-

It's just such a joke that we're even doing this. I pitched the idea to New Line 

before any of this started happening. I never realized it was going to become a 

trend. But I think it's perfect because we're the only one that has a new poster 

for the re-release full of negative reviews. We're the on-

ly one doing it without being pretentious. 

HOW DO YOU THINK "PINK FLAMINGOS" HAS 

HELD UP OVER THE YEARS? 

I hadn't seen it in over ten years, and then when we 

remixed it and did all the stuff for the re-release, I was 

in the lab, so I watched it every day for a week, and 

just on a personal level it was amazing to me to see 

how young and thin we all were. It's maybe even nid-

er now, because then the political correctness that I 

was making fun of was hippie political correctness. At 

the time, it was a movie for hippies that made fun of 

peace and love. It was a punk-hillbilly-white trash 

movie ten years before there was such a thing. So I feel 

it's held up pretty well. We just premiered the new ver-

sion at Sundance and people laughed in the same 

places and covered their eyes in the same places and 

shook their heads in dismay. The only difference is 

now there'll be some people in the audience who actu-

ally have nostalgia for this movie. For particularly ad-

dled members of the audience. it could be "The Goldiggers of 1993." 

WHAT'S NEW ABOUT THE RERELEASE? 

I added about 13 1/2 minutes of new footage that I also introduce. Why? Be-

cause I've always had the footage and if you like the movie, then it's great to see 

these new scenes with Divine. There are all these scenes and subplots that were 

cut from the original because of time constraints. And you'll never be able to see 

him in anything new again, and presumably, if you're coming back to see this 

after 25 years, you're a fan and you'd like to see this. 

DID YOU EVER CONSIDER MAKING A SEQUEL TO "PINK FLAMINGOS"? 

I actually wrote it, and called it "Flamingos Forever." It's published in a book of 

three screenplays called "Trash Trio," which just came out again. I tried for 

three years to get it made, but no one would give me the money. And now that 

Divine and Edie [Massey] are dead, I don't know how I'd do it, except that in the 

introduction to the new book I cast it again in my mind. You could still do it to-

day. hut it'd he a very difficult kind of movie. 

WHAT HAPPENED TO THE REST OF THE ORIGINAL CAST? 

David Lochary also died hack in 1976, and Paul Swift, who played the Egg Man, 

also passed away just three years 

ago. But everyone else is still around 

as far as I know. Mink Stole was in 

David Lynch's "Lost Ilighway," but a 

lot of the others, like Danny Mills, who played Crackers, Divine's delinquent 

son, retired from acting a long time ago. 

WERE YOU SURPRISED THAT THIS YEAR'S OSCARS TURNED INTO THE 

YEAR OF THE INDEPENDENTS? 

Obviously, things are slowly getting hipper and more interesting as the Acade-

my gets younger. Let's face it, there just aren't that many good Ilollywood 

movies, even though they may make a lot of money. Even if you love something 

like "Dante's Peak," are you going to give it an Oscar? No. It makes millions and 

deserves to, and I'm not against that kind of movie, but they don't win Oscars. 

The times have changed. Even in the old days, movies like "Marty" won Oscars. 

I guess the difference today is that someone like Debbie Reynolds didn't get 

nominated. In the old days, she definitely would have been. 

SO IS HOLLYWOOD HEALTHIER NOW THAN IT USED TO BE FOR A MAV-

ERICK FILMMAKER? 

[Laughs] You're asking me on a bad day when I'm waiting to hear about the 

money. But for me, it's the same as it's always been, and I've only been involved 

in the Hollywood world of studios since "Polyester." I guess it's a lot better than 

it used to be... before, they'd never let me make a movie. Now, the people who 

run things are my age or younger, so with me at least they aren't uptight about 

my old films. Ten years ago, if they'd re-released "Pink Flamingos," it would 

have made it very tough for me to get a job. Now it'll 

have the opposite effect. 

YOUR NEUROSES AND OBSESSIONS HAVE AL-

WAYS BEEN ON PUBLIC DISPLAY IN YOUR 

MOVIES. WHAT'S THE DIRTY LITTLE SECRET THAT 

NOBODY KNOWS ABOUT YOU? 

