Classic rockers are checking 
their health insurance these days 
since veterans Bob Dylan and 
Neil Young were forced to alter 
European touring plans after suf-
fering medical setbacks. 

Dylan was released from a 
New York hospital last weekend 
after undergoing medical tests 
and subsequent treatment for 
pericarditis brought on by histo-
plasmosis, a fungal infection. 

The legendary singer-song-
writer was forced to cancel a Eu-
ropean tour which was to begin 
last Sunday (6/1) in Cork, Ire-
land, but plans to fulfill his U.S.

Buckley Memorial 
Planned 

The family of Columbia 
singer-songwriter Jeff Buckley 
has all but acknowledged that 
he drowned as a result of a 
Memphis, TN swimming 
mishap in a dangerous section 
of the Mississippi River. At 
presstime, a memorial service 
was being planned. 

According to Buckley's 
mother Mary Guibert: "It has 
become apparent to me that 
my son will not be walking out 
of the river. It is now time to 
make plans to celebrate a life 
that was golden. I ask people 
who cared about Jeff to please 
be honorable and faithful to 
his memory, to send their best 
wishes to Jeff and to all of us 
who are mourning his passing." 

The 30-year-old recording 
artist was in Memphis working 
on a new album, the follow-up 
to his critically acclaimed 
debut, "Grace," with his band. 
Buckley was on his way to the 
recording studio with a friend 
when the pair stopped at the 
marina. Buckley then entered 

the water fully clothed, where 
he clowned around for approx-
imately 15 minutes while his 
friend waited on the dock. 
When passing boats created 
waves, the two momentarily 
lost touch and, when Buckley 
failed to respond, his friend 
alerted police, who believe the 
performer was swept away by 
the resulting undertow. Local 
authorities have stated there is 
no evidence of drugs or alcohol 
playing any part in the tragedy. 

Buckley was the son of folk 
singer Tim Buckley, who died 
in 1975 at the age of 28 from a 
drug overdose.

Death Row Justice 
Dept. Probe 

The Los Angeles Times has 
reported that the U.S. Justice 
Department is broadening its 
investigation of Death Row 
Records in order to deter-
mine whether start-up 
money used to launch the 
label came from convicted 
Los Angeles drug lord 
Michael "Harrio" Harris. 

According to a 15-page 
document first reported by 
the L.A. Weekly, Harris 
stated that he put up $1.5 
million to underwrite the 
start-up of Death Row in 
1991. Harris is currently 
serving a 28-year prison sen-
tence for drug dealing and 
attempted murder. 

Death Row founder Mar-
ion "Suge" Knight," who is 
currently serving a nine-year 
sentence for an assault pro-
bation violation, denied any 
connection between Harris 

and the launch of Death 
Row in a Decmber 1996 
interview with the Times. 

However, according to 
the paper, state records 
indicate that Harris' wife 
Lydia and Knight's attor-
ney David Kenner filed 
incorporation papers five 
years ago to establish a firm 
called GFE Inc. (for God-
father Entertainment). 
Harris contended that 
Death Row was a division 
of GFE, a claim that Ken-
ner has since disputed. 
The Times report also 

says that Harris sent a letter 
to Death Row distributor 
Interscope Records threat-
ening to take legal action 
against both labels. The 
paper cites sources who 
claim Interscope paid Lydia 
Harris $300,000 to resolve 
the matter.

Seagram Co. has sold more 

than half its stock in Time 
Warner for $1.39 billion and 
the rights to use Elmer Fudd as 
a spokesman for their "fwothy" 
wine coolers. 

Taking advantage of the 
Time Warner's surging stock 
price in recent weeks, Seagram 
hawked the shares at $46.33 
each to investment bank Merrill 
Lynch & Co. on May 28 for net 
proceeds of $133 billion. Before 

the end of the day, Merrill 
Lynch had sold off the shares to 
various institutional investors. 

Seagram still holds 23.6 mil-
lion Time Warner shares, 
which it promised Merrill 
Lynch it would keep off the 
market for four months.

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AN EXCLUSIVE HITS INTERVIEW WITH V2 RECORDS GROUP CHAIRMAN RICHARD BRANSON BY BRUCE HARING 



"1 still sometimes say Virgin when I mean Vi." 
n June '92, the sun seemed to set on at least one aspect of a 

British empire. After months of rumors and speculation, Richard 

Branson sold Virgin Records, the label he founded in 1973, to 

Thorn EMI in a deal valued over $900 million. It was the largest 

price ever paid for a record label. Branson admitted he was re-

luctant to sell, but needed the cash to continue Virgin Atlantic's legal 

battles against rival airline British Airways. 

Soon, however, it became apparent to Branson that transportation, 

the Virgin Megastore retail operations, and particularly, hot air bal-

ARE YOU SURPRISED TO BE BACK? 

Yes, I am, I suppose 1 Ihad] sort of said to myself, "Well, I've kind of put 
[the record business] behind me now. Let's move on to other adventures 
and other things." But I just found I missed it. It's something I'd been do-
ing since I was 18 and it was in my blood. I know how it's done. I had a 
great many people over the three years that I was out of it come to me 
who were working with the major companies. They were saying, "We'd 
love to come work for an independent company again." 

