Whoa. The rumor mill came
to a screeching halt as reali-
ty hit hard on a number of
fronts. At Virgin, Ken Berry
continues to give his world-
wide domain a resoundingly
British flavor.

U.S. Co-Presidents Ashley

Meanwhile, like Berry, Epic’s
Dave Glew continues his
sweeping changes with the
anointment of Polly Anthony
as chief of the Epic and 550
labels, as well as the subse-
quent executive reorganiza-
tion of the two imprints.
Glew's move is earning mas-
sive praise as Anthony (who
has been with CBS/Sony for
20 years) prepares to guide a
label that few know as well.
The Epic/550 moves come
during a period of change at
Sony Music, where a signifi-
cant number of jobs are
being affected by a reorga-
nization. Perhaps the most
surprising development was
the sudden free-agent sta-
tus of Epic promotion slin-
ger Craig Lambert. Is he al-
ready looking at new op-
tions? Meanwhile, Richard
Griffiths and Thomas Mot-
tola are currently discussing
a possible future role for
Griffiths within the Sony
Music Group. Among others
impacted are Ray Harris,
who exits Epic, while lips flap
over Kaz Utsunomiya, who
recently joined Griffiths as
head of Epic’s A&R team...

TALKING

oung veteran Jay Boberg has learned his lessons well in his
meteoric music business career arc. Starting as a 20-year-old
college rep for A&M Records in the *70s, he co-founded I.R.S.
Records with Miles Copeland, where he signed and helped
break such acts as R.E.M. and the Go-Go’s, before moving on
to head MCA Music Publishing and now, to his current posi-
tion as MCA Records President.

Based in L.A., the San Francisco-born, 39-year-old Boberg has overseen all
of the operations of MCA Records since his installment as President of the label
in January ‘96, He was more than well-suited to take over the post after prior
stints as President of MCA Music Publishing and I.R.S. Records, where Miles
tapped him to head the cutting-edge company when Boberg was all of 25 years
old. As one of the youngest record executives in the industry, he helped turn
I.R.S. into one of the industry’s cutting-edge powerhouses by discovering and
developing some of the most visible bands of the 1980s and ‘90s, including Fine
Young Cannibals, Oingo Boingo, Concrete Blonde, English Beat and dada as
well as R.E.M. and the Go-Go’s. Baberg helped develop the label’s publishing
arm as well as 1.R.S. Media, a film production company that numbered among
its releases critically acclaimed pictures like Billy Bob Thornton’s first produced
screenplay, “One False Move,” and Alison Anders’ “*Gas, Food and Lodging.”

After selling I.R.S. to Thorn-EMI in ‘92 and then departing in ‘94, Boberg
took over the heim of MCA Music Publishing before moving on to the Presidency
of MCA Records, a post he calls “one of the most exciting challenges of my
life.” In the first year alone, he’s overseen hit records from the likes of Sublime,
New Edition, Live, Aqua and Mary J. Blige. In between trying to set the record
for most times on the “Jurassic Park” ride without tossing his cookies over his
plastic windebreaker, Boberg promptly puked his guts out over the white patent
leather shoes of HITS’ own T. Wrecked, John “*Phar” Lappen.
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DO YOU FEEL YOU WERE WELL-PREPARED FOR THIS JOB?

I certainly had a great deal of exposure to presidents of major labels. I
learned from people like Gil Friesen and Jerry Moss at A&M, Irving
Azoff and Myron Roth at MCA and Charles Koppelman and Rupert Per-
ry at EMI. But even with that, it hasn’t always been what I expected.

At L.R.S., although on a smaller level, I had a chance to run an entire
company. I had an overview that not many people have prior to assum-
ing the presidency of a major label.

IS THERE ONE INDIVIDUAL YOU CONSIDER A MENTOR?

“DECISIONS HE

BASED ON THE
pusiness plans.

I always looked up to Jerry Moss at A&M. The whole A&M management
team was a real role model for me. They gave us our start at [.R.S. and
they ran their label like a family. That has always left a deep impression
upon me. They were very musically driven and treated everyone with re-
spect. I've always said that the A&M years from 1979-'85 were the pinna-
cle of what a thriving major record label could be.To this day, I try to
emulate what Jerry, Herb Alpert and Gil did at A&M.

