Coming to America 
An exclusive HITS interview with Virgin U.S. Co-Presidents Ashley Newton and

ASHLEY NEWTON RAY COOPER 

FOR NEW VIRGIN ASHLE) —N AN L- _- a Stateside move was 
the logical next step for their so-far very successful record industry careers. Having met at Island Records in 1984, Newton as Director of A&R 
and Cooper as Director of Marketing, they created a distinctive roster which sent the company through the roof with acts like Frankie Goes 
To Hollywood, Bob Marley, Grace Jones, Robert Palmer and, of course, U2. Four years later, they founded Circa and signed Massive Attack 
and Neneh Cherry, before taking the label to Virgin U.K. and after another four years, assuming the helm of the British record company. 

That was four years ago, and here they are in the U.S.A. "Different country, same company," said Newton as we sat down 
for tea and biscuits (really) in his well-appointed back room office. "The first decision we made was to have adjoining of-
fices, so we'd get back to a rhythm that we had when we were running Circa. We kind of share each other's meetings, which 

I missed desperately when I was in London. The buildings were separated by a canal in Notting Hill Gate, so it was literal-
ly about a five-minute number to get into each other's offices. Here, already over the last couple of days, every meeting 
I've had, Ray's stuck his head in the door, and vice versa. I love that. So the first decision was to live in each other's faces." 

Describing themselves as "brothers, joined together at the hip," Cooper and Newton agreed to meet for a far-reaching discussion 
on their new roles in America, the state of the label (good), the state of the industry (OK) and if there was anything they disagree 
about, to which the Sheffield Wednesday [Ray] and Chelsea [Ashley] fans answered in unison, "Football!" Of course, one thing they 
both agreed on was getting rid of HITS' journalistic answer to "Bean," John Sutton- "On A Fence" Smith, as quickly as possible. 

YOU FIRST MET AT ISLAND. HOW DID THE PART-

NERSHIP BEGIN? 

Ray Cooper: Island was a great learning ground 
for us, really, because Chris Blackwell is probably 
the finest record executive ever. Fie can deal 
with business and he can make great music. 
Through him, we were encouraged to travel the 

world, go to America and understand the cul-
tural things that were happening. 
Ashley Newton: Chris was my A&R guru. If 
you picked the cream of the Island roster, his 
stamp was all over it, whether it was Bob Marley, 
Grace Jones, Robert Palmer, Tom Waits or King 
Sunny Ade. It was an extraordinary roster, and 

though they were all completely different musi-
cally, somehow the relationship that bound 
them all together was his taste. Aside from that, 
of course, it gave me a great opportunity to meet 
and work with Ray. 
Ray: There was also a guy who worked at Island 
for all-too-brief a period named Dave Robinson, 
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who was brought in as managing director of the 
company. His background with Stiff was in 
breaking all the rules as far as U.K. marketing 
was concerned and he favored signing pop acts 
with a twist. While he spent a lot of money on 
marketing and promotion, he did it in a very 
creative manner. He taught me a lot that year. 
WAS IT IMMEDIATELY APPARENT WHEN YOU MET 

THAT YOUR CAREERS WOULD BE INEXTRICABLY 
BOUND? 
Ashley: The turning point was when we started 4th 
& Broadway. Whenever you start little labels within 
labels, you look for a champion. You need to have 
somebody whom you can hand the creative baton to 
from A&R into the commercial world. We found 
that Ray saw what we were trying to do and support-

ed it, and we had some pretty big hits together. That 
kicked off a successful professional partnership, and 
a great friendship as well. 
YOU'VE WORKED FOR SOME FIERCELY INDEPENDENT 
COMPANIES. DO YOU SACRIFICE ANY OF THAT 
PHILOSOPHY WITH A LARGER COMPANY LIKE THIS? 

