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Edgar Dumps TW: Is EMI Next?

Fueling increased music indus-
try speculation over an impending
play for EMI, Seagram Co. last
week sold another 15 million
shares of its Time Warner stock.
Seagram sold the stock for $965
million and will come away with
a profit of at least $800 million,
according to the company. The
sale came one day after TW stock
reached a record high and reduces
Seagram’s stake in the company
1o just 2%.

Seagram has now raised
$2.34 billion from the sale of
TW stock, including last May's
sale of 30 million shares for
$1.39 billion. Seagram’s remain-
ing 11.8 million shares will fetch
about $755 million, which
means the combined transac-
tions will likely realize a total
profit of $1 billion. Seagram has

agreed not to sell the rest of its
TW stock for at least 30 days.

Although Seagram stated it
will use its profits for “general
corporate purposes, including
repayment of debt,” music
industry speculation is focused
on buy/merge scenarios with
EMI, which has experienced a
recent decline in its stock price.

Seagram also reported sec-
ond-quarter earnings down 83%
from the previous year due to
weakened beverage sales in
Asia. The music division, how-
ever, reported cash flow up 4%
to $47 million, compared to
$45 million last year. Said Sea-
gram CEO Edgar Bronfman
Jr.: “Obviously, it’s time to
shove Chumbawamba down
China’s throat.

Beach Boy Passes

Founding Beach Boys mem-
ber Carl Wilson died last Friday
(2/6) at the age of 51 from lung
cancer in Los Angeles with his
family by his side. Known for his
angelic vocals on songs such as
“Good Vibrations,” “Wouldn't
It Be Nice” and “God Only
Knows,” Wilson had been diag-
nosed with cancer last year, but
continued to play with the band
through their 36th annual tour
last summer. Carl formed the
band with his brothers Brian
and Dennis, cousin Mike Love
and Hawthorne, CA neighbor
Al Jardine in 1962 and provided
the group with its Chuck Berry
guitar licks on such songs as
“Surfin’ U.S.A.” and “Fun Fun
Fun.” Wilson also recorded two
solo albums in three years when

he temporarily left the band in
1981. Dennis, who came up
with the original idea to write
songs about surfing, drowned in
a swimming accident in 1983,
while Brian just inked a deal
with Irving Azoff’s Giant
Records. Wilson is survived by
his wife Gina and two sons,
Jonah and Justyn.

Said biographer David
Leaf, who wrote 1978’s The
Beach Boys and the California
Myth, “Carl had one of the
most beautiful and spiritual
voices in the history of rock &
roll. It’s ironic he passed away
just as choirs on five conti-
nents were singing ‘Ode To
Joy’ at the Olympic opening
ceremonies. That was a choir
he should have been part of.”

Classical music prodigy
turned techno-pop star Falco
died in a traffic accident when
his sport utility vehicle collided
with a bus near the resort of
Puerto Plata in the Dominican
Republic last Friday (2/6).

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AN EXCLUSIVE HITS INTERVIEW WITH RCA VICE PRESIDENT A&R KEVIN EVANS BY J.J. JOHNSON

What prompted you to pursue a bachelor’s degree in commer-
cial music recording?

Growing up in Denver, | was part of several bands, and I've al-
ways been a music lover. I played the drums for awhile, and mu-
sic has been a strong inspiration in my life and a part of my life
since childhood. So that was something that I knew, at a young
age, and | wanted to be affiliated with. Then I tried to make it
my future.

Did you have aspirations to be an executive, or were you look-
ing towards performing?

I actually wanted to be more behind the scenes. When [ went to
Georgia State, | went for a bachelor’s degree in commercial mu-
sic recording, but it was also because they were one of the first
schools to offer hands-on training working in the studios from an
engineering standpoint.

What did you gain from your experience as Peabo Bryson’'s road
manager?

That was just for a short while, but I did learn how to interact
with artists. Actually, the tour I was going to be working on was
cancelled almost immediately, but I learned how to deal with the
set-up of the staging and being a part of the initial preparations
necessary for a tour. The four stages are, first, the bookkeeping,
second, the staging, third, the lighting and fourth, handling vari-
ous responsibilities from an organizational standpoint. That's
what I really gained. It was enough to stick with me and enough
for me to gain experience that I could put to use in my daily life.
As an A&R man, how do you reconcile your vision of a particu-
lar act with that act’s vision of itself?

