t's the first hit record to start on the Internet and the 
first spoken-word smash since Sgt. Barry Sadler's "The 
Ballad of the Green Berets" landed on top of the charts 

back in '66, when supporting the Vietnam war was still cool. 
The listed artist isn't on the record at all, and its writer 

was mistakenly identified as a best-selling author. 
The record is Aussie director Baz Luhrmann's 

"Everybody's Free (To Wear Sunscreen)," and it has 
spurred national airplay and sales of his Capitol 
album, "Something For Everybody," which was first 
released in January '98. 

The director of youth cult films "William Shake-
speare's Romeo & Juliet" and "Strictly Ballroom" 
originally discovered the text the way everybody 
else did-as an e-mail mistakenly identifying it as a 
commencement speech given by Kurt Vonnegut at 
MIT. After discovering the piece was actually a 
tongue-in-cheek graduation column written for the 
Chicago Tribune in June '97 by Mary Schmich, Baz pro-
ceeded to set it to a choir version of Rozalla's '80s U.K. 
dance-floor hit, "Everybody's Free (To Feel Good)," with 
Australian actor Lee Perry reading the lines like a kindly father 
dispensing hard-earned wisdom. 

Luhrmann says the way the piece proliferated marked a 
historic moment in the life of the Internet. "What I think is 
extraordinary, apart from the inherent values in the ideas is...

at the right time," is how Warner Bros. Inc. Sr. VP Soundtrack Development Danny 
el/le (71 Bramson explains the most defining moment in his career. For me, it was in a karaoke 

bar in upstate New York when two gorgeous brunettes, who at the least were very 
drunk, and who must have lost a bet with their friends, decided to prove to me that God existed. But I digress. For Bramson, it meant 
being the first promoter to book rock bands into the Universal Amphitheatre at the wunderkind age of 21. By the time he was a ripe 
old 25, Bramson had started Backstreet Records, whose roster featured Tom Petty and the Heartbreakers, Nils Lofgren and Men 
Without Hats. (Yes we can blame Bramson for the "Safety Dance"). The label also released several cutting-edge soundtracks that fea-
tured Neil Young, David Bowie, Ry Cooder and Keith Emerson. But hold it, there's still more. 

If you don't know the very successful and wildly energetic (this is a fancy word for eccentric minus the bib and dribble) executive, 
you do know his work. It was Bramson who procured "In Your Eyes" from Peter Gabriel for one of the most memorable scenes ever in 
Cameron Crowe's "Say Anything"; delivered the "Phenomenon" soundtrack, featuring Eric Clapton and Babyface's classic duet, 
"Change The World"; supervised the 8.2 million selling (and counting), multiple-Grammy winning and inspiring "City Of Angels" 
soundtrack, supervised "Batman & Robin," "Jerry Maguire" and the culturally defining "Singles" soundtrack, which in 1992 featured 
then-"baby bands" Pear/ Jam, Alice In Chains, Soundgarden and Smashing Pumpkins. He's done so much more, but how nice can I 
possibly be to one guy? 
Bramson is also known for his extraordinary ability to carve music into a film where it seamlessly and effortlessly becomes part of 

what's on the screen. Currently, Bramson is wrapping up the soundtrack to the "Austin Powers" sequel, getting ready to release Ron 
Howard's "ED TV," with a first single from a reunited Bon Jovi, before he starts work on Cameron Crowe's still-untitled follow-up to 
"..Jerry Maguire." As soundtrack honcho for the combined Warner/Reprise labels, Bramson could easily have sat back, relaxed and 
stopped sitting in editing suites 'til dawn. But this is not the first bad decision of his career. He also opted to sit down with HITS' own 
Real World souse, "If you were a pint of Guinness, what kind of ..." Dominic Griffin. 
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What do you see as the purpose of a soundtrack album? 
The best soundtracks are the ones that remind you of an experience you had in 
the dark, watching a movie. 
What separates a good soundtrack from a great one? 
This is a pretty personal question, actually. To me, it's 
the ones that aren't reaching out, trying to sell you any-
thing more than the experience that the filmmaker gave 
you with their movie. From The Graduate" to "Jerry 
Maguire" to `City Of Angels"... if the soundtrack does-
n't give you the same feeling as the movie, it might be a 
good record, but it's not a soundtrack... It's a compila-
tion. I feel like I've failed if somebody comes up to me 
and says, "Good movie.., great soundtrack." You can go 
to the record store in Heathrow Airport and find 50, 
100 amazing collections of music. It's sort of an art form 
overseas. But a great soundtrack is something that re-
minds you of what you connected with in the movie. If 
it keeps that feeling alive, it's a great soundtrack. 
What do you think was your first great soundtrack? 
I can tell you the one that gave me the biggest thrill. I 
was lucky enough to have released Tom Petty and the 
Heartbreakers' "Damn The Torpedoes" album on my 
label, Backstreet Records, and the success gave me the 
luxury of leverage. One of the first things I did was re-
lease the soundtrack to a very underrated movie called 
'Where The Buffalo Roam," based on the Hunter Thompson book. To have Neil 
Young with the Edmonton Symphony doing "Home On The Range" was a fan's 
dream. I was one of these kids who waited in line to see Neil Young at Royce Hall, 
UCLA... so that one is my sentimental favorite, for sure. 

