MID surroundings hallowed by in- 

numerable patriotic memories the 

Thirty-fifth Annual Convention of the 

American Federation of Musicians was 

formally opened at Boston, Massachusetts, 

Monday, June 9, 1930, in the Copley- 

Plaza Hotel. 
The clouds hung low and a rain which 

seemed to be a mixture of morning dew 

and ocean spray was constantly in evi- 

dence, but the assembled musicians re- 

tMTembered Bunker Hill and proceeded to 

battle with the elements. With Delegate 

James T. Kenney of Local No. 9 as Grand 

Marshall, the scheduled parade formed 

in line and with a wonderful band under 

the leadership of Brother Joseph Freni, 

the delegates marched until an unusually 

heavy inundation from the weeping skies 

brought marching to an end and with 

the taking of the usual convention ‘pic- 

ture. In connection with this band we 

wish to say: Many ‘fine marches were 

Diayed without a single repetition. “Too 

Many parade bands start out with one or 

two marches and repeat them until some 

cynical observer inquires: “Is their 

marching repertoire thus abridged?” In 

this particular Boston set a style worthy 

of emulation. 

Two o'clock found the convention hall 

filled with delegates and visitors. The 

balcony was also full. President Thomas 

H,. Finigan of Local No. 9 called the con- 

Yention to order and introduced the vari- 

ous speakers making addresses of wel- 

come. We wish to compliment President 

Finigan as a presiding gavel wielder. 

His own opening address and the man- 

mer of his introduction of the other 

Speakers were models of good taste—brief 

‘and squarely to the point. 

The invocation was offered by Rev. 

James F. Kelley of the Church, of Our 
Lady of Lourdes. 

Lieutenant-Governor Youngman  wel- 

comed the delegates in behalf of Massa- 

chusetts. John M. Casey, represeating 

Mayor James F. Curley, performed a 

similar service in behalf of Boston. Mar- 

tin T. Joyce of the Massachusetts Federa- 

.tion of Labor and Nathan Sidd of the 
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Boston Central Labor Union brought wel- 

coming messages from their respective 

organizations. These were supplemented 

by Judge William Day, legal counsel for 

Local No. 9, who gave warm endorsement 

to the campaign being waged by the Fed- 

eration for the maintenance of the true 

cultural standards in music. 

President Joseph N. Weber made 

proper response to the welcome and brief- 

ly reviewed the fight for principle now 

gathering force. 

An enlivening feature of the opening 

exercises was the musical numbers inter- 

polated at regular intervals by a splen- 

did orchestra under the leadership of 

Brother William 8S. Dodge. Mr. Dodge is 

a son of William G. Dodge, assistant to 

President Weber, and widely known in 
Federation circles. He is in the front 

rank of Boston musical directors and cer- 

tainly made a hit with the visitors who 

witnessed his work. 

The Convention Werk 

The Credentials Committee authorized 

the seating of 363 delegates. 

Within the time limit, which expired 

at midnight on Wednesday, 64 resolutions 

were offered for consideration by the va- 

rious committees. Of this number, 27 

were adopted; 4 modified and passed; 5 

were referred to the International Execu- 

tive Board, while 28 were rejected alto- 

gether. 

From the standpoint of major impor- 

tance the unanimous direction by the con- 

vention for continuance of the Music De- 

fense League will be accorded first place. 

The delegates were plainly pleased by the 

showing made that a nation-wide interest 

has been aroused in the campaign against 

canned music. With more than two mil- 

lion personal endorsements in President 

Weber’s office already and large additions 

coming in every day it was felt that any 

cessation of activity now would be posi- 

tively unwise. In this connection it was 

the sounding of a wholesome and en- 

couraging note in the proceedings when 

Boris Morros, the general manager of the 

Paramount Publix Company and Milton 

Schwarzwald of the Radio-Keith Orpheum 

Corporation, addressed the convention 

that the opening of an- 

other theatrical season would undoubted- 

ly reveal decidedly increased employment 

opportunities for Federation members. 

Another progressive step was the or- 
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der to the National Executive Board to 

formulate a new appellate code—especial- 

ly designed to cut down convention ap- 

peals to cases only involving éxpulsion 

or the imposition of fines amounting to 

five hundred dollars or more. An un; 

usually large amount of time was utilized 

in hearing convention appeals and the 

delegates realized that a continuance of 

this situation would go a long way to- 

ward transforming the convention from a 

legisiative to a judicial body. To the con- 

summation of this reform the national 

board will undoubtedly give much atten- 

tion during the coming year. 

Modification of the transfer law pro- 

posals precipitated a lively debate and 

slight changes were made. 

Committees worked untiringly and 

the convention deliberations terminated 

shortly after Saturday noon. 

Elsewhere in the columns of the Inter- ° 

national Musician will be found a detailed 

report of each day’s proceedings. 

The result of the election of officers 

constitutes the introductory feature of 

this convention story. 

Chattanooga, Local No. 80, will be en- 

tertaining host to the next annual con- 

vention and which convenes on the sec- 

ond Monday in June, 1931. 

Kansas City made a game fight for the 

honor, but Chattanooga had been press- 

ing the issue for two or three years— 

which, together with the fact that the 

American Federation of Labor is paying 

special attention to an industrial organ- 

ization of the Southland these days, 

helped to win the contest for the pic- 

turesque city of Tennessee. 

Just before the sounding of the final 

gavel, we believe that President Weber 

expressed the unanimous sentiment of the 

delegates when he said that from the 

standpoint of far-reaching constructive ef- 

fort and because of things left undone, 

the convention was one of the most im- 

portant in Federation history,

Bostonian Brevitles 

The high-water mark of convention en- 

tertainment was reached in the manner 

in which Local No. 9 cared for the Thirty- 

fifth Annual Gathering of the American 

Federation of Musicians. Such a pro- 

gram cannot be carried out except by 

thoughtful pre-arrangement, followed by 

painstaking execution. In all things there 

was reflected a unity of purpose on the 

part of the Local, and a cordiality of 

manner, Which was a source of comment 

from the delegates and visitors. Local

tion history. 

The stellar day from the standpoint of 

ehiertainment Was; of course, the Tues- 

ay of convention week when the con- 

YVention made full surrender to Local No. 

