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A Judge’s Tribute to Music and Musicians 
N the occasion of a symphony 
concert given under the direc- 
tion of Walter Henningsen in 

Seattle, and under the auspices of 
our local union in that city for the 
purpose of soliciting the support of 
music lovers in behalf of living 
music, Judge Charles E. Claypool of 
Seattle made the following com- 

ments: 

“The masterly musicians who spon- 
sor this performance are not seeking 
sympathy or appealing for assist- 
ance. They have accepted without 
complaint the long and laborious 
voyage which leads from aspiration 
to achievement. This is not the dis- 
play of one conspicuous and brilliant 
sun surrounded by satellites, but a 
constellation of many stars with 
each and every one contributing to 
the brilliance of the firmament. To 
shine in this display has involved 
‘long days of labor and nights devoid 
of ease.’ The minimum of time re- 
quired to qualify an individual per- 
former is made up of approximately 
eight years, one-half of intensive 
study and practice and one-half of 
practical experience and routine. A 
doctor’s degree in almost any other 
profession may be obtained in less 
time. While the emphasis tonight is 
on concerted effort, the players of 
separate instruments nevertheless 
honor their associates who have 
risen to solo rank. These eminent 
ones, by their marvelous execution 
and interpretation, not only add to 
the dignity of the profession, but 
carry it higher toward the climax of 
adequate melodic expression. How- 
ever, they do stress the democracy

of the calling in that it demands of 
each performer equally as to tune 
and tempo. 

“Pluck one thread, and the web ye mar! 

Break but one of a thousand strings 

And the painful jar through all will run!”

“One may read the history of his 
country, and thus gain some knowl- 
edge. He cannot experience this his- 
tory without having had personal 
participation. Sunshine and the 
light of the moon may join other 
glories of nature—the hills, the val- 
leys, the flowers, the tranquil plain 
and the raging sea and be mar- 
velously counterfeited on canvas. 
But the painter after all presents a 
lifeless counterfeit. He cannot pro- 
duce the thrilling reaction following 
sight of the reality. The human 
figure may be miraculously repro- 
duced in beautiful marble. But it 
lacks the appeal of human flesh and 
blood and is cold and dead. The 
works of the immortal bard may be 
read by all men in many languages, 
but they take on full meaning only 
when uttered by a living being in 
fitting environment. The art of the 
printer, ‘preserver of all arts,’ may 
perpetuate the words of theworator— 
but they cannot preserve the orator. 
A Roosevelt speech may be an inspi- 
ration on perusal, but it lacks the 
squinting eye, the clenched fist and 

the gleaming teeth. The old, yet 
ever new words, ‘I Love You!’ may 
be sung and printed in all the glori- 
ous melody of the greatest composer 
or master book-maker, but they only 
have fulness of meaning when vi- 
brantly uttered by the passionate 
lover to the darling of his heart. 
The love of Aimighty God for his 
creatures is only really assured to 
the suffering and the sorrowful by 
personal contact. 

“That this age is known as a ma- 
chine age must certainly be ad- 
mitted by all, certainly by musicians. 
That the advances of science have 
lightened the labors of men-in many 
directions without improving social 
conditions may also be conceded. In 
all respects where it tends to im- 
prove the human condition, material 

improvement by way of mechanics 
commands approval. However, it is 
very, very human to overwork a 
novelty. We all sing a popular song 
one week and then no one sings it. 
We swear by the latest book one 
month and on the first of the next 
month throw it away. We applaud 
a moving picture actor one day, and 
the next day cast him into outer 
darkness. We elect a popular hero 
and then kick him out of office. We 
are ‘fixed as waves, as breezes 
steady,’ and like wind and wave toss 
and blow, ebb and flow and subside. 

“Music is the great world-wide 
language. It speaks to heart and 
mind something that cannot be 
uttered or printed. In the name of 
the good, the true and the beautiful, 
we plead with all people who will 
listen not to allow this great outlet 
and interpreter of human emotion to 
be beaten to death by the jangle of 
mere machinery, Without artists 
there will be no art. All lost arts 
represent really lost artists. The 
great symphonies, the songs of 
praise by worshipful congregations, 
the wonderful operas, the stirring 

strains of courage and heroism, the 
soulful longing of the broken-hearted, 
the songs of shouting victorious, the 
crooning of a mother to her baby— 
none of these may be sealed in a can 
to be opened at will. In behalf of 
men and women who have loved 
music well enough to give their lives 
to it, and who out of this love pro- 
test against its degradation by cheap 
and raucous mechanism, we ask real 
music lovers to demand real music, 
Insist that the matchless message 
of melody be brought to you fresh 
from the minds and hearts of your 
fellow men!” 

