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BEGINNING THE SECOND YEAR 
the Roosevelt Administration finds 

important developments in the realm 

of Labor. The most significant change 

is the defining of fundamental rights— 

the right to choose representatives free 

from the interference of employers and 

to bargain collectively. These righis are 

implied in our free institutions, but the 

National Recovery Act wrote them into 

explicit mandatory provisions of law. The 

N RA, Section 7a, gives Labor status and, 

therefore, opens up opportunity and hope. 

These legal rights await action by the 

workers to give them substance and 

reality. 

Te beginning of the second year of 

There is ahead of us the development 

of a new set of human institutions which 

shall bring freedom, greater justice and 

opportunity for growth and progress to 

the numerically largest portion of our na- 

tion. The result of our efforts will be 

higher levels of living for those who do 

the world’s work. The organized labor 

movement is the instrumentality for real- 

izing this high human purpose. The lead- 

ers in the cause are the union executives 

authorized to represent the group. 

Throughout the length and breadth of the 

land these executives responsible for the 

welfare of millions are planning and 

working to establish industrial agencies 

and practices that shall bring justice 

into work relations. Without the glamor 

of a crusade or the stimulus or the spur 

of popular approval these union execu- 

tives are giving high endeavor to carry- 

ing out their mission. Not all have equal 

capacity, not all have the full vision of 

the cause which they serve, but they are 

doing their part. Here and there stand 

out leaders whose eyes see a Vision of 

what life may hold for men and women 

who work, who love the cause of human- 

ity and whose service is free from com- 

mercialism, whose faith gives the will to 

struggle and achieve. These leaders give 

others eyes to see, understanding to act 

and faith for courage—so that all might 

move upward in the slow march of prog- 

ress, for, though opportunity may widen 

suddenly, achievement of results is held 

back by the slowness of individuals to 

see and act. 

No one is insignificant in our forward 

movement, but since initiative has come 

through leaders it is unions we need now 

for the leaders to plan the next steps. 

The strength of the whole movement will 

depend upon the wisdom, the informa- 

tion and the vision of its leaders. It was 

with this need in mind the conference of 

n:tional and international representatives 

held in Washington in January recom- 

mended that the officers of the American 

Federation of Labor call into special con- 

ferences periodically the executive officers 

or representatives, or representative com- 

mittees of the several departments and 

divisions of organized labor within the 

American Federation of Labor to review 

the progress of organization made and 

to plan for future methods to be followed 

and means to be employed in furthering 

organization in their respective fields of 

endeavor. 

Second Stage of Roosevelt Administration Finds 
Important Development in the Realm of Labor 

--- Defining of Fundamental Rights.

Organization is the big task that lies 

ahead of us and we must not be deterred 

by urgent details from concentrating our 

forces on the developing of the agencies 

prerequisite to any material or sustained 

progress. 

We urge every labor organization in the 

country to begin making organizing plans. 

Central labor bodies have a major re- 

sponsibility and should call union leaders 

together to map out a labor forward cam- 

paign. Make your plans and call upon 

national and international officers for 

help. Write your plans to the Federa- 

tion. State what you need .in the form 

of organizing literature and information. 

Before getting under way make sure your 

union leaders are informed on labor’s 

rights under the N RA and its compliance 

and enforcement machinery. Write the 

Federation your needs and get ready to 

reach the fifteen million mark in three 

years. 

Contempt of Labor Rights 

The unbending opposition with which 

employers have met workers’ efforts to 

exercise some of their fundamental rights 

is illustrated by the course of Edmund 

S. Weir of the Weirton Steel Company. 

The employes of the Weirton Steel Com- 

pany seized the opportunity given them 

under Section 7a of the NRA and or- 

ganized in a standard trade union. The 

company, realizing what was happening, 

sought to divert events by initiating a 

competitive organization which would be 

intra-company and, therefore, under its 

control. Some of the workers joined the 

company union while others adhered to 

the trade union. 

Since the purpose of. employe repre- 

sentation plans is collective bargaining, 

one organization had to be selected for 

that purpose. This issue was referred ts 

the National Labor Board with the re- 

quest that the board hold an election so 

that the workers might make their choice 

under impartial auspices. Mr. Weir 

agreed to this course at the hearing be- 

fore the board. He afterwards refused 

to co-operate. The situation was referred 

to the Department of Justice and when 

the Division of Conciliation of the NRA 

was set up was referred to that agency. 

