THE DETROIT CONVENTION marked the voluntary retirement ot William J 
Kerngood from the office of National Secretary which he had hold for seventeen 
yearn. The delegates realized that this event was epochal in character and 

were determined that the same sliouid lie fittingly observed. Accordingly, Delegate 
Harry J. Steeper, of Local No. 526, Jersey City, was made chairman of the committee 
on arrangements. He it wan who Introduced the resolution to make Brother Kern­
good Honorary Secretary Emeritus, with full authority to attend all meetings of the 
National Executive Board, with voice hut no vote, and with expenses paid. Such 
resolution had the dual purpose of honoring Kerngood and nt the same time necuring 
for the Federation the wise and helpful counsel which his long Identification and 
service with the Federation would continue to insure.

Incidental to the unanimous adoption of the foregoing resolution was the pres­
entation ot a fully paid-up gold Ufa membership card in I he American Federation of 
Musicians—together with a beautiful autograph album containing the signatures of 
the officers and delegates attending th« Forty-first Annual Convention. Vice Presi­
dent Chas. L. Bagley reviewed Kerngood’s official connection with the Federation and

BAGLEY’S PRESENTATION 
ADDRESS

Mr. Chairman and Delegates: .
Brother Kerngood being again In the 

convention hall, it is proper to announce 
before discharging the duty allotted to 
me, that tho delegates by unanimous vote 
have just created the office of “Honorary , 
Secretary Emeritus of the American Fed- , 
eration of Musicians,” and havu with tho 
same unanimity elected him to that of- 
flee—In which honorable status ho now 
appears among ua.

I am here, however, to review an of- , 
ficial career unique In the history of the 
Federation and must proceed with the 
story.

At Baltimore, Md., June 25, 1875, thore 
was born a lusty, loud voiced Infant who 
was promptly named William J. Kern­
good. Tradition informs uh that hr came 
into tho world with a smile on his face— 
a: fiddle In one hand—a bow in the other. 
It is certain be never touched an alto or 
had Iris hands on a saxophone so ho got 
off to n good start, later becoming one 
of the very best burlesque leaders In tho 
buslneee

I Establishing a residence In Washing­
ton, D. C., his marked administrative 
talents made him for a number of years, 
President of Local No. 161. Removing 
to New York City after 1905, the circum­
stances were repeated and ho served sev­
eral terms as President of the Musical 
Mutual Protective Union, Local No. 310. 
A career in the Federation waa now 
fairly launched.

In tho lower courts of record in our 
country, among Important personage* is 
tbe official court reporter. It is hit duty 
to take down stenographlcally every word 
spoken, aqd to mako note of till acts that 
take place. When he make« n type 
written transcript of the fact» -that 
document makes up the record ot the 
case. Though professing no stenographic 
abilities I am now appearing In tho role 
of official reporter.

Thio Convention is th* Court of last 
Resort—the Supreme Court ot the Federa­
tion. Every delegate la a Judge thereof.

My acquaintance with Brother Kern­
good began at the Atlanta, Ga„ conven­
tion in 1911. When he became successor 
to the late Owen Miller, our contact was 
more frequent. The relationship was 
strengthened during the long period in 
which lie generously opened his columns 
of Th* International Musician to the 
gleanings of fact and the flights of fancy 
which I offered month after month under 
the caption “Over Federation Field."

No authentic history of the American 
Federation of Musicians can over be com­
piled which does not accord to Kerngood 
a conspicuous and an honored place.

He han worked under handicaps before 
which many other men would have 
quailed. He has tolled when he should 
have rested. He has been awake when 
he should have slept. Now as the final 
stage of that official record Is being writ­
ten—he can have tho satisfaction; and 
we the pride, that the record is free from 
stain,

No one serving with him on (he Na­
tional Executive Board will ever forget 
that association. He has been construc­
tive. helpful, alert, sometimes combative 
and sometimes, we thought, pugnacious— 
but always honest. When convinced by 
the record and arguments connected 
therewith, he acquiesced In the majority 
view. Otherwise, he had the courage to 
stand alone.

We shall take leave of him in this 
capacity with deepest regret.

And now us the credentials nt official 
station are placed in the hands of an­
other, and wilh the faithful Lucia by 
his side, be blds farewell to the eastern 
arena, so long the scene of his manifold 
activities, and fixes his gaze in the direc­
tion ot the Betting sun, and perhaps 
pause tor an hour or two to meditate 
upon tho glories of the state where the 
tall corn grows; and then resumes his 
journey over that transcontinental high­
way, once tho trail blazed by hardy pio­
neers, who lighted their camp-fires, and 
laid themselves down beneath the brood­
ing darkness to watch the white i-moko 
curling skyward, telling its pathetic 
story of loneliness and Isolation, and yet 
pioneers who laid the foundation of a 
civilization concerning which later 
Ralph Waldo Emerson waa to declare— 
“They builded better than they knew;’’ 
and then movce onward until he steps 
across the borderline of th* Golden 
State; and then brushes the cobwebs 
from his fiddle-box, takes out the instru­
ment, and with something of his old time 
magic touch, thrums the strings and 
seeks to woo therefrom the haunting 
melody—“California, Hore I Come”; 
and thou comes In contact with the 
climatic vagaries which sometimes there 
abound; and samples those weather 
Idiosyncrasies concerning which he will 
be promptly Informed—“So unusual for 
this lime of year," and walks over floral 
highways which must have found their 
prototype in the original Garden ot 
Eden, and looks out upon mountains, 
resting their shoulders against the sky 
by May, and at night are crowned with a 
diadem of stars; and in hours of twi­
light reverie listens to the murmuring 
music of the nearby sea, may our Bill!« 
Kerngood experience what Whittier has 
so beautifully expressed an—“The heal­
ing of the seamless dress,” and feel the 
surging rebound in every fiber of his 
being that vitality and power which shall 
prove a happy counterpart of that spirit 
of youthfulness and perennial vivacity, 
which have been his peculiar charm, and 
which do not seem to deteriorate or grow 
dim as tho years go marching by.

Executive Officer Weaver then presented 
the departing Secretary with * beautiful 
autograph album, bearing the namee of 
all officers and delegates, saying:

"Accept this autograph album. The 
names reveal remarkable chirographical 
diversity, yet they testify to a unity of 
purpose a* harmonious an the music ot 
th* spheres.”

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iHANGES IN LAWS
(The Changes Are In Bold Face Type)

The following are among tho changes in laws adopted 
by the American Federation of Musician* In Convention 
assembled at Detroit, Mich , Juno 8-12, 1936, and become 
effective September 15, 1936, unless otherwise noted

The law* were amended so that every member playing 
an engagement In the jurisdiction of another Local, 
whether it be a miscellaneous out-of-town engagement, 
military band engagement, nr traveling orchestra en­
gagement, must FILE A CONTRACT WITH THE 
LOCAL IN WHOSE JURISDICTION THE ENGAGE­
MENT TAKES PLACE BEFORE THE ENGAGEMENT 
IS PLAYED under the following amendments:

Article XII, Section 9, page 100:
Any Individual member, contractor or leader, as the 

caee may be in every case before an engagement le 
played, muet submit his contract for same to the Local 
Union In whoee Jurisdiction same Is played, or in the 
abeence of a written contract, file a written statement 
with ouch Local fully explaining therein the conditions 
under which same le to be fulfilled, naming the place 
wherein same le to be played, the amount of money 
contracted for, the houre of the engagement, ae well aa 
the names of the membere who will play eame and the 
Locale to which they belong; except ae otherwlee pro­
vided In Section 9, Article Xlll, paragraph C of Section 
10, Article Xlll, and Preamble to Article XIV. Failure 
to comply with this section will lay the offender liable 
to a fine of not exceeding $500.00, which may be imposed 
upon him by the Executive Board of the American Fed­
eration of Muelclane. in caee of an emergency, the 
Local to which the member belongs may be called upon 
to procure his sworn testimony.

