EXECUTIVE COUNCIL REPORT
The report of the Secretary-Treasurer 

for the year ending August 81, 1937, 
showed a balance on hand of $586,587.41.

During the fiscal year $136,937.25 wa* 
expended u strike benefits to local trad* 
and federal unions.

Average hourly oarnings in nil recorded 
Industries rose from 59 cents per hour in 
December, 1936, to 64 cents in Juno, 1937.

nf our members can no longer be used to 
destroy themselves, nnd a method of pro­
cedure will be established to try and place 
musicians in the independent radio sta­
tions operated for profit In the United 
States and Canada,

It follows that until such time ns all 
contracts nre signed nnd ratified, there is 
still n possibility thnt the plan may not 
work out. However, the International 
Executive Board Is hoping for the best 
and trusts that it will be able to report 
In the December issue of the Interna- 
tiomat. Musician that It a 15-weeks’ efforts 
have not been in vain nnd that nt that 
tlm>- the entire plan will have been placed 
In operation, It being tho hope of the 
International Executive Board that it will 
successfully continue for the two-year 
period specified in tho contract.

Of course an exhaustive resume of tho 
great Involvement of tho proposition can­
not be given at this time, and therefore 
thia is reserved to the report which Presi­
dent Weber will make on behalf of his 
office nnd the International Executive 
Board to the Tampa Convention.

, OPENING DAY
The Convention sessions were held in 

the City Auditorium. At 10 o’clock, Mon­
day, October 4, the gavel sounded and 
Edward E. Goshen, Chairman of the Ar­
rangements Committee, called the assem­
blage to order.

Carl Carson.

Monsignor O'Ryan of St. Leo’s Catholic 
Church delivered the invocation.

Addresses of welcome were delivered 
by Governor Teller Adams, Mayor Ben­
jamin F. Stapleton, Secretary George E. 
Collison of the Chamber of Commerce, 
President Albert Westfall of the United 
Veterans’ Council, Supt. James McCoy of 
the Union Printers’ Home, Mrs. Joe Pruss 
of the Joint Council of the Women’s Aux­
iliaries, Vice-President James A Brown­
low of the State Federation of Labor, 
President William T. Webb of the Den­
ver Building and Construction Trades 
Council, and President Hugh Osborne of 
the Denver Trade and Labor Assembly.

After * felicitation bombardment like 
that the delegates were very sure they 
wore welcome to Denver.

President William Green made proper 
response thereto, and then launched Into 
* stirring review of recent A. F. of L. 
history and u fearless analysis of the 
pending situation. In ono of the greatest 
speeches we ever heard him deliver, he 
announced the stand of the Federation, 
and closed with the following peroration:

Yonder stand the Rocky Mountains, and 
In all their majesty they seem to guard this 
great city of Denver. They have defied the 
elements and nature throughout all the his­
tory of tbs world. Immovable, majestic, 
they stand as an evidence of strength and 
perpetuity. Here in this hall ia ths Ameri­
can Federation of Labor personified by you. 
I love to think of It ae being lust 'as tugged 
and majestic as tbe Rocky Mountains hers 
to my left, and I kuov. that our action 
taken In thu convention in accordance with 
the mature Judgment and calm deliberation 
will prove tn the world that the American 
Federation -f Labor le •« enduring ano 
majestic as ths Rocky Mountalas and will 
iemain as long as th* f stand.

This agreement provides for an increase in employment of over 
$2,000,000, $1,500,000 of which is to be absorbed by the affiliate stations, 
the balance in the key stations of the networks. This additional ex­
penditure is to be used only for the employment of staff musicians, the 
objective of the International Executive Board having always been to
provide uteady employment at a living 
wage for a large number of musicians in 
radio stations.

The text of the agreement with the key 
«tattoos is not ns yet entirely agreed upon 
and the affiliate’s agreement must bo ratl- 
fled by all the individual affiliate stations, 
Immediately upon ratification each local 
radio station will open negotiation* with 
the local union in Its jurisdiction for the 
purpost- of determining the wages, hours 
and conditions of employment of the staff 
orchestra nnd other musicians. While thi 
determination ot such wage aealea and 
conditions Is left entirely in tho hands 

f Of the locals, it was necessary during th«1 
I negotiations to constantly reassure the 
I broadcasters that it was not the Intention 
[ of tbe Board to provide* extremely high 
r Wages (or a few musicians but to spread 
[ employment, and that there wae no ques^ 
| tlon in the minds of the Board that th*' 
■ locals would cooperate along this line, uu 
| that hns been tho disposition ot our locals 
I «ver since thi depression began in 1929.

