Artur Rodzinski. who is to take his 
place as the conductor of the New York 
Philharmonic-Symphony Orchestra dur­
ing its 1943-44 season, bids well to be just 
the tnan to give that organization a soul 
and a purpose. His career in Europe—he 
was born on the Dalmatian coast of the 
Adriatic on January 2, 1894—was rich and 
varied. Music had attracted him irre­
sistibly all during his childhood and young 
manhood, although he was ostensibly pre­
paring for a legal career.

World War I, during which he was 
wounded In action fighting in the Polish 
army, gave him a breathing spell during 
which he definitely decided that music 
and not law would be his life work His 
first musical engagement was conductor 
at thi opera house in Lemberg, Poland, in 
which capacity he was enabled to devote 
regular study to the operatic repertoire. 
Guest engagements in various European 
cities attracted the attention of the man­
ager of the famous Philharmonic in Wa’r- 
saw, and he became its conductor. While

Present Conductor of the Cleveland Orchestra and Conductor of the 

New York Philharmonic-Symphony in 1943-1944

‘This is to advise you that beginning February 15, 1943, such solo concert 
artists, accompanists and so forth, accepting engagements through bookers may 
use lor that purpose only bookers who have a license therefor from the Ameri- 
< an Federation of Musicians. They will not be permitted to accept engagements 
through bookers who have no such license from the American Federation of 
Musicians.

The following letter has been sent to all locals of the American Federation 
of Musicians and is self-explanatory-

‘In the past, booking agencies tor solo concert artists, accompanists and so 
forth, were not licensed by the American Federation of Musicians.

Leopold Stokowski, who was a member of 
the audience, recognized his outstanding 
talents and urged him to come to the 
United States, an invitation which he 
gladly accepted. Here it was his task— 
a difficult one we must assume—of helping 
that conductor prepare the Philadelphia 
concerts, particularly assisting at rehears­
als. During this period he served as guest 
conductor of various major symphony or­
chestras, one of which, the Los Angeles, 
was so impressed by his abilities that its 
board of managers invited him to become 
its conductor. This post he held for four 
years, with each season bringing the en­
semble to n higher stage of development. 
Then, in 1933, the Musical Arts Associa­
tion of Cleveland engaged him as conduc­
tor of the orchestra of that city. How he 
has welded this group Into one of the 
great orchestral ensembles ot the country 
ia a matter of history.

Even while he was effecting this trans­
formation, Dr. Rodzinski found time, in 
1937, to prepare the NBC Orchestra for 
Toscanini’s leadership. “Toscanini sug­
gested Rodzinski for the task”, explains 
David Ewen in his book, “Dictators of the 
Baton”, “because Toscanini knew that 
Rodzinski had extraordinary organiza 
tional gifts, and one of the ablest orches­
tral techniques among American conduc­
tors. Rodzinski knows the orchestra, its 
strength and weakness. He knows how to 
blend and balance skillfully the different 
sections into a rich tone-texture. He knows 
how to give it permanent solidity. He 
know b how to adapt its techn’que pliantly 
to every requirement of orchestral per­
formance. He can recognize weaknesses 
which might escape a less observant ear. 
and knows how to remedy them. Beyond 
this, he has unquestioned authority: the 
vibrancy of his personality can subject 
the men under him to his every wish.”

Consideiing such abilities, it is easy to 
see why the managing board of the New 
York Philharmonic-Symphony Orchestra 
has chosen Dr. Rodzinski as conductor of 
that group. He perhaps more than 
any other is capable of creating out of 
this assembly of virtuosi an organization 
superlative as such.

When Dr. Rodzinski mounts the po- 
[ dium of the New York Philharmonic­
! Symphony Orchestra in the Fall of this 

year, he will be by no means a stranger 
to audiences of that city. In the Spring 
of 1937 he was conductor in an eight-week 
series of concerts, reaping praise for his 
performances especially of concert ver­
sions of the final act of “Parsifal” and the 

[ whole of “Elektra”. Since then he has re­
turned frequently as guest conductor.

ant! Tchaikovsky. In fact, his catholic 
musical tastes—he himself has no leaning 
toward any one style or school of music— 
give him a wide and plastic range to his 
interpretative gifts. ‘I like all good 
music', he has said. ‘The year it was 
written and the number of times It has 
been played mean absolutely nothing to 
me.’ In listening to his concerts, one 
recognizes the sincerity behind such a 
statement He presents all music, whether 
it is in his happiest interpretative vein or 
not, as if he loved it. Even where he fails 
artistically, the failure is not the result of 
careless preparation or a lack of musical 
penetration; it is only because the music 
is not an expression of his temperament, 
and does not lend itself to his many 
talents as an interpreter.”

Incidentally, Dr. Rodzinski’s habits are 
simple to the point of austerity. On his 
twenty-seven-acre farm in Massachusetts 
he does the chores (in overalls), reads, 
studies and pursues his hobby of photog­
raphy. His wife is Halina Lilpop, a 
grandniece of Henri Wieniawski, the Po­
lish violinist-composer. They have one 
son, Witold. . .

right to such public presentation is de­
cided by a method only his ingenuity and 
honesty of mind could have concocted. A 
carefully selected committee of judges is 
invited at intervals to be present at n trial 
hearing of several recently composed 
works, the composers names and other 
associative data being withheld.

To his credit also goes his conducting 
with the Cleveland Orchestra on January 
31, 1935, the premiere performance of 
Shostakovich’s “Lady Macbeth of Mzensk”, 
and his introduction of Shostakovich’s 
Fifth Symphony to America, April 9, 1938.

NE of the saddest aspects of war 1s the cynicism which it engenders.
One starts by believing in an ideal, a mission, a better wav of life
one ends all too often by believing in guns, in tanks and in blood.

That such a turnabout is catastrophic is proved by the long succession of
wars with which this world has been cursed
tory, but in each the victory itself has spelled loss. For in the process 
of its attainment the very things for which peoples have struggled—a decent 
way of life, lielief in beauty, faith in the future—have lieen left by the way-
side, and both winner and loser have 
gone down to spiritual defeat.

This war must not and shall not have 
such an outcome. Ours must be a victory 
of the spirit as well as of force, to bring 
about this victory it is well to ponder cer­
tain words of Serge Koussevitzky, conduc­
tor of the Boston Symphony Orchestra. 
•‘Of all the arts”, he says, “music is the 
most powerful medium against evil and 
destruction. It has the power to heal, to 
comfort and to inspire. In these stormy, 
perilous days it is the mission of art to 
protect the fundamental values for which 
our armies are fighting, to shelter the 
ennobling, everlasting treasures of art, to 
maintain the high standard of morale, of 
culture and thought. . . .

