‘ORIGINAL CROONER’ CROONS AGAIN

AFTER being absent from the

showbusiness scene for some
twenty-five years, crooner Gene
Austin seems to be right back in
the thick of things again. A
series of events which culminated
recently in the NBC television
production “The Gene Austin
Story,” has brought the 56-year-
old singing idol of another gen-
eration back “on the road” and
in the performing spotlight.

Interest in Austin began last
fall when Desilu Productions re-
corded and released an album of
Austin singing some of the songs
which he made famous (and vice-
versa). Then a few months ago
a deejay at station WVKO in
Columbus, Ohio spun a few of
his recordings. The response from
the “older set” was so encourag-
ing that the jockey, Bob Howard,
began programming Austin’s rec-
ords at every opportunity. As a
result of this, Austin paid a visit
to Columbus, received the keys to
the ciry and appeared on various
TV and radin shaws. The furore
caught the attention of the pro-
ducers of NBC's “Goodyear Play-
house™ and “The Gene Austin
Story” was presented.

It is claimed that before he
retired in 1932 Austin's record-

ings had sold 86,000,000 copies.
It is certain that his version of
"My Blue Heaven” is one of the
top selling records of all time.
Sometimes called “the original
crooner” (a title which is also
claimed by one or two other per-
sonalities) Austin’s hit recordings
include “Yearning,” “Way Down
Home,” "Yes, Sir, That's My
Baby,” “Sleepy Time Gal,” “Ra-
mona,” “Ain’t She Sweet” and
“Bye Bye Blackbird.” He was
also a successful songwriter, hav-
ing authored such hits as “Lone-
some Road,” “"When My Sugar
Walks Down the Street” and
“How Come You Do Me Like
You Do.”

USTIN retired from the busi-

ness at the height of his
career in 1932, to "do what he
wanted when he wanted.” He now
lives and travels most of the year
in a huge trailer which contains
two baths and a piano in addition
to the usual appointments.

Recently, when an avid Austin
fan was accused of acting the way
teenagers do about Elvis Presley,
she replied, “"Maybe, but will
Presley be able to stage a come-
back twenty-five years from now?"

Not content with being one
of the country’s finest and most
successful vocalists, Nat “King”

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‘SKIFFLE’ JUMPS OCEAN TWICE

THE RECENT rise to popu-

larity of “skiffle groups” in
England and the subsequent
spread of skifle music in this
country, has caused some specula-
tion as to the true origin of the
music. It would appear that the
music in its present form actually
grew up 1 tenements of Chi-
cago and New York during the
1920’s. During this era “block
parties” were often given to help
some family raise the money for
rent and food. The entertain-
ment at these parties was pro-
vided by inhabitants of the neigh-
borhood playing on improvised
instruments. The music seemed to
be a combination of jazz and
folk or hillbilly music.

Unlike its half-brother, jazz,
“scuffle music” (probably the
original name of “skiffle music”)
enjoyed little commercial success,
except through the efforts of one
of its best-known exponents, the
late singer and guitarist Lead-
belly. It could easily be that Lead-
belly’s recordings were the in-
spiration behind the current re-
vival of the music.

The modern skiffle groups re-
tain much of the improvised char-
acter, both in terms of the music
and the instruments. The Vipers,
a group which is popular both in
England and the U.S., consists

of two guitars, a washboard, a
“tub” bass constructed from a
packing case, broom handle and
a piece of fish line.

IT WOULD be a little pre-

sumptuous, however, for the
United States to take complete
credie for the origin of skiffle
music. The beginnings of our
own jazz can be traced back to
the African origin of our negro
population, and our folk or hill-
billy music is often said to be
derived from English sea chanteys
and folk tunes.

So music continues to flow
around the world, heedless of
such barriers as oceans, time and
distance, taking a little and leav-
ing much each time it stops to
visit.

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TOO MANY ‘WALLS

One of those confusing situ-
ations which occasionally rises
in the music business has been
taking place over a song title,
“Four Walls.” Two different
tunes by this title were re-
leased simultaneously by the
Five Keys on Capitol and Jim
Reeves on RCA Victor. Al-
though titles are the same,
lyrics and melodies are dif-
ferent.

Situations like this take
place occasionally due to the
fact that song titles may not
be copyrighted. Although
there are many songs which
share the same title, ("I Love
You” is the title of several
different compositions all of
which have enjoyed success)
instances of them being re-
leased simultaneously are fair-
ly rare.

To further confuse the is-
sue, both tunes are showing
up well on the hit charts.
