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MGM Regionals Net
$4.5 Million

NEW YORK - In the first
sales meetings held under the
new "community of labels" con-
cept, the three label groups
falling under the MGM Records
umbrella racked up $4.5 mil-
lions in billing on new release
and catalog product. This figure
tops last October's meetings
by more than $1.5 million.

A combined sales and promo
team led by the label managers
for the MGM, Verve and Metro
groups went to three cities-
Los Angeles, New Orleans and
New York-to introduce the re-
lease. Theme for the album is-
sue is "The Best of Everything
from MGM Records."

Prior to the product presen-
tation, a tape recorded message
from Mort L. Nasatir was played
for distributors. The message
explained the workings of the
new "community of labels" con-
cept. MGM label manager
Lenny Scheer introduced an ar-
ray of new LPs. Three of the
new albums were geared to the
"Best Of" concept; the disks
were by Sandy Posey, Hank
Williams, Jr. and "The Best of
Herman's Hermits Volume III."
A list of sound tracks from
forthcoming Metro -Goldwyn -
Mayer motion pictures were
also revealed led by "The Co-
medians," "Far From The Mad-

ding Crowd" and "More Than
a Miracle." This latter LP was
given special emphasis be-
cause it contains the title
theme as played by Roger Wil-
liams.

Verve in Spanish Market

"The Best of Everything On
Verve" was introduced by label
manager Jerry Schoenbaum
with a batch of "Best Of" al-
bums by Stan Getz, Ella Fitz-
gerald, Wes Montgomery,
Jimmy Smith and Cal Tjader.
Verve also entered the Spanish
market for the first time with

Eliot Hyman, Chairman of
the Board, and Benjamin Kal-
menson, President, of Warner
Bros. -Seven Arts, Inc., and
Ahmet Ertegun, President of
Atlantic Recording Corporation,
have announced that an agree-
ment in principle had been
reached for the acquisition by
Warner Bros. -Seven Arts for
the stock of Atlantic Recording
Corporation and its affiliates.

The transaction amounts to a
price (payable in cash and
shares of Warner Bros. -Seven
Arts Limited) which eventually
could approximate $17,000,000.
It is estimated that for the
fiscal year ending Dec. 31, 1967,
Atlantic's sales volume (net of
returns) will exceed $20,000,000.

Under the terms of the agree-
ment (which is subject to ap-
proval by the Board of Direc-
tors of Warner Bros. -Seven
Arts), Atlantic Records, a lead-

ing independent record company
formed almost 20 years ago by
Ahmet Ertegun, will be oper-
ated as an independent division,
with the same management, per-
sonnel, distributors, interna-
tional licensees and artists as
heretofore. The firm's policies
will continue to be directed by
Atlantic officers Ahmet Ertegun,
Executive Vice -President Jerry
Wexler and Vice President Ne-
suhi Ertegun.

Activities Will Compliment
The activities of Atlantic

Records will compliment those
of Warner Bros. -Reprise Record
Company, a subsidiary owned by
Warner Bros. -Seven Arts and
Frank Sinatra. The acquisition
of the Atlantic Record Company
will enable each company to
enjoy the benefits of the pro-
duction and creative talents
available in each.

Eliot Hyman stated: "We
have long admired the progress
that Atlantic Records has made
in the phonograph record busi-

Artists' Sabbaticals'
A Growing Problem?

Mama Cass Elliott is currently touring Europe, periodically
suggesting to newsmen that Dunhill's Mamas and Papas are
breaking up. (She embarked on the trip when a partially com-
pleted new album fell through.)

Stateside, ABC Records, the Dunhill distributor, has a recently -
signed contract with Papa John Phillips assuring a continued
flow of record product from the foursome.

What's going on here?
A little precedent -setting and perhaps trend -setting is going

on here.
The Beatles have abandoned p. a.'s, and deliver albums and

singles only when the spirit moves. Bob Dylan hasn't returned
to the recording studio, although his renewed Columbia contract
is already more than a few months old. The Mamas and Papas
are rattling around waiting for their muse to open up. One of
the Young Rascals reportedly is about to quit p. a.'s and is con-
sulting with the Beatles for recording guidance.

