The Agent & the Record Biz

At no time tn the history of |
the record industry lhas the al-
chemy of the agent in the mag- .
ical business of star wmaking
been as important as it is now. |
Television, night clubs, college
concerts, package tours of one-
nighters, endorsements, com-
mercials and motion pictures—
all that goes into creating a
star are dependent on the astute
direction of the booking agent.

Te discuss this wvital aspect
of the music business we have
been fortunate in securing the
services of one of the outstand-
ing agents in the field—Jackie
Green, Vice President of the
Personal Appearance Division
of International Operations for
General Artists Corporation.

A youthful veteran of agency
work in the record business in
this country, Europe and in
England, Green has been one
of the key factors in the careers |
of such stars as the Dave Clark
Five, Lulu, the Hollies, Peter
& Gordon, the New Vaudeville
Band, the Jimi Hendrix Experi- |
ence, the Youny Rascals, Nash-
ville Teens, Ted Heath, Johnny
Dankworth, Kenny Ball and the
Antmals, to name only a few.
Prior to his current position
with G.A.C., Green was with the
Associated Booking Corporation.

Although the “overnight”
sensation, the smash hit that |
comes out of the blue and takes
everyone by surprise, will al-
ways be with us, more and
more of the artists who break
through are the result of a
planned buildup: the culmina-
tion of close collaboration be-
tween the record company and |
the booking agency.

Without significant personal
appearances, a trecord star’s
appeal will remain limited and
ultimately go stale. The transi-
tion from recording studio to

television, films and successful |
“live” performances is essen-
tial. Before a record company
will commit the kind of ex-
pense and effort required to |
break through with a new rec-
ord act, they must know if that
transition can be made. Does
the booking agency feel that
the performer or group can |
sustain through each new level
of success and go the route?

As a result, today’s agent
finds himself as conversant
with the Record World charts
as he is with his own agency’s
route sheets. He scrutinizes
every ad and item in the pub-
lication as earnestly as a stock
broker going through the Wall
Street Journal. And the com-
parison is apt. The agent, like
the broker, must not only know
what constitutes a good buy,
he must also know the kind of
buyer it fits.

Two artists may have records |
that achieve identical positions |
on the charts; yet one is in |
demand for television and col-
leges while the other has no
value beyond the teeny bopper
market (and may not be even
particularly hot there). An act
that never goes very high on
the singles chart is a solid
album seller through constant
appearances in front of enthu-
siastic audiences while another
who “always makes noise” is |
a loser. Two artists may both |
have the kind of record poten-
tial that could take years to

| happen. One will work steadily

and sell modestly until his hit
breaks and rockets him into
the stratosphere. The other will
have long since vanished from
the scene. The ability to deter-
mine which is which is an |
agency function.

A Collaboration

No one man is responsible
for the creation of a star. It
is a collaboration between the
artist, the record label, the
booking agent and the personal
manager.

I
The first step in this collab-

oration is a conference between [
the agent and the label to de- !
termine an act’s appeal and to [
fix a promotional direction. An
agent selects different markets
and age groups: teenage, col-
lege, adult. The agent knows
where he can and cannot go.

Stage experience for a group
can be broadened by booking
the act on a tour with an estab-

lished artist. This puts the act
in front of its audience and
follows the proven rule: tours
sell records. Records sell tours.
The label should cooperate by
making free records available
to distribute on the tour for
promotional purposes and by
taking an ad in the tour pro-

gram: “Group A appears on
the XYZ label.”
A booking agency tries to

move an act quickly and de- |

cisively into an area where
they are hot, or into an area
which they should ecrack. An
agency will take a loss on ini-
tial bookings if it believes the
act has sufficient appeal to
prove successful later on. Mo-
bility for an act on tour corre-
sponds with the speed of chart
changes. The agent himself

must have mobility in his think- |

Menotti Helps

Artists Warm-Up to Success

NEW YORK—The contem-
porary exercise obsession of
would-be Beautiful People also
extends to the music business,
according to Carlo Menotti,
well known voice teacher.

’

“Warm-up vocal exercises’
are what Menotti was talking
about recently, and among the
many bellowing up to the Men-
otti standard these days (or in
recent ones) are Pat Boone,
Julius La Rosa, Lucille Ball,
Maurice Evans, Bobby Darin,
Al Martino, Nancy Sinatra and
Frankie Avalon, “who has my
warm-up exercises in cartridge
form in his car which he uses
on the way to the studio. Nancy
Sinatra, who’s been with me
since she was a teen-ager, has
a tape of my exercises that she
uses, too.”

Frequently, an artist who is
out of condition will call him
and he’ll help him shape up
right on the phone.

