ord manufacturers, despite a
healthy growth rate, segueing

Said Davis: "In 1964 record
manufacturers engaged the
Harvard Business School to
prepare an economic study of
their financial condition. This
was necessary because music
publishers were demanding
that copyright royalties be
raised from 2c to 3c per com-
position. This-for an album-
would mean an increase to
manufacturers of 10c -12c per
album. And what's more, at the
same time most of you were
asking for further cuts in the
wholesale price of records.
When published, the Harvard
professor's report showed that
in 1964 the combined net profit
for record manufacturers was
a paltry 1.7%. And 1964 was
then the highest sales year in
the industry's history. Costs to
the manufacturer had risen
substantially and in 1964 man-
ufacturers' consolidated return
on net worth was 3.8%. That is,

This
single created tremendous de-
mand for the new Aretha Frank-
lin album "I Never Loved A Man
the Way I Love You," and or-
ders for 200,000 copies were re-
ceived before the album was

shipped this week.

Burton Drive in Homestretch;
$100,000 Goal Seen Realized

The dinner campaign
launched recently by the group
known as the Friends of Rob-
ert J. Burton, aimed at raising
$100,000 for the establishment
of a fellowship in copyright law
at Columbia University, entered
its final stages this week with
all indications that the drive
will go over the top. According
to Morris Levy, President of
Roulette Records and Commit-
tee Chairman for the Burton
dinner, an additional 22 tables
were sold during the week to
increase the aggregate fund by
$11,000.

The dinner, net proceeds
from which will go to the Co-
lumbia fund, will be held on
Tuesday (21)) in the Imperial
Ballroom of the Hotel Ameri-
cana, New York. Subscriptions
are $50 per plate and $500 for
a table of 10.

Levy also announced that
both Tito Puente and his Latin
band and Tommy James and the
Shondells will be on hand to
round out the entertainment
picture. These groups will al-
ternate on the stand with Count
Basie and his big band. In ad-
dition, last-minute negotiations
were being conducted which
may lead to the appearance at
the dinner of one of the major
singing stars of the disc and
concert field.

The Friends of Robert J.
Burton organized a campaign
late last year to establish a fel-
lowship in memory of the late
president of Broadcast Music,
Inc., and specialist in copyright
law. A goal of $100,000 was set
to permit the installment of a
self-perpetuating fund, based
on the annual interest realized.
A sizeable portion of the sum
was raised during the initial

stages of the drive through pri-
vate solicitation, and the din-
ner was set in motion with the
purpose of netting the balance
needed to bring the grand total
to $100,000. Of the balance re-
maining after the initial gifts,
Levy said, about two-thirds has
now been pledged in the form
of subscriptions for tables.

Current Goal
The current goal is to sell

1,000 seats at $50 each. This
will permit a net gift after ex-
penses of between $35,000 and
$40,000 to the Burton fund. An
important name among the new
subscribers this week is New
York's Radio WNEW, which
has taken a full table. Other
stations are expcted in the fold
shortly. In addition, Levy said
that participation is being ob-
tained from, many segments of
the industry.

Guitarist is Soloist in Hope Film;
Label Plans Big Things for Artist

NEW YORK - Guitarist Al
Caiola-who, with Ferrante and
Teicher, was among the first
artists of staying power at
United Artists Records-has
decided to stay another three
years with UA. The deal was
renegotiated by his business
manager, David Cogan, and la-
bel president Mike Stewart. Ca-
iola has been with the label
since 1959.

Furthermore, his r e c en t
third -term re-signing is precip-
itating something of a change -
of -pace policy from the label
towards Caiola and his record-
ings, it was learned last week.
While Caiola's disks have al-
ways been a steady money -in -
the -bank proposition to UA, the
diskery is going all-out for the
next three-year period to bring
a new kind of excitement to
their veteran pactee, who has
been responsible for about 30
albums and 60 singles at UA
that have proved profitable not
only in the U.S. but 'in Europe,
Japan and South America.

