ter as a genuine form in its 
own right, and it therefore de- 
serves to be nourished with the 
same enthusiasm that every 
other major musical force has 
been treated to throughout the 
years." 

Record World caught up with 
"Your Own Thing" last week 
and found the adaptation of 
Shakespeare's "Twelfth Night" 
(incidentally, the second in 
two weeks) to be a trim, youth- 
ful, modish mixed -media produc- 
tion but mislabelled as a "rock" 
musical unless electric guitars 
in the orchestra are the only 
requisite for "rock" music. 
They aren't and the songs, ener- 
getic but not exactly memor- 
able, resemble rock and roll 
only in the lack of discipline 
that has marked the genre in 
some of its lesser achievements 
over the past decade or so. 
However, the show is being 
well -received by its primarily 
over -25 audience, possibly be- 
cause it imparts to them a 
sense of being with it. (Also, 
Marcia Rodd, as a rock boni - 
face Olivia, is terrific.) 

Record World also tuned in to 
"The Happy Time," in which 
Robert Goulet is showing an 
all -new and very warm image. 
This entry is extremely profes- 
sional in these days when "pro- 
fessional" is shrinking into a 
four-letter word. The problem 
with this one is, however, that 
it has no story. Literally there 
is a point int he second act 
when absolutely nothing of 
dramatic conflict is going on. 

Fred Ebb and John Kander, 
who wrote "Cabaret," have 
composed a quartet of slick 
ditties-"The Happy Time," "A 
Certain Girl," "The Life of the 
Party," "I Don't Remember 
You"-that, coupled with the

Perfectionist Miller had ev- 
ery Chesterfield Radio Broad- 
cast of the band's performance 
put on records for his private 
use, so that he could later re- 
hear how the band had sounded 
that night. These hundreds of 
records were left in -tact at the 
time of Miller's untimely death. 

Brad McCuen, RCA A&R 
Producer, recently went through 
a few of these recordings and 
heard the presentation taking 
place on the recording dated 
Feb. 10, 1942. 

In February, RCA is releas- 
ing a new album by the Glenn 
Miller Orchestra under the di- 
rection of Buddy DeFranco 
titled, "Returns to Glen Island 
Casino." 

RCA Gave Gold Disk in '42 

For the past 10 years the 
gold record has been awarded 
by the Record Industry Asso- 
ciation of America for sales of 
a successful single record 
which has sold 1,000,000 copies 
or an album which has grossed 
$1,000,000 at the manufacturers 
level. 

Prior to 1958, individual rec- 
ord companies awarded gold 
records to their artists for ex- 
ceptional sales. RCA believes 
it has found that the first time 
a gold record was used to sym- 
bolize sales of 1,000,000 copies 
was on Feb. 10, 1942, to Glenn 
Miller and his Orchestra. The 
presentation took place on the 
Chesterfield Radio Broadcast of 
the original Glenn Miller Or- 
chestra. 

Earl Made Presentation 
The single recording of 

"Chattanooga Choo Choo" had 
sold 1,200,000 copies on RCA's 
Bluebird label. A stamper 

RCA believes it has found how 
the "gold record" was first used 
to symbolize sales of over 1,000,000 
copies of a recording. On Feb. 10, 
1942, over the Chesterfield Radio 
Broadcast RCA's Wally Earl pre- 
sented to Glenn Miller a record 
sprayed gold and framed of "Chat- 
tanooga Choo Choo," which on 
RCA's Bluebird label had achieved 
sales of 1,200,000 copies. The 
framed record which was found in 
the possession of Miller's daughter 
is held here by (from left) David 
MacKay, lawyer for the Miller 
estate; Brad McCuen, RCA Artist 
& Repertoire Producer; and Henry 
Brief, Executive Director of the 
Record Industry Association of 
America.

Citation Records, Pantis' com- 
pany, paid damages and legal 
fees and agreed to cease any 
further infringements on the 
Criterion Music Corporation 
copyright. 

This action was initiated to 
prevent illegal French lyrics be- 
ing written to Criterion songs. 
The case was handled by Ross 
Carson of Gowling, MacTavish, 
Osborne and Henderson of Ot- 
tawa, Canada, for the complain - 
tant.

Taking Care of Business 
by Del Shields 

There is a new merchandis- 
ing hype going on in the busi- 
ness. This is the new attempt 
to "wed" jazz and pop as the 
new thing. It surprises this 
commentator that some of the 
most distinguished names in 
the jazz reporting field are 
busily climbing aboard this 
bandwagon. 

