Tramp Shining." His interest 
in the record is such that the 
Dunhill offices in California 
have been receiving daily calls 
from Harris' film location in 
Pennsylvania inquiring about 
the sales and chart positions of 
"MacArthur Park." 

The album jumps onto 
Record World's Top 100 LPs 
chart this week at a hot 91, 
while the single soars from 
85 to 40.

Dear Record Manufacturer and Record Distributor: Many 
of you have had the guts, foresight and empathy to record, 
promote and sell creative rock artists, even though sometimes 
you felt like Mr. Jones. But you, or at least your artists and 
producers, believed it would happen, and it did. The demand grew, 
and you, best of all, know how well your patronage has paid off. 

And you know that getting this far has been a hassle-pri- 
marily because until just recently the only medium of exposure 

for rock product (in that recording has become 
a new art form as distinct from live appear- 
ances as bread is from tortillas) was Top 40 
radio, and all the inherent hangups. 

Now, however, because rock has bloomed and 
given a whole new audience something to 
groove behind, radio has started to come 
around. Alternative radio is a boon to not only 
your artists and the discriminating contempo- 
rary music freak, but to your sales as well. 

Alternative radio is in its diapers, so to 
speak, and although it has a tremendous future, 

it needs your constant mothering if it is to grow. 
Unfortunately, however, many of your sales and promotion per- 

sonnel have not yet fully realized the importance of supporting 
this blessed new infant of the radio industry; the importance to 
the growth of rock, radio and records. And to your sales ledgers. 

These stations need complete record service, which is not asking 
a hell of a lot, if they are to adequately entertain and inform the 
new breed of listeners. Many of these stations, including college 
outlets which have an enormous impact on campus with rock 
programming, are simply not being acknowledged as the sales 
motivators they can be with proper record service. 

Just as radio is changing to adapt to new trends in music, 
trends that you were instrumental in starting, so must the record 
manufacturer and distributor re -adapt to take full advantage of 
the opportunities these changes create. 

Examine your record servicing policies. Are they working for 
you today! Are your promotion people hip to what's happening? 
If you've had the guts to make it this far, why not follow 
through? 

The city of Houston, contrary to what most northerners believe, 
is a quite rock -sophisticated oasis deep within the heart of 
McLendonland. And even though it has yet to produce an act 
that means much in terms of national critical or commercial 
acclaim (except for fever tree, now getting a big push from Uni, 
and Janis Joplin, a Port Arthur girl who had to flee to San Fran- 
cisco to make it), Houston seems to be heading for hotbed 
status. It is a regular and profitable tour stop for major rock 
acts, supports a couple of unqiue groups like the Red Krayola, 
boasts its own rock magazine, Mother, and is the home of an 
ambitious if small record company, International Artists Studios, 
Inc., that seems to have most of the local groups under contract. 
And now it has its own 24 -hour a day alternative KFMK-FM 
(stereo) . 

It's been just over a month since MK went to a full-time pro- 
gressive rock format, after losing money with middle-of-the-road 
and Boss -Jock -Top -40. The station eased into the underground 
by way of first, a two-hour nightly program, and then after 
audience and advertiser demand, into a daily eight -hour program

Concert Review 

Blue Cheer Tops 
Fillmore Bill 

NEW YORK-Is the rock 
musical ferment leveling off or 
did this reviewer wander to the 
Fillmore East on an off night 
last week? Atlantic's Iron 
Butterfly, Mercury's Blue Cheer 
and UA's Traffic, in order of 
appearance but not excellence, 
comprised the bill. 

It wasn't that the music was 
uninteresting, because some of 
it was. It was just that, while 
the groups are trying different 
musical things, they are try- 
ing different things in the same 
way. So an air of sameness, 
resultantly, pervaded the even- 
ing. And nothing was helped by 
the high decibel level (and 
faulty sound system that is 
still the performers' bane at 
the Fillmore). 

Blue Cheer pulled off the 
evening's best playing, with 
their "Summertime Blues" and 
"Out of Focus" high points of 
the performance. The afghan - 
hound -haired trio plays ex- 
tremely well, especially the 
drummer. Group needs variety. 

Traffic, led by idol Steve Win - 
wood, did some nice things at 
a somewhat lower pitch than 
their colleagues. The flute -led 
"40,000 Headmen, or Roamin' in 
the Gloamin' " was their best 
number. 

Iron Butterfly was very loud 
and not terribly imaginative. 
They didn't identify most of 
their numbers. So suffice it to 
say what they played third and

running from 10 p.m. to 6 a.m. According to J. Thomas, Music 
Director, the station's billing has doubled and mail pull has in- 
creased eight -fold. 

