A Week-end Wow

Impressions Signing Revealed

NEW YORK-—Nine months,
seven million singles, half a
million LPs and three Top 10s
later, Buddah Records held its
first convention—and it was a
Wow.

It began Friday night (7)
with the delegates moving en

| masse to Carnegie Hall for the

premiere performance of the
Kasenetz-Katz Singing Orches-
tral Circus, a 46-men homogen-
ization of eight rock groups fea-
turing the 1910 Fruitgum Com-

| pany, the Music Explosion and

the Ohio Express. The concert
was one of the biggest and
boldest promotion coups ever.
The audience—radiomen, pro-
motion men, distributors, talent
buyers, the national, teen and
trade press—heard and saw
probably the first “rock vaude-
ville” show.

A Unipak LP with a_l8-page
booklet of program wotes, a
seven-minute shot on Sunday
night’s “Ed Sullivan Show” (9)
and the reverberations of Car-
negie Hall were
openers. But the follow-up was
just as powerful.

Saturday morning at the City
Squire Motor Inn the delegates
were treated to the announce-

22 on Atlantic and 13 on Atco.
They include all of the top ar-
tists on the Atlantic and Atco
labels. On Atlantic there are
five new jazz albums, 14 new
pop LP’s and three gospel al- |
bums. On Atco there are 12 pop
albums, plus a pop LP on the
Pompeii label. It adds up to the
strongest-largest LP release in
Atlantic-Atco history.

At the sales meetings in ad-
dition to the presentation of
new product, Atlantic will also
introduce its new dealer and
distributor sales aids, plus its
new consumer ad program.

The meetings are being held
at the Warwick Hotel in New
York, the Colony Hotel in St.
Louis and the Beverly Hills Ho-
tel in Los Angeles. On Thurs-
day night, June 13, distribu-
tors, distributor salesmen and
promotion men attending the
meetings will be greeted by At-
lantic executives at the Atlan-
tic hospitality suites in each ho-
tel. The presentation of new At-
lantic-Atco LP product will
start at 9 on Friday morning,
June 14, followed by a lunch-
eon,

for its distributors.

BX has a definite sound, said Small, who
listened to every album that came in the door
and then made up a hype list for his personnel. Which is not to
say that the personnel don’t participate by recommending their
own preferences. What it works out to is a loose album version
of a playlist & la Top 40, but it’s not tight by any means. The list
might include 75 albums, with four or five cuts possible from
most of the LPs. And a special request line yields other tities
that are put alongside the hype list for integration into segments
throughout the day.

“Most requests are for long versions,” Small elaborated. “Our
listeners want to hear the long version of the Doors’ ‘Light My
Fire,” ov the Stones’ ‘Goin’ Home,” or the Chambers Brothers’
‘Time Has Come Today.”

WABX operates with a tighter format than most alternative
operations. “Our format is actually MOR sounding, with calm
voices, a tight board and a good flow. It sounds professional, and
we don’t try to get into a too hip bag. The station definitely has
a sound,” said Small. “One day we tried putting jingles on, and
we got an immediate and overwhelming bad response from lis-
teners. So we yanked them off. The sound is better without them,
anyway.”

Though Small stayed away from so-called trends, such as the
revival of early rock, BX’ audience seems to react favorably to
comparative plays—Chuck Berry to Steppenwolf, the Supremes’
“You Keep Me Hanging On” to the same by the Vanilla Fudge.
And they’ll continue playing records with legitimate social com-
ment, like “The Pusher” or Paxton’s “Talkin’ Vietnam, or Pot
Luck Blues.” But Small believed that “I Feel Like I’'m Fixin’ To
Die,” Country Joe and the Fish, is a little too strong for BX.
“I would hate to think that playing the record might upset some
parent whose son is buried a few miles away, having been killed
in Vietnam,” explains Small. But when a local CBS TV affiliate
bleeped out Pete Seeger’s controversial appearance on the Smoth-
ers Brothers show a few months ago, the station played “Waist
Deep in the Big Muddy” once an hour for a week.

tronic, computer and “think”
music, and any other writers

whose compositions have not
yet been regularly published or
| recorded.

These Associate Members
will not pay any dues. They
will be advanced to participat-
ing membership as soon as any
of their works are performed
by the Society’s licensees, or
regularly published or commer-
cially recorded.

There’s a “Winchester
Cathedral” for every “Welcome
to My World”—no matter the
selection, the Blue Boys are
every bit as at home as when
