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Buddah's First Convention 
Hits $650,000 Sales Mark 

NEW YORK - Neil Bogart, 
General Manager of Buddah 
Records, reveals that the first 
convention of the fledgling Bud- 
dah label scored an impressive 
$650,000 in sales at its recent 
(June 7, 8 & 9) national conven- 
tion. 

Considering that the label is 
only 10 months old, the sales 
performance is another notable 
highlight in what has been a 
meteoric corporate rise. Since 
inception, Buddah has catapulted 
into a Top 10 position in 
single sales among all labels 
and has developed an LP catalog 
of 17 packages so heavy they 
were capable of accounting for 
the bulk of the $650,000 album 
dollar volume chalked up at the 
distributor sessions. 

Buddah held true to form in 
its event -filled distributor gath- 
ering. Opening with the world 
premiere of the Kasenetz-Katz 
Singing Orchestral Circus at 
Carnegie Hall on Friday night, 
June 7, the assembly of distri- 
butors moved along at a breath- 
taking pace. The Carnegie Hall 
event, staged only to introduce 
Buddah's new idea in modern en- 
tertainment, was in itself a first. 
To quote from Robert Shelton's 
review in the New York Times 
the following day: "The event 
was the premiere of some 50 mu- 
sicians, singers and dancers in 
what 'is probably the biggest 
rock group in captivity, the 
Kasenetz-Katz Singing Orches- 
tral Circus. In effect, the eve- 
ning was a promotional party for 
the eight rock groups that made 
up the aggregation. It was sort 
of a world's fair of rock, as- 
sembling not just the best, but 
the most of everything." 

The effect on the massed dis- 

tributors was reflected in the 
sales on the following two days 
of over 100,000 K.K.S.O.C. LPs. 

The next session was sched- 
uled the following morning (Sat- 
urday) at 8:30 a.m. for a break- 
fast meeting at which time eight 
new albums were premiered, in- 
cluding "Yummy, Yummy, Yum- 
my," the Ohio Express; "Jungle 
Marmalade," the Lemon Pipers; 
"Finders Keepers," the Salt 
Water Taffy; "Alive and Well 
In Argentina," Zalman Yanov- 
sky; "Checkmates," various ar- 
tists, and "Classmates," various 
artists.

Just more than two years ago, as "Rubber Soul" was beginning 
to really sink in and the Byrds were beginning the serious decline 
from the beautiful thing they had established, and the Jefferson 
Airplane was little known east of Modesto, the rock press was 
beginning to jell. 

Paul Williams was cranking out mimeographed, emotional and 
wonderful reviews of rock albums for fellow students at Swarth- 
more, a cute little magazine he called Crawdaddy. Pete Johnson 
was hassling with the editors of the Los Angeles Times for more 
space for his very restricted reviews of the wide open rock scene 
on the Weist Coast (the same editors Who sent a police reporter 
to review one of the first freak -outs by the Mothers, and in his 
confusion the guy fled and turned in a damning critique of the 
warm-up band); Bob Shelton still could not believe that folk 
would ever be dominated by rock; and Ralph Gleason had finally 
discovered the scene in San Francisco and had commenced writ- 
ing about it as if he had played a major part in inventing it. 

Well, rock in print has come ,a long way. 
Up till then almost the only means of getting 

the news of contemporary music happenings 
(aside from trade publications) was through 
reading the teen magazines. Some of them, in 
their own ways, contributed to the growth of 
rock, while others. . . . Some of the better 
teen magazines were, and still are, Hit Parader 
(dull, but very musically informative) ; Teen 
Set (sponsored by Capitol Records Distributing, 
but good about covering other labels' artists; 
Editor Judith Sims 'has a keen musical sense 
and though a little too cutesy-poo, seems to 
cover the scene well and help develop the right 
people) ; and Beat, a semi-weekly that trades 
in gossip, but is a good source of West Coast 

plastic news. 

