Initial reaction of the Regu-
lar and Associate Members of
the National Association of
Record Merchandisers, Inc.
(NARM), has seen an unusual-
ly large number of early re-
sponses to the mailing of ad-
vance registration forms for
the NARM Tape and Tape Car-
tridge Convention.

The convention will be held

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CBS Research Reveals Disk Biz
Passed $1 Billion Mark in '67

Over $1 billion worth of
phonograph records was sold
in the United States during
1967, according to John Wiley,
Director of Market Research,
CBS/Columbia Group. Record
sales of $1,094,000,000 at sug-
gested list price in 1967 rep-
resent an increase of 139
over the 1966 total of $960
million.

“These are new, more reli-
able estimates,” Wiley ex-
plained, “which were developed
from data unavailable until
this time. The new statistics
allow us to place the United
States record industry at the
billion-dollar level several
years in advance of the early-

1970’s mark originally pre-l
dicted. In addition, it is ex-
pected that in 1969, LP sales
alone will pass the billion-

dollar level-—just twenty years
after Columbia Records intro-
duced the long-playing micro-
groove record.” Projections for
1968 show a further gain for
the industry as total sales are
expected to reach the $1.2 bil-
lion level.

The Market Research De- |
partment is one component of |
the CBS / Columbia Group,
which is headed by Goddard
Lieberson and comprised of
four Divisions: CBS Records
Divigion, CBS Direct Market-
ing Services Division, CBS In-
ternational Division, and CBS
Musical Instruments Division.

country; and to more sophisti-
cated promotion and advertis-
ing.

NEW YORK—I like my Mel
Tormé best on ballads, his
misty voice calling forlornly
(yet jauntily sans self-pity)
from some gray beach some-
where near the end of summer,
or the end of something—sheer
personal preference.

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Warners: Anatomy of a Decade
Burbank Label Celebrates 10 Pacesetting Years

BURBANK, CALIF. — The
history of Warner Bros.-Seven
Arts Records during the past 10
vears has pretty well been the
history of the recording indus-
try during that period because
WBR, from its inception in
early 1958, has been a pioneer-
ing leader on many frontiers.

It has both established and

| followed trends, like a river that

cuts its course and then follows
it.

The genesis of Warner Bros.-
Seven Arts Records had its real
beginning when Jack L. War-
ner, then President of Warner
Bros. Pictures, Inc., became in-
terested in the recording busi-
ness after negotiations for the
purchase of Imperial Records
fell through. Warner’s foresight
in recognizing that it was the
record business that was the
wellspring in the development
of new talent resulted in the de-
cision to launch his own com-
pany rather than go out into the
open market in any attempts to
acquire an already existing one.

Warner’s first move was to
check through the recording in-
dustry to find the man best
equipped to organize and head
the new company. James Conk-

[ ling, who had served with dis-

tinction as the head of other
record companies for some
years, was his choice.
Conkling, who had been Pres-
ident of Columbia Records, Inc.,

| and prior to that a Vice Presi-
| dent in charge of Artists & Rep-

ertoire at Capitol Records, Inc.,
opened Warner Bros. Records
with headquarters at 4000 War-
ner Boulevard in Burbank in

| March of 1958.

The company released its first

| album and single products in
|Septembetr of 1958,

and has
grown steadily ever since.
The early artist roster in-

cluded Tab Hunter, George

| Greely, Matty Matlock, Connie
Stevens, John Scott Trotter,
Jack Webb and others. The first
single released was by a group
called the Smart Set, and it was
followed by singles by Bonnie
Baker, Ira Ironstrings and
others.

The first hit records were a
single and an album version of
Don Ralke’s “77 Sunset Strip,”
| which soon passed the half-
million mark.

In its first year in business,
Warner Bros. Records grossed
little more than a million dol-
lars; this past year it will have
accomplished nearly 30 timeg as
| much volume.

By the end of its third year,
| the company’s total gross rose
to $3,500,000, and hitg included
Edd Byrnes’ “Kookie, Kookie,
Lend Me Your Comb,” Bob Lu-
man’s “Let’s Think About
Lovin’,” Joanie Sommers’ “One
Boy” and the Everly Bros.” “Ca-
thy’s Clown.”

Throughout its history, WB-
TA has done much to establish
talking comedy albums as run-
away best-sellers.

Its first entry in this field was
“The Button Down Mind of Bob
Newhart,” which was also War-
ners’ first album to top the half-
million mark. Newhart has since
become the first of the co-
medians to sell more than 1,000,-
000 albums. A few years later
another comedian, Bill Cosby,
did the biggest selling Warners
album in 1967, when his “Won-
derfulness” sold 1,232,580 cop-
ies. Allan Sherman’s comedy
| song albums zoomed ‘into the
million sales class within a few
weeks of their appearance.

James Conkling retired from
the record and music business
in 1961, having put the show on
the road with remarkable suc-
cess.

“What’s your audience like today?”

