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CBS Sets All -Time Manufacturing 
High During August 

CBS Records' manufacturing 
facilities in the United States 
set an all-time production high 
during August, 1968, by press- 
ing a combined total of 23 mil- 
lion 12" and 7" records, a figure 
substantially greater, CBS af- 
firms, than the number of rec- 
ords produced during a com- 
parable period by any company 
in the history of the record 
industry. 

According to a statement by 
Albert B. Earl, VP, Operations, 
CBS Records, the figure of 23 
million represents a 46% in- 
crease over the number of 12" 
disks produced by CBS Records 
in the United States during 
August, 1967, and a 37% in- 
crease over the number of 7" 
records produced during the 
same month. This trend toward 
greater production is con- 
stantly gaining momentum, and 

it is estimated that 225 million 
records will be produced by 
CBS Records during 1968, as 
compared to 195 million during 
1967. The 1968 production fig- 
ure represents a new all-time 
high for a record manufac- 
turer, topping the previous 
high which was set by CBS 
Records in 1967. 

CBS Records has production 
centers in Pitman, N.J., Terre 
Haute, Ind., and Santa Maria, 
Calif. The plants in Terre 
Haute and Pitman are the 
largest record factories in the 
world and are now operating 
at near -capacity. The Santa 
Maria plant is a fully auto- 
mated pressing facility which 
is producing records on an un- 
precendented 21 -shift, seven- 
day -a -week basis to meet the 
ever increasing demand for 
product. 

Delvy MGM Coast A&R Dir. 
MGM Records, under Arnold 

Maxin, has announced the ap- 
pointment of Richard Delvy as 
the label's West Coast A & R 
Director, to operate at 7033 
Sunset Blvd., Hollywood. 

For the past year, Delvy has 
handled record production deals 
for Big 3 Music.

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Crewe, Fox 'Barbarella' 
Score Brings New Concept 

NEW YORK - Independent 
producers writing musical 
scores for motion pictures? 
Nothing new in that. Providing 
performing groups to sing and 
play the music? It's been done. 

But Bob Crewe has come up 
with a new kind of "package" 
for his filmscore written with 
Charles Fox for Paramount 
Pictures' new, multi -million 
dollar film, "Barbarella." 

Crewe not only composed the 
score, arranged the music, pro- 
duced the various featured 
groups on the soundtrack-he 
created the groups (the Glitter - 
house, the Bob Crewe Genera- 
tion) produced himself singing 
"An Angel Is Love" (heard 
over the final credits), will 
shortly issue the soundtrack 
LP on his own DynoVoice la- 
bel (distributed by Dot) and 
is releasing the performances 
by himself, the Glitterhouse 
and the Bob Crewe Generation 
as singles. The singles will be 
worked by Crewe promo men 
as well as Dot's field reps. 
Crewe is mounting a major 
publicity campaign to introduce 
the Glitterhouse. 

Crewe, in short, has excer- 
cised total artistic control over 
his creation with the most com- 
prehensive musical undertak- 
ing ever brought to a major 
motion picture-the first exam- 
ple in the music and record in- 
dustry of a new concept in 
"packaging." Crewe's cut of 
"An Angel is Love" will be 
backed by the Bob Crewe Gen- 
eration Orchestra playing one 
of the themes from the film, 
While the Glitterhouse single 
will pair "Barbarella" with 
"Love Drags Me Down." 

A Smash Since '58 
A successful independent 

producer since 1958, Crewe has 
accounted for at least 70 hit 
singles and albums and has 
been one of the central figures 
in the recording careers of 
many artists, including the 
Four Seasons, Frankie Valli 
and Mitch Ryder. Estimated 
worldwide sales of Crewe pro- 
duced and/or written records 
are in excess of one hundred 
million units. Crewe is Chair- 
man of the Board of the Crewe 
Group of Companies, a diversi- 
fied entertainment industry 
complex encompassing two rec- 
ord labels (DynoVoice and New 
Voice), three music publishing 
companies (Saturday Music, 
Genius Music and Tomorrow's 
Tunes), a record production 
company (Genius, Inc.) and 
two production firms (Crewe 

Charles Fox, Bob Crewe 

Company Films and Crewe 
Video Productions). 

