When you live in a comparatively remote market, that is to say
away from most of the shuck on one hand and most of the action
on the other, and you're programming hard rock and the like on
the market's only alternative radio station, your sources of in-
formation are of necessity truly underground, most likely.

Anyway, that's the way it is for Robin Sherwood, who is Pro-
gram Director for rock, and sole deejay for a 12 -hour daily alter-
native segment on Seattle's KOL-FM. He gets his information on
the street, out of rock publications and from friends at other

alternative stations on the Coast. "I talk to a
lot of people," he says. "I have to be very much
a part of the community in order to know
what's going down, what music is happening
and what people want to hear. And every once
in a while I check with Ron Middag at KRBI-
FM in San Diego, and Ed Mitchell at KMYR-
FM in Denver. It's surprising how often we
find that we've gone on the same things."

KOL-FM is an automated operation, at least
for the time being, and its signal is weak, for
now. Sherwood is hoping to begin doing live
shows in the same 6 p.m. to 6 a.m. time period
soon. And there are definite plans afoot to in-
crease power, go to stereo, and construct a re-
spectable antenna atop Queen Anne Hill, the
city's highest point. But meanwhile, even with

its limited power and tiny tower in a limiting location, a recent
pulse rated the station with a .02, the top FM'er in town pulling .04.
Until the station went to this format eight months ago it was not
even a contender.

The automated operation is a handicap, Sherwood admits, but
nothing serious, and even has some advantages. "I tape two new
six hour segments every week and add them to a file of old tapes,
which are constantly shifted around. The tapes are tone cued
to a changer that plays an entire side of an LP, or 12 minutes of
it. I can't say what's going to be played, or back announce, but
the listener hears a much broader spectrum of music this way,
more than just one cut by an artist."

Sherwood also produces collage effects, combining ragas, Sa-
moan music and even Iranian sounds into brief relief breaks-be-
tween records or into and out of station breaks or commercials.
"All I care about is the flow," he elaborates. "Top 40 has to re-
flect record sales and I can't. I aim for the highest common deno-
minator, the best possible music. Ideally, I'd like to program mu-
sic that flows musically or thematically, then breaks up and flows
in another pattern. With the machines it's difficult, but sometimes
even the machines will create things of their own, put people
on a trip."

Reaction from listeners hasn't been all that strong, but Sher-
wood credits this to the fact that most of his audience knows the
station is automated. Even so, "we still get calls from people who
don't realize that it's all machines, and the calls go through to
the guys on AM and it bugs them." Mail pull is good, and Sher-
wood gets the majority of the letters addressed to the stations.

The station's promotional power was seen recently with the
enormous crowds that turned out for the Sky River Rock Festival
in the nearby logging town of Sultan. The three-day event was
plugged almost exclusively by KOL-FM, and was a complete
success, benefitting a loose coalition of several needy organiza-
tions-in the Seattle area.

Vikki Carr: Palace
At the Persian Room

NEW YORK -Liberty thrush
Vikki Carr is one of the best
belters in the business, as one
could hear at her Persian Room
opening last week (13). Or, as
it sometimes seemed, even if
one were not there.

With her volume up a good
deal of the time, the breezy,
unaffected gal chatted about
socking it to her audience, and
sometimes the effect, groggily,
was a bit as if she had, literal-
ly. Miss Carr seems to have
only two levels of performance,
low and high. Since these are
home ground, she sticks to
them, perhaps wisely; and if
the effect is occasionally a little
overwhelming, it is also rather
refreshing in this electronic age
to come upon a singer in the
vaudeville sell -it tradition who
has only a good voice.

There is no chi -chi about
Vikki. Energetic, tiny and a bit
plumper than in her last Plaza
Hotel appearance some months
ago, her Nellie Forbush cut of
this summer just growing out,
she wrapped up her tunes and
her act with dispatch. Off to a
shaky start with a stock zippy-
dippy "For Once in My Life" -
"After Today" segue, the song-

stress soon picked up with her
hit of "It Must Be Him," which,
of course, she sold to pow effect
in a somewhat restrained read-
ing that admirably counteract-
ed the hysterical lyrics ("Oh,
dear God, it must be him! .  ").
She saved herself for the later
"With Pen in Hand," appropri-
ately, turning on tears for a
moving number she obviously
felt deeply.

