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Lavish Promo Campaign Launches
25 -Day Tony Bennett Tour

One of the most lavish pro-
motion campaigns in entertain-
ment history will herald the
25 -day personal appearance tour
of Tony Bennett which will be
launched March 3 at Lincoln
Center in New York.

After signing with Ken Rob-
erts of University Concert Pro-
ductions, Inc., Bennett and
Roberts, in cooperation with
Columbia Records, agreed to
allocate a budget in excess of
$100,000 for an all-out adver-
tising, promotion and publicity
campaign that will achieve
saturation for the series of
one-night stands which will
circle the country.

Also involved are Joe Pet-
ralia, Bennett's personal rec-
ord promotion man, and Rogers,
Cowan & Brenner, his press
representatives.

The importance attached by
both Bennett and Roberts to
heavy promotion is evidenced
by their New York date where
well over $20,000 will be spent
to attract attention to the Lin-
coln Center date alone. Five
weeks prior to March 3 they
contracted for the huge bill-
board above the Palace Thea-
ter, an unprecedented eye-
catcher in advance of a one-
night stand.

Besides the $5,900 spent for
the few weeks' display, which

features an enormous portrait
of Tony, a full -page ad has al-
ready appeared in the Sunday
(N.Y.) Times and another is
scheduled for the Daily News.
This will be followed by one
in the New York Post, as well
as a TV .and radio campaign,
contests with WNEW posters,
flyers and other' attention -get-
ters.

This type of blockbuster cam-
paign sets the pattern for the
moveover to the Westchester
County Center in White Plains;
Seton Hall in New Jersey; and
all other dates which will criss-
cross the country from Coast
to Coast.

With the Columbia recording
star headlining the tour, bal-
ance of package will feature
the Duke Ellington Orchestra
and comedian Jack E. Leonard,
a combination which came
about through Bennett's per-
sonal choice.

Following the March 3
launching, Bennett leaves for a
10 -day tour of the British Isles,
after which he returns for a
week's stint at Philadelphia's
Latin Casino (March 29
through April 4), resuming for
Roberts April 5 in White
Plains. With only three days
off, he then begins his 15th re-
turn engagement at the Copa
on May 23.

Kapp Singles, LPs Rate
NEW YORK-Kapp Records

is currently enjoying a new
peak of promotional activity
that is reflected in correspond-
ing singles reaction in air play
and sales, according to Gene
Armond, National Promotion
Director of Kapp Records, and
Sid Schaffer, Sales Vice Presi-
dent.

Armond indicated that it was
evident that Kapp was cover-
ing the market from one perim-
eter to the other, ranging from
the top 40 to good music areas,
including all areas of R&B. He
related the promotion depart-
ment's activity directly to the
showing Kapp has made with
four singles currently on top
40 play lists or bidding for top
40 attention, and others mov-
ing significantly.

New album product released
during and since the January
distrib sales convention has now
reached a level that places
United Artists Records in its
strongest market position in
several years, according to Da-
vid Greenman, National Album
Sales Manager.

Greenman noted that the
rapidly developing sales action
occurs just prior to the com-
pany's gala 10th anniversary
celebration, to be held March
13-16 in Miami Beach, imme-
diately preceding the annual
NARM convention there.

Of particular note at the mo-
ment is the label's first album
by Britain's hottest new group,
Traffic, originally scheduled for
March release during the forth-
coming convention but now
tabbed for rush release. Titled
"Mr. Fantasy," the album has
been serviced this week afterinitial distributor demand
brought about one of the fast-
est album processing jobs in
United Artists' history - less
than 10 days from receipt of
British tapes to first deliveries
of the product in California.
San Francisco has already re-

ordered three times in one day,
Greenman said, and simmering
excitement has now reached a
national spread status.

Two other groups are keep-
ing UA's promo and sales staff
busy across the country. The
fieldmen report a strong initial
impact for the recently released
debut album of the Hassles,
the label's new American
group, with a similar pattern
shaping up for "Spencer Davis
Greatest Hits," latest set by
the British group.