[Laughs] I don't know that I have any. I may be the 

most unblaclunailable person in showbiz! I suppose a 

lot of people would be shocked to know that I live in a 

nice house full of antiques and oriental rugs. Some-

times people come here and I feel they expect that it's 

going to be full of leopard rugs, '50s modern stuff with 

a red convertible Cadillac in the driveway. I guess my 

only dirty secret is that I once voted Republican... for 

Gerald Ford. I just liked him. 

IF YOU COULD BE INVISIBLE FOR AN HOUR, 

WHAT WOULD YOU DO? 

Go to a bank and steal all the money, I guess, to be very 

practical about it. I need it for my next movie. 

SO WHAT IS NEXT? 

I wrote another movie called "Pecker" that's been developed and is ready to go, and 

rm literally right in the middle of waiting to hear if we'll get the money or not. 

CAN YOU TALK ABOUT "PECKER"? 

Not much because I always think it's bad luck to talk about a project before it 

happens, but it's basically about a kid who's nicknamed "Pecker" because he 

picked at his food as a child. He lives in Baltimore and works at this blue collar 

sandwich shop and takes pictures of his loving but peculiar family on the side, 

and then he accidentally gets discovered and turned into an art star against his 

will. And it totally screws up his life. It's a comedy. 

DO YOU FEEL THERE'S BEEN AN OVERALL THEME TO ALL YOUR 
MOVIES? 

They're very American movies about outsiders that win. Whatever neuroses 

they have, they turn them into a style and a badge of honor. And the people who 

lose in my movies don't mind their own business. They're unhappy at other peo-

ple's success and they're unhappy with themselves. So they take it out on oth-

er people and always end up getting murdered. 

WHAT DO YOU SAY TO PEOPLE WHO ACCUSE YOU OF HAVING REALLY

Time for Paris when it sizzles with Daft 
Punk's Thomas Bangalter 

In LILY MOAYERI  

Daft Punk are a French duo who make 
electronic music that rocks. They have 
been referred to as the French Chemical 
Brothers and they've been known to hate 
that reference. Thomas Bangalter and 
Guy-Manuel De Homem Christo (how's 
that for a mouthful of a name?), both in 
their early 20s, used to be in a traditional 
guitar band called Darlin', whose music 
was termed "Daft Punk" by a Melody 
Maker reviewer. They decided to dump 
the band, but keep the adjective. 

Daft Punk first released their European 
chart-topping single "Da Funk" in 1994 
on Scotland's indie dance label, Soma. At 
the time they were 19 and 20 years old. 
Their unique brand of electrofunk caught 
the attention of everyone and now, three 
years later, they bring forth 75 minutes 
worth of it for us all to be grateful for. 

Although they didn't have first-hand 
experience of the club culture they docu-
ment so accurately on their debut full-
length, "Homework" (Virgin), Daft Punk's 
rough and ready breaks and chunky 
rolling rhythms are a tribute to the best 
packed-dance-floor disco and house 
music. Their raw energy is experienced 
best in the spiraling sounds of "Phoenix" 
as well as the funkafied phenomenon "Da 
Funk." Acidic basslines string the whole 
album together, collecting such storming 
house numbers as "High Fidelity," 
"Alive," "Indo Silver Club" and the one 
track that embodies the funk, soul, house 
and acid of Daft Punk together in one all-
encompassing high-energy nugget, 
"Musique." Guy-Man chooses to remain 
silent while Thomas is obligingly vocal, 
but neither one could succeed in drown-
ing out HITS' ubiquitous and extremely in-
trusive "Hi" Lily "Hi Lily Hi Lo" Moayeri.