Quite a lot of artists working with the majors are saying, "We miss 
the independent feel that Virgin had. We're just one of 600 artists in 
this big company." And sadly—and I think perhaps mistakenly—in-
cluding myself 

with Virgin, "Quite a lot of artists working with the majors are saying, lie ma the ladePeadent feel that Virgin had. Black-
well with Is-
land, Jerry Moss with A&M, David Geffen with Geffen, Berry Gordy 
with Motown, Chris Wright with Chrysalis—all the independent labels 
got sold and therefore it's just left six giants. And if you're that big, you 
become quite impersonal. 
We're used to coming in, taking on major companies and being a bit 

quicker off our feet, so it's been exciting to eome back in again 
AT WHAT LEVEL DOES A RECORD COMPANY GET TO BE TOO BIG 
AND TOO IMPERSONAL? 

If a record label, say, has over 100 artists on its roster—and most of 
these companies have more than 500 artists—it is extremely difficult 
to give the time to each of those artists to do the job properly. If you 
have 500 artists and there are only 300 days a year, and you've got to 
release singles from each of those artists and an album, when you're 
going into a radio station or into MTV, a major label will have a pile of, 
say, 20 records they need to try to get MTV to play. MTV will say, 
"Well, you've had your two last week. We're only going to play two out 
of your 20." And the other 18 artists suffer. It's because of the share of 
volume that company's got. 
What we're doing, which has never been done before, is to set up V2 in 

every country in the world from day one. We've got a fantastic staff in 
Prance, Germany, Italy, America, England, Japan and so on. And when 
we release our first product, they'll have a full team—promotions, TV and 
MIR—concentrating on brand-new bands. We'll give an incredible 
amount of time and attention to them and they'll have a much, much bet-
ter chance to succeed than they have hail with a major. 
YOU JUST MENTIONED TWO BUSINESS CONDITIONS THAT HAVE 
CAUSED SOMEWHAT OF A FLAT RUN, THE GLUT OF BANDS AND THE 
CLOG AT RADIO AND MTV. WHY DO YOU FEEL THIS A GOOD TIME 

FOR YOU TO GET BACK INTO THE RECORD BUSINESS? 

Well, its a good time for us because there are no longer any good in-
dependent companies. And English music is booming again, along with 
plenty of great, new bands in America, where we're going to have a 
strong presence. 
Although the industry's a bit flat at the moment, this is still a mas-

sively profitable business. I mean, if you went to any of the parties af-
ter the Grammys, every single person seemed to get a full bowl of 
caviar and Dom Perignon champagne, so it's not exactly... I mean, flat 
is relative. It's still a gigantic industry. 
ANY SENTIMENT ABOUT GOING UP AGAINST VIRGIN? 

Yes. It is certainly strange. But in a sense, there is room for everybody. 
In the airline business, British Airways has made it unpleasantly com-
petitive, and you don't really want to socialize with them in the 
evening. In the record business, we've always been friends with the fel-
low record companies and socialized in the evenings, but we compet-
ed in the day time. And we've tried to make a point of not taking staff 
from Virgin around the world. We haven't taken anyone from Virgin. 
They've all come from other companies. There are one or two people 
from Virgin who specifically asked if they could come and join us. I 
checked with [EMI International now worldwide head] Ken Berry, who 

looning, didn't hold the same thrills as the record busin ess. Th e non-

compete clause Branson signed with Thorn EMI expired late last year, 

and it took about the length of Right Said Fred's ca reer for Branson 

and Sony Records chum Jeremy Pearce to la unch a new record labe l, 

tongue-in-cheekily dubbed "V2." 

The V2 Records Group has been busy staffing and signing since for-

mally opening operations last December, partnering w ith indi e labels 

like Jon Baker's Gee Street, Big Cat, Blue Rose, Flyd addy and Banana, 

and planning a July roll-out for its own releases. Former Epic marketi ng 

head Dan Beck will be President of the North Ame rican opera tions, 

which are based in New York. The label roll-out w ill be led by Gee 

Street, with the next few months seeing releases from the Jungle Bro th-

ers, Ambersunshower, Headrillaz, Gravediggaz, PM Dawn and RZA of 

the Wu Tang Clan. V2's High Llamas, Mercury Rev and 12R ods w ill also 

be introduced shortly, as well as Big Cat's Addi ct, Mary Coug hl an and 

the Flydaddy label's Richard Davies and Syrup USA. 

V2 will mirror Branson's maverick philosophy. Its charter aims to 

combine the artist-friendly atmosphere of the independent labels w ith 

the financial muscle and international marketing clout of a major. 
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Pointedly, V2's charter says it will try to avoid the "Them vs. Us" men-

tality which has led to a rash of high-profile litigation between major 

record companies and prominent artists. 

Branson detailed his plans and dreams for the new venture to HITS' 

moonlighting industry gadfly Bruce "Red" Haring, who rivaled the 

mogul's own balloons for the amount of hot air he proceeded to spew 

in selling us the same interview he previously hawked to L.A.M.N.'s 

"The Network News." 

was a good friend from before, before saying yes to them. So we will 
work alongside our old friends at Virgin. Still, if an artist contract 
comes up, then I am confident Ken will accept the artist's decision to 
go where he wants—whether that's Virgin or V2. We're certainly not 
saying that we're not going to talk to artists when their contracts 
come up. Ken and Igo on holiday together and we're great friends, but 
there will be a little bit of competition in the daytime. I still some-
times say Virgin when I mean V2. In some years time, the Virgin name 
comes back to Inc. but by then. V2 will be as big as Virgin

Not for a long time. But by the time I'm a fairly old man, we do get it back.