YOU’RE TRYING TO DO THE SAME THING AT MCA—TO INSTILL THAT INDEPE-
DENT LABEL MENTALITY.

Yes, with my team, I am responsible for building a plan to grow MCA
Records business with individual operating unit accountability. That has

cordingly.

I come from an A&R background, so I want to make MCA Records a
more A&R-oriented company. When I was in Europe, I heard the Aqua
record and picked up the rights for America. A music-driven company
has to be able to hear something, make a decison and run with it, and
that’s what we've shown we're capable of with Aqua.

WHAT KIND OF LABEL DID YOU INHERIT WHEN YOU TOOK OVER AT MCA? HOW
HAS IT CHANGED?

MCA has a prestigious history, with many hit records. But it was struc-
tured a bit differently than my own approach to a label. I envision this as
a music-oriented label, where we have close relationships with the artists,
a place where people feel comfortable talking to one another. I've tried
to create a flatter, more empowered organization rather than a hierar-
chical one.

WHAT’S YOUR RELATIONSHIP WITH PEOPLE LIKE EDGAR BRONFMAN JR. AND
DOUG MORRIS?

Terrific. It really couldn’t be better. What we've been fortunate with is
the fact Seagram and Doug Morris are very supportive of entrepreneur-
ial spirit. They want MCA Records to have a distinct culture. They want
us to have an identifiable flair. There has been no micro-management
whatsoever. We've received support, but there has been no attempt to tell
us how to dot the i's and cross the t's. Obviously, there are certain para-
meters and goals I must meet because this is a publicly traded company
that seeks to earn a profitable return for their shareholders.

HOW HAVE YOU LIKED WORKING WITH DOUG MORRIS?

Doug is an invaluable resource available whenever I need him. He is a
music guy. Along with Mel Lewinter and Zach Horowitz, their input is
always there... as much or as little as needed. They believe in us and let
us go on with what we each do best. We've met all the business expecta-
tions and they’re happy to let us continue to build our team, our culture

allowed me to create an identity for MCA Records along with a sense of
goal and purpose. I've been able to bring some of my indie label sensi-
bilities to this position because of these changes and I like that.

DO YOU BRING A PARTICULAR PHILOSOPHY TO THE POSITION?

I'm very musically driven. I really believe in having a close relationship
with the artist and really reflect the artist’s vision and music. We want to
be able to spark off the artist. We want their input. Artists who are truly
talented have the vision, but they may not know how to articulate that vi-
sion. It is our job to draw it out of them and apply it to the channels that
are necessary to market and promote the artists and make them success-
ful. Decisions here are based on the music, not business plans. I wanted
to create a culture at MCA Records that means something. I want the lo-
go of this company to have an association with expectations of quality. I
think that’s starting to happen here... whether it be in the minds of the
retailers, the public or the press.

HOW DID YOU APPROACH MCA RECORDS’ ARTIST ROSTER SINCE TAKING OVER
THE LABEL?

We've made some changes in the roster by cutting it down dramatically.
We've also reduced the number of releases. We’re down from around 75-
100 records a year to under 60, and that includes the joint ventures and
soundtracks. We also reanalyzed our joint ventures—We ended some and
entered into a couple of new ones, including Twisted, a dance niche la-
bel, and Refuge, a partnership with noted producer Don Gehman and
manager Larry Frazin. We had to be realistic about the number of
records we were capable of focusing on and make the adjustments ac-
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and our business story at this point.

It’s great to be part of the Universal Music Group, where each of the
labels are encouraged to establish their own identities and create the best
music possible. That comes from the top... from Doug.

WHAT ARE YOUR GREATEST CHALLENGES IN THIS JOB?
One of the biggest challenges has been to reposition the name of MCA

needed to develop our expertise in the marketplace to make this an at-
tractive home in which to do business... more so than the other available
labels.

HOW IMPORTANT WAS YOUR A&R BACKGROUND IN GETTING THIS JOB?