artistic thought process. Provide a buffer—it 
happens with me further up the ladder with Ken 
Berry. He can take some of the heat off us and 

allow us to be brave with our choice of artists. 
IT SEEMS THE BOTTOM LINE HAS BECOME SO IM-
PORTANT THAT AT TIMES IT RUNS COUNTER TO 
THE ARTISTIC PREMISE OF A RECORD COMPANY. 
Ashley: It's the end of the world if you let the 
bottom line completely dominate the creative 
thought process. You've got to be mature about 
it and understand that it's a necessary part of the 
business. But it's got to be about the music, and 
very often it can come from quite radical, un-
derground areas which can be quite shocking 
initially. And if you're too nervous about taking 
chances, game over. 
Ray: What it can sometimes do, on a positive 
note, is force you to think through the best way 
you can work your existing repertoire. So while 
Ashley's dealing with the shock of the new, the rest 
of the company can have some fun and serious 
commitment to clever ways of continuing to mar-

Ray: I think you bring it on board with you, and 
you use it in ways that are tactically correct. When 
we went into Virgin, EMI had just purchased the 
company, and what EMI discipline taught us was 
budgetary logic. If you can put the art and com-
merce together, then it can be quite a potent 
combination. We continue to learn and under-
stand how that works. 
Ashley: Working in the context of a bigger com-
pany, it's important to provide your A&R cre-
ative team with a cushion to corporate pressure. 
You really want them thinking and functioning 
with creative liberty. You want them to track ex-
traordinary and challenging new talent, not to be 
intimidated and to conform. Introduce finan-
cial responsibility, but not let it overtake the 

ket out there from our back catalog. 
Ashley: During the period of time 
Virgin U.K. became part of' EMI, 
we were at our most vulnerable, and 
we were incredibly fortunate that 
some things that were much more 
traditional, and perhaps less edgy 
and interesting to my taste, were 
there to pay the bills. They acted as 
a smoke screen while I could beaver 
away and start sowing some seeds to 
invest for the future. The company 
started blossoming and the axis 
moved away from catalog, compila-
tions and Meat Loaf to new music. 
Over the last year, we really seemed to 

hit our stride. We released music which 
was about the next century rather than 
the last decade. It was very diverse as 
well, from a Spice Girls album that will 
be a 20 million-plus seller, to the 
Chemical Brothers, who are selling in-

ternationally now, and, of course, the 
Verve, who are on the brink of becom-
ing one of the most important rock 
acts in the world. 
HOW DO YOU SEE YOUR MISSION AT 
VIRGIN U.S.? 

Ashley: The new cultural agenda that we 
brought to Virgin U.K. enabled the label to 
market internationally and that was something 
that I think the company over here needed. 

Virgin's a great company, it's got fantastic 

strengths, but we could do with breaking some 
new homegrown music here. Ken [Berry] could 
see that we could work with a very broad spec-
trum of artists. I was not a musical snob, but I 
had helped develop a Virgin music identity—in 
Massive Attack, the Verve, the Chemical Broth-
ers and Everything But The Girl—groups which 
really were a reflection of our tastes in the way Is-
land artists were a reflection of Blackwell's. 
Ray: The fact that so many of the successful acts 
that are breaking through here—Spice Girls, 

Verve, Daft Punk, Sneaker Pimps, Blur—origi-
nated in Europe meant there was already a com-
munication between certain people in the com-
pany that played an active role in the overall 

marketing of those acts in America. So we've felt 
comfortable for the last couple of years in our 
relationships with the vice presidents. 
We retained our friendship with Phil Q. since 

we first met him when he worked at Island. He's 
been fantastic in brokering the change-over; he 
wanted as smooth a transition as possible. The 
company is in pretty good shape, but that's no 
reason to relax or get complacent. Looking to 
the future, there's a number of situations we may 
come into where we want to provoke some dif-

ferent thought, and I think we've now got a com-
pany that will be responsive to that. There is an 
infrastructure within this company composed of 
people who have an enormous sense of enthusi-
asm, commitment and passion about the music. 
YOU'VE HAD SO MUCH SUCCESS IN THE U.K., WAS 
THERE SOME RETICENCE IN COMING TO AMERICA? 
Ashley: My reticence was not necessarily being 
scared of a massive culture shock, so much as 
what we were leaving behind. London and the 
U.K. is so exciting at the moment; whether it be 
through art, design, new hotels, fashion, the 
club scene, etc. There is this great melting pot— 
a particular English funk. And to disengage my-
self from that exciting climate was tough. But the 