If it’s an act that I'm with from its conception stage, then I'll be
very instrumental in determining how we set this act up—imag-

ing, marketing, their overall appearance, their look and styling,
everything that goes into really developing an artist. If it’s an
artist that’s been brought to me, that I'm seeing performing on-
stage and they already have everything in place, then I'll buy in-
to their packaging, how they see themselves. Maybe we’ll change
it to make it a little more marketable for radio and retail or help
develop a look that can stand out. But that only comes into play
after I've already sat down with the group and understood the di-
rection they'd like to pursue, the look they want and the songs
they're trying to convey... their overall idea of themselves. Then
I develop it from there. That has happened on just a few occa-
sions, because with the groups I've signed, I've really been in-
volved from the beginning. Of the 40 to 50 albums that I've
made, including gospel records, only a few had already established
a look and direction before I got there.

Let’s talk about your RCA roster, especially your success with
SWYV, Rome and Chantay Savage.

We have about 14 acts signed to the label. We try to keep it man-
ageable. When I started with the label, they had 18 acts; we cut
it down to two, SWV and Chantay Savage. The rest are artists
that we've signed since I arrived. In the case of SWV, when |
started here in June '95, it was a project that was already deliv-
ered consisting of 14 ballads. I had the option to release it or
change it. [ definitely felt there was a need to change the project
because my perception of SWV was one in which they were up-
tempo, had the clubs pumpin’ with people feelin’ and dancin’ to
the music. And I didn't hear that at all. [ had to go in, restructure
and create seven new songs, including “You’re The One,” that
were eventually the singles for their “New Beginning” album. |
wanted to bring that tempo back to the girls.

With Chantay Savage, it was very similar. She had eleven
songs that she felt were done. The album was considered deliv-
ered. Once again, | went in and cut five songs over. A couple
of them were uptempo, and [ remixed “I Will Survive,”
changed some parts on keyboard lines and we ended up coming
out with what I feel was the superhit of '96. We had to make
necessary changes to bring the music to a competitive level. It
was needed to establish RCA's Black Music Division in the
marketplace. Now, it's at a point where our new acts are com-
ing out, starting with Rome.

Rome is originally from Benton Harbor, Michigan, but [
discovered him in Los Angeles. He has an incredible voice, and
I feel his album has eleven strong songs going back to the old
R&B roots of the Isley Brothers, especially Ronald Isley. Songs
with strong lyrics and meaning. He's writing about the passion
he possesses inside toward women and toward the female audi-
ence. [t’s about love, it's about romance, it’s about positivity, it’s
about being a strong male role model.

Let’s talk about the rest of the roster.

After | cut the roster from 18 acts to two, '96 was a building
year for us, both from an employee and an artist roster stand-
point. Now, we're ready. We have Elements Of Life, a four-
member male vocal group out of Washington, D.C. They did a
remake of Anita Baker’s “Sweet Love” earlier this year and
performed at President Clinton’s inaugural ball. We're talking
to the White House

about them playing a

credible vocalist, very strong. A mature sound, but with youth
appeal. Then there's Illusions, two sets of identical twins; one
from San Diego, the other from Selma, AL. They all now reside
in Atlanta. [ fell in love with the direction they were headed
and put them in the studio immediately. These girls are very,
very strong artists. [t's not a gimmick. They have a great look,
but more importantly, they possess a lot of talent.

We also signed Tyrice Gibson, who's best known for his
Coca-Cola commercial. There was a strong bidding war for
Tyrice between four labels. Fortunately, we won that battle. We
feel he'll be an [8-year-old Bobby Brown, an overall performer.
We're developing his stage show as we speak. And he’s a nice
kid, focused and dedicated. He took some of his signing ad-
vance and bought a house because he wanted to move his fam-
ily out of Watts. He's an incredible kid.

Any other artists you care to discuss?