but I was there championing the cause, and MCA gave me the ball and let me run 
with it. That was my first experience, booking shows, meeting managers and 
artists. Sneaking my friends backstage at my own shows. Again, a fan's dream. 
With the exception, maybe, of when I snuck my longtime buddy, Cameron 

Crowe, backstage for a Frank Sinatra concert. Sinatra 
walked to the stage, saw me and my long-haired friend 
md gave me a look like, "Kid, watch the list." 
"City Of Angels" has sold over 8 million records 
worldwide. Yet, at one point the film was not going 
to use any songs to help tell the narrative. How did 
you end up getting involved? 
In the summer of '97, I had just finished a mn of 12 
straight films culminating with the "Batman & Robin" 
project. I couldn't be more proud of the work with 
Billy [Corgan] and the Pumpkins, Jewel, R. Kelly and 
Bone Thugs N Harmony, but it was the rare film in my 
career where the songs and music had little, if any, 
emotional connection with the film. It left me with a 
bit of a hollow aftertaste because it was really more of 
an appendage to the whole "Batman" campaign than 
part of the film experience. I was looking for an inti-
mate, musically porous film to inspire me. By accident, 
I came across the script for "City Of Angels." I was im-
mediately taken with the title, but it was more than 
just about angels. To me, it was about spirituality, the 

timelessness of love, and its strength and power to surmount the greatest obstacles. 
I called the film's producer, Chuck Roven, out of the blue during their last cou-

ple of weeks of shooting and conveyed my inspiration. I flew into LA. and sat 
down with he and the director, screened about 15 minutes of rough, out-of-con-

What is the most difficult part of putting a soundtrack together? 
Finding a movie that deserves a great marriage between music and film. Not every 
movie does. A lot of times you have to have the courage to say "no" to very decent 
and very insistent people who are desperate to sell their movie. It's hard sometimes. 
How has the soundtrack business changed since you've been doing this? 
It has become a business. Which is good, but plenty of directors and record com-
panies get into the soundtrack game without a true love of music. The great thing 
is that, as always, fans know when they're getting barraged with b-sides. In the 
movie business not too long ago, product differential was that special film with a 
cool soundtrack and an inspired video. Now, product differential is the movievith-
out an accompanying soundtrack. TV specials, mini-series', Playstation games... 
you name it and there is a "soundtrack." The sheer cost of the attendant feeding 
frenzy is tantamount to the start of free agency in baseball. Synergistic marketing 
is now pro forma. What was considered a cyclical and trendy one-off, or addition-
al business to the labels, has now become a key component of the core businesses 
of any record company. To survive and be successful, both financially and cre-
atively, comes down to the choices you make. 
Can you pick a defining moment in your career? 
Probably being at the right place, at the right time, with the right idea. I started at 
the Universal Amphitheatre, bringing rock to that venue. It was going to happen, 