9. It was a somewhat cloudy day, but 

the winds blew in brisk fashion when 

the delegates and visitors were placed 

upon a fine steamer and taken to Nan- 

taskett Point—some fifteen or twenty 

miles down the coast. The ride itself 

was a tonic for tired nerves. and with 

Brother James T. Kennéy constantly at 

hand to point out places of historic in- 

terest the journey was bound to be a 

memorable one. In passing out of Bos- 

ton Harbor, Bunker Hill Monument point- 

ed heavernward just as it did more than 

a century before when Daniel Webster, 

standing at its base, said to the assem- 

bled multitude—“Let it rise, let it rise 

until it meets the day in its coming! 

May the first beams of the morning play 

upon it, and the last rays of the setting 

sun linger upon its summit!” In another 

direction surged the waters upon whose 

bosom the celebrated Boston Tea Party 

was held. In still another section was 

the territory made famous as the home of 

the Adams family, which gave two Presi- 

dents of the United States to American 

history and which now guards their silent 

dust. Arriving at Nantaskett Point at 

1:30 dinner was ready for which the 

vigorous sea breeze had generated a 

robust appetite. During the dinner hour 

a fine orchestra played standard numbers 

under the direction of William S. Dodge, 

and dancing numbers under the leader- 

ship of Ruby Newman.

President's Report 
(Continued from the June Issue) 

THE FUTURE OF OUR 

ORGANIZATION 

I have no doubt that this Convention 
will, by its actions and decisions, con- 
tinue to maintain the traditions of our 
Federation, which are to meet and prop- 
erly solve the most serious of problems. 
I know it will clearly assert its authority 
in no uncertain terms; that it is expected 
that the officers of the Federation con- 
tinue as heretofore to enforce Federa- 
tion laws and policies as determined upon 
by a Convention; that all loca} unions 
have a like obligation. 

I feel as keenly as anyone, the hard- 
ships heaped upon workers in the present 
state of development of our economic sys- 
tem, but I do maintain that this system 
holds out possibilities of reform and 
changes which have the tendency to cre- 
ate true economic justice, without deny- 
ing the incentive or opportunity for indi- 
vidual efforts. I hold it to be a question 
of evolution and repeat that we must rec- 
ognize the reality that nature, itself, dif- 
ferentiates in all things and that human 
beings are subjected to this eternal law, 
the same as all else, and, that any pro- 
posed economic system which presupposes 
that men are mentally and physically 
alike to the extent of permitting the level- 
ing of their hopes and aspirations is 
eventually doomed to failure. 

Consider history in its retrospect and 
you will find that the masses have prog- 
ressed considerably, that is to say, their 
conditions have been improved, if meas- 
ured by the yardstick of civilization and 
compared with those of former genera- 
tions. Civilization does march onward 
and forward even though exceedingly 
slow, and has the tendency to bring 
about more social justice by reason of 
more general education of the masses. 

As to Socialism, I hold that it may only 
be found practical insofar as it gives due 
recognition to fundamental differences in 
men. Its proponents appeal to the intel- 
lect of the people, advocate reforms in 
lawful manner, do not invite revolt, force 
anda bloodshed and therefore their activi- 
ties come under the guarantee of free as- 
semblage and free speech. I repeat that 
the present social system has its injus- 
tices. In it, now, individualism is over- 
emphasized, which in its results is just as 
vicious as if entirely suppressed. The 
proper solution is midway between the 
two. Social reforms do develop. As 
proof we need only remember that such 
reforms as were considered revolutionary 
twenty-five years ago are accepted now 
as a matter of course. The same will 
appear to be the case in the next genera- 
tion and the generations following. It is 
of course a pity that social injustices can- 
not be post-haste corrected, but this will 
never be found possible. All progress is 
a question of slow evolution and no mat- 
ter what we may say, it has been forever 
so. 

What the ultimate or final development 
in the regulation of the economic posi- 
tion of man to man will be, cannot, with 
any assurance of right conjecture, be fore- 
told. However, it appears that the capi- 
talistic system now is preparing the 
ground through mergers of mastodonic 
corporations for a system which fmay bor- 
row much from socialism. It appears to 
me at least, that if concentration of 
wealth and a control of the production of 
commodities becomes more and more cen- 
tered in a few gigantic ‘corporations and 
displacement of workers by machine con- 
tinues, that eventually the Nation, for its 
own protection, will be forced to more 
and more control economic activities in a 
direction of regulating competition so as 
to eventually substitute cooperation in 
place thereof, Together with this, guar- 

antee of employment, living wage, old 
age insurance and all else necessary to 
protect the worker will forcefully demand 
just and proper recognition. In this con- 
nection will say that altruism: never 
makes for real progress, is only palliative 
in nature but sheer necessity for an eco- 
nomic change always means progress, 
therefore the changes in the direction in- 
dicated will not be made with the ideal 
in mind that the reward of labor shall 
be more justly apportioned even though 
it will have such result, but will come 
about through the necessity of conserv- 
ing the Nation itself. It is true that such 
development would be near socialism, but 
everything is social which has for its pur- 
pose the well being of man. Government 
control of economic activities does not 
necessarily mean that commodities are 
held in common. It does mean, however, 
that the rewards of labor should become 
more equitable, that is to say, that the 
producers should not be exploited for the 
benefit of the few. However, in this the 
producers themselves would not necés- 
sarily have to be on one common level, as 
their physical or mental powers to pro- 
duce would in a large degree determine 
the reward for their labors—in other. 
words government control over economic 
activities turning competition into co- 
operation does not in its last analysis 
mean that all products of labor must be 
equally apportioned, regardless of the 
services of the individual worker in pro- 
ducing commodities. The economic de- 
velopment in the direction as above ex- 
plained would not be a social organiza- 
tion which holds all goods in common. 
It would not deny the laborer reward 
commensurate to his efforts and would 
not stifle the development of the indi- 
vidual so necessary to the progress of 
civilization. 