Much has been said against the 
attempted mechanizing of music, but 
the dangers to the art through 
mechanization have never been more 
graphically elucidated, nor has the 
nature of music itself ever been more 
brilliantly and convincingly ex- 
plained, as has been done by Judge 
Claypool. His statements carry a 
conviction impossible to contradict. 

Movie Moguls Beginning to Realize Their Mistakes 

S remarked in previous issues, 
A the talking-picture industry is 

staggering a bit, as it tenderly 
clasps its midriff and shouts “De- 
pression!” at the referee. Even if 
the depression were something of a 

foul, it’s not only the depression 
blow that has the talkies staggering. 
The stagger comcs from the indus- 
try’s own lack of foresight. This 
displayed itself mainty in an uncon- 
scious but almost morbidly suicidal 
whetting of the public appetite for 
“fiesh.” The imperialistic policy of 
the big picture and platitude men 
saw only one side of the question, 
their establishment as leader and 
dictator of the amusement world. 
The other side, the side of public re- 
action to the Czaristic policy, re- 

mained unnoticed. 

For one thing, there was the 
wildly claimed introduction of the 

talkies. It had to come, it is to be 
supposed ; but that it had to is a pity

from the viewpoint of the picture 
people. Before talkies the movies 
were just about developing into a 
separate, distinct and self-reliant 
art. Pictures like “The Last Laugh” 
were being made, pictures that made 
full use of the possibilities of the 
camera, pictures that had to rely on 
practically none of the material that 
the movies borrowed from legitimate. 
It may be true that the movies were 
going down, but at least they were 
not going down at a more sedate 
pace than at present. And they 
weren’t throwing themselves into the 
hands of their worst enemy. 
When the talkies came, all of the 

movies’ hard-won individuality went 

by the boards. Talkies drew them 
“many steps closer to the stage in 
every possible way, making them, 
really, just echoes of legitimate 
drama. As far as independence 
went, talkies put them hack a good 

decade or two. And, worse still, 
talkies were close enough to the 
stage to remind their audiences, 
after the first novelty had worn off, 
that said audiences hadn’t seen legit- 
imate in a long while. Silent pic- 
tures kept the customers at least 
partially. satisfied in a different me- 
dium. Talkies, in the long run, made 
them realize that flesh-and-blood 
actors could do the same things a 
great deal better. 

y 

And another power-blind move 
was the monopolizing of theatres for 
the cinema. By depriving audiences 
of the stage, the moguls merely made 
them want it all the more. With a 
little legitimate thrown as a sop to 
the die-hards, the movies could have 
fought the growing flesh-conscious- 
ness of the country a great deal 
better than they’ve been able to. 

The moguls are just about begin- 
ning to realize this. Recently Fox 
West Coast opened a nine-week route 
for iegitimate through one-night 
stands, and is trying to book legiti- 
mate attractions into it with fair 
frequency. But it should have hap- 
pered a great deal sooner. The 
movies have given the countryside 
lime to get at least partially. or- © 
ganized in its appeal for the return 
of “flesh,” and that fact isn’t going 
to do the movies any good. The more 
concessions they make right now, the 
more they’ll benefit from them later,

Gamble With Fate 
EHIND very important doors the menace of com- 

munism is discussed these days. Behind other 

very important doors great industrialists and 
bankers are reaching for all the soviet gold they can 

get, giving fine, modern machinery in return. 

Behind many factory doors American workmen are 

discovering that American machinery in Russia, with 

communist conscript labor, is making products that can 

be sold in our Atlantic seaboard States for less than 

they can be made for in our own factories. 

Behind many Southern farmhouse doors big cotton 

grgwers and miserable share-croppers are waking up 

to the fact that the red soviets are on the verge of tak- 

ing over the world cotton market, to the desolation of 

our Southern workers and producers. 

Behind other Southern farmhouse doors the cruelly 

exploited growers of tobacco are being stricken with 

the same fear, with pellagra stalking through farms 

and market places. 

Behind other farm doors in the great wheat belt of 

the Middle West the growers of wheat are being made 

sick at heart by the knowledge that the hammer and 

cycle have replaced the Stars and Stripes over the grain 

cargoes that fix the world price of wheat. 

Behind certain great bank doors it is perfectly well 

known that American machinery, financed by American 

dollars, has made possible this red invasion of world 

markets with crops and products that can be sold at 

any price because the soviets run a vast monopoly for 

political purposes—and those political purposes sum up 

to one awful thing: world revolution against democracy. 

Ford and General Electric and others can survey 

their shipments to the soviets with the certain knowl- 

edge that in furnishing machinery they furnished 

munitions of war for the soviets, for the soviets wage 

war with the machinery of production, until they get 

ready for the other kind of war. 

Meanwhile the strengthened soviet machinery in 

Russia strengthens the communist machine in the 

United States and we hear of red riots and fresh red 

onslaughts against bona fide organizations of labor. 