The President*of the United States is- 

sued an Executive Order to provide for 

carrying out Section 7a of the National 

Recovery Act, in which he directed the 

board upon the request of a substantial 

number of employes to hold an election to 

determine their agency for collective bar- 

gaining. He also directed that the board 

report to the Administration of the 

NRA any employer who refused to com- 

ply with the result of such election. As 

is the practice in this country, decision 

of the majority would control. It would 

be impossible for management to negoti- 

ate work agreements with both majority 

and minority groups and to enforce two 

separate sets of standards. 

Again the National Labor Board an- 

nounced it would hold an election and 

sent its representatives to the Weirton 

Steel Company for that purpose. 

The Weirton Company again expressed 

its contempt for the right of wage-earners 

to organize in unions whether implied by 

our free institutions or written into law. 

It flatly refused to permit the representa- 

tives of the National Labor Board access 

to its pay roll as the basis for the elec- 

tion. At every step of the Government 

to assure workers of this company their 

legal rights, the employer interposes its 

contempt for these rights and its feeling 

of superiority to government. It is this 

kind of attitude that compels the Govern- 

ment to consider providing penalties 

which will make even steel operators 

hesitate to disregard law. 

Clearly the right to representatives for 

collective bargaining implies something 

more than courteous discussion—it im- 

plies negotiations which terminate in a 

joint agreement and its effectiveness. 

Resting upon such a foundation the joint 

relations between management and em- 

ployes would become mutual and, there- 

fore, contractual. The result would be 

organization of the productive (or labor) 

forces of industry that would make pos- 

sible equitable participation for all in in- 

dustrial decisions which affect their in- 

terest. 

If only employers could bring them- 

selves to accept the right of employes to 

representatives of their choosing to ne- 

gotiate their work agreement and to 

manage their common work interests, it 

would be possible to deveiop constructive 

policies and the spirit of co-operation for 

the advancement of the industry. It is 

obvious there must be some way to re- 

strain those who flaunt their contempt for 

Labor’s rights. 

Unemployment Insurance 

Now that our.economic structure seems 

safe from the disintegration that has been 
threatening, it is high time to plan 

against conditions that upset economic 

balance. While we do not know all the 

forces, there are some that stand out con- 
spicuously. One of them is unemploy- 

ment. 

Our whole basis of living requires each 

person to have an income or to be cared 

for by some one with an income. Em- 

ployment is the source of income. When 

the job goes, the whole basis of living is 

gone. Not only are the individuals’ lives 

demoralized, but also their contractual 

relations with individuals and business 

undertakings. These simple facts explain 

why unemployment is so demoralizing to 

society. In addition unemployment is de- 

moralizing to the individual, for work is 

an essential means of personal develop- 

ment and expression. Unemployment is 

a social as well as an economic evil. We 

cannot in the immediate future at least 

abolish unemployment, for it is an ac: 

companiment of change. We can, how- 

ever, avert some of the worst conse- 

quences of unemployment while we bridge 

the way to new jobs. The method which 

has been most widely sanctioned in mod- 

ern industrial countries is unemployment 

insurance. 

The various plans for unemployment in- 

surance that have been tried give oppor- 

tunity to study experience as a basis for 

developing plans adapted to conditions in 

the United States. Briefly the various 

plans may be summarized thus: 

The way was led by the Ghent Plan 

which supplemented trade union unem- 

ployment benefits. The English plan pro- 

vided a central fund to which the State, 

certain employers and employes contrib- 

uted and from which limited benefits were 

paid in accord with specified standards. 

The German plan established a corpora- 

tion (to avoid difficulties due to a federal 

government). Employers and employes 

paid into a central fund contributions in 

proportion to classified wages. Similar 

benefits were paid, limited in time and 

amounts. Social upheavals of the past 

twenty years changed elements in these 

basic plans materially, but the essential 

principles remain. To these methods, 

discussion in the United States has added 
an additional proposal—reserves varying 

from plans for individual accounts and 

funds for an industry. This proposal 

tries to make regulation of unemployment 

profitable to the industry and depends 

upon analogy between reserves for wages 

and reserves for these industrial pur- 

poses. 

In recent months consideration has 

been given to development of reserves for 

an industry under the machinery set up 

by its code. 