Article XIII, Section 9, page 127, 3rd paragraph*
The price named In all contracto muet be at leaot that 

of the Federation, ae tho caeo may he, regardlooe of any 
proviooo In contract that if the price named lo loco than 
the Local scale or that of the Federation, that then tho 
Local or tho Federation scale shall govern the contract. 
A contractor or leader, ae the coca may be. In every 
cate before an engagement le played, muet submit hie 
contract for eame with the Local Union In whoee Jurle­
diction same le played, or In the abeence of a written 
contract file a written statement with ouch Local fully 
explaining therein the condltione under which eame lo 
to be played, the amount of money contracted for, tho 
houre of the engagement, ae well ae the namee of tho 
members who will play eame and the Locale to which 
they belong.

and steamboat excursion engagements by the adoption 
of the following:

Article XIII, Preamble. Paragraph A—
"Orchestras playing engagements of one week or more 

outside of tho jurisdiction of the Local and playing same 
In public dance balls, auditoriums or halls connected 
with an Institution or amusement resort, or In private 
houees, as well as all automobile show nngagementa of 
whatever kind, wherever played, and all engagements of 
whatever kind played In hotels, restaurants, cafes. Clubs 
nr inns, arc considered traveling engagements. All en­
gagements of less than one week played by orchestras 
outside of the jurisdiction of the Local In public dance 
halls, auditoriums or halls connected with an Institution 
or amusement resort, or In private houses, and all auto­
mobile show engagements und all engagements of less 
than one week of whatever kind played In hotels, res­
taurants, cafes, clubs or Inna, are considered out-of­
town engagements. This does not apply to symphony 
orchestras.

Whenever a steamer or pleasure boat remains on 
location at any dock for one week or more, and when­
ever the cruleea of such steamer or pleasure boat are 
without destination; or whenever such steamer or 
pleaaure boat Is used for daily excursions returning to 
the port In which It ie located, but returns the same 
day, then even though during such excursion the 
ateamer or pleaaure boat touchea more than one port, 
tho membera playing on such ateamer or pleaaure boat 
are governed by all the rules and regulatlona governing 
traveling orcheatraa aa contained in Articles XII and 
XIII and the Local where the original port is located 
shall collect the 10% surcharge, receive transfer, and 
Inspect traveling cards.

The law governing the amount of tax to he paid by 
musicians rendering services in theatres was amended 
an follows:

Section 11, Article III, page 32:
THEATRE DEFENSE FUND. Every musician em­

ployed at any time in a theatre or in making sound 
pictures shall pay a tax of 2%, based upon the minimum 
»ealn governing the work, 
to read as follows:

Every musician employed at any time In a theatre 
shall pay 1% based upon the minimum scale governing 
the work, and In making sound pictures 2% based upon 
the minimum scale governing the work. etc.

At tho end of the first paragraph of Section 11. after 
tho word “members" add the following;

The International Executive Board or the President 
of the Federation shall Increase the Theatre Defense 
Fund tax from 1% to 2% per member whenever the fund 
has been reduced to $200,000.

Effective Monday, September 7, 1936.

Article XIII, Section 13, which refers to tho subject of 
tho classification of “Once a Traveling Orchestra Always 
ft Traveling Orchestra,” was changed so that under cer­
tain conditions tho orchestra become» » Local Orches­
tra, vis:

Article XIII, Section 13 of the By-Laws Is amended as 
follows :

International Financial Secretary-Treasurer, 
shall return three-fifths of same to the Local 
retain two-fifths for the Federation. Locals 
fall to collect the tax become responsible for

the amount of same to the Federation.
C. For the repeating (broadcasting) of a program for 

a sponsor on the time day and date, no tax need be 
paid.

Article XIII of the Preamble, paragraph I, was 
amended as follows;

If a Leader or Contractor 1s found guilty of unlawfully 
retaining money that is returned to him by the Financial 
Secretary-Treasurer for transmission to members of the 
orchestra he shall stand expelled.

The Constitution was amended to include services of 
Arrangers, Copyists and Librarians, vis:

CONSTITUTION
Article III, Section 1, Page 5. as follows:

Fifteen musical Instrumental performers, non-membera 
of the American Federation of Musicians, may form a 
Local Union in any territory which la not included in 
the Jurisdiction of a Local already organized.

The Jurisdiction of auch Local Union shall Include the 
services of Its members as Instrumental performers as 
well as that of copyists, arrangers of music or as orches­
tral librarians.

All musicians signing an application for a charter 
must be bona fide residents of the Jurisdiction grunted 
In the issuing of such charier.

Members are prohibited from accepting any engage­
ment from a booking agent who does not hold a license 
from tho American Federation of Musicians as follows:

Add a new section to Article X of the By-Laws, to be 
known as Section 53, as follows:

No member shall employ any booker, agent, personal 
or other representative or manager, or secure any en­
gagement, for himself of for any other member, orches­
tra or band, directly or indirectly, from or through, or 
with the assistance of, any such booker, agent, personal 
or other representative or manager, who does not hold 
a license or permit then in force, for that purpose, from 
the American Federation of Musicians. No member 
shall participate In any employment or engagement so 
procured. Such violation by a member shall constitute 
the resignation of each such violating member as a 
member of the American Federation of Musicians and 
any Local affiliated therewith.

Article XIII, Section IOC, page 130:

The members of a traveling orchestra which enters 
the Jurisdiction of a Local cannot become members 
of ouch Local until the expiration of nine months, 
except as provided In E.
After nine months, the Local is obliged to accept 
them as members and thereafter they are entitled 
to all the rights of Local members except It la 
otherwlee provided In C.
If the traveling engagement which the orchestra Is 
playing at the time that Ite membera became full 
membera of the Local haa not terminated, then the 
membera of the traveling orcheetr^ playing this en­
gagement, even though they have become members 
of the Local, continue to be considered as members 
of a traveling orchestra and are not entitled to play 
a local engagement or to Local privileges until such 
engagement haa terminated.
If the orcheetra, after the membera thereof have 
become full membera of the Local, returna to the 
Local's Jurisdiction to play a permanent engage­
ment of one week or longer, then the orcheetra may 
return aa a local orchestra and Its members are 
entitled to the same privileges as other full mem­
bers of the Local. If, however, some of the per­
sonnel of the orchestra has changed and therefore 
la composed of membera of the Local and othera 
who are not auch, then the orchestra must accept 
such engagement aa a traveling engagement and 
the 10% aurcharge applies. However, auch mem­
bers of such orcheatra who are full membera of the 
Local may Intermingle freely with other Local 
membera for profeaaional purposes, whereaa the 
other membera who do not hold full memberahlp in 
the Local are reatricted to the playing of their 
traveling engagement
A Local may accept membera of a traveling orches­
tra before the expiration of nine months and If so, 
such members from the time are entitled to the 
aame Local privileges aa the other Local members. 
However, aa far aa the Federation Is concerned, 
they remain during tho period of nine months, 
counting from the time they entered ths Loeal 
Jurisdiction, In the atatua of a traveling orcheatra. 
All existing laws contrary to the above shall be 
amended accordingly.

The International Executive Board was given further 
supervision over the licensing of agents under the fol­
lowing amendment*

Add to ARTICLE I:
Add to Article I of the By-Laws a new section, to be

Executive Board, In accordance with the resolutions 
pasted at the Fortieth Annual Convention of the Amer­
ican Federation of Mualciana, to laeue licenses and 
permits to bookers, agents, representatives and man­
agers of members, orchestras or bands, or who secure 
engagements and contracts for such members, arches- 
tras and bands, Is hereby approved and confirmed.