Senator George L. Berry of Tennessee 
und long-time President of the Pressmen’s 
organization, made an earnest speech, 
which he climaxod with a plea for unifica­
tion of the warring bodies.'

One ot tho most protracted debates 
arose over the matter of acceptance of 
the credentials of Charles P. Howard. 
Howard Is general secretary of the C. I. O. 
organization. However, he appeared in 
Denver with delegate credentials from the 
Typographical Union. Although Howard 
has enjoyed u high standing for many 
years In the A. F. of L. ranks, the dele­
gates could not tolerate this kind of a 
bifurcated arrangement, and bis creden 
tials as a delegate were turned down. 
Howard left the next day for Atlantic 
City where the C. I. O. convention was In 
cession.

The National Labor Board had the heat 
turned on their personnel in very much 
of a mid-August fashion. Chairman Mad­
den of the Board came from Washington 
upon Invitation, to give a reason for the 
peculiar faith that was within him. He 
defended all action» ot the Board, but was 
not able to stifle the open charges that 
the Board had been the hand-maiden of 
tho C. I. 0. The resolutions committee 
reported through Secretary John Frey, In 
effect that it would be no loss to the pub­
lic service it the other two members of 
tho Board resigned.

WEBER RENOMINATED
All of the old officers of the American 

Federation of Labor wore re-elected by 
unanimous vote. This of course includes 
President Joseph N. Wober, who has held 
the office of Sixth Vice-President in the 
labor Executive Council for several years. 
He was placed In nomination by Delegate 
Chauncey A. Weaver, as appears from the 
following excerpt from the official pro­
ceedings:

Much doubt was expressed concerning 
the practical workings of the Social Se­
curity Act No one quarrels with the 
Ideal. But the act is cumbersome, in­
harmonious in many of Its provisions and 
will require a bureaucratic army for its 
administration. One expression uttered 
hy the democratic Senator Berry most of 
ns can heartily endorse. He said: “I am 
getting thoroughly fed up on bureaucratic 
agencies, boards and commissions."

Another target was the Wagner Bill. 
It was interesting to this writer to note 
how times had changed since the Tampa 
convention last year. Then it was some­
what hazardous to Intimate that any of 
the recently enacted laws of the so-called 
New Deal program were anything less 
than perfect. But the Wagner law, origi­
nally hailed ns ’’Labor's Declaration of 
Independence,” was now severely criti­
cized as a potential destroyer of organ­
ized eraft unions. Judge Padway of Wis­
consin, widely known labor attorney, de­
clared that if the law is not amended 
"organized labor will be bound in a pa­
ternalistic straight-jacket." There Is no 
question that organized labor will demand 
amendment of the law at the earliest 
possible date.

At last tho truth is out! By its music 
shall a nation be known, und a recent 
musical nurvey proves that Americans are 
npt the wild, brass-swing, rhythmic­
dithering barbarians that other countries 
would believe us to be, but a harmonious, 
melody-loving group of sentimentalists.

With swing music In Ite hey-dey other 
nations were Justified In such an opinion, 
but those days will soon be gone forever, 
according to Russ Morgan, who states 
that swing rhythms will shortly be n 
thing of the past. For Mr. Morgan to 
make such h statement Is rather amazing, 
as he waa the organizer of ono of the 
greatest swing bands—tho Jean Gold­
kette Orchestra,

“Thu basis of swing music Is to make 
popular tunea aa unfamiliar as possible,” 
explains Mr. Morgan, "whereas most 
people want simple melodies.” Surveys 
made at various universities showed that 
less than 10 per cent understood swing 
(the other ninety per cent being rhythm­
ically satisfied with more worldly prob­
lems, no doubt). .

Guy Lombardo has continuously won 
all popularity contests in recent years, 
and his orchestra haa never played a 
swing note. There are only three swing 
bands holding big air commercials, which 
may also be regarded as significant They 
nre Benny Goodman, Tommy Dorsey and 
Bunny Berigan. - .