“Millions of men-at-arms need our music. 
We cannot afford to waste time. The war 
goes on at n terrifying pace. Not for a 
day, not for an hour does bloodshed stop. 
.. . The musician, in his work, must por­
tray the intensity of human misery and 
endurance; the untold tale of tears and 
blood. He must arouse patriotic ardor 
and sacred wrath in the hearts of fighting 
men. He must inspire deeds of great hero­
ism and valor. This is the mission of the 
artists today. . .

The musician’s role in warfare is thus 
made clear. It is not to decry, shame­
faced, the very art which has given him 
and millions of others like him their 
assurance that life is worth while; it is 
not to turn from music as one would turn 
from toys when adulthood overtakes one, 
forgetting that great music can encompass 
mature experiences—sorrows of a Bee­
thoven gone deaf and of a mother mourn­
ing her son—as well as joys. It is not to 
lay one’s instrument away, lest the noise 
of battle garble its pure tones. It is to 
press one’s belief in music now more than 
«•ver as the symbol of the “undying beauty 
of the spirit of man.” Again in the words 
of Koussevitzky, “Let us conquer dark­
ness with the burning light of art.”

Perhaps more than any other medium, 
the symphony orchestra today is doing 
just that. In city after city music lovers 
are signing pledges such as that given in 
the program notes of the Indianapolis 
Symphony Orchestra:

I, the undersigned, am a member of the 
tnusic-lovhig public. I am also a civic- 
minded citizen of Indianapolis and a state- 
minded citizen of Indiana.

I know we have to fight this war to 
Victory, and I am fighting it in every 
way J know.

At the same time I want, when this 
war is over, to be able to return to my 
normal, American way of living. I want 
to keep until then the amenities of civil­
ized life to which I have been accustomed 
since childhood. 1 want to keep those 
amenities for the sake of my children, 
too.

One of the amenities which I consider 
valuable is the opportunity to hear great 
music, as it is typified in my city and 
state by the Indianapolis Symphony Or­
chestra.

I recognize that the Indianapolis Sym­
phony Orchestra faces difficult financial 
problems, problems that are exaggerated 
by the fortunes of war. But I want it to 
continue. I sincerely believe it is an 
asset lo my city and state.

Therefore, I, John Doe, living at - 
street, in the City of Indianapolis, do 
hereby pledge the sum of------- toward the

New York Philharmonic

THE concert of January 6th directed by 
Dimitri Mitropoulos stands out as one 

of the most brilliant of the season. One 
might have thought conducting from the 
piano—Mitropoulos was soloist also in 
Prokofleff’s C major Concerto—might turn 
out no more than a stunt It proved to 
be genius acting through two mediums 
to produce an effect both unified and force­
ful. The compositions surged forward, as 
one critic put it, “with the complete and 
reckless mastery of the one brain that 
contained every note in the score.”

Mitropoulos’s interpretation of Schu­
bert’s Symphony in B-flat major, No. 2, 
given January 10th, was a profound read­
ing that revealed new values. This was 
the conductor’s last evening with the New 
York Philharmonic Orchestra.

Fritz Reiner was next to cake over the 
reins of the orchestra. His first concert, 
January 14th, was devoted wholly to Rus­
sian music, for the most part by living 
composers, and the program was repeated 
on January 17th. All four composers— 
Prokofleff, Shostakovich, Tchaikovsky and 
Moussorgsky—have made inspired use of 
the colors possible in the modern orches­
tra, and Mr. Reiner and his men did not 
fail in reproducing every tint. Melodies 
sang out; oddments and variations were 
given their true tonal and dynamic values.

The big news of the month for this or­
chestra, of course, was the appointment 
by the management of Artur Rodzinsky 
as conductor and musical director of the 
New York Philharmonic-Symphony Or­
chestra for the season of 1943-44. It is a

markable organization at heart that the
orchestra, long leaderless, and beset by 
tbe difficulties that lack of guidance im­
plies, ia at last to have as its director so 
able a persoli. The announcement following 
the appointment stated, “In selecting one 
person as'musical director as well as con-
ductor, the society feels that it will be 
possible to offer its subscribers a planned 
and balanced musical program designed 
and supervised by a man. in whom the
New York public has shown consistent in­
terest during his many visits in New

Baltimore

THE New Baltimore Symphony Orchestra 
under Reginald Stewart is acquitting 

itself nobly, partly no doubt because its 
conductor has three qualifications abso­
lutely necessary to success in the orches­
tral field: superior musicianship, author­
ity over his men, and discrimination in 
program selection. Edinburgh-born Stew­
art came to Baltimore in October, 1941, to 
head the Peabody Conservatory of Music. 
During the summer of 1942, he drew up

Stewart founded and formerly conducted 
the Toronto Philharmonic Orchestra and 
has appeared either as guest-conductor or 
piano soloist with the NBC Symphony, 
the New York Philharmonic-Symphony, 
the Detroit, the National, the Chicago and 
other orchestras.

The manager of the orchestra is the 
well-known C. C. Cappel, who for ten years 
managed the National Symphony in Wash­
ington, D. C., and launched the famous 
Watergate Summer Concerts. He has been , 
tour manager for the United States Ma­
rine Band for twenty-one years.

New York City

NEW YORK CITY had a generous share 
of orchestral music outside of that pro­

vided by the New York Philharmonic-Sym­
phony. On January 11th Leon Barzin, re­
sourceful program-buijder of the National
Orchestral Association, shaped an evening 
of symphonic music around the works of 
young composers from Mozart (b. 1756) 
to Mathieu (b. 1929). Every composition 
was writteu before its composer had 
reached twenty. The program, tuneful 
and agreeable if not particularly weighty, 
led off with Mendelssohn’s “Midsummer 
Night’s Dream” Overture (composer, aged 
17), and followed with Mozart’s Sym­
phony in D (composer, aged 14), an inter­
mezzo by the French composer, Piernd 
(18) and a concertino by the contempo­
rary Canadian composer Master Andri 
Mathieu, all of 14 years old. The other 
numbers on the program were written by 
our own countrymen: “Sinfonietta” by 
David Diamond (19), and “Jazz Chorale 
and Fugue” (18).

On January 5th, Eugene Ormandy, di­
rector of the Philadelphia Orchestra, 
shared the podium with Virgil Thomson 
who directed his own suite, “The Plow 
that Broke the Plains”.