And it looks as if new trouble might be threatening the al-
ways uneasy alliance between the creative and administrative
factions in the industry.

Mamas, Beatles, Etc., Trend -Setters
Since the Mamas and the Papas and the Beatles, etc., are

trend-setters, this new stress on the "sabbatical" could start a
new and bothersome sort of trend. Will groups be spending more
time in the studio and enjoying it less-and maybe even junk-
ing two months work? Just to be fashionable?

(Certainly no one questions the benefit of consciously -prepared
albums. They are sure to be better than a makeshift package of
a single hit and 10 others.)

There is plenty to be said in favor of artistic temperament in
this business, especially when it involves such fashion -setters
as the Beatles and "Sergeant Pepper's Lonely Hearts Club Band"
and the Mamas and the Papas albums and Bob Dylan's revolu-
tionary tunes.

But, while artistic temperament must be apperciated, must it
be indulged? What happens when a company holds a contract to
release product, and distributors, dealers and, not least, fans
want that product? Doesn't the artist have an obligation that,
aside from temperament, entails integrity?

Wrong to Force Them
If the Mamas and the Papas, and indeed any group, finds that

it is repeating itself or feels stale, it seems wrong to force them
into something, especially if the results are disinterested, infe-
rior recordings. And it seems fatuous to question motives. But.

In this instance, where no one is in the wrong, however, no one
seems in the right either. And it behooves artists to shape up
before the money runs out, and companies to understand, with-
in limits.

ABC Distributes
Huzlewood's LHI Lobel

All About Bootlegging

Mention counterfeiting to the
man in the street and he will
immediately conjure up a vi-
sion of some shady character
down in a basement with a flat
press and a set of engravings
knocking off bogus $10 bills.
Talk about piracy and he will
start dreaming of a ship dis-
playing the skull and cross
bones and its peg -legged, eye -
patched crew waiting to board
a captive merchant vessel.
Mention bootlegging and he
will immediately think of a
group of rum runners, the Ca-
pone gang and bathtub gin.

To those in the record indus-
try these terms have different,
but equally sinister, meanings.
They are all forms of unau-
thorized duplication of phono-
graph records and pre-recorded
tapes which milk the industry
of countless millions of dollars
in sales and profits, as well as
publishers and artists of royal-
ties they would normally be
getting from the sale of legiti-
mate recordings.

The RIAA has for many
years been engaged in a pro-
gram aimed at eradicating, or
at least reducing, such unau-
thorized duplication. Aside from
gathering information and
working with law enforcement
authorities in the exposure and
prosecution of these illegal ac-
tivities, the Association has also
endeavored to obtain the enact-
ment of federal and state leg-
islation to deal with these
problems.

Differentiation
The RIAA differentiates be-

tween piracy on the one hand
and counterfeiting and boot-
legging on the other according
to the following definitions:
The pirate will appropriate an
entire record or portions of a
record that has been produced
by a legitimate record company
and issue it under his own la-
bel. While there is no attempt
made to foist this recording on
the public as the authorized
version put out by the legiti-
mate record firm, the pirate
capitalizes on the artist and
the arrangement without any
substantial investment. The pi-
rate has also been known to
tape live performances off the
air or to smuggle a tape re-
corder into a theater or a

concert hall and then issue re-
cordings of the performances.

In counterfeiting or bootleg-
ging, which we use synony-
mously, not only are the sounds
of the legitimate record dupli-
cated but so are the labels,
sleeves, jackets and album cov-
ers in an attempt to induce
the trade and the public to be-
lieve that they are buying the
legitimate version of that par-
ticular recording.

While it is relatively simple
for a legitimate manufacturer
to detect that someone has ap-
propriated his recordings and
issued them under a "Joe Blow"
label, it is a far more difficult
thing to track down the pirate
owner of that "Joe Blow" label
in order to take the necessary
legal steps to get him to halt
his activities.

The difficulty in detecting
counterfeit records is com-
pounded by the fact that some
are produced so skillfully that
they may, for a time, except
the detection of even the most
knowledgeable industry people.