He has also been vocal ad-
visor for Judy Garland., Eileen
Herlie, Lucilie Ball and Melina
Mercouri. Such California per-
sonages as Jill St. John, Mark
Goddard, George Hamilton and
Jack Jones has studied voice
with Menotti, who currently has
an MGM album out called “The

Art of Modern Singing.”

Menotti seems to have ex-
celled in working with the pop
singer of some experience. “I
have devised a system where
he can protect himself without
knocking himself out,” he said.

Menotti’s favorite seems to
be Jerry Vale, whom he calls
“The greatest artist I've ever
worked with. He does a warm-
up exercise for me without us-
ing his voice. The reason he’s
so fantastic is that he prepares
for his public. He’s the most
conscientious of all the artists
I've worked with.” Although
he’s never been in Menotti’s
studio, the teacher said Tony
Bennett also uses his warm-up
when performing.

Menotti feels more people
want to train their voices now
than ever before. “For one rea-
son,” he continued, “voice cul-
ture covers a lot of territory.
There’s projection for the
theater-—if the actor doesn’t
know how to shout, for in-
stance, he’s in trouble. Also,
breathing exercises help you to
last longer during recording
sessions.”

He has no staff, but works
with artists at all hours of the
day—and, on many occasions,
night.

Bill Drake Speaks Out

We had the pleasure of spending over five hours with Bill
Drake, national programming consultant, who is probably respon-
sible for close to 40% of the top 40 audience in the nation. He
has become quite a topic of discussion in New York for allegedly
changing the programming of WOR-FM.

He says, “I never claimed to be smart. I never claimed to
be the greatest. In fact, I have never said anything at all to
anyone.” That’s true. He hasn’t. Bill has never addressed
any groups, attended any conferences and doesn’t intend to.
That’s not his stroke.

I can tell you that he has never been defeated anywhere in
radio yet. Every market he moves into, the first man to fall
is the top rated drive-time man, as in S.F. He knows how to
put together a radio station that’s 1968 in sound, the way Jerry
Wexler and Holland & Dozier know how to put together a record.
He explained his methods and concepts to me and they are
obvious. He was able to start and succeed in Fresno because
he had a free hand. Records are important, but just as impor-
tant is the overall picture, image sound and much that is
subliminal. He is admittedly conservative in putting records on.
Drake does not test many records. A smart record man should
know better than to take a doubtful, unproven record to Drake
and hype it as a sure smash. He programs enough radio in
this country to get most good records exposed and proven. Drake
is geared to reach the mass audience. And that he does. He
can test a record on any one of his stations to see if it should
go on all of them.

Bill Drake has gone on the Chuck Jones; the Epic Splendor;
and the Foundations. The list of stations nationally now on
these three records would take a whole page to list.

Hot left-field tip: “Son of Icebag,” Hugh Masekela, has turned
into a complete pop smash at WIBG-Philly. We recommend
this record for every pop station. We predict on the basis of
the fantastic LP sales in Philly that Masekela is well on his
way to becoming another Herb Alpert.

'‘Oh, Wow, It's Buck Owensl!’

C/W Star In
Hippieland

NEW YORK—In one of the
most unusual bookings of his
career, Capitol’s Buck Owens
(with Buckaroos in tow) played
two performances (afternoon
and evening) last week (12) at
the Village Theater, in the
heart of Hippieland.

And, unlikely as the com-
bination may have seemed at
first, the Country and Western
great wowed the hippie fans,
and probably made some con-
verts in the bargain. Sup-
ported by an unusually strong
roster of country artists (just
about all of them “names” in
their own right), Buck proved
again that he and his Buck-
aroos are dishing up just about
the best ensemble country
trouping extant. Everyone in
his group gets a chance to

shine (including the ever-in-
gratiating Doyle Holly, with
the country mile-wide smile

and mischievous manner), and
of course the affable Buck’s
solos — ‘It Takes People Like
You,” all the Owens smashes
—~get thunderous response.

Outstanding, too, was the
hard-driving, gutsy “Buckaroo”
instrumental.

“The Bakersfield Tiger” was
not at all hampered by the off-
beat location or decrepit thea-
ter (shortly after the evening
performance, it seemed to be
raining in backstage). The au-
dience—medium-sized but spo-
radically, encouragingly long-
haired—brought him clamor-
ously back for several encores.

Curless in Top Form

Also scoring were rich-voiced
Dick Curless, in excellent form
on such as “Big Foot”; Wynn
Stewart, solidly professional on
a number of tunes including
“lI Love the Girl in White”;
Rose Maddox, great fun with
her rousing “Philadelphia
Lawyer”; Tommy Collins,
showing up as a real showman
on “Big Dummy” and others;
and Bobby Austin and the
Tourists, offering expert back-
ing for the non-Owens portion
of the program. Austin also
soloed impressively, especially
on his “Apartment #9” click.

Lee Arnold, perhaps country