And an album, "Romantico,"
is now seling especially well in
Puerto Rico, among several
breaking Latin American mar-
kets.

Caiola's next waxings, under
the company's new A&R chief,
Henry Jerome, should elucidate
matters, new bag -wise.

Helping things along: Caiola
has just finished his first impor-
tant movie music job, as guest
soloist (with billing) through-
out composer George Romanis'
soundtrack score for the upcom-
ing Bob Hope - Phyllis Diller -
Jonathan Winters -UA movie
comedy, "Eight on the Lam."

Featured on Soundtrack
"I have featured spots

throughout the whole sound-
track," Caiola explained. "This
is Romanis' first feature film
score. He came to Bob Hope's
attention through some com-
mercials he'd done. I got the job
because Romanis knew me and
my work. I'd worked on movie
soundtracks before, but mainly
as a sideman, with no credit.
The `Eight on the Lam' album
will be out this spring, I believe,
and, hopefully, it will open up
more doors for such work for
me."

Caiola has always been very
strong in the movie -TV -Broad -

way theme department. Two

presented a graph tracing the
rise in the general consumer
price index during the period
of 1957 to 1965. It showed a
tremendous increase for other
products reflecting the sub-
stantial cost of living rises,
greater labor costs and the in-
flationary values of goods and
services. What took place in
our industry? Just the reverse.
In other words as the demand
grew, prices kept falling. This
drop in price at the retail
level, along with tremendous
price pressures from you, put
an enormous squeeze on the
manufacturer and rendered his
position precarious. And it cer-
tainly didn't help you either.
As price concessions were ob-
tained, you felt obliged to pass
them on. You have stated re-
peatedly that your profit pic-
tures looked bleak. Several
bankruptcies occurred-a num-
ber to valued record names
who were caught up in the
whirlpool of daily practices
without any long-term plan-
ning or foresight. You too suf-
fered by running against the
country's economic trend in
pricing.

Pricing Analysis
"But what's most unfortun-

ate is that you've taken pride
in winning these pyrrhic vic-
tories over the manufacturer
to lower prices. One would
think that you must know that
the short-term victory involv-
ing the quick dollar is mean-
ingless. And yet endlessly the
pricing pressure asserts itself
again and again. Manufactur-
ers want to make a stand, but
they worry about what short-
sighted competitors might do
and most take the easy way
out. Rack jobbers would love
to increase their margins but
they too have qualms about
their competitors. This vicious
cycle leads to a serious prob-
lem for every one of us to
solve individually and it's cer-
tainly time for a frank pricing
analysis instead of the stale-
mated arguments and rote ex-
changes that have yielded
nothing new before. The ques-
tion that is never answered is:
Why must we be so primitive
and different from other allied
industries who have ap-
proached and dealt with the
price problem realistically?
Clearly none of us can con-
tinue with a risk pattern that
results in grossly inequitable
returns.

"For manufacturers these
risks are enormous, intensified

by the volatility of tastes and
the impossibility of predicting
with certainty the premanence
of artists' popularity. Their
costs, high in 1964, are con-
tinuing to spiral upwards. Ar-
tists today present inordinate
demands, asking considerably
more in guarantees and royal-
ties than ever before. The copy-
right bill I mentioned before,
recently proposed by the House
Subcommittee on Copyrights,
recommended a 25% increase
in copyright royalties for man-
ufacturers to absorb. Labor
costs rise every time there is
a new union contract negoti-
ated. And the problem is not
going to go away. These costs
are not just the manufacturers'
problem. They are yours as well.

All Losers
"Everybody is a loser in this

game of price -squeezing, the
manufacturer, the wholesaler,
the retailer and ultimately the
public. However, not surpris-
ingly, the public, as much as
any of us, does not want to
lose, and the record shows they
are willing to pay in order not
to do so. We keep hearing that
they won't pay more for our
product. Frankly, that's non-
sense. This is the pat answer
-the easy way out. What's
surprising is that so few in the
record industry are willing to
test it. But please let's not just
battle about this toe to toe.
We've done this before. Let's
try something new. Let's ex-
amine the facts.