Playboy Magazine dubbed its 
annual jazz poll this year 
"Jazz and Pop." We well rec- 

ognize what 
Mr. Hefner, 
Bunny and 
Company have 
done as great 
boosters of 
jazz through 
their chain 
and liberal 
coverage of 
the jazz art. 
However, 

Hugh Hefner is a huckster who 
also takes time to penetrate, 
as well as stimulate, the bland 
thinking of members of our 
establishment. But because he 
decides to sell more magazines 
by merchandising a title is no 
reason for some of the most 
knowledgeable and influential 
writers in the business to de- 
pend upon Playboy to lead the 
way. 

And that the record com- 
panies, who are revealing more 
and more that they know little 
about jazz or how to promote 
it, seek a crutch to avoid do- 
ing the right thing, is almost 
unpardonable. 

What basis is being used to 
merge jazz and pop? There are 
a number of musicians who 
are seeking to express them- 
selves by listening and learn- 
ing from all fields of music. 
This, of course, includes jazz. 
That they borrow some of the 
forms is not new. Musicians 
have been doing this from the 
first time some cat carved out 
a branch and made a sound on 
the first instrument. 

Huckers Attempt to Validate 
Rather than accept the hon- 

esty of these musicians, espe- 
cially the youngsters who are 
seeking and trying to find their 
way, we find the hucksters at- 
tempting to validate their ex -

periments as authentic testi- 
monies of a brand new thing 
that is a-comin'. 

The fact that a musician will 
record with a rock group and 
play jazz solo does not indi- 
cate anything significant ex- 
cept that jazz is compatible 
with all forms of music, as has 
been proven by John Lewis 
and his work with classical or- 
chestras, Gunther Shuller's 
compositions, Dave Brubeck's 
recordings with symphonic or- 
chestras and other experi- 
ments. However, at no time did 
the establishment offer any 
proof that a trend was begin- 
ning. 

The work of these men were 
based solely on the basis of 
their efforts and the interpre- 
tation of the music and the 
works they offered. 

There have been other ex- 
periments. Jazz and blues have 
always been compatible. R & B 
and jazz have a love kinship. 

Jazz is the one art that can 
stand by itself with no crutch. 

Where the problem seems to 
lie is that rather than under- 
standing what jazz is, it has 
been the favorite ploy of the 
writers seeking a fast name, of 
producers needing a quick 
identity, of announcers unable 
to break into radio in any way 
to gain experience and of re- 
porters who want to prove 
their love for the downtrodden. 
It has also been the cultural 
whipping boy of this country. 

Still, through all of this, it 
has survived. And I for one 
think it will survive this new 
hangup of the jazz and pop 
scene. 

What is needed is not more 
marriages or gimmicks. What 
is needed are more people who 
understand and feel what it is 
. . . for jazz is very personal 
and if you don't feel it, you'll 
never understand what it is 
that has kept Duke Ellington, 
Count Basie, Woody Herman 
and other giants of music de- 
voting their lives to it. 

It is almost shameful that a 
jazz musician continues to 
learn, after 20 years of play- 
ing and devotion, to be by- 
passed for some bearded elec-

this kind of crass merchandis- 
ing and still call themselves 
music producers, is a question 
I hope one will answer soon. 

Is jazz to shut the door on 
those who seek to borrow or 
become influenced? Not at all. 
What we do say is, judge the 
entrance of those who seek to 
express themselves within the 
jazz musical framework on the 
basis of their work, but don't 
attempt to create a false com- 
mercial package that is de- 
signed to sell records. I think 
this is misleading and unfair 
to the participants as well as 
to the public. 

Leave jazz alone as a music 
and art form. 

In America the moment of 
truth in life is rapidly ap- 
proaching. Jazz has always 
been truth and the attempt to 
dilute its truth with illegiti- 
mate marriages will never 
work. 

What jazz needs are just a 
few people who really care 
about it. That's why I love 
Duke Ellington. For 30 years 
he has been displaying his care 
and his love. He has done this 
without any crass merchandis- 
ing.

Motion' Promotion Theme 
NEW YORK - Mickey Eich- 

ner, VP and Director of A & R 
and National Promotion of Ju- 
bilee Records, announces a 
"perpetual motion" strategy for 
the Jubilee promotion team, 
which he said "has already 
gone into effect and marks an 
industry first."