It was Thomas who first experimented with hard rock album 
cuts on the station about six months ago. On his nightly two-hour 
jazz show he began slipping in a few cuts from Butterfield LPs, 
a little Canned Heat, a few tastes of vintage Dylan. The reaction 
was an immediate and overwhelming demand for more, and 
Thomas' show was quickly converted to a rock program, and later 
expanded to eight hours nightly. 

Now made up largely of the Top 40 jocks who stayed on after 
the revolution, KFMK's staff is allowed to program far more 

loosely than during the Boss Jock days, and 
they take the opportunity to talk extempora- 
neously about the music and its personalities. 
Thomas told us that the greater part of their 
information is drawn from publications like 
Rolling Stone, Crawdaddy, the English music 
papers and the trades. And where possible, 
from interviews with artists passing through 
Houston. 

"Although we play mostly album cuts, at 
the discretion of whoever happens to be on the 

board," says Thomas, "we also play some requests and a list of 
singles, but not necessarily top chart singles. Like we play the 
Doors' `Unknown Soldier' and `MacArthur Park' by Richard Har- 
ris, the seven -minute version, and the Mothers, and so on. What. 
ever our audience tells us they like to hear, whether it's on an 
album or a single." 

Presently a small power operation, MK plans to go to 100,000 
by mid -summer when the station moves to new studios. It now 
serves a big college audience-University of Houston. Jones 
College of Rice University and several smaller schools in the 
vicinity-and with the new signal will be able to reach into 
Lyndon B. Johnston dominated Austin to add even more college 
listeners to its audience. 

Interestingly enough, in an area one would think to be the 
essence of conservatism, the station has had only one telephone 
complaint.

They 
will also meet with Noel Rog- 
ers, managing director of UA 
Music, Ltd. Deutch, Diamond 
and Rogers will then move onto 
the Continent to confer at 
length with the firm's execu- 

tives and professional staff in 
Paris, Frankfurt, and Milan for 
similar promotional planning 
sessions. 

Diamond and Rogers are ex- 
pected to take over a major por- 
tion of the coordination with 
the European offices, now and 
especially following the lifting 
of the restriction on score us- 
age as of Sept. 1, when a host 
of recordings, already com- 
mitted in the U. S.and Europe. 
are due to begin hitting the 
market. 

Deutch expects to return to his 
turn to London on Saturday 
(11), after which Deutch will 
leave for Japan for meetings 
with Tats Nagashima, head of 
Tayio Music Inc., UA Music's 
wholly -owned Japanese subsid- 
iary. Deutch will be accom- 
panied on the trip to the Orient 
by John Spalding, controller of 
United Artists Music Ltd. in 
England. 

Deutch expects to return to 
New York headquarters Mon- 
day (20), and shortly there- 
after will leave for the Coast 
for another round of confer- 
ences on the campaign on the 
score for "Chitty Chitty Bang 
Bang." The film is scheduled 
for its premiere showings dur- 
ing the 1968 Christmas period.

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Taking Care of Business 
by Del Shields 

Jazz In Public Schools 
While there are those who 

would sit around and ponder 
the future of jazz, there are 
others who are taking positive 
and direct action to preserve its 
future. Such people are those 
musicians and a handful of or- 
ganizations who have the fore- 
sight and imagination to take 
jazz into a relatively pioneer 
area-the public schools. Just 
such a pioneer is Horace 
Arnold, drummer -leader who 
was considerate and interested 

enough to give 
me the follow- 
ing word on 
h i s activities 
in schools 
during the 
past year. 

Sponsored 
by Young Au - 

u diences, Inc., 
Arnold has de- 
voted most of 

the past year to exploring this 
new and challenging area for 
jazz presentation, and he and 
his group feel "this is the logi- 
cal answer as to where jazz and 
musicians must go from the 
club scene." 

Arnold's group consists of an 
impressive line-up of well - 
schooled and experienced musi- 
cians: Robin Kenyatta, alto 
sax, flute; Mike Lawrence, 
trumpet; Karl Berger, vibra- 
phone; and Bill Wood, bass. 
Arnold states that "schools are 
ripe for jazz, and we've found 
(as far as I'm concerned) this 
is the new frontier for jazz be- 
cause the schools are still an 
untapped resource. Everything 
is so positive-there's the cap- 
tive audience element, coupled 
with the fact that there is a 
refreshing open-mindedness on 
the part of the students, par- 
ticularly at the elementary lev- 
el. Their reception has really 
been overwhelming! The young- 
er children are not hemmed in 
mentally by environment and 
this allows for extremely recep- 
tive attitudes towards the mu- 
sic. 