Approaching Establishment Status 

Now, Crawdaddy is approaching establishment status, a read- 
ing on how fast and far rock has progressed in such a short 
while. Though .it is still not a financial success, and hasn't really 
yet discovered its reasons for being, it is valuable reading. Paul 
Williams, Sandy Perlman and, occasionally, Jon Landau are 
among the most experienced and intelligent rock reporters and 
critics around. Crawdaddy is definitely worth subscribing to. 

A relatively recent addition to the rock press scene is Rolling 
Stone, published in San Francisco by Jann Wenner (and associ- 
ates) who formerly had something to do with Ramparts. The 
paper tells it like it is. 

To Be Congratulated 

With Time and Newsweek and Look and Life devoting a goodly 
amount of space to rock, Esquire took its cue about a year ago 
and bowed a regular rock column, written by Bob Christgau, 
under the nervous heading "Secular Music." The column is 
couched in extremely academic language by Christgau, who is 
obviously a recent convert, and he can sometimes be a pompous 
tangential theoretician. But he is learning, and Esquire is to be 
congratulated for picking up early on rock. 

Christgau's good friend, Ellen Willis, who has a natural flair 
and intuition for good rock, last month began a contemporary 
music column for-of .all things the New Yorker. The magazine's 
only restriction on Miss Willis is a requirement that she write 
nothing unkind, and her first couple of articles have been ex- 
cellent.

Groovy Thing," and Solomon 
Burke, "I Wish I Knew," com- 
plete the Atlantic pop lineup. 

Among the Atlantic jazz LPs, 
Eddie Harris has a follow-up 
to his current pop and jazz hit 
"The Electrifying Eddie Har- 
ris" with "Plug Me In," which 
features Harris on his electric 
saxophone. Herbie Mann, al- 
ways a seller for Atlantic, is 
spotlighted in a "live" album, 
"Windows Opened." Other jazz 
albums by Yusef Lateef, "The 
Blue Yursef Lateef," David 
Newman, "Bigger and Better," 
and Roland Kirk, "The Inflated 
Tear," add up to one of Atlan- 
tic's most powerful releases in 
jazz. 

A total of 13 new albums 
were presented to Atco distrib- 
utors, 12 on Ateo and one on 
the Pompeii label. The most un- 
usual of the Ateo releases was 
the new Cream LP, "Wheels On 
Fire." This double LP set pre- 
sents the Cream both "live" and 
in the studio.

Set is packaged 
in a double pocket LP jacket, 
covered with silver foil paper.

Harper's Bizarre May Get 
Own Network Variety TVer

NEW YORK-Warner Broth- 
ers Records' Harper's Bizarre, 
it has turned out, isn't really 
that bizarre at all. In fact, the 
group's audience today is a re- 
markably homogeneous one. 

Proof of this is that the guys 
-who look as if their musical 
roots are planted in a surf 
somewhere-are currently ne- 
gotiating with a network for 
their own TV variety series for 
next summer, a major break- 
through for rock groups and 
rock music. (Colgems Records' 
the Monkees, of course, have 
been tremendously successful 
with their own series, but 
theirs, basically, has a situa- 
tion comedy format.) The pros- 
pect of a regular show head- 
lining .such as Harper's Bizarre 
is something not many net- 
works would chance with just 
any of today's long-haired, 
rocking groups, even with the 
increasing number of guest 
jobs available to groups on net- 
work TV. 

In talking stages as well is 
their own TV "special" for 
next Christmas. They already 
have had as much-or more- 
national television exposure as 
any contemporary group, and 
while in town last week 
wrapped up an appearance on 
"The Kraft Music Hall" for 
airing July 10-their third 
showcasing on this hour. And 
they are booked for their sec- 
ond Red Skelton show in the 
fall. 

Additionally, the lads are 
probably going to be singing 
the title song in a Warner 
Brothers film currently in pro- 
duction, although the deal was 
not yet set when they visited 
with Record World last week 
and they were unable to give 
further details. 

Helped All Groups 

Harper's Bizarre, it would 
appear, has been something of 
a breakthrough in mass accept- 
ance for all rock - oriented 
groups. They were very early 
to get play with their soft sound 
on "good music" stations, and in 
their frequent college concerts 
they report that they pull in 
both parents and offspring. Can 
there be a drawback to this ac- 
ceptance from both genera- 
tions? "If there is, it's not 
having enough of a following in 
one area but being spread out 
thin around the country," of- 
fered one Harper (or Bizarre). 