“Well, I’ll tell you. People call us the hippie station. I’d guess
that only five per cent of our listeners are hippies. I sure wouldn’t
want to lose them, but we couldn’t survive if they were our only
audience. No. I'd say that the great majority of our audience is
straight. 18 to 34. That takes in a lot of people. Young profes-
sional people, Hells Angels, a good cross-section. Like one might
a doctor came into the station with his wife and mother and two
kids. They all said they listen to us.”

“How do you suggest record companies and distributors handle
you?”’

“Well, I don’t want anybody to take me out to dinner, man, just
give me that product. We love to get advance copies of albums.
Some companies are still scared of the exclusive riff, because of
bad experiences with singles. Thev still haven’t realized that the

life of an album is completely different than that of a single. |

We had ‘Fresh Cream’ for instance seven weeks before it was
released here, and ‘Disreali Gears’ five weeks in front. And they
sold well enough. See, the thing is that too many peoplza in the
record business don’t know where it’s at. When T was in L.A. a
distributor bought time on KPPC honking some silly LP by Billy
Bumpkin or something, and when I heard it on the air 1 had it
dropped. It just wasn’t for our audience. The distributor was
wasting his money buying time to reach the wrong audience, and
by accepting the spot we were shucking our listeners.

The extensive operations to
be supervised by Weiser include
the distribution of records on
the Dot, Stax, Volt, Acta, Steed,
Bravo and Hip labels, important
companies in part-
nership with Chappell as well
as sub-publishing arrangements
covering Famous Music, Para-
mount Music, East Publishing,
Ensign Music and Bruin Musie,
and coordination of music as-
pects of Paramount Pictures’
extensive European production
program.

He was replaced by John K.
(Mike) Maitland, who had been
President of Capitol Records
Distributing Corp.,, and a vet-
eran of 15 years in the record-
ing business. Maitland was
quick to streamline the company

oriented organization and at the
same time revitalize the Warner
label’s repertoire direction to a
contemporary one. Maitland’s
first gamble quickly paid off in
the signing of Peter, Paul &
Mary, who have since gone on
to sell in excess of eight million
albums. Meanwhile, the anrtists
roster was growing and then in-
cluded Peter, Paul & Mary,
Emilio (“Al Di La”) Pericoli,
Bob Conrad and the Routers.
Early in 1962, Peter, Paul &
Mary hit a blockbuster when
their “Lemon Tree” sold more
than 2,000,000 albums. Dick and
DeeDee, Kirby Stone, the Mod-
ern Folk Quartet, Bill Cosby,
Freddie Cannon, the Marketts,
Ike and Tina Turner and others
joined the label.

In September of 1962, Allan
Sherman’s “My Son, The Folk-
Singer” became the most played
and fastest selling album of all
time, passing the million mark
in less than eight weeks.

The WBR executives had
demonstrated great foresight in
signing Peter, Paul and Mary
at the start of the folk trend.
Each of the group’s albums has
earned R.I.LA.A. gold record
awards for having sold in ex-
cess of §1,000,000 in album
product.

It was that sensitivity to new
musical trends that had Warner
Bros.-Seven Arts sign such un-

It also ac-
quired rights to the Association,
who have since sold more than
4,000,000 records.

The effort of a record company to break a new group is often |

considerable these days. Philips has gone all out on two groups,
Hello People and Mortimer. “Down To Jerusalem,” Hello People,
broke open in sales at WIXY, Cleveland. They wear white face
and are experts in mime. They use bass, flute, clarinet, guitars,
harmonica, drum, bass sax, organ, oboe. The first two cuts on
their LP are very strong: “Monday Kind of Tuesday” and “Sun-

rise Meadow.” All their material is original with lyric lines that |

say something: “Mr. truth-evading masquerading man . . . riding
white waves of yesterdayv. And holding the rain of a brave
tomorow.” They have drawn big crowds at Mother Blues in
Chicago, Cafe Wha? and People’s Theater in NYC, LaCave, Cleve-
land, Unicorn, Boston. The six man group appeared on the
“Tonight” show, and it sparked LP sales. Mortimer uses a soft
sound and are unique among groups in that they achieve sim-
plicity by only using three acoustical guitars and a variety of
percussion instruments. “Dedicated Music Man” is on WKBW,
WYSL, and WBBF.

Hammond A
Happy Medium

NEW Y ORK — Atlantic’s
John Hammond has been play-
ing (and being held over) at
Steve Paul’s The Scene. for the
past weeks, and the night I
caught him I had a strange
sensation.

1 felt that Hammond and his
audience were all present at a
seance presided over by Tiny
Tim. The reason for this whim-
sical vision is clear. Both Tiny
Tim and John Hammond are
doing similar musical things.
They both are devoted to mu-
sical genres — Tiny Tim, old

songs; Hammond, the blues—
and they use themselves as me-
diums through whom ancestor
performers communicate from
the world beyond or, at least,
the world at a distance.

And so 1 felt that we had
all joined hands and that Tiny
Tim (whose giggle hovers over
The Scene of his humble show
biz beginnings) had made con-
tact with Hammond’s past, re-
leasing Hammond’s ghosts on
gritty, sensual songs like “I Can
Tell” and “Rock Me Mama.”