With the great amount of 
publicity being given "Barba- 
rella," Crewe's decision to 
write the score with a young, 
still -to -be -discovered composer 
has now put Charles Fox in a 
unique position. Still in his 
20s, Fox considers his collabor- 
ation with Crewe the most im- 
portant thing that has hap- 
pened to him in his career thus 
far. 

Last year Fox scored "The 
Incident" film although the 
songs in the movie were writ- 
ten by Terry Knight. He is now 
up for a scoring assignment 
of a 20th Century -Fox film. 

Fox has been intermediately 
involved with writing and 
scoring television commercials, 
writing television theme songs 
and scoring television specials. 
He wrote the music for the Da- 
vid Susskind television produc- 
tion of "Johnny Belinda" and 
also scored the special that 
was devoted to Chicago called 
"I Remember Illinois." In the 
early days of the "Tonight" 
show, he wrote many arrange- 
ments for Skitch Henderson. 
He composed the music for 
"The Beagles" cartoon series 
seen on ABC, has written music 
for "Wide World of Sports" 
(ABC), "Everybody's Talking" 
(ABC), "To Tell The Truth" 
(CBS), "Snap Judgement" 
(NBC) "Match Game" (NBC) 
and "The Joan Rivers Show" 
(NBC). 

Fox: You Must Record 
It is Fox' contention that you 

can't give up making records 
if you are looking for a career 
that is all encompassing. He 
points to people like Burt Bach- 
arach, Henry Mancini and Nel- 
son Riddle and says, "If these 
people decided not to write an- 
other note in the next ten years, 
people would still remember 
their names." Fox made one al- 
bum about a year ago entitled 
"All" and plans to record more 
records utilizing an individual 
group sound.

Nat'l Conference of Christians

LOS ANGELES - Glenn E. 
Wallichs, Chairman of the 
Board and President of Capitol 
Industries, Inc., was given the 
National Conference of Chris- 
tians and Jews Humanitarian 
Award for 1968 last week. 

Wallichs, who founded Capi- 
tol Records, Inc., more than 25 
years ago, received the award 
at the Fifth Annual Testimo- 
nial Dinner of the Recording - 
Broadcast -Motion Picture Divi- 
sion of the NCCJ. Composer - 
writer Meredith Willson was 
featured speaker at the black - 
tie dinner Monday, Sept. 30, at 
the Beverly Hilton Hotel. Ten- 
nessee Ernie Ford served as 
master of ceremonies and ap- 
proximately 600 civic leaders 
and celebrities attended. 

According to Randolph C. 
Wood, general chairman of the 
dinner, "Glenn Wallichs has been 
chosen for this year's award 
for his work within the com- 
munity for groups like the Nat 
`King' Cole Cancer Foundation, 
the Hollywood Boys Club, the 
University of Redlands and the 
Radio / Television / Recording / 
Advertising Charities, Inc., of 
which he is a past director." 

Wallichs, who was born in 

1910 in Grand Island, Neb., 
came to Hollywood in 1926 with 
his brother Clyde and his fa- 
ther, who was transferred west 
by the Union Pacific Railroad. 
Glenn's first business was a 
radio repair shop. 

In 1940, he opened a record, 
radio and sheet music shop in 
Hollywood at the corner of Sun- 
set and Vine. In 1941, Mr. Wal- 
lichs and one of his steady cus- 
tomers, song -writer Johnny 
Mercer, met for lunch with 
the late Buddy DeSylva, exec- 
utive producer at Paramount 
Pictures, to map out plans to 
form Capital Records. On Feb. 
7, 1942-in face of wartime 
shortages and bans-the young 
company began business. 