Outstanding Medley
Outstanding, too, was her

zesty medley, "Come Rain or
Come Shine" and "This Gal's
[Guy's] in Love with You,"
latter currently getting a work-
ing by every singer and gender
and still pretty enough to be
welcome.

Since Vikki's style harks back
to the great days of Palace bel
canto, it was only fitting that
near closing she do "After
You've Gone" and "Some of the
These Days." And some of these
days Vikki Carr is likely to
make a name for herself on the
musical comedy stage. She has
the personality and - as the
chestnut vendor across the
street from the Plaza can testi-
fy - she has the pipes. -Doug
McClelland.

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Two Beatles Movies Bow
One Stars Monkees

By DAVE FINKLE
NEW YORK - Two Beatles

movies have opened here in the
last two weeks. One of them
starred the Monkees.

Reviewed in alphabetical
order by group:

"Y ellow Submarine," the
long-awaited animated fantasy
adventure inspired by a number
of the Beatles songs, is a charm-
ing, amusing, somewhat simp-
listic but altogether beautiful
allegory of love fighting the
forces of evil in an enchanted
country called Pepperland.

What truly distinguishes this
film is the seminal art design
by Heinz Edelmann, a friend
of the Beatles from their Frank-
fort days, who, with his staff,
has created a Pandora's box of
melting, planar people, beasties
and landscapes that are end-
lessly delightful, inventive and
surprising and endlessly com-
plement and extend the Beatles
music (some -"Revolver," "Sgt
Pepper's" et cetera -songs en-
hanced by three new tunes.)

The story, credited to Lee
Minoff, Al Bordax, Jack Men-
delsohn and Erich Segal, is
simple and, in outline, deriva-
tive (of a little bit of "The
Odyssey" and a lot of "Alice in
Wonderland"), but it skirts af-
fectation while capturing the
puckish side of the Beatles'
public personae (George Har-
rison is introduced on a wave
of music from India, Ringo,
punctured by harmless arrows
has an "arrowing experience,"
the villains are the Blue Mean-
ies).

My one quarrel is with the
quality of life in Pepperland
which one assumes is the crea-
tors' and implicitly the Beatles'
idea of utopia. The populace,

continually entertained by Sgt.
Pepper's band and various
string quartets, have a rather
passive nature as if the unrip-
pled good times had lulled their
brains. Genteel and languid,
they seem in danger of petrify-
ing from perfection.

Beatles interpreters have rea-
soned that Pepperland is a state
of mind produced by marijuana
(just as the song, "Yellow Sub-
marine," had been interpreted),
and although this is most likely
not a sneaky intention in a
children's film, the Pepperland-
ians do seem to be experiencing
the same placidity (but little
of the glee) that tranquilizes
pot smokers.

This may be making too much
of an incidental drawing style.
The movie is really wonderful
-and certainly propaganda for
nothing more than an ingen-
uously naive way of love.
Extent of Beatles Involvement

A passing speculation about
the movie is the extent of the
Beatles' direct involvement with
it. They did add the new songs
(which will be included on the
Apple soundtrack due after the
first of December), lent their
spirit and probably, to their
credit, had some sort of final
approval, but aside from their
singing and a spell -breaking
live appearance at the very end,
they seem to have stayed away
from production (their voices
were supplied 'by character ac-
tors like Lance Percival). Al-
though they will get the acclaim
through an inevitable illogic of
association, it is Edelmann and
the writers who mustn't be for-
gotten.

The Monkees movie "Head"
is something else again. A curl -

ous strain of a common show
business malady has afflicted
the group. Many performers be-
gin to have career problems be-
cause they begin to believe their
good press. The Monkees have
begun to believe their bad
press.

The group, who were admit-
tedly cast by Don Kirshner and
Bert Schneider to be a TV fac-
totum of the Beatles and who
had no qualms about agreeing
to do just that, suddenly grew
sullen and pouty when they dis-
covered that their success was
looked upon as plastic by the
"serious" rock critics.

Suddenly the four Monkees
(who, not so incidentally, don't
use the Monkees moniker any-
where in their film) began to
feel victimized by their musical
creators and and decided that,
in being forced to be merely (?)
entertaining, 'boyish TV Beatles,
they were being kept from what
they most wanted to be: real -
life Beatles, complete with au-
tonomy on their music, cele-
brity among the hip and ac-
claim from the critics.