Promotion Focus
All three of these groups are

to be the focus of special pro-
motions immediately upcoming.
The Hassles are being feted at
trade, press, and deejay re-
ceptions in New York, Phila-
delphia, and other cities begin-
ning Monday (19), with strong
follow-up promo efforts al-
ready in the planning stage.
The label considers the group
to be a major new acquisition,
and the merchandising drive
will be commensurate with this
thinking.

Both Traffic and the Spencer
Davis Group will arrive in the
states shortly for separate
tours. Traffic is expected in'
mid -March and will open on
the West Coast, while the Da-
vis crew is due March 23 for

an extensive round of college
concerts. The label will tie in
a number of local promo drives
in connection with the vari-
ous dates on these two tours.

On Instrumental Front
On the instrumental front,

veteran maestro Leroy Holmes
and guitar master Al Caiola
are both scoring with new
product. Holmes, who recently
made a dramatic return to the
charts with his album of "A
Few Dollars More," has a
strong follow-up with " 'The
Good, The Bad and the Ugly'
And Other Motion Picture
Themes," which is grabbing
especially fast rack action. Al
Caiola's "It Must Be Him," the
artist's first album to be pro-
duced by A&R chief Henry
Jerome, is the biggest among
recent Cajole releases.

Finally, UA's Veep label has
a winner with "The Best of
Anthony and the Imperials,
Volume II." Like Volume I in
the series, the album includes
"Goin' Out Of My Head," a
title currently attaining "stand-
ard" status via its widespread
popularity.

Steve And Eydie Make
'Golden Rainbow' Sparkle

NEW YOR K-Contrary to
what you may have read else-
where, Steve Lawrence and
Eydie Gorme are putting on
a brashly enjoyable show in the
new musical, "Golden Rain-
bow." True, it's not "My Fair
Lady," but then neither was
"Gypsy."

Based on a TV hour that be-
came a Broadway play that
became a movie with Frank
Sinatra and Edward G. Robin-
son ("A Hole in the Head"),
the new incarnation presents
Steve as the chiseling owner
of a floundering, dinky Las
Vegas hotel called the Golden
Rainbow and his Missus in
Edward G.'s role. Obviously,
the latter part has been recon-
ceived to suit Eydie. Instead of
the clothing manufacturer
brother of the loser hero, this
character is now a Lord & Tay-
lor buyer in Hughesville to
check on the care widower
Lawrence, her late sister's
husband, is giving his son
(Scott Jacoby).

Wrapped in thigh -high white
boots and fur coat that would
probably surprise Lord & Tay-
lor, Eydie arrives in Vegas
looking like a North Pole ex-
pedition dropout. However,
Steve, up to his lobby Coke
machine in debt, soon thaws
her out. He woos her into
handing over $5,000 from 'his
son's trust fund, quickly losing
it at the gambling tables. If
you think this would preclude
a happy ending, you would
likely be right; but that didn't
stop librettist Ernest Kinoy
from providing one. Albeit un-
easily so.

(Maybe it's me, but-the fea-
tured song "Taste" notwith-
standing-I personally had a
difficult time dispatching the
bad taste acquired in having
to root for the romance of a
hero and heroine who are not
only irresponsible and waspish.
respectively, but also in-laws.
And having his son - her
nephew-forlornly watch them
suddenly go off for a night on
the town for a first act curtain
did not leave me warmed with
'expectation.)

Happily, the meantime offers
some surprisingly durable
Borscht Belt gags well deliv-
ered by Lawrence, who moves
about a stage with grace, and,
especially, Miss Gorme, who
has the wryest lines and tosses
them off like darts. Their supe-

rior vocal talents hardly need
reaffirming at this date, and the
current project - their Broad-
way bow together-has been so
devised as to take them not
too far from familiar night
club ground.

Outstanding Numbers
Outstanding are the two

numbers they do together, the
brightly choreographed, 1930s-
ish "For Once in Your Life,"
done with the male dancers;
and the Concord -campy "Des-
ert Moon"/"All in Fun," or,
Fun on a Desert Tryst.

They have their big solos,
too, like "I've Got to Be Me"
(Steve) and "How Could I Be
So Wrong" (Edyie). They also
have a 15 or 20 -minute respite
at the beginning of the second
act when a mock Vegas
pageant -in -pasties is presented
called "The Fall of Babylon."
This number goes along amus-
ingly until, a quarter of the
way through, on bounds a
Veloz & Yolanda -type dance
specialty that brings Babylon
lugubriously to an early fall.