He has a co-hort, a ghost writer even. It's two-year-old Andis, Aaron's 
adorable, broccoli-loving, Chemical Brothers-enchanting daughter, who REAL-
LY decides what Aaron tell the rest of the industry what to sign, listen to, or 
play. (You'll note her hip Mod Long Record Store t-shirt in this photo!) We did 
a scientific study of Anal's' listening and preference for a record based on how 
much those Huggies shook, and here were the results: 

1. Crystal Method "Busy Child" (Outpost/Geffen)

the problems of Depeche 
Mode over the past year or 
two have been well-docu-
mented, especially those of lead singer 
Dave Gahan. In 1995, Gahan slit his wrists 

and ended up in an LA. hospital. A year later, his 
heart stopped for two minutes after injecting a 
speedball—a mixture of heroin and cocaine. 
Gahan's frequent visits to the emergency ward 
earned him the nickname of "The Cat" by para-
medics.

Andy Fletcher: Ile asked for it. Ile felt that it was probably right because he did 
produce the whole album. Before that. our albums were always co-productions. 
WAS THERE A POINT WHEN DEPECHE MODE ALMOST BROKE UP? 
Martin Gore: We never did. There were times when we thought it was very prob-
able that we would. We always stuck through the had times because we felt we 
did something very special together. 
The closest it came to coming apart was after the New York recording ses-

sion, where we got one vocal out of Dave in six weeks. Ile was in a typical 
state where he was incapable of singing. He went out to Los Angeles to try 
to sort himself out.

WHY AREN'T YOU TOURING IN SUPPORT OF THIS ALBUM? 
Fletcher: The band has been touring for 17 years. It's always been important to 
us to play electronic music as a live entity, but the last tour was too long. It took 
a lot out of us. We felt this year, we're not really fit enough or ready to tour. That's 
not to say we won't tour again. 
ARE YOU AFRAID OF A RELAPSE BY DAVE? 
Fletcher: He seemed to relapse so many times before, we couldn't be complete-
ly sure, this time, that he would take it seriously. Thank God he has. 
HOW DID ALAN WILDER'S DEPARTURE AFFECT THE GROUP? 
Gore: That was probably a direct result of the tour. As Andy said earlier, it took 
its toll on all of us. Alan felt at the end of the tour he wasn't enjoying it and did-
n't really want to play with the band anymore. Six months after the tour ended, 
he still felt the same way. He thought it was time for him to bail out. 
Fletcher: I wasn't sure whether I could work in a band without him anyway. I felt 
he didn't have too much respect for the other members of the band. In the end, 
it made the decision-making process a lot easier.

HOW DID DAVE'S TROUBLES INFLUENCE THE WRMNG ON THE ALBUM? 
Fletcher: 1 don't write from Dave's perspective at all. I'm sure that indirectly I'm 
influenced. The emotions and what's going on inside of me are affected by what's 
going on around me. I'm still writing from my perspective. I'm not writing a 
soundtrack to Dave's life. 
WHAT DO THE LYRICS OF "BARREL OF A GUN" MEAN TO YOU? 
Dave Gahan: The song sums up the way I was treating myself and everybody 
around me. That's what life had in store for me every day. It's a really powerful 
statement. When you're in that kind of row, the last thing on your mind is dying. 
DID THE FANS SUPPORT YOU DURING YOUR REHAB? 
Gahan: From the first time I was publicly written about, I've received literally 
sackloads of letters. All of them were basically sympathetic to me, which I was 
actually surprised about. They suggested to forget the band and just get well. 
WHAT WAS YOUR REHABILITATION AT EXODUS LIKE? 
Gahan: Like most detox and treatment centers, it was a 12-step program. It 
wasn't just about giving up drugs, it was about getting a new view of life and a set 
of principles to live by. If you follow them, it works. 
DOES MARTIN EXPLAIN THE SONGS TO YOU BEFORE YOU 
PERFORM THEM? 
Gahan: I prefer that he doesn't explain the songs to me before I sing them. 
They're pretty self-explanatory. I like to make up my own little story of what 
they're about and Martin's perfectly happy to allow that. He likes to keep it am-
biguous. Different songs pinpoint places, things and events in your life that mean 
different things to different people.