That's the trouble.., you can't tell, really. I'm certainly appreciative when I get a 

positive reaction, but for the most part, I'm ambivalent. I don't have any real pre-
conceived idea about what people get out of it... I more or less just write it off as 
someone's opinion and don't worry about the whole positive or negative thing. 
HOW DO THE FIRST TWO ALBUMS DIFFER? IS IT IMPORTANT FOR YOU TO CON-

STANTLY REINVENT YOURSELF WITH EACH RECORD? 

In the case of "Straightaways," that was really our first recording. On "Trace," 
we were just some friends and musicians who had never really played together 

as a band winging it. I wanted to try the whole process again a year later and 
see how that would reflect what the band had been doing, which was mainly 
playing live shows. 
ARE YOU SATISFIED WITH THE OUTCOME? 

Yeah. We went into it with no frills; we didn't use any outside musicians— except 
a guy who was already working at the studio. Ile played tambourine. 
YOUR INFLUENCES ARE FAIRLY BROAD. DO YOU THINK ARTISTS PUT THEM-
SELVES AT A DISADVANTAGE BY NOT HAVING MUSICALLY ECLECTIC TASTES? 
I can only speak for n”self... I just go through cycles of whether I want to pay 
much attention to what's going on in the contemporary scene. Right now, I seem 
to be in more of a phase of finding out about music that's closer to the source, 
old blues and country. 

WHAT ARE YOUR THOUGHTS ON THE DIRECTIONS THAT ROCK AND COUNTRY 
HAVE TAKEN? 

Certainly one of the problems is the tendency towards homogenization. If one band 
is successful, than 20 other bands come right after it that sound just like it. 
THE INTENSE CATEGORIZATION OF RADIO HASN'T HELPED THAT PROCESS MUCH. 
Yeah, I used to listen to a lot of AM radio in the '70s; it was pretty diverse. I re-
member hearing James Brown and "Hot Rod Lincoln" back-to-back. 

YOU DON'T HEAR THAT ANYMORE. SON VOLT IS THE TYPE OF BAND THAT 
COULD UNFORTUNATELY FALL THROUGH THOSE CATEGORY CRACKS. DOES 
THAT FRUSTRATE YOU? 

When I'm writing a song or in the recording process, I never think about where it's 
going to go or what category it's going to fit into. That's Just not something I con-
cern myself with 

WHY DO SOME MUSICIANS ADHERE TO THAT CATEGORIZATION MORE 
THAN OTHERS? 

I think it's just the ap-
proach. That seems to 
be the overriding reason 
why people get involved 
in the music industry. 

Some people [do it] to be successful, others do it because it's what they enjoy. They 
do it in spite of the business side of things. 

Time to separate the wheat from the 

chaff with Son Volt's Jay Farrar 
by Scott Lenz 

If silence is golden, then Jay Farrar is platinum. The vocal,. 

lyrical and spiritual leader of Son Volt—whose second 

Reprise CD, "Straightaways," was just released—is a man  

of few words and many sighs. His reticence, however, is not 

born of arrogance or boredom—indeed, when the shy Far-

rar does get around to answering the question, it is with a 

rare and refreshing tact and eloquence.  

There's no need to discuss Farrar's original band, the  

cultishly legendary Uncle Tupelo. nor Farrar's former Uncle  

Tupelo bandmate, Jeff Tweedy. who is enjoying both fame  

and acclaim with fellow alt-country-rockers Wilco. That's all  

in the past—and the earnest, bucolic sensibility found on  

both "Straightaways" and on Son Volt's much-lauded 1995  

debut "Trace" firmly ensconces both Farrar and Son Volt as 

separate and viable entities.  

In fact, there's no need to discuss much at all. Farrar's 

philosophy is clear: he enjoys making music, and if people  

can identify with what Son Volt puts on the table. great. If 

not. well, everyone is entitled to their opinion. but Farrar 

will keep on doing what he loves and does best. So far  

however, it seems that most fans and so-called critics have  

absolutely no problem whatsoever with what Farrar does,  

Farrar, on the other hand, has a big problem in HITS' resi-

dent underachiever Scott "Zoom" Lenz. who lassoed the la-

conic singer-songwriter into a little CUM.  

WHAT IS YOUR GOAL AS A MUSICIAN? 
To me, it's personal perspective, a form of release. I've been playing mu-
sic since I was 11 and anytime I've ever thought of doing anything else... 
[Laughs] I can't do anything else. 

DO YOU WISH YOU COULD JUST PUT OUT THE MUSIC AND BE DONE 
WITH IT, AS FAR AS PROMOTION IS CONCERNED? 

Yeah, definitely. Now that you've brought it to my attention, maybe I 
could become a writer because I certainly spend a lot of my time talk-
ing with writers. I have some insight into that job. 
DO YOU REALLY NEED THE ATTENTION OR THE AFFIRMATION? 