Perhaps my entrepreneurial, maverick reputation was an attractive abili-
ty since MCA has always been known as more of a corporate entity. MCA
Records was probably the last place most people thought Jay Boberg
would end up.

HOW DID YOUR L.R.S. EXPERIENCE PREPARE YOU FOR THIS JOB?

Although I.R.S. was a much smaller company—doing 20-30% of the vol-

A&R, publicity, production, international, distribution... It was great
because it was like going to school. It has turned out to be extremely valu-
able. I had exposure to all the departments in a record company, not just
one or two.

HOW DO YOU LOOK BACK ON THOSE SALAD DAYS?

I think we captured lightning in a bottle. From 1979 to 1987, a great
number of seminal, historically important bands were launched at I.R.S.
It was a lot of fun. We followed our instincts and were more often than
not successful. We created a situation where people bought records on

Clearly, the most historically relevant thing I did at I.R.S. was signing
R.E.M. That was the greatest honor I've had in the music business.
HOW DID THAT COME ABOUT?
I got a tape and a tour itinerary and went to see them play in New Orleans
and decided to sign them the next day. One of those magic moments.
WHAT DID YOU LEARN DURING YOUR STINT AT MCA MUSIC PUBLISHING?
I took that gig because I thought it would be an interesting challenge.
Coming from the record side, I thought there were lots of ideas I could
apply to improve our performance in the publishing area even more. It
was difficult because people in the publishing community had a hard
time believing my level of commitment. They assumed I was going to be
there for a little while before moving back to the record side. The truth
of the matter is that I took the job in publishing believing that I would
lead MCA Music for at least five years. Doug Morris decided after one
year that it was time for me to move on to a different task. But I enjoyed
my time there a great deal.
WERE YOU SURPRISED WHEN DOUG ASKED YOU TO MOVE OVER TO THE
RECORD SIDE?
Not really surprised, but I felt that I was just getting started in my work
at MCA Music Publishing and was a bit disappointed that I couldn’t fin-
ish it. It was bittersweet. I was honored to be offered the Presidency of
MCA Records, but I wish it had come two or three years later.
YOU'VE HAD SOME GREAT SUCCESSES OUT-OF-THE-BOX AT MCA WITH SuB-
LIME, MARY J. BLIGE, NEW EDITION, LIVE AND AQUA.
We've done very well in the launching of our event releases. Mary J.
Blige, New Edition and Live all entered at #1. Each release has benefit-
ed from the launch of a worldwide marketing campaign. Musically,
they're all great records with great production. And our team here has
done a fabulous job of implementing our marketing plans.

I really feel that I have one of the strongest executive teams in the mu-

I.R.S. because the music was on the label. Bands wanted to be on I.R.S.
We were cutting-edge and sold the artists’ vision. It was an incredible pe-
riod that I look back upon with a great deal of fondness. I think L.LR.S.
will be remembered and treated quite well in the musical history books.
WHY DID YOU ULTIMATELY LEAVE L.R.S.?

There was a real disagreement over musical direction. Miles
[Copeland] had one vision and I had another. We ended up compro-
mising both visions and not achieving the goals of either. I was very
adamant about maintaining the integrity of the I.R.S. brand name. If
it didn’t fit in with the I.R.S. name and image, I didn’t think we should
do it. Miles wanted to branch out more. He came out with the No
Speak series and signed bands like the Rebel Pebbles and Animal Log-
ic. Both were great bands musically, but not really in sync with the rep-
utation that I.R.S. had built for itself. I believed that we needed to
protect the image that we had cultivated while Miles wanted to expand
the horizons. Miles looked on our image as a limiter; I looked at it as
an asset. It wasn’t a matter of wrong or right; it was just about a differ-
ent philosophy. Eventually, I just needed to move on. I was devastated
when I.R.S. closed down.

HOW IS YOUR RELATIONSHIP WITH MILES THESE DAYS?

Good. I see him periodically. He's launched a new label, Ark 21, and is
going to try to do it all over again. Miles is very smart, very talented and
very stubborn. He marches to his own drummer. He's a brilliant guy
and a total character. I learned a lot from him.