challenges over here are incredibly seductive. 
Ray: Both of us were soaked in Americana, in all 
its shapes and forms. I was into the Band and Neil 
Young and Ashley was into Otis Redding and Sly 
Stone. We were both influenced by a love of voice 
and song, and while he's educated me to a lot of 
artists of his taste, I've made him realize that Neil 
Young really is the finest artist in the world. 
From a personal perspective, I'm intrigued by 

America, often envious of it actually, because of the 
way that the industry traditionally had been able to 
grow artists to such a meaningful position, and then 
take on the world. For us, to be aware that Virgin 
America as a company was interested in the music 
that Ashley could make and I could help develop was 
really a strong factor in coming here. 
WHAT WAS THE BIGGEST SURPRISE COMING HERE? 

Ray: The length f. o_ time and cost that it takes to 
establish just the first single from new artists, to 
make the public aware that it exists, either by re-
tail, radio or television. That exposure to a strong 
song will sell albums here, unlike in the U.K. We 
really appreciate that acts like the Sneaker Pimps 
can sell a quarter million albums and Blur can hit 
Gold on their new album, really off the basis of 
that process. It's a major upside. 
CO-PRESIDENTS HAVE BECOME MORE COMMON-

PLACE IN RECENT YEARS. WHAT ARE THE PLUSSES 
AND MINUSES OF SUCH AN ARRANGEMENT? 
Ray: We're bonded by a friendship that goes way 
beyond career. We're like brothers. Ashley's 
work is in A&R and on the visual side and I look 
to operate more of a commercial overview, and 
impact on a marketing basis. We've always re-
spected what each other is able to do. We've 
stayed separate in our specific duties, and I think 
that's the most important thing. 
Ashley: Respect for each other's territory. And 
sadly, I still laugh at his jokes, the same ones I've 
heard a hundred times. 
LET'S TALK ABOUT SOME OF THE CURRENT RE-
LEASES. THE STONES. 

Ray Cooper 
Ray: What the Stones have always been is an excel-
lent support unit to their new album releases by 
conceiving how important spectacular touring is to 
their reputation. They step up to the line as far as 
promotion is concerned. Mick and the band un-
derstand the process of what we need to do to cre-
ate hit momentum and have hit singles, and get the 
music played on the radio. "Voodoo Lounge" was

the third best-selling album of their career around 
the world and it's a joy to work with a band like that. 
And, along with the Stones' new records comes a 
sizable chunk of their catalog, and obviously, the 
attraction there is quite substantial. 
HOW ABOUT THE VERVE? 
Ashley: It is a priority for us to break this group 
in America. There's such a buzz already that what 
we're going to do is make sure all the details are 
taken care of, but the engine is already running. 
People are picking it up without any record com-
pany orchestration, so that's definitely the one 
on which we've got the bit between our teeth. 
AND JANET JACKSON, WHO OBVIOUSLY YOU 
WORKED WITH IN THE U.K. 
Ray: Janet's an artist that not only produces sublime 
modern music, but also is an actress of great repute 
and a fashion icon for a large percentage of Ameri-
can people. "Together Again" is the track everyone 
wanted as the second single, and, from my perspec-
tive, it's going to be the one to drive the album. It's 
got strong pop radio appeal, diverse and relevant re-
mixes and it's a dynamic house tune. 
WHAT IS DIFFERENT IN THE APPROACH TO A JANET 
OR STONES AS OPPOSED TO A NEW BAND WHEN 
YOU'RE PLOTTING A GLOBAL CAMPAIGN. 
Ray: The amount of money it costs to set up a 
new album from a developing act or artist is in-
evitably more speculative than budgeting to mar-
ket an established artist or group. With acts like 
the Verve, you can have more creative input into 
the way the campaign goes, you can take some 
chances, you're not afraid to make mistakes, and 
that makes it exciting. 
When you're dealing on the level of Janet and 