There's one important act that I surely want to speak about,
and that’s R&R Soul Orchestra, a band that [ found and signed
out of Brooklyn. It consists of four members who are the new
version of Loose Ends. Incredible musicians. They established
themselves about two years ago. They go back to the old idea
of, “Hey, put us up on stage, give us some instruments and we'll
show you what we can do.” They’re not a Mint Condition,
they’re not a Lo-Key. This is a group that's really just going
back to the *70s with Cameo, the Bar-Kays, and bringing it

My
A&R staff consists of just three; myself, Harve Pierre and An-
thony Morgan.

What do you demand?

To share the passion and
the fire. And to have that
eye of the tiger that's nec-
essary to make and have an
impact in the marketplace.
I don’t want RCA to be a
competitive label: | want
RCA to be a winning la-
bel, to become a trendset-
ter. | have not signed any
rap acts. I'm not looking
to compete in that mar-
ketplace. LOUD Records,

whom we promote to main-
stream radio, has the mar-
ketplace sewn up, and they
do a great job of delivering
that style of artist to the
marketplace, which we've
then been able to build up-
on. [ don't want to com-
pete with them, Death
Row or any other label that
focuses primarily on rap.
I’'m looking to sign and de-
liver straight R&B records,
young, aggressive talent
that will have longevity in
this business and, hopeful-
ly, be able to make a difference by being strong role models.
But I'm not a one-man show. I need other executives
who share that vision and have the passion, the desire, to
help in being a part of the changing of the industry. To bring
it back to where it was when we both aspired to be a part of
this business. That’s when music was key, the driving force of
the industry. We're trying to bring that back. Somebody has
to step out, become the visionary and take the lead. That's
what [ want to establish at RCA. So | demand that of
Michael, I demand that of Scott. That was shared when I in-
terviewed both of them. “Is this what you want to be a part
of? Is this what you wish to do?” The answers in all areas were
“Yes, yes, yes, yes, yes.” They have definitely jumped on
board and into the hot water and are assisting in making this

a reality for us. It's key that we understand we work for our
artists. We work not only for the artists we sign, but we work
for the artists that are a part of this industry. Somebody has
to make a change, and it begins with us. One other thing [
expect from the staff is the sharing of responsibility and un-
derstanding that our artists feed and clothe their kids. [ take
that personally. [ don't go to sleep at night just saying, “Oh,
man, | thought it was a hit record, but it wasn’t. Well, let’s
move on.” No, there’s more to it than that. If I don't sleep,

From many of your lyrics, you seem to have a unique, more worldly perspec-
tive. Given your travels and two very different living situations, do you feel
older than your 23 years?

That’s one of the great things about going abroad, leaving your home and see-
ing the wonders of the world. You get to experience life from a different per-
spective. [ got to see America in a different light. | went from a capitalist coun-
try to a socialist country—those two different realms create different environ-
ments and | was just a little kid running around in both. Seeing good people
and bad people, wars and whatever. [ became a citizen of the world—and I like
to consider myself that.

“Razorblades" is the first single. The lyrics are certainly no bullshit, dealing
with living life and facing death.

Right around when I wrote that song was the first time | was confronted with
AIDS when a friend of mine got it. Some people are devastated by it, and oth-
ers open up to the world. All of a sudden, you're confronted with death. It's
right there in your face—you're gonna die—we're all gonna die. All this bull-
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C H R l S SI l I.I.S plays the guitar and performs like a veter-

an—not an early twentysomething up-&-comer about to embark
on a hig-time musical career with a major label debut, *“100 Year
Thing” (Atlantic). And it's not just his picking abilities, it’s also an
obvious comfort with his instrument—as well as with an audience.

As corny as it sounds, he’s a natural, and although he comes by it
honestly through hours alone in his bedroom with his six-string, a
nod must also be given to his musical roots. As the son of Stephen
Stills of CS&N fame and French pop singer Veronique Sanson, Chris
spent his early years in Los Angeles banging on a drum set in his fa-
ther’s home studio, followed by classical piano training courtesy of
his mother when he was 12 and living in France. As a teenager—still
in France—he began a “love affair” with the guitar.