text footage and immediately stepped into it. Ironically, [director] Brad Silberling 
had never conceived of using songs to complement his narrative. They had com-
missioned Gabriel Yared ['The English Patient"] to design the essentially score-
driven film. My breakthrough with him and Chuck was carving out what is now 
the three-minute-thirty-second montage featuring the impassioned lyric and vo-
cal performance of Sarah McLachlan's "Angel." With that creative breakthrough, 
I was able to both find my muse as well as have the filmmakers entrust my vision. 
However, every song placement and the overall musical design was in constant 
creative tumult. Inconceivable as it sounds today, I had to truly audition every 
song and its placement up to the final days of mixing. Chuck Roven's continual 
support of my vision was the one constant that never wavered. 
The romantic and spiritual compass points of the movie inspired me, but I was 

overwhelmed with the creative acceptance from the artists I approached. U2 and 
Sarah were the first to see the film in its primitive state. U2 said yes the next day. 
I'll never forget Sarah all but collapsing in my arms in tears after watching the 
roughest of cuts. Their affirmation was profound to me. 
We then sent the movie to Peter Gabriel in England. I had previously worked 

with Peter on Cameron Crowe's "Say Anything," featuring his classic "In Your Eyes." 
Peter hadn't done an album since 1992 or '93 and, you know, I was just another one 
of these gooey, precious movie guys sending another film to Peter Gabriel only to 
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have it rejected. But instead, again, it obviously touched the heart and creative muse 
in him. He wrote a haunting song called "I Grieve." The hard part was finally having 
him cut it loose. Miraculously, he sent me the final mixes hours before we mastered 
the album. It's rare in this era for a film and its music to stand out and make an im-
pact. It's even more rare that a film can actually inspire 
an artist to write something original and heartfelt. 
We screened that same primitive cut one night for 

Alanis [Morissette]. I'll forever treasure the next day's 
phone call from Scott Welch telling me that he was 
sending over a piano and vocal demo that Alanis had 
written and recorded in her living room after returning 
home from the screening, just before she left for India 
the next day. The lyric and her raw vocal just staggered 
me. Pure magic.Literally, that's what happened. By the 
way, God bless Rob Cavallo. I build a pyramid to his feet 
to this day for turning it into a breathtaking record. 

The next day, [Goo Goo Do11.1 Johnny Rzeznick 
walked into my office, guitar in hand, an artist truly in-
spired after seeing the movie. He played me a single 
verse, along with that undeniable hook and chorus. That 
was it. Most people know I had never said no to Johnny 
in the past, and this skeleton of an idea had the poten-
tial to finally be the "one." Again, Rob came in and pro-
duced the classic "Iris." The creative watershed and ac-
ceptance from the artists that I most treasure and revere 
was magical, nothing less. And the best part? Getting in my car and listening ro the 
sequence and collection of songs for the first time. 
Could you have ever imagined the impact of "Singles"? What were your thoughts 
and goals going in that film? 

with it for weeks. We even shot the opening of the movie with the song blasting on 
the set. This is a director who makes a music supervisor look good. The other part, of 
course, is getting permission to use the song. And a good music supervisor knows how 
to plead and fight for . 1 song that ain't easy to get cleared. Like stuff from McCartney's 

first solo album, which nobody had been able to use be-
fore. That's when it's fun. When you walk into the edit-
ing room and can say, "You know that song we didn't 
think we could get? Guess what r' What it truly comes 
down to is a respect for the process. And unrelenting pas-
sion. You need diplomatic skills worthy of Kissinger in 
Paris. It's all about malleability and taking the marketing 
campaign all the way through the video sellthn 1 h. Fol-

through, follow through, follow through. 
Companies like Sony and Hollywood release over a 
dozen soundtracks a year, yet you release just 
three or four. Do you ever see yourself getting to 
a point where you're not supervising as much and 
just managing the department? 
Again, it's a personal thing for me. I live for the pro-
jects, and the movies. There's only so many hours in 
a day, and so much time to put a soundtrack to-
gether. I admire someone like Glen Brunman, who 
can oversee and release a multitude of soundtracks. 
But for me, I'm afraid volume is just a knob on my 
stereo. I can only do so many. 