In final conclusion of this report the 
question as to the future of our organiza- 
tion preemptorily demands  considera- 
tion. We can only judge the future by 
the past. The improvement in the condi- 
tions of man, his emancipation from 
slave and serf to a free man, the/ prog- 
ress of which covers the entire known 
history of the human race from Baby- 
lon to present Europe and the United 
States, also includes his present eman- 
cipation from menial labor through the 
invention of machines. Naught can be 
said against the machine itself, as only 
its control and use in a manner unfavor- 
able to the masses of the people, is ob- 
jectionabie. It is with this that the pres- 
ent generation of civilized man has to 
cope. The machine introduction with its 
economic and social consequences will 
force a readjustment in relationship of 
capital and labor, ptoducer and consum- 
er, employer and worker. All this ought 
to result in a higher civilization. The 
first thing that nations will have to cope 
with is that the machine must not rob 
the mass of workers of employment. The 
time is past when it can be held that the 
worker alone must assume the hardships 
and results of technological progress as 
& natural consequence. This position was 
with impunity assumed in the past as the 
displacement of workers did not ma- 
terialize to such an extent as te make it 
a national calamity with unavoidable in- 
volvement of the entire nation. 

However, as unemployment increases 
the interest of the nation becomes more 
involved. The American Federation of 
Labor contends for a shorter week day 
and the curtailing of the hours of work. 
It appears that only in some such way 
can unemployment of millions: be pre 
vented.. However, it is not to be expected 
that the question will be solved today or 
tomorrow. The more often unemploy- 
ment reoccurs; the more often the periods 
of prosperity which always only affects 
a part of the nation are followed by pe- 
riods of unemployment of the many, the 
sooner will the quéstion of uremploy- 
ment demand its proper solving... The

Brother Finigan-introduces Judge Wil- 
liam J. Day, for many years the legal 
counsel of Local 9, who delivers a most 
interesting address on the mechanization 
of the art of music, and charges the rep 
resentatives of all the Musicians of the 
United States and Canada to continue in 
the support of the past policy of the A. F. 
of M. to protect and further that art. His 
remarks are enthusiastically received. 

The orchestra renders the Northern 

Rhapsody by Hosman. 

Martin T. Joyce, representing the 
Massachusetts State Federation of Labor, 

is introduced and welcomes the Conven- 
tion in the name of Organized Labor. 

The representative of the Boston Cen- 
tral Labor Union, Nathan Sidd, in turn 
welcomes the representatives of the or- 
ganized musicians and states that the en- 
tire labor movement approves of the 
splendid fight made by the A. F. of M. 
in its efforts to preserve the rights of its 

membership. 

The Festival March is rendered by the

tained in securing popular support of our 
protest against the encroachment on the 
art of music by the attempt to substi- 
tute a canned product for living music.

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New ath Effective August Ist, 1930 
HE FOLLOWING changes of laws are among those 

TL enactea at the 35th Annual Convention held in Bos- 

ton, Mass., June 9th to 14th, 1930, and become effec- 

tive on August Ist, 1930: 

The International Executive Board is directed to con- 

sider a revision of the law governing Conditional Mem- 

bership, and therefore all cards issued prior to that date 

will expire on June 11, 1931. Due notice will be given 

in these columns of changes hereafter effective in the 

issuance of said cards. 

The International Executive Board was directed to 

revise the laws to provide that appeals can only be made 

to a Convention where the original fine involved exceeds 

$500 or where the original penalty imposed was expul- 

sion. 

When an individual member enters the jurisdiction 

of a Local, establishes a residence and deposits his trans- 

fer, all fines or penalties imposed upon him for violation 

of local laws shall belong to the Local imposing same. 

(This does not apply to members of traveling organiza- 

tions). 

Locals have the right to insist that local leaders or 

contractors engage local members to fulfill miscellaneous 

engagements outside of the local jurisdiction. 

Locals shall receive 5 per cent for services in col- 

lecting Theatre Defense Fund Tax, not to exceed $75 in 

any one week. 

Any Local which obstructs the Federation or its offi- 

cers in enforcing the laws of the Federation or carrying 

out the instructions of a convention, either by scurrilous 

attacks, circulars or other means, may, after being tried 

and found guilty by the International Executive Board, 

have its charter revoked by the authorities of the Fed- 

eration. 

If a member deposits his transfer card and remains 

in the jurisdiction of a local for a period exceeding four 

weeks and then withdraws his card and later wishes to 

re-deposit said card within ONE YEAR, it shall be op- 

tional with the local to either accept the card or permit 

the member to take out full membership. 

Members found guilty of the violation of any provi- 

sion of Sections 9 and 10, Article XIII, or any provision 

of Article XIV (By Laws) cannot, without the consent 

of the Federation, return to the jurisdiction wherein 

they offended to play a permanent engagement as mem- 

bers of the same orchestra or band in the same location 

or for the same employing parties involved in the viola- 

tion for a period of two years next after conviction. In 

each instance before enforcement a local must secure 

consent of the Federation. 

Traveling Musicians (other than those with traveling 

companies) when playing any engagement in a jurisdic- 

tion in which local musicians are required to pay a tax 

on engagements, shall be required to pay such tax to the 

local in whose jurisdiction they are playing. 

If the member's: of a traveling orchestra are found 

guilty of vioating the laws of the Federation, then the 

local union in whose jurisdiction the violation was com- 
\ 
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mitted may, with the consent of the authorities of the 

Federation, in addition to fining such members, also 

order them to immediately terminate their engagement 

in connection with which they had violated the law. 

Members who fail to obey instructions to withdraw from 

the engagement suspend themselves by such act from 

membership in. the Federation, and may only be rein- 

stated under conditions as stipulated by the Interna- 

tional Executive Board. 

If a local submits evidence to the Federation that an 

employer has in collusion, with members of the Federa- 

tion circumvented the laws of the Federation by paying 

musicians less than the price, then the Federation may 

place the establishment of such employer upon the for- 

bidden territory list and advise him that he cannot em- 

ploy members of the American Federation of Musicians 

except through the:local union in whose jurisdiction he 

desires to use them. All such céses shall be disposed of 

under Section 1 of Article 1 of the By-Laws of the Fed- 

eration. 