The soviets pour back into the United States for 

destruction a part of the strength gained by the use 

of American-made mass production machinery. 

And there is another side to the picture. 

earners in the United States, to a total of more than 

six million, are.out of work. Those that have work are 

menaced with reduction of wages and thousands have 

already been forced to accept reduced wages—the most 

disgraceful blot on our industrial history. 

Great banks, including some that have profited from 

trade with the red tyrants of Moscow, demand that 

American workers, already underpaid, accept still lower 

wages. This makes for the kind of desperation that 

resists red propaganda with decreasing vigor and all 

too often falls victim to its hideous spell. 
With these plain facts before them, what are 

American industrial leaders thinking of today, that they 

gamble so lightly with fate? 

Wage- 

Unionism as a Social Forée 
HE value of the trade union movement can not be 

T measured by wage increases, unless these in- 

creases are associated with higher living standards, 

more diffused education and a more enlightened citizen- 

ship. 

Unionism is a social force because 

_morally and ethically sound. It is never found pleading 

for special privilege. Wage rates it asks for are met by 

the non-union employer. Its pleas for the abolishment 

its heart is 

of child labor include children of workers who take no 
part in the fight for better conditions. Its demands that - 

life and limb be protected in shop and mine include all 

workers. Its creed is all-embracing—regardless of sex, 

religious belief, politics, nationality or color—it invites 

all wage earners to join with it in the effort for a higher 

type of manhood and womanhood. 
The time has passed when the trade union move- 

ment must apologize for its existence or defend its 

purposes. Its position is invulnerable because it is sup- 

ported by grim necessity and by the highest ideals that 

have actuated man—a larger degree of liberty. A 

movement founded on these two elements can withstand 

any shock, as has been proven times without number by 

the trade unions. 

Democracy in Industry 
WO codes of rules and regulations affect the 

TT workers; the law upon the statute books, and the 

rules within industry. 

The first determines their relationship as citizens 

to all other citizens and to property. 

The second largely determines the relationship of 

employer and employe, the terms of employment, the 

conditions of labor, and the rules and regulations affect- 

ing the workers as employes. 

The first is secured through the application of the 

methods of democracy in the enactment of legislation, 

and is based upon the principle that the laws which 

govern a free people should exist only with their 

consent. 

The second, except where effective trade unionism 

exists, is established by the arbitrary or autocratic 

whim, desire or opinion of the employer and is based 

upon the principle that industry and commerce cannot 

be successfully conducted unless the employer exercises 

the unquestioned right to establish such rules, regula- 

tions and provisions affecting the employes of self- 

interest prompts. 

Both forms of law vitally affect the workers’ oppor- 

tunities in life and determine their standard of living. 

The rules, regulations and conditions within industry 

in many instances affect them more than legislative 

enactments. It is, therefore, essential that the workers 

should have a voice in determining the laws within in- 

dustry and commerce which affect them, equivalent to 

the voice which they have as citizens in determining 

the legislative enactments which shall govern them. 

It is as inconceivable that the workers as free citi- 

zens should remain under autocratically made law 

within industry and commerce as it is that the nation 

could remain a democracy while certain individuals or 

groups exercise autocratic powers. 

It is, therefore, essential that the workers every- 

where should insist upon their right to organize into 

trade unions, and that effective legislation should be 

enacted which would make it a criminal offense for any 

employer to interfere with or hamper the exercise of 

this right or to interfere with the legitimate activities 

of trade unions.—Ezcerpt from A. F. of L. Reconstruc- 

tion Program. 

Labor Queries - - - - 
Questions and Answers on Labor: What It Has 

Done; Where It Stands on Problems of the 

Day; Its Aim and Program; Who’s Who in 

the Ranks of the Organized Toilers, etc., etc. 

Q.—Are the workers on the government-owned Alas- 

kan Railroad organized? 

A.—Yes. The train service workers are members of 

the railroad brotherhoods and the rest of the workers 

are organized in Federal Employes’ Union No. 344. 

Q.—Is the United Mine Workers of America an in- 

dustrial organization? 

A.—Yes. It includes in its membership all workers 

employed “in and around coal mines, coal washers and 

coke ovens on the American continent.” 

Q.—Who was called “the father of the Canadian labor 

movement?” 

A—D. J. O’Donoghue, Typographical Union, Ottawa, 

first vice-president of the Canadian Labor Union, organ- 

ized in 1873. This was a federation of Canadian unions 

which had a short life. The work it started was re- 

sumed by the Trades and Labor Congress of Canada. 

Q.—What proportion of the railroads have adopted 

a union-management co-operative agreement with their 

shop workers? 