While opinion is crystallizing as be- 

tween reserves and general fund pooling 

risks; as between state-wide systems or 

plans covering competitive areas, sepa- 

rate industries or groups of industries 

or the whole country; as between gov- 

ernmental agencies or corporations for 

public service, two proposals important 

for whatever decision is finally rendered 
in these various methods, are before Con- 

gress for action. Of fundamental impor- 

tance is adequate appropriation for our 

Federal Employment Service to provide 

the machinery through which any unem- 

ployment insurance measure must oper- 

ate. An adequate. well-functioning serv- 

ice is prerequisite to additional social 

legislation. 

The second measure is the Wagner pro- 

posal for a 5 per cent excise tax on pay 

rolis against which local contributions to 

unemployment insurance should be credit- 

ed. Favorable action on these two mea- 

sures will facilitate decisions in unem- 

ployment problems.

HE very first step toward genuine collective bar- 

T gaining is the abolition of the employer-dominated 

union as an agency for dealing with grievances, 

labor disputes, wages, rules, or hours of employment.—

Labor’s Power Demonstrated 
HE power of organized labor, the force that all 

T unscrupulous employers of labor know and fear, 

was demonstrated in Shamokin, Pa., recently when 

the labor movement there threatened a boycott on all 

merchants who were affiliated with the Chamber of 

Commerce. The action was taken as a result of the 

hostile anti-union attitude of the national Chamber of 

Commerce. 

As a result of labor’s stand, the local Chamber of 

Commerce severed its affiliation with the national body, 

and organized into the Community Service Association, 

to which all citizens and classes of organizations are 

eligible. 

Come Clean, Moscow! 
N this country Communism has represented more 

II than’ anything else a program of manufacturing 

trouble. Trouble for trade unions, for the courts, 
for the government generally, for our social and political 

institutions as such. 

For that reason, and because of the historic position 

of the international communist movement, we could not 

but feel that Mr. Litvinoff had his tongue in his cheek, 

so to speak, when he negotiated a treaty with President 

Roosevelt in which he promised for the Soviet govern- 

ment not only not to promote or support any such 

trouble-making in this country, but not even to tolerate 

in Russia the existence of any organization having for 

its purpose the overthrow of American political and 

social institutions. 

At the time of the making of that treaty there was 

presented to the President a pretty full statement of the 

activities of the eommunist organizations in this coun- 

try, their relation to each other, and their relation to 

the Moscow Internationale. Mr. Litvinoff seems to have 

been able to satisfy the President at least as to the 

future policy of his government along these lines. 

At least in one more or less public meeting an au- 

thorized press representative of the Soviet Government 

in this country has given an account of these happen- 

ings in a manner which seemed to indicate the “tongue- 

in-the-cheek” attitude. 

Without wishing to over-valuate the effectiveness 
of the propaganda methods of the communists in 
America, it may be worth while to call to the atten- 
tion of the real friends of Russia the fact that the 
less trouble they stir up in this country during the 
next few years, the more likely that country is to 
get some of the things which it really needs to/ 
secure from America, in the way of actual commodi- 
ties, to say nothing of the credits which are likely 
to be needed to enable Russia to round the corner of 
its next Five-Year Plan. 

The mere mixing of confusion into American coun- 

sels, wheather it be in matters of policy and procedure 

in the organization of labor, or along the line of racial 

problems which of necessity require a long-time process 

of elucidation, can add nothing to the benefits to be 

derived by this country from its experiences during the 

next few years. It will take some pretty positive evi- 

dence, however, to satisfy some of us that such scenes 

as those which took place in Madison Square Garden, 

New York City, at the attempted discussion of the 

Austrian situation, are not to be laid at the door of an 

established organ of propaganda which has its roots 

and which certainly finds moral, if not financial, sup- 

port at the seat of the Soviet Government. 

All Workers Should Enroll in Unions 
HE 1933 convention of the American Federation of 

Labor emphasized the necessity of 100 per cent 

organization of working men and women in bona 

fide unions in order to equip themselves with the ma- 
chinery necessary to secure their full rights under the 

codes of fair competition established by authority of the 

National Industrial Recovery Act. 

The importance of the convention’s admonition is 

illustrated every day in Washington in the hearings 

‘held by the Recovery Administration on the various 

codes, as well as in the procedure before and after the 

hearings. 

The codes are practically all drawn up by organi- 

zations of employers, called trade associations, without 

consultation with the employes, organized or un- 

organized, despite the fact that the labor sections affect 

very vitally the welfare of all the workers. 

In actual day-to-day practice it is a truism evident to 

all serious-minded persons that the labor sections of the 

codes receive much more consideration from both em- 

ployers’ representatives and Recovery Administration 

authorities when the employes covered by the codes are 

effectively organized than they do in industries where 

the employers for years and years have bludgeoned their 

employes into joining subservient company unions and 

similar schemes of employer “welfare work.” 