Members of the American Federation of Musicians 
who accept, engagements for bands or orchestras must 
in person sign their contracts for same or give some 
agent power of attorney to sign their names. They are 
responsible for the fulfilling of the contract under union 
conditions . . .

Locals are now required to police all engagements 
under the following amendment;

The Law covering the making of Electrical Trans­
criptions was amended by the addition of the following:

Insert between the first and second line of paragraph 
A, the following: "Electrical Transcriptions limited to 
not more than six 15-mlnute aides in three hours.”
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The By-Laws covering the carrying of paid up Card« 
and the responsibility ot Leaders and Members are 
amended by the adoption of the following:

Th«: last two linos of this paragraph are misleading. 
It gives the Local jurisdiction if leader employs musi­
cians for out-of-town engagements who are not in good 
standing, that Is such leaders are Responsible to the 
Locals, whereas if they employ musicians for traveling 
engagements, they are responsible to the Federation

Inasmuch as both engagements are governed by the 
10% surcharge of the Federation, the jurisdiction in all 
such cases, whether involving leaders or members 
should rest with the Federation. At present under Sec­
tion B of Article XIII. page 110. members if they play 
out-of-town engagement» who are not in good standing 
are responsible to the Federation, leaders under the 
law above quoted it employing such members are re­
sponsible to tho Locals. Surely Hitch was never In­
tended by tho Convention. For this reason, I would 
suggest that tho .above law be amended to read as 
follows:

Any member, loader or contractor employing mem­
bers of tho American Federation of Musician» on any 
traveling or out-of-town engagement shall employ only 
such members as are In good standing In all of the 
Locals to which each one belongs and carry their Union 
Cards paid up to date.

The Neu) Ruuian Democracy

SN scanning the full text of the new Constitution of the 
United Stale« of Soviet Russia, recently published, 
one cannot help wondering If the dream of the abso­

lute state of the communists is to be permanently 
shelved

Certainly, from the terms of this document, il would 
appear that In some directions at leant, greater freedom 
In to bn enjoyed than ever before in Russia, and ap­
proaching that granted to the people under democratic 
rule,

The right of I he workers to work, to rest, to be edu­
cated end to enjoy old-age security precedes the free­
dom of religion, speech, press, assembly and petition.

In the question of religious freedom there evidently 
Is, from the viewpoint of Americans, something left to 
be desired. Ono Is left free to worship m bo pleases,

but at the same time all are loft free to disseminate 
anti-religious propaganda. On thu other hand, propa­
ganda in favor of religion la not mentioned. The 
question remains as to whether or not this omission 
prohibits It.

Then, too, there is an extreme In another direction. 
The Constitution further provides that presses, Hupplies, 
streets and means ot communication are to bo provided 
or placed at the disposal of workers and their organi­
zations.

Nevertheless, in genera! tho profit motive is. to an 
extent, restored. A worker Is to be paid for the amount 
of work that he does, and he may retain for himself the 
aavtngH that he amasses Large business still remains 
the property of the government and thus huge trusts 
only exist If they belong to the government, or os 
document says, to the people.

The states are guaranteed full autonomy, and

further given the right to secede from the Union if they 
no desire. The government Is by two Houses, the repre­
sentatives being elected by the people. Laws passed by 
the two Houses and approved by the .Supreme Council 
are the laws of the Union.

A DIO'S most significant event of years was some­

what beclouded by the methods used in tho Inau- 
1 gurutlon of the recent television tests

According to the daily papers during the week of 
June 28, 200 television sets were distributed to various 
points In Greater New York, and tests were carried on 
for the purpose of ascertaining th« progress mud», and 
the practicability of television as u result of recent im­
provements.

However, these tests were made hi secret, tho press 
and public were excluded, and only meager mention 
resulted. No results were published and the public, 
which will eventually be asked to buy and pay for the 
sets, is ns much In the dark as ever.

No doubt television will be perfected in the not too 
distant future, and tho engineers nnd inventors will And 
a method by which the television waves will not ho 
■■bntructed by high buildings and tho curve of tho earth. 
But the great secrecy with which the tests weru con­
ducted leaves one in a dubious state of mind, and at the 
same time failed to create the impression with the 
general public that television In just around the corner.

regulation will bo postponed until its ef­
fect on existing industries can be judged, 
and that the use of nil wave radios will 
undoubtedly lead to new rules In refer­
ence to broadcasts on these frequencies.

Whether the main purpose of television, 
however, will be to have the public see 
artists, actors, singers, musicians. In their 
original productions, and not In the tele­
vision of a film, Is, of course, subject to 
conjecture. If It should develop to be so, 
then the legitimate stage will likely come 
into Its own again. Public desire will de­
termine this question. It can be assumed 
that musical comedies, dramas, comedies 
(if they will lend themselves to practical 
television) will he preferred to television 
of moving pictures.

Of course, it is not to be assumed that 
television services will he at thé disposal 
of the public, through almost every hour 
during the day ns is the case with radio 
services. But even so, and If original

productions of artists, Instead of moving 
picture transmission, shall be preferred 
by th? public, il must of necessity mean 
the employment of actors, musicians, 
singers and other workers, necessary for 
such productions.

Il remains to he seen whether the 
transmission of television is practical 
over distances of thousands of miles as Is 
the case with radio A bit of static does 
nut greatly blur Ihu reception of sound, 
but certainly will interfere with the clear­
ness of pictures If the transmission of 
television 1* not practical over long dis­
tances, then it will necessitate morn tele­
vision stations throughout the country, 
and thia again will menu more employ­
ment for workers, necessary In the pro­
duction of television performances.

However, all thia Is merely speculative, 
as al present only the possibilities of 
television can be discussed.

At the present time the Federal Com­
munications Commission la being urged 
not lo make binding rules for television 
but merely to consider it as In an experi­
mental stage. The Commission's chief 
engineer recommended a broad investiga­
tion for the purpose of establishing a 
long-time television policy which, he said, 
«wift technical progress will make ad­
visable. He also advised the Commission 
that it must decide to what extent it 
would permit radio communication com­
panies to compete with telephone and 
telegraph companies. What is of special 
Interest lo us, however, is that ho stated 
that the ‘‘economic factors” of television 
included the effect picture transmission 
would have on present broHdcasting an 
well as on the existing manufacture of 
broadcasting receiving sets and upon 
newspapers nnd the motion picture In­
dustry. An only the future can present a 
positive answer to all this, he recom­
mended that the Commission should 
forego the Issuing of commercial tele­
vision licensee until Its effect upon Ihe 
Industries, above enumerated, could be 
seen

In addition to the above and In refer­
ence to radio the engineer stated that a 
controlled amount of competition with tho 
land wires and submarine cables should 
bo permitted, but that, in the main radio 
frequencies should primarily be reserved 
for services dependent upon radio rather 
than wire He further proposed that the 
Increasing of "al! wave” radios made a 
thorough study of high frequencies neces­
sary. The result of such a study would 
enable the Commission to act more in­
telligently on applications to broadcast on 
these frequencies. He further stated that 
Hi* rommlmion should proceed upon the 
doctrine of evolution nnd experimenta­
tion by encouraging the development and 
use of frequencies along such definite 
lines ae accumulated data may from time 
to time indicate.

The chairman of the Commission's 
broadcast division stated that an Inquiry 
concern Ing all Ihl» was "designed to take 
time by the forelock,” as the information 
gathered would be valuable whan policies 
■re mapped out tv meet changing condi­
tions.