An anti-swing policy has been started 
at WLW and W8AL prompted by letters 
of protest trom dialers, and listeners will 
now get their swing music on a restricted 
basis. Leaders of orchestras whose 
music ts picked up from local night spots 
are requested to play not more than one 
swing tune per broadcast. William 
Stocss. musical director of both stations, 
decides what is and what isn't to bo 
played. He statee that “basically swing 
music Is a rhythmic effect which pro­
duces a desire to dance.

In the September issue of AGMA. Ed­

ward Harris states that the Anal effect 
of a concert is the result of a number of 
complex and subtle elements. The artist 
projects his performance to his audience. 
The audience reacts as a whole to the 
artist’s music and personality, and In 
turn, the audience’s reaction stimulate« a 
further reaction In the performer which 
again is sent back to tho audience, thus 
causing a constant psychic play between 
the audience and performer. An emotional 
relay, as it were.

“Music ia s tonal art," states Mr. Har­
ris, “and if the radio, which Is a tonal 
medium, has not harmed the musical ar­
tist, television, which simply adds a 
screen to the radio, should not greatly 
injure him.”

Plastic surgeons and reducing pro­
fessors ot England will, no doubt, be 
swamped with male musicians, judging 
by qualifications necessary for a place iu 
the television orchestra that plays over 
the Alexandra Palace station in London. 
It is no longer sufficient that a musician 
plays like an angel, he must also look 
like n god. i

It grieves one to think of it. In no 
profession are masculine good looks so 
alien as in the musical one. Even Cyrano 
would have been inconspicuous in our 
modern symphony orchestras.

The Adonis-Orpheus qualifications de­
manded by television make one pause and 
wonder: Will our chorue boys of today 
be the great musicians of tomorrow?

The first demonstration of the R. C. A. 
projection tube which makes it possible 
to project on a screen 8x4 feet, tends to 
verify tho statements that television is 
still far away as a commercial reality.

Lack of clarity in the pictures was most 
obvious, and it was quite evident that a 
special program technique must be de­
veloped before the wary advertisers can 
be convinced that this morn costly 
medium In worth the expense.

The television authorities might heed 
the friendly advice Allen B. DuMont, head 
of tho Allen B. DuMont Laboratories (a 
pioneer in the cathode-ray tube field), 
who states that regardless how crude, and 
no matter what the obstacles may be, the 
sooner television goes on s regular pro­
gram basis tn America, with television 
sets made available to the public the 
sooner will wo realise public television.

Mr DuMont cites England as an ex­
ample. There they have gone ahead with 
television broadcasts, he explain* and 
bare learned more iu oiv muutho of prac­
tical activity than the United States can 
possibly learn In six mors year» of labora­
tory experiments.

Ho continues that tho B. B. C has 
proved also there is no positive need for 
special co-axial cables fur truusmlualou of 
programs from pick-up source to remote 
television transmitter and to associated 
stations of a net work.

David Sarnoff, president of the Radio 
Corporation of America, who has just re­
turned from abroad, states that the chief 
problem of television in the United States 
today is largely financial, although tech­
nically, too, the peak of perfection has 
not been reached.

England has a fund already established, 
explains Mr. Sarnoff, because three-quart­
ers of the monoy received from the tax 
on broadcast receiving sets goes lo the 
British Broadcasting Corporation. In tho 
United States it is necessary to gain the 
support of the sponsors or advertisers.

"Televlsiou will follow much tho same 
pattern no radio,” Mr. Sarnoff concludee, 
"I suppose as the transmitters get under 
way on a dally basis somo one will put 
n television set on the market; then 
others will follow. But when? I wish 
I knew.”

He admits that tho English are likely 
to establish n complete daily program 
service before New York.

The Federal Communication* Commis­
sion states there does not appear to be 
any Immediate outlook for television 
service on tho commercial basis, and has 
extended its regulations from 25,000 to 
300,000 kilocycles. This means that the 
government will now regulate ten times 
the amount of radio space it previously 
controlled. The radio spectrum formerly 
having been confined to from 10 to 35,000 
kilocycles.