The Boston Symphony in New York, 
January 9tb, gave a program representing 
classic, modern and romantic music in 
Prokofleff’s “Classical Symphony”, Shos­
takovich’s Sixth Symphony, and Tchaikov­
sky’s Fourth Symphony.

The regular con­
ductor of the “Concerts Symphoniques” of 
Montreal, Canada’s largest city, Mr. De­
fauw has had a career of no little interest 
both to music-lovers and headline-devour- 
ers. Probably the most outstanding of 
pre-war Belgium’s musicians, director of 
the concerts of the Royal Conservatory in

n train for Switzerland the next day, then 
another for Paris. In Paris he took a 
train for Brussels. When he reached the 
Belgian border the next morning he saw 
a great fire where bombs had struck oil 
tanks.

As soon as he arrived in Brussels, where 
a tremendous air-raid was in progress, he 
rushed to his home, collected his wife, his 
son, his daughter-in-law, his two automo­
biles and a few belongings, including his 
Stradivarlus dated 1729, and drove (he 
one car and his son the other) before 
Hitler’s rapid advance. Often during bom­
bardments they had to fling themselves 
into ditches. The top of one of the cars 
was punctured by . machine-gun fire. 
Finally, by means of a freighter, they got 
to England, the trip adross tbe Channel

taking four days. “1 have been through 
so many things”, said Mr. Defauw, “that 
it is as though I have lived more than 
one life.” We can well believe it.

Overture to “The Flying Dutchman” 
and Symphony No. 7 (“We can’t do with­
out Beethoven and Wagner; they are 
above all strife”) were two of his selec­
tions for the Chicago concerts. The Bel­
gium Franck and the French Debussy pro­
vided the other two compositions: the 
former, Symphonic Poem No. 2, "Le Chas­
seur Maudit”, and the latter, two noc­
turnes, "Clouds” and "Festivals”. De­
bussy himself stated of these works that 
the Intention to be conveyed in "Nuages" 
is “the unchanging aspect of the sky, and 
the slow, solemn movement of the clouds, 
dissolving in gray tints, lightly touched 
with white”, and in “Fetes”, “The restless, 
dancing rhythm of the atmosphere, inter­
spersed with sudden flashes of light.” “Le 
Chasseur Maudit” is based on a legend of 
>i hunter who is destined to be pursued 
forever by the Evil One because he per­
sists in hunting on the Sabbath Day.

Audiences who heard the concert of 
January 12th departed deeply grateful 
that Fritz Kreisler has been spared in 
his later years. For his Interpretation 
of the Bruch Concerto for Vio’in and Or­
chestra had that mellow perfection that 
only full maturity can bring. Also, his 
playing of the Mendelssohn Concerto on 
January 14th and 15th revealed all the 
radiance and warmth inherent in that 
work.

The War Bond Concert of January 27th 
which piled more than two million dollars 
into the nation’s coffers, was particularly 
noteworthy for the appearance of the two 
soloists, Nathan Milstein and Gregor Pia- 
tigorski. All the musicians donated their 
services, having been given special re­
leases for the occasion by the American 
Federation of Musicians.

Kansas City

THE Kansas City Symphony Orchestra 
early this month gave premiere per­

formance to Suite for Harmonica and 
Orchestra by Darius Milhaud, a composi­
tion commissioned by Larry Adler, who 
was soloist on this occasion.

Duluth

AMERICAN-BORN and American-trained
Edwin McArthur wis at the head of 

the Seattle Symphony Orchestra when it 
gave a program early this season, consist­
ing of Brahms’ Symphony No. 1, Prelude 
and “Love Death” from Wagner’s "Tris­
tan und Isolde" and three works by Amer­
icans. Mr. McArthur has already proved 
himself n master of the baton, through his 
directing of the New York Philharmonic, 
the NBC Symphony, the Philadelphia Or­
chestra, the National Symphony of Wash­
ington and the San Francisco Symphony.

Music in Camps

OVER 238 concerts—symphonic, operatic, 
chamber music—have attracted audi­

ences of at least 208,260 service men in 
the past eight months, and this, according 
to Lawrence Phillips, executive vice-presi­
dent of USO-Camp Shows, Inc., is a con­
servative estimate. As an example of thi 
type of musical fare that seems to attract 
most listeners, the one-hour concert given 
recently at the Naval Training Station at 
Long Beach, Long Island, may be cited. 
Performing artists were Lanny Ross, 
tenor, and Rosa Bok, Metropolitan Opera 
coloratura soprano. Music of Mozart, 
Verdi, Brahms and Beethoven predomi­
nated. So tumultuous was the appeal for 
encores that the commanding officer ex­
tended the leave of his men to 10 P. M. 
This audience, all but stampeding for clas­
sical music, can be duplicated all over 
the United States, in the plains of Texas, 
in the Arkansas hills, in the Appalachian 
valleys. Officials exclaim, “It might be at 
first a novel experience for these men, but 
as the music progresses, the intense inter­
est stands out in bold relief.”

With each concert the morale-sustain­
ing virtues of good music become more 
significant. When the New York Phil­
harmonic-Symphony Orchestra, led by 
Artur Rodzinski, played host to the men 
at Camp Joyce Kilmer, the ear-splitting 
applause was so insistent that an encore 
h id to be given, and when the Philadel­
phia Orchestra under Eugene Ormandy 
appeared at Fort Dix a young private 
from Indianp, in the throes of conversion, 
jumped onto the stage and told Mr. Or­
mandy, “I’m a confirmed orchestra man 
from now on!”

Enthusiasm on the side of the service 
man is balanced by real sacrifice on the 
side of the musicians. They play with­
out recompense and often give up paying 
engagements to do it. In a recent concert 
at Camp Charles Wood, the music was per­
formed by the Victory Symphonietta made 
up. according to the conductor, Lieut. Col. 
Donald W. MacArdle, "of top-grade pro­
fessional musicians of Greater New York 
—from the Metropolitan Opera Orchestra, 

(the NBC Symphony, the Brooklyn Sym­
phony and others—who, without so much 
as a chance to eat before the concert 
travelled fifty miles in n rainstorm (in 
at least two cases giving up paying en-
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THE Royal Philharmonic Society’s 131st 
season in London, curtailed to six con­

certs. will hold its Anal concert In March. 
It has given five already—one for each 
month since October.

Two major symphony orchestras of tbe 
United States are still conductorless for 
the 1943-44 season. They are the Chicago 
nnd Hi* Cleveland orchestras. Plenty of 
rumors but as yet no actual signing on 
the dotted line.