Reached Apex in Early '60s
Back in the early '60s when

counterfeiting had apparently
reached its apex, draining an
estimated $20,000,000 from the
industry, RIAA succeeded in
bringing "to task" those re-
sponsible for the issuance of
these bogus records. RIAA,
working closely with the Dis-
trict Attorney's office in Nassau
County and the New York City
Police Department, uncovered
a ring that had already done
handsomely in duplicating Com-
mand's "Persuasive Percussion"
and was making plans to kick
off a large-scale operation that
would have included the coun-
terfeiting of all the best-selling
albums of that day.

As a result, the Association
in 1962 succeeded in having
enacted by Congress the first
federal law making the inter-
state shipment of counterfeit
records a crime.

Realizing that this law only
has applicability when inter-
state shipment can be proved,
the Association then became
active in trying to secure laws
in some of the key states of the
country where piracy and coun-
terfeiting were most likely to
flourish because of large popu-
lation concentrations.

In the spring of 1966, RIAA
succeeded in persuading the
Attorney General of New York
State to have a bill introduced,

which was enacted by the New
York State Legislature making
it a misdemeanor to pirate or
counterfeit phonograph rec-
ords or tapes.

Using the New York State
law as a pattern, RIAA hopes
to interest other states to enact
similar legislation.

Records, Tapes Not Covered

This legislative activity is
due to the fact that phonograph
records and tapes are not cov-
ered by the present Copyright
Law which was enacted in 1909.
The Copyright Revision Bill
passed by the House in June,
1967, and currently pending be-
fore the Senate would, for the
first time, grant copyright pro-
tection against unauthorized
duplication of phonograph rec-
ords and tapes.

The advent and the increas-
ing popularity of recorded
cartridge tapes is serving to
intensify the Association's con-
tinuing efforts in combatting

New Decca Note

The first pop single to fea-
ture the sounds of an electronic
music synthesizer as lead in-
strument will be released this
week by Decca Records. The
performer is John Eaton, and
his instrument is the Syn-Ket,
a device which permits the
"live" performance of elec-
tronic music.

Eaton, who first won atten-
tion as a jazz composer and
pianist, is gaining recognition
in the serious music field as an
avant garde composer. He al-
ready has three Prix de Rome
awards for musical composi-
tion, two Guggenheim grants
and a Fromm Foundation com-
mission. He 'has appeared fre-
quently in the dual role of
composer and performer on the
Syn-Ket. The Decca single,
coupling two Eaton originals-
"Blues Machine" and "Bone
Dry"-is his debut effort in the
pop field.

The Syn-Ket was invented by
Roman sound engineer Paul
Ketoff. In one small, compact
and portable unit, it provides
the equivalent in sound pro-
ducing potential of a room -full
of conventional electronic
equipment.

It allows the production,
filtering and modulation of
electronic sounds and sound
patterns in a near infinite
variety of dynamic and rhyth-
mic shapes. The performer
plays the Syn-Ket by setting
and continually adjusting a
series of dials, levers and
switches on a console, and de-
pressing piano -like keys on
three small keyboards.

Eaton has also recorded an
album of serious music for
Decca utilizing the Syn-Ket,
which the company is prepar-
ing for later release in its Gold
Label series.

unauthorized duplication. Re-
cently RIAA gathered evidence
indicating that material from
phonograph records was being
illegally transferred onto car-
tridge tapes by a firm located
on Long Island. In the ensuing
litigation, the Court enjoined
this practice of unauthorized
duplication.

Only a few weeks ago the
Santa Clara County, California,
Superior Court found in favor
of Capitol Records in a piracy
suit brought gainst a firm al-
leged to have dubbed Capitol's
records onto tape cartridges.

As reports filtering back
from the market indicate the
spread of counterfeit or pirat-
ed cartridge tapes, the Asso-
ciation will put into operation
an expanded detection program
to assist regular law enforce-
ment organizations in prose-
cuting these illegal operations.

NEW YORK-Jeff Barry is

diversifying.
In one fell swoop and in one

fall month-this month-he is
completing scoring work on his
first Broadway show, "The
Freaking Out of Stephanie
Blake," and starting work on
his first movie, "Hello Down
There."

And the thing about it is
that he'll be able to release a
cast album and a soundtrack on
his Steed label, one of the Dot
subsidiaries.