"What has happened to the
price of records during this
same period? Where are the
Hal Princes and the David
Merricks of our burgeoning
record business who will price
records individually according
to the public's demand for it?
After all, records, too, are part
of show business."

Davis continued: "Granted,
when you attempt variable
pricing, you have to be right
but that's why you're in the
entertainment business. Prod-
uct is priced with discretion.
The rule doesn't have to apply
to all product. All movies
aren't priced alike. The same
night club varies its price for
each artist appearing there.
The same is true for concerts.
Supply and demand is the key."

Davis also stated that going
only with the Beatles or the
Monkees or Andy Williams is
wrong, that relying exclusively
on trade charts is also wrong
because they "simply do not
reflect the total picture or the
total sales potential of albums.
Albums which sell well over a
two-year period but not with
any immediate rush are just

A&M and contributed a touch-
ing and heartwarming note
when he observed that three
years ago A&M could not af-
ford to join NARM because
with the $250 fee that was in-
volved, the company could cut
five records. Yet such was the
nature of the record business
that here three years later
A&M was hosting a dinner to
which several hundred people
had been invited.

On Monday night Disneyland
Records was host at thtt cock-
tail party and RCA gave the
dinner at which Henry Man-
cini was in concert with full
orchestra. Tuesday's social
aspect included a cocktail
party for Mantovani plus a
showing by United Artists of
"How to Succeed in Business
without Really Trying" and by
Vista Records of "The Happi-
est Millionaire." MGM was host
at a cocktail party on Wednes-
day followed by a dinner given
by Dot Records at which Law-
rence Welk, Pat Boone, Billy
Vaughn, Bonnie Guitar and
Barbara Eden performed. On
Thursday Columbia hosted a
cocktail party before the
NARM banquet.

Distinguished Biz Sessions
The business sessions of the

convention were probably the
most distinguished yet. The
keynote address entitled "Your
Past Is Not Your Future" was
delivered by Clive J. Davis,
Vice President and General
Manager of Columbia Records.
It was one of the most eloquent
speeches ever heard at NARM.
Davis frankly spoke about the
problems which confront this
industry. He advanced a pro-
posal for variable pricing such
as prevails in other areas of

In addi-
tion, he pinpointed what many
in the field had privately
thought-that the hoopla about
tape during the past year had
been highly exaggerated for
the present moment and had
led some business men into
considerable difficulty.

Following Davis, Earl Kit-
ner, NARM General Counsel,
introduced a member of his
staff, Allen G. Siegel, an expert
in the Wages & Hours law,
who spoke about the pitfalls
which many employers may not
understand about its provi-
sions.

Highly Entertaining
Finally on Monday, Thomas

F. Bartley, General Manager,
Market Training Services,
Whirlpool Corp., spoke on "You
Have a Business; Is It an Or-
ganization?" Not only was
Bartley highly entertaining,
but he was most instructive in
the methods of job evaluation
and the treatment of em-
ployees.

Tuesday's sessions were
workshops on Electronic Data
Processing, Labor Relations
and Merchandising of Tape
Cartridge. Wednesday was de-
voted to charts and also coun-
try music. Thursday, the ques-
tion of "Warehousing and
Inventory Management" was
explored.

As always, the NARM con-
vention was not only enjoyable
but highly instructive. Serious
men attended to discuss their
serious business problems and
the general consensus was that
once again they went home
with a better undertanding of
the factors they are dealing
with and their possible solu-
tions.

"This is not a record, it's an experience!"
"Groovin' Out," Uniques, Paula-This will be an instant hit

in Dallas, New Orleans, Louisville, Memphis, Charlotte and the
South.

We listened to both sides of the new Jefferson Airplane (both
of which are out of the "Surrealistic Pillow" LP) and we feel
the "B" side, "She Has Funny Cars," is much better than the
plug side, "Somebody To Love" (which is getting a lot of picks
nationally). This and other groups from Trance City have a new
message for the nation: pop mysticism. The Jefferson Airplane
LP is a great collection of original songs (they are the oldest,
best established group in the Bay Area). The best song in the
LP is "White Rabbit," which is Alice in Wonderland visiting
Psychedelphia.