It took time to find the men I 
wanted, but now I have them 
and all systems are go." 

Phil Colbert, the newest mem- 
ber to join the team, will con- 
centrate primarily on R & B 
product. Stan Eddis, Charles 
Gray and Steve Wax double in 
the South and Midwest, while 
Mervin Harmon and Harry 
Goldstein take care of the West 
Coast. In addition to providing 
overall direction for the pro- 
motion men, Eichner will cover 
the East Coast along with Ben 
Blaine. 

Eichner also streessed his 
unique dual role as vice presi- 
dent and A & R director, with 
particular emphasis on inde- 
pendent producers. 

"I have also initiated a sys- 
tem where any independent pro- 
ducer who brings me material 
can have a definite answer 
within 24 hours. Independent 
producers' time is valuable and 
they need quick response. As 
director of A & R and as an 
officer of the company, I can 
offer the independent producer 
one answer from one man- and 
also assure him that nothing 
gets `lost' at Jubilee." 

Eichner noted that Jubilee 
maintains its own recording 
studios, Select Sound, and said 
that they are "always at the 

disposal of independent pro- 
ducers." He noted that Select 
Sound has recently converted 
from 4 -track to 8 -track. 

In the last three months, 
Eichner said, he has made sev- 
eral trips to the West Coast, 
signing new producers and art- 
ists to Jubilee.

Rock Has Invaded Hollywood 

Movie music traditionally has been regarded as synonymous 
with a schmaltzy ooze of soft strings building to a tear -jerking 
crescendo. Now screen love affairs are being conducted to a jar- 
ring, very audible, often psychedelic pulsation of rock. 

Mike Nichols collaborated with Simon & Garfunkel on "The 
Graduate." Antonioni made a subtle thematic use of the Yard - 
birds in "Blow Up." Ray Charles was used "In the Heat of the 
Night." Other examples are "Georgy Girl" and "To Sir with 
Love." 

The omission of "To Sir" from the Academy Award top 10 
songs this year is an absolute disgrace, because it probably 
would have won. We hear that they didn't want a British com- 
poser to win again. The Busby Berkeley musicals of the '30s 
needed violin -drenched orchestras. "The Graduate" needed the 
sensitive, electrified interpretations of S&G to delineate Benja- 
man, the troubled, introspective college graduate. The music is 
used to represent Benjamin speaking. Th song "Sounds of Si- 
lence" is really Benjamin talking about his life, his parents, 
where he lives, and what he sees around him. 

S&G stated in the Times that the equipment used to record 
movies is "terribly antiquated by the standards of the record 
industry. They are far behind in technique-it takes so long to 
do it-so many processes and so many people. The sound guys 
there are competent, but they're not creative the way recording 
engineers are. They are not into your FILM." People today in 
the theaters are not only looking, but they are listening. "Can 
you imagine a film of `Sergeant Pepper's Lonely Hearts Club 
Band?' " asks the Times. 

Commercially whole new vistas have been opened up. Larry 
Turman, producer of "The Graduate," points out the tremendous 
explosion of talent in the rock field; pop music is best suited to 
what a lot of kids are expressing. The publicity from the radio 
play of songs from a film is valuable. Pop music -movie mergers 
are big business. "Blues Theme" from the Nancy Sinatra -Peter 
Fonda film, "Wild Angels," sold over 600,000 singles and 1/2 mil- 
lion LPs. The audience identifies with the characters and their 
theme music. Dimitri Tiomkin and the Beatles will now co -exist. 
Top 40 will keep on finding expression in the movies. 

Larry Gar, WLBG, Laurens, S.C., is collecting toys, LPs, sin- 
gles for the Shriner's Hospital for Crippled Children. Anything 
you can send to Larry will be appreciated and acknowledged by 
the hospital. 

WSAM, Saginaw, tells us they were the first station anywhere 
to play Cherry Slush and it's H on their chart. 

WGRD, Grand Rapids, reports Dickey Lee at #4. They are the 
first pop station to break "This is the Thanks I Get," Barbara 
Lynn, Atlantic (which went on WCFL, Chicago-where it is over 
35,000. Hits: Cherry Slush: 1st Edition. 

WKDA, Nashville, New: Jimmy James; Madeline Bell; Dells; 
Calvin Arnold. Pick: Berkeley Kites. Note: There is a shortage 
of good up -tempo records now. That's one reason on "Hang Up 
City," Berkeley Kites, is getting so much play. 