"Then, too, the fact that our 
format is quite different from 
what other groups are doing in 

Del Shields 

schools-that is, our format 
consists of a type of dialogue 
which becomes a conversation 
between musician and student: 
immeditely it creates a great 
respect when the musicians can 
carry on a dialogue that the 
students can respond to. And, 
when they respond, you KNOW 
they are getting the message! 
We don't lecture. We introduce 
the theory behind improvisa- 
tion and develop the theory by 
musical example and by relat- 
ing the method of improvisa- 
tion to other subjects so that 
the children are able to make 
the connection immediately. 

Establish Rapport 
"We've found that in playing 

for the younger children of 8 
through 12 years old, we are 
able to establish a tremendous 
rapport by merely talking to 
them as we would to adults. 
They resent being talked down 
to because they're children. 
You know, it's kind of like 
them saying to you: `Look, 
don't use baby -talk to us-we 
have minds of our own-and 
opinions of our own.' Also, we 
get the children actively in- 
volved in our performance, and 
from there it's all up -hill." 

On the subject of response 
and understanding, Arnold in- 
formed me that the Anthropol- 
ogy Department of Columbia 
University is involved in ex- 
periments with Audio -Video 
tapings of the kind of jazz pro- 
gram his group presents in 
schools. The purpose is to learn 
childrens' behavior to jazz 
presentation in their natural 
surroundings. The tapes are 
completely candid, the children 
don't know it's going on, and 
the results of the experiments 
have concluded that when the 
children were asked 6 months 
later about a performance such. 
as by Arnold's group, they re- 
called every detail vividly! 

Arnold further reported, 
"One of the gratifying and, at 
the same time, sad things in 
playing in schools is to dis- 
cover youngsters of 11 and 12 
years old who have tremendous 
potential and talent, excellent 

ears and a surprising concept 
of jazz. These children need to 
be reached. In every school 
we've gotten standing ovations 
and much handshaking from 
the students. I played 12 high 
schools in Kentucky last year, 
and after every performance I 
have teen-agers asking if they 
could shake my hand, saying 
they'd never heard anything 
like my music before. Now, the 
sad thing is to learn that many 
of these youngsters come from 
underprivileged homes whose 
parents cannot afford to send 
them to a music teacher. I've 
often been asked by school of- 
ficials to come in on a part-time 
basis and devote whatever time 
I could to teaching music. This 
is why I feel it's so important 
for other musicians to start 
taking up the reins." 

Need to Be Aware 

"More musicians need to be 
made aware of the possibilities 
in schools, then start thinking 
about a program and a sense 
of presenation," he continued. 
"On the other hand, there needs 
to be more sponsorship that 
will make it possible for more 
musicians to go into the 
schools. Aside from being able 
to help some of the children, 
it helps the musicians more 
than they realize. 

"I feel that if we intend to 
remain musicians, we have to 
be more concerned with the 
work we have cut out for us. 
There are many musicians who 
aren't working, but who still 
cling to the club scene and 
never take time to think about 
other areas. However, there are 
people like John Lewis and Ron 
Jefferson who have done a lot 
to get musicians to think . . . 

think about what to do, and the 
most effective way to do it. 

"Also, there are several mu- 
sicians who are doing much to 
bring jazz to the schools, such 
as Reggie Workman, Billy Tay- 
lor, Donald Byrd, Jerome Rich- 
ardson, Blue Mitchell, Marian 
McPartland, etc. But the point 
is that there is a great need 
for this kind of presentation 
all over the country-not just 
in New York. There is no ques- 
tion in my mind as to Where 
jazz has to go!"

Record Business on The 
Road to Singapore 

International record compa- 
nies report that Singapore's 
tropical climate is also a good 
climate for business. 

Initial first -year production 
for three new companies in 
Singapore is 2,450,000 records 
valued at $2,250,000. Target 
output within five years is 
8,925,000 records, 60% of which 
will be exported for marketing 
abroad. The island republic's 
high per -capita income of $570 
(second in all of Asia only to 
Japan) makes it a growing 
market for disk sales. 

Within the past year, three 
companies have been estab- 
lished to produce records in 
Singapore and to sell their 
output in Singapore and other 
world markets: EMI, Electric 
and Musical Industries (S.E. 
Asia) Ltd., a British -owned 
company, began production in 
August, 1967, at Singapore's 
Jurong Industrial Park, with 
45 employees; Phonographic 
Industries, Ltd., a joint ven- 
ture between Philips of Hol- 
land and local capital from 
Singapore; and Life Record In- 
dustries, Ltd., another joint 
venture now preparing for pro- 
duction at a plant in Jurong. 

According to execs of the 
three companies, several fac- 
tors led to the establishment 
of the record industry in Sing- 
apore: 

1. The government's compre- 
hensive tax -incentive pro- 
gram for industrial in- 
vestors, combined with a 
high degree of political 
and economic stability; 

2. Availability of leased fac- 
tory space for relatively 
small operations where 
high output can be 
achieved with modern 
equipment requiring a 
minimum of space; 

3. Market surveys that