Harper's 'Bizarre 

Concerts will be the order of 
the summer for the boys, in- 
cluding dates at the HemisFair 
in San Antonio and in Miami. 
Their third album, "The Se- 
cret Lives of Harper's Bizarre," 
is due around July 18, with, 
they revealed, some instrument- 
al changes musically that are 
innovative for them-but which 
will not widen the generation 
gap they continue to be help- 
ful in filling. 

The group's current single is 
title d, appropriately, "Both 
Sides Now."

Bobbie Gentry has been 

named to receive ASCAP's 
"Popular Award for 1968" in 
recognition of her "contribu- 
tion to American music and in 
expanding and changing the 
boundries of the contemporary 
musical scene," it was an- 
nounced 'by ASCAP's President 
Stanley Adams.

Richard Goldstein continues to run hot and 
cold-but always entertaining-critiques in 
the Village Voice, almost weekly, and in New 
York, there's Clay Felker's resurrection of his 
old World -Journal -Tribune supplement. Gold- 
stein rock features appear occasionally in other 
publications, too, like the New York Times 
and on the Los Angeles Times -Washington 
Post News Service. 

Also on the Times -Post Syndicate run LP 
reviews by Pete Johnson, free-lance rock writer 
for the L.A. Times. Johnson's reviews are 
infuriatingly cautious, but more often right 

than wrong. 
Then there are the free-lancers whose by-lines should be 

watched for: Tom Nolan, Paul Goldman, Bob Shelton, Derek 
Taylor (now in London 'handling press for Apple, but too much 
a journalist to stay out of the writing scene for long), Larry 
Dietz, Peter Winkler, Jules Siegel, Doon Arbus and far too many 
to mention. 

And, of course, other rock writings may be found in most of 
the alternative, or underground, press.

Eastern Time 
(immediately following TV 
news) and works back to 8:30 
p.m. on the West Coast. It is 
produced by the Televison, Ra- 
dio and Film Commission of the 
Methodist Church in New York 
(executive producer Nelson 
Price) and released in coopera- 
tion with the National Council 
of Churches and the National 
Catholic Office for Radio and 
Television. 

`Major Contribution' 

According to Variety, "This 
series could evolve into a major 
contribution to the cause of 
`cooling it' and providing a 
channel for black -white com- 
munication as a period of 
threatened renewed urban vio- 
lence approaches." 

With an integrated staff, 
"Night Call" will be aired by 
both black and white audience 
stations, thus enabling cultural 
as well as geographical bound- 
aries to be jumped.

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Alpert Charges Discrimination 
In Brigham Young 

HOLLYWOOD-Herb Alpert, 
back in Hollywood for a few 
days' break in his nine -day per- 
sonal appearance tour, com- 
mented last week on reports 
from Brigham Young Univer- 
sity that he had "cancelled" a 
date there on May 18. 

"Our engagement at Brigham 
Young was cancelled by the 
University, not by us. When we 
were originally booked at Brig- 
ham Young our standard con- 
tract gave me the right to add 
an act or acts if I so wished. 
When we informed Brigham 
Young that our regular pro- 
gram would include the Check- 
mates, Ltd., we were advised 
that they wanted to cancel the 
performance, since all they 
wanted was the Tijuana Brass," 
Alpert stated.. 

"It occurred to me that the 
Checkmates, Ltd., was an inter- 
racial act! Perhaps that was 
the problem! I had my own 
representatives check further 
into the matter. 

"We checked with four major 
agencies booking concert and 
especially university concert 
talent, William Morris, General 
Artists Corporation, Ashley 
Famous, and Associated Book- 
ing Artists. Unanimously they 
informed us that to the best of 
their knowledge Brigham Young 
had never in its 'history booked 
a Negro or inter -racial act. 
More than that they all had the 
distinct impression that it was

"Additionally I have learned 
that apparently of the approxi- 
mately 25,000 students attend- 
ing Brigham Young in the regu- 
lar student body there are no 
American Negro students, 
though there are several Ni- 
gerians. More than this, I have 
also learned the NAACP at its 
national convention in 1966, 
officially condemned Brigham 
Young University for its raci- 
ally discriminatory attitudes. 