Of course, Hammond writes
many of his own songs and the
authenticity of his act is the
authenticity of  (naturally)
spirit rather than letter. And
the authenticity is thick.

Hammond recently added two
black musicians to his act, re-

| titling himself The John Ham-

mond Trio. The effect so far is
unintegrated. All three per-
formers are excellent musi-
cians but on stage there is no
relating. Hammond performs
alone — communicating only

However, there is a provision
in the Robinson-Patman Act
that says “when an unfair
trade «condition is created in
an area by an outside distri-
butor or supplier, than the af-
fected distributor may seek
redress by the so-called dis-
tress section of the Act.”

Now, one fact remains, which
you will not dispute. We have
the same price for you as we
do for everyone. If we have
a “special,” you get it. We
don’t show any preference to
anybody.

Another fact is, we get our
price, whether you get yours
or not. As an example, we have
had many complaints of late
from distnibutors that their
territory has been infiltrated
with prices of $1.60, $1.65,
$1.70, and frankly, as the rec-

ord costs $1.57, plus freight |

and you have a 209% overheard,
a lot of money is being lost and
going down the drain. No won-
der certain distributors are not
able to pay and discount their
bilks on time. This is a shame-
ful condition, and we are not
going to do anything about it,
other than to remind you, that
you can’t rob Peter to pay
Paul, and that is what a good
many of the boys are doing.

Last but not least, remember
this: we are getting our price
and will continue to get it. As
a matter of fact, with the re-
cent strike we have had, you
may expect an increase in
price. We are not interested
what our competitors are sell-
ing their goods for, they can
give them away for all we
care. We are going to get our
price, or go out of business,
and if you don’t get vour price,
you will soon be out of busi-
ness.

It takes “two to tango,” and
all this talk about a quick
turn-over and institutional dis-
counts, etc., is all a lot of bunk.

If you don’t make your 21%
mark-up, you can’t stay in
business.

News from Germany

By PAUL SIEGEL

BERLIN—A huge garden party here attended by almost the
entire German music industry took place until the early hours of
the morning after the German Schlager (song) Festival, 1968.
The theme could be: the well laid plans of mice and men often
go astray, as heavily favorited and promoted Dorthe took second
place, while vet recording artist and former song festival winner
Siw Malmkvist romped through for first spot.

The songs were typically German, and this time there wasn’t
a “Summer Wind” among the competing songs. However, the
German industry figures that at least six of the 12 songs com-
peting will sell over 100,000 and that’s good business for them.

Here are the 1, 2, 3 songs: 1. “Harlekin,” Siw Malmkvist, Met-
tronome Records, by Hans Blum; 2. “Wirst Du Doch in Diissel-
dorf Geblieben,” Dorthe, Philips, by Christian Bruhn; and 3.
“Computer nr. 3,” France Gall, Teldec, by Christian Bruhn.

Almost 500 songs competed, and a professional jury of writers,
djs, publishers and music reporters decided. There were many
grumblings from the ‘“also ran” writers and publishers on the
method of selecting the songs, as some who wound up in the final
round were also jury members. However, the system was checked
by a notary public and attorney; also the jury members were split
up into four different juries, so that the final selection was objec-
tive and honest. Still, a shadow remained on the system. Next
year promises to be more fair in the selection of songs: no one
on the jury can be a part of the competing writers, or publishers.

All in all, business is booming! And the Song Festival '68 was
a shot in the arm for the German writers.

Just a sidelight: during the garden party following the festival,
which was televised throughout Germany, a little three-piece
combo played standards by Cole Porter and George Gershwin,
and Dave Hildinger who had accompanied the vocalist with his
Rias Tanz Orchestra, remarked “No doubt George or Cole would
have never placed in the first 10, since the German taste at such
song festivals is so uninternational.”

The singers who compete for
the Golden Gondola number 27
(16 Italian and 11 foreign),
whereas the singers who com-
pete for the Silver Gondola are
24 young Italian singers.

The 27 well-known singers
are chosen by Ravera himself
Azienda Autonoma
Soggiorno Turismo (Touristic
Organization) of Venice. They
can sing a song of their choice.
In fact, most of them prefer
to sing one of their hit songs,
and the Golden Gondola is
offered to the singer who sold
the greatest number of records
of that song from July 1 to
Dec. 31 following the Festival.
The Golden Gondola was won

during this show by Fausto
Leali (Rifi Records) for the
song “A Chki)” presented by

him at last year’s show.

The Silver Gondola, on the
other hand, is offered immedi-
ately to the young Italian
singer who receives the great-
est number of votes by the
jury chosen by Ravera in col-
laboration with the Touristic
Organization of Venice. It was
won this year by Junior Magli
(Saar Records) with the Ital-
ian version of the song “My
Delilah,” called in Italian “La
Nostra Favola” (published by
Francis Day).

The show lasts three eve-
nings. On the first evening 12
young Italian singers sing one
new song each. The jury
chooses one song to be re-
peated during the final evening
which is given by Italian Tele-
vision and Eurovision. The 16
well-known Italian singers pre-
sent each one of their hit
songs.