On a $10,000 investment, the 
company grossed $195,000 for 
1942. Capitol Industries sales 
for 1968 were more than $111 
million. Capitol Records is a 
subsidiary of Capitol Indus- 
tries, which was formed in Feb- 
ruary, 1968, following the com- 
bination of the record company 
and Audio Devices, Inc. 

During his 25 years in the 
recording business, Mr. Wal- 
lichs has recognized his civic

Miles Dewey Davis, "The 
Prince," rarely gives an in - 
person interview; and even 
rarer do you find an in -first - 
person quote by this mag- 
nificent gentleman and genius. 

There was a 
time in Miles' 
career when 
either you 
loved him or 
hated him 
with equal 
passion. (I, 
too, like many 
others, have 
been signed by 
the disappoint- 

ments of Mr. Davis and no 
matter how angry I be- 
came, I stood ready and will- 
ing to receive him whenever he 
was willing to make his talent 
available.) He's a very sharp, 
independent and well assured 
man who has fought a single- 
handed battle to bring dignity 
to the jazz musicians. Miles 
has always refused to bend to 
the wishes of the establish- 
ment and always felt that since 
his art was the part of him that 
he was giving to the public, he 
and only he should determine 
where, how and when he would 
be willing to share himself. 

For the next two weeks it 
will be my pleasure to unfold 
one of those truly rare in- 
stances I spoke of by present- 
ing Miles' own comments con- 
cerning his life, times and 
music from a recently released 
biographical sketch from Co- 
lumbia Records . . . and I 
quote . . 

"You want me to tell you 
where I was born - that old 
story? It was in good old Alton, 
Ill. In 1926. And I had to call 
my mother a week before my 
last birthday and ask her how 
old I would be. 

"I started playing trumpet 
in grade school. Once a week 
we would hold notes. Wednes- 
days at 2:30. Everybody would 
fight to play best. Lucky for 
me, I learned to play the chro- 
matic scale right away. A 
friend of my father's brought 
me a book one night and showed 
me how to do it so I wouldn't 
have to sit there and hold that 
note all the time. 

"My mother wanted to give 
me a violin for my birthday, 
but my father gave me a trum- 
pet- because he loved my 
mother so much! 

"There was a very good in- 
structor in town. He was having

some dental work done by my 
father. He was the one that 
made my father get me the 
trumpet. He used to tell us all 
about jam sessions on the 
Showboat, about trumpet play- 
ers like Bobby Hackett and Hal 
Baker. 'Play without any 
vibrato,' he used to tell us. 
`You're gonna get old anyway 
and start shaking,' he used to 
say. 'No vibrato!' That's how I 
tried to play. Fast and light- 
and no vibrato. 

"By the time I was 16, I was 
playing in a band-the Blue 
Devils-in East St. Louis. 
Sonny Stitt came to town with 
a band and heard us play one 
night. He told me, 'You look 
like a man named Charlie 
Parker, and you play like him, 
too. C'mon with us.' 

"The fellows in his band had 
their hair slicked down, they 
wore tuxedoes and they offered 
me 60 whole dollars a week to 
play with them. I went home 
and asked my mother if I could 
go with them. She said no, I 
had to finish my last year of 
high school. I didn't talk to 
her for two weeks. And I didn't 
go with the band, either. 

"I knew about Charlie Parker 
in St. Louis. I even played with 
him there, while I was still in 
high school. We always used 
to try to play like Diz and 
Charlie Parker. When we heard 
that they were coming to town, 
my friend and I were the first

If you're among those who are thinking, "Wow; there's an 
incredible amount of great new product on the street, so much 
that it's almost impossible to cope with it all, man, and I must 
be missing something, somewhere in all this stuff," just wait 
for a few more weeks. The most is yet to come. 

The amount of really good rock recently 
out is staggering. Nearly a glut. Huh? The new 
Jimi Hendrix is delightful, especially to those 
probably rightfully disappointed in "Axis: 
Bold As Love." 

There's a new Chambers Brothers, out last 
week, with some awfully good cuts. 