And so off they went to India,
where they acquired arrogance
and off they went to the feature

film studios where they have
produced a bitter, up -dating of
"A Hard Day's Night," a
dream-like (or, considering the
title, a trip -like) fantasy about
the suffocating, ultimately sui-
cidal experiences of a rock
group not allowed their free-
dom.

Precocious and Clever
The movie, which in many

ways, is a spit in the trade eye,
is precocious and clever on some
levels, but basically charm-
less and self-pitying. Being
chosen for and guided to fame
and then jumping off bridges
about it is an old Hollywood
cliche and, while it may console
audiences who aren't rich and
famous, it doesn't entertain
them. And it especially doesn't
entertain the audience whom
the Monkees most appeal to.

In trying to be the Beatles,
the Monkees have overlooked
two things: 1) being the Bea-
tles means essentially being
yourself and not trying to be
someone else, and 2) the Beatles
rarely take themselves serious-
ly.

In making their movie, the
Monkees have been careful
(ironically) to insert music at
approximately 10 minute inter-
vals, and it is good, eclectic,
commercial rock. Colgems will
insure the soundtrack shortly.

As we re-
view the in-

creasing number of albums re-
leased for the discriminating
jazz fan, we find that there is
a de -emphasis on swing and
cooking.

Cooking, which has been the
foundation of jazz from the
years when the Dixieland boys
were applying their one -two -
one -two beats to the unbeliev-
able upsetting and frantic pace
of Paul Gonzalves at Newport
when he stomped through for-
ty choruses, seems to be on the
downgrade.

I am well aware of the trend
for the A & R men who have
signed lucrative contracts with
record companies which de-
mand their coming up with hit
after hit. I do not condemn
them. Nor do I argue with the
musicians who have found the
snug confines of the recording
studio able to supply them
with the kind of bread that al-
lows them to live in the sub-
urbs. But the jazz fan is being
ignored, especially those who
dig cooking.

How can we forget so quick-
ly the early Blue Note sessions
when Jimmy Smith was paired
with such cookers as Jackie
McClean, Lee Morgan, Art
Blakey, Lou Donaldson and
others. In a free wheeling ses-
sion these jazz men gave us
some memorable sides that still
burn and contain the fantastic
magic of communication.

Still with Jimmy, with all of
his success, and we are again

not knocking his best-selling
tunes, but you have to look
pretty far to find a comparison
to his first recording of "The
Champ."

Some Real Cookers
What about the band of Diz-

zy Gillespie of a few years
ago? There were some real
cookers in that group . . . Lee
Morgan , Benny Golson, Melba
Liston, Patty Brown and
others. The band was there to
cook and cook they did. When
Quincy took over the band, the
band continued to cook.

When Eddie "Lockjaw" Da-
vis and Johnny Griffin headed
their group with Junior Mance
on piano, the front line of two
tenor men gave us one of the
most exciting groups ever seen
in jazz. Night after night and
across the country, jazz fans
waited to see who was going to
be the cooker of the cookers.
There were many arguments
(I know, I lost and won a few
myself) on who was cooking
the best.

Sonny Stitt and Gene Am-
mons also had a cooking group.
Here were two masters and two
poets able to swing and paint
pastel colors with their bal-
lads.

I recall when Yusef Lateef
was with Cannon ball there
were nights of pure, unadult-
erated magic When these two
superb sax men took turns ex-
changing choruses. Many
nights we sat listening to their
varied and slashing attacks
and the room rocked with beau-
tiful love.

The famous Monday nights
at Birdland were the setting
for three or four saxophonists
and a like number of trumpets
who thrived on the friendly and
spirited contest between each
other. You were able to sit back
and rally your man on. And
then for hours after, you and
your buddy argued the merits
of your favorite musicology
over the other.

Labels Not Afraid
What was really important,

however, was that the record
companies were not afraid to re-
cord these triumphal meetings.

Indeed, in many cases these
cooking sessions were histori-
cal, for many came off by ac-
cident.

We can understand the
Changes. And certainly we have
not reached the stage of being
middle aged and comfortable or
middle aged and frightened.
We dig change. But change for
change's sake is out of the
question.

I must hold onto some of my
past. If not, I have no point of
reference for the future.

And When I hear some of the
present fumbling attempts of
jazz musicians who are forced
to recreate R & B hits forsak-
ing their jazz, it is a crass and
inhuman and an injustice.