Star of the Year?

BERLIN -18-Year-old Gre-
cian beauty Vicky who is
Philips, Germany's "Big Young
Star," interrupted a sensational
TV tour of Japan with her
producer - father - artist Leo
Leandros and A&R Chief of
Philips, Germany, Wolfgang
Kretszchmar, when they heard
that Vicky's song, "L'Amour
est Bleu" (Love is Blue), with
which Vicky won the Grand
Prix in Eurovision last year
representing Luxemburg, was
breaking in the USA with Paul
Mauriat and Al Martino.

Philips flew Vicky from
Japan to Canada, where she
did numerous TV appearances
with her English recording of
"Love is Blue," and the flip
side, "Dance with Me Until
Tomorrow," now riding high on
the German and European
charts, which Vicky recorded
in the London studios of Brit-
ish Philips.

Andre Popp, the composer of
"Love is Blue," of Paris, origin-
ally wrote his hit song,
"L'Amour est Bleu," for Vicky
to sing on the Eurovision Net-
work Television contest.

Vicky appeared on the first
European Color Eurovision TV
show with Bert Kaempfert, Al
Martino, Hildegard Knef and
Maha.lia Jackson just last sum-
mer. She sings in many lan-
guages, and is also an all -

around performer. Vicky was
born on the isle of Corfu
(Greece) on Aug. 23, 1949, and
moved to Hamburg with her
parents at 9.

Vicky's records have already
sold in the millions in Europe
and the Far East. She is ver-
satile, and can vary her mood
and interpretation of a song,
adopting the characteristics of
the language, so that she can
deliver the French sound of an
Edith Piaf, the British sound
of a Dusty Springfield and the
dramatic outburst with the
control and excitement of a
Barbra Streisand.

Many of
these albums
held impor-
tant 'historical
significance
and now that
they are back,
the reception
should be one
of great en-
thusiasm.

They have been brightly re-
packaged and decked out with
new liner notes. This is most
important since most repackag-
ing does not include up-to-date
liners and much of the signifi-
cance of the works is lost by
the faijure to update the edi-
torial copy.

Mickey Wallach of ABC, who
is now handling the national
promotion of ABC's other jazz
arm, Impulse, assures us that
a vast advertising and mer-
chandising program is planned
to push all of their album lines
including jazz.

This is indeed good news!
Our weekly sermons are gen-
erally directed towards more
promotion, and it is good to
know that finally someone up
there is beginning to get the
message.

Noteworthy Albums
Among the more noteworthy

albums is "Mighty Monk/The-
lonius Monk." Recorded in 1956
with Ernie Henry on alto,
Sonny Rollins, tenor, Oscar
Pettiford, bass and Max Roach,
drums, this album carries
greater value in view of the
passing of Henry and Petti-
ford. "Bemsha Swing" and

"Brilliant Corners" are among
the highlights.

"This Is Wes/Wes Montgom-
ery" was originally titled "Boss
Guitar." For fans who are just
now becoming aware of Wes,
there is delight in hearing Wes
in a more swinging context.
Wes' guitar is sparking and
flowing throughout. "Besame
Mucho" and "Canadian Sunset"
are miniature classics.

"Bill Evans Live at the Vil-
lage Vanguard" is notable, too.
This pianist, considered by
some to be the best jazz pianist
in the business, stretches out
beautifully here. The album
also carries additional rewards
since the work of the late Scott
LaFaro, just beginning to
gain acceptance, is included.
"Gloria's Step" and "Alice in
Wonderland" are among the
best cuts.

'Sef Gains Recognition
"This Is Yusef/Yusef

Lateef" is offered; and it
seems strange that after some
20 years, `Sef is just now be-
ginning to gain recognition.
This seems to be par for most
jazz musicians. Here is 'Sef on
tenor, oboe and flute, display-
ing his mastery as one of the
finest jazz artists around today.
His oboe sings clearly in "I'm
Just a Lucky So and So," while
"Salt Water Blues" has him
deeply immersed in the blues.