TIME TO GET W ILDE IN THE STREETS WITH THE LONDON SUEDE'S BRETT ANDERSON IY T OM L ANHAM  

Brett Anderson has been rummaging through a London studio for five minutes, looking for a match, a lighter, anything to fire up his Silk Cut cigarette. Finally, 
success. And the slender, black-clad bohemian poses coolly in the rec room doorway, blowing smoke rings at the ceiling. Now where 
was he? Oh yes. Offering helpful hints to young, would-be songwriters. "My advice is, always carry a Dictaphone [that's a microcassette 
recorder to us Yanks] around with you because your best ideas will undoubtedly come when you're sitting on the bus, in line at the 
supermarket or walking down the street. Some of my best songs and best ideas I've actually come up with walking down the street, so 
I have to sing into this machine and people look at me like I'm f""king insane." 

Far from ft. A good deal of Anderson's concepts for "Coming Up" (Columbia)—the street-smart new album from his fey glam-pop combo Suede [that's the 
London Suede to us Yanks)—was scripted on several of the singer's long walks through his hometown of London. The record is easily 
the group's strongest, full of creaky powerchords (courtesy of new teenage guitarist Richard Oakes, who replaced the departing Bernard 
Butler), sponge-fluffy keyboards (from new keyboardist Neil Codling) and histrionic, faux-Bowie crooning from perfect showman Ander-
son. "Thrash," "Lazy," "Beautiful One"—it's Anderson's decadent, drug-taking g-g-g-generation, captured in their native nighttime habi-
. tat and in all their youth-swaggering glory. Like the best romantic poets, he sees decadence as something to sing about, while HITS' own 
foppish Tom "Who You Calling Oscar Wilde?" Lanham merely wallows in it. 

\/OU'VE ALWAYS ADORED DECADENCE IN HISTORY. 
The artists I've been into have always been the ones that I've seen a dark-
er side to. I don't know why, hut I can't really take an artist seriously if 
they're squeaky-clean. I always like it when you find out a bit of a dark 
thing about them. And it's always these kinds of really straight stars who've 
actually had these really trashy lives.., which is quite interesting. 
AND NOW YOU'VE GRADUATED TO TRUMPETING ON YOUR OWN 
DECADENCE IN TRACKS LIKE ['LAZY." 
The decadence I celebrate is quite ordinary, I suppose. This whole record 
was supposed to be a quite ordinary celebration of low-rent life, really hon-
egt, quite unglamorous, and very much based around England. Most of the 
songs are about my friends and the way I see life. They come from a much 
more ordinary perspective than the last record, which had an estranged 
sort of isolated ivory tower perspective, 

This album was writtén in a little flat with a couple of friends and a eat 
«around me. It wasn't this big paranoid, pseudo-rock star thing. 
IT SOUNDS LIKE YOU'RE ALSO ANALYZING YOUR OWN STARDOM. 
I've always analyzed it from a cause-and-effect view. It's impossible to 
think of yourself as a star.., the people who actually think of themselves 
that way are deluded idiots. They're the kind of people who just aren't stars 
ai all or who are completely insane. As soon as you think of yourself like 
that, you just become absolute crap. And when I've written about stars. 
like in "Heroine" on the last album, it's been from the perspective of some-
one who's exploded from stardom and is fascinated by how it affects them 
"Heroine" is supposed to be a double-take on pornography and film star-, 
and that obsession and intensity they create. And "Film Star," on this al-
bum, is very much about that—just a kid looking at a screen and the kind 
of emotions that it drives out of him. 
WITHIN DECADENCE, OF COURSE, LIES THE PURSUIT OF PLEASURE. 
There's a real difference between America and Britain in that respect 
America's going through this almost Puritanical thing in pop culture—all 
these bands at the moment are denied any sort of hedonism. Everyone's 
going to rehab and admitting their sins, saying, "Oh, I've been bad, and 
now I'm gonna try to be good." And everyone's saying, "I don't wanna he a 
star, I just wanna be a normal guy, play the guitar and earn millions of dol-
lars." And I find that quite false. 