Not that I'm aware of... I'd have to bring in a psychiatrist to sort that out. 
WELL, I HAVE A FEW IN MY FAMILY, AND IT SEEMS TO ME THAT YOU 
JUST WANT TO MAKE MUSIC. 
Yeah. That's what's inspirational to me. The attention is something I've 
had to get acclimated to.

Yeah, for the most parto

Time to make your flesh crawl with  Skeleton Key's Erik Sank() by lennifer Clay  

IS THERE A SIMPLE ANSWER AS TO WHY SKELETON KEY'S MUSIC IS SO FAR OUT? 
There is no simple answer. Either everybody else in the world is right and 
we're wrong, or we're right and everybody else is wrong. I think the latter is 
pretty unlikely. 
HAVE YOU HEARD ANYTHING REMOTELY LIKE YOUR MUSIC ON THE RADIO? 
No, hut I don't really listen to the radio much. I ‘voulclift he a fair judge of that. 
HAVE YOU HEARD ANYTHING REMOTELY UKE YOUR MUSIC IN THE UNIVERSE? 
Yes, I once heard a big car crash that sounded somewhat like it. 
DO YOU SEE YOUR MUSIC FITTING IN ANYWHERE? 
I used to think that if there's room for many of these crap bands, which there 
seems to be, then there will be room for us—hopefully. 
THE ALBUM IS NAMED AFTER A MAGIC TRICK. HOW IS YOUR MUSIC RELAT-
ED TO MAGIC? 
We liked the idea because it was the combination of something hard and pointy 
and something soft and malleable coming together. Like in drama and literature, 
it's the danger and the comedy together; the two thine butt against one another 
to create a kind of real world. So the magic trick seemed appropriate. 

There is a magic trick in the record, too. If you open the art work up, look on 
the back of the fart cushion, the lyrics are printed backwards. If you hold them 
up to the CD, you can actually read them in the reflection. It's a little difficult, 
but possible. 
YEAH, WITH ALL THOSE DAMN HOLES POKED IN THE ART WORK... 
We had mixed feelings about whether or not to print the words at all. 
HOW IMPORTANT IS IT TO YOU THAT THE AUDIENCE UNDERSTANDS WHAT 
YOU'RE SAYING? 
I would like it if they do. But I know when I get a CD with the lyrics printed, the 
temptation is so strong to put it in and read the words at the same time. It defi-
nitely colors the way you perceive the music.., and it's music you're listening to. 
We wanted it so that you couldn't read the words and hear the music at the 
same time. I'm also a little self-conscious because some of them are borderline 
pretentious and when you print them out, it makes them seem even worse. 
ARE THEY AUTOBIOGRAPHICAL? 
There are actual stories about actual people and events that happened to me, 
but they're very camouflaged, veiled in many layers of cryptic bullshit. 
YOU HAVE A LOT OF ODD INSTRUMENTATION. 
Rick has an entire dumpster worth of garbage around him, which is actually orga-
nized in a very deliberate way, and he plays the stuff like a real instrument. Ills 
approach keeps metamorphosing... it's developing its own gravitational pull. Ile us-
es  some of the stuff he's found on tour. There's this really corny-looking knight-in-
shining armor that's about three feet tall, which became a stand for a copper pot. 
He also has a homemade DI booth in a suitcase. Its all very low-tech.

ROLLING STONE. HOW DOES IT FEEL BEING CRITICAL DARLINGS? 
It's very flattering, Init, uh, really unibarrassing mostly. 
ARE YOU CONCERNED ABOUT INSTANT SUCCESS? 
I honestly never thought about it; I didn't think it was very likely. I had no 
grand scheme or plan. We just wanted to do it slow. Slow. Slow. Slow.D 

Econo Lodge, Beloit, Wisconsin. Anoth-
er hotel, another town, another stop for 
Skeleton Key on their seven-week tour in 
support of their full-length debut, "Fan-
tastic Spikes Through Balloon" (Capitol). 
It's only the beginning for bassist Erik 
Sanko, drummer Stephen Calhoon, gui-
tarist Chris Maxwell and junk player Rick 
Lee. Their balloon's about to bust wide-
open... thanks to an undertaker, a fat 
man, big teeth, some useful words and 
"Fantastic Spikes."

The Charlatans "TeIlin' Stories" 
(MCA): These mop-topped, Britpop masters 
have found the key to true musical and artistic 
success at the end of the century: Drop out, qui-
etly create your masterpiece, and come back a 
few years later to kick your crashed-in cohorts 

squarely in the ass. "Tellin' Stories" is blues-based shuffle-beat 
rock that relies on the Chemical Brothers for loops as much as 
their own ancient brotherly band on jams like the instrumental 
"Area 51." Are also great: The opener and the title track. A con-
tender for Album of the Year.

Yet they are somehow without a radio station to run and 
brilliant shows to program and an audience to break bands 
to. If you're looking, so are they, and you couldn't ask for a 
nicer or brighter dynamic duo. Shawn and Kevin, with a 
record label or radio station in their control, make Batman 
and Robin look like Itchy and Scratchy. They also make you 
look like a genius just for having them around. 
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TIME TO TAKE THE STRAIGHT AND MARROW WITH THE BONESHAKERS' RANDY JACOBS BY ADRIANNE STONE 

HEY PUT A SPELL ON YOU 
The Boneshakers' debut disc "Book Of Spells" (Virgin), is not for passive souls. No, this foot-stomping, 

heavy-groovin', body-movin' album is rife with wicked riffs and brazen melodies far too vibrant for the faint 
of heart. If you're not ready to shake n' bake, take a hike, 'cause these rhythms are better left to those who 
thrive on the fried fretwork. 