WHAT DO YOU FEEL YOUR GREATEST SUCCESS WAS AT L.R.S.?
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sic business: Abbey Konowitch, Ken Wilson, Jayne Simon, Gary Ashley,
Jonas Livingston, Hank Shocklee and Nancy Levin. This team has been
together for less than two years and very quietly, we have achieved sig-
nificant succcess with a series of #1 and platinum albums. And I am ex-
tremely excited about some of the new releases, like Bobby Brown, B.B.
King's duets project and Immature.

DESPITE THE TRAGEDY OF LOSING THEIR LEAD SINGER, SUBLIME HAS BEEN A
REAL SUCCESS STORY FOR THE LABEL.

That band was right up my power alley. They would have been an I.R.S.
band. It’s truly been a bittersweet accomplishment that we’ve been able
to break the band in a big way. I was so proud of how the MCA team
handled the Sublime campaign. Instead of whining that the band could-
n't tour, we've gone out and broken this record. We're looking to sell
four million albums in the U.S.

IT SOUNDS LIKE YOU'VE REALLY GOT THINGS GOING.

We're sure working hard to do that. We're signing new bands, too. In
fact, new bands that other labels want that we're now getting. That has-
n't happened here in a while. With Blink 182 over 100,000 units and
Cowboy Mouth and Rahsaan Patterson nearly 200,000 units each,
MCA Records is breaking career artists.

SO YOU'RE HAPPY?

I couldn’t be happier. I'm lucky to have a challenging job in an indus-
try I love. If T wasn't doing this, I'd be spending a fortune buying
records myself. I don’t go anywhere without my Walkman and a bunch
of CDs.@

Although young, the band—Adam, guitarist Jesse Carmichael, bassist Mickey Madden and drummer Ryan Dusick (the old man at 19)—has been together three-and-a-
half years, forming on friend Kara’s birthday (February 6). They’ve progressed from playing Pearl Jam songs in the school pep band to writing their own catchy pop pleasures
and performing at dances, parties and on the L.A. and Valley club circuit. Along with being preppy, their music is surprisingly mature, with a definite sense of where they’re

at... as well as where they’re going.

Now, seated in a bland record company office with few distractions, Adam and Ryan are extremely attentive to HITS’ horny horticulturalist Jennifer “Dice” Clay’s probing ques-

tions, ready and willing to plant their seeds in the ground.

If anyone tells us they like our band, they automatically become our friends.” Ryan Dusick

WHEN DID IT YOUR AUDIENCE GO FROM FAMILY
TO FANS?

Ryan Dusick: Once we had played like three or four
shows. We had some friends that told friends, and
it got around to different high schools; it just grew
from there. We played with a couple of different
bands that had a bigger fan base, so that helped.
Some of their fans became our fans.

Adam Levine: It doesn’t even feel like we have real
fans; they all just seem like our friends.

Ryan: [Laughs] That's because if anyone tells us
they like our band, they automatically become
our friends.

IN THE VIDEO FOR “SOAP DISCO,” THE BAND
WEARS SUITS. ARE YOU TRYING TO DOWNPLAY
YOUR AGE?

Ryan: When we started playing, we were a lot
grungier. I think we wanted shirts. The other two
guys in the band are into the mod scene, so they
wear suits. But suits are not really our look; we
just want to look nice.

IT REMINDS ME OF THE BEATLES WHEN THEY
WORE MATCHING SUITS.

Ryan: We don't mean to make the statement that we
are clean-cut boys that your parents are gonna love...
Adam: We want to avoid Beatles references as
much as possible because that's so obvious; it’s
not intentional.

Ryan: Obviously, it would be hard to say that we
weren'’t influenced by the Beatles. There is influ-
ence there even as far as styles, but [ think it's more
the attitude of going up there to put on a show. It’s
fun music and we're having a good time doing it.
WHO WOULD YOU SAY YOUR INFLUENCES ARE?

Ryan: There are so many, and if you ask any one
person in the band, you'll get a different answer.
The Jam, Blur, Oasis and the Cardigans. I'm a
big Elvis Costello fan, the Police, Queen, Radio-
head. I used to listen to a lot of Michael Jackson.
Adam: Motley Crue was one of my favorites; we
ripped off an entire drum solo from them, but
the song didn’t make it onto the record. And on
one of the B-sides, we ripped off Nelson.