the Stones, the announcement has to be made to 
the world simultaneously; it has to be all-en-
compassing so that we're sure that there's certain 

knowledge that their new albums are out there in 
the wide marketplace. 
HOW DO YOU RIDE A PHENOMENON LIKE THE 
SPICE GIRLS? 
Ashley: The new album was recorded during the 
summer while they were making the movie. I've 
never made an album under such incredible 
pressures. We had to get it out as a companion 

piece to the film, and it's fan-
tastic. There are three or four 
outstanding singles. Their 
work ethic and ambition are 
something I haven't encoun-
tered in any other act I've 
worked with. 
When we made the first al-

bum, we had the luxury of a re-
flective recording process, with-
out the pressure of high com-
mercial expectations. The only 
nervousness we had was that 
somebody else would nick the 
"girl power" formula. 
We had the ingredients—five re-
al individual characters, each 
with a fantastic look, amazing at-
titude, ambition and sex appeal. 
It didn't take a lot to be con-
vinced—they walked into my of-
fice and performed two demos 

of songs which ended up being 
the first two singles. I dragged 
Ray out of a meeting: "You just 

have to see and hear this lot." 
Ray: I refused because I was doing my expenses. 
Ashley: There was plenty of interest from other 
companies, but we had a very good rapport with 
them. I'd signed and worked with Neneh Cherry, 
who was a bit of an idol of theirs; those kind of 
things count a lot. When they 
were growing up, the Spice Girls 
were intrigued how Neneh oper-
ated and what our relationship 
was with her. She was a role mod-
el for them. She had "girl power." 
WHAT'S UP WITH NENEH? 
Ashley: She's a fabulous artist, 
but she does spread her life into 
many different things, living in 
different parts of the world, rais-
ing a family. She's quite bohemi-
an, it's a fascinating lifestyle, but 
it's not always completely dedicat-
ed to career. When she records, 
it's genius, but she has a myriad of 
other interests. She cared for her 
stepfather [jazz musician Don 
Cherry] during his last years. She's wonderful, I 
love her. She's in the studio now and I can't wait to 
hear the results. 
ANOTHER BAND YOU HAVE A GREAT DEAL OF 
HISTORY WITH IS MASSIVE ATTACK. 
Ashley: They are the favorite project I've ever 
worked on. They're maybe two-thirds of the way 
through their new record. There's been a very 
important change in the way the group work. 
Even prior to the recording of the last album, 
"Protection," they'd never performed live. Now 
they are doing full-blooded shows, headlining 
festivals. It's been a revelation to them as much as 
to us, and it's changed their attitude to the

recording process. Massive just put out a limited 
edition single which has all their subtle hall-
marks, but it's bigger and bolder. The new al-
bum will surprise a lot of people. 
HOW ABOUT BEN HARPER? 
Ray: Ben Harper is now over 100,000 in album 
sales and we think we can take it substantially be-
yond that. We're working on a campaign to revis-
it the marketing of the album when he comes 
back to America to start touring again in Febru-
ary. The fact that you can get such a base in a 
fairly short period of time means, potentially, 
you can sell key singles and/or tracks at radio, 
which, combined with intensive promotion, are 
the keys that drive the sound. 
HOW ABOUT BLUR? 
Ray: I saw them in San Francisco the first Friday 
I arrived here and the show packed a dynamic 
punch which made us understand why America 
has taken them into its heart in such a large way. 
WHAT ELSE IS ON THE HORIZON? 
Ashley: One is a stateside act, Furslide, signed 
to producer Nellee Hooper's Meanwhile label. 
It's a thrilling new American band with a top 
English producer at the helm, a perfect project 
for the new A&R mandate. 
Another is a British act, Placebo, whose first al-
bum went Gold there. If they make the right 
record, and get the level of support they deserve, 
something very special could happen. Daft Punk 
I adore, and along with Ben Harper and Blur, 
the cycle of work on their current albums is far 
from finished. 
WHAT IS THE MAIN DIFFERENCE BETWEEN THE 
MUSIC BUSINESS IN THE U.K. AND THE U.S.? 
Ashley: In England, it's "You've got to see this 
band, they're playing next Tuesday." Cool, 
they're playing in Manchester, you drive up, stay 
overnight and you're back in your office the fol-