Initially, it was his mother who was 100% supportive and inspir-
ing, but, in time, it was his father who passed along sound advice—
“Keep your eyes open, keep eyes in the back of your head, and stay
true to yourself”’—and gave him an opportunity to get on his feet.
After graduating high school, Chris wandered in and out of scenes in
L.A. and N.Y. (where he formed a band with Leonard Cohen’s son
Adam), experimenting and playing about, but generally feeling lost.
His father hired him as a guitar tech, gave him a bunk on the bus
and allowed him the time to focus. Demo tapes led to a recording
contract, which in turn produced “100 Year Thing,” a 13-song col-
lection of blues and country-tinged pop rock that is more akin to
CS&N than current alt/pop fare.

With a view of unbelievably vibrant colors from the setting sun
across the sky above Laurel Canyon—a romantic locale to say the
least—Jennifer “The California Raisins Were Made 0f’’ Clay sat
down with the young, fair-haired singer/songwriter/musician to dis-
cuss his new outing... and stare intently into his blue eyes.

shit around us becomes meaningless—and so meaningful at the same
time. It's just a really intense spot to be in, between those two aspects of
life, and that spot right there is really strong.

“Voyeur” and “If I Were A Mountain’ also seem to he very personal.
“Voyeur” was about me. It was like [ was no longer hoping to make it,
but knowing [ would. [ wrote it in the studio and [ was all happy; my ego was
flaring. It was me saying: “l don’t need anybody, I'm independent.”

“If | Were A Mountain” is the first real song | ever wrote. It was one of those
15-minute pour-your-heart-out things. My dad was in Paris at the time, and my
mom was there, too; it was a beautiful moment. That'’s when my dad kind of
knew [ wasn't going to college. After I finished the song, my mom was like, “Oh
that’s beautiful, you're a genius.” And my dad was like, “Oh great. He can write.
Damn he’s not gonna go to college. Okay, I'll stay out of your way.”

So the songs on “100 Year Thing” were written at very different times?

I wrote “Voyeur” in the studio, but a lot of the songs | wrote when [ was in high
school, like “Lucifer & Jane,” “Desert Sands” and “Countryside.” [ wrote “Rat-
tlesnakes” in Paris when [ was on vacation.

Do you see a theme or message running through the songs even though they
were penned at very different times?

They're about life. [ didn't try particularly to follow a theme; it was just whatev-
er | was feeling at the time. They would sort of come to life.

Are most of the songs written from your own perspective or characters
you've created?

“Lucifer & Jane" is pretty much all fiction, but with bits of whatever came to
my mind. [ sort of thought of that idea after [ saw the characters Sailor and Lu-
lu in “Wild At Heart,” that sort of bad guy/good gir! thing. Those two people
always fall in love. They're always running off somewhere—like to the airport
in my song, but they’ll never make the plane because society says it’s wrong and
what are you doing with a guy like that?

Are you a bad guy?

[Laughs] No comment. | was raised sort of by my grandmother, so | know how
to be a gentleman, but sometimes I forget. [ am, by no means, an angel, but |
try to do the right thing.®

How would you characterize Black Lab’s sound?

It’s funny—people always complain, “Don’t refer to my band in terms of gther
bands, because we're different.” But [ often view our band in terms of other bands.
[ don’t know what we sound like; I'm up here singing the songs. It's just me. We
were talking about touring with Echo and the Bunnymen, one of my favorite hjnds,
but their crew were pricks, and Geoff said, “Oh man, [ don’t want to go with Hcho;
we don't really have much to do with them musically, anyway.” [ said, “Wha# are
you talking about? We're as close to Echo as we are to any other band!” And hé just
kind of looked at me weird, and I realized that neither one of us had a f**king clue
what we sound like. We all love that swirly English thing. We love Radiohead and
the Verve and all those bands that came out of that whole ‘80s English thing. But
would we make a good match playing with the Verve? [ don't know.

The similarities have more to do with vibe.

Yes, there's a darkness there, which is totally intentional. That's how [ write,
that's the sound we all love to listen to and to make when we're improvising. It
was the principal inadequacy of my previous incarmations—the instrumentation
wasn't dark enough. And it didn't rock.

At the same time, though, your songs are very economical.