You also are unusual in that you have dual roles inside Warner Records and 
Warner Films. Explain what the roles are and why it makes perfect sense. 
After having been weaned on the stationery at MCA Inc., I treasured my indepen-
dence producing music for film. I had many flattering offers to come back inside by

The original idea was to create a brand-new musical environment out of all those 
great bands who were just starting out back then. [Director] Cameron [Crowe], 
who lives up there in Seattle most of the time, took no money for the soundtrack. 
He wanted the bands to get some start-up cash to pay for their rehearsal spaces. 
Most of the musicians had jobs in the art department or as extras. By the time the 
movie came out, of course, Nirvana, Pearl Jam and Soundgarden had all explod-
ed. None of us expected the cultural landslide. But the hidden gem is still Paul 
Westerberg's score, which was never released on disc. It's brilliant. Westerberg used 
to say to us, "Why me? I'm not from Seattle." And we said to him, "You're the out-
of-towner who makes it all work!" I still love the movie. 
What makes a good music supervisor? 
Someone who knows how to use music... as opposed to misusing It. If you're 
putting music cues in a movie that has no room for it—or forcing a director to use 
music he's never heard before—chances are, it'll bite you in the ass. The music will 
only come off as crass, or worse, a distraction. Not only are you not going to sell 
soundtracks, you're going to ruin the movie. But to find a perfect marriage.., most 
of the time, that's in the heart of the director. Cameron, for example, has said that 
he wrote "Jerry Maguire" as an excuse to use the live version of "Magic Bus" from 
the Who's "Live At Leeds." He made a tape of the song, and Tom Cruise rehearsed

various labels and film companies, but in the end, had always turned them down. I 
revere the process of making movies and carrying them all the way home to market. 
Keeping my hands in the paint was essential to me. As I sit in this office today, how 
proud am I to be at the home where Frank Sinatra pounded in the first nail? The 
legacy and artists of Warner/Reprise are unsurpassed in my book... Neil Young, Frank 
Sinatra, Joni Mitchell, R.E.M., Madonna, Prince, Eric Clapton, etc. etc. 

My conversations with Warner spanned a year-and-a-half over three differ-
ent chairmanships. I was excited to work with my longtime friend Gary LeMel 
and his staff. That was a constant lure throughout that period. Then came Russ 
Thyret. I truly treasure this man. Russ, combined with the Warner Music Group, 
now headed by Bob Daly and Terry Semel, finally won me over. I am the Sr. VP 
of Soundtrack Development for the combined labels of Warner Bros. Inc. The 
key component was that they let me keep my hands in the paint. I have an ex-
clusive arrangement to hands-on produce and supervise the music of selected 
films for Warner Bros. and Gary LeMel. It was the perfect equation. The cre-
ative freedom, combined with the executive stripes, has worn well with me. 
What's next for Danny Bramson?

Time to tickle the ivories with singer-

songwriter Rufus Wainwright 
BY SIMON GLICKMAN 

to his self-titled debut ' 
album on Dream Works and his 
dramatic, idiosyncratic live perfor-
mances, singer-songwriter Rufus 
Wainwright has become a critical 
lading and standard-bearer for fans of 
phisticated, romantic pop. 

Recalling such predecessors as Randy 
Newman, Brian Wilson, Burt 
Bacharach and Kurt Weill with his 
well-wrought tunes, Wainwright—the 
son of folk artists Loudon Wainwright 
III and Kate McGarrigle—is starting 
to make his presence felt in the 
mainstream, after nearly a year as an 
object of adoration for the gay press 
(he's cheerfully, even goofily out) 
and the pop underground. But he 
might've considered shrinking from 
the limelight after enduring the 
insipid queries of HITS' own April 
Fool Simon Glickman "Of La Mancha." 