Rules governing Traveling Orchestras have been 

changed to provide as follows: 

A contracting member or leader, as the case may be, 

must, if requested by the authorities of a local union in 

whose jurisdiction an engagement is played, allow the 

local, if it desires, to collect the money for the engage- 

ment and pay the members of the band or orchestra, 

provided that where the local believes that the law is in 

some manner being violated, it shall have the right TO 

DEMAND THAT THE CCNTRACTING MEMBER OR 

LEADER SHALL PAY THE MONEY DUE THE BAND 

OR ORCHESTRA TO THE LOCAL, NOT TO EXCEED 

48 HOURS AFTER SAME IS COLLECTED ACCORD- 

ING TO CONTRACT, and to hold for such limited period 

as it may decide, subject to the approval of the Interna- 

tional Executive Board or President, the 30 per cent in 

excess of the local scale as provided by Sections 9 and 

10 of Article XIII. 

Transportation charges for members witlf traveling 

orchestras or bands must be made per man at not less 

than the lowest rate obtainable by available public trans- 

portation service regardless of whether or not members 

travel by privately owned automobile or other convey- 

ance. 
- 

Members of the Federation who, either individually 

or as members of a band or orchestra, play engagements 

of one week or less in the jurisdiction of any local, on 

demand of the local whose jurisdiction they have en- 

tered, must identify themselves as members of the Fed- 

eration by submitting their membership cards to the 

local for inspection. If they fail or refuse to do this, 

they may be finell by the Local a sum not exceeding $5. 

Members of bands and orchestras other than those 

traveling with theatrical companies playing engagements 

over one week shall not later than thirty-six hours after 

they begin same, submit their local membership or trans- 

fer cards to the local for inspection and at the beginning 

of the second week deposit their transfer cards with the 

local and are obliged to pay dues from the time they 

entered the jurisdiction. Members traveling with the- 

atrical companies must identify themselves with the 

local house leader or a representative of a local during 

the first day of their engagement as members in good 

standing (see Paragraph A, Section 17, Article XII). 

Members who fail to submit their local membership 

or transfer cards within the time provided for in this 

section may each be fined not exceeding $25 by the local 

in whose jurisdictfon they have entered. Members who 

fail to identify themselves as provided for in this section 

and in addition fail to deposit their transfer cards at 

the beginning of the second week of their engagement 

may each be fined a sum not exceeding $100. Members 

who in accordance with this section do not deposit their 

transfer cards with the local may each be fined by the 

local a sum not exceeding $50. 

A local in whose jurisdiction a member traveling 

with a theatrical company fills an engagement shall, if 

the engagement extends over four weeks, issue to such 

member a privilege card, good for three months, for 

which the member shall pay an amount equal to one- 

quarter the annual dues paid by the other members of 

the local. This card shall date from the time of the be- 

ginning of the engagement and must be renewed every 

three months on payment of a sum equal to a quarter’s 

dues, until such time that the engagement terminates. 

Article X, Section 29, is changed to read as follows: 

Section 29. Members of the Federation are only per- 

mitted to accept, solicit or negotiate engagements to play 

in bands or orchestras frem members who contract to 

furnish bands or orchestras, never from the employers or 

the agents of such to whom the band or orchestra is 

furnished. Provided, that in States or Provinces where 

laws exist, which prescribe a different method of con- 

tracting, or where the provisions of law are such that 

to contract as above described would be contrary to the 

interests of members, Locals are authorized to estab- 

lish such method of contracting as may best conserve 

the interests of members. 
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. However, members may accept engagements from > 
traveling theatre company managements direct, pro- : 
vided their contract, in addition to the signatures of the 

contracting parties, is countersigned by the musical 

director of the company or the member of the Federa- 

tion who engages the members for thé company. Fur- 

thermore, members may contract with symphony orches- 

tra management direct in conformity with all local and 

Federation laws. 

The following increases in salaries for traveling mem- 

bers with theatrical companies become. effective August 

1, 1930: 
With Grand Opera Companies of the first class, in- 

crease from $150 to $157; second class, $130. to $187, . ° 
Leaders with Comic Opera Companies, Musical Come- 

dies and like attractions, from $95 to $125; with Vaude- 

ville or Vaudeville Acts, from $90 to $100. 

The !nternational Executive Board is instructed to 

advocate through our locals and all affiliated bodies that 

State laws be enacted, setting up State examinations 

throughout this country and Canada of a nature that 

would compare well with the examination of other pro- 

fessions, without which no one could give service for 

remuneration, in order to preserve our culture and elimi- 

nate objectionable, detrimental and unfair competition. 

The following resolution was adopted: 

In support of labor’s demand that to Station WCFL, 

representing the voice of labor, an appropriate wave 

length be granted and as a protest against the action of 

the Radio Commission in giving to said station a wave 

length of insufficient frequency, the American Federa- 

tion of Musicians endorses House Joint Resolution No. 

334 and instructs our local unions throughout the 

United States to communicate with all political party 

candidates for U. 8. Senate and House of Representatives 

in their respective States and by forwarding to them for 

their information, House Joint Resolution No. 334 as 

appearing in the Congressional Record of May 19, 1930, 

for their consideration and reply before the next general 

election to be held on the first Tuesday in November, 

1930.

The Board considers a claim for strike 

pay from Mrs. Ann Galey which is in the 
form of a letter from Loca] 413, Pensa- 
cola, Fla. The Board finds that under the 
circumstances of the case Mrs. Galey is 
not entitled to strike benefits. An appli- 
cation for reinstatement from Mrs. Galey 

is considered. On motion Local 413 is 
instructed to restore Mrs. Galey to full 
membership privileges without payment 
of an International Initiation Fee. 

Consideration is given to a claim of 

jurisdiction over Union Pier, a resort 14 
miles from Michigan City, Ind. The 
Board holds that tke claim of jurisdiction 
of Local 578 of Michigan City, Ind., can- 

not be sustained and therefore pending 
charges against members of Local 10, 
Chicago, Ill., by Local 578 are not con- 
sidered.