A.—A study made by Prof. Louis A. Wood of the 

University 6f Oregon shows that four major railroad 

systems in the United States and Canada, having to- 

gether about.one-sixth of the total combined railroad 

mileage of the two countries, have adopted the co-opera- 

tive plan. The railroads are the Baltimore & Ohio, 

Canadian National, Chicago & North Western and Chi- 

cago, Milwaukee, St. Paul & Pacific. 

Out Beyond the Surf- - 
Where thought, unhastened by necessity or trepida- 

tion, sometimes penetrates to truth. Here, where 

the shallows throw no spray, let us ponder and 
enjoy the lessons of the art and the work and 
play of life. 

There is a city in the United States, which shall be 
nameless, in which the reds have captured, to all intents 

and purposes, the trade union movement. 

In this industrial city a handful of Communists have - 
made the movement respond to its dictates; they have 
whipped it around their fingers. The story may some 
ay be told and it is a remarkable siory. 

In another city a handful of reds ran union organ- 
izers out of town. 

In another city a handful of reds led thousands into 
a parade, and in still another they picketed a place of 
employment in which the bona fide union had signed. a 

splendid working agreement with the employers. 

These things do not mean that the reds are going to 

“capture the country,” but they do mean that workers 
made desperate by unemployment, or swayed momentar- 
ily by specious arguments, may be so thrown off their 
mental balance as to become the blind pawns of clever, 

plotting individuals.

Communism is enough of an issue to demand atten- 

tion. The reds, like Cataline of old Rome, are perfectly 

willing to devastate the whole social structure for their 

own fiendish gratification. And, like Cataline, they will 

find dupes to play their game, some out of blind hate 

for something, some out of misunderstanding of the red 

program, some out of a desire to take part in any adven- 

ture, some out of plain, downright ignorance. 

Trade union members today simply cannot afford to 

be uninformed. Trade union members today need to 
know about things. 

It is the fellow who doesn’t know who gets swept 

along. 

It is an absolute probability that the reds today have 

a definite alliance with criminal groups. There is, from 

their point of view, no reason for failing to use anything 

that can help destroy the present economic order. 

The American Federation of Labor understands the 

Communist program and the Communist menace. 

But there are local groups, here and there, that do 

not. Else we should not have had the three spectacles 

already described. 

It was the American Federation of Labor that res- 

cued the Fur Workers’ International Union. There were 

plenty of fur workers willing enough to follow the red 

flag. 

Again we recall the following of the evil Cataline. 

Many of his dupes did not understand that his program 

meant for them-the destruction of their own homes, the 

slaughter of their own families. When they found that 

out they deserted Cataline. 

It takes some people a long time to find out about 

the full extent of the disaster that’ Communism would 

mean—that it has meant in Russia.

John Barton Payne, president of the National Red Cross, told Governor Gifford Pinchot 
that hungry unemployed Pennsylvania miners could be given no relief because the Red 
Cross can only function in disasters that are “acts of God.” Meanwhile the Red Cross 
functions under a fat endowment that carries its normal running operations, while ite 
big annual drives are fed by the dimes of the wage earners.

Is war an “Act of God’? “Is a great fire 

an “Act of God”? If so, according to 
John Barton Payne, the National Red 

Cross, its state and local chapters, are 

at liberty to “furnish volunteer aid to the 

sick and wounded in time of war” and to 

“continue and carry on a system of na- 

tional and international relief in time of 

peace.” 

Nowhere in the charter of the National 

arter of 

‘Red Cross, as granted by Congress and 

approved on January 5, 1905, is the fam- 

ous phrase used by John Barton Payne 

to be found. 

Gifford Pinchot, then of Washington, 

D. C., was one of the persons named in 

the original grant of charter. The name 

of John Barton Payne does not appear 

in the list of names recited in the char- 

ter. He happened later. 

What Charter Provides 

The charter contains several para- 

graphs devoted to reciting the purposes 

and powers of the National Red Cross. 

These are: 

“First. To furnish volunteer aid to the 

sick and wounded of armies in time of war, 

in accordance with the spirit and condi- 

tions of the conference of Geneva of Oc- 

tober, 1863, and also of the treaty of the 

Red Cross .. of August 22, 1864, to 

which the United States gave its adhesion 

on March 1, 1882. (The United States 

was not represented at either time.) 
“Second. And for said purpose to per- 

form all the duties devolved upon a na- 

tional society. ... 

“Third. To succeed to all the rights 

and property which have been hitherto 

held and to all the duties which have 

heretofore been performed by the A 

can Red Cross. ... 

“Fourth. To act in matters of volun- 
tary relief and in accord with the naval 

and military authorities as a medium of 

communication between the people of the 

United States of America and their Army 

and Navy, and to act in such matters be- 

tween similar societies of other govern- 

ments through the International Red 

Cross and the government and the people 

and the Army and Navy of the United 

States of America. 