After the codes are signed by the President it is 

equally apparent, from months of observation, that the 

labor sections, according the workers the right of col- 

lective bargaining without employer interference and 

setting up maximum hours and minimum wage stan- 

dards, are much more adequately enforced if the workers 

are organized in bona fide trade unions strong enough to 

fight vigorously every infraction of labor’s rights both 

under the National Recovery Act and the codes them- 

selves. 

Workers everywhere should enroll 100 per cent in 

unions affiliated with the American Federatipgn of 

Labor. Otherwise the labor guarantees contained in the 

Recovery Act will become just what employers of the 

Weir and Budd and Ford type desire them to be—mere 

paper declarations with the workers kept in economic 

serfdom and unable to maintain their rights under 

the law. 

“Coolie Wages” Must Go 
ILLS to regulate wages and other conditions in 

industrial home work are being drafted in a num- 

ber of States. They should be passed without 

delay. It is estimated there are a million industrial 

home workers in the United States. Under existing 

conditions, they are a menace to factory wage standards 

in every part of the nation. 

Almost unbelievable low wages are paid in home- 

work. Elmer F. Andrews, New York State Industrial 

Commissioner, in urging passage of a bill to protect 

home workers in his State, showed that wages as low 

as 2 cents an hour are paid women and child home 

workers, who number 30,000 in New York State alone. 

Their weekly earnings, which averaged only $6.19 in 

the prosperous year 1928, have been cut to as little as 

25 cents a day for 14 hours’ work, he said. 

Commissioner Andrews well branded these “coolie 

wages” as “shameful exploitation.”” Such exploitation 

must be stopped. It endangers the whole recovery 

program and is something that no civilized nation 

should tolerate. 

We should be as careful of our words as of our 

actions, and as far from speaking ill as doing ill—Cicero.

employers are a lot of crooks.

Of all the talk heard recently about how to get out 

of the depths, the most talk has been about violations 

of codes. 

One Code Authority member accused his own indus- 

try, not many days ago, of only 25 per cent compliance. 

That’s 75 per cent violation. 

Mostly, violations are in the direction of cheating 

labor, or in ignoring trade practice regulations, which 

means cheating other employers or the public, or both. 

Now isn’t that a nice state of morality among our 

great minds? 
* * * 

More than that, to hear the stories told by employers 

when they are fighting against decent provisions in 

codes, you would think all employers were insolvent and 

that all employers were honorable and above suspicion. 

What a nice lot they are when they are pleading. What 

a crooked lot they are when they are telling on each 

other. 

General Johnson says his worst problem is violation, 

or non-compliance. That means that his worst problem 

is how to stop employers from lying and cheating; how 

to reform them so that they will tell the truth and keep 

their agreements. 

If labor unions were a quarter as bad they would be 

Ppilloried from New York to San Francisco. How any 

business man or any banker has the gall to say anything 

about labor is beyond imagination, yet such is their 

colossal nerve that they do it, even when caught red- 

handed in their filthy misdeeds. Is there no honor in 

that gang? The answer has to be: Very little.

Here’s an example: A group of employers signed an 

agreement With a union. Then, with the ink scarcely 

dry, they proceeded to resign from their association and 

form a new one, through which they propose not to sign 

any agreement with any union. How’s that for subter- 

fuge? It’s so apparent that it isn’t right to even call it 

subterfuge. 

And every government official who has had anything 

to do with code enforcement knows that employers are 

not to be trusted, as a class; that they will lie and chisel 

and cheat and evade, like a lot of second-story men 

caught half way up.

What is to be done with this matter? 

It isn’t easy for anyone to know. But it seems that 

the people of the United States set their faces toward a 

cure for all of this something over a year ago. There is 

some reason to suspect that they intend to effect a cure. 

And the meaning there is that if certain measures fail 

they will press on to try others. 

Each failure will beget a more severe measure at the 

next step. 

Employers who do not see this, and most of them do 

not, add stupidity to the already long list of their 

defects.

Enforcing Minimum Wage Rates 
EW YORK is trying an interesting experiment in 

IN invoking public opinion in the enforcement of 

minimum wage rates. The new minimum wage 

law provides that for the first nine months of any wage 

order the industry affected shall have time to set its 

house in order and that no one may be sent to jail for 

failing to pay the rates. But public opinion can be 

used to bring immediate compliance, by publication of 

the names of employers who do not pay the rates. 