All the above makes it conclusive that 
television le at hand, but also that its

LAWS OF OUR ORGANIZATION
There is no other labor organization 

which has to cope with such complex 
working conditions as docs the Federa­
tion. By reason of this complexity, our 
laws tend to become exceedingly tech­
nical nnd complicated and the policy Is 
followed to guard against all possible 
exigencies. However, in spite of this, 
cases develop which present questions 
which are so subtle that no existing law 
offers an answer thereto Their develop­
ment can never be foreseen. This condi­
tion cannot be changed II is one which 
evolves from the nature of our business 
However, the complexity of our laws and 
regulations present u compelling reason 
why the national organization should 
only add to them where a general, and 
not a particular, necessity exists. It 
should guard against the adoption of laws 
which have for their purpose the regulat­
ing of individual cases, which are not 
general in their aspect and seldom recur. 
The regulating of Buch cases can well be 
left to the authorities of the Federation 
which, under the law, can adjust them all 
between Conventions. Through adhering 
to such a policy, necessary additions to 
tho laws can bo avoided. This should be 
done, as it is plain thal our laws are 
already too complex and numerous and 
therefore often result in misunderstand­
ing* Their Interpretation often presents 
perplexing dilemmas as officers, and 
members, except tn larger locals, seldom 
have sufficient opportunity to gain the 
experience needed to make them positive 
In tho proper Interpretation of same. In 
short, our organization, more than any 
other, must, guard against making its 
laws practically ineffective through bulk 
legislation, or what is even worse, through 
legislation in favor of one part of the 
membership, ignoring the Interests of the 
other.

In the following recommendations con­
cerning necessary changes In existing 
lawe and the need of new laws, I have 
kept the aforesaid point in inind. How­
ever, in former report* and recommenda­
tions concerning law«, all were found 
under Ihe same caption. From Ihis prac­
tice il was necessary to deviate in thin 
instance us a recommendation of a new 
law covers a subject which was specially 
discussed and explained in this report 
and therefore such new law is found in 
the same chapter in which this subject 
was discussed.

Section 1, Article I. pertaining to the 
duties of the President should, in matter* 
referring to the payment of strike bene­
fits, be changed a-, follows to conform to 
other laws of the Federation. The 25th 
line, beginning with the word “draw,” 
reads ns follows:
“draw upon tho funds of the Federation 
tn pay the salaries of traveling mem­
bers accompanying a theatrical organi­
zation when called 'on to «trike while 
on the road, and for the payment, if 
necessary, of hotel and traveling ex­
penses of other members who arc called 
on strike by him during any emergency 
when outside of their own jurisdiction;
■nd play engagement for which no tax 
I* collected by the Federation, and for 
which otherwise no strike benefits «re 
paid."

costs caused by assisting local unions 
through visits of officers and otherwise 
in reference to theatre employment, 
and all costs caused by the proper 
supervision of conditions In the studio* 
in Hollywood shall be defrayed out of 
the fund.”

This change Is especially necessary as 
cost of supervision of the studios in 
Hollywood must be defrayed out of this 
theatrical defense fund and as tho musi­
cians playing in -<uch studios, are con­
tributors to the fund, are entitled to 
strike benefits.

Article III, Section 8, Page 31 By-Laws, 
should be changed lu read as follows

“When u member is called out on 
strike by the President or Executive 
Board of the American Federation of 
Musicians, he shall, if complying with 
the conditions hereinafter provided in 
this section, AND IT IS NOT OTHER­
WISE PROVIDED FOR. be entitled to 
one-half of the member's actual loss 
based on the minimum price covering 
the engagement the member is filling, 
etc.”

The words appearing in bold type repre­
sent the change in the law. This change 
Is necessary so as to also provide for pay­
ment of strike benefits for single engage­
ments.

The present law only provides for such 
on permanent engagements.

The last paragraph, page 38, Article III. 
We find In tho last lino reference to 
"Article II, Section 2 of tho Constitution." 
Same should bo changed to road

“Article IX, Section 2 of tho Con­
stitution.”

The pari in bold typo represents the cor­
rection in the law.

The first Iwo lines, page 38, Article HI 
of the By-Laws, which ia*d'

"All costa of colluding maintaining 
and disbursing tho strike fund shall bo 
defrayed out of tho fund.”

Same should read:
"All coats of collecting, maintaining

■nd disbursing the defense fund and all

I recommend that Section 28 ot Article 
IX. pages 51-55, be amended to read as 
follows:

“A local need not permit Ite member* 
to pluy with a traveling band or orches­
tra which fulfills an engagement in it* 
jurisdiction. HOWEVER. THIS DOES 
NOT APPLY TO LOCAL MEMBERS 
WHO ACTUALLY TRAVEL WITH 
SUCH BAND OR ORCHESTRA.”

The bold type sentence is the recom­
mended addition to Section 28. If this 
change ih made then thi- note appended 
to Section 28. Article IX, pages 54-55, be­
comes superfluous nnd ought to be 
abolished, to wit:

"This must not be so construed aw 
lo apply to local members who actually 
travel with u traveling band or orches­
tra, and who are not engaged solely to 
play with such band or orchestra while 
same fulfills un engagement in the 
member’s home jurisdiction."

Section 1 of Article XI, page 85, roads 
as follows.

"A local In whose Jurisdiction a mem­
ber of the American Federation of Mu­
sicians violates any of the sections of 
Article XII, or any of tho laws of tho 
It cal, shall fine such member a sum not 
exceeding >100.00 for each and every 
offense unless it la otherwise provided.”
This law has for Its purpose to give Ihe 

local organizations tho right to fine mem­
bers for violating the transfer law (Arti­
cle XII), nnd In addition to that il also 
provided that a local may discipline such 
members for violation of any of the laws 
of the local. The fine stipulated 1* not lo 
exceed >100.00 in each case. Now then, aa 
soon as a transfer member has his trans­
fer card on deposit he is amenable lo the 
laws of the local Ihe same ■■ any other 
member. If he violates a local law he 
should be amenable to the same punish­
ment an are other local members In ac­
cordance with the above national law, if 
local members violate a local law, the 
local, If Its own laws permitted it, could 
fine them a larger sum than >100.00, but 
could not exceed this sum in case of a 
transfer member This was obviously not 
tho Intent of Ihe law. To correct the de­
veloping of such situation, it Is twat that 
we strike from the above law the follow­
ing words:

“or any of the lawe of the local.”
This change In Ihe law will leave • 

transfer member as heretofore amenable 
to be disciplined by the local for violat­
ing any transfer lawe of the Federation, 
but will enable the local union after a 
member has his transfer card on deposit, 
to discipline him in tho same manner aa

tlon to likewise alio declare the place 
Nationally unfair. However, nothing 
in this proviso shall he so construed 
as to interfere with the authority of the

Article XIII, paragraph F, pages 111­
112, should be amended by adding the fol­
lowing:

"For any engagement of less than 
one week played by member* holding 
traveling cards, or by such as play local 
out-of-town engagements, and to which 
the 10% surcharge applies, the strike 
benefit shall be the price of the engage­
ment maintained by the local In whose 
jurisdiction same Is played."
This Im necessaiy where no strike bene­

fits are provided in case» where members 
were called on strike tor less than one 
week.

The policy of the Federation that when 
traveling bands are engaged to play In 
dance halls or ballrooms, they may also 
play, for a dauce It some lodge or society 
has sold tickets for same, is hereby modi­
fied as follows:

If dance hall manager arrange* with 
a lodge or society to give Ite own dance 
on certain nights In hie hall or ball­
room, and euch lodge or eoclety pub­
licly advertlaea euch dance ea It* own, 
then the traveling orchestra tilling a 
permanent engagement In auch hall or 
ballroom cannot play for auch dance 
unleee a local stand-by orchestra la 
also employed."