For the time being, television stations 
will continue on the experimental basis 
under the same requirements that now 
prevail, being assigned on various chan' 
nels from 44,000 to 108,000 kilocycles.

Tho Importance of this latest step of 
the F. C. C. Ilea in the vast influence it 
will have on the development of the radio 
Industry, providing for an orderly expan­
sion of research and practical operation.

It also means that more stations will 
be accommodated in the ultra-short-wave 
field, which included aircraft, police, tele­
vision and various other branches of radio 
communication. This will provide a 
means of testing the feasibility of tele­
vision relay stations.

The Brllinti Broadcasting Corporation 
recently tried to televise football players 
in action at Arsenal Stadium during re­
hearsal. Due to weather condition» the 
test was not successful, although earlier 
experiments were rated "very promising.’'

•*The Listener” ot the British Broad­
casting Corporation, reports that, “on the 
whole, the promise of the demonstration 
Is high,” Football, like lawn tennis, ia to 
become au eminently televisable game. 
"It seems likely,” continues “Th« List­
ener,” "that successful television of foot­
ball matches will call for a far greater 
number of cameras than are necessary for 
tennis. Also this Autumn game cannot 
expect such satisfactory conditions ot 
light as ars obtainable during the 
Summer.”

Now and then a bright spot appears in tho clouded sky of band 

employment, and ono of the brightest of these was the Labor Day 
Parade in San Francisco and Oakland, Calif. In Oakland 406 bands­
men were engaged for the morning parade, and a 20-piece band played 
the Labor Day Ball in the Municipal Auditorium on the same evening. 
In San Francisco band employment reached an all-time peak for Labor 
Day with 1,005 bandsmen employed in the various bands marching in 
the parade, hi addition to this there were literary exercises in the 
afternoon which employed another band of 30 pieces, and still another 
band ot 30 men played for a most brilliant ball in the San Francisco
Auditorium at night. Every member of 
the San Francisco Local that plays in a 
band wan engaged, und In addition the 
Local was required to bring members 
from the Stockton, Sacramento, Vallejo, 
San Leandro, Richmond, San Jose, Mo­
desto and Santa Rosa locals.

Before the Goldman Band gave Its first 
Fall Concert on Sunday afternoon, Octo­
ber 17, announcement was made that a 
prize of >25.00 would be offered for tho 
most appropriate title for a new march 
written by Dr. Edwin Franko Goldman. 
Tho march was played at the concert and 
repeated, because of the enthusiasm of 
the audience and because Dr. Goldman 
wanted the llstenera to hear it again no 
as to be better able to suggest titles.

The march Is in six-eighths time and 
has a vocal refrain.

Over 200 titles were submitted. The 
committee who made the final decision 
consisted of Edna Curran, manager of the 
Goldman Band, Dr. Edwin Franko Gold­
man, Richard Franko Goldman, son of the 
conductor, and A. Olman, of the l^eo Feist 
firm, publishers.

Tho title chosen as being most suitable 
for the march was "Happy-Go-Lucky,” 
and was iiuggested by tho prize winner, 
Mrs. Ruth G. R. Nadel of 111 West 94th 
Street, Now York City.

The Oakland, Neb., Band celebrated its 
60th anniversary on Thursday evening, 
September 23. At the time tho band was 

• organized in 1887, A. L. Neumann at­
tended the first rehearsal and took up tho 
duties of bass drummer. When the Lin­
coln, Neb., Local No. 463, wus formed, 
Brother Neumann became a charter mem­
ber and has remained in good standing 
from that day to this.

Some years later Brother Neumann be­
came the director ot the band and has 
completed more than 25 years of service 
in that capacity.

The celebration was under the auspices 
of the Chamber of Commerce. A barbecue 
proceeded the band concert and exercises. 
Dr. H. W. Bensop spoke nn behalf ot the 
civic clubs of Oakland, and Dr. L. Strom­
berg for the entire community. Peter
Palmer, also an original member of tho 
band, gave a talk on "The Old Band,” 
and C. O. Stauffer, who is now a munici­
pal judge in Oakland, apoke on "The 
Middle Years." Harold Holmquist, who 
has been a member of the band for a num­
ber of years, spoke on "Our Director," 
giving much of the credit for the success 
of tho band to Brother Neumann.