Ban, Not Banshee

MUSIC lovers will get to their concerts, 
no matter what difficulties are put 

their way. This has been amply proved 
since gas rationing has put unforeseen 
obstacles in the way of concert-goers. Paul 
Robeson’s recital in Mountain Lakes, New 
Jersey, last mouth, was an example of 
how obstacles only serve to bring out 
the American’s Inherent resourcefulness- 
Groups who were unahle to get into th» 
crowded buses walked from Boonton, three 
miles away, and Mount Tabor, five mH* 
away.

Dr. Artur Rodzinski, during his various 
Philharmonic, has shown himself n most 
disciplinarian, a master ot tonal balance 
an interpreter of excellent ability.

Not that Dr. Rodzinski is a musical specialist, His taste? 
are as varied and catholic as those ot any other conductor 
whose name comes to mind at the moment, and his excur­
sions into contemporary music discover him as a supporter 
and sympathizer of the erstwhile neglected native composer 
as well as an appreciator of such varied talents as Shosta- 
kovitch, Weinberger, Hindemith and other patriots and ex­
patriates. One may not always agree with his interpreta­
tions in detail but the musical line is generally well sus­
tained and the inner content of the music under perform­
ance is projected with sincerity and a complete freedom 

from the violent physical contortions which so often embarrass a symphony audience 
and detract from the enjoyment of many an interesting conductor’s baton-wielding or 
hand-directing. Most well-informed conductors realize that too much physical stress 
demonstrated in a concert performance merely defeats its own ends, succeeding only 
in suggesting a ham-actor who overacts and “mugs” a part into a caricature of what 
its creator intended. The violent gesture and jerking bodily movement should be 
sedulously discarded after rehearsal hours. The painter, Whistler, once remarked 
that no work of art is finished until the technical means by which that completion 
is established is no longer in evidence. To a certain extent that is applicable to music 
as well as painting. The performer or conductor owes his audience a certain debt of 
good taste. Too much arm-swinging and palsied body-trembling detract from serious 

was conscious of what a loss the musical public will sustain with the discontinuance 
of the parade of guest-conductors. But the enjoyment of this conductorial parade, 
enjoyable as it is, is admittedly not the best environment for any symphony orchestra, 
whether in its adolescent stage or entering on its second century of graceful old age. 
Perhaps there is a slight suggestion of the elegant and modish clothes-model in a 
Fifth Avenue establishment as each one appears with appropriate and becoming wares 
and passes before one's eyes with beautiful and graceful pirouettes, bewildering the 
eye and the senses Into a dazzle of uncritical adjustment as color succeeds color and 
line assumes a living and sensuous curve.

Not that Mr. Mitropoulos’ promises are left unanswered. He is too ardent a crafts­
man to leave any unfulfilled expectations. His visit this season was doubly inter­
esting. For previously his programs had consisted largely of works seldom listed by 
other conductors and, while that in itself constituted a drawing-power not to be over­
looked, at the same time many of his listeners had begun to wonder whether or not 
he was steering clear of something he felt himself unable to negotiate with success. 
Those doubts must have been dissipated in the minds of a majority of his listeners. 
Instead of that monument of boredom, Strauss’ “Domestic Symphony”, we were regaled 
with the Brahms Third. In place of the esoteric strangeness of compositions by that 
great man, Ferruccio Busoni, we had Bach’s Suite in D major. Here was music over 
which no controversy need rage. All were accepted as masterworks by critics of severe 
bias and those whose boundaries ranged over far countries and many schools.

The Mitropoulos program for Christmas Day began with Bach’s D major Suite 
but unfortunately, for me, I arrived at the hall during the playing of the “Star­
Spangled Banner”, having dawdled too long over a holiday dinner, and was informed 
by the usher that no one could be admitted until a pause in the Bach Suite. Late­
comers, of which there were many, were told to retire into the picture gallery where 
a loud-speaker would relay for their pleasure that part of the concert which otherwise 
would be missed. Here, surrounded by a collection of paintings of varying interest, 
we availed ourselves of the advantages ot modern invention and listened devoutly to 
that part of the program from which we might otherwise have been excluded. Here 
was Bach-playing, we realized, in the grand manner. Not as lush in tonal texture as 
Stokowski’s, it yet had sufficient warmth; and to offset any inherent austerity there 
was the Mitropoulos driving power and passionate sincerity.

Tn the hall we heard and saw the finest performance of tbe Brahms Third Sym­
phony that it has been my privilege to absorb iu many years. Such regal magnificence 
of utterance is what Brahms music needs and seldom achieves. All through the four 
varied movements the orchestra gave of Its finest in response to Mr. Mitropoulos’ 
evocative gestures. I must say that in the first movement I heard voices and entire 
phrases that are usually unheard in this symphony and throughout the score there 
was a clarity of phrasing and a balance of tonal mass that was exceptional. The slow 
movement which is sometimes dragged into a tiresome adagio here becomes w’hat the 
composer intended, andante con moto, and the likeness to the prayer from Herold’s 
“Zampa” was forgotten in Brahms’ inestimably finer approach. Brahms, like Sibelius 
after him, could and sometimes did take some trite theme and dignify or glorify it 
almost beyopd recognition, the most famous case being Brahms’ utilization of the 
Prize Song from the "Meistersinger” in his A major violin Sonata. When some 
friend was brash enough to call the master’s attention to the “steal” Brahms replied. 
“Any ass could see that.” One feels at times that it may not be where a composer 
get« his themes that matters but what he does with them once he has acquired them. 
Mr. Mitropoulos’ conducting of this score made one wish to hear his conception of the 
other three Brahms symphonies.

The program after intermission contained two works for piano and orchestra with 
Jose Iturbi a“ piano soloist. The first number, a Fantasy for piano and orchestra by 
Mr. Iturbi, gave scope for pianist and orchestra to explore many piquant and striking 
effects. The piece is Spanish in spirit and rhythms and appeared most effective on 
a first hearing. Mr. Iturbi’s pianism has broadened considerably in recent years, and 
his technical prowess is comprehensive and brilliantly suitable to this Fantasy of hit 
own composing.