For the "Harriet Blake"
show, which brings Jean Ar-
thur back to Broadway in a
contemporary hippie comedy,
Barry has written five songs

background themes. Barry was
instrumental in putting to-
gether the stage group and is
now contemplating recording
them separately f r o m the
caster.

"We tried to find a group,"

Barry said, "but we couldn't
find a group that could per-
form and act, so we found
some terrific individual per-
formers and put them to-
gether." One of them is Steve
Curry, who used to have his
own group, and another is Ron-
nie Dante, who has recorded as
a single as a part of The De-
tergents in recent years.

With Griffin in Cameo?
For "Hello Down There," a

Paramount -Ivan Tors release
starring Tony Randall, Janet
'Leigh, Roddy McDowell, Rd
Lansing and perhaps Mery
Griffin as himself in a cameo,
Barry has written a title tune
plus three others-also for a
group to chant. ("I talked them
out of a title tune for 'The
Freaking Out of Stephanie
Blake.' You can understand
why," Barry said.) Barry will
also record Tony Randall in a
camp bag on an oldie, which

will be incorporated into plot
action.

With these two time-con-
suming chores. in the works
("Blake" opens on Broadway
within the next two weeks),
Barry is still busy in other
areas. He's conducting sessions
for Steed at least once a week.
This week new artist, Hank
Shifter, has his "Saturday
Noontime" released.

"Hank should be a tremen-
dous artist," Barry said, "be-
cause he loves to travel and
that's great for promotion.
He'll think nothing of getting
in a car and driving to Texas
and just dropping in at a radio
station to say hi."

Last week Barry cut the
Keeps of the Night, one of his
Steed groups, and next week he
goes into the studio with the
Rich Kids, who, he reports,
have just returned from a
smash tour of California.

Also on Market
And, also on the market now

is Atlantic's "Friday Kind of
Monday," which Barry wrote
with Ellie Greenwich and
which he and Ellie perform as
the Meantimes.

And then there is the follow-
up to Neil Diamond's "Ken-
tucky Girl," now moving up the
charts. "We're thinking of a
ballad," Barry relayed. "We
try to keep all the records
slightly different. The days of
the follow-up record that
sounds like the one before it
are gone forever.

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Taking Care of Business

This past week we had an
audience with one of the top
record executives in the in-
dustry and discussed at length
the state of jazz recordings . . .

and its position, sales -wise.
Naturally, he was equipped

with all of the statistics and
the well -versed, well -rehearsed
and often repeated reasons of
why jazz is not selling. Un-
fortunately for us, we have
tired of hearing all the reasons
why it is not and prefer to ef-
fect means of making it sell.
You see we honestly believe it

it can.
It was just

this week that
an analyst
gave reasons
for the in-
creasing num-
ber of young
people who
are fleeing
well appoint-
ed homes in

the suburbs and finding havens
of peace in the village. He
pointed out to the parents that
the well-to-do parents offer the
children nothing.

The jazz picture is very sim-
ilar. Most of the record com-
panies and the executives offer
the jazz musicians and the jazz
fan nothing. And when you of-
fer nothing, one can expect to
receive nothing in return.

Elaborate Artist Intro
This week we received from

one of the major record com-
panies one of the most elabor-
ate and slickest packages we've
ever seen introducing a new ar-
tist. The package contained an
album, balloon, biography that
spilled across two pages, a but-
ton and a four-color picture of
the artist.

This is what we call real pro-
motion. Even in my position of
feeling wary that the artist was
worth this kind of promotion,
we anxiously tore the polyethy-
lene cover off and played the
record. We are always optimist-
ic that beneath the heavy pro-
motional gimmick maybe, there
is a talented soul crying to be
heard. But as usual it was the
usual gimmick being foisted on
an unaware public under the
guise that the public knows
what it wants.

As we listened to the artist
struggling and straining, we

thought to ourselves: why
doesn't a jazz artist receive this
kind of promotion and exploita-
tion?

In an industry where we can
sell just about any kind of
chant under the label of new
sound, we refuse to admit that
jazz can also be sold.

Our mail is filled with itiner-
aries of where the artist is
playing and in what cities.
Only two companies of note
even dare to include the sched-
ule of jazz artists.