The second new RCA release whose "B" side grabs us better
than the plug is "South Side of Chicago," Vic Damone. Producers
Ernie Altschuler and Neely Plumb did a great job, and the song
swings worthy of a Sinatra. Dig it!

The third RCA release whose "B" side grabs us is "Foolin'
Around (The Waltz)" from the Youngbloods' LP.

Mitchell ("Knows") Rudman LP Pick of the Week: "The Best
of Chickenman" on Acto. Mitchell says this is choice for sub-
scenic'hoppers (but adults go for these great moments from the
popular radio serial, too).

`Rock 'N Roll Rocks the Campus'

The above headline appeared in the New York Times with a
by-line story by their folk music critic, Robert Shelton. Swarth-
more College just held its second annual College Rock 'n Roll
Festival with swinging seminars, big -beat baccalaureates and
lab work in psychedelic lights. The vibrations have already
reached the five million member American collegiate community
and will reverberate for years to come. Swarthmore pioneered
the folk boom on campus back in 1945. On campuses across the
nation, rock has become a valid musical form for study, work-
shop discussion, and intellectual analysis, as well as for listen-
ing and dancing.

Major speakers included David Amram, composer -in -residence
with the N. Y. Philharmonic, and Paul Williams, Editor of Craw -
daddy (which is the intellectual periodical on the pop scene).
Paul is a Swarthmore drop -out. The theme was that rock is now
a highly creditable art form and that the new pop music of
America is an adult music that can stand considerable analysis
and study. Rock festivals are rapidly replacing the campus folk
festival. Record World is the first music trade to recognize this
phenomenon via these "Money Music" columns.

Among the performers were two top groups from RCA-the
Jefferson Airplane and the Sidekicks. Amram discussed the to-
tality of pop -folk -rock -jazz musical innovation as a sociological
as well as musical phenomenon, placing the new musical expres-
sion in the center of a larger arts -drug -social action context. The
Jefferson Airplane soared on a set of oriental motifs to a very
imaginative set of flight projections.

Our only conclusion is that dynamic forces are sweeping the
contemporary pop music field involving a higher age range and
a very high mental and socio-economic segment of the public
than rock music has ever involved in its brief history. Rock has
become, at last, an integral part of the warp and woof of our
sociological fabric.

Single
The winning song of this

year's San Remo Festival, "Non
Pensare A Me," the winning
female version performed by
Italy's Iva Zanicchi, has been
selected by United Artists as
the debut release to launch a
new singles line under its UA
International banner.

Previous to the release of the
winning Iva Zanicchi song, UA
International has been exclu-
sively an album line since in-
ception last October. However,
because of enthusiastic world-
wide reaction to the Zanicchi
version, the label which spe-
cializes in the release of major
foreign artists in the U.S., in-
cluding the Italian songstress,
decided upon immediate release
as the first single.

not picked up."
Among Davis' suggestions to

NARM: 1) A college recruit-
ment program; 2) More done
to develop existing locations to
become individual record cen-
ters; and 3) Put profits back
into streamlining your busi-
ness.

On the subject of tape, Davis
also was outspoken: "There
have been, I believe, endless
exaggerated and uninformed
predictions about the future
of tape. These have been harm-
ful and have already caused
some business reverses. At the
last NARM convention when so
many enthusiastic and overly

zealous non -record people were
talking of the gold mine
around the corner, I urged cau-
tion. I still urge caution.

"Not that there isn't a mar-
ket here. Not that an increas-
ing amount of business won't
be done. But, there ain't gold
in them there hills yet and no
amount of claims or concen-
trated headlines in certain
trade papers will put them
there. There is room for new
products in our business and
this includes tape cartridges-
but no revolution is going to
occur. If it grows, it will grow
at a steady-not a frantic-
pace."