Bosstown Sound Hits from Boston 
Newsweek reported that the hottest new sounds since S.F. now 

come from Boston as clubs called: The Psychedelic Supermarket; 
the Catacombs; the Boston Tea Party. 

The sound is fresh and new. MGM has Ultimate Spinach; Bea- 
con Street Union; Orpheus. Verve has Phluph. Elektra has 
Earth Opera. The Bosstown sound is both anti -hippie and anti - 
drugs. This attitude is shown in Ultimate Spinach's "Ego Trip" 
and Beacon Street Union's "Speed Kills." The sound is diversi- 
fied and sophisticated and reflects 250,000 college students in 
the area. The leader of Beacon Street Union is a dropout from 
Boston College named Bob Rhodes. It is a five -man group with a 
soft, dissonant rock sound. The sounds can be eerie and unworld- 
ly propelled by restlessly changing rhythms. Wayne Ulaky does 
the lyrics.

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Minding the Store 

The Leasing of American Records Abroad 
(This is the third in a series 

of articles by Leonard Korob- 
kin, an attorney with the law 
firm of Marshall, Vigoda and 
Morris. Mr. Korobkin has writ- 
ten legal articles and books, and 
is a graduate of Columbia Col- 
lege and Columbia Law School.)

Many American companies in- 
sist that their recordings he re- 
leased in foreign countries only 
under the lessor's trademark 
and name. These companies in- 
sist that label identification in- 
creases sales because of the 
prestige attached to the Ameri- 
can label. Moreover, they argue 
that the lessee achieves the ad- 
vantage of having available ad- 
vertising and promotion mate- 
rial in its original form. It is 
my opinion that these argu- 
ments are not readily provable 
and that the desire for label 
identification abroad is to pla- 
cate the ego of executives or 
stockholders of the American 
company. 

Very large U.S. companies, 
such as Columbia Records, MGM 
Records, RCA Victor, Liberty 
Records, etc., have for years in- 
sisted upon and obtained label 
identification. Most recently, 
these American companies have 
started their own operations in 
England and elsewhere on the 
continent in order to obtain for 
themselves the profits that nor- 
mally fould inure to the foreign 
record company. 

Expenses involved in estab- 
lishing a new foreign company 
for an American firm are ex- 
tremely high, and it is my guess 
that these U.S. companies will 
show a worse profit picture dur- 
ing the initial stages of the de- 
velopment of their foreign com- 
panies than if they had dealt 
directly with a foreign lessee. 
It is my opinion that the small 
record company should avoid in- 
insistence on the label identi- 
fication, although the foreign 
company should indicate that 
the original recording was re- 
leased in the U.S.A. on the la- 
bel -of the lessor. 

Innovation for Future 
An innovation for the future 

may be a joint firm owned by 
the American record company 
and a foreign company operat- 
ing in a foreign territory under 
a split label and administered 
by the foreign record company. 
This procedure has proved pro- 
fitable in the music publishing 

field and if properly handled 
could also be profitable in the 
recording industry. 

In order to protect the Ameri- 
can label abroad, trade name 
and trademark registration are 
required. Such protection re- 
quires expert handling, and if 
done properly can be expensive. 
Failure of the U.S. company to 
obtain proper trademark protec- 
tion in a foreign territory may 
result in the pre-emption of its 
trade name and trademark by 
a foreign company's use. 

ever, it would be wise not to 
permit the coupling of one art- 
ist with another but rather the 
pairing of various performances 
by the same artist as the lessee 
sees fit. The foreign lessee may 
argue that editing is required 
to insure that the U.S. record 
not offend the moral values of 
the foreign territory. 

Rather than grant editing 
rights to the foreign company, 
the U.S.A. firm may concede to 
including a morals clause in the 
leasing agreement providing

In discussing the problem of 
label identification and record 
leasing with a colleague of mine 
who specializes in international 
arrangements on behalf of sev- 
eral smaller U.S. record com- 
panies, my colleague told me 
that he advises his clients not 
to lease their entire catalogue 
to a particular foreign company, 
but rather to lease recordings 
of artists and sound tracks to 
a variety of companies. He feels 
that insisting on label identifica- 
tion weakens the lessor's bar- 
gaining position in another area, 
namely the amount of royalties 
to be paid by the lessee. It is 
his opinion that the foreign rec- 
ord company's label carries a 
great deal more prestige and 
weight than the U.S. label in the 
particular territory and that 
nevertheless it is the particular 
artist and the particular record- 
ing which sells itself if it is 
timely released and given the 
proper air play and promotion. 