"I have never spoken out on 
such a matter before but I per- 
sonally will never play this uni- 
versity again, nor, I hope, will 
any artist with whom I am 
associated. And I think when 
other artists in this country 
are made aware of this attitude 
of Brigham Young officials, they 
will undoubtedly want to take 
similar action."

product. In line with this, the 
label will enter into the area 
of the contemporary sounds 
working with the young inde- 
pendent producers for product 
as well as setting up new la- 
bels for distribution with those 
producers. One of the first of 
these arrangements has been 
the establishment of 'a distri- 
bution agreement with Don 
Litwin's Electric Renaissance 
Co. for the Parallax label, and 
talks are in progress with sev- 
eral major indie firms to work 
out several other agreements. 

Hillman further stated that 
though Audio Fidelity hereto- 
fore has been 'basically a 
"sound" label, a larger share of 
effort will be put into the pro- 
motion of all product includ- 
ing the promotion of the con- 
temporary field whether they 
be singles or albums. 

"We will not lose sight," 
Hillman said, "of why Audio 
Fi has been so successful 
through the years but we 
know that sound alone, such as 
our being the first stereo label, 
is no longer the reason unto 
itself to have product on which 
a distributor and dealer may 

make a profit. Our plans call 
for the release of approximate- 
ly 60 albums a year. We shall 
continue to expand 'our classi- 
cal library, our very success- 
ful sound effects library and 
more emphasis on a jazz cata- 
logue in which we sincerely 
believe will be forthcoming." 

The company will continue to 
attempt to establish such art- 
ists as Tony Middleton, Jerri 
Jackson, Surdi Grebus, the 
North Atlantic Invasion Force 
and the Declaration of Inde- 
pendence.

NEW YORK - Ed Chalpin, 
early independent producer and 
man of many musical interests 
and accomplishments, is also 
responsible in no small way for 
the increased success of Amer- 
ican music around the world in 
recent years. 

Several years back, while 
working in a New York record- 
ing studio, the Bronx -born 
C'halpin began producing "cov- 
er hits," inexpensive renditions 
of the popular records of the 
day, becoming a pioneer in this 
field. 

At 21, Chalpin noticed that 
"Companies were violently com- 
peting against themselves to 
be the first to come out with 
their own versions of big -sell- 
ing original acts LPs, classical 
LPs or individual crazes, such 
as percussion, and quality was 
suffering." He went into busi- 
ness for himself, creating 
"quality records" for sale to 
the entire industry on a non- 
exclusive basis. Before long, he 
was buying other companies' 
albums as well as producing his 
own, thereby building a strong 
catalog. 

Next, he figured Europe 
would be a good market for his 
product; and when the Chalpin 
instrumental version of "Te- 
quila" clicked on Barclay Rec- 
ords of France, Chalpin was 
soon successfully scouting deals 
all over the map. Some of his 
hit copies even beat out the 
original versions on the charts. 
He also has been successful 
providing Am e r i c an sound 
tracks for popular local singers 
in foreign countries. 

"The low -price LP business 
is booming around the world," 
he added. 

Right now, Chalpin is think- 
ing more concertedly about the 
U.S. A founder of ITCC and 
discoverer of Jimi Hendrix, 
Chalpin-who heads up his own 
label, Chalco-has just signed 
a Canadian singer named 
Rickie Mason, whom he will 
produce for British Decca and 
on a label to be announced 
here. "He's a white James 
Brown, with an unbelievable 
Yma Sumac range!" 

Sort of a "cover" Tiny Tim? 
"As a matter of fact," related 
Chalpin (whose 10 -track stu- 
dios and offices are at 1650 
Broadway anid are often used 
by ad agencies-another big 
part of his business), "we've 
just `covered' Tiny Tim!" 