The Asylum Choir, on Smash, is the sleeper 
of the year, chock-full of humor and irony. 
And very heavy rock. Look inside. 

The Sir Douglas Quintet (Plus 2), also on 
Smash, is getting very strong response with 

"Honkey Blues," mostly updated rhythm and blues. 
Steppenwolfs new LP on Dunhill is receiving very strong 

reaction, especially "Tighten Up Your Wig," which some stations 
are playing like a single. 

A very interesting new album on Columbia by two new young 
girls, who write and sing their own material in a haunting new 
way. "Lily and Maria" is starting very strong in the East, and 
will no doubt be spreading west before too long. 

And Donovan, always full of suprises, is represented with a 
new Epic release following up his most recent single. "Hurdy 
Gurdy Man" shows some very strong songs, representing Mr. 
Leitch's latest mood, which seems to be a transitory phase dis- 
tilling his most salient changes. 

For those interested, Richard Harris' latest Dunhill release is 
available with still more Jim Webb writings. It's called "The 
Yard Went On Forever." 

And of course Mama Cass Elliot's first solo album. Beautiful! 
And so on. 

Frightening 
But the frightening thing-for those of us who tend to enjoy 

savoring for at least a while the recordings we really dig-is 
the 'barrage of really good things in store for release within 
the next few months. Just as we think we have it all sorted 
out (except for that once in a while when we stumble across 
a year -old album that was really good, and that we've forgotten 
about in the rush of newer things; like realizing that somehow 
you've forgotten to keep in touch with a really good acquaint- 
ance), a new batch hits you. 

Anyway, these are the promises: 
-The Electric Flag. Harvey Siders, only remaining official 

member of the group as it was known, has finished editing 
a new two -record set, which will probably be out in mid -Novem- 
ber, January at the latest. 

-The Rolling Stones, if the hassle over the cover of "Beggar's 
Banquet" can be resolved before Christmas. The cover, as the 
Stones want it, can be seen in the current issue of Rolling Stone. 
Can't understand the hassle. Worse things than that have ap- 
peared in major political party platforms. 

-The Beatles are completing work on a two -album set, which 
will probably be released before the Christmas sellings season 
on the Apple label. Also on Apple soon will be the soundtrack 
from "Wonderwall," a film scored by George Harrison, and al -

Bill 'Bunky' Sheppard, 
Scepter Man of the Hour 
What with R&B soul music 

being the most consistent and, 
now, the most influential force 
in music, it is less than sur- 
prising to find that Bill 
"Bunky" Sheppard is reaching 
another high point in his long 
and productive association with 
the music. 

Bunky was just recently ap- 
pointed to the position of Di- 
rector of R&B Promotion for 
Scepter Records. 

Bunky's career in the music 
business began in a period that 
he calls "Back in the Dave 
Clark -Joe Medlin era." Dave 
Clark of Duke/Peacock Rec- 
ords is generally acknowledged 
to be the first R&B promotion 
man. Both Clark and Medlin 
are thought of as the founding 
fathers of promotion. 

Bunky, at the time, was man- 
aging an Arts Material store 
in Chicago. He had written a 
couple of tunes and began try- 
ing to find a record company 
to record them. In 1954, 
his interest in the music busi- 
ness growing all the time, 
Bunky had a tune recorded on 
the United Records label. This 
was "Mozelle" by the Shep- 
herds. Things began to jell and. 
Bunky Sheppard was now full- 
scale into the music business. 

For the past eight years 
Bunky has been President of 
his own label, Bunky Records. 
Prior to that he owned Marks 
Record Distributors in Chicago 
and worked as an independant 
producer. At one point Bunky 
worked as an assistant to Ewart 
Abner, who was then President 
of Vee Jay records. Through- 
out his career Bunky has main- 
tained his position as one of 

the most productive producers 
in the R&B scene. 

Some of his hits: Gene 
Chandler's first big record, 
"Duke of Earl," "Man's Temp- 
tation," "Rainbow," "What 
Now," "God Bless Our Love" 
and "Just Be True." In the past 
year Bunky Records has come 
alive with wax by the Esquires, 
"Get on Up" and "And Get 
Away." 