In an album of 10 cuts, I can-
not for the life of me under-
stand why I can't have one or
two tracks of straight out and
out cooking. Cooking, comping,
chomping and stomping are
what make jazz swing. So until
our present group of A & R
men realize this, I'll have to
keep my present collection of
albums, free of dust, scratches
and bruises and cook by my-
self.

their recorded success with
mass -media and personal ap-
pearances," said Farrell.
Headquartered on Both Coasts

The entertainment complex
will have headquarters on both
coasts. Farrell will be able to
devote extensive time to each
act as it is developed, using the
creative and generative power
of his company in producing
and publishing.

The Wes Farrell Organiza-
tion includes Coral Rock Pro-
ductions, Pocketful of Tunes
(BMI), Every Little Tune
(ASCAP) and Senate Records,
distributed by ABC Records.
Farrell estimates that during
the next fiscal year his company
will account for the sale of
2,000,000 albums and 10,000,000
singles. Those artists signed to
the Wes Farrell Office include
the Cowsills, the Everly Broth-
ers, Every Mother's Son, the
Beacon St. Union, the Brooklyn
Bridge, the Trout and the
Bubble Gum Machine.

Farrell has already begun a
preliminary phase of the "star -
shell" program with a major
drive on publishing for Pocket-
ful of Tunes copyrights, fea-
turing writer -producer Tony
Romeo, writer of "Poor Baby"
and "Indian Lake," top 10 hits
for the Cowsills. In order to
create greater exposure for
Romeo, a 48 -page color slick

folio of his compositions will
be distributed to film and TV
producers as well as major mu-
sic industry outlets. Farrell
himself is well versed in writ-
ing and publishing, having writ-
ten and published "Hang On
Sloopy" (with the late Bert
Berns), "Boys" (recorded by
the Beatles and featuring
Ringo's first vocal), "I'll Make
All Your Dreams Come True,"
"Let's Lock The Door," "Come
a Little Bit Closer," "Look
What You've Done," "Let's
Start All Over Again" and
"Come On Down To My Boat."
Stresses Building Name Power

Farrell, who knows how to
write a melody, is convinced of
his "starshell" theme. He
stresses "building the name -
power of an act so that each
record release is guaranteed
substantial sales at the very
least. A name act can then
logically extend its recorded
success into motion picture and
television appearances."

"To create and implement the
`starshell' concept requires
companies in the music, film
and television fields that are
autonomous but cooperative. It
requires 'team independence'
that allows each company to
pursue its objectives effectively
to make the `starshell' a real-
ity," says Farrell.

And how bright is the star -
shell going to shine?

"As bright as the coming
third year for our company,"
says Farrell.

and he will seek to maintain the
already strong rapport 'he has
built, over the years, with these
elements.

Initially, the new firm ex-
pects to complete contract ar-
rangements with a number of
key labels, for the release of a
number of bright new pop and
jazz talents. Pacts with at
least 10 leading companies are
to be announced within a fort-
night, 'he said.

Planning Own Label
Beyond this, negotiations are

now underway for the organi-
zation of the firm's own label to
be operated on a joint owner-
ship basis with a major com-
pany.

It's also envisioned that the
Thiele organization will con-
tract to produce artists already
contracted to other labels. A
brisk master acquisition pro-
gram will also be a part of the
operation under which masters
will be assigned for releasing
rights to other labels.

Yet another project to be un-
dertaken involves the negotia-
tion of a contract in the U. S.

for release of Thiel's own New
Happy Times Orchestra, previ-
ously released here on the Im-
pulse label. His original LP
with this band out here on Im-
pulse, will now be issued in
England by EMI. Thiele plans
to fly to London early in Janu-
ary to attend a gala press re-
ception to be staged by EMI to
launch the album. Later, he'll
fly on to France where he'll
attend the MIDEM convention
in Cannes.

Prior to opening his new
company, Thiele was associa-
ted for seven years with ABC
Records as executive producer.
He was also A & R chief for
the ABC -affiliated Impulse jazz
line, where he was responsible
for highly successful outings
by Albert Ayler, the late John
Coltrane and more recently, the
new West Coast guitarist, Mel
Brown.

In straight pop, Thiele
brought about a major come-
back for Frankie Laine on ABC,
starting with Laine's single of
"I'll Take Care of Your Cares."