Charlie Byrd - of "Guitar
Artistry"-has possibly most
of his best works on the River-
side label. Here in this "Art-
istry" album he is dutifully at
work with Keter Betts on bass
and Buddy Deppenschmidt on
drums. Byrd has a way of mak-
ing you listen to rather than
at him. "Nice Work If You Can
Get It" and "Taking a Chance
on Love" are standouts.

"Moonbeams" and Bill Evans
Bill Evans is further repre-

sented on "Polka Dots and
Moonbeams" with Chuck Is-
raels on bass and Paul Motian

The successful individual
dealing with established cor-
porations can elect to take ad-
vantage of deferred compensa-
tion arrangements. In these
instances, the performer is lim-
iting the compensation he will
receive in the current year, and
spreading the remainder over
future years where it is antici-
pated that his total compensa-
tion will be at lower levels.
Any arrangement of this type
must be advantageously worked
out in contract form by the at-
torney. The performer and his
advisors must very carefully
select with whom they make
this kind of deal. If there are
any strings tied to these de-
ferred funds, such as placing
them in trust or in a special
bank account, the government
can deem it "constructive re-
ceipt" and tax this income in
the original year it was set
aside.

Thus it is imperative that
deferred compensation arrange-
ments be made only with com-
panies that are expected to be
solvent and very much in busi-
ness over the life of the ar-
rangement.

Other Types of Transactions
The rapid growth of the in-

dustry has given rise to other
types of transactions of which
the business advisor must be
aware. This industry is run on
talent; thus the talented indi-
vidual who has built a small or
middle sized publishing, record
or production corporation is
constantly being sought by the
larger companies. The possibil-
ity of selling the client's com-
pany for beneficial capital
gains tax treatment as well as
securing a long term personal
service contract should never
be overlooked by the account-
ant. The fickle nature and con-
stantly changing tastes of the
audience to which the pop in-
dustry caters dramatizes the
ultimate benefit to an individ-
ual of selling his company at
the peak of his success. This
assures him a capital gain and
the security of a fixed salary
over a projected number of
years.

Tax leverage and available
cash also lead to deals from the
buyers' point of view. Aside
from procuring the talent of a
successful individual as out-
lined above, the purchaser also
gains certain other advantages.
In an acquisition, the costs of
purchasing copyrights or mas-
ters are subject to depreciation
over the useful life of the prop-

erty. Thus an investment in
good copyrights with potential
earnings also offers a tax write-
off that can over the period of
years recover a significant por-
tion of the purchase price. Fur-
thermore, such investments,
while procuring valuable prop-
erties as well as tax write-offs,
also will deter a successful firm
from coming under the penalty
provisions of the accumulated
earnings tax. The problem of
accumulated earnings is one
that must be watched carefully
due to the high rate of profits
that can result from a string of
big hits.

The specialized audit of rec-
ord companies and publishers
on behalf of the artist, writer
or producer is a specific func-
tion of the music accountant.
In the middle and late '50s, as
the industry went through rap-
id expansion the audit of rec-
ord companies, verifying the
accuracy of royalty payments
became very prevelant. These
audits disclosed that many of
the early contracts of artists
lacked certain specifics which
led to many disputes. The con-
cept of "free goods" and
whether or not royalties were
due on these records was often
a serious element of contention.
The "replacement cost" of an
LP with or without a charge
for jacket costs and the extent
of the charge was another item
which often led to controversy.

As the industry moved into
the '60s and up to the current
time, trade practices established
themselves into more definite
patterns. Along with the grow-
ing importance of independent
producers and the lessons
learned from the vagaries high-
lighted by audits, contracts
have become much more spe-
cific. In many instances they
spell out the trade practices
eliminating most questions re-
lating to the computation of
royalty payments.

The accountant specializing
in the music field, to success-
fully fulfill his own roll, must
constantly correlate his client's
position to the changes that
occur in the tax structure of
the economy and the volatile
trends of the music world.

Fur-
thermore, there is a possibility
that if it goes well, it will go
on the air in February of '69
as a permanent (or as perma-
nent as these things ever are
evening fixture.

The summer series will have