In England, there's a real acceptance of hedonism at the moment, the 
whole "loaded" and "lad" culture. There's a real club-oriented culture 
where everyone just wants to have a good time. I look around London, and 
all people wanna do is get out of their faces. And basically, it has to do with 
the type of drugs people are using. People in America are using heroin, and 
it still has such a taboo connected with it. But in England, people are gen-
erally using ecstasy and coke, which is much more recreational. So they 
can feel like they're not entering into a lifestyle, even though they are. 
HOW IMPORTANT IS THAT TYPE OF PLEASURE TO YOU? 
I don't know. It's difficult to say, isn't it? It's very important when I can ex-
perience it, but when you're in a band, it's just impossible to actually en-
joy yourself half the time. You have to have really strict control over your-
self. This image of people in bands lying on the floor, drugged out of their 
face, rolling into a recording studio and shouting something into a micro-
phone, then rolling out again.., it's just complete nonsense. That might be 
true for people who don't sing their own words, but with Suede, I've always 
had to maintain an edge and a control. 
Last night, for instance, I went to bed early and didn't even have a drink 

because I've got studio work at the moment. I have to concentrate on these 
things, and there's no way anything would get done if I spent all my time 
in some drugged-out stupor. I work really, really hard, and working hard 
means being quite strict about yourself. And I guess the pleasure thing fits 
into that, because you just need a safety valve. You need to just switch off 
sometimes. And sometimes, after working so f**king hard, I need to just 
obliterate my mind and reach some state of natural calm. And the only way 
to do that is to virtually disconnect your brain and your body—get a pair 
of pincers out and f**king snip the cable so you don't actually think. I like 
to experience a state of stupidness sometimes. 
DON'T YOU EVER WORRY ABOUT GOING TOO FAR? OR WORSE 
YET—KILLING YOURSELF? 
Not at all. Death is the least worrying thing that could possibly happen in 
your life. You reach this state where you just don't have to think anymore. 
That's the quest most people are after, and why they take drugs... to actu-
ally turn your brain off. I don't have a quest for death at all, but I don't have 
a quest to escape death, either. If it comes, it comes. If it doesn't, it does-
n't. I don't really care. There's nothing I'm scared of at all.D

or a makeover with L7's °mite Sparks by Hazet-Dawn Dumpert 

's Donita Sparks has just ejected a 14-year-old "Hinckley" from an afternoon sound check. Seems the too-eager 
fan had already tried to make her way onto the bus and find out the location of the band's hotel before sneaking into the dub, 
so Sparks found it necessary to "show her what a real psychotic looks like." So there. 

If all of L7's fans aren't quite so, uh, dedicated, it doesn't mean that they're not committed—the group's followers have swelled 
exponentially over the course of their three albums (plus an EP), helped along by a prime spot on the '95 Lollapalooza lineup, a re-
cent tour with beauty queen Marilyn Manson and a plain old penchant for rocking out hard. 

Now L7 devotees have one more reason to love them—their brand-new record, "Triple Platinum: The Beauty Process" 
(Slash/Reprise), is their best ever, an album that refines the band's pop-grunge influences into a collection of tunes with just the 
right balance of punch and froth, not to mention a cameo from Lionel Richie, of all people, and a beloved new bass player in the 
person of Gail Greenwood, formerly of Belly, who has replaced Jennifer Finch and joined longtime members Sparks, guitarist Suzi 
Gardner and drummer Dee Flakes. Meanwhile, back at the club and fearing for her safety, Sparks humors HITS resident stalker 
Hazel-"Tony Orlando and" Dawn Dumped until she can make a clean getaway. 

ONE OF THE BEST THINGS ABOUT THE NEW RECORD IS THAT IT SHOWS 

SOME REAL CREATIVE DEVELOPMENT. 

Well, when we first spoke with [our producer] Rob Cavallo, we told him 
that we felt we've always had diversity within our songwriting, but that 
in the past, our records were given a blanket production sound which 
tended to flatten out the rock, the pop and the quirky stuff. This time, 
we decided to go for it a little more song-by-song. 
On this record, I think we were a bit more brave. We're not afraid of 

pop, because we've always loved poppy elements in songs. We were just 
a bit more brave with certain backing vocals and some reverb guitar. Not 
everything is distortion, distortion, distortion on this record, and I think 
that's a good thing. 
DOES THIS CONSTMJTE A NEW DIRECTION FOR THE BAND? 