Fronted by sizzling soul/R&B singer Sweet Pea Atkinson and guitar wiz Randy Jacobs, who'd earned their 
fame early on for their longtime contributions to Was (Not Was) and their collaborations with such greats as 
Elton John, Bonnie Raitt, Iggy Pop, Snoop Doggy Dogg, Ofra Haza and Coolio, the Boneshakers are round-
ed out by bassist Trent Stroll, drummer Denny Weston, Jr. and keyboardist Jeff Young. 

"Book Of Spells" covers some old territory, such as their Was Not Was) prize ,"r Blew Up The United 
States," and the James Brown classic "Cold Sweat" (their first single), but the mostly original material cap-
tures the soul in "Break Down The Walls," the unrestrained R&B in "Living All Of My Days For You," the 
standard rock of "Welcome To My Life," and the wild funk in "Why Don't You Want Me?, ' among others, 
as instruments mesh in a wild dance of melodic revelry. 

Thrilled to be spearheading his own project rather than playing support, chief Boneshaker Jacobs chats 
up a storm, as KITS' resi-
dent skeleton in the closet, 
"Yo" Adrianne Stone, bliss-
full snoozes throu•h it all. 

YOUR RECENT SHOW AT [LOCAL L.A. 
CLUB] THE MINT WAS FILLED TO THE 
RAFTERS. PEOPLE WERE STOMPING IN 
THE AISLES. IS THAT TYPICAL? 
That's the whole point of it. You're sup-
posed to have fun. I'm really happy 
working with Virgin. The other night we 
did a gig and they were all on the dance 
floor. That makes you feel good. 
WHAT MADE YOU DECIDE TO START 
YOUR OWN PROJECT? 
A number of things. I spent a long time 
with Was (Not Was), but by the end of 
the last tour, Don [Wasi had moved on 
and was making money elsewhere. It 
wasn't like he needed Was (Not Was) to 
survive. Then management said, "Maybe 
you should think about doing something 
else. You're not as talented as Don Was." 

It hurt me at the time, but I realized 
that they're his management and they 
don't know what went on to create what 
Don created. They thought Don did 
everything but put our fingers on the 
guitar, y'know? They basically called me 
a talentless bum and said I should think 
about getting a day job. 
NICE GUYS. 
It was painful. When I first met Don Was 
I was a hot session player in Detroit and 
he was just some guy who didn't even know how to make a record! It's 
unfortunate, but that's the way music is. You'll play on sessions and the 
industry people might know you, but most of the time, the public don't 
read the credits on the album. I went through those problems with Dr. 
Dre. Most of those rapper guys don't want to put the musicians' credits 
on the record because they feel it takes away from their thunder. 
DON'T THEY LEGALLY HAVE TO CREDIT YOU? 
They're supposed to, but they don't pay through the union. I remem-
ber calling Death Row to get my money and at first, it was semi-polite. 
Later, it was like, "Don't call here." I stopped doing stuff for them be-
cause—and it wasn't Dr. Dre or Snoop Dogg—you walk in and there's 
20 guys just hanging out, looking like they want to kill you, but you 
don't know why. The last thing I did was for Warren G. and then I was 
out of there. 
IS THAT WHEN YOU FORMED THE BONESHAKERS WITH SWEET PEA? 
Well, Sweet ¡'ea was going to do a project called Pill) with the other two 
singers from Was (Not Was), which was going on Don's label Karambalge 
through MCA. But MCA didn't want to release it because who wants to 
see an older version of Jodeci?

Sweet Pea called me at the end of 
'94 and said the deal was not hap-
pening. I had just come back from 
Australia, where I was co-producing 
Paul Kelly, who's that country's an-
swer to Bob Dylan. I had started 
writing material while I was there. 
When Don went to work with the 
Stones, he let us use his demo stu-
dio. We got really great sounds there. 
We had a really good engineer, and it 
was all free. It helped us out a great 
deal. After he returned, we went to a 
couple of other studios. 
WHAT MADE YOU DECIDE TO 
COVER "COLD SWEAT"? 
The challenge of taking a classic 
and making it into a new classic. 
There's no way to compete with 
James Brown, but by making it 
more of a hard Chicago or Texas 
swing, it turned into something else, 
which is really cool. 
WHO WRITES THE SONGS?

I write the songs or co-write with someone and then teach Sweet Pea 
the melody. Then he says, "No, that's stupid. I won't sing it that way.