HOW MUCH INPUT DID PRODUCER ROB CAVALLO
HAVE IN THE SONGWRITING AND SOUND?
Adam: If Rob didn't have anything to do with this
record, it probably wouldn't have been as good,
and it definitely would be different-sounding. We
played him 17 songs during rehearsal and he was
like, you guys need to calm down. We didn’t end up
using a lot of the newer songs. We went back to old
demos and pulled some of the ones we had stopped
playing; we had been trying to move too quickly.
Ryan: We wanted to keep breaking new ground.
We never really established our sound from the
beginning. The songs we wanted to record were
over such a broad base of styles, we would have
been all over the place.

Adam: We wanted to do everything we possibly
could do in one album. Rob taught us that we
have to establish a vibe.

Ryan: He made us get at the core of what we were
trying to say, and solidify the statement... within
a single song. "My Ocean Blue” is the only song
that has kind of a swingy feel, a different feel,
than any other song.

YOU HAVE THREE OCEAN SONGS—"MY OCEAN
BLUE,” "SLEEPY WINDBREAKER” AND "CAPTAIN
SPLENDID.”

Adam: ] have almost no reason to write about the
ocean because I'm terrified of it. I'm such a city
boy, but I guess that’s why I'm so intrigued by it.
It’s so frightening that two-thirds of the earth is
ocean. It's fun to write about because the im-

agery is so cool... pirates and ships.

WHERE DOES MOST OF YOUR LYRICAL INSPIRA-
TION COME FROM?

Adam: Not much of it makes much sense, I guess, if
you just listen to the words. A lot of it is visual im-
agery... whatever comes to mind, not necessarily like
I'm trying to say this here and that there. Like “Soap
Disco” doesn't make much sense at all. 1t's just real-
ly wacky and off-the-wall. 1 don’t remember how the
term got into my head nor where it came from.
Ryan: I think there is definitely meaning in “Soap
Disco,” and I don't think it's necessarily like Adam
sat down and said, I want to say this. He started
thinking about a lot of things, but in a very abstract
way. It was about creating a new sound.

Adam: "Soap Disco” is just fun. It makes people laugh.
THE ALBUM'S QUITE OPTIMISTIC.

Adam: 1 hope enough people don’t misunderstand
what we are trying to say, which is, everyone should
just lighten up a bit; shit happens and life sucks for
a lot of people. I hope that doesn’t come across as
snotty. At the same time, I was really fed up with
everyone talking about how sad they were. You
could also talk about how happy you are. I was fed
up with it, so I decided to write a song about being
positive. But we could have very easily had a record
where all the lyrics were "Be happy, don’t be sad.”
Ryan: If you created a record that gives you that
feeling of happiness overall, it has a much more
lasting effect. This may sound condescending, but
you need to teach by example. It’s like, do as we do,
not as we say. Nobody's gonna listen to you if you
get up on a soap box and say, "What's wrong with
you kids?” But if you create something that’s en-
joyable and makes you feel something in a more
abstract way, you learn more. I think.

WAS FOLLOWING YOU GUYS AROUND ON THE
WEST COAST, RIGHT?

Yeah, he came to check it out. He saw us at the Mil-
waukee Metalfest, and it was like the second half of
the Anthrax tour, and we were headlining there that
night. We were all revved-up and did a really great
show. He comes up to me after the show and asks, “Is
it always like this?” I said, "Yeah, pretty much.” He
said, “I'll have to come see for myself,” because he
just couldn’t believe that we could keep it up every
night. He met up with us in San Diego and came with
us up until San Francisco, or he might have went all
the way to Seattle.

SO YOU GUYS GOT PRETTY TIGHT?

I've known him. He booked the Ritz [in NYC] in 1980
when we recorded “Evillive.” He goes back to the mid-
dle of our first band. He's an old friend. The show
from the “Evillive” record was the show that Michael
Alago booked, and it broke out into a fight at the end.
The police had to come with paddy wagons. It was the
first punk show at the Ritz in New York, and they did-
n't want to do it exactly for that reason.