lowing morning. Here, the gig is in Minneapo-
lis and it's two days out of the office. The scale of 
it all is intimidating. 
Ray: The big difference over here is the domi-
nance of radio. And size of the country. Radio, 
in a positive way, gets the company to be think-
ing all the time about timing. There's an audi-
ence out there that will embrace both new and 
challenging music, but the timing of the presen-
tation of that music to media, retail and the pub-
lic has to be exquisite. 
Ashley: U.K. or U.S.A., if you truly, truly be-
lieve in an act and stay with it no matter how long it 
takes, eventually there will be a breakthrough.•

TIME TO LEARN HOW 
CHANTAL KREVIAZUK

Italy. Rolling hills, ancient ruins, 
deep-rooted culture, a place willing to create magical memories and unimagin-
able photo ops for the eager tourist. But for Chantal Kreviazuk, the country rep-
resents fear and ultimately, transformation. It was in Italy, while seeing the 
sights on a motor-bike, that Chantal ran head-on into another motorist, spend-
ing the next month fluttering in and out of consciousness, hearing doctor's con-
cerns that she may have suffered permanent spinal injuries and would never lead 
the life she had before departing her hometown of Winnipeg, Canada. She sur-
vived, thankfully, though shaken up and permanently changed.

Conversation never comes to an uncomfortable lull, as Chantal claims she's 
taken down nearly every interviewer's phone number; you know, to ask them out 
for coffee the next time she's in town. Not naive, just incredibly self-assured. 
Weeks after the songstress with the impossible last name celebrated her 24th 
birthday, she and HITS' own not-so-fresh-faced twentysomething, "You Can Run 
But You Can't" Heidi Sherman, discussed the weighty topics of good vs. evil, why 
we return to the torment of love, and the God themes on Chantal's debut "Un-
der These Rocks and Stones" (Columbia) in the Phillipe Starck-designed lobby of N.Y.'s Paramount Hotel.

The first time 1 played piano was when I was 
three. My older brothers took lessons, and I 
learned by watching them practice.

TIME TO TAKE A TRIP-HOP WITH PORTISHEAD'S GEOFF BARROW AND BETH GIBBONS BY LILY MOAYERI 

"EVERYBODY INVOLVED WITH PORTISHEAD IS INCREDIBLY CONSCIOUS OF 
CREATING A SINGLE GROUP IDENTITY." GEOFF BARROW 

PORTISHEYD'S 
UP 

PORTISHEAD  is a small 
dreary town on the west coast of Eng: 
land. It doesn't have anything to brag 
about: not dingy enough to be cool  
it's just bland. The one thing that has 
put Portishead on the map has been  
the group of the same name. Beth  
Gibbons and Geoff Barrow were the 
two that were credited as the sole 
members of Portishead for their heart-
wrenching debut album, "Dummy"  
(Go Beat/London  

Portishead created a singular sound 
that incorporated moody and melan-
cholic female torch singing against a 
backdrop of slowed-down, groove-
filled hip-hop beats and the unmistak-
able sounds of a theremin. Since their 
inception and popularization, there 
have been many that have followed in 
their footsteps in one form or another: 
Sneaker Pimps. Moloko. Morcheeba 
and Baby Fox have all been termed 
latter-day Portisheads.  