[ love hearing great pop hits on the radio. I love one-hit-wonder bands, and I love
it when a band can do it over and over. That’s what [ aspire to; [ want to make
something super-catchy and also super-emotionally potent in a very short period
of time. And everybody else in the band feels that way, too. We've had to yank
Michael to get him to play solos. He’s just not into that. We'll say, “This is the
time you play a solo,” and he'll say, “Can we cut it in half?”’

But [ feel like I fail so often with these songs. [ get this great idea for a song and
kind of map it out with a chorus, and then when it comes time to get into the
grooves, the gritty details of the verses, [ feel I'm not really able to bring out the
concrete images around what [ say—so it just ends up being short. These songs
are whole little worlds, but when you count the number of syllables you're given

The darkly passionate,
guitar-driven sound of San Fran-
cisco’s Black Lab couldn’t be more
timely, given the energy of the
Active Rock format.

to draw them out, it’s pretty much stacked against you.

There’s definitely a sense of shorthand in a lot of what you write.

[t is better, because everybody takes what they hear and applies their own in-
terpretation. One of the things that really got me to chill out about it—because
[ used to write these seven-minute songs, one verse after another—was doing
some actor’s training with a good friend of mine. He'd say, when you've got this
role, you should go home and write ten pages about the whole world of the
character, the back story. It doesn’t show up to the audience; all they're going
to get are the lines and your body. You want to develop a whole history for this
character so it gives your line readings and your body movements substance.
And the equivalent in music would be my singing voice. That's always in there,
and I think it's one of the reasons I sing in a really emotional fashion—because
I'm singing from this place of failure to communicate.
The words aren’t enough.

Isn’t that where songs come from in the first place,
from the fact that they can’t he fully expressed only in words?

Yeah, you'd write a book or an epic poem if you wanted to make this whole ar-
gument. ['ve been so shitty, because I've written 60 songs and ['ve finished, like,
three of ‘em. Right now, they're just great; they've got all this potential— great
melody, great lyric hooks and they're all waiting to be unraveled. But it's really
disappointing when you unravel a song, because it’s like, is that it? Yup, that's as
goad as [ can make it. All right, try again next time.

What would you do differently?

When you make your first major-label record, there’s a certain amount of intim-
idation going on about how much f**king money is being spent every minute. It's
not that people were preventing us from taking risks. It’s just that you have this
internal critic saying, “Well, we've gotta get this done fast, and we know what
works, so let’s go with what works” rather than “Let’s f**k with this.” And that's
what [ think we’re really looking forward to next time—having a little more time,
integrating more of the weird sounds we make when we jam into the songs. It just
takes time and we're still a new band. We're totally psyched about the next
record—and [ think the songs are gonna be better, too.®

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Time to get in out of the “Rain” with Billie Myers N -

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Billie Myers has a busy day ahead of her and her plane being delayed isn’t helping matters. Our interview is running about an hour be-
hind schedule and when I finally get her on the phone, she’s a little out of breath, but excited to talk about her debut album “Growing
Pains’’ (Universal). Produced by Desmond Child, the album is an exotic mix of rock and R&B. The London-based singer and songwriter
offers a richly textured vocal experience, reminiscent of Joan Armatrading. However, she adeptly puts her own unique musical foot for-
ward on songs such as the current single, ““Kiss the Rain,” an intense musical and lyrical journey into a long-distance relationship. On
“Tell Me,” Myers offers a provocative concept for the imagination to nibble on, when she takes an unexpected look at male-female role
reversal. Sultry and seductive, Myers and her music beckon for audible attention, which is just what she doesn’t get from HITS’ own,
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very tone-deaf Roxanne Ruben “Tuesday.”

What is Billie Myers alt about?

She is multi-dimensional in the respect that there
are times when it's nice to be sultry and there are
times when I'm probably very, very playful.

How would you categorize your music?

With great difficulty. It’s kind of a bit rocky, kind of
a bit poppy, kind of a bit folky. It's a mixed match of
different styles.

I hear some Joan Armatrading in there. What oth-
er singers or influences would you say surface on
this album?

[ can answer that question really by what people
have said to me. It's great that people are drawing
comparisons to me and Joan Armatrading because
she’s incredible. I also noticed people are drawing
comparisons to Chrissie Hynde as well. [ think that's
really true.