What have you been up to? 
1 haven't been back in New lork tor a while, so I had to do everything in one 
night. Tomorrow I'm doing a Perry Ellis fashion show; I've never really done one 
before, and I'm doing it for that reason. I may never do one again! 
Have you become an insufferable diva as a result? 
I already had that credential. I just don't have the body yet. 
Who else will be in the show? 
I think it's just models and me. "Models and Me"—it's like a TV show. I'll be in 
the grand finale; they're gonna play my record. 
And you've been touring the world. 
Yes, all over... Japan, Europe. Japan was pretty amazing, because fans there tend 
to be quite rabid. At one point, I was mobbed by a few little girls, who were quite 
strong for their size and almost pulled me off the stage. Also, even though it was-
n't perhaps a big show, I really loved playing Vienna. It's the hometown of a lot 
of my favorite composers. I drank a lot of wine before the show and thought I saw 
the ghost of Mozart or something. The angst of the city... I really dig that. I played 
a tiny little club under some railway tracks. After hearing my songs, people just 
went out and lay down on the tracks. 
You had Beatlemania in Japan and 18th-Century angst in Europe. 
Yeah, "The Sorrows of Young Werther." I've also done the Midwest, Cincinnati, 
people yelling "faggot" at me... that type of thing. It was actually interesting, be-
cause at that point I was opening for 13arenaked Ladies doing 10,000-seaters. I 
was singing and people yelled some stuff; I got offstage and the Barenaked Ladies 
came on and they were very sweet. They said, "We'd like ro welcome some of our 
audience members from the '50s to the '90s." I just barely made it out of there 
alive. Actually, I think that might have been in St. Louis. It was one of the only 
times that ever happened; it was extremely unusual and very disconcerting. Be-
cause it's one thing when you're playing and people are booing, talking or not 
paying attention to von. But once ;hey laugh and poke fun at von, it can really 
pull the rug out. 
Well, whether you like it or not, you're kind of a trailblazer. People who make 
the kind of music you make are usually not out, so a is revolutionary, ia a way. 
And 1 can look pretty silly sometimes. 
But clearly people are responding to the music. 
Yes, and that's what, in my mind, will save me. It's good to be comfortable with 
yourself, but you need to hide behind something! 
These songs aren't explicitly gay in theme... They could be anyone's stones. 

But the context is there for people who know about you. 
I'm definitely digging deep into myself and paying the price sometimes, but it's 
worth it. 
Are you writing a lot now? 
All the time. I was just in Montreal for two weeks, and I played about five or six 
hours a day. Got to come out with that new big hit, y'lcnow. I'm about to embark 
on another three-month tour, I'd just gotten used to not being on tour, and now 
I've got to go back. America and Europe. I think America will be great—San 
Francisco is already sold out—but I don't know what Europe will be like. Pretty 
much everyone I've been working with has been fired after the consolidation. 
The last time I toured Europe, it was kinda spotty at times. I played a lot of little 
venues. But I'm pretty sure America's gonna be great. 
It seems like the record's picking up steam. You've had a lot of press expo-
sure—the fashion show, the Gap commercial. 
I really do much better, sales-wise, when I'm headlining. The opening spots did-
n't make much of a dent. I'm really excited to make the next record. I love this 
album, but it's become sort of like, let's sell this one so I can go on to make the 
next project. 
Going back to the Gap spot—the " what are you doing New Year's Eve?" 
song—how did that come about? 
I think it came about betause I hung around in bars in LA., and became visible 
enough. I think the gay world is a little network, especially in LA., and word got 
out that I was available and palatable. All those drinks paid off. And the song is 
by Frank Loesser, who wrote "Guys and Dolls." The first version of it I did was a 
lot slower. I thought it was too fast, personally, but that's TV 
It occurred to me that a lot of women would be swooning over you after that 
spot started running. 
I have that "lonely, help me, love me" thing. Probably the punch line to all that 
is I had a horrible New Year's Eve. I had the crazy idea of going to Berlin to sort 
of find myself in 'The Threepenny Opera," with Sally Bowles dancing on a table. 
But that didn't happen at all. I was just hiding all the time from drunk German 
teenagers. So the answer to "What am I doing New Year's Ever' Nothing.*