Messrs. Henry Burr, representing the 
Columbia Broadcasting System; Joseph 
E. Maddy, representing the National High 
School Orchestra and Band Camp at In- 
terlaken, Mich., and an officer of the 
National Association of Music Super- 
visors, and Ray Erlandson of the Majes- 
tic Radio Company of Chicago, IIl., ap- 
pear before the Board in the matter of 
broadcasting of concerts on eight occa- 
sions of High School Students from the 
Camp at Interlaken, Mich. An explana- 
tion is made of the purpose for which the 
camp is maintained. President Weber 
explains the reason of objection hereto- 
fore to the competition of High School 
Bands, designed or otherwise, and how 
such competition has interfered with the 
employment opportunities of our mem- 
bers. Mr. Erlandson states it is the de- 
sire to co-operate in the efforts of the 
A. F. of M. in its campaign for living 
music. Mr. Burr explains that it is in- 
tended, when broadcasting is done from 
the Camp that an orchestra shall at all 
times be employed at the central station 
from which the programme is sent over 
the air, for emergency purposes, and 
therefore no displacement of members 
of the A. F. of M. will take place. He 
further assures the Board that the same 
number of mén will be retained at the 
central broadcasting station /as have 
heretofore been employed by the Majes- 
tic Radio Company in their’ hour on the 
air. This is corroborated by Mr. Erland- 
son 

Under the circumstances extant in the 
case, the A. F. of M. has no objection to 
offer to the eight broadcasts mentioned.

Matters of interest to the Federation 
are discussed at length. 

The Board considers the question of 
licensing of agents by the A. F. of M. 
for engagements under the National laws 
as well as by Local for the latter class 
of engagements. The President is on 
motion directed to bring the subject mat- 
ter before the Convention. 

The following resolution is adopted: 

WHEREAS, An auditor’s examination 
has resulted in a disclosure that Henry 
Ostendorf, an employee of the American 
Federation of Musicians, is a defaulter in 
a sum of money under present estimate 
of between Fifteen and Twenty Thousand 
Dollars ($15,000 and $20,000); and 

WHEREAS, The discovery of such de- 
faication was made too near the national 
convention period for the National Execu- 
tive Board to learn ali the facts upon 
which to predicate a course of action at 
an earlier date; and 

WHEREAS, Every possible effort has 
been made and every known resource 
exhausted by the National Executive 
Board im an endeavor to secure restitu- 
tion of the funds thus defaulted; and 

WHEREAS, the National Executive 
Board since convening at Boston on 
Wednesday, June 4, 1930, has reviewed 
all available evidence-including a 
signed confession of guilt on the part 
of the said Henry Ostendorf, be it there- 
fore 

RESOLVED, That it is the sense of the 
International Executive Board of the 
American Federation of Musicians that 
the laws of the State within whose juris- 
diction the aforesaid defalcation occurred, 
as well as the laws of the organization 
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which said Board is under solemn obliga- 
tion to administer and enforce, demand 
that Henry Ostendorf be prosecuted under 
dué& process of law. 

The Board adjourns, subject to the call 
of the Chair.

“Sec. 17. Except as provided in Sec- 

tion 3A, Article XI, charges against a 
member for violating any part of this 
Article must be made in writing and sub- 
mitted to the President or Secretary of 
the A. F. of M., who, after giving the 
member against whom the charges are 
preferred two weeks to answer same, 
shall submit the case to the Executive 
Board of the A. F. of M. for its decision. 

“If the members of a traveling orches- 
tra are found guilty of violating the laws 
of the Federation, then the Local Union 
in whose jurisdiction the violation was 
committed may, with the consent of the 
authorities of the Federation, in addition 
to fining such members, also order them 
to immediately terminate their engage- 
ment in connection with which they had 
violated the law. Members who fail to 
obey instructions to withdraw from the 
engagement suspend themselves by such 
act from membership in the Federation, 
and may only be reinstated under con- 
ditions as stipulated by the International 
Executive Board. 

If a local submits evidence to the Fed- 
eration that an employer has in collu- 
sion with members of the Federation cir- 
cumvented the laws of the Federation 
by paying musicians less than the price, 
then the Federation may place the estab- 
lishment of such employer upon the for- 
bidden territory list and advise him that 
he cannot employ members of the Amer- 
ican Federation of Musicians except 
through the local union in whose juris- 
diction he desires to use them.

WHEREAS, Organized labor and the 
organized farmers represented by Radio 
Broadcasting Station WCFL, one of the 
pioneers before the creation of the Fed- 
eral Radio Commission in the field of 
radio broadcasting, short waves, and tele- 
vision owned and controlled by the 
American labor movement under a pub- 
lic mandate of trusteeship from the 
American Federation of Labor, have 
found it impossible to secure national 
broadcasting facilities for this station . 
from the Federal Radio Commission, not- 
withstanding the outlay of great sums of 
money and the assured financial and 
moral support of five million dues-paying 
members of organized labor in the United 
States, and the added financial and moral 
support of large sections of the organized 
farmers in the United States, the com- 
mission having arbitrarily and with a dis- 
play of bias refused to make an appro- 
priate reallocation of broadcasting facili- 
ties after having granted Station WCFL 
a construction permit for a_ fifty-thou- 
sand watt station on October 15, 1928, 
basing its refusal on General Order Num- 
bered 40 and the allocation of November 
11, 1928, and having limited Station 
WCFL’s broadcasting facilities to a fre- 
quency of nine hundred and seventy kilo- 
cycles and a power of one thousand five 
hundred watts and having required it to 
cease operating at sunset on the Pacific 
coast, and having denied WCFL’s appli- 
cation for authority to operate with fifty 
thousand watts power and unlimited time 
on a cleared frequency of seven hundred 
and seventy kilocycles, which was one of 
the frequencies theretofore designated by 
the Federal Radio Commission as a 
“cleared channel” in the fourth zone; 
by virtue of the aforesaid refusal to allo- 
cate appropriate power and time, the 
Federal Radio Commission has practi- 
cally confiscated labor’s property at con- 
siderable financial loss and then and 
there seriously crippled the efforts of 
Station WCFL to provide a unique serv- 
ice calculated to exert an uplifting force 
upon the thinking, the habits, the char- 
acter and the progress of mankind; and 

WHERBAS, On May 9, 1930, Congress- 
man Reid of Illinois introduced House 
Joint Resolution No. 334 to amend the 
Radio Act of 1927 by providing that the 
Federal Radio Commission’ shall assign 
three cleared-channel broadcasting fre- 
quencies to the Departments of Agricul- 
ture, Labor, and Interior, which shall be 
licensed to the radio stations recommen® 
ed by the heads of those*Government de 
partments as being most representative of 
the labor, agricultural, and educational 
interests of the United States. 