“Fifth. And to continue and carry on 

a system of national and international 

relief in time of peace and to apply the 

same in mitigating the sufferings caused 

by pestilence, famine, fire, floods and 

other national calamities, and to devise 

and carry on measures for preventing the 

same.” 

That last line looks like a pretty large 

contract. Perhaps the Red Cross is bound 

by its charter to enter into the matter 

_of Mississippi flood prevention, to say 

nothing of taking the lead in the preven- 

tion of fire disasters. 

Just how the theology of John Barton 

: Payne will bring the natural conditions 

. established in great drainage basins by 

, Slacial movements, erosions and floods, 

‘outside of his “Act of God” definition, is 

probably too involved even for him to 

elucidate. 

Officers Are Confused 

It is only fair to say that other respon- 

sible officers of the National Red Cross, 

when approached with a request for a 

definition of “An Act of God,” appeared 

embarrassed, and offered a copy of the 

charter of the organization as a proper

definition of its purposes, wherein they 

are stated as above quoted. 

The last annual report of the National 

Red Cross. on page 199, shows that it ren- 
dered aid in 108 “disasters,” of which 

three were caused by’ explosions; 24 by 

fires, seven by forest fires; four by mine 

explosions, and one shipwreck. And on 

the same page is the record of relief of 

Russian refugees in Manchuria, and relief 

of Russian refugees in Germany, each of 

which was accomplished by a national 

appropriation to the amount of $5,000. 

Then there was a smallpox epidemic in 

Costa Rica, which received a national ap- 

propriation amounting to $7,540. 

If the reader is not able to deduce from 

this data the picture which is in the 

mind of John Barton Payne when- he 

speaks of an “Act of God,” it can only be 

said that his mental picture does not in- 

clude anything like the wholesale starva- 

tion of women and children in a coal 

mine district as coming under the defint- 

tion of a “disaster” in the sense that it is 

an “Act of God” similar to an explosion 

of fireworks. 

There was such an explosion of firé 

works on April 3, 1930, in Devon, Chester 

County, Pa., in which 144 buildings were 

damaged or destroyed, 10 persons killed 

and 47 injured; and in this connection 

the National Red Cross “assisted” 416 
persons. 

There was a mine explosion at Kettle 

Island, Bell County, Ky., on March 29, 

1930, in which 16 persons were killed; 

and here the Red Cross “assisted’ 330 
persons. 

Rayne Definition Shaky 

Just where the “Act of God” came into 

these incidents—or for that matter what 

it had to do with the smalipex epidemic 

at Costa Rica, is something in which the 

fire insurance companies and the Army 

surgeons would be greatly interested. It 

might affect the rates of insurance pre- 

miums, and prophylactic procedures in 

tropical islands. 

Mr. Payne’s idea would seem to indi- 
cate that the “medicine men” to be called 

in are those of the voodoo order, in the 

case of such a disaster as the typhoid 

epidemic in Hanover County, in Virginia. 

Against an “Act of God”—what can mor- 

tal man do but perform propritiatory 

acts? 

Unemployment—that is not to be at- 

tributed to divine or any other kind of 

providence. That much becomes clear 

from the enlightening lucubrations of 

John Barton Payne. 

And if, during the coming winter, 

there should happen to be riots, mobs, 

hunger marches, and perhaps civil war, 

on account of persistent unemployment 

conditions—there is no provision in the 

categories of Mr. Payne’s Red Cross vo 

cabulary which can bring any of this kind 

of human need within the scope of its 

benevolent ministrations—unless they go 

to Costa Rica and get smitten with small- 
pox.

“Just a Human Heart” 
By R. L. REDCLIFFE

’Mid all the jumbled up confusion that 

_keeps every day existence of the average 

American. citizen in a state of boiling 

frenzy, we have failed to seriously con- 

sider the possibilities of good or evil that 

are pent up in the human heart. 

Big business, little business, statesmen, 

clergy, professor, actor, clown or common 

thief are all (in their separate environ- 

ment) evidently actuated by a wrong and 

mistaken psychology. 

None of the controlling elements with- 

in the nation have up to now approached 

the causes, or considered a‘possible rem- 

edy for our economic difficulties, giving 

full consideration for the sentiments that 

are similar in every heart. 

Statesmen and political aspirants face 

the problem of our country’s solvency 

with discussion of taxes, tariffs and pos- 

sible bond issues. They fail to deliber- 

ate as to whether or not such plans are 

in conformity with the desires and the 

ability of the people (generally) to con- 

tribute to such a program. 

In these days of scientific and mechani- 

cal genius men in high places have ad- 

vanced their own interests, and have ca- 

tered too freely to their own selfish de- 

sires, to such limits that humanity stands 

back ashamed at the hypocritical du- 

plicity that shrouds itself under the cloak 

of business or patriotism. 