The plan is now being tested in the case of the laun: 

dry industry, the names of 41 Brooklyn launderies who 

refused to pay the minimum rates having been published 

as legal advertising in the Brooklyn newspapers by the 

State Department of Labor. 

The mere prospect of publication brought many 

laundry owners in line. Others defied the Department 

of Labor until the last moment and then agreed to 

comply. It is evident that the plan is getting results, 

but it seems certain that in every industry there will 
be a small minority of employers who will not comply 

until forced to by legal action.

Convention delegates of years gone by 

will recall the tall, militant figure of one 

who frequently represented Local No. 77 

of Philadelphia, Charles A. Carbon. He 

was mustered out of the battle of life in 

his native and home city on February 12, 

at the age of seventy years. Brother Car- 

bon had been a member of the Philadel- 

phia Local since its charter issuance in 

1903. At various times he served as 

president, sergeant-at-arms, member of 

local Executive Board and of Trial Board 

and as a delegate to many national con- 

ventions.

This 
grand old fighter (always for the 
cause of honest unionism) would 
have hated a lingering illness—would 
have despised being helpless—or an 
object of sympathy. He was of the 
aggressive type, the kind of man who 
keeps going until he drops. Always 
active, mentally and physically, few 
realized how old he really was. 

His hobbies were baseball and boating, 

and for the Philadelphia Athletics he was 

an uncompromising fan. We remember 

Charley Carbon as one who was an active 

and often aggressive participant in con- 

vention deliberations and we doubt not 

he will be missed in the local organiza- 

tion with which he had been identified 

for nearly a third of a century.

The remains were cremated at Mt. Au- 

burn Cemetery, Cambridge.

The lifting of the night shadows 

was like raising the curtain on a stage 

where mighty dramas depicting both war 

and peace have been enacted. Lookout 

Mountain, Missionary Ridge, Chicka- 

mauga and Stone River—what a cluster 

of historic names to meditate upon from 

a single point of vantage! 

What a drab and prosaic thing life 

would be without the warp and woof of 

sentiment interwoven therein. Alcng one 

of the Southern railway ‘ines leading into 

Atlanta, close by the track is a Lone 

Grave. It is enclosed within an iron 

fence. Above the silent dust is a plain 

marble slab bearing the inscription— 

“Here lies the body of an unknown Con- 

federate soldier, who died in defense of 

the cause he thought was right.” Long 

after that struggle has terminated, and 

passion has died away, many sons and 

daughters of both North and South, as 

well as descendents of those who knew 

little of the issues determined, still pause 

in momentary respect for the memory of 

one who did not hesitate to pay the last 

full measure of devotion in defense of 

principles he thought imperishable. 

The lure to stop in Atlanta was strong, 

but the limitations of ticket forbid. In 

mid-forenoon of a beaming day she 

loomed impressively as one of the great 

industrial and beautiful residential cen- 

ters of the South.

Cecile Symphony Orchestra at Neuchatel, 

Switzerland; was with the San Francisco 

Symphony Orchestra five years and was 

violinist with the Beresina String Quartet 

of Chicago. For ten years he was dean 

of Highland Park College of Music in 

Des Moines and at one time director of 

the Iowa State Band. Dr. Heft had a 

notable career, was a high-grade teacher 

and enjoyed the friendship of a vast mul- 

titude of people. He will be deeply missed 

in Sacramento, where he had had a prom- 

inent place in all musical activities for 

the past nine years. 

We find an impressive exhibition of 

what can be accomplished in organized 

labor circles in the Voice of Labor of 

March 15, published in New Bedford, 
Mass. The article is from the pen of 

Secretary Joseph Cambra of Local No.

This protest shows the sound sense of 

America and gives one faith in the 

thought and feeling of the mass of the 

people. Recreation workers, leaders in 

education, adult education specialists may 

well ponder the clippings from all over 

the United States which show that indi- 

viduals consider themselves perfectly 

capable of choosing wisely for themselves. 

Many were deeply concerned when in 

certain industries the working hours were 

reduced from eighty-four hours per week 

to sixty hours or forty-eight hours. There 

has been no evidence, however, that this 

reduction which took place when the 

working day was shortened from twelve 

hours to eight hours, from seven days to 

six days, was disastrous to society. And 

in all probability men and women have 

within themselves the reserves to meet 

the situation as the working week is re- 

duced from six days to five days and the 

working hours are reduced to seven hours.