This is necessary to have all engage­
ments ot less than one week governed in 
the same manner as engagements of one 
week or more uro governed.

In connection with this matter I will 
Bay that often concerto by symphony or­
chestras are given in auditoriums or halls 
which may nr may not be connected with 
an institution. Such orchestras aro not 
commercial in their nature. They aro 
generally maintained by public-uplrited 
citizen* and not for profit; in fact u 
deficit is the usual condition which they 
taco each season. As such orchestras aro 
non-commorclal, they can best be likened 
to public institution», such os museums 
nf art or natural history and there tore 
the 10% surcharge which under Para­
graph A of Article XIII, members must 
charge for engagements played outside of 
the Jurisdiction ot tho local to which they 
belong, should not apply to members of 
such orchestra.

For this reason 1 would suggest that 
the following be added to Paragraph A. 
Article XIII:

"The provisions In this paragraph do 
not apply to symphony orchestras,”

Sections 3 ant! 1 of Article IX, page 
11-13 of the Constitution are not declara­
tive of a principle, therefore should be 
transferred to the By-Laws, so I suggest 
that they bo so transferred and added as 
sections to Article IX ot the By-Laws. 

A controversy developed In reference to 
the proper application of Section 4 of 
Article X which han to do with tho posi­
tion of a member who enlists in the Army, 
Navy or Marine Corps of the United 
States or Canada. The law provides that 
during such enlistment he Is exempt from 
dues. It does not specifically state that 
he is a non-member He is merely car­
ried on an exempt list und may, after his 
discharge from enlistment, reinstate 
himself on the active list without pay­
ment ot an Initiation fee. It happens that 
some locals lUMiulahi m law that a mem­
ber must be In continuous good standing 
a certain period to be entitled to death 
benefits.

Recently an enlisted member, after hl* 
term ot enlistment had expired, reinstated 
himself on the active list of his local and
alx months thereafter he died. Hi* «x- 
•cutors made demand on tho local for hl* 
death benefit and set forth the claim that 
tho organisation is obliged to pay it a* a 
member by law specifically exempt from 
paying due* must bo hold to bo In oon- 
tlnued good standing. To avoid a recur­
rence of this question and as tho law is

In order to stimulate th« employment 
of musician* for grand opera engage­
ments, Article XIII, page 133. should be 
amended by adding an additional section 
to be known ss Section 6 and to read a* 
follows:

"Whirs Ihs price of th* choicest 
ssst (exclusive of box ust*) does not

ambiguous, the following change in Sec­
tion 4 ot Article X Is recommended:

"A member ot the American Federa­
tion of Musicians who, by enlistment 
or draft, becomes enrolled in the active 
service ot the Army, Navy or Marine 
Corps ot the United States or Canada 
THEREBY SURRENDERS HIS MEM­
BERSHIP IN THE AMERICAN FEDE­
RATION OF MUSICIANS AND LOSES 
ALL THE RIGHTS AND BENEFITS 
OF A MEMBER. HOWEVER, AFTER 
HIS DISCHARGE FROM SERVICE, 
he may renew his membership without 
payment of any reinstatement or initia­
tion fee, etc.”
The words In bold type represent tho 

change in the law.

In tbe last paragraph of Section H, 
Article XIV, page 145, it is provided that 
it a local, after member» of a traveling 
band have deposited their transfer cards, 
grant« them the right to play miscel- 
laueoua engagements nnd the members of 
the band avail themselves of such right, 
that then their engagement becomes local 
nnd for all vacancies in the hand, local 
members must tie employed unless the 
local agrees otherwise.

This law was adopted tn cover a specific 
case and hh n general proposition Is more 
harmful than beneficial to the organiza­
tion uh a whole All other laws In refer­
ence to traveling bands arc based on the 
principle that, a traveling engagement 
cannot be turned Into n local engage­
ment.

The law referred tn creates an excep­
tion to this principle. It means that a 
local may grant a traveling band the 
right to play miscellaneous engagements 
nnd as n result, 11 Immediately ceases to bo 
a traveling band In the jurisdiction of such 
local. Naturally, ns Its engagement be­
comes local, these bunds become absolved 
from forwarding to the International 
Treasurer for disbursement tho 10% sur­
charge which they were obliged to charge 
the employer, and the band la thereafter 
obliged to pay only local taxes to the ex­
tent a* other member* ot the local are 
obliged to pay same. Such scheme does 
no longer fit into the framework of regu­
lations governing traveling bands nnd 
certainly Is io the disadvantage of tho 
Federation, ns it does form the premise 
for avoiding payment of the tax to the 
Federation and in otherwise objectionable, 
ns a local may under this law even dis­
criminate between traveling bunds, grant­
ing some the privilege of becoming local 
nnd denying same to others. For this 
reason I strongly urge Hint the Conven­
tion consider the striking of the follow­
ing from the last paragraph of Section 
11, Article XIV, page 145, beginning with 
the word “However” In the ninth line, 
to wit:
“However, If ■ Local, after the mem­
bar* of ■ traveling band have ctepoetted 
their transfer cards, grants them the 
right to it all times play miecellaneoue 
engagements and such members avail 
themselves of auch right, then the en­
gagement becomes ■ local engagement, 
and for *11 vacancies local membere 
must be employed unless the Local 
agrees otherwise."
Ths asms proviso should also bn 

stricken from Section 13 nf Article XII, 
second paragraph on page 136. It begin* 
with the word ‘'However" In the thin 
leenth line:
"However, If a Local, after the mem­
bers of ■ traveling orchettre have de- 
poeltad their tram -r carde, grant* 
them the right to at *11 time* play mle- 
celianecui engagemence, ano euen 
members avail themselves of such 
right, then the engagement become* • 
focal engagement, end for ell vacancies 
local member* muet be employed un­
lee* th* local agreea atherwiae."

Section 3, Article I, page 22 of the by­
law*. which pertains to the duties of tho 
Secretary and begins with the word “Pre­
pare” In the fifteenth line, and ends with 
the word “Local” In the twentieth line, 
appears Huperfluous:

•'Prepare previous to every annual 
meeting a statement of effects belong­
ing to the Federation, together with all 
other Important matters and useful In­
formation; transmit copies of such 
statements not to exceed the number of 
twenty-five to each Local ”
This law dates back to the time when 

we bad no auditors, the organization was 
still exceedingly small and etill In the 
making. It le obsolete and as a compre­
hensive report la made by the Secretary 
to each Convention and the Auditor's re­
port carries a list ot effects belonging 
to the American Federation ot Musicians 
It should be abolished.

The fifth paragraph ot Section 13, Ar­
ticle XIII, page 135:

“A traveling orchestra playing an en­
gagement nf not less than two weeks In 
a Jurisdiction musi nnt. during the con­
tinuance of such engagement, accept or 
play miscellaneous engagements outside 
of said Jurisdiction and outside the 
Jurisdiction of any other local, when In 
competition with members nf the Juris­
diction where said first-named engage­
ment is being played, unless the local 
In said latter Jurisdiction consents; hut 
nothing herein contained shall be con­
strued to deny the members of said 
traveling orchestra their respective 
rights as members of their home lo­
cals.”

Is ambiguous. In Its place, without chang­
ing the obviously Intended meaning of 
the paragraph. I suggest that the Con­
vention consider the substituting ot the 
following in lieu thereof:

"A traveling orchestra which plays 
an engagement of not lees than two 
week* in the Jurisdiction of a local 
cannot, during the tenure of their en­
gagement, accept or play miscellaneous 
engagements outside of such local's 
jurisdiction, If such engagement was 
taken In competition with members of 
such locai unless the local gives con­
sent. This does not apply to members 
of traveling orchestra* which play with 
same in the Jurisdiction of their home 
local."