In Columbus, Ohio, a series of band con­
certs was promoted by President Arthur 
E Streng ot the Columbus, Ohio, Local. 
These concerts were given in the city 
parks without the benefit ot band shells, 
but wore nevertheless most successful. 
Great crowds attended each concert, and 
as a result the city council Is now con­
sidering a plan to build band shells in the 
most Important parks. Ono ot the out­
standing concerts ot the past summer was 
directed by Brother Henry Pflzeumayer 
of Cleveland, Ohio.

Many reasons are advanced for the de­
cline of band music and band concerts. 
The following article by Peter A. Cavallo, 
Jr., Associate Director of Cavallo’s Sym­
phonic Band is very interesting, nnd 
shows that Brother Cavallo has made a 

■ thorough study of the matter.
THE SOUND OF A HORN

Do you remember 25 years ago when tho 
name "Rooeevelt” meant “Teddy”; when 
Jack Johnson was waiting for another 
“white hope” to come along; when tho 
“nickel shows” began tn charge 10 cents; 
when the popular song was ‘’Everybody’s 
Doing It,” nnd when music of a summer 
evening meant a band concert?

In those days free band concerts were 
given In city parks, tn town squares, and 
on village greens. There were band con­
certs in the hundreds of summer gardens 
throughout the country. Some of these 
gardens were amusement parks with 
scenic railways, aide shows, and games ot 
chance and akHl Others were dining and 
drinkb i cardens where tho concert baud

was the only entertainment. It wax at 
these summer gardens throughout the 
country that world-famous bands played 
when on tour each season. European 
bands stressing grand climaxes competed 
for public favor with American bands 
featuring marches and novelties. But 
European or American, professional or 
amateur, each band had definite appeal 
because ot the stirring response everyone 
feels at the sound ot a horn.

Of course, some of the town bands were 
quite small and some played badly, but 
in these cases what was lacking musically 
waa more than made up for by the fact 
that the audience knew moat ot the play­
ers intimately as neighbors and friends.

All the other bands performed strictly 
in a competitive field: they had to enter­
tain tho audiences with artistry and show­
manship. Their programs contained all 
kinds ot music from popular songs to 
symphonic selections. Each ot the many 
good bands had a host of fans who wore 
every bit as enthusiastic us aro the de­
votees of ths various leading dance or­
chestras ot ths present day. When book­
ing agents were unable to find *>nough 
bands to supply the demand, star soloists 
ot outstanding bands formed organiza­
tions ot their own.

As more and more professional bands 
were organized, the percentage of good 
ones grew smaller and smaller. When 
finally meat of the band concerts were 
directed by men who were, at best, instru­
mental soloists and who knew too little 
of the arts of program building, conduct­
ing, and showmanship, then the public 
tired of mediocre concerts and public in­
terest in bands began to diminish.

With tho post-war hysteria demanding 
thv thrills ot girl shows, traveling con­
cert bands almost disappeared. Summer 
gardens of all kinds used stage presenta­
tions instead of concerts.

Then with the advent of public address 
systems to amplify sound, the profen 
sional band businees received its final 
wet buck because orchestras were used 
even for outdoor concerts.

Now, there must bti n reason for this 
fading away of public enthusiasm for pro­
fessional bands at a time when amateur 
bands were becoming more and more im­
portant in tho schools of the country. 
There must be a reason for the fact that 
the professional concert band han not 
commanded the attention and tho respect 
attained by the symphony orchestra. Un­
fortunately, there are many reasons and 
they all are so obvious that professional 
bandmasters have completely overlooked 
them and tho necessity of eliminating 
them.

There is no doubt that public taste in 
music has improved radically in the last 

Early band favorites were40 years.
marches and descriptive piece» like 
"Custer’s Last Fight." The “Anvil 
Chorus” from "11 Trovatore” was the 
most highbrow number tn demand Gradu­
ally public favor turned to light over­
tures (the "chestnuts” of today) and con­
cert waltzes; there followed a trend 
toward selections from the more melodic 
grand operas. At present the tendency is 
in the direction of the most dynamic clas­
sical compositions.