As to the Gershwin “Rhapsody in Blue” which followed the Iturbi work, here one 
already encounters almost a» many traditions as to interpretation in this compara­
tively simple work us exist in the performance of a Beethoven Sonata. One might 
fool that the music was treated both by Iturbi and Mitropoulos with too serious an 
approach. Had It been another Brahms score it could hardly have been accorded more 
earnest and courteous treatment. This is hardly the manner of Gershwin’s humor. 
To officiate ministerially In a jazz work of whatever proportions is to mistake the 
somewhat ribald nature of a Ludwig Bemelmans for the overblown seriousness of a 
Thomas Wolfe. The Rachman inovian section in E major was given a grandeur of 
utterance that seemed out of proportion with the gayety and rhythmic cajolery that 
came before and after. The audience enjoyed the whole thing hugely and kept both 

■ conductor and soloist responding to innumerable'curtain-calls. All-in-all, a Christmas 
Day to be long remembered. '

I“ORTUNATELY bands are today more than ever on the. lookont for 
compositions which express the spirit of the times. This is a chal­
lenge to American composers. We make this statement with some 

trepidation, knowing beforehand what a mass of undistinguished creations 
it is apt to call forth. Nevertheless, we do make it, believing that only by 
stimulating hundreds of would he composers shall we discover the ones who 
are able to express tonally all the force and vigor of these times.

Once 1he composition is written, the composer should search oui the 
local band and get it lo play il at rehearsal and, if possible, in public. He 
should keep his ears open and be his own harshest critic. He should Im*
willing to revamp and revise end­
lessly. If this procedure is dupli­
cated by innumerable composers, all 
over the United States, that gem 
will finally la* unearthed—the win­
ning song of the War of the Four 
Freedoms.

THE leading character, Boris Godunoff, 
regent for the Czar, has had Dimitri, 

the heir apparent, assassinated, so that 
he can seize the throne himself upon the 
death of the ruler. In the opening scene 
the people, unaware of Boris’ misdeed, 
congregate before the Novodievitchi Con­
vent, where Boris, seized with remorse, 
is praying, and beseech him to take the 
throne Meanwhile, in a cell in the Con­
vent of Miracles, Pimenn, an aged monk, 
recounts the story of Dimitri’s death to 
Gregory, a young friar of about the same 
years as the slain Czarevitch. Cunningly, 
Gregory schemes to circulate reports that 
Dimitri is still alive, pose as the prince 
himself and thus usurp the throne.

In the meantime Boris has acceded to 
the people’s request, fostered of course by 
himself, and, amid much pomp and cere­
mony, ascends the throne.

drawn larger audiences; increased business has been the order of the day
in locations everywhere.

Gas shortage has of course brought about some very definite changes, 
the most pronom ced of which is the moving of one-nighters from compara 
tively isolated areas into urban centers.

When a dance band conies along, it’s a gala event for t’.ie fellows in 
uniform. And. according to Woody Herman, it’s an event for the band, loo.
“I have played for a lot of audi­
ences,” says he, “but no one can hold 
a candle to the trainees when it 
conies to enthusiasm. After we finish 
each number, they burst out with 
roars that would almost drown out 
the bang of a Big Bertha.”

In making his rounds of the camps 
Herman meets, as well as many old 
friends, musicians who at one time or 
mother have played in the band. Then 
they have a grand set-to, the boys sitting 
in with the others in their old chairs.

Captain Wayne King, music officer with 
the Sixth Service Command, U. S. Army, 
Chicago, has the right idea about music’s 
importance in helping to win the war and 
the peace. Says he, “If we don’t keep 
music alive now, it will be right back of 
the i alm trees after the war!" In his 
8ong-fes.‘s the Captain is sure-fire with 
inductees. From his “Let's Go” (on the 
tones of sol-do), It's all right with t’ e 
boys. They swing easily into “Johnny 
Doughbey", or “Praise the Lord", or ther 
favorite — yes, their favorite — “Onward, 
Christian Soldiers".

*'Our hoys need music and they want 
It”, says the Captain. “And they're going 
to need it and want it more than ever 
when the war’s over. If we don’t give It 
to them now, they won’t have it then."

A Record Year

THE year 1942 will be remembered as one of accom­
plishment for the American Federation of Musicians. I 
First of all, the rights of musicians to strive for the 

means of a fair livelihood was again vindicated when 
the United States District Court at Chicago handed down 
the decision to dismiss the case of the United States ot 
America versus the American Federation of Musicians. I 
holding that “a labor dispute was involved in the ban on 
recording between live music and a machine; that a 
labor dispute was involved in the banning of amateur 
bands on the air between a union and free music, and 
that a labor dispute was involved in a strike, called foi 
the purpose of not feeding music to affiliated stations of I 
the networks which have become unfair locally”. In 
other words, the musician, just as any other worker at I 
his craft, cannot be prevented by law from using labor’s I 
time-tried methods to assure himself a livelihood. One 
of the gratifying aspects of this case was the solid support | 
given our stand by the American Federation of Labor, j 
Although another injunction has been applied for, wc feel I 
sure that the decision will be the same as before.

The year 1942 saw also the addition to the ranks of । 
the American Federation of Musicians of the members and 
conductor of the last of the great non-Federation orches- I 
tras, the Boston Symphony Orchestra. The same year 1 
saw the complete unionization of all solo instrumentalists, 
which accomplishment brought lo a successful conclusion 
a campaign started two years before. The Federation 
now presents a solid front of 100 per cent membership in 
every field of music.

The year 1942, also, was one of lavish investment by 
our members in War Bonds, an all-out effort which 
brought us particular commendation by the United States 
Treasury Department. Equally proud arc we of the fact 
that during 1942, approximately 18,000 of our members 
alligned themselves with Army, Navy, Air Force or the 
Marines.

Especially noteworthy laws passed in 1942 were one 
providing that all members in the Armed Service remain 
in good standing without payment of dues, one calling 
for the licensing of personal agents, and one prohibiting 
the making of recordings.

It was a full year and a fruitful one. As a conse­
quence, the musician, as he takes the first steps in the 
year 1943, finds himself better equipped than ever before 
to improve his condition and, through this very improve­
ment, to contribute even more generously to the all-out 
war effort.

Forced to Fairness

IT is likely that the American Federation of Musicians 
will supply the Armed Forces with just about as many 
men during 1943 as it has hitherto provided altogether. 