Heard First Lady: Ella
This past week, we attended

the opening of the grand First
Lady of Song, Ella Fitzgerald
at the Royal Box of the Amer-
icana. She has just employed a
new pianist. This pianist was
commuting between Washing-
ton and New York to play the
gig for her. He is employed by
day as a Marshall in Washing-
ton and up to this point has not
been successful in making his
music pay him a liveable wage.
Can you imagine, the pianist of
the first lady of song having to
work at a Marshall's job in the
day in order to support him-
self?

Since we have been based in
New York and have had a
chance to look very closely at
the jazz scene, we have come to
the conclusion that most of the
people who are responsible for
the jazz output in terms of
production are too old and too
comfortable to care less than a
damn about its future.

If one tenth of the money
spent on records never played
was directed into jazz, we
would no longer be the victim
of having to apologize for the
existence of jazz.

Let's get to the fundamentals.
Why is jazz not promoted?

Simple. It takes effort. In the
music industry there are too
many fakers and self-appointed
critics. They know less and care
less about jazz and realize lit-
tle of its importance to the total
cultural picture of America.

In New York, jazz musicians
work for a scale of $25-34 per
man at most clubs. And the
number of clubs available are
on the demise.

The jazz musicians are
treated as serfs while members
of the hippie generations with
far greater hangups than the

jazzmen are tolerated, treated
romanced and promoted.

In jazz there is a certain
moral value that Americans re-
fuse to recognize and accept.
Jazz deals in truth. There is no
definitive explanation of jazz
since the music reflects what a
man feels and how he feels
about life. He is a preacher, a
teacher, a poet, a minister, an
ambassador, a reporter of the
scene, an artist. What he sees,
he reports through his music.

And if the message is not
heard, perhaps this is the rea-
son why record companies give
little to the jazz art.

Too Little Support
Last week we pointed out

that jazz companies did little to
promote Jazz Day in New York.
They do little to support the
jazz programs. And they do
little to expand the art of jazz
except ease their conscience
when Ella Fitzgerald or Duke
come to town and visit them
on opening night.

We talked with a promotion
man of a major record company
and remarked that it was un-
fortunate that Stuff Smith had
passed. He countered with who
was Stuff Smith?

I said, "Forget it."

Byrdie offers substantial notice that
she will be with us for some time to
come. This album establishes her as the
newest legitimate blues singer.

She is not a gospel singer turned jazz.
Her's is authentic blues. "See See Rider"
should be pulled as a single.

Lonnie is the regular organist with

George Benson's quartet that on the
East Coast is becoming one of the most
popular groups. On his debut album,
Lonnie was wise in bringing the regu-
lar group and augmented it with Blue
Mitchell and King Curtis on some of the
tracks. Lonnie's work as a new organist
shows much of the influence of Jimmy
Smith and Johnny Hammond Smith, but
this young man is a joy to hear and pre-
sents one of the most satisfying visual
pictures in person.

And a little old lady
rushed cut onto the 18th green
and wrapped her arms around
Perry Como.

Lawrence Welk was mobbed
for autographs, pictures and
advice on how to succeed in the
music world.

Country music was liberally
represented all along the well -
trimmed eighteen hole course.
Boots Randolph and Peewee
King were fascinating to the
followers with their highjinks
and affable comments. Jim Ed
Brown looked like he had prac-
ticed for weeks for the tourney
and turned in some good holes
to help his team into the money.

A large gallery of fans fol-
lowed Roy Wiggins and Del
Reeves, some arriving for the
tee -off on both days and stay-
ing with them all through the
play. Excellent golf was the
story behind the team with pro
Deane Beman as Glen Camp-
bell and Bob McClusky with
Herb Grissom ended with 123.
Bud Logan and Bob Luman
came in for their share of fun
along with the enjoyment of
placing only seven points be-
hind the winning team. Archie
Campbell spent as much time
joking with the gallery as he
did in lining up his shots. He
still played good golf and
wound up sharing a team score
of 123.

Chet Atkins and Webb
Pierce, playing on separate
teams, each ended the meet in
a team position only eight
strokes off the lead. Again they
were followed by large galler-
ies as intent on seeing their
favorite artists as watching the
golf game.