Cordell in NYC
Denny Cordell, British in-

dependent record producer, in
association with TRO-The Essex
Music Group, London, is in
New York briefly to look for
an American arranger to add
to his London staff.

Cordell's most recent release
is "Night of Fear," by the
Move, on Deram.

Bert wrote
and produced it.

Soul Pick of the Week is the Bert Berns -produced "The Love
of My Woman," Bobby Harris, Shout.

tion of records, is growing intensely. Two pressing plants are
to be established in Panama: "Discos Panama, S.A.," owned by
Rodolfo (Popo) Chiary and managed by Alfredo Perez Casella;
and "Discos Itsmeiios," owned by Halman S.A. Imports will be
cut to 25% during the first quarter, 15% during the second and
third, and from September to December they will be cut to a
5% of the normal importation during the past few years.

At the insistance of Harry Fox, Agent and Trustee, an action
has been instituted in the United States District Court for the
Eastern District of New York against Flama Record Corpora-
tion, La Epoca Corporation, BMC Records Distributing Corpora-
tion, Mario Herafidez, Raphela Hernandez, George Valdes, Aldo
Alvarez and Pedro Perez for infringement of copyright. Action
has been taken by Peer International Corporation, Southern Mu-
sic Publishing Co., Inc., Robbins Music Corporation and Edward
B. Marks Music Corporation. According to Fox, certain record
companies in the Latin -Spanish field have ignored royalty obli-
gations to music publishers over an extended period. The recent
rapid growth of interest in Latin music as evidenced by the mush-
rooming sales by companies dealing in such records has prompted
the publisher's action.

Taking Care of Business
By DEL SHIELDS

The name of Norman Granz
stands very tall in jazz. He
brought a concept to jazz pro-
motions that was unheard of
when he started some 20 odd
years ago.

His successful Jazz at the
Philharmonic Series lasted for
more than 18 years. Out of the

series came
the successfulrecord-
ing bearing
the name of
the series.

Between de-
veloping his
own label
which was
Verve and his
Clef series,

Granz recorded some of the
greatest names in jazz history.
He was also the first producer
to record live musicians in ac-
tion which since has become
one of the important phases in
jazz recording.

Somewhat tired of the road
and aspects of record-
ing, Granz sold his Verve label
to MGM. I don't recall the price
but it was well over a million
dollars. Norman then took his
money to Switzerland and de-
clared that jazz is dead. It
wasn't long after the statement
was made that a number of crit-
ics and musicians decried Nor-
man's prognosis of the jazz
scene. However, Norman gave
an evaluation at that time that
he felt described the jazz scene.

Del Shields

Comeback
Fortunately, that was about

three years ago. And now Nor-
man Granz is making a come-
back.

He is going to revive his Jazz
at the Philharmonic Series.
Once again he promises the ex-
citement of the jazz he pro-
duced in the '40s and '50s will
be duplicated in the '60s.

He is leaving no stone un-
touched inasmuch as he has
signed Ella Fitzgerald, Duke
Ellington, Oscar Peterson and
the Trio, the Jimmy Jones, Trio,
Coleman Hawkins, Benny Cart-
er, Zoot Sims and Clark Terry.

Jazz at the Philharmonic will
hold its preview, in Rochester
at the Eastman Music Theater,
on March 25. The premiere will
be held the following night at
New York's Carnegie Hall.

What interests this writer is

Norman's statement about jazz
here in the '60s, "Jazz as a
musical force is becoming
stronger. It is through the up-
lifting of the jazz image-i.e.:
a classic concert presentation,
that jazz will continue to take
on a new dignity and dimen-
sion."

We welcome Norman Grantz
back and hope that the 1967
version of Jazz at the Philhar-
monic will be successful, excit-
ing and add a new cluster to
his already long list of jazz
credits.

* * *

I will take no quarrel to the
producers of the jazz labels, but
I do hope they will seriously
consider the rash of jazz LPs
they are forcing on us. I am
particularly concerned about
the possible loss of sterling LPs
that might break nationally
and become best sellers.