Editing, Altering of 
Performance 

The U.S. record company 
should insist that the foreign 
company not be permitted to 
edit or alter the performances 
contained on the master tapes 
sent to the foreign lessee. 

If this is not included in the 
leasing agreement, the U.S. com- 
pany may find its product 
changed considerably. The for- 
eign record company should 
have the right to couple record- 
ings received from the lessor to 
suit its particular market. How - 

that a recording that offends 
morals or good taste, as deter- 
mined by an official organ of a 
foreign government, need not be 
released in the territory. 

In most instances, the U.S. 
recording will be manufactured 
in the foreign country where the 
lessee operates. 

The manufacture of the U.S. 
record in the foreign territory 
has many advantages, namely 
cheaper cost to the lessee (there 
being no need to pay import 
taxes and duties), smaller quan- 
ties can be pressed for initial 
distribution and, if the record- 
ing achieves success, followup 
orders can readily be supplied. 
In importing a finished product 
from the U.S.A., the lessee has 
no idea what quantity to import 
and may have to store a large 
catalogue, thereby increasing 
the foreign lessee's costs of 
handling the U.S. product. 

Less Expensive to Import 
In some cases it may be less 

expensive to import a quantity 
of U.S. records. For example, 
albums that the lessee has guar - 
teed to be released in conjunc- 
tion with an event such as the 
appearance of a particular artist 
or the opening of a film or musi- 
cal show in the foreign terri- 
tory. If the lessee knows that 
these recordings have a limited 
appeal, he will then import such 
recordings, fulfill his contractual 
commitments and save himself 
pressing costs. Normally, how- 
ever, the U.S. recording com- 
pany will supply the foreign 

lessee with master tapes or ace- 
tates, stampers, and matrices 
from which lacquer discs can be 
manufactured in the lessee's 
country. 

In addition to these items, the 
U.S. record company should sup- 
ply the foreign lessee with sam- 
ples of its advertising and pro- 
motion material, including 
printed catalogues, liners, pho- 
tographs of artists or negatives, 
color separation, etc., so that the 
lessee can readily manufacture 
E. P. and L. P. sleeves and cov- 
ers. The sample recordings and 
advertising material are gener- 
ally supplied without charge to 
the lessee; however, it is cus- 
tomary for the lessee to pay for 
the expenses of packing and 
shipping, insurance, if any, and 
customs duties. Who pays these 
expenses may be negotiable and 
the lessor may be willing to ab- 
sorb the cost of shipping and 
packing or such cost may be 
divided equally between the 
parties depending upon the size 
of the catalogue being leased 
and the obligations guarantee- 
ing releases. 

Must Supply Foreign 
Company 

In addition to these materials 
and samples, it is absolutely es- 
sential for the lessor to supply 
the foreign record company with 
(a) the correct label copy to- 
gether with (b) the name of the 
composer and publisher of the 
composition so that a mechani- 
cal license can be readily ob- 
tained, and (c) a statement 
declaring whether a particular 
recording was produced pursu- 
ant to the A. F. of M. Music 
Trust Fund and therefore re- 
quiring the foreign lessee to 
make those A. F. of M. pay- 
ments. 

The foreign record company 
should supply the lessor with 
two or three sample copies of 
each recording released within 
the foreign territory. In order 
to insure the success of the U.S. 
recording released, there should 
be some contractual under- 
standing with respect to the 
foreign lessee releasing a lo- 
cally produced recording which 
is in direct competition with 
the U.S. recording. The parties 
can agree that a period of time, 
ranging anywhere froip two 
weeks to three months, has to 
expire before the locally pro- 
duced recording will be re- 
leased in the foreign territory.

Automotive Sound Equipment Sales 

Exceed Color TV Growth Rate 
PHILADELPHIA - Automo- 

tive sound equipment - radio 
and tape player systems - has 
passed the billion -dollar mark 
in world-wide annual sales and 
already exceeds the growth rate 
of calor television, according 
to Oscar P. Kusisto, VP and 
General Manager of Motorola's 
automotive products division, 
Chicago. 