Expansion Program at Decca's 
Home Entertainment Division 

To keep pace with the accept- 
ance afforded the Decca line of 
musical instruments since in- 
ception, the 'company's Home 
Entertainment Division an- 
nounces an expansion program 
aimed at the retail market. 
This will enable additional rec- 
ord retailers the opportunity to 
diversify into this lucrative 
business, while at the same 
time affording to those already 
existing musical instrument 
outlets superior merchandise 
that may be offered to the con- 
sumer at a popular and com- 
petitive price level. 

To its full range of folk and 
classical guitars, the company 
has now added a solid body two 
pickup electric model with a 
smooth action tremolo at a sug- 
gested list price of $39.95. The 
company is anticipating a 
marked increase in orders for 
the year, and this new unit, 
tagged DMI-235, should prove 
to be a front-runner among the 
company's full range of popu- 
lar -priced guitar models. 

A major facet of the com- 
pany's solid influence on the 
musical instrument market was 
the introduction last year of a 
Decca four -piece drum set with 
14 deluxe accessories and cover 
which is being offered at a 
suggested list of $259.95. With 
the success of this drum unit, 
Decca has brought in a budget - 
priced, three -drum set with 
seven deluxe accessories. This 
new drum unit, tagged DMI- 
749, is being offered at a sug- 
gested list of $159.95 and is ex- 
pected to have strong appeal to 
the beginner student. 

At the same time the com- 
pany is making available three 
high volume drum accessory 
items.

Some Whys for Our Time 
Another voice that spoke for 

the dignity of man has been 
stilled by an assassin's bullet.

"I am not agreeing with you, 
but I will fight to the end for 
your right to say it." 

As with Dr. King, there were 
many of us who may not have 
always agreed with Senator 
Kennedy, but to have the dis- 
agreement settled by a bullet 

seems unbe- 
lievable in our 
modern so- 
ciety. 

One of 
America's 
most thought - 
f u 1 thinkers 
and reporters 
said this past 
week, "Vio- 
lence is a re- 

sult, not a thing in itself-that 
violence will end only when the 
cause ends. And the cause of 
violence is violation-violation 
of people, their rights, their 
dignity." 

Violence, which has always 
been a part of our country but 
treated like the unwanted cou- 
sin, has now become a full- 
fledged member of the family. 
Historians, sociologists, politi- 
cians are now admitting that 
we, in this highly complex in- 
dustrialized society with the 
ability to transplant hearts and 
crash the sound barriers, are 
also the perpetuators of vio- 
lence. 

The fact that a record num- 
ber of American boys were 
killed this past week in Viet 
Nam (4,000), coupled with the 
death of Senator Kennedy, has 
done little to the conscience of 
America except to ask the ques- 
tion. WHY? Why did it hap- 
pen? Will it continue? Are we 
really as violent as the televi- 
sion cameras depict us? 

Search Thyself 
To all of these questions, we 

can only say . . . search thy- 
self.

The awful indifference that 
has taken over the minds of 
American people is so similar 
to the problem of jazz in this 
country. It was Dave Brubeck 
who said on television a few 
weeks back, "If you want to 
know the condition of the coun- 
try, listen to the music being 
created by the jazz musicians." 

A review of the music will 
show that the music of today 
is filled with anger, uncertainty, 
a search for identification, eth- 
nic, Afro -influenced, wedded to 
R&B and the blues and a strong 
emphasis on commerciality. 

In this area of uncertainty, 
one finds the personality of 
America . . . confused, unable 
to assume the reins of leader- 
ship, bogged down in the abyss 
of identification, too immature 
to lead and too stubborn to take 
advice. 

When we look at the musi- 
cian, we look at the artist. 
When we recognize that a large 
populace of this country is 
looking for dignity of man and 
finds that within the sphere of 
jazz, dignity is an alien word, 
we are not surprised at the 
events taking place. 

Jazz is the heart and soul of 
the man. I sometimes question 
how the average jazz musician 
who has elected to devote his 
life to the world of music ac- 
tually exists. I wonder some- 
times how it is possible for 
many of the musicians to live 
a normal day-to-day existence 
on the minimal financial com- 
pensation they receive. 