Relocated to N.Y. 

In his new post at Scepter, 
Bunky has relocated to the 
company's main offices in New 
York and is handling the en- 
tire R&B operation. Bunky is 
supervising the promotion staff 
and, in his words, "I'll take 
care of the correspondence, 
business and any and all prob- 
lems that may arise." 

The position, certainly not 
an easy one, will, however, 
benefit from Bunky's immense 
knowledge and his legion of 
friends in the business, as wit- 
nessed on the cover of this is- 
sue: E. Rodney Jones, WVON 
air personality and President 
of NATRA Eddie Holland, PD 
at WMPP, Chicago, and Presi- 
dent of NATRA's Chicago 
chapter; Ernie Leaner, Presi- 
dent of United Distributors; 
Bunky Sheppard; Eddie Morri- 
son, PD, WGRT, Chicago, and 
Lucky Cordell, Assistant Gen- 
eral Manager of WVON, Chi- 
cago, and VP of NATRA's Chi- 
cago Chapter. 

Again, this is another high- 
light in Bunky's many -high- 
lighted career. So far, Bunky 
Sheppard and Scepter are com- 
plementing each other with ex- 
treme success. -Ted Williams.

DETROIT - The Motown 

Record Corp. and the Interna- 
tional Management Co. charged 
Wednesday (2) that two New 
York City agents had conspired 
to destroy their contractual re- 
lationship with former Temp- 
tations singer David Ruffin. 

Charged specifically in a 
Wayne County Circuit Court 
suit were C. B. Atkins and the 
Associated Booking Corp., a 
New York firm headed by Joe 
Glaser. 

Motown and IMC said that 
Atkins and Associated Booking 
are inducing and encouraging 
Ruffin to violate his recording 
and personal management con- 
tracts. 

The suit claims that Atkins 
and Associated Booking, with 
full knowledge of Ruffin's con- 
tractual commitments, unlaw- 
fully interfered with the con- 
tractual rights of the plaintiffs 
by inducing Ruffin to employ 
their services. 

The plaintiffs ask for a pre- 
liminary injunction to keep At- 
kins and Associated Booking 
from offering services for per- 
sonal appearances or making - 
records. The plaintiffs also seek 
a permanent injunction and 
damages. 

Implicit in the suit is Mo - 
town's concern for Ruffin's en- 
tertainment and recording ca- 
reer, as well as the protection 
of Motown's and IMC's con- 
tract with the singer. 

At press time, Wayne County 
Circuit Court Justice Joseph 
Moynihan, Jr., had granted Mo- 
town a temporary injunction 
prohibiting Ruffin from record- 
ing for any other label.

NASHVILLE - Pat Boone, 
who last played golf here as an 
unknown high school student, 
will return Oct. 12-13 as one 
of the stars of the Fourth An- 
nual Music City USA Pro - 
Celebrity Golf Invitational. 

"This will be Boone's first 
Music City tournament and we 
are delighted he will be here," 
Hubert Long, Chairman of the 
Tournament Board of Directors, 
said in announcing that the 
star entertainer and successful 
businessman would join the 
talent -laden field of profes- 
sional and amateur golfers al- 
ready set for the event. 

"It has bothered me to real- 
ize that this great tournament 
has been held in my home town 
and in the past I haven't been 
able to arrange my schedule to 
be there," Boone said in dis- 
cussing the tournament with 
officials. "This year, I'm going 
to be there and am really look- 
ing forward to it." 

The Dot artist, who has 
starred in 12 movies and had 
his own daytime and evening 
television series, said he would 
tie-in the Music City tourna- 
ment with an appearance on 
Saturday night, Oct. 12, at 
David Lipscomb, where he at- 
tended high school and college. 