The thing that Suzi [Gardner] and I have always felt about L7 was that 
we could do whatever we wanted and didn't really have to have a side 
band to do a different style of music. We've always felt the freedom to do 
a country song if we wanted, or a surf or a blues song. This record is just 
an example of that. 
WHEN JENNIFER LEFT THE BAND TO GO TO COLLEGE, WHAT WAS THE HARD. 

EST PART OF ADJUSTING TO HER ABSENCE? 

Worrying that we weren't gonna find the right person, but the gods 
smiled upon us by sending Gail Greenwood. She is the perfect person 
for this hand. 
SHE'S PRETTY COOL. 

She's tukin rad. She's really a sweetheart, totally hilarious and the 
crowds love her. We're not getting shouts for Jennifer, it's all praise for 
Gail and that's really fantastic. And I was worried about that, you know? 
Because I knew that we could find a person who could play bass well, 
but I was worried about the live perfonnance and Gail is fantastic. 
YOUR SONGS GENERALLY AREN'T VERY POLITICAL, BUT THE MEDIA ALWAYS 

SEEMS TO ATTACH POLITICS TO YOUR MUSIC. 

For the record, we've done benefits for many different organizations. I 
mean, not an article goes by without a Rock For Choice mention, 
which is great for them, and I'm saying them because they are their 
own organization now, but we're bleeding hearts across the board. 

We've done stuff for Act Up L.A. and Greenpeace, all kinds of 
stuff. That's just something we do because we're citizens and we give 
a shit, but it's not part of our agenda to be political.., our agenda is 
to rock. And it is kind of a pain-in-the-ass baggage to be carrying 
around but, y' kti ow, whatever. 
HOW HAVE YOUR LIVES CHANGED SINCE BACK WHEN YOU WERE THIS 
SCRUFFY LA. BAND? 

Well, not to be modest or anything, but I don't really view myself as a 
rock star. I feel insecure all the time, especially when I'm around big-
name people or just people who are doing really well in the business or 
something. I feel like a loser. I feel insecure all the time. 
ABOUT WHAT? 

That I'm not worthy. 
SO WHAT'S THE BEST PART OF BEING IN A BAND? 

Getting to perform your own music, playing it for other people and hav-
ing them really dig it. I'm amazed sometimes that I even write music; 
some of the stuff that comes out of me is from somewhere else, a differ-
ent place. Like cosmic and cool, and it blows my mind what comes out 
of Suzi and I. 
WHAT'S UP WITH THE IJONEL RICHIE CAMEO? 

He was recording in the studio next to us and we were doing "Moon-
shine" off the new record, which is kind of a pretty poppy song, and I 
was like, "Oh my God, wouldn't it be hilarious—L7 does the pretty, pop-
py song and who counts it off but Lionel Richie?" 
SO HE WAS COOL ABOUT IT? 

Extremely. He was really great. I told him I wanted him to count it off 
like Frank Sinatra did on this version of "Come Dance With Me" where 
he goes, "A-one, a-two, a-three," and Lionel Richie thought that was fun-
ny, so that's how he did it. 
YOU HAVE A SONG ON THE ALBUM, "LORENZA, GIADA AND ALLESANDRA," 

THAT'S NAMED AFTER THREE OF YOUR ITALIAN FANS. DO YOU GUYS TRIP ON 
HOW EXCITED THEY MUST BE? 

They're probably wearing Depends right now. I don't know if the record has 
come out in Italy yet, but I think that they'll crap. And those are just the 
three names that we used, but it's sort of a love letter to all of our fans.D

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"Nowhere" is not onl the name of the new film by Southern California-born and bred director Gregg Araki, it is also where you 
would have previously found most of the songs on the film's eclectic soundtrack. 