PIMP CLOTHES. 
lie's legitimate. Sweet Pea's always dressed like that. Ile must have 
about 40 silk suits in all different colors of the spectrum. That's what 
makes him believable. With Was (Not Was), he didn't feel comfortable 
singing about chickens on skewers and stuff like that. Our stuff is more 
about relationships. 
DOESN'T THE TERM "BONESHAKER" HAVE VOODOO CONNOTA-
TIONS? 
There was this guy in Detroit named Mark who used to do work on my 
guitars. Every once in a while, I'd bring my guitar in and say there's 
something wrong with it, but there was really nothing wrong with it. It's 
just mental. Ile'd go, "I'm gonna shake the box of bones over it, man, 
put the voodoo hex on it and it'll be happenin' again." Ile had this box 
of picks and stuff that he'd shake over the top. That's where the idea for 
the Boneshakers really came from.°

MATE-REAL WORLD WITH JOSEPH 

ARTHUR BY CHRIS RUBIN 

Joseph Arthur 
came out of 
nowhere— 

well, Akron, Ohio, 
to be precise, 
where he went to 
high school with 
supermodel Angie 
Everheart—to be 
the first main-
stream rock & 
roller signed to 
Peter Gabriel's Real World label. 

As one can hear on his debut album, 
"Big City Secrets" (Real World), Arthur is 
anything but mainstream, though, a truly 
original artist with a darkly funny vision, a

WHAT WERE YOU DOING BEFORE YOU WERE DISCOVERED? 
I was working at a music store in \tlanta, selling guitars and picks, and gen-
erally going mad. I had graduated high school in Akron and moved to Atlanta. 
I was in a band called Ten Zen Men at the time. We chose Atlanta just because 
we felt like, let's get out of Akron. I had a friend down there who gave us a 
place to stay and booked us a month of shows. I made it my home for four or 
five years. I quit that band soon after and started my own group, Bellybutton, 
that was more hard rock. That's when I started singing... before I had just 
played bass. I started thinking about lyrics, and felt like maybe I had a bit of 
a knack for writing. In high school, I wrote essays, so it came natural to me. 
But then you doubt yourself, at least you do if you're me. I assume, if it comes 
easy to me, it must come easy to anybody. 
WHAT HAPPENED TO BELLYBUTTON? 
It disintegrated because I filled it with all my ambition. I was living with a 
woman and we broke up around the same time. Suddenly, my life was very 
empty. I started writing on acoustic guitar. I realized if I played simple chord 
structures, and just let the music and the ego get out of the way, there would 
be more room for lyrical and emotional content. 
WERE YOU AN OUTSIDER IN HIGH SCHOOL? 
. I went to the same school, Firestone High, as Chrissie Hynde, Mark Mothers-
baugh and Angie Everheart—she looked the same then as she does now. I 
struggled, I still struggle. I wasn't rejected in high school because I'm kind of 
outgoing, so I can make myself into characters, be very upbeat and obnoxious, 
the class clown. 
HOW DID THE PETER GABRIEL CONNECTION COME ABOUT? 
Total grace. I was sending out my tapes. There was ambition in my heart, for 
sure. I was getting rejected, lots of "return to sender" kinds of things. I also got 
my number of full-on, "We listened to your tape and decided you suck" letters. 
I was kind of reaching the point of no return—there was a lot of hope when I 
started, but I was starting to lose fire. I was also giving tapes out to friends to 
get feedback. One friend gave it to a friend of his at a label, and he passed it 
on to another friend, who then gave it to Harvey Schwartz at Capricorn, who 
knew Peter Gabriel, and gave it to him when he came to New York. The per-
min I originally gave it to had no real uonnections. 
HOW DID YOU INITIALLY CONNECT WITH PETER GABRIEL? 
I came home to a phone message from him... I've saved the tape from my an-
swering machine. Now I'm a huge fan of his music, but I was not a big fan 
then...

The influence and guidance of 
Peter has been indispensable to me. It's amazing to have somebody like him 
to guide me through the hardships one has to go through in this business. It's 
also nice to be able to know him personally. 
YOUR DEBUT CD WAS FINISHED ABOUT A YEAR AGO. WHAT'S IT 
LIKE WAITING FOR IT TO BE RELEASED? 
Waiting has been very difficult. I went through all kinds of crazy thoughts and 
emotions. But I believe there's some kind of cosmic intelligence about things. 
I learned a lot in the year. I found myself. It took me that long to get used to 
the idea of putting an album out, and all the other things that go along with 
that. Deciding what my character is. 
WHAT HAVE YOU BEEN DOING IN THE MEANTIME? 
The album's been out in France for a few months, and I toured there. They're 
very concerned with lyrics, more than American and English audiences, I've 
heard. But there's not much of a language barrier. I always felt like I was com-
municating. It's going really well over there. "Daddy's On Prozae" and "Mer-
cedes" have been getting airplay. 
WHAT DO YOU EXPECT FROM "BIG CITY SECRETS"? 
I really hope the album does well. It was going really well in France. I was 
thinking, this is great, but none of my family and friends could see it. Girls 
that didn't go out with me... I want them to regret every minute that they re-
jected me. 
DO YOU THINK YOUR MATERIAL IS COMMERCIAL? 
I thought all my songs were pop. I think it could surprise people and take off. 
What I hope it does is make a bit of a noise and set up the next record. Peter 
said it's best to have a slow start, not come out huge, to build up over time. I 
have no need to have a huge album, just an album that's big enough to justify

ORGANICALLY. 

DOUG CARRION; It was completely innocent, 

fun, no preconceived anything—just the way 
you'd get together with friends you've known 

for a long time. It just so happened the medium, 

the common denominator, was playing music. 