HOW LONG DID IT TAKE YOU TO WRITE THE LP?
We wrote 30 songs in 45 days. We recorded 22 songs
total, 18 of which we kept on the record. We recorded
“The Monster Mash,” which came out really, really
good. I want Geffen to put out a Halloween EP with
“The Monster Mash” and all the outtakes we didn’t
use on the album.

THE MISFITS gurgled up to the surface n the late '70s, led by bassist Jerry Only and

| vocalist/songwriter Glenn Danzig. The quartet of Lodi, NJ punk-rock and horror fans
descended on the CBGBs scene like a Martian invasion. Largely an underground phenome-
non, the Misfits’ legend and music (in that order) spread internationally via self-released
singles, and eventually, two LPs. “Walk Among Us” (Slash/Ruby) and “Earth A.D./Wolfs-
blood” (Caroline) continue to influence punk and hardcore factions to this day. By early "84,
the band busted up, and Danzig carried on running their Plan 9 label and marketing every-
thing Misfit with the zeal of a sideshow barker, all the while denouncing the band and their
music while hyping his new projects, Samhaim, and then, Danzig.

Jerry and his younger brother Doyle (who, once out of high school, was allowed by his
folks to join the band as lead guitarist) battled Danzig in court for royalties and the right
to perform as the Misfits. The final outcome of the eight-year trial was that Danzig can
continue to reap the rewards of the band's previous records and lJerry and Doyle can now
perform, market, merchandise and make new recordings as the Misfits. Jerry and Doyle re-
formed the band with the mystenous Dr. Chud on drums and 22-year-old live wire Michael
Graves replacing Danzig. The new band hit the road last summer on a highly successful
- |US. tour, during which they signed with Geffen Records, for whom they recorded the just-
~released "'Amencan Psycho” with producer Daniel Rey.

WAAA "Winston-Salem, the very station '
he now programs. Fortunately or not,
JAMZ Sr. Editor and gadfly Kandace
“Custom” Taylor Phyall buzzed around
the PD/morning man until he woke up
long enough to deliver his life story. In
1977, Raymond started at Triple A as a
part-timer, while at the same time
working downstairs at the album-ori-
ented rock station WKZL doing over-
nights. He had a short stint handling
afternoons at WGIV/Charlotte, then
moved to Greensboro sister stations
WOMG & WEAL. After he returned to
Winston-Salem to do middays at WAIR,
WGILV gave him a call to do afternoons.
His first programming opportunity
came at WDRD/Jacksonville. Raymond
left radio in 1983, finding relief doing
audio/visual sales in New Jersey for six
years. But in 1991, Raymond moved back
to Winston-Salem—and back into radio.

No! I had been friends with Miitter Evans, WAAA's owner,
over the years. When I came back, I was looking to remain
on the sales side. But Mutter had an opening, so I came on
to do afternoons. Next thing I knew, I ended Up program-
ming. Eight months later, I shifted to mornings. And I've
been here the last six years.

How different was Your perspecttve on radio after your stint
as & consumer?

It's a two-sided coin, because the technology has changed
while you were gone, so you're trying to catch up from that
aspect. The methodology has changed, too—things are
changing on a monthly or weekly basis. When you're gone
for five or six years, things can change drastically. But one
of the benefits is that you don't necessarily know how
things are done from the inside, so you approach them
from a fresh perspective.

The station didn't have a
scheduling system when [ got there, so |
went out and purchased my own—I had
to have one.

parting. Also, the station has a person-
ality. When listeners tune in, they know
what they're going to get.

Was it difficult to program a heritage
station?

One of the advantages is I am the demo-
graphic that we're serving. It's just
about remembering what you heard—
and what you saw people respond to—as
a kid. The records in the gold and clas-
sic category are the ones I grew up with.
Plus, having worked at WAAA at such an
early age gives me an advantage over a
programmer not from the area—I know
niche records that may not show up in research, but hap-
pen to have done well in this market. WAAA is celebrat-
ing 48 years on the air; it was the first black-programmed
radio station in the Carolinas.