For their sophomore. self-titled al-
bum on Go Beat/London, Portishead 
have expanded to include two collab-
orators who have been just as much 
gart of the music-making process as 
Beth and Geoff in Adrian Utley and 
Dave MacDonald. Beth comes up with 
the lyrics and melody. Geoff is the 
beats-creator, record-scratcher and all 
around music-maker. Adrian is the in-
strumentalist and Dave engineers it 
all. "Portishead" is a much darker, ed-
gier. rawer work than "Dummy," utiliz-
ing a 30-piece orchestra on some 
tracks which the band performed with 
during a one-off gig at New York's 
Roseland earlier this year. Geoff Bar-
row and Beth Gibbons elaborated 
separately on the enigma that is Por-
tishead to HITS' enigma that is Li y 
"The" Moayeri "The Merrier."  

HOW ARE YOU PLANNING ON PERFORMING THIS 

ALBUM LIVE? 

Geoff Barrow: We have all this orchestral stuff and we 
just don't know how we're going to go around it be-
cause we can't take an orchestra with us. We can't af-
ford it. We're going to have to think about it. We're 
still rehearsing and we haven't sorted out all the live 
stuff. It's hard live. If you are playing all samples, 
it's a piece of piss. I do the decks, Dave's a live en-
gineer, Adrian plays keyboards, guitar, mini-moog 
and we all work on the sound. We also have other 
players we bring in who aren't just session musi-
cians that want to be like Steve Vai and play a rock 
solo in the middle of everything. They've all played 
on the record and they all understand the concept 
of the sound, which is hugely important. 
Beth Gibbons: We use actual musicians who play con-
ventional instruments. For some of the atmospher-
ics and quirky bits, Geoff cuts in with a record 
which he plays as he would an instrument. It stops 
us from having looped-up samples and machinery 
on-stage. Plus, if Geoff Pens up, it's just like any-
body else P"king up. 
WHAT IS THE SONGWRITING PROCESS LIKE? 

Beth: I've got a little set-up at home, so I normally 
write there because I can't really concentrate with oth-
er people around. It's distracting. Adrian helps with 
the arrangements and Dave's been our engineer for 
the last five years. He's constant and blows what we're 
about. Musicians come into the studio and have a jam 
which is directed by Geoff. Then he takes a DAT of 
the session and samples the live stuff that they've just 
done in the studio and mucks around with it. You 
kind of get his feel in a DJ sense because he's cutting 
it on the deck into the track. 
Geoff: Basically, I write music, the beats and pro-

duce the album with all of us. Mainly it's me and 
Adrian who write the music, while Adrian plays 
most of the live instruments. I do most of the beat 
programming and the scratches. We all swap jobs. 
We all know how to use a deck. We don't employ 
programmers to program music for us on 500 
pounds a day; we all take pride in knowing how 
things work and doing it ourselves. 

We write out music first and it goes to Beth. 
Sometimes it works the other way. It happened 
twice on the record where she had a song and then 
we worked on it, but most of the time, the tunes 
come first, then Beth sings on them. It's a chal-
lenge that she kind of enjoys. Especially if we 
turned around and said, "If you could write a song 
over this backing track, it would be so amazing be-
cause we are so into it." When she's pushed like 
that, it's really good. 
WHAT MADE YOU BRING DAVE AND ADRIAN TO 

THE FOREFRONT AS FULL MEMBERS? 

Geoff: Everybody involved with Portishead is incred-
ibly conscious of creating a single group identity. 
We all go through the pain of trying to do that. 
That's why it's changed in the sense of, we're com-
ing out and doing interviews as a band now instead 
of just myself and Beth. That was a massive mistake 
on our part. It was considered a duo and that was 
the trouble. Adrian and Dave put the same amount 
of energy into "Dummy." I've worked with Dave for 
six years and Adrian for five. It's not like they're 
doing interviews now to get famous, it's just for 
recognition. When you put five or six years of time 
into a project and then you see a review, it's in-
credibly frustrating for Dave and Adrian and in-
credibly embarrassing for me when they're not 
mentioned.