[ grew up listening to Joni Mitchell, Armatrading
and the Pretenders. So it's natural what they do is all
over the album. [ didn’t mean to copy, but they have
been influences in the way that when you write
songs, you think, this song reminds me of so-and-so
and you want to create the same feeling that song
created in you.

You had a tough family situation growing up. Has
music provided a kind of therapy?

Making this album is the most expensive therapy
I've had. Writing is great therapy. Instead of losing
my temper, which [ can do, I try to vent on paper. |
find it more constructive.

As far as my upbringing, every teenager thinks of
their life as the worst, whether it’s because they can't
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stay up past ten or they have to go to school. [ don't
know that mine was any worse than what everyone
else was going through. It made me more hypersen-
sitive to what was going on around me, though.
Before this album, you wrote poetry and narratives
mostly?

[ prefer staying away from the term “poet.” [ write
narratives, but [ don't write like Maya Angelou, un-
fortunately—she’s a genius poet. | write little narra-
tives—my thoughts on what's going on around me.
Maybe that is poetry; I'm not sure. Usually the lyrics
are the starting point for a song, or I'll have a couple
of lines of something running around in my head
and when | hear music, that marries the idea to the
song.

Is that basically how the songs come together?

[t varies, but basically there are two levels for me...
The musical level is one. You should be able to play
it on an acoustic guitar or piano. If I can do that, |
know I'm halfway toward a good song. Secondly,
whatever the chord structure or progression is
should in itself emote the context of the song. If |
can listen to it without words and be taken on the
journey, when [ write lyrics, then [ know I'm in the
right place. [ write very visually. It's almost like hav-
ing an ongoing video playing in my head when I'm
writing. Sometimes you don't want to wear your
heart on your sleeve, so you end up trying to be a bit
too clever to disguise that.

What was it like working with Desmond Child?
To be honest, [ was in awe of Desmond for a while—
to work with someone who's sold so many records. It

was very educational and inspiring.

What goes through your mind when you perform?
[Laughs] At the moment, I'm thinking very much
about keeping the song in tune. I really enjoy per-
forming, but I'm still at that point where I'm very
physical and thinking when I'm actually singing. I'm
kind of like an actress really; I go back very much to
the idea that started the initial song. So I can quite
easily fall into that character because [ know the in-
stance behind the reason why it was written.

What is a Billie Myers concert like?

At the moment, we've made a conscious decision to
strip everything down to two acoustic guitars and
myself. | feel, if people can hear the songs lyrically
driven, they'll understand me a lot more. So we've
been doing acoustic versions of “Kiss the Rain” and
“Tell Me.”

“Tell Me” has a very interesting gender switch.

[ basically sit down with my friends and have all
these different discussions. And one of the repeated
discussions was, What would you do if you were the
man... making love to a woman?

Men seem to be driven by sex. [ mean, I enjoy sex,
but I'm not driven by it like a lot of men are. They
must be getting something more than we are. [ wrote
that song because it seemed [ wasn’t alone in that
feeling. My friends wanted to know what that would
be like, not only on a sexual level, but what it would
be like to have the power that men to some degree
command just by being male... which is very unfair
in this society, but they do seem to get away with a
lot more than women do.®

I read that myself. I thought, finally someone had gotten it. [
love both of them. [ admire their music enough to where I lis-
ten to it all the time. [ appreciate that kind of influence as op-
posed to more recent bands whom we don't really listen to, but
people seem to think we do.
WERE YOU LISTENING TO THE THINGS THAT IT SOUNDS LIKE
YOU WERE LISTENING TO—THE STONES, THE BURRITOS?
Believe it or not, [ wasn't. [ was listening to melodic punk, stuff
like Husker Di. My interest from the start was to be musical but,
I suppose, loud.
WHEN DID YOU FIRST START WRITING SONGS?
I wrote my first song when I was 16. My first band was called
the Patty Duke Syndrome, which was a kind of Sonic Youth-
type band. [ was in a couple of bands in Raleigh, which was
when I really started taking songwriting seriously. It was really
loud Replacements or Clash-type songs. I started the Patty
Duke Syndrome again with one of the original members
who'd moved to Raleigh. When that band broke up, a lot of
things went wrong for me. I'd broken up with a girlfriend that
was very important to me. Out of this came a lot of these sad-
der, more mature songs. [ think that was probably when I be-
came a better songwriter.
WERE YOU CONSCIOUSLY WRITING MORE COUNTRY-ORI-
ENTED SONGS?
Some of them are country, but I don't think all of them are. [
like to use sympathetic instruments and tones. | wanted to
open up more emotional space in the songs. I wasn't upset