SONGS IN THE KEY OF LIFE: People in and out of radio remi-
niscing to me lately about the old " network" back-in-the-day of 
musically savvy PDs and MDs that would talk shop each week and 
break records nationally as a result. There's been massive specula-
tion about whether the " network" still exists or if it can come back. 
As anybody in radio can tell you, there's more pressure and less 
margin for error than ever with "experimentation" on new music, 
which is why so much of that earlier, maverick mindset dissolved. 
Even with all this "corporatization," though, I seriously think a new 
school of musicheads is emerging on the under. They're primar-
ily up-n-coming programmers who are aggressive—they go thru 
CDs by hot artists and bump album tracks, find independent stuff 
in the streets and put it on the air, track down secret-weapon 
jams and genuinely LOVE music. Definitely the recipe for a NEW 
CREW. Be on the lookout for them—and no, I'm not gonna name 
names, cuz they will make themelves apparent on their own, over 
time. This is gonna be an influential bunch when they link up and 
get going... Musically this week, the big story continues to be the 
ascension of Maxwell's done-deal jam " Fortunate," which is start-
ing to show signs of spreading way past urban crossover—HELLO. 
If you're on the fence about Maxwell, just feel warm and fuzzy 
inside with this knowledge: Active phones where it's being played, 
lots of early shots on usually-late customers. It's a hit... Musicheads 
into the new Ginuwine album, especially the duet with Aaliyah, 
"Final Warning," which got major love on listens. And while we're 
on the subject of Epic, they're about to get HOT in a minute with 
Men Of Vizion " Break Me Off" on deck (that's my jam—KICK-ASS 
hook on that) and Jennifer Lopez comin' soon with " If You Had 
My Love." It's very rhythmic-pop, and sounds like a smash to me. 
Be checkin' for both these jams—they're majorly worthy of a music 
meeting... So what's the real action with TLC's next single? Strong 
vibes here that the more urban-leaning crossovers are gonna go 
with one track ("Good At Being Bad,"aka the " Bitch Like Me" 
song) and mainstream/rhythm leaning towards another (" Unpret-
ty"). Does format segmentation spell double-A side for LaFace/ 
Arista?... Silkk The Shocker & babydiva Mya generating lotsa 
positivity from the majors with "Somebody Like Me" (Priority). 
Look for some instant phone stories from these two. Mya is blow-
ing up to be quite the starlet, isn't she? I feel her edging into that 
exclusive new little irritating pop brat-pack that includes Brandy, 
Monica, Jennifer Love-Hewitt & Britney. Well, if that's your flavor, 
right on, man—they're all superstars & sell millions... Life's a bitch, 
cuz 'She's A Bitch' is leaking all over the place. Not a bigger 
bummer on the planet than getting beat on-air with a superstar 
release, right? It always turned me into a big BAT—just ask Joey. 
Track this puppy down ASAP, cuz it's the SHIT... Don't forget to 
bond with your Les Nubians CD—call your Virgin rep for a copy... 
After last week's column, I got mucho feedback from program-
mers all over who are playing DMX "Slippin" with success. Over-
all vibe is it's a real hit that calls out and everything. We love that. 
With the Spring Book comin', the bigger the hits are, the better... 
Congrats to Johnny and Joey C for their big-time-fierce showing 
with JT Money "Who Dat?" What a kick-ass party jam. It's explod-
ing at the majors and building every week... Shout-outs: Earl "Rules 
the World" Jackson at Elektra, Bobby Sato (let's find this pro-
grammer a job—he's AWESOME), Brenda Romano from Inter-
scope, Sean Taylor at Hot 97 and Lauren from Def Jam... I'm Out!

A few noteworthy tracks: "25 To Life," a 
Wyclef-produced hip-hop epic from Xzibit, Juvenile, Nature, Ja 
Rule and Reptile, "It's Like Everybody," Kelly's funky, midtempo 
collaboration with DJ Quik, the brilliant "Fortunate" from 
Maxwell (if that incandescent falsetto doesn't affect you, check 
yourself for a pulse), Wyclef's inspiring, Marvin Gaye-esque 
"New Day" (featuring sax by Kenny G, of all people) and the 
funky 'What Goes Around" (also by Wyclef) from Khadejia 
f/Marie Antoinette. Then there are tracks from K-Ci & Jojo (the 
earthy "Life," written by Kelly), Destiny's Child f/Mocha (Kelly's 
sultry "Stimulate Me"), the Isley Brothers f/ Ronald Isley (the 
Kelly ballad "Speechless"), Kelly Price (R. Kelly's " It's Gonna 
Rain"), Sparkle (a bold—and phat—Wyclef-produced remake of 
the Minnie Riperton classic "Loving You"), Brian McKnight, Mya 
(another Kelly composition, "Why Should I Believe You") and 
more. Even in these days of star-packed STs, "Life" is unusually 
rich; best of all, a majority of the material keeps the film's 
themes of freedom lost and regained in the foreground. Lock 
yourself up with this one for a while, and you'll be captivated.