THEREFORE, Be it resolved by the 
American Federation of Musicians in an- 
nual Convention assembled in Boston, 
Mass,, that we endorse House Joint Reso- 
lution No. 334 and instruct our Local 
Unions throughout the United States to 
communicate with all political party can- 
didates for U. S. Senate and House of 
Representatives in their respective States 
and by forwarding to them for their in- 
formation House Joint Resolution No.

The Committee on International Mu- 
sician reports through Chairman Jarrott 
and Secretary Bope of the Committee: 

To the Officers and Delegates of the 

Thirty-fifth Annual Convention of the 
American Federation of Musicians: 

The Committee on International Mu- 
sician had before it no resolutions. 

The printing plant of the American 
Federation of Musicians as it stands to- 
day cost the Federation in round num- 
bers $66,000. Men whose opinion and 
judgment herewith is worth while ven- 
ture that'a dupiication of this plant would 
call for an expenditure of probably 

$200,000. 

The books of the Federation’s treasurer 
carry the fact that, if we disregard the 
semi-annual charge of 10 cents per mem- 
ber, the International Musician for the 
past ten years has sustained an annual 
loss of approximately $1.000.00 But, in 
the opinion of the Committee, this loss is 
hardly more than nominal when consid- 
eration is given to the worth and value of 
this publication, first, as a ready medium 
for, and second, as a messenger of the 
American Federation of Musicians in all 
its official and business activities. If, 
however, we credit the official Journal 
with the semi-annual charge of 10 cents 
per member, then it is and has been a 

money-making institution. 

Owing to the depression in all lines 
of industry the gross business of the 
Federation printing plant for the current 
year is less than of prior years. And 
yet, the International Musician has to its 
credit a bank balance of $8,696.60, plus 
accounts receivable to the amount of 
$17,190.51. 

In affirming the findings and reports 
of prior committees in this behalf, once 
more we commend Secretary Kerngood 
for his efficient and businesslike manage- 
ment of the International Musician and 
the printing plant, and recommend that, 
for the ensuing year, the present policy 

remain unchanged.

REPORT OF THE INTERNATIONAL 
EXECUTIVE BOARD 

Copley-Plaza Hotel, 

Boston, Mass., June 12, 1930. 

Meeting of the International Executive 
Board called to order by President Weber 
at 8 P. M. All present. 

Delegates Colaprete, Cella and Hirsch- 
berg of Local 77, Philadelphia, Pa., are 
heard in connection with a theatrical 
situation in that jurisdiction. Local 
agreements provide that a 25 per cent. 
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cut can be made in the number of men 
employed. . The delegation inquires if 
there can be any restriction on the mem- 
bers selected for lay-off under this pro- 
viso. Can a first-chair man be laid off 
and a second-chair man be retained? 

The Board holds that under the condi- 
tions extant in the case, the reduction i 
the. number of men employed may affect 
any member of the orchestra. 

The delegation further inquires as to 
whether a member can be laid off under 
‘the terms of the agreement if there ap- 
pears to be the motive of punishing .a 
member for Union activities or any simi- 
lar action? The Board holds that if the 
evidence is conclusive he cannot be dis- 
criminated against by discharge. 

The delegation further requests advice 
in the matter of a pending controversy 
with the management of the Philadelphia 
Orchestra, which is imparted, and the 
same is referred to the office of the 
President for disposition. 

Member Milton Schwarzwald, the gen- 
eral musical director for the Radio Keith 
Orpheum Corporation, appears in regard 
to a situation in Cleveland, O. The mat- 
ter is held in abeyance. 

Delegates Samuel P. Meyers, Harry E. 
offman and William H. Williams of Lo- 

cal 2, St. Louis, Mo., are heard in regard 
to claims of Members Chas. P. Seymour 
and Frederick J. Richt of that Local for 
reimbursement in the matter of loss sus- 
tained by being unable to perform at the 
Arena, which latter is on the National 
Unfair List. 

The members of the delegation present 
their contentions as to why strike bene- 
fits should be paid in this instance. 

The law on the subject of payment of 
strike benefits on othér theatre engage- 
ments is explained by the President. 

After due deliberation, the Board finds 
that strike benefits cannot be paid in 
these instances under the laws of the 
A. F. of M. 

The delegation asks and receives ad- 
vice in other matters of interest to the 
Local. 

Delegates Chas. P. Theimonge of Local 
256, Birmingham, Ala.; Joseph Henkle of 
Local 71, Memphis, Tenn., and C. B. 
Bearden of Local 148, Atlanta, Ga., are 
heard in connection with the competition 
of orchestras from elsewhere by means 

of arrangements made by the local broad- 
easting stations with the radio chains. 
The delegates relate how their individual 
locals are suffering from this competi- 
tion. 

The matter is referred to the office of 
the President.

Delegate W. B. Hooper of Local 192, 
Elkhart, Ind., appears in the matter of 

a protest against the actions of Local 278, 
South Bend, Ind., and which is laid over

The Committee on President’s Report 
its report through Chairman 

Walter A. Weber: 

Delegate Kelsey in the chair. 

‘To the Officers and Delegates of the 
Thirty-fifth Annual Convention of the 
American Federation of Musicians: 

Greetings: 

Another year has passed, one of the 
most critical and vital in the history of 
our organization. The developments of 
the past year make the report of our 
President an important, illuminating and 
unique document, one that should be read 
— care and discernment by our mem- 

rs. 

The report begins with a historical 
resume which is a necessary introduc- 
tion to the report itself. Following this 
prelude the President successively dis- 
cusses the two elements of the setae 

é Blom and semi-professional elements. 

Following this, information is given as 
to the number of men employed in thea- 
tres and the amount paid in to the de- 
fense fund with other vital figures show- 
ing loss of employment guring the two- 
year period of 1928-1930. 

The report then treats with the devel- 
opment of the machine in industry. and 
traces the steady mechanization of indus- 
try from the earliest beginnings. 