There is no need to elucidate. Every 

man knows himself. In the heart of each 

of us there is the conscious feeling of 

guilt or innocence, that needs neither 

judge nor jury to expose. 

Accusations and controversies between 

political and business groups; factional 

strifes and hatreds; contentions, bicker- 

ings and vain investigation—all these 

agencies are doing nothing more nor less 

than to keep the mind of the,people in 

a state of confusion and uncertainty. 

None of these activities is competent 

to advance.the prosperity that is due to 

the people, collectively. 

Conservative government would do well 

to take proper caution lest history repeat 

itself by the rising of a people who, hav- 

ing reached the border of reason and self- 

control, pay no heed to discretion, as in 

the torture of their outraged sentiments 

they loosen the passions within the hu- 

man heart. 

Industry, commerce and government 

must awake to the fact that starving men, 

women and children are a problem that 

will not wait patiently for legislation that 

is necessarily slow. 

WHAT THE PEOPLE NEED AND 

WHAT THE PEOPLE DEMAND AT 

THIS TIME IS IMMEDIATE RELIEF. 

Work must come and wages must be 

paid before bonds can. be bought. Wages 

must come before manufactured products 

can be evenly distributed. 

When wages are not forthcoming 

democracy steps aside to make room for 

slavery, and the fundamental ideals of 

our Republic are outraged. Popular gov- 

ernment is threatened with a breakdown. 

The human heart is a machine of far 

greater power than any machine that is 

mechanically built, and it is potentially 

dangerous to rouse the pent up energies 

of this machine. 

We are confronted with an emergency 

that calls for the attention of the clever- 

est brains and the most loyal heart in the 

country if we would keep possible terrors 

from bringing actual destruction to our 

‘Republic. 

It is time that we get into a huddle to 

offer a program and a platform of im- 

mediate action that can be safely accepted 

by our government, by business, and by 

the people as a whole. 

In order to insure success such a con- 

ference must convince all factions (with- 

in the Nation) that American ideals, prin- 

ciples and insgitutions must remain un- 

sullied. 

We cannot and must not permit Ameri- 

can ideals to become spotted, .even though 

certain elements among us make sacri- 

fices.and offer some concessions that hurt 

their ego or ruffle their pride.

We must not forget that 120,000,000 are 

more to be feared than the accumulation 

of billions of dollars in gold that may 

be hidden behind walls of stone and 

steel. 

In order to give adequate protection to 

our accumulated wealth, and to the ethi- 

cal standards that so far have permitted 

of our industrial and commercial expan- 

sion, we must pay attention to the cry 

from the human heart. 

Social justice and moral as well as 

physical liberty are rights that belong 

to all of the people—the right to live with- 

out fear of slavery or persecution is in- 

cluded in our franchise. 

Business and labor executives should 

meet with statesmen, prepared to weigh 

the sentiments of the human heart, and 

to deal fairly with all human aspirations. 

The conference should go into session 

with a tremble of august fear, and in full 

realization of the irrefutable truth that, 

while labor is constructive under right 

treatment, it can become destructive 

under the torture of conditions that strain 

human tolerance and endurance. 

CONFIDENCE MUST BE RETURNED 

TO THE BODY OF THE PEOPLE. Work 

must open up, wage standards must be 

held at a level that allows laboring people 

to retain their self-respect. 

We have it in our power to avoid a 

debacle if we will but bend our ear to 

the whisperings that come from the great 

heart of humanity, and if we are ready 

to give a pound for a pound. 

Let us hope that in all wisdom leaders 

will realize in time that, as a nation of 

people, we are a family with JUST A HU- 

MAN HEART.

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UNEMPLOYMENT ON INCREASE 

President Green Says Situation Is Grow- 

ing Steadily More Critical. 

William Green, President of the Ameri- 

can Federation of Labor, has issued the 

following statement on unemployment 

based on reports received during the 

month of July: 

“Unemployment in industry increased 

again in July, according to reports from 

trade unions. Our weighted figures show 

a rise from 17.1 per cent out of work in 

May to 18.2 per cent in June and 18.9 per 

cent in July. Efforts to keep men at 

work at least part time are evidently not 

sufficient. There has been no increase 

in part-time work this month; 19 per cent 

of the membership are still on short 

schedule. in some industries part-time 

work has actually decreased while unem- 

ployment rose. 

“The July unemployment increase is 

not quite so large as in June, but it brings 

industrial unemployment almost to the 

February level. We estimate that about 

175,000 have lost their jobs since June. 