I suggest that Section 25 of Article 
IX, which reads as follows,

"A local placing a club, society, place 
nf amusement, establishment or whom­
soever on the unfair list must notify 
the Secretary of the American Federa­
tion of Musicians and all Locals, 
through the official organ, or lose the 
protection of the Federation. How­
ever, nothing in this proviso shall be 
construed as tn Interfere with the au­
thority of the President or the Ex­
ecutive Board to decide cases of emer­
gency."

he changed
The reason for the suggested change Is 

that this law is obsolete, passed nearly 
three decades ago. Under it Locals may 
place any club, society, place of amuse­
ment establishment, or whomsoever on 
Ils unfair list by notifying the Secretary 
of the American Federation of Musicians 
and all locals through the official journal, 
and »mild be entitled »o th® protection of 
the Federation.

Whereas such protection under other 
laws of the Federation 1» always provided 
when the place Is declared nationally un­
fair, It Is necessary that the law be 
changed to specifically provide for this, 
as otherwise to avoid continual recur­
rence of misunderstandings in tho mat­
ter, to read as follows:

"A Local may place a club, society, 
place of amusement, establishment or 
whomsoever on tbe unfair list, but in 
order to enjoy the protection of the 
Federation It muet request the Feder»

D. Members of the orchestra must 
remain In good standing in their re­
spective Locals and carry their union 
cards paid up to date, and must, if re 
quested, submit same for inspection to 
the authorities of the Local In whose 
Jurisdiction they play an engagement. 
For violation of this paragraph a mem­
ber must pay, in addition to his arrear­
ages in dues, u fee of $5.00 In order to 
place himself in good standing.

should also apply to traveling orchestras 
playing in hotels, cafes, restaurants and 
inns, therefore I suggest that it be added 
to Section 9 of Article XIII, page 12S.

I call to your attention that the second 
paragraph ot Section 12, general rules 
for Article XIII, reads as follows.

“Any member, leader or contractor, 
employing members of the American 
Federation of Musicians on any travel­
ing engagement shall employ only such 
members as are In good standing In all 
of the Locals to which each one belongs 
nnd carry their union cards paid up to 

and every violation. Out-of-town en­
gagements come under the Jurisdiction 
of Locals for the purpose of enforcing 
the same rule."
The last two lines nf this paragraph 

are misleading. It gives tho local juris­
diction if leader employs musicians for 
out-of-town engamements who aro not In 
good standing, that is, such leaders aro 
responsible to the locals, whereas If they 
employ musicians for traveling engage­
ments, they are responsible to the Fed­
eration.

Inasmuch as both engagements are gov­
erned by the 10% surcharge of tho Fed­
eration, the Jurisdiction in all such cases, 
whether Involving leaders or members 
should rest with the Federation. At 
present under Section B of Article XIII, 
page 110, members if they play out-of­
town engagements who aro not In good 
standing aro responsible to the Federa­
tion, leaders under the law above quoted 
if employing such members are respon­
sible to the locals. Surely such was never 
Intended by tho Convention. For this rea­
son, I would suggest that the above law 
be amended to rend as follows:

“Any member, leader or contractor 
employing members of the American 
Federation of Musician* on any travel­
ing OR OUT-OF-TOWN engagement 
■hall employ only auch member* a* are 
in good etanding In *11 of the Local* to 
which each one belong* and carry their 
union card* paid up to date. For any 
violation of this law he ehall be subject 
to a fine of not lee* than Ten (>10.00) 
Dollars nor more then Fifty (>50.00) 
Dollar* for each and every violation."
The last two lines of the law its now 

standing:
•'Out-of-town engagements como under 

the jurisdiction of Locals for tho pur­
pose ot enforcing the same rule.” 

should he omitted.
The words in bold type arc the change 

In the wording ot the law.

Many local unions rightfully usumo 
Jurisdiction over the services of members 
consisting of copyists, arrangers of music 
or librarians having orchestral libraries 
in charge.

To avoid a misunderstanding that the 
American Federation of Musicians exer­
cises Jurisdiction over such work, It Is 
best that Section 1, Article III of the Con­
stitution. page S, be amended, and there­
fore, together with quoting the law, I In­
clude the recommendation as to how such 
could be done, to wit:

All musicians signing sn application 
for a charter must be bona fide red- 
dents of the jurisdiction granted In the 
Issuing of such charter."
The capitalized portlop thorcot is tho 
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One of the most prolific reason« leading 
to dlEsatisfaetiuu and protest Among 
members wo find lu the rule ot the Fed 
eratiou which provides In effect "once a 
traveling orchestra always a traveling or­
chestra.”

As a result of this rule, it necessarily 
followed that local unions Were not 
obliged to accept the members of travel­
ing orchestras as lull membora ut tho 
local at any ttm« unless they oboose to 
do uo However, even if s local accepted 
them as full m« mbera and ths traveling 
orchestra continued Indefinitely In tho 
local’s jurisdiction, iho responsibility of 
such orchestra to lb« Federation re­
mained that of s traveling orchestra, and 
for the traveling engagement» which they 
played in the jurisdiction of the local 
oven after they have become full mom­
bers thereof, they wore obliged to make 
a 10% surcharge and pay tax to the Fed 
eration. Not only that, if euch traveling 
orchestras filled radio engagements after 
their members had become full members 
of the local, the local could oblige them 
to pay for stand-by orchestrati.

This rule contains a gross clement of 
injustice, and no matter what reason led 
to its adoption, it Ì3 no longer advisable, 
and for that reason should be changed.

However, this much deserves considera­
tion—that as ii traveling orchestra enters 
the jurisdiction of a local with an assured 
engagement and therefore its mcmborii 
have nn advantage over Individual mem­
bers who enter the Jurisdiction ot u local 
for the purpose ot depositing thslr trans­
fer cards who have no -uch asaured en' 
gageaient and in fact are restricted for u 
period nf three months to accept a per 
msnent engagement in the local's juris­
diction, there should lie «omo difference 
made between the rights of an individual 
member who joins the local under such 
condltlonb and a memhei of s traveling 
orchestra, and for this reason a traveling 
orchestra, a» long as it 1« continued ns 
such, should not be permitted to accept 
miscellaneous engagement« in a local 
jurisdiction even though the members 
thereof have become full members of the 
local However, a traveling orchestra, 
after its member« have become member« 
ot the local in conformity with the follow 
ing rule, should thereafter be relieved, 
when bidding for another permanent en­
gagement tn the asms jurisdiction, from 
having to charge the 10% surcharge or 
pay any tax or stand-by orchestra when 
playing radio engagements.

By reason ot I he aforesaid, I suggest 
that the Convention take under consider­
ation the following change in the law:

Members of s traveling orchestra 
must Join the local In whose jurisdic­
tion they plsy s traveling engagement, 
as full members, st ths aspiration sf 
six months. However, even though they 
have become full members of ths local, 
they do not lose their status as s 
traveling orchestra, snd cannot play 
miscellaneous sngsqemsnts In ths Juris­
diction of said local while playing a 
permanent engagement. However, after 
becoming full members, they sre re­
lieved from making a 10% surcharge 
if ’subsequently playing any ether per­
manent engagement and are relieved 
from paying any tax er stand-by or­
chestra when «fling a radis engage­
ment In said tscal’e jurledictlon. Hew-

ever, after having become full mem­
bers of the local, they are subjected to 
the same local taxes and assessments 
as other members.

II such an orchestra returns to the 
jurisdiction of a local, «nd while on the 
road was forced to make ■ few change« 
In the personnel of the orchestra, then 
the few non-msmbers of ths local whom 
they carry mud Immediately also be­
come members of the local.

Locals may agree with members of 
traveling orchestras to accept them as 
full members before the expiration ot 
six months, but even though this Is 
done it does not absolve such members 
from any specifications of these rules.