As public taste improved so ‘did tho 
musical ear of the public. Harsh, shrill 
sounds formerly acceptable became dis­
pleasing and Irritating—and such sounds 
seemed to predominate in band music. 
Badly voiced passages with insufficient 
support ot higher voices, formerly un­
noticed by the public, began to sound 
empty to average listeners—and such 
passages were characteristic of band 
music and not of orchestra music. Obvi­
ously, there must be reasons for these 
defects In band music.

The reasons are traceable to the devel 
opment of concert bands from the mili­
tary bands of the European armies. Mili­
tary bands were built to meet the re­
quirements of the army, which they did 
splendidly. Naturally, the music written 
especially for bands was military music. 
When concert pieces were needed, orches­
tral compcoitiunn hud to t>e transcribed 
tor band use. Logically, tho musicians 
transcribing tho orchestral pieces wrote

for the instrumentation ot the military 
bands which were to play them. Thus, 
all band music available was scored for 
military bands and if a concert band­
master wished to use it, he had to use 
the instrumentation of the military band. 
In other words, the military band deter­
mined the Instrumentation of the first 
concert band music, and this in turn de­
termined tho instrumentation of the non­
military concert band. Accepted changes 
in instrumentation are always gradual; 
therefore, musicians transcribing orches­
tral masterpieces for band and those com­
posing new pieces especially for band are 
still bound by the limitations of the in­
strumentation nf the military band.

In transcribing orchestral music for 
bands, the theory is that the strings of 
the orchestra should be replaced in the 
band by tho clarinets. However, the vio­
lin not only has u much longer range 
than the clarinet but may be said to have 
a single tone quality throughout its range 
when compared with the several definite 
changes in tone quality found in the clari­
net. Thus it happens that while much 
violin music may be played very beauti­
fully by «killed clarinetists, unfortunately 
some of the violin music lies in the high 
range of the clarinet that is not pleasing 
to the oar at all times; it is likely to seem 
shrill and harsh. These very tones are 
desirable in military music because of 
their carrying quality and were accepta­
ble in concert music before the use of 
amplification systemii because much of 
the harshness was lost by the time the 
sound reached the audience. The band 
of today must eliminate this unpleasant­
ness from its scores because with the 
amplification ot all sound none of this 
harshness ia lost.

Likewise, some orchestral passages that 
sound beautiful when played by strings 
sound empty as they are transcribed for 
band because of the great difference be­
tween the characteristic tone quality of 
the* strings for which the composer origi­
nally wrote them and the Characteristic 
tone quality of that specific range of the 
clarinets into which they were placed in 
the band arrangement. Similarly, errors 
result from the old methods of transcrib­
ing parts for the other sections of the 
band.

These defects can be eliminated, but so 
little has been done toward improvement 
that the public still hears too much old 
fashioned band music.

The easiest way for n bandmaster to 
improve his music would be to re-score 
the defective passages, revoicing the score 
only where necessary. The objective 
would bo to have the compound sound 
approach as closely as possible the origi­
nal orchestral effect in both beauty and 
location in the sound register. Thus the 
bandmaster would bo using the same in­
struments now at his disposal and would 
be merely eliminating unpleasant sounds; 
ho would be “doctoring” the arrangement 
to fit his organization most effectively.

In addition the balance of most concert 
bands could be Improved by re-enforcing 
the low end of thi instrumental compass. 
Often there are too many solo cornets and 
solo clarinets and too few basses, French 
horas, and low register reeds.

It must bo admitted that these -ugge* 
tlons are merely substitutes for tho 
correct solution of the bandmaster’s 
problems.

Tho best procedure would be to reorgan­
ize the instrumentation ot the band: use 
the full family of clarinets in sufficient 
numbers to balance correctly, with each 
instrument being used in that register 
which is most pleasant to the ear; use a 
full family of flutes In numbers to balance 
with the clarinets; use a full family of 
double reeds and n full family of saxo­
phones; then balance this with a full 
family of both the mellow and the bril­
liant brasses; last but not least add a 
modern nnd complete percussion section. 
Then transcribe the orchestral composi­
tions of the masters for this new ensemble 
making use of the mellow organ-like ef­
fects of the clarinet choir, of the tremen­
dous climax of the diapason brass, and of 
the unlimited tone-color and the forceful 
majesty of the entire band.