The matter of replacements, therefore, assumes even 
more serious proportions. The answer, of course, must 
be a change in employment specifications. Women will 
more than ever be sought as members of orchestras and 
as soloists. Older men who have retired will find them­
selves back in the ranks as active musicians. Discrimi­
nations based on race or color will also be a thing of the 
past. The one criterion for employment will Ik musical 
ability. Perhaps this getting down to fundamentals is 
that silver lining that even the cloud of war must 
ultimately disclose

IN its barricade of criticism levelled at President
Petrillo, the press has referred repeatedly to “John Q.
Public” for whom il professes—rather belatedly—the 

deepest sympathy. So let us picture our Mr. Public in
possession of all the plums the press would proffer him.
He has his recordings of Benny Goodman and Glenn 
Miller and Sammy Kaye and all the other top-flighters 
whom |K.*rsonal appearances have made famous, but 
unfortunately, as time goes on, and new adjustments for 
“economy” are made, he has not the top-flighters them­
selves. For, as one theatre and night club after another 
decides mechanical music will satisfy the house's cus­
tomers, top-flighters will be nicked off the schedule, until 
not even radio will feel il needs rhe substance behind the 
shadow. 'Phen Mr. Public will begin to wonder if there 
wasn't something after all to that jubilation that heralded 
top-flighters’ appearances in his local theatre or dance 
hall—wasn't something in actually seeing them “get in 
the groove” and “do their stuff”. Then, as actual per­
formers are less and less seen, when music-making 
becomes a cult, like painting pictures, in which the artist 
is a ghostly figure in the background, the discs will 
become wholly mechanical, wholly dead. Mr. Public 
will have his recordings, yes—but no live musicians to 
compare notes on and campaign for among his friends. A 
disc of rubber, lined lo reproduce swing, can be a pretty 
funereal thing when no individuality exists behind it.

Then, with the passing of a few more years, the 
situation will grow even worse: for boys and girls, even 
if ihey have a yen for music, will see that their chances 
of actually making a living at it arc practically nil and 
will restrain themselves or be restrained by sensible 
parents from spending time and money uselessly. No 
more young Whitemans and Dorseys and Luncefords to 
build up to their predecessors’ stature; no more talk of 
new talent; no excitement at recent discoveries. Thal 
black rubber disc, by this time outmoded and meaning­
less, will be mighty poor pickings indeed. Mr. Public 
will be inclined to heave it into the nearest ash can and 
confess himself beaten. Ah, well, he will still have his 
memories!

Stop That Rumor!

SINCE the musician’s mode of life makes him a par­
ticular target for rumors, it is just as well that he 
know how to recognize the various types which the 

Axis governments are churning out. The Office of War 
Information, after sifting through 4,500 specific rumors 
coming to the attention of various government agencies 
during the past year, has divided them into Eve distinct 
categories:

1. Hate—expressing prejudice, animosity or hostility 
for groups other than the enemy. These are directed 
variously toward the Army administration, business, 
Catholics, the English, farmers, Jews, Negroes, profiteers, 
rationing boards. Red Cross blood donor service, Russia, 
labor and unions.

2. Anxiety—cul’ing up uneasiness or fear and com 
monly taking the form of unfounded reports of Allied 
disaster or of overwhelming enemy strength.

3. Escape—encouraging wishful thinking about the 
progress and duration of the war.

The rule for our members, when such a rumor comes 
to their ears, is never to repeat it even to deny it. If they 
know the facts that will scotch it, they should cite them 
immediately. If they do not know them, they should 
ask the rumor-spreader where he got his information.

Finally: “Don’t ever give a rumor the licnefit of a 
second’s belief”.

Musicians in Total War

ACAUTION may not come amiss regarding a certain 
type of loose talk qui|$ as devastating in its way as 
the spreading of war rumors. It is the talk of 

unthinking and uninformed citizens of our United States 
to the effect that music is “out” for the duration; that 
since il is a “luxury”, folks must learn to do without it 
as they do without de-luxe touring cars or whipped cream 
patties; that going to a concert is a rank indulgence and 
practicing to perfect a phrase, a waste of time. According 
to these ill-wishers, life should be completely mechanized 
and the individual be made as utilitarian and as one-track 
as a bullet hissing to its mark.

Such talk might be suffered to spread—if il were true. 
But the laws of psychology tell us that turning a man 
into a well-oiled production unit, with nothing but food, 
clothing and shelter to keep him going, means not that 
he begins willy-nilly to “turn out the goods”, but instead 
that he simply caves in, gives up, becomes completely 
disintegrated. To function like a human being he must 
have the added push, the extra fillip, the “lift” which 
turns him from the routine factory hand, whke-collar 
government employee or service man into a person with 
aspirations, hopes and ideals. Here music becomes the

ministrator just as truly as docs the Red Cross nurse on
the field of battle.

Unfortunately, Mr. Average Citizen is not always 
aware of what makes him able to combat discouragement 
and fatigue. Of if he does guess, he is chary of admitting 
that anything as indefinable as music can have that effect.
But delving scientists and hard-headed production men 
have found out the truth for him. Exact experiments 
have proved that music in war- time speeds up production 
in factories, increases the tempo of camp activities, and 
lifts the gloom from civilian life. .

Official recognition of this utilitarian value of music 
is by no means lacking. The Office of Civilian Defense, 
the Music Educators National Conference, the Treasury 
Department, the War Production Board, the State De­
partment, the Federal Security Agency and the Joint 
Army and Navy Committee on Welfare and Recreation 
all make provision for this need for music in civilian life 
and among the Armed Forces. And this is but a part 
of the national musical effort. Everywhere concrete, 
systematic encouragement is being given music, not, 
mind you, as a sop to “art for art’s sake”, but rather on 
the grounds — definitely established — that music is an 
asset in furthering the war effort.

The musician, then, should cock his ear, not in the 
direction of down-in-the-mouthers, who arc wasting their 
own time and everybody else’s in negative assertions, but 
in the direction of those who, having approached the 
subject scientifically, have come to incontrovertible con­
clusions: The musician is not a misfit, not an outcast left 
to cool his heels at the door of war’s endeavor. Now 
more than ever his role is that clear-cut one of reviver and 
inspirer. His is the opportunity of making possible a 
victory, not of shouting, hat-throwing and ultimate dis­
illusionment, but one rather of wisdom and far-sighted­
ness; one, in short, which includes a world worth living 
in and a peace worth fighting for.

Fire-Proofing Night Clubs

WE MALLALIEU, general manager of the Na- 
0 tional Board of Fire Underwriters, in discussing 
the Boston night club fire in which 500 persons 

died, said: “One of the basic facts about the Cocoanut 
Grove tragedy that has been overlooked is that over­
crowding, the rapid spread of the flames and inadequate 
exit facilities all contributed to the loss of life.”