I am only suggesting that we
not be deluged with too many
LPs before we have had enough
time to fully exploit the ones
with great commercial possi-
bilities and sales.

It would seem that efforts
should also be made to look into
the markets that are generally
not recognized as jazz majors
and start a little missionary
work. There are many potential
jazz buyers, if the product is
exposed.

The following letter supports
our thesis:

* * *

Dear Del:
Just a little note to let you

know what's happening here in
Texas. Since the last time I
saw you, as you can see, I
moved to Fort Worth and I am
programming an all -jazz FM
station that has taken hold here
in the Southwest like mad.

We are on 18 hours a day.
The station is in a small town
called Cleburne, but our signal
covers the Dallas -Fort Worth
market which holds over two
million folks in the coverage
area. We are planning on going
on 24 hours as soon as business
will allow.

I am planning a Southwest
Jazz Festival in October in Dal-
las for two days. We already
have the sanction of the Dallas
Chamber of Commerce. It
should be that's what's happen-
ing here should open up a

A Good Show
Charlie Brown
NEW YORK - "Peanuts" -

lovers of the world are just
about to unite and skip down
to Theatre 80 in the village,
where "You're a Good Man
Charlie Brown," a real live
version of the Charles Schulz
comic strip, opened last week
and could run for the rest of
all our lives.

This adaptation by John Gor-
don with simple, tuneful, hu-
morous words and lyrics by
Clark Gesner earns the highest
possible compliment. It is ab-
solutely true to its source, and
that means its appeal is nearly
universal-only "nearly uni-
versal," since there are prob-
ably 100 or more people in the
world who don't like "Peanuts."

King Leo, MGM subsid, has
one cast album right now and,
truth to tell, had the show al-
bum before there was a show,
since the show was inspired by
the Clark Gesner tunes written
for the album. (The reversal of
n o rm a 1 open -the -show -record -
the -album process is a rare
thing.) Now MGM has recorded
the currently running show.

Actually, the King Leo al-
bum has only one member of
the current cast in the grooves.
That's Bill Hinnant who plays
Snoopy. The rest of the cast

Smith Inks
New Col Pact

Carl Smith, Country -and -
Western singer, has signed a
new, exclusive contract with
Columbia Records. Smith's re-
cordings will continue to be
supervised by Don Law, who is
now working as an independent
producer in Nashville.

Since 1950, when the Tennes-
see -born singer first joined the
Columbia roster, he has been
a consistent seller. His hits, all
produced by Law, have in-
cluded such singles as "Mr.
Moon," "Let's Live a Little,"
"If Teardrops Were Pennies,"
"I Overlooked an Orchid,"
"Hey Joe!" and "Man With a
Plan." Smith is currently repre-
sented on the country album
charts with his latest LP, "The
Country Gentleman Sings." The
artist's next single, "I Should
Get Away Awhile (From You)"
backed by "Mighty Day," has
just been released.
Winner of 1st Law Award
Last October, during the

Country -and -Western Festival
in Nashville, Smith became the
first artist to receive the
Don Law Country Gentleman
Award. Established in honor of
Don Law, the award is be-

stowed in recognition of pro-
fessional achievement as well
as outstanding personal char-
acter. Not only one of Amer-
ica's favorite Country singers,
Smith also enjoys enormous
popularity in Canada, where he
hosts a weekly television pro-
gram, "Country Music Hall."

Don Law's arrangement with
Columbia to produce Smith's re-
cordings is the first the well-
known A&R man has made
since leaving Columbia recent-
ly after 41 years with the com-
pany.

April as "George Jones Month."
Originally, March had been

designated as the time for the
month -long promotion and mer-
chandising drive on the king
of country chanters. In effect,
the change represents an ex-
pansion of the Jones campaign
since the ad phase has already
been initiated. Jones' current
single, "Walk Through This
World," is near the top on
country charts, while his "4033"
LP has been a chart winner for
five months. His "Greatest
Hits" LP, spearhead of the
April drive, is shaping up rap-
idly as one of his top sellers.