Kusisto made his predictions 
at a press "briefing"-the first 
ever given by his division-dur- 
ing the Annual Automobile Ac- 
cessories Manufacturers of 
America (AAMA) show here on 
Monday, Jan. 29, at the Ben- 
jamin Franklin Hotel. Adding 
that automotive sound sales- 
AM, FM, multiplex radio, and 
tape cartridge systems - have 
increased 25 per cent in the 
past year and could exceed a 
third of color television's :dol- 
lar volume by the end of 1968. 

He based his comments on 
Motorola studies of the original 
equipment, distributor and re- 
tail markets in the U.S. and 
abroad. Customers of Moto- 
rola's automotive products divi- 
sion include three of the four 
major American auto manufac- 
turers and nine of the 10 major 
consumer electronics compa- 
nies. 

Ku s i s t o said automotive 
sound equipment involves a 
total world market this year of 
13 million units, radios and 
tape player systems, at least 
three -fourths of which are sold 
in the United States. His fig- 
ures exclude cassette and play - 
tape players. 

Result of `Audio Explosion' 

He said this burgeoning mar- 
ket is the result of an "audio 
explosion," which is attribut- 
able to the interaction of three 
major marketing forces: (1) 
the growing youth market; (2) 
affluence; and (3) the availabil- 
ity of a variety of new audio 
equipment. 

Kusisto said Motorola studies 
have shown that the rate of 
growth of world-wide sales of 
automotive sound systems will 
continue to increase substan- 
tially for the foreseeable fu- 
ture. 

In 1968, he pointed out, retail 
value of the estimated 2,750,000 
automotive tape units to be sold 
will reach $220 million. He 
predicted sales of more than 
2,300,000 after -market car ra- 
dios for $160 million, and 
8,000,000 radio and tape play- 

ers will go into new cars at an 
estimated cost of $600 million. 

Further, Kusisto said, auto- 
motive tape player systems have 
fostered a new market for other 
units which use the same tape 
cartridges. The result, he said, 
is that from 1,000,000 to 1,500,- 
000 four- and eight -track port- 
able, battery -operated tape 
players and home tape players 
will add up to $80 million to 
the market total. 
Related Products Wide Range 

Beyond that, he said, "will 
be sales of a wide range of re- 
lated products-speakers, tun- 
ers, multiplex, reverb units, and 
other hardware-which easily 
will amount to another $200 
million." 

Motorola introduced the first 
original - equipment cartridge 
tape player in Detroit - an 
eight -track system which has 
been adopted as standard by 
all U.S. and many foreign 
automobile manufacturers. 

"In an effort to maintain this 
leadership position`" Kusisto 
continued, "Motorola is moving 
in four areas of expansion- 
market penetration, production 
capacity, product innovation, 
and new system concepts."

Suit Dismissed 

NASHVILLE -A long court 
battle by the former wife of 
late composer and singer Hank 
Williams to dissolve a contract 
assigning 'copyright renewal 
rights of the composer's son 
to Fred Rose Music, Inc., ended 
last week with the dismissal of 
Mrs. Williams' suit. 

Judge Richard P. Emmet, 
judge of the circuit court of 
Montgomery County, Ala., up- 
held the contract, which was 
made in 1963, with these 
words, "This court has weighed 
the evidence only in the light 
of the best interests of the 
ward (Hank Williams, Jr.). In 
this light and with the benefit 
of hindsight in now looking 
back through the years to 1963, 
it is inescapable that the con- 
tract in question was then, and 
is now, in the best interests of 
the ward." 

Wesley Rose, President of 
the Acuff -Rose Publications 
group of Nashville, which in- 
cludes Fred Rose Music, Inc., 
stated: "Of course, we are de- 
lighted that this long, compli- 
cated lawsuit is over, and that 
the court has reaffirmed the as- 
signment of the Hank Williams 
copyright renewals to Fred 
Rose Music, Inc. Our associa- 
tion with the Hank Williams 
music has been a long one, and 
we shall continue to work to- 
ward its ever-increasing popu- 
larity throughout the world." 

Film Rush On 
Decca artist Hank Mills is one 

of the few country entertainers 
to record film music. The pro- 
lific Moss Rose writer has re- 
leased the novelty "City Wom- 
an" from the Southeastern 
Pictures comedy film, "Cotton- 
pickin' Chickenpickers."

Behind the Agency Curtain 
Few of us stop to wonder 

who masterminds the intricate 
scheduling that allows George 
Jones, Bill Anderson, Ferlin 
Husky or David Houston to 
sweep into town in time for the 
show. Even fewer have any 
idea who writes up the con- 
tracts, provides publicity ma- 
terial or shapes up the thou- 
sand details involved in pre- 
senting a Country Music show. 