Jazz' Total Stranger 
Jazz does reflect the life and 

times of our nation very 
strongly. It exists on truth and 
is heard by only few. Yet, its 
truth is devoured, sought after, 
borrowed, extracted in almost 
every manner, except to per- 
petuate the art. The pity of 
this lies in the awful robbing 
of the artist which leaves him 
almost a total stranger in the 
world of the performing arts. 
And if it is true that truth 
crushed to the ground will rise 
again, we can look for evidence

Brenda Lee 
NEW YORK -Before Brenda 

Lee really got into her act 
at the Latin Quarter last week 
(12), a fascinating study in 
contrasts was noted: the excit- 
ing showgirl amazons showing 
plenty of pasties, then Brenda, 
the tiny star enshrouded in 
yards of evening wear like a 
hot pink mummy. 

However, once the pint-sized 
piledriver began working up 
a storm -Which was about 
three seconds after she came 
on for her debut in this room - 
there was clearly little else on 
the audience's mind but Miss 
Lee. In a colorful, fast act 
slickly staged by Dick Barstow, 
the Decca belter captivated the 
large opening night crowd, 
bringing many to their feet on 
several occasions. Brenda, with 
an unceasing, foot -stomping, 
body -jerking vitality, proved 
herself a nitery powerhouse 
who has found a new home on 
the Latin Quarter's large stage. 

Outstanding, to my mind, was 
her full performance of the 
"Don't Tell Mama" number 
from Broadway's "Cabaret" - 
backed by her group, the Casu- 
als, with her 11 years now (one 
looked about 12, but no matter). 
Utilizing the manner (maybe 
Brenda's was a bit more jocu- 
lar) , dress (maybe Brenda's 
false eyelashes were a few 
inches longer) and English ac- 
cent (maybe Brenda's was a 
little more Cockney) of the 
Sally Bowles character from 
the award -winning musical, 
Miss Lee actually bettered the 
Broadway original and no may- 
bes in her brightly satirical 
approach. 

Latin 1/4 Hit 
Sharp, too, were the song- 

stress' "Up a Lazy River"; 
"One of Those Songs" (with a 
dandy Durante impersonation) ; 

"Walk Away" (Has she re- 
corded this? She should!) ; "Bye 
Bye Blackbird" (in a highly 
dramatic rendition - replete 
with telephone -that let you 
know, for once, what this 
standard really has been about 
all these years) ; and "Look 
Down That Lonesome Road." 
There were also a few of her 
record hits, like "I'm Sorry" 
and "All Alone Am I." Plus 
those inevitables, "More," "Born 
Free" and "The Impossible 
Dream." (Her program could 
have been more adventurous. 
Apparently due to an unfounded 
insecurity, Brenda felt she had 
to stick mainly to the smash 
hit contemporary song or the 
singalong variety.) And, when 
she sang "When You're Smil- 
ing," Brenda went down into 
the audience and - with the 
help of the Casuals, whose ver- 
satility, incidentally, was given 
plenty of Lee -way -took pic- 
tures with the ringsiders, never 
missing a note. 

If she had wanted to sell 
fish, the Latin Quarter audience 
would have been with her. It 
would be hard not to be. Al- 
though at one point (following 
an ovation, actually) Brenda 
said she had been afraid to 
play New York after a few 
years away, she worried for 
naught. The only really nega- 
tive aspect of this showing, as 
already indicated, was her 
cumbersome costuming -that 
little gal does move around!

Comedian David Steinberg 
lightened things with a caustic 
and hilarious monologue. He 
has appeared on the "Tonight" 
show and tells of his experience 
with a 6'2" blonde "shikisa." He 
has created much controversy 
with his biting attacks on 
religion. It's no wonder he's a 
former theology student. 

Also on hand were the 
Mourning, who exhibited much 
diversity in the popular field. 
Particularly noteworthy and 
broadly representative arrange- 
ments were, "If I Were a Car- 
penter," "The Trip" and a 
country and western improvisa- 
tion.