"This will be the first time 
I've played golf in Nashville, 
I believe, since I used to play 
at the Percy Warner course

Pat, whose mother and father 
still live here, said he had im- 
proved his golf since then and 
now has a handicap of "about 
16, but I may be able to drop 
it to a 14."

Harpeth Hills golf club.

NASHVILLE - Monument 
Records will honor Billy Wal- 
ker with a special "Elect Billy 
Walker" promotion during Oc- 
tober and November, Steve Pon- 
cio, Monument Sales Director, 
announces. 

Plans for the special effort in- 
clude extensive advertising in 
trade and consumer publica- 
tions, distribution of giant 
Walker posters to distributors, 
retailers and radio stations and 
a radio salute tie-in with lead- 
ing C&W djs around the coun- 
try. 

Tex Davis, Monument C&W 
Promotion Director, will coor- 
dinate the promotion with the 
djs. He reports strong support 
for the Walker salute from nu- 
merous C&W outlets. Walker, 
who early in his career was fea- 
tured on hi's own radio shows 
with several stations, has main- 
tained close contact with the 
C&W radio industry through- 
out his career. 

In addition to the giant post- 
ers, "Elect Billy Walker" bump- 
er strips will be distributed to 
Billy's fans through numerous 
retailers and at personal ap- 
pearances. 

Consumer press efforts will be 
extensive, Davis said. Walker is 
featured in a full -color, cover 
story in "Country" in the Sep- 
tember issue. Several other na- 

tionally circulated publications 
have scheduled feature articles 
on Walker for late October and 
November. Additionally, several 
hundred daily and weekly news- 
papers will receive specially pre- 
pared feature articles and mats 
spotlighting Walker's notable 
career. 

Ties in with Single 
The promotion ties -in with 

the release of Walker's latest 
Monument single, "Age of Wor- 
ry" b/w "Is This Desire." 
Billy's current LP, "Billy Walk- 
er Salutes the Country Music 
Hall of Fame," promises to be 
his top -selling LP since joining 
the label, Poncio said. 

The year 1968 has been an- 
other excellent year for Walker. 
He has formed a class road 
band, the Tennessee Walkers, 
and has perfected a staged con- 
cert suitable for a broader au- 
dience, including Vegas rooms. 
(He recently completed a suc- 
cessful engagement at the Gold- 
en Nugget.) 

Walker will 'be featured in a 
full concert at Nashville's famed 
Carousel Club the last evening 
of the C&W DJ Convention. 
Monument has leased the club 
for the entire week of the con- 
vention and will host convention 
registrants each night of the 
celebration. 

Sherrill - Sutton 
Instant Houston Hit 
NASHVILLE-As is often the 

case with artists enjoying a 
long string of hits, material se- 
lection had become a pressing 
problem prior to David Hous- 
ton's latest recording date. 

The session was postponed 
several times while Houston and 
h'is Epic mentors searched for 
a song "strong" enough to 
match the young Louisianan's 
talent. Finally David, faced with 
a fast approaching PA tour that 
will keep him on the road for 
several weeks, went into the 
studio determined to make the 
best of the material available. 

After several tries at dress- 
ing up the songs selected for the 
session, the dissatisfied Epic 
helmsmen reevaluated their ef- 
forts. Finally Epic producers 
Billy Sherrill and Glenn Sutton, 
the duo responsible for several 
past Houston hits, spotted a 
melody without words in one of 
their own compositions. Before 
releasing the musicians, Sherrill 
and Sutton had them record an 
instrumental track of the song 
without Houston's voice. They 
planned to "dub" David in later 
if they could arrive at a suit- 

able set of words for the tune. 
The two men huddled in the stu- 
dio while David went to lunch 
and wrote lyrics to the melody. 

The result of their effort, ti- 
tled "Where Love Used to Live," 
is Houston's new release.

NASHVILLE - Leon Ash- 

ley, President of Ashley Tal- 
ent, announced the appoint- 
ment of Billy Wilhite to handle 
bookings for Leon Ashley, 
Margie Singleton and other 
artists associated with the 
Ashley label.