The Mercury album features unreleased gems from the likes of Elastica and Radiohead, non-LP remixes courtesy of the Chemical 
Brothers and Public Ene ontman Chuck D, and two new songs—from James and Curve—composed especially for the film. The CD's ex-
ecutive producer Howard Paar says the latter two were written "while the movie was being made, essentially from just reading the script." 
Stylistically, the music, which Araki himself helped assemble, runs the gamut from the abrasive, guttural rantings of Marilyn Manson's "Kid-
die Grinder," to the catchy, glam-pop of the London Suede's "Trash," the collection's first single and video. 

The songs from "Nowhere"—the third of Araki's "Teen Apocalypse" trilogy (after "Totally F***ed Up" and "The Doom Generation")--
reflect the diversity of today's much-maligned yet still-thriving alternative music scene, just as the film portrays the manifold personalities that 
make up the equally maligned— and equally thriving—MN generation. 

The very busy and very prolific Araki, charming and effusive between takes on the set for the video of "Trash" he's directing ("It's my 
day job, my new career," he jokes), is unconditional regarding his "passion" for alternative music, to the point where the filmmaking and the music selection are 
almost indistinguishable. Just as HITS' resident backstage Johnny, Scott "Contact" Lenz, is indistinguishable from a real journalist. 

TELL ME IF THIS HAPPENS TO YOU—YOU'RE IN YOUR ROOM ethereal, and my favorite band Slowdive just happened to fit right in 
OR IN YOUR CAR AND YOU HEAR A SONG THAT YOU LIKE, there. 
OR ONE THAT YOU'RE JUST GETTING INTO, AND YOU IMAG-
INE A MOVIE SCENE ON TOP OF IT... THE SCENE IS INSPIRED 
BY THE MUSIC, ALMOST AS IF THE PROCESS IS WORKING IN

'That's what I love so much about it. Music is a great galvanizer and 
equalizer. It cuts across whatever barriers... race, L.A., New York, small 
town.

IF YOU USE A PARTICULAR SONG FOR, SAY, A MORE COMIC 
SCENE OR A MORE VIOLENT SCENE, DOES THAT NECESSAR-

STYLE OF MUSIC? 
It's interesting, because most of the time the music itself is the inspira-
tion. It starts out as a general influence, and then when it comes to the 
specific cues, it always surprises me what works where. There's times 
when you think, "That cue is too angry," but then the emotional con-
tent of the scene and the tenor of the music magically come together. 
They definitely feed off each other. 
HOW DO YOU ACTUALLY GO ABOUT PICKING THE SONGS TO 
GO INTO THE INDIVIDUAL SCENES? 
As I've said, my movies are much more influenced by the bands I'm in-
to than, say, other movies. For instance, in "Doom Generation," I actu-
ally wrote the Nine Inch Nails songs into the beginning of the script. I 
knew, for the intro to "Nowhere," that I wanted something regal and 

It's hard to verbalize because it's such an emotional thing for me; I 
love this music so much. The relationships of the characters, their feel-
ings of passion and uncertainty, are all very much colored by the music 
and that culture. That's inherent. 

When I first cut the film, it's with no music, just dialogue. Then I go 
through scene-by-scene and say, "This feels like Chemical Brothers, 
this feels like Jesus & Mary Chain." 

I have a huge collection of super-rare, imported, only two copies 
of this song exist kind of stuff. I'll pull out a bunch of those, and 
Howard [Paar] will send me stuff, and then it's a matter of putting the 
patchwork together. It's a long, ongoing, arduous process, but it all 

worked on "Nowhere." It's not 17 songs that sound 
the same. It reflects the diversity of what's going 
on on the screen.

There are 39 cues in the movie. [Laughs] Enough for two more records.

[Laughs] I've always wanted to be In a band, but I 
can't sing or play a musical instrument. 
WHAT'S NEXT AFTER "NOWHERE"? 
Big question. I'm working on a lot of projects simultaneously. I'd like to 
turn "Nowhere" into a TV series, a la "1\vin Peaks." I have a couple of 
other scripts I'm working on... it's always something.

KJLH's Cliff Winston Has Good Taste, Like a Programmer Should

While trapped on a Carnival Airlines flight, 
IgLH/Loa Angela PD Cliff Winston had to endure 
five hours of torture with HITS Sr. JAMZ Editor 
Kandace Taylor "Made" Phyall. The poor sap had 
nowhere to run except verbally through his 
career path. 