That's what we enjoy doing. When that hap-

pened, we were able to take lessons that we had 

learned previously and apply them so we were 

able to kind of dance through the h.s. real fast. 

DID YOU GUYS START WRITING SONGS 

RIGHT AWAY? 

CARRION: Yes and no. Brad, like a jackass, said, 

"Come on down! We're gonna do a band!" and 

I said, "Nah, I'm not really interested." "Come 

on down, we've got all the songs written!" Finally I said, "OK, I'll come down." So we're rehearsing way out in the 

middle of nowhere and I go, "Right, let me hear the songs." Brad looks at me and says, "I don't have the songs. I 

thought you had the songs." I look over at Ricky, I'm like, "I don't have the songs, I thought you had the songs!" 
ILaughsj And so it was one of those things where I just got bamboozled. 

YOU'VE MENTIONED THAT YOU GUYS OFTEN HURT YOURSELVES WHEN YOU PLAY A SHOW. WHAT ARE SOME OF THE MORE NOTABLE INJURIES? 

CARRION: Brad took some stitches to the head at a show. lie's a taller guy, and we were playing a place with a low ceiling, and he's jumping up and down... rip! 

RICKY VODKA: They had those light bulb fixtures up there, and somebody had broken a light bulb... 
CARIUON: So he just took a slice. 

VODKA: It looked a lot worse than it was. 

CARRION: I thought he broke his nose. I severely damaged my right arm on the last tour. The doctor said that I had torn a ligament in my arm, but a little 

bit of Advil and a lot of time off brought it back together. That was just from playing too hard. I must have yanked it the wrong way. One of us always has 

a back injury, a neck injury—skinned knees and blood are common practice. That's like a piece of cake. Usually a lot of bumps and bruises, because it's a full-
contact show! 

DOES EVERYBODY PRETTY MUCH CONTRIBUTE TO THE SONGWRITING? 

CARRION; It's a democracy. It's open. There is no formula other than "idea" and "jam." Somebody'll come up with an idea, you just start pounding it out, 
and that's it. 

SO THE LYRICS FOR EACH SONG PRETTY MUCH REFLECT WHOEVER HAPPENED TO BE WRITING THEM. 

VODKA: We don't have an agenda. We don't have a political view. We try not to point people out or carry the torch for any one cause. You put yourself in a 

dangerous situation that way— you'd better know what you're talking about! What we know is, there's something wrong, something that's not perfect, 
something that can be changed. It's a common frustration for most people. It's, like, you think you get to a point where you're an adult, but like, I don't 

know what the hell's going on. Nothing's secure. We thought our parents knew the answers, and as we're getting older, we find out it's just not there. The 
American Dream is collapsing and we just don't know what's going on. 

DO YOU REALIZE THAT ON YOUR COVER OF "AMERICAN GIRL" THAT BRAD ONLY SINGS HALF OF THE WORDS? 

Vom(A: We couldn't figure out the lyrics for the other half 'cause you can't really understand what Tom Petty's saying. 

CARRION: The Tom Petty thing is synonymous for humble Gods—it ain't about getting it right, it's about having a good time. It doesn't matter! You want to 

hear all the notes played perfectly? Buy an Yngwie Malmsteen record. You wanna have fun, buy a thimble Gods record. Both are cool ... hey!o 

H
umble Gods weren't even really a 
band when they started. They 
were just a bunch of Southern 

California guys (vocalist Brad X, gui-
tarists Doug Carrion and Ricky Vodka, 
bassist Jason Thirsk and drummer Lou 
Gaez) who had nothing better to do. 
Former members of such noted bands 
as the Descendents and Doggy Style, 
they decided to goof around with 
something familiar and play music. 
Next thing they knew, Humble Gods 
were a living, breathing entity playing 
gigs and gaining renown. In 1995, they 
put out a self-titled debut—actually a 
bunch of demos—and began a massive 
round of touring. Hollywood Records 
caught wind of the quintet and signed 
them. This took them by surprise, since 
they'd been playing the same sort of 
no-holds, manic punk-rock in various 
outfits for over a decade. In that time, 
the mayhem Humble Gods are accus-
tomed to has become a highly mar-
ketable commodity. 

Using this newfound visibility as a 
platform, the group made an album, 
"No Heroes" (Hollywood), that spouts 
manifestos on tunes like "American 
Dream" and "Running Out Of Time," 
but can still wax humorously on 
"Mary's In Bondage Pants." There's al-
so a less-than-faithful rendition of Tom 
Petty's "American Girl." With new 
bassist Bianca Wilson in tow (Thirsk 
died shortly after the record was done), 
Humble Gods plan to wreak havoc at 
every venue that'll have them. Gods 
Doug Carrion and Ricky Vodka wreak 
a little of their own on HITS' resident 
Goddess of Grunge, Janiss "Hell's