Tell us about Muttter Evang and how ghe acqutred WAAA.
Miitter came to the station when she was attending Wake
Forest University. When the owner promoted her to
Executive VP/GM, he offered to give her first right of refusal
if he ever sold the station. What she didn't know was that the
opportunity would arise months later. And on October 3,
1979—-at age 26—Mutter found herself the youngest broadcast
owner at the time.

The Man Behind The Shades has
developed and maintained his status as an
innovator in both hip-hop radio and pro-
motions. From 1980-88, Nes hosted one of
the country’s first rap radio shows, “Fresh-
tracks,” on KFOX in Seattle. He is respon-
sible for breaking major rap acts in the
northwest like the Sugarhill Gang, Kurtis
Blow, Run-DMC, and NWA. Frustrated by commercial radio’s
restrictive formatting, Nasty Nes took his unique brand of hip-
hop radio in Seattle to alternative powerhouse KCMU.
Emerging in 1988, KCMU'’s Rap Attack was Seattle’s premiere
rap music program, heard every Sunday night from 6P-8P. Nes
continued to broaden his talents by teaming with Sir Mix-A-
Lot to launch Nastymix Records and making history with
"Posse On Broadway” and "Beepers.” Nasty Nes also found-
ed Crazy Pinoy Promotions, a highly respected and award-
winning national rap radio and street promotions company
with clients like Snoop Doggy Dogg, 2Pac, the Fugees, Dr.
Dre, Scarface and Eazy-E. Nes has also hosted BET's "Rap
City.” Now Nes makes moves again as the new Rap Editor for
HITS Magazine. On the strength...

Consultant’s Corner

McVay Media’s Jerry
King is in this week’s corner sharing
28 years of radio experience to
help cure industry insomnia.

Differentiation: It's time to face the
facts. With the consolidation of the
radio industry at such a fevered
pace, you must be willing and able
to differentiate yourself from your
radio peers to keep your job. As
the group of station owners grow
tighter, you must constantly exhibit
those skills which will give you a leg
up on your competitors. This com-
petition will not only come from
talent outside of your station who want your job, but also those
fringe talent on your own station who want to move up. With the
Research Group’s “Virtual Radio Programming” now a reality and
on the air in selected markets, how are you going to make yourself
a better talent to secure your on-air or programming position?
One of the basic answers is show prep. I'm not talking about drag-
ging the USA Today into the studio for another glance, but quali-
ty time spent before your on-air time so that you know where
you're going and have a better idea of what you're going to say
before you open the mic. | am appalled to hear little prep work
being done at stations during my travels. The top air talent in the
nation prep their shows before going on. | know, | know... you're
busy. That's what sets you on a higher plane than the others at your
station. But at your level and the levels above you, everybody is
busy... So I'll get to the basics. Start with a simple approach. Use
the McVay Media emotion/image/area/artist/activity system. Do a
sheet of prep everyday that revolves around the following items:
Emotion: Tie into your listeners’ mood at that time of the day. Talk
about what real people do while you're on the air. Your goal is to
relate to their lives. Image: Prep one thought on your station’s
music mix and how it helps to improve your listener’s lives. If you
do a 30 minute music sweep, let the audience know about it in a
creative way. Area: Talk about something happening in your metro
area. Take a PSA, dress it up, personalize it. Artist: Give informa-
tion about an artist that you play. One of the advantages of con-
temporary radio is that there are a large number of new artists.
Look at this as an opportunity to show your expertise, but do it in
an easy fashion that your listeners can relate to. Talk about Puff
Daddy’s or Jewel's appearance on the recent MTV Video Music
Awards. Activity: Give a creative sell on a station promotion that
you're doing... If you use this basic plan, you will be better pre-
pared than most of the other area talent in your market. If you're
an air talent, you should do this without fail every day. If you're a
programmer, inspire your talent to do this every day and think up
new ways to do it and lines to give your programming people.
Review their performances, help them to grow, and better insure
their future in the radio business. Yes, the above material is basic,
yet | don’t find many air talent even doing these basics. They open
the mic, try to relate and often just don't hit the mark. Success in
business is based on discipline. Your radio business discipline
should include show prep every day. Discipline for survival.