All the group wanted 

was a deal to prove they belonged with the big boyz. Enter 

Dave Rosas, the new head of A&M's Black Music Division. At 

the time, Public Announcement was allegedly about to join 

now-defunct EMI Records. Rosas persuaded the group to 

come to A&M, a move that will kick-start his era in high fash-

ion. The excitingly catchy "Body Bumpin- will prove that PA 

indeed belongs in the major leagues. We think they'll be 

around for a while, especially after hearing some of their 

other material during a mix-down session earlier this year.

Assisted by first-class players (includ-
ing producer/arranger Scott Hilt& on keyboards), Mild Coltrane 
assays Hiltzik/Michael Cormier compositions like the efferves-
cent 'When We First Met," the torchy "Call It Blue," the bop work-
out "Found My Groove" and the sweet title track with grace and 
depth. Despite a range of instruments, the arrangements stay 
intimate and focused on each song's arc of feeling. Raised in Los 
Angeles, Miki studied violin and dance, traveled to Japan (where 
she did session singing and writing) and dove into jazz singing 
when she returned to the States. "Having the name Coltrane is 
both a blessing and a curse," she insists. "I feel like I developed my 
singing chops in a media spotlight, but now that I've overcome 
the emotional humps, I have a clearer vision of what I want to 
convey." This is demonstrated on the album's final piece, which 
weds her lyrics to her father's "Lazybird"; she's joined on the track 
by her mother, Alice, on piano and by her brother Ravi, who pro-
vides harmonic counterpoint on sax that would surely have made 

papa proud. Though John passed away when his daughter was 
only seven years old, this session reaches across time with tangi-

ble love and respect.

"My 
earliest musical impressions came from listening to my father 
singing quartet music and my mom, who sings and plays piano 
by ear," she notes. But it was her sisters' gospel duo that gave her 
the true performing bug. At age 14, she worked as an usher in the 
theater where her sister sang in a gospel musical; when another 
cast member didn't show one night, Tarai got her first break She 
later made the transition to films, appearing in the Robert DeNiro 
vehicle "A Bronx Tale." She later appeared in "Just Cause" and "The 
Preacher's Wife" and TV's "Matt Waters" (with Mantel William).

As Trans World Entertain-
ment's stock has been riding 
at record highs, and on the 
heels of yet another very rosy 
financial report that saw third-
quarter sales increase 18% 
and comp store sales in-
crease 12%, TVV honcho Bob 
Higgins has announced they 
will be splitting their common 
stock, creating up to 50 mil-
lion new shares. This comes 
at a very interesting time. TVV 
was just turned down by the 
courts on an eleventh-hour 
bid to acquire Camelot (cur-
rently poised to emerge from 
Chapter 11) and, in turn, 
quash Camelot's bid to ac-
quire The Wall. The Big Six, 
usually loathe to take sides in 
such a skirmish, have seem-
ingly done so, selling the debt 
owed to them by Camelot to 
a third party, thereby making 
it much more expensive for 
TVV to make yet another bid. 
Some see this stock split as a 
response to those events. In a 
press release, Higgins states 
that the split will broaden 
their investor base and 
increase "liquidity and mar-
ketability." Insiders are con-
vinced that TW will now 
almost certainly make another

run for Camelot. Although 
most believe that Camelot's 
stand-alone plan will ulti-
mately be approved, don't 
count out Higgins and Co.'s 
resolve. Stay tuned, this is 
getting good... Up and run-
ning: In September, RED 
Distribution bowed its new 
division RED INK, headed by 
former Tri Star Music VP/GM 
Howard Gabriel. The idea 
behind RED INK is to provide 
radio promotion, publicity and 
marketing to labels that would 
otherwise probably not have 
the wherewithal to co-exist 
with the other 20 or so larger 
RED-distributed labels such 
as Relativity, Epitaph, Road-
runner or N2K, for example. 
Gabriel puts it simply: "We 
feel these smaller labels have 
an A&R vision, and we 
believe in their vision, but 
they'll get lost unless they get 
some help." RED INK will 
consist of a combination of 
RED-distribbed labels signed 
through RED INK, as well as 
some acts signed to Sony 
labels, "tilling the soil" and 
getting them ready for a next 
release that might go through 
their parent company. They 
will only be adding about five 
new labels, looking for less 
than 20 records a year. And 
they're not ruling out devel-
oping their own line in the 
future. The first releases in-
clude Nineteen Wheels on 
Aware (in conjunction with 
Columbia) Celtic legends 
Davy Spillane, Bill Whelan, 
Solas, Altan and Eileen lvers 
on Covert Records (RED INK 
will participate in the start-up 
of the label), and The Kelley 
Deal 6000 (formerly the 
Breeders) on Mpls.-based 
New West Records.