Did you feel you needed a break to get yourself together?
I'm glad it took me a little minute to get my album out.
Because everything happened so fast. | could figure out who
[ was. [t took a while, but I'm happy with the result. Now ['m
secure in who [ am as an artist, and I'm just having a good
time. I really believe everything happens for a reason. I sit
back and ride the wave.

That song resurfaces on "My
Balls,” which was produced by N. (Happy) Perez, among oth-
ers, and features such guests as Mystikal, C-Loc, Master P,
Fiend, Lucky Knuckles and Maxminelli. "I'm like a ghetto
prophet kickin' gangsta politics,” Young Bleed says. We call
that truth in advertising, Ms. Tucker.

Charlie Walk:
Bill Gavin reincarnate

New York City is once
again a hotbed of radio activity,
now =~ith more competitors in the
contamporary arena than ever be-
fore. Add to this the fact that most
of these competitors are owned by
the same company, and we've got
the makings of what will surely be
the most watched, scrutinized and
emulated radio market for the next
few years to come. The family of
playe-s in this game is also quite
inces uous, giving the whole affair
even more of an intriguing twist.
The satings leader is Emmis’ Hip-
Hop giant Hot 97, led by programming guru Steve Smith. These
guys do what they do so extremely well that they truly own their
turf. They weathered a brief dip out of the top spot when WKTU
made their strong debut over a year ago, but have since returned
to urchallenged dominance in the contemporary world. Then we
have the Chancellor stations. It still boggles the mind to consider
one owner operating five major FMs in NYC. These guys are the
proverbial 600-pound gorilla. Everywhere you go, there they are—
starting with Frankie Blue's WKTU, the dance/disco/rhythm king
of N¥C. After a hugely successful launch that saw them top the
mark2t briefly, they have settled comfortably into the mid-to upper
4 sha-e range, and are consistently top five 25-54. This is one huge-
ly profitable radio station that uniquely fills the niche of the
club/dance music world as well as serving as a rhythmic Hot A/C
for th e market. Frankie was the longtime MD at Top 40 giant Z-
100, another of the Chancellor properties. When Tom Poleman
took the programming reins at that legendary station nearly two
years ago, most pundits thought the station was beyond repair.
Tom nas done a masterful job returning Z to its real “Top 40 for
Long Island & New Jersey” roots, and it has paid off with a massive
ratings resurgence. Chancellor also has the newest entry in the
game, WBIX “Big 105,"” an upbeat A/C for 30-40 year-old women
who have grown out of Z-100 but are presumably not sleepy
enough yet for Chancellor’s market leading WLTW “Lite 105.” Big
105’s PD is former Z-100 & WPLJ staffer Adam Goodman, widely
considered to be one of the brightest young minds in the business.
Bet cn these guys to move up and out of the quagmire. Chancellor
also has Active Rocker WAXQ “Q104,” which is fighting it out for
18-32 year-old men with CBS’ WXRK, home of market morning
dommnator Howard Stern and programmer Steve Kingston. WXRK
is on & recent ratings upsurge, due to even more massive numbers
for Heward, and increases outside mornings fueled by the addition
of more “traditional” rock to their previously alternative mix. Then
there’s ABC's WPLJ, with Scott Shannon & Tom Cuddy at the
helm Ratings have been dipping a bit of late, but Scott’s morning
show and Rocky Allen’s PM drive fest continue to pullin fat demos
& revenue. Scott, of course, created and launched Z-100 to market
dom nance, Steve used to program Z-100, too. At one time, Scott,
Steve, Frankie, and Adam all worked at Z-100 together. These
compatitors know each other inside and out, making every move
in this chess game all the more interesting. All eyes on the Apple—
who do you think takes the next big bite?