A report is made of the tremendous 
publicity campaign on which we are now 
embarked and which has made history 
in the advertising world, This subject 
is considered in detail and many letters 
are presented which show the deep inter- 
est and real sympathy of many people in 
various walks of life and in widely sepa- 
rated communities with our problems. 

The matter of theatrical employment 
receives a great deal of consideration. 
Successively we learn many interesting 
facts concerning the music tax, the im- 
migration problem and the radio situa- 
tion, 

The Hoover conference is touched up- 
on briefly, but, in our opinion, most ef- 
fectively. 

During the year a situation arose 
wherein a Local Union presented the 
unique théory that the opinion of. its 
members was superior to that of the opin- 
ion of a National Convention of the 
American Federation of Musicians. Of 
course such premise is not only fallacious, 

but entirely dangerous in theory because 
if every union could set itself up to be 
the superior to the dictates of the Na- 
tional Officers of the Federation or of a 
Convention of the Federationy in a very 
short time there would be no Federation. 
Presumably. the Local Union _has now 
realized the weakness of its position and 
we are confident that such a situation 
will not soon arise again. 

That the business of the Federation is 
constantly increasing is evidenced by the 
report of the activities of the officers of 
the Federation and the report shows that 
many jurisdictions were visited by Na- 
tional Officers and many adjustments 
made throughout the year. In addition 
to the work of the National Officers it 
was found necessary to provide the serv- 
ices at various times of members of the 
Federation not employed in any official 
capacity. 

The President has treated also of the 
developments and activities of organized 
labor, its beneficial results and the rea- 
son of the failure of its general recogni- 
tion. 

We now come to a section of the report 
that should challenge our most careful 
attention and consideration. It deals with 
the attempt to proselyte our members to 
Communism. Many of our members 
seem to believe that there is no real dan- 
ger or menace in Communism, but that 
it is merely an attempt on the part of 
certain men high in the ranks of organ- 
ized labor to cry “wolf” upon every oc- 
casion and perhaps divert attention from 
their own shortcomings. That such is not 
the case is clearly proven by our Presi- 
dent. That we should be ever alert and 
watchful that this red menace may not 
destroy everything constructive and bene- 
ficial for which we have labored these 
many years, our members should be con- 
stantly on the alert. 

The other subjects treated in this re- 
port are the “Shorter Work Week,” ‘“‘Our 
Relations with the I. A. T. S. E.,” “Tele- 
vision,” “The Finances of Our Wedera- 

tion,” “The Executive Board In Its Rela- 
tion To the President’s Office,” and “The 
Laws of Our Organization,” wherein ap- 
pear a number of recommendations for 
necessary changes of law. The report 
concludes with the future of our ‘organ- 
ization in which President Weber sums 
up many vital items. 
We calli particular attention to the final 

paragraph of this section of the mane 
which reads as follows: 

We now have a better organization 
than we had thirty years ago and 
thirty years ago Local Unions had 
better conditions for their members ' 
than musicians of previous genera- 
tions enjoyed and so on, Progress: 
is nothing but a succession of events . 
proving of advantage to the masses. :: 
To turn such events in particular to 
the advantage of the members of.our 
organization was and is our problem. 
This is true of entire organized la- 

bor. ‘Nothing is stationary in life or 
in economic ‘relationship. Every- 
thing is subject to continual change 
and even if we may be entirely satis- 
fied with present conditions we will 
find it impossible to retain same, but 
must comply and conform to the con- 
itidns of tomorrow and tomorrow. 

is remains true for all time. Only 
by recognizing this can we perform 
the best possible service to the mem- 
bers of our organization and fully 
meet the mission for which we organ- 
ized, namely, to secure for the indi- 

‘ vidual member such conditions in life 
and alleviation from hardships as he 
cannot secure for himself. As time 

on the present disturbing change 
the employment field of our mem- 

bers will become a matter of history, 
but the successful future of our or- 
ganization will largely depend upor 
the constructive manner in which we 
have met this change. 

In conclusion, we recommend a care- 
ful reading of this report to every mem- 
ber of the Federation. 

As usual, the President speaks with 
clarity, conciseness and authority.. More- 
over he has such a vast and intimate 
knowledge of every matter connected with 
the workings of the Federation that any 
report that he makes is not a mere 
throwing together of half-baked facts and 
figures, but becomes a human living docu- 
ment. 

Our only regret is that we cannot de- 
vote more time to the consideration of all 
the matters discussed by President Weber.

Your Committee regrets to report that 
for the first time in the history of the 
American ; Federation of Musicians a 
former trusted employee of the Federa- 
tion has comniitted a defalcation of the 
funds of the American Federation of 
Musicians in an amount of approximately 

$15,000.00. 

Your Committee, fully realizing the 
seriousness of this situation, summoned 
the International President, Secretary, 

Treasurer and one Mr. Fred Chandler, 
personal representative of the auditing 
firm of James T. Swan Company, to ap- 

pear personally before them. 

Your Committee, after a very thorough 

investigation, found that while the dofa!- 
cation took ptace in the office of the In- 

ternational Secretary, that the Secretary 
was in no wise negligent in the duties of 
his office, and further, the Secretary had 
used every precaution that was possible 
in the matter of handling of the funds of 
his office. In fact, it was pointed out to 
your Committee by Mr. Chandler, repre- 
sentative of the Auditors, that it was 
beyond any human agency to discover the 
defalcation as practised by Mr. Osten- 
dorf. 

Your Committee has appended here- 

with a copy of the confession as signed 
by Mr. Ostendorf, which reads as follows: 

Newark, N, J., May 7th, 1930. 

Mr. Joseph N. Weber, President, 

American Federation of Musicians, 

1440 Broadway, New York, N. Y. 

Dear Sir: 

This is to notify you that during the 
past four years I have taken from the 
funds of the American Federation of Mu- 
sicians approximately $14,260.28. I have 

covered up this shortage: by making false 
entries on the books of the International 
Musician. I have kept no details of the 
amounts so taken, but I have furnished 
the auditors with a list as complete as I 
could remember. 