“Fortunately the harvesting season on 

farms is calling for more labor, and some 

275,000 farm laborers have been taken on 

in the last month, we estimate. Although 

those who were laid off in industry last 

month probably are not the ones who 

found work on farms, the farm employ- 

ment does reduce the total number out of 

work by about 100,000. We estimate that 

in July about 5,200,000 persons were un- 

employed. Thi is small gain since the 

January peak, when 6,300,000 were out. 

“The unemployment situation is grow- 

ing steadily more critical. Farm employ- 

ment will only last for the summer season 

and into October. This year, with the 

small spring wheat crop, there will prob- 

ably not be many more farm jobs than 

those already filled. The 800,000 who 

have found work on farms since January, 

will be .out of work again next winter. 

We cannot expect permanent improve- 

ment in the employment situation before 

winter, though the fall busy season will 

give temporary work for a few months. 

If industrial unemployment should in- 

crease as much from July to next January 

as it does in normal prosperous years, we 

shall have 7,000,000 out of work next 

winter. 

“We must look forward to a worse un- 

employment problem next winter than 

last. The National Association of Com- 

munity Chests, after a 184 

American cities, expects that relief needs 

will probably be twice as great. Here is 

a problem which requires immediate ac- 

tion; much of the suffering can be 

avoided if preventive measures are 

started now.

“First is the crucial need of shortening 

work hours. This is the only permanent 

solution to the unemployment problem; 

other measures are mere paliatives. 

When we consider that with modern ma- 

chines in our factories, work which took 

the average man 52 hours in 1919 he can 

now do in 34 hours, and that average 

work hours have only been reduced from 

52 to 50 a week, we understand why spare 

time has become unemployment instead 

of leisure. Hundreds of thousands have 

permanently lost their jobs. ‘Shortening 

work hours this winter for all workers in 

the plant would distribute available work 

so that none now at work need be laid off, 

' it would also make a necessary perma. 

nent readjustment so that as industry 

recovers from depression, those now un- 

employed might find work. 

“Second—employment guarantees, 

Practically every employer can assure 

employment to the minimum force he will 

need from .November through April. If 

the 20,000,000 wage earners, who will 

probably have fairly regular work through 

the winter, knew now that they were to 

keep their jobs their mental attitude 

would be reversed. Instead of hoarding 

every possible cent and living in constant 

fear of unemployment, anxiety would 

cease and they would release millions of 

dollars to buy goods. All industry would 

benefit. 

“The third and fourth points in a pro- 

- gram for next winter are emergency 

measures: 3. Create work. Public work 

in parks and on public buildings and 

roads where possible; private work in 

homes; work for welfare organizations. 

4. Secure funds for relief, both municipal ~ 

and private.

In the last short story I tried to show 

how the index number of the cost of 

Iiving can be used to mend the unstable 

dollar by, so to speak, putting a patch on 

it from the outside. It has never been, 

and probably never will be, applied to the 

great bulk of contracts, both because it is 

too much trouble and because the Money 

Illusion prevents most people from seeing 

the need of it. 

But instead of thus using index num- 

bers for mending the dollar from the 

outside to counteract its fluctuations, 

they may be used for mending it from 

the inside so as to prevent those fluc- 
‘ . 

tuations. 

To stabilize the buying power of mone- 

tary units has long been a dream of 

economists. And after the World War, 

with its new lessons in monetary insta- 

bility, this dream has, to some extent, 

approached realization. 2 

Some economists, bankers, and states- 

men have come to recognize that nearly 

all inflation and deflation are man-made, 

and have asked why we should not have 

a man-made stabilization. 

Progress toward stable money is now 

easier than ever before because of the 

advent of index numbers. Only in the 

last generation has the index been avail- 

able as a tell-tale of the fateful fluctu- 

Just as we could 

not get a stable unit of weight until the 

of measure, the weighing 

scale or balance was developed, and just 

as we could not get stable units of elec- 

tricity until suitable electric instruments 

were developed, so we could not get a 

stable dollar until the instrument called 

an index number was developed. Prior 

to that advent of the index number as an 

instrument for measuring, even the con- 

cept of a stable buying power of money 

was too vague to form the basis of 

reform. 

The problem underlying the stabilizing 

of the dollar is to get a better correspon- 

dence between the two great streams, the 

circulation of money and the circulation 

of goods. This correspondence will not 

fully take ‘care of itself. The money 

stream is under the control of the issuers 

of money. The great issuers of money 

today are the central banks. They are 

properly expected to provide money and 

credit to expand or shrink with the ex- 

pansion or shrinkage of the business to 

be done by it. The main trouble with 

business and employment today is that 

credit has shrunk too much relatively to 

business. 