If tho Convention adopt« these sugges­
tions, then all laws in contradiction 
thereof would of course Bland abolished.

Add n new section tn ARTICLE IX, tn 
be knnwn an Section 10 of the By-Laws ax 
follows;

“It shall be the duty of all local« to 
investigate all engagements played In 
their Jurledictlon, by their own mem­
bers or by the members of any other 
local, to ascertain whether such engage­
ment, or any employment was procured 
or negotiated by or through, or with the 
assistance of any booker, «gent, repre­
sentative, personal representative or 
manager, not licensed for that purpose 
by the American Federation of Musi­
cians, to report each violation with 
respect thereto to the President, Such 
violation by a member shall constitute 
the resignation of each such violating 
member as a member nf the American 
Federation of Musician» and any local 
affiliated therewith."

Add a new section (o ARTICLE X of 
tho By-Laws, tn be knnwn an Section 53, 
an follows:

“Nn member shall employ any hooker, 
■gent, personal or other representative 
.or manager, or secure or accept any 
engagement, for himself or for sny 
other member, orchestra or band, 
directly or indirectly, from or through, 
or with the assistance of. any such 
booker, agent, personal or other repre­
sentative or manager, who does not 
hold ■ license or permit then In force, 
for that purpose, from the American 
Federation of Musicians. No member 
«hall participate In «ny employment or 
engagement so procured. Such viola­
tion by a member shall constitute the 
resignation of each auch violating 
member as ■ member of the American 
Federation of Musicians and any local 
affiliated therewith."

By reason ot new innovations, the work 
nt the President’s office has been greatly 
increased. The licensing policy in espe­
cially responsible for this The Pros! 
dent’s office Is, and must remain, tho 
clearing house of «very proposition which 
develops from or is pertinent to or affect« 
the policies and laws ot the Federation, 
an adopted and agreed lo by Conventions 
The luw now provides, in effect, that be- 
nides the aMtetant« named tn the law, the 
President may employ stenographers, 
typists and other clerical help which he 
may find necessary. However, it. Is very 
probable that auch necessary additional 
help may not be entirely clerical, but In 
part nt least ot the name nature as that 
now performed by the assistants lo the 
President. It Is not advisable that In 
addition to tho three assistants already 
provided for by law. we should create any 
further position with the title "Assist- 
■nt,” but it further help in that direction 
is necessary the President's office should 
be placed in a position to provids .tor 
««me.

Now then, the last paragraph of Sec­
tion 1. Article l, beginning on page 20 
and concluding in ths eighteenth, nine­
teenth snd twentieth lines on page 21 of 
the By-Laws, and which refer to the du­
ties of the President’s office, reads aa 
follows:

“In addition to the appointing of as­
sistants, the President shall employ 
stenographers, and typists and such 
other clerical assistance as, In his dis­
cretion, is necessary"

It will be seen (hat this restricts the 
President if additional assistance Is neces­
sary not of a clerical nature, to provide 
for such. Il appears that It Is necessary 
that thé law should be more elastic so 
that the President would not have to 
take recourse to Section 1, Article I. in 
employing additional help.

For this reason I would suggest that 
that part of Section I, Article I, bo 
amended to read as follows:

Ari Ido I, Section 8, A. F. of M By­
Laws, prescribes the duties nf the Inter­
national Executive Board It gives tho 
Board complete jurisdiction and power 
ot disposition of all matters and ques­
tions referring or relating to the Federa­
tion or any nf Its members nr locals.

Recently, the que«tlon was raised that 
i he power of the Executive Board was re­
stricted tn the existing Iqws of tbo Fed­
eration. Often, however, it becomes nec­
essary that between Conventions a matter 
bo covered by law which k nul otherwise 
covered. The nuturn of our business de­
mands that the power to do so should 
rest with tho International Executive 
Bon rd, to bo exercised by them not in 
contradiction with anything provided fnr 
in Artlrlr 1. flection 6. there oro I sug­
gest and recommend that Section 6, Ar­
ticle I. ho amended, adding in the fourth 
line after tho word "Committee,” tho fol­
lowing:

"Matters not covered by th» Consti­
tution or by-laws shall be In the dis­
cretion cl the Executive Board, which 
Board shall have power to adopt such 
rules, supplementing said Constitution 
■nA by-laws, or covering any matter 
nd contained therein, ne II may deem 
proper, m addition to determining and 
announcing the pollcieo of the Federa­
tion, ill of which rules, matters «nd 
policies shall have equal force and ef­
fect with the constitution and by-laws. 
The Executive Board may, from time to 
time, repeal, change or amend any 
auch rules, policies or directions, with 
respect to sny auch matters."
The remainder of the 14w to remain tho 

name as It Is now.

Often members when called upon to 
■newer chargee for fulfilling an engage­
ment tn violation of union conditions, 
< tnto that they had no knowledge that 
they were doing so as they expected the 
union price, as their agent had advised 
them that il would pay same and was 
accepted under union condition»

To avoid any possibility in future that 
members can make such a defense and 
consider it valid, I would suggest that 
Section 48 of Article X. page 81, A. F 
of M. By laws, which in psrt reads as fol­
lows:

CONCLUSION
For ths purpose ot contlautng ths Fed­

eration’s value to Its local unions and to 
givs them the advantage ot a strong and 
virile national organisation. It la aeosa- 
aary that the policies of the Federation 
remain plastic no that regulations or new

be done, no matter how radical a depart­
ure from former policies same may be 
nor how difficult the task may prove.

Never, never must we locally, or na­
tionally. tall Into the error of holdtug 
that for the reason that a certain attitude 
some years ago was tho proper one and 
did lead tn success, tho same nttiude 
now, under entirely different conditions, 
must also have such a result. With 
changes of conditions, changes of policies 
must take place and an organisation, 
which acts thus, will remain as success­
ful as economic conditions permit, while 
those that fall to do so will experience 
disaster In other words, nn organization 
must remain forever active and virile It 
must adhere to the principle that it cares 
naught for yesterday or tho day before, 
or what has been, but does care for to­
morrow unrt the day after or what may 
be. In other words. It must never tall 
into the error of feeling self-sufficient bo- 
cause of its past or oven current activities 

of-town engagements and tn the effort« to 
Improve the conditions of our members 
through ll<earing bookers.

In timer of economic depression, co­
operation between local nntons to uphold 
their national organization, upon which 
all of them are dependent, 1» more neces­
sary than In times of prosperity This 
may be realized if wo consider that the 
maintenance of a decent wago and union 
conditions is entirely dependent upon ths 
organisation, and this dependency ts 
naturally increased during the depression 
as tho competition among the unemployed 
in greatly ineronHed. Were it not for ths 
organisation, employer« would take im­
mediate' advantage of this deplorable situ­
ation and attempt lo pay wage« so low 
that, within a short timé, the conditions 
in tho profession would be Impecunious. 
Therefore, a "uccessful union 1« a neces­
sity greatly emphasized during times of 
general economic stress. To make It so, 
n spirit of liberalism, reflected in its laws, 
must permeate its ranks so that st no 
time may members feel the activities of 
the uuion as oppressive and arbitrary tn- 
stead of protective. The worst illustra­
tion ot nn arbitrary policy would reveal 
a union overtaxing Its members and not 
confining itself to the broad policy ot 
having tbe flnaucial contribution of tho 
members nquare with the necessities ot 
the union

I repeat thal to be fair the policy of an 
organisation should be that taxes should 
he based upon a premise of security end 
necessity «nd not upon s policy am to 
what the traffic can or will hear After 
all, we can only tax with the consonl of 
those Ihal are taxed, To lax unnaces- 
Hsrlly creates unrest among members snd 
the stubborn impression that the organi­
zation te chiefly maintained for tho pur­
pose ot collecting money from them. It 
»-hould be understood, however, that taxes 
should «Í all limes be sufficient to guar­
antee the security of the organisation, 
I hat in, to create .enough revenue to meet 
nil exigencies that may develop To moot 
such taxes the majority of mom tiers are 
always ready and willing, as it Is to their 
interest, to keep their organisation on a 
sound financial basis. Tho contrary 
opinion of a minority doos nol matter as 
It is generally held by men who are not 
union men tg heart and do not remain 
in ths organization for tbs reason thal 
thsy are keen as to its principios, but 
Nolely lo enjoy its benefits, which they 
attempt to do with as little sacrifice as 
possible. Tbs value of such members to 
ths union is nsgligibls.