Bad programing is another reason for 
the decline of concert bands in popular 
favor. Band music has more appeal to 
the general public than orchestra music 
because the sound of wind instruments Is 
mors stirring than that of strings. How­
ever, bandmasters seem to have forgotten 
to appeal to all the people in building pro­
grams; more and more, they have tried 
to copy the programs of symphony orches­
tras which are appealing definitely to a 
group of well-informed music lovers who 
understand and enjoy hidden beauties in 
delicate compoeitions. When most of these 
compositions are transcribed for band, 
they are no longer delicate; the intrinsic 
beauty has disappeared and tho informed 
music lovers find the results unappealing. 
To the general public these numbers are 
just a lot of deadly monotony and all of 
them sound alike.

To remedy this defect la easy: the 
bandmaster .must program only music 

. that has outstanding rhythm, tone-color, 
dynamics, melody, or pyrotechnics. Each 
program designed for the general public

something for each type of listener. 
Bandmasters must be versatile.

Another defect in many band concerts 
is bad quality of performance due to in­
sufficient or Improper rehearsal. The pub­
lic of today is far too critical to accept 
ragged performance due either to tho 
bandmaster’s not taking time to rehearse 
thoroughly or his not knowing how. In 
this day rehearsals cannot be slighted be­
cause the relation between hours spent in 
rehearsal and hours in concert perform­
ance is too evident to the public.

The public tires of mediocrity. Years 
ago when the great majority of band con­
certs became mediocre, the relatively few 
symphony orchestras were under the di­
rection of competent conductors; their 
performances were far superior to most 
band concerts. As a result the symphony 
orchestra attained a position of dignity 
and eminence. But more and more sym­
phonic orchestras have been organized 
until today the good ones directed by 
competent conductors comprise a very 
small minority. Remembering how the 
public tired of mediocre band concerts 
and turned to other attractions, it is pos­
sible to foresee the probable public reac­
tion to mediocre orchestra music. Band­
masters may be offered a new opportunity.

When a dozen competent bandmasters 
offer Inspiring programs of music espe­
cially scored for new modern band instru­
mentation the professional concert band 
will recapture the great popularity it once 
had. It will reach a position of musical 
and artistic acceptance even superior to 
that of the symphony orchestra due to the 
fact that the wide-spread public appeal of 
band music is fundamental and cannot 
be equaled because of tho stirring re­
sponse everyone feels nt the sound ot a 
horn.

The old cry of cost nnd discrimination In 
wage scales outers Into the situation but । 
the theatre manager* forget that they 
have a seating capacity of from 1,500 to 
3,000 compared with 100 to 500 In the 
great majority of night clubs. Then too, 
there is another factor that enters Into 
this phase of tho question. If employ­
ment opportunities tor musician* were In­
creased it would not be long before the 
wage standard would be raised and tho 
night clubs would have to meet tho com­
petition by Increasing wages of tbe musi­
cians playing their shows.

It may seem a bit difficult to compare 
other cities with New York, nevertheless 
tho International Casino which opened re­
cently grossed $74,000 for tho week end­
ing October 16. Such grosses are not pos­
sible in nmaller towns, it is true, but 
higher grossee always result when the 
public Is offered n real «how, and Brother 
George Olsen and his partners are doing 
just that in tho International Casino. The 
theatre managers can revive their bust- 
nesa If they will only be far-sighted 
enough to follow the suggestion and 
“Fight fire with fire.”

Tansman wrote his new work at the 
request of Golschmann. Frescobaldi was 
the most distinguished organist of th» 
17th century. The five variations of the 
piece are based on a theme known as 
“Frescobaldiana,” and havo been written 
by Tansman in a classical style, retain­
ing all of the tonal beauty ot the original 
theme. Golschmann has described it as 

’ being "extremely beautiful and lyrical.”

Ho admitted that 
there was no chance for China to over­
come Japan in naval warfare; but that 
the purpose ef himself and hls people was 
to urge International refusal to provide 
Japan with munitions of war and other 
supplies so essential to Japanese preser­
vation. He sketched the «vents of the 
past five years and showed how Japan 
had made one demand after another for 
Chinese territory, and advantages which 
the latter conld under no circumstances 
grant and retain Its own self-respect. The 
address was received with keen interest, 
and tho speaker given an ovation at the 
conclusion thereof.