In other words, no single factor such as inflammable 
decorations should be blamed. No single factor in itself 
could produce such a tragedy. And in the future pre­
ventative measures must be broad enough to cover every 
conceivable hazard. A new model “cabaret ordinance”, 
recently drafted by the National Board, is designed to do 
just that. It suggests regulations for the number and 
size of exits; forbids overcrowding; provides definite 
aisle space in night clubs, cabarets, dining rooms and 
other similar places; requires the flame-proofing of deco­
rations; requires two independently fused circuits for the 
electric lights, in all such places, and provides the licensing 
by the police department, with the fire department making 
frequent inspections for violations.

Prompt adoption and rigid enforcement of the 
“cabaret ordinance” will go far toward removing the 
danger of repetitions of Boston’s horror of panic and 
death by fire. Prior to establishment of fire prevention 
laws, managers of enterprises that cater to crowds should 
take steps to safeguard patrons. Carelessness that results 
in death to hundreds of innocent people carries its own 
punishment. The man whose carelessness brings death 
to others must inevitably carry a haunting picture of the 
victims to his own grave.

Democracy's Test
“QMIALL I or shall I not buy that War Bond?” You 

pause, finger your pay check, visualize it translated 
into cuff-links, a tobacco pouch or a new watch, and 

think you are pondering a merely personal problem. 
If it were only as simple as that! As a matter of fact, '«hat 
is going on in your mind, as you weigh pros and cons, 
juggle desires and duties, ponder passions and patriotism, 
is as decisive in determining the outcome of this war as 
is the flight of a bomber over Berlin or the sinking of a 
submarine in the Pacific. For in that split second, you 
in your own heart are proving the adequacy or inadequacy 
of democracy.

Hitler has said that democracies cannot function in 
time of stress; that the individual will choose the path ol 
national destruction if it lies in the direction of self­
indulgence, will reject the noble impulse for the imme­
diate gratification of his desires. The dictatorship, «0 
the other hand, Hitler maintains, in depriving the 
individual of his “say”, will raise the state in just so far 
as it submerges the individual. That this is true or 
untrue you as a citizen of this democracy are proving, 
as you finger your pay-check and come lo your decision— 
the decision, you may be sure, of millions or your . 
countrymen, with their pay-checks and their desires. 1

The world waits on that final gesture of greediness i 
or renunciation, the gesture that will tilt the scale in ( 
favor either of tyraftiy or liberty.

came when a fourth bassoon player failed
to arrive at rehearsal on time- when he 
chances to be struggling with Mozart’s 
Concerto in It flat major; and when he 
discovers what Berlioz did iu the “Dam­
nation of Faust”, he will rejoice in having 
a rare specimen of an instrumental clas­
sification which global war has threatened 
with oblivion . and of which American 
duplication has not thus far been found 
possible.

But there are times when sentiment is 
disposed to yield to the dictates of n more 
practical view. Why let an Instrument 
assume the role of a parlor ornament 
when someone of the rising generation 
is clamoring for its possession and will­
ing to pay a reasonable price for the satis­
faction of ownership?

Nearly forty years in band, and twenty 
years In theatre orchestra—with occa­
sional digressions Into symphonic ensem­
ble, furnishes background for many inter­
esting memory flashes.

Looking back across that range of time, 
it often occurs to us that we never played 
a theatre job at which some front seat 
inquisitor did not lean over and ask 
“What Is the name of that Instrument?” 

We shall never forget the night when 
Al Jolson, the musical comedy comedian, 
looked over the footlights, and piped: “Ah, 
there; the flrst bassoon we have seen west 
of Broadway!”

Neither shall we forget the occasion 
when a key stuck in the midst of the 
solemn and solitary opening measures in 
the introduction to the band arrangement 
tor “William Tell".

Incidentally we may interpolate here 
the story recently told of how a bassoon 
player went to the great Toscanini just as 
a symphony concert was about to begin, 
and said: “Mr Toscanini, my E flat key 
has suddenly gone on the burn and it will 
be impossible to get It fixed before the 
concert begins. What shall I do?” And 
the incomparable Toscanini replied: “Do 
not worry; you will have no occasion to 
use that key in the entire program.” A 
gleam of genius almost bewildering to 
ordinary mortals.

In late afternoon and evening twilight— 
If such shall be vouchsafed—we shall 
never forget the delightful associations; 
the joy of playing music of the masters 
and music of the moderns who have done 
so much to enrich individual life, and add 
countless touches of variform tone color 
to a world where Its need will never end.

On the eve of the recent holiday period 
a twelve-year-old lad came to see us. He 
had learned that we had a bassoon which 
might be for sale. He had had some ex­
perience with n high school Instrument, 
but wanted a better one.

At a certain home that night there was 
a fireside chat.

Just a few days later the boy’s father 
came in and paid |?00.00. We threw in 
an armful of bassoon music'and the boy 
to whom we have referred fotfnd himself 
In possession of n Christmas present.

Over the radio on a recent Sunday after­
noon we listened to Schubert’s “Second 
Symphony in I) Major”, played by the 
great New York Philharmonic Orchestra, 
under the baton-wielding of Dimitri Mitro­
poulos. Another illustration of what flam­
ing genius can accomplish in the ’teen 
age. Schubert was eighteen at the time 
of this creation. Would he have added 
materially to his fame if he had outlived 
the tragic culmination of thirty-one years? 
The query, of course, may simply illus­
trate the futility of idle surmise. It is a 
strange intermingling of the pathetic and 
the sublime to read that page of his life 
story which records that he was fre­
quently without sufficient funds with which 
to purchase the necessary score paper on 
which to indite the immortal flowering 
of his creative powers. We have often 
thought that if the “Serenade” which 
bears his name had alone survived—even 
yet the name of Schubert would have 
been inscribed—

Among tbe few immortal names. 
Which were not born to die.

luctant to publish the narrative of his life 
because of its comparative monotony. In 
contrast to the lurid fancies his public has 
painted of him his life has consisted 
mainly of sticking to business and form­
ing a few fast friendships.

Roland Hayes’ life is like that, too, but 
it so happens that it has been complicated 
nnd vivified by a factor which few other 
outstanding artists can boast—the racial 
element. Especially now, when dignified 
and systematic effort is being made to im­
prove the plight of the Negro, the pages 
hold us absorbed for the insight they give 
us into a world until now sadly misin­
terpreted.