The Hubert Long Talent 
Agency never speaks up for 
any of the applause or recog- 
nition, but it is one of the 
largest and most efficient be- 
hind - the - scene organizations 
now at work in Country Music. 
Long and his associates guide 
the careers of over 30 top stars 
from elegant paneled offices on 
Nashville's Music Row. 

The Long office, like most re- 
putable Talent agencies, offers 
a wide range of serives to its 
clients. Long, veteran musician 
"Shorty" Lavender, former ad- 
vertising executive John Owen 
and former show drummer 
Louie Dunn spend much of 
their work days on long dis- 
tance phone calls. They answer 
inquiries and contact local pro- 
moters about which stars will 
be playing in their areas. They 
plot tours, figuring with slide 
rule accuracy how much travel 
time is needed for each artist 
to reach his next destination. 
Long and his associates also 
compute adequate rest time and 
days -off so as to not over tax 
the energies of their per- 
formers. 

The scheduling, routing and 
timing is more -or -less standard 
procedure at HLTA; the routine 
business of handling an artists 
bookings however doesn't even 
scratch the surface of the 
Agency's other services. 

Hubert Long, a tall, soft- 
spoken Texan, with a flair for 
the unusual, sometimes finds 
himself volunteering to buy 
birthday presents for his artists' 
wives. Dunn has been called on 
to guide the spouse of an artist 
on tour as she completed ar- 
rangements to buy a new home. 
Dunn enjoyed the job despite 
the fact that he was mistakenly 
identified as the woman's hus- 
band by two real estate agents. 

It isn't uncommon for a mem- 
ber of the HLTA staff to order 
and pick up new cars or buses 
for the stars on tour. Shorty 
Lavender was asked to help one 
of the Long stable's stars ar- 
range for the purchase and re- 
decorating of a new bus. The 
bus itself cost over $30,000, and 
the interior work ran the bill up 
another 10,000 or so. Lavender 
had to consult with the artist on 
everything from the shade of 

paneling to the color of the car- 
pet. This meant he had to trace 
the star down in a different city 
each day over a period of two 
weeks! 

The Long office has acted as 
a travel agency for an artist 
arranging a vacation, has had 
to hunt up Broadway show 
tickets and motel reservations 
for relatives and 'has even ar- 
ranged a funeral. Agency law- 
yers are on call for legal ad- 
vice, and Long arranges for in- 
surance on almost all his stars. 

The performers in the Long 
stable who have yet to attain 
star status get even more at- 
tention. It isn't unusual for 
Long to help a young artist ar- 
range his first record contract. 
This necessitates a continuing 
close relationship between the 
agency and the major record 
companies. 

On occassion Long will even 
undertake the actual producing 
of a "master" session on a new 
artist. If the artist "clicks" on 
the tape recording, the agency 
will try to sell it directly to a 
record company to get the 
youngster a label affiliation. 
Producing usually comes under 
the jurisdiction of Long's Pub- 
lishing Company director, Au - 
die Ashworth. Ashworth is VP 
of Long's Moss Rose pubbery. 

Long and John Owen spend 
quite a bit of their time com- 
muting to New York and Holly- 
wood setting up Network tele- 
vision and movie appearances 
for their clients. Ferlin Husky, 
David Houston and Bill Ander- 
son have all made recent net 
appearances and many are 
planned. 

Shone on Screen, Too 

Long's talents have also 
shone brightly on movie 
screens of late. Color musicals 
from independent studios have 
made lavish use of country tal- 
ent in recent months, enabling 
Hugh X. Lewis, Don Bowman, 
Ferlin Husky, George Jones, 
Hank Mills, David Houston, 
Jan Howard and Skeeter Davis 
to earn acting credits. 

Long averages one overseas 
jaunt each year in search of 
new markets for his clients. 
He has opened several civilian 
bookings in England and Ger- 
many and has strengthened ties 
with U.S. Service Clubs. 

Many of the stars handled 
by HLTA are also songwriters. 
Some of them, such as Bill An- 
derson, Hugh X. Lewis, Jim Ed 
Brown and Marion Worth, 
write for Long affiliated pub- 
lishing companies. This allows 
the Long complex the opportu- 
nity to offer yet another serv- 
ice to its stars.