CW: I got into radio at L.A. City College and the 
University of Washington in Seattle. While I was 
a student, I was fortunate enough to get a part-
time job at 1250 KYAC-AM. The PD was Robert L. 
Scott, who was the all-time greatest in the Pacific 
Northwest. He gave me my first gig. Later on, I 
worked at KMJM/St. Louis and WBMX/Chicago. 
In 1982, I programmed art Adult Contemporary 
station, WDRQ/Detroit. After two years at KRLY/ 
Houston, I came to KJLH to do middays, and moved up to morn-
ings, then MD, and finally PD, which is where I stayed until 1990. 
Then I went crosstown to KKBT when they first signed on. I did 
mornings, middays, afternoons and evenings—all the shifts. I was 
also the Public Affairs Director, and did a talk show Sunday morn-
ings. In 1993, I came back to KJLH to do mornings and in 1995 I 
became the PD again. 
10 it difficult programming an Urban Adult dation? 
CW: I disagree that a UAC can't win and make a difference. The 
medium of radio is so fragmented in all formats. It's all about find-
ing your niche. It takes homework to find out who to appeal to. I 
think that blacks' tastes vary. There are also generation gaps. In 
most major markets that have large black populations, you will 
find a variety of formats appealing to the urban listener. With our 
target market 25-49, we lean female, but lately we've had a increase 
in males. I think good music appeals to everyone. Females will 
comprise the bulk of any urban station. They listen to music more 
and are more active listeners. 
How do you deal with your low wattage? 
CW: Imagine if Muggsy Bogues had quit when people said: "Hey, 
you're 5-foot-3. You'll never be in the NBA." He's been a pro for ten 
years, but he's not going to grow any more. He polished his skills 
and became the best 5-foot-3 basketball player he could be. I know 
that if we had a better signal, we'd get more reach, and with more 
reach we'd have many more listeners. But we've got to deal with 
what we have. This has been the signal ever since the station was

here. Maybe—with future technology—we'll be 
fortunate enough to increase our reach. In the 
meantime, it's important that our product is a 
good product. It is a handicap to have a class-A 
signal. But in L.A. we still have a cume of over 
500,000. Because of our signal limitations, it's 
even more important for us to find a niche. 
Haw involved in the community le WI? 
CW: I'm glad you asked that, because KJLH is all 
about the community! Just this morning, we had 
a call from a couple who own a mom & pop con-
venience store in the hood. They take the stand 
that they will not sell alcohol to people in our 
community, but this has gotten them into finan-
cial trouble. When we heard this story, we want-
ed to help out. We had listeners call in immedi-

ately and offer to help. These airwaves were designed for the peo-
ple. They actually belong to the people. We are licensed to the city 
of Compton; we are a black-owned station. It's our obligation to 
help the community, not just keep up an image as "the community 
station." And that's why, when the OJ Simpson verdict was 
announced, [TV news] channels 2, 4 and 7 came here to get quotes 
and reactions from the community, because they know that this 
really is the pulse of the community. It's a huge responsibility for 
me and Lon McQ, the Operations Director, but it's a responsibility 
we cherish. 
Who are the members of your team? 
I work with a great group of people who are committed to their 
community. To work for Stevie Wonder—our owner—and consider 
him a friend is a honor. Our VP/GM, Karen Slade, has taught me 
about business. Lon McQ, Operations Director and afternoons, is 
one of the most dedicated managers I've ever seen. I couldn't do 
anything without Janine Haydel, my morning co-host. It's rare to 
work with someone you vibe with. Joy Lashawn from Cleveland, 
middays; Chris Lewis from the Bay Area, evenings; Levi from L.A., 
nights; and Andre Russell, overnights and our gospel show. He's the 
most positive person I know. Carl Nelson hosts "Front Page," where 
vital information is available to our listeners. And Jackquie Stephens 
hosts "L.A. Speaks" and handles afternoon news. Sandy Robinson 
serves as Promotions Director and Penny Henderson is Promotion