Def Jam's Christina Alexander Services With A Smile 

ALEXANDER THE GREAT! 
Def Jam National Director, Visual 
Promotions Christina Alexander once wan-
dered the very halls of this magazine. 
Fortunately for her, destiny called—first in 
the form of an independent promotions 
company, and later two prominent rap 
labels, Priority and Def Jam. She's since dis-
tinguished herself as one of the most talent-
ed and conscientious folks in her field; she 
even managed to withstand a whole inter-
view with JAMZ' Michael 'Nail"Phyall. 
How did you get into video promotions? 
When I was at HITS, I started helping out 
with the video chart. A bit later, Pam Lewis 
at P-Funk asked if I would do some video 
promotions for her. From there I went to Priority Records— 
thanks to Michael Phyall and Shellie Fontana (Congrats 
on your promotion, girlie!). After that, I found myself 
at Def Jam, thanks to Julie Greenwald, Kevin Liles and 
Rhonda Cowan. 
Do local shows play a big role in video promotions? 
Yes. They're the backbone of local interest for the street kid 
who might not listen to the radio, but will watch TV late 
into the night. Most of these programmers put a lot into 
their show so it will appeal to their viewers. And thanks 
to HITS and Urban Network, which have given the local 
show a voice. 
Besides servicing video shows, What are some of your other 
responsibilities? 
I set up interviews for artists on tour, control creative and 
administrative aspects and monitor BDS, R&R and 
Soundscan to see where video support can help build the 
market where there's minimal radio support. 
What's the biggest complaint from local video shows, and what 

can be done about It? 
The biggest complaint from video programmers is not get-
ting the advertising dollars they need from the labels. I try 
to support programmers doing special promotions in their 
markets who need money for t-shirts, key chains, billboards, 
barbecues, special giveaways, and so on. 
What other outlets are there for video? 
A few people are putting their shows on the Internet—which 

is exciting, because they reach people all 
over the world. Clothing stores, bars and 
other businesses are also being targeted by 
some programmers. 
What do you look for in new video shows? 
They have to be a reporter to one of the 
trades for me to start looking at them, 
because I have a limited number of copies of 
most videos. I need access to their playlist. If 
I don't get the list directly. I can call the 
trade and find out what they are playing. 
This will help me service them best. Most 
importantly, I look for consistency in a 
new show. 
Do growing video production budgets affect your 

promotions budget? 
At Def Jam, the video production budget is separate from the 
promotions and marketing budget. Mine comes from both 
marketing and promotions; my dollars are spent on duplica-
tion, servicing and special promotions. That's why I don't 
service programmers who don't get playlists to me on a reg-
ular basis. 
What does DefJam have In store far the near Mure? 
Our next big project is the "How To Be A Player" soundtrack. 
We're very excited about the return of EPMD, Richie Rich 
and Rick James, Playa featuring Foxy Brown and Master P, 
among many others. The movie stars Bill Bellamy and 
Bernie Mark. 
Which videos have you worked recently? 
Over the last three or four months, we've focused on Montell 
Jordan's 'What's On Tonight," Foxy Brown's "Get Me Home" 
and "I'll Be," Jay-Z's "Feelin' It," Redman's "Whateverman" 
and "Pick It Up," Warren G's "I Shot the Sheriff' and "Smokin' 
Me Out" and Christión's "Full Of Smoke," all of which have 
hit the charts, and some of which have reached the number 
one spot. 
What are your personal and professional goals? 
My personal goals will remain undisclosed at this time [Ed. 
note: Alexander the Great has spoken]. But my professional 
goals are to stay totally committed to Def Jam visual promo-
tions and make this department the best in the industry.

With her silky, progressive-soul 
approach, Laurnea (pronounced "lor-
nay") may well loom large in the R&B 
renaissance. Her Yab Yum/Epic debut, 
"Betta Listen," draws on the skills of 
such forward-looking producers as 
Speech and Ornar and Raphael Saadig, 
and her funky tales of desire and inde-
pendence are a far cry from the diva-

in-distress mode that has dominated the genre. The album's 
first single, "Can't Let Go," floats on a bed of melancholy 
acoustic guitar but "Listen" offers a range of moods, from the 

slammin' "Happy" to the soulful "Sun Don't Rain." Born 
Laurnea Wilkerson in California, she grew up with her four 
sisters in Omaha, Nebraska; though she sang in church as a 
youngster, she didn't envision a singing career until later on. 
She's done everything from crooning Burger King 
jingles to acting with Whoop! Goldberg and spent some 
time with Bobby McFerrin's "Voiceetra" collective. She 
recorded with the English group Loose Ends, but the album 
on which she appeared never came out. Laurnea is philo-
sophical about what might have been a massive disappoint-
ment. "In a way," she muses, "it sort of worked itself out." The 
singer doggedly refuses to be pigeonholed: "I don't get into 
categories," she insists, describing her enterprise as 
"traditional, funky soul music." 

"It's all about the lyric," says singer-
songwriter Adriana Evans of her vocal 
approach. "Making sure you get 
your message across, whatever it may 
be." Her assured, self-titled PMP/RCA 
debut gets across a message of melod-
ic sophistication; its jazzy feel is deeply 
refreshing. Evans didn't take this path 
by accident, however: her mother, a 

jazz vocalist, toured with Count Basle and Dizzy Gillespie. 
"Music was a form of communication in my household," 
recalls Adriana, who was raised by her mother in San 
Francisco. For a time, however, she followed a different career 
path, attending Long Beach State University and preparing 
for law school. "I suddenly thought, what am I doing? This is 
not going to make me happy," she remembers. "The thought 
of not having music in my life was so bleak. So I opted for 
self-fulfillment."