Phase I Arbitrends 
continue to show Top 40 in excel-
lent shape nationally—it looks like 
the big gains made during the 
summer have a chance to hold for 
the Big Money Book (see Ray Dio's 
riveting ratings roundup for the 
numbers. 77777) PDs are voicing 
concern about too many mid-chart 
records that are essentially radio-
only "hits," with no other support 
in the marketplace. Take care that 
you don't get overloaded in this 
regard. Remember also that with 
the "holiday mentality" about to 
kick in, the consumer has a diminished capacity to absorb a lot 
that's "new"—it takes more exposure than usual on new titles to 
get an accurate read on acceptance... The new Celine smells like 
another lock #1 from the queen of the mass-appeal ballad. The 
buzz on the film "Titanic" will reach uproar proportions by the time 
it opens Dec. 19. Your listeners will find it literally impossible to not 
have been exposed to the film & the song a few thousand times 
by then... How times have changed! On the last album, most main-
stream PDs wouldn't touch Sarah McLachlan—even with proof 
that "Possession" was a certified #1 call-out smash. This time 
around, the first single flies directly into the Top 10 & the second 
track is on the same path in short order. Kudos to Richard Palmese 
and his Arista squad for breaking an actual, honest-to-god artist... 
New Top 40 KZ$Z2Z tightens the race in San Fran, jumping to #4 
18-34 in a few short months on the air. PD Mike Edwards & MD 
Danny Ocean are making this one of the best battles to watch... 
We're at that point in the year when only a handful of new records 
have a legitimate shot to breakthrough before the holidays. 
Columbia is ending the year with a flurry of 'em, including the cer-
tified Savage Garden smash, as well as the new Will Smith (radio 
loves it) & Chantal (ditto).

This one 
is goneski... Add the new Boyz ll Men cut now & save yourself sev-
eral calls from Motown's Barbara Seltzer. You know you're gonna 
play it anyway... Music we actually like: Longpigs, Eric Sermon, 
Ben Folds Five, Paul Simon & Loreena McKennitt.

As the fall 12+ numbers start to roll, 
Star is up, 7.1 & 99X holds at 5.1. 
Baltimore: Tom Caloccoci's 92Q was off a bit at 9.2 12+, but fin-
ished the Summer as the market's leading music station, winning 18-
34, 18-49 8( 25-49. VVXYV made the move to Top 40 & ended up 
with a 3.8 under new PD Dave Ferguson. Meanwhile, PD Adam 
Goodman's VVWMX was off, at 5.5 12+, but strong 25-54. First 
phase trends put 92Q back in first place 12+ with a 10.1. Increasing 
their lead 18-34 & 25-54, they move to 17.8 and 8.8. VVXYV is down 
12+, at 3.5. VVVVMX slips to 5.4. 
Washington DC: It's a 3-way battle with relative Top 40 newcomer 
VVWZZ and PD Dale O'Brian up against longtime Rhythmic Top 40 
WPGC, with PD Jay Stevens, & Hot Adult WRQX, led through the 
book by interim (and now official) PD Steve Kosbau. WPGC pulled 
a 6.3, and WRQX 3.9 12+. WWZZ was off at 3.8, but showed solid 
growth with women 18-34 & 18-49. Over the last month, WPGC lost 
some but stayed #1 12+ at 6.0. WRO_X & WWZZ were up, 4.2 & 4.1. 
More in the following weeks, come back when you're awake.