All this amount has accrued to my own 
benefit and no officer of the American 
Federation of Musicians or the Interna- 

tional Musician is involved. I am making 
this statement of my own volition.

necessity to approach the problem in a 
constructive manner will finally become 
a question of the entire nation and the 
government, and will be hastened in the 
same manner as the development of ma- 
chines took place. Now then, what is the 
position of the American Federation of 
Musicians in the economic scheme of our 
nation? I have pointed out elsewhere in 
this report that in the question of unem- 
ployment of Musicians the professional 
finds himself in a more precarious con- 
dition than does the non-professional, as 
it affects his only opportunity to gain a 
livelihood. Were all the professional mu- 
sicians employed in theatres, the present 
situation of unemployment would indeed 
have dire consequences upon the organi- 
zation, but luckily approximately only 
one-third of the professional musicians 
were employed in theatres and one-third 
of these have lost their employment. This 
of course is more important and farther 
reaching than it appears to be upon first 
consideration. However, to consider the 
future we must, as before said, draw con- 
clusions from the past. Before the mov- 
ing picture theatres developed into a fer- 
tile field for the employment of our mem- 
bers, the number of professional, musi- 
cians, even though we were 100% organ- 
ized, was in no wise as large as it is now. 
In other words, as already pointed ott, 
this field of employment resulted in the 
development of talent which augmented 
the number of professional men. It took 
well nigh 20 years to develop this field. 
The change in the employment oppor- 
tunities in same, howéver, was sudden. 
Now then, the question presents itself 
whether the inroads upon the employ- 
ment of our members in theatres will 
have serious consequences for the further 
maintenance of our organization. To 
avoid an error in its consideration it is 
necessary that we be mindful of the dif- 
ferent kinds of employment fields in 
which our. members are active. The fact 
of the matter is that two-thirds of the 
professional musicians are not active in 
theatres but fill engagements of another 
kind. Still, the reduction of wages for- 
merly earned by members working in the- 
atres to the tune of $16,000,000.00 to $17,- 
000,000.00 does for the time being retard 
the progress of our organization, but the 
misfortune and distress of one-third of the 

theatre musicians affected by this, which 
means about one-twelfth of the profes- 
sional men and one-twenty-eight of the 
entire membership of the Federation, does 
not call into question the continued main- 
tenance of our organization, but rather 
emphasizes that we now need same more 
than ever. 

As to the theatrical situation it may be 
said that if the development of television 
in which in the pext few years gigantic 

strides will be made (of that I am sure) 
the present development in the amuse- 
ment field cannot be accepted as station- 
ary even for the period of time that the 
silent pictures remained a stationary de- 
velopment. Television.bids well to even- 
tually create the same problem for the 
interests controlling the theatres now as 
the development of canned music created 
for us. However, with this différence. 
Canned music did not represent progress 
over live music, whereas television un- 
doubtedly wiil represent progress over 
the movie talkies and canned music. 

Elsewhere in this report I have stated 
that the Federation has always con- 
formed to changed conditions and I am 
sure it will also do so in this case. If an 
organization was ever in need of con- 
structive leadership, both national and 
local, and with this so far as the National 
is concerned, I mean the Convention, it 
is in this case. It appears that here and 
there the life element is already called 
upon for the purpose of reestablishing the 
lost glamour of the theatre, and, in the 
same degree as this takes place, our prob- 
lem will become lighter. There is no 
doubt in my mind that some members 
will be forced, for the time being, out of 
the professional field. This wouid not 
have been such a difficult problem had 
not the development of canned music 
(during the time that its results were 
most unfavorable to us) fallen in the 
time of the depression causing general 

unemployment. 

With it all, there is one factor which 
should be determining for everyone who 
has the interests of our profession at 
heart in its final opinion as to the real 
value of his organization to him, and 
that is that with all the wiring of the 
moving picture houses and the conse- 
sequent non-employment of musicians, 
the wages of those who are employed in 
theatres, and they represent as yet two- 
thirds of the former number, have not 
been reduced. Their standard of living 
remains the same. It does not take much 
discernment to realize that without an 
organization this would be unthinkable. 
This, better than anything, brings forcibly 
to the attention of every member that in 
spite of unemployment, in spite of change 
in conditions, in spite of the change in 
the amusement field or the nature of mu- 
sical employment, his organization still 
remains the only agency which holds out 
the possibility for him to have something 
to say concerning the conditions under 
which he shall work, and for this reason, 
his organization is even more necessary 
to him in time of stress than in time of 
opulence. 

During my observations of three dec- 
ades the actions of Conventions always 
did conform to existing conditions, were 
always progressive, made haste slowly 
when indicated and were radical when 
the necessity to be so demanded it. With 
it all, however, we always realized that 
we are only an opportune organization, 
that we cannot post-haste change the ex- 
isting social system, that all we can do 
is to work to be helpful and be one of 
the forces moving in a direction to bring 
about more just conditions for the work- 
ers and never attempt anything that we 
know in advance would only be a useless 
gesture with unfavorable consequences to 
the organization. 

As for myself, I keenly feel the re- 
sponsibilities of the office, but also have 
the right to be proud of the discernment 
of the members of our organization which 
is reflected in the deliberations of our 
Conventions. Their efforts were at all 
times made in the direction of bringing 
more happiness into the lives of mem- 
bers, their families and dependents and 
that is after all doing something worth 

while. 

We now have a better organization 
than we had 30 years ago and 30 years 
ago local unions had better conditions for 
their members than musicians of previ- 
ous generations enjoyed and so on. Prog- 
ress is nothing but a succession of events 
proving of advantage to the masses. To 
turn such events in particular to the ad- 
vantage of the members of our organiza- 
tion was,and is our problem. This is true 
of entire organized labor. Nothing is 
stationary in life or in economic rela- 
tionship. Everything is subject to con- 
tinual change and even if we may be en- 
tirely satisfied with present conditions 
we will find it impossible to retain same, 
but must comply and conform to the con- 
ditions of tomorrow and tomorrow. This 
remains true for all time. Only by rec- 
ognizing this can we perform the best 
possible service to the members of our 
organization and fully meet the mission 
for which we organized, namely, to secure 
for the individual member such condi- 
tions in life and alleviation from hard- 
ships as he cannot secure for himself. As 
time goes on the present disturbing 
change in the employment field of our 
members will become a matter of history, 
but the successful fiiture of our organiza- 
tion will largely depend upon the con- 
structive manner in which we have met 
this change. :