Credit currency has grown to be a 

larger part of our money than the gold 

stock into which it is redeemable. In 

England and America, the proportion of 

credit currency to gold is about seven 

to one; the tail now wags the dog. To- 

day, then, instead of saying that the 

paper dollar or the credit dollar derives 

its value from the gold dollar into which 

it is convertible, it would be truer to say 

that the gold dollar derives its value from 

the credit dollar into which it is con- 

vertible. And since the volume of cir- 

culating credit is controllable and con- 

trolled, we have already a managed cur- 

rency in spite of ourselves. If we insure 

good management we shall thereby at- 

tain stabilization. 

At several international conferences 

following the World War the question of 

stabilizing’ the buying power of money 

Was discussed. Finally, at the Economic 

Conference at Genoa in 1922, an epoch 

Was marked by the unanimous adoption, 

by the representatives of more than 30 

nations, .of resolutions favoring such 

Stabilization and indicating some of the 

methods to be employed. These included 

co-operative action among the greai cen- 

tral banks of the world concerning the 

use to be made of gold reserves and as 

instrument 

"to the discount policy to be pursued. 

These economic experts, at the Genoa 
Conference, recommended: ; 

“The essential requisite for the 

’ economic reconstruction of Europe is 

the achievement, by each country, of 

stability in the value of its currency.” 

They then ‘proceeded to outline the 
specific steps which should immediaieiy 

be taken. 

Still more epoch-making was the in- 

auguration of actual efforts in this direc- 

tion by the Federal Reserve System in 

1922. Officials of the Federal Reserve 

Board and banks realized that, in Amer- 

ica, with huge gold reserves threatening 

inflation, all possible steps should be 

taken to prevent it. 

the world a new policy, almost unnoticed 

and scarcely self-conscious, yet destined, 

I believe, to replace the traditional policy 

of drifting helplessly and hopelessly on 

the supposedly inevitable tides of money. 

The dollar, in short, has been partially 

safeguarded against wide fluctuations 

ever since the Federal Reserve System 

finally set up the Open Market Commit- 

tee in 1922 to buy and sell securities, 

especially government bonds, for the pur- 

pose of influencing the credit situation. 

This committee was reorganized in 1923 

“with primary regard to the accommo- 

dation of commerce and business, and to 

the effect of such purchases or sales on 

the general credit situation.” The Fed- 

eral Reserve System thereby tacitly 

recognized its duty to control or influ- 

ence credit, and seemed astonished, even 

a bit frightened, to discover that it 

possessed the tremendous power 

credit which it has. This power, rightly 

used, makes the Federal Reserve System 

the greatest public service institution in 

the world.

This is the old, old story of combina- 

tion. 

Administrative costs are saved, pur- 

chases can be made at lower unit costs, 

and everybody is happy except those who 

have to walk the plank because of con- 

solidation. 

But the business merger is heartless. 

It cheapens unit costs, but finds no way, 

by and large, to do anything to smooth 

the road for the man who gets fired. He 

is the goat, though the rest of us may 

profit here and there. 

Mergers don’t always bring cheapened 

costs. Sometimes they serve to afford a 

basis for new stock and bond issues which 

demand greater profit margins for inter- 

est and dividend purposes. 

Sometimes generation after generation 

goes on paying tribute to the gentiemen 

whose watered stock must earn its keep, 

legitimately or otherwise. 

There are many classical examples of 

that. 

“Business is business,’ we have been 

told, down through the ages. Which 

merely means that in business you haye 

to put profit above everything and let the 

human equation shift for itself. 

Perhaps that is right enough, at that, 

for if the human equation will but organ- 

ize so as to make its power effective it 

can mighty well shift for itself. 

Business organizes for greater power 

and effectiveness. Working people should 

do the same. Until they do, “business” 

will be “business,” whether we like it 

or not. 

Mergers, improved machinery, new ma- 

terials—all the discoveries and develop- 

ments of a “straight line production” age 

have served to make it easier to pro- 

duce what we need and to do it in much 

less time. 

But because “business” is the watch- 

word, humanity gets only a part of the 

great benefit possible. We know how to 

turn out goods, but we do not know how 

to so distribute the goods as to make a 

healthy, happy nation of men, women and 

children free from the fear of poverty. 

That, gentlemen of finance and manu- 

facture, is the next job. 

And it will be done. 

It will be done pretty much at the 

speed with which men and women learn 

to organize. 

One good way to create the spirit for 

organization and the understanding nec- 
‘essary to good organization is to spread 

* labor papers. 

Every union should have a committee 

constantly on the job getting labor news- 

papers into the hands 

workers. 

It is an everlasting disgrace that Ameri- 

can labor newspapers do not have double 

and quadruple ,their present .circulation. 

Give them that and watch the unions’ 

rosters grow! 

Organization, today, to get anywhere, 

must be based. on knowledge, vision, un- 

derstanding of our surroundings. The 

ant is the perfect example of organiza- 

tion of one kind. But the work of the