New developments are continuous In 
our field of employment Ws must for­
evsr keep abreast of same.

Some labor organization« turn to the 
expedient of maintaining “dosed corpora 
Hone,” that I? to «ay, they only accept a 
limited number of member« and use the
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been fairly »uccensful hut all of them 
will sooner or later find that the surest 
way to eventually destroy their effective­
ness is to follow Just such a policy, as 
competition of outsiders will surely over­
take them

Recently wo have had example» of thia 
kind. As far as wo are concerned, such a 
policy has long since been found unwork­
able.

As stated In the beginning of thin re­
port, it has been my purpose to give to 
the younger element a better understand­
ing of the Federation’s policies nnd neces­
sities. Every young musician should al­
ways bear in mind that seldom. Indeed, 
does he enjoy improved wage» nnd work­
ing conditions by reason of his own abil­
ity. That is only the case in the excep- 
tional canes. In which the position seeks terests ot our members. We can only do
the man instead of thv man the position. 
In limes of reduced employment, how­
ever, when even memtiers of the highest 
muilcianshlp arc forced into fierce com 
petition with one another, such coses are 
rare Indeed. It is only through organiz­
ing of the workers In competition with 
one another, regardless of whether they 
are active in the field of art or in any 
other, which can possibly protect their 
interests.

During economic depressions members 
often fall Into tho error of holding their 
organization responsible tor their unem­
ployment. They do nol realize that em­
ployment can only bo created by a union 
In Isolated cases, and not even then to 
any appreciable degree as compared with 
the bulk of employment filled by mu­
sicians. We may be successful here and 
there to force a few more men into a 
job, but that is all. In the main wo are 
governed by the economic law that tho 
necessity for our services must exist or 
else employment cannot be had.

In respect to unemployment, wo are 
subjected to this-evil through the Intro­
duction of machinery the same as other 
workers, and this will remain ho until 
the Government, Itself, move» to curb 
the continual organization of unemploy­
ment by lowering of working hours. 
Sooner or later this must be done, as 
without the economic well being of the 
masse», no prosperity can exist.

In the upbuilding, maintenance and the 
establishing of constructive policies of tho 
Federation, the Conventions have been 
ever far-seeing, and to their activities its 
success can be »scribed. It is true that 
the officers of the Federation must bo 
helpful to Conventions to the extent of 
fully explaining to them the state of tho 
organization at any given time.

We have been exceedingly fortunate in 
that our Conventions wore never divided 
by the sort of factions which are caused 
not by honest difference» of opinion but 
by the particular personal intercuts of 
leaders who surround themselves with 
their friends to play individual politics. 
Such conditions hnvo in tho past had a 
good deal to do with tho loss ot prestige, 
Influence and success ot some labor or­
ganizations. Luckily we were not among 
them, and let us ho circumspect so we 
never may bo

The present policies of the Federation, 
forced upon It by changed conditions with 
which wn must forever keep abreast, arn 
tho following:

a. The licensing of bookers and agents.
b Necessary changes in the fiscal poli­

cies,
e. The um lota ncc given to interested 

members in the protection of their 
performers' rights.

d. Personal contact with locals to cor­
rect misunderstandings In reference 
to tho policies and the lawn of the 
Federation, etc.

The enforcing of these policies is In­
deed n big order, and it cannot bo ex­
pected that success will be attained with­
out considerable timo and effort. How­
ever, Such time will be given, and such 
effort will bo made. There must bo no 
failure, even though success on each point 
may not be ss speedily achieved as wo 
would hope. If policies prove Impossible, 
even though they 1« fair, or prove

erroneous, th».- fact can only be estab­
lished through trial. If successful, their 
eucce»» will Increase with their enforce­
ment, but success in all fundamental poli­
cies of an organization will never be 
achieved overnight. .

Our organization is opportunistic. It 
must he so. It has nothing to do with 
the political belief of Its members. They 
have a right to subscribe to any economic 
belief they choose. However, they have 
no right, to attempt to destroy our or­
ganization or attempt to weaken It for 
the reason that it is maintained within 
the matrix of tho political and economic 
system of our country. Our purpose la to 
maintain an organization in such a way 
that it may act as an ever efficient instru­
mentality for protecting th* economic In­

so within the framework ot the demo­
cratic institution» of our country. To 
these we «ubscrlbe and hold high. I am 
sure we will not deviate. A citizen's
right to disbelieve in economic or politi­
cal institution» ot his country does not 
carry with it the right to attempt to de- 
»troy them. Changes can only be brought 
about as the result of the will of the ma­
jority of the people and, in n democracy 
»Udi as ours, the organizing ot minorities 
unfriendly to our political and economic 
institutions will never have the result 
which the activities of such forces had 
in countries with backgrounds of auto­
cratic or semi-autocratic governments. 
The form of our government was created 
by the will of the people, it was not Im­
posed upon them, and it will survive as 
long ns the people ate willing to main­
tain it.

In this f do nol want to be understood 
as <<aying that, in our economic condi­
tions, certain regulations nnd modifica­
tion» may not become necessary because 
whereas I am a firm believer in Indi-
vidual efforts and In the right« ot 
individual, I am a firm lieliever in 
doctrine that no individual should 
permitted to exercise his rights to

the 
tho 

be 
the

extent of trespassing upon the rights of 
the commonwealth, that is, upon the 
rights of all other poopl« In a democracy, 
proper regulation should make it impoo- 
eible for the rich constantly to gel richer 
nnd the poor poorer, but should provide a 
fairer division and distribution of Lbe 
wealth produced. In my humble opinion, 
it our democratic institutions are to sur­
vive certain fundamentals must ba 
recognized; they are, the right of men to 
work, their right to a decent living, and 
their right to a fair share of the wealth 
produced. These rights must be more 
and more recognised as inherent, not only 
for the reason that our hhuso of Justice 
begins to rebel against abuses but also 
for the practical reason that all ot us 
will have our interests best served by 
recognizing them.

In ths economic scheme of things, more 
especially In the organizing of workers, 
the musicians have acquitted Lhemselves 
admirably. We have been as successful as 
conditions permitted. Wo raised our eco­
nomic as well as social standard. We 
secured for ourselves the right to have 
something to say as to conditions under 
which we shall work, and through the 
spirit that permeates the membership wo 
have very seldom, if ever, been bested In 
nn economic struggle tn achieve these 
rights.

As before stated, actions of the Conven­
tions are determining factors In the suc­
cess and upbuilding of our organisation. 
This Convention, 1 am certain, will con­
tinue the policie" of previous ronven- 
tions to conform to changed conditions 
to approach them with the full realize 
lion that we muet conform thereto and 
to do all else necessary to make the or 
ganlzatlon strong In combatting forces 
which sre Inimical to our tnlarests, and 
I know that we can rely upon the mili­
tant spirit, which always has and always 
will Imbue the members of our organisa­
tion in contending for the advancement
Of their Interests and rights.