Here, however, the Negro becomes 
apokesman for hls tribe, Interpreting it 
ro that even smugly supercilious whites 
can get a notion of color value both in 
complexion nnd life-current. News it is 
to us ot (he unpigmented skins, for in­
stance—even though 300 years should 
have taught us differently—that the Negro 
has a lineage traced back century on cen­
tury, of which he is justly proud and from 
which he derives his wealth of emotion 
and his strength to face a life of adver­
sity. News It is to us, too, that a philoso­
phy of hard work ha'» proved the solution 
of this down-trodden race and that they 
are the ones who can testify, with all the 
sincerity of self-consecration, to tho en­
nobling effects of manual labor.

So we hear of a mother who chose “the 
hard way of duty for herself and tried to 
send her children nut into the world with 
a sense of mission”, of a childhood with 
nature on the doorstep and poverty on the 
hearth, of a manhood of triumph tem­
pered by threats and acrimony: "Stones 
have been thrown through the window« of 
my house in Brookline; I have been re­
fused a bed in a hotel In Tucson, a chair 
In a Seattle lobby, a meal in a restaurant 
in Duluth; and once, not so long ago, I 
was beaten and thrown into jail. But I 
see no good in reciting ihe details of a 
thousand such misadventures. A white 
minister of religion came to interview me 
for a church journal while I was dining 
alone in my room in the Duluth hotel. 
He asked me whether I had been re­
quested to stay out of the public dining 
room. I admitted that I had been so 
ordered. The minister wanted to ’take it 
up’ with somebody.

” ‘There Is nothing you can do’, I said. 
‘That is a Job for me and my own people.’ ”

Thus, though there are the crowded con­

binations, and his rigid insistence on dis­
sonant chords. Fuel for the concert-goer’s 
indignation is the following bland expla 
nation: “Thus, atonal music must bo 
written with extreme care to avoid any 
combinations which would be pleasing to 
the ear of the man who likes his music 
sweet. It cannot be composed hap 
hazardly, but requires mathematical nnd 
studied exactness to produce an uninter

opposite of atonality. “While the atonal- 
ists forego entirely the use of any definite 
key, the polytonalists write their music 
in two or more keys at the same time.” 
Polytonalists cited are Ernst von Doh­
nanyi, Ravel (at one period in his 
career), Milhaud, Honegger, Béla Bartok 
and Charles Ives.

With the chapter on “Neo-classicism” 
we once again see the forest in the trees. 
Composers in this style, the author tells 
us, “aim at simplification of their music”, 
with emphasis on the impersonal, the In­
tellectual and the abstract. Stravinsky, 
a “musical hybrid” who composed also in 
the polytonal and in the classical styles, 
is rightly considered primarily as a neo­
classicist. “An outstanding product of the 
neo-classic movement” is Serge Proko- 
fieff’s “Classical Symphony”, “significant, 
in being the work of a composer who 
started his career as a musical radical”.

The chapter “From Plain-Song to Swing 
—a Story of Rhythms” contains an illu­
minating characterization of jazz. “Jazz 
music has three distinguishing features. 
One is the instrumentation of its orches­
tra—saxophones; muted trumpets; wail­
ing, squealing clarinets; novel and terri­
fying percussion devices. Another char­
acteristic consists in definite melodic and 
harmonic traits—‘blue’ notes, dissonant 
chords, etc. The third, and most im­
portant, feature of jazz is found in its 
many rhythms.”

After a word on tone-clusters and quar­
ter-tones the author reaches the end of 
his discussion on a most encouraging 
note: “There are definite signs that a re­
action against the extreme is taking place. 
Certainly Arnold Schoenberg has passed 
from the outermost realms of atonality to 
music which is far less bizarre, and which 
sounds rather conventional in comparison 
with his experimental works. Stravinsky, 
too, has softened his sharpest and hardest 
edges. One thing is certain, it is no longer 
fashionable to shock audiences just for the 
sake of startling them out of their com­
placency.”

There is encouragement here indeed for 
those of us who still presume to call a 
discord unpleasant. This time we heartily 
accede in the Darwinian theory (which 
has not always been so kind to us) of the 
survival of the fittest.

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THIS MODERN MUSIC, by John Tasker 
Howard. 234 pages. Thomas Y. Cro­
well Company. $2.50.

It takes only the phrase, “modern 
music”, to ruffle the feathers of most con­
cert-goers, a reaction that stems, as they 
themselves admit, from resentment at 
being left out-of-the-know regarding just 
what it is nil about. Here is n book, then, 
which not only will leave the reader with­
out inhibitions regarding music of this 
century but will also make him actually 
anticipate opportunities for testing out 
tho contention! of this book.

It Is a book laid along sound lines. 
After describing music as a living lan­
guage that must adapt Itself to shifting 
conditions, by acquiring new words and 
expressions to convey its meaning in a 
changing society (“we need music that 
expresses the way we feel here in the 
United States in the year 1943”), it goes 
on to a discussion of dissonance with 
which new music especially concern» Itself. 
This calls for a resume of the principals 
of the two who were formerly held its 
protagonists, Wagner and Richard Strauss.

This habit of explaining n tendency 
through the composers who fathered it is 
continued in the discussion of impression­
ism, in which Debussy, Ravel, Satie and 
Delius are considered. The manner in 
•which impressionistic art achieves its end 
in admirably described: “Impressionistic 
art substitutes for a photographic repre­
sentation of what the eye actually sees, 
thi emotional reaction of the artist to the 
scene he Is painting. It gives a mental 
image, the sensation aroused by a land­
scape, a figure, or an object; it is not con­
cerned with reproducing concrete or tan­
gible things.” “Debussyisms”, I. e., the use 
of ninth chords and the whole-tone scale, 
are given like characterizations.

With-“atonality” comes a discussion of 
Arnold Schoenberg, his condensation of

Tenth Rudiment—THE FLAM ■

THE flam, played hand to hand, la used more than nny 
other stroke and If difficult to master. The flam con­
sists of one tap and one stroke. The lap always comes 

before the stroke and is in reality a grace note. It thickens 
the note. Its most effective use is with drum corps and brass 
band music, for which crisp percussion is most valuable. 
The right, stick should be raised about twelve inches from 
the drum head and the left one about Iwo and one-half 
inches. Both sticks should descend at the same time, the 
left one falling on the head lightly and the right one striking 
a hard blow. This is a right-hand flam.

The order is then reversed. The right stick falls on the 
head lightly and the le.t one strikes a hard blow. This is 
called a left-hand flam. The flam actually thickens the note 
and is to the drum what the appoggiatura is to the other 
instruments.

A fine symphony drummer will break the rule, because 
he himself knows which way he can best execute the stroke 
The conductor anil listener do not care how the instrumental­
ist executes various technical strokes as long as the proper
