You Can't See the Profits
For the Squeeze

Two weeks ago in an editorial titled "The Stereo Single-
Key to a Price Increase," RECORD WORLD pointed out that only
3% of all the singles records released in any given year make
the charts. We also pointed out that the profit margin on sin-
gles, because of production, pressing and distributing costs,
was extremely slim.

You might be surprised to know how slim.
Respecting the confidence in which this information was

given, we cannot reveal the source, but we can say that the
following figures come from one of the most outstandingly
successful singles labels in the entire industry.

On a successful single, wholesaling at a price between 30
and 40 cents, this source makes approximately 30% profit, or
one thin dime, on each successful single sold. However-and
you'd better sit down for this one-the cost of supporting
unsuccessful singles, that hovering 97%-trims the profit
margin on successful singles to two cents.

Repeat: two cents.
Is there anyone who now says that the record industry

doesn't need a price increase on singles? Is there anyone who
now denies that the stereo single is the only way to get this
price increase?

Here are two quotes from two important industry figures,
giving their views on the stereo single.

First:
"Everything else in this country has gone up in price. But

not us, not the record industry. We're so concerned about
volume that we've forgotten about profits. You want to talk
about volume? Sure-go into a department store, a five and
dime, and watch them selling the top 10-I mean the top 10-
singles for 50 cents a throw. That's volume, all right. With
volume ilke that who needs to file for bankruptcy? Yes, I'm
in favor of increasing the price on singles, and if the stereo
single is the way to do it then it should be done."

And :
"Speaking for myself, I'm all in favor of the stereo single.

It would give the industry a shot in the arm. And it would
be especially important for the stereo radio stations. The buy-
er could hear on his home phonograph what he hears on the
air. He'd be getting more for his money. I think the industry
should get more for their money."

This testimony, plus the blood -curdling figure of the two -
cent profit, underscores our call for an immediate, industry-
wide conversion to the stereo single, with a price increase.
RECORD WORLD will continue to urge this conversion until it is
accomplished-until the industry gets back from singles all
the time, effort and dollars they put into it-until "you can't
see the profits for the squeeze" is corrected.

Beatles -Best -Playboy Suit May
Bring One Beatle to N.Y.C.

NEW YORK - One of the
Beatles may be in this city
on or before April 18 to appear
before the Supreme Court of
New York in the continuing
legal action of Peter Best vs.

zine.

The Best allegation is that
his professional reputation was
damaged by a Beatle remark in
a 1965 Playboy interview.

Suit was filed in New York
State, where the Beatles con-
test they can not legally be
charged because of having no
business ties here.

On Feb. 16, Justice Irving
L. Levey called for the appear-
ance of at least one Beatle
"with knowledge of the facts"
in order for the Court to deter-
mine whether the Beatles'
counter claim is valid.

The alternative to the New
York trip is arrangements for
meetings of the concerned
parties elsewhere with the
Beatles picking up transporta-
tion tabs.

Frederic Gershon, attorney
for Best, said last week he had
no indication what action the
Beatles would take.

Some Eyebrow -Raisers
Among Oscar Nominations

HOLLYWOOD -- Eyebrows
were raised as far as the back
of the neck over some of the
Oscar nominations in music
categories announced in the
long list last week.

Especially puzzling were the
nominations for best song,
which included "The Bare Ne-
cessities" from "The Jungle
Book" by the Sherman Broth-
ers; "The Eyes of Love" from
"Banning" by Quincy Jones
and Bob Russell; "The Look of
Love" from "Casino Royale"
by Burt Bachrach and Hal
David; "Talk to the Animals"
from "Doctor Dolittle" by Les-
lie Bricusse; and "Thoroughly
Modern Millie" by Sammy Chan
and James Van Heusen.

After overlooking "To Sir,
With Love" in the initial list of
10 songs, the Academy also
seemed intent on excluding the
other ditties that made the
most impact on the public over
the year.

"The Happening," a number
one chart song despite its ap-
pearance in an unsuccessful
film, was eliminated, as was "In
the Heat of the Night," with
which Ray Charles scored.
(Quincy Jones composed this
ditty, too, with Marilyn and
Alan Bergman.) Henry Man-
cini, a perennial favorite, failed
to get a final nod for "Two for
the Road," possibly because
Leslie Bricusse provided the
lyrics and was winning votes
for his "Dr. Dolittle" song.

Of the songs nominated only
"The Look of Love" and "Thor-
oughly Modern Millie" have
clicked commercially so far.

Held Against Them?

The rock orientation of "The
Happening" and "In the Heat
of the Night" seems to be the
reason the Academy bypassed
them.

"Best original Music score"
nominees include Lalo Schifrin
for "Cool Hand Luke," Leslie
Bricusse for "Doctor Dolittle,"
Richard Rodney Bennett for
"Far from the Madding
Crowd," Quincy Jones for "In
Cold Blood" and Elmer Bern-
stein for "Thoroughly Modern
Millie."

Dr. Barnard Discusses Heart
Transplant in London Package

The dramatic story of heart
transplant surgery will be told
in a special, two -LP package
featuring Dr. Christian Bar-
nard, pioneer of the revolution-
ary new field of surgery. Joint
announcement of the release
was made this week by Marty
Wargo, Director of Administra-
tion for London Records, which
will issue the package in the
United States; and Albie Ven-
ter of Brigadier Records of
South Africa, producer of the
recording.

The deluxe, box -packaged set
spotlights Dr. Barnard as the
moderator of a roundtable dis-
cussion of how the surgery is
performed. The panel comprises
Barnard's top colleagues in the
heart transplant operations.

Examined in detail are such
aspects of the surgery as the
selection of donor and patient,
the problems of matching tissue
and blood types, and the roles
of pathologists, anesthesiolo-
gists and other specialists, in
addition to the step-by-step
basics of the operation itself.

The recording is being mar-
keted through the world-wide
facilities of The Decca Record
Company Ltd. of England,
parent company of the Ameri-
can London firm. British Dec-
ca's international release rights
were obtained through the com-
pany's South African affiliate,
Galo Records.

The album was produced by
Venter on Jan. 12 at the Cape -
town Medical School, part of
the Groote Schuur Hospital
complex where Dr. Bernard's
heart transplant operations
have been conducted.

All proceeds from the sale
of the package, which will
carry a suggested list of $11.58
here, are earmarked for the
Chris Barnard Fund for Sur-
gical Research. The fund is be-
ing used to underwrite the
cost of establishing complete
heart transplant research facil-
ities in Capetown. It is expected
that eventually the fund will
make possible the international
exchange of doctors from many
countries of the world, who will
come to Capetown to learn of
the latest techniques in this
form of surgery. In other cases,
visits by South African physi-
cians and surgeons to research
centers in other countries will
also be financed.

In Special Box for U.S.

The U. S. release will be
packaged in a specially de-

signed box, with detailed liner
notes written by Dr. Barnard
himself included as a four -page
flyleaf. A full -color photograph
of Dr. Barnard will appear on
the cover of the box.

Although the release of the
album was to be aimed primar-
ily at a professional and edu-
cational market, experience
within South Africa itself has
already indicated that a sub-
stantial consumer market exists
as well.

In consequence, the London
release here will be aimed at
not only the primary but the
consumer market as well,
through distribution in record
stores and prime retail book
locations. Of unique interest is
the fact that the set is expected
to be made available to selected
manufacturing and service
companies for presentation as
an institutional offering to cus-
tomers, clients, and business
associates. London officials feel
that the historic significance of
the package makes it ideal for
this purpose.

Blood, Sweat & Tours

group Blood, Sweat and Tears
has embarked on a nine -city
cross-country personal appear-
ance tour to promote its debut
Col album, "Child Is Father
to the Man."

In each city the group visits,

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Minding the Store

The College Market for Records
By JACK GROSSMAN

The Top 100 album charts and
record industry sales figures in
general have been influenced by
the new consumer demand on
the nation's campuses. What is
the college buyer like, and why
has he become a power in the
last few years? To provide the
answers, Jack Grossman, Presi-
dent of Merco Enterprises, Inc.,
has written the following article
specifically for Record World.
Merco is one of the largest rec-
ord suppliers and merchandisers
in the country. Through its
wholly -owned subsidiary, Merco
/Collegiate Record Corp., Merco
has made heavy inroads into the
college market. Of the estimated
500 campus record outlets in the
United States, Merco/Collegiate
services more than 300.

In his article, Grossman
traces the development of the
campus record outlet, what it
stocks and why, and delves into
"the forgotten buyer," the ste-
reo tape cartridge, and the role
of the record supplier in mer-
chandising records on campus.

The substantial increase in
the size and volume of college
stores during the past few
years marks that type of retail
outlet as one of the great
growth areas for record sales.

In many locations, the book-
store has become a multi -level
operation with air-conditioning,
escalators and as many as 100
employees. This is a result of
several factors. College cam-
puses have been physically ex-
tended to the point where the
student is often remote from
the town stores. In additon,
students have to spend more
and more time in study and
have less opportunity to visit
shopping centers. Colleges
have to provide more of the
students' needs in the readily
accessible college store.

Today, many college stores
have become self-service
"junior" department stores and
are centrally located in the
student union building. Col-
lege store profits often amor-
tize the bond issue for the
building. An indication of
their volume is their book
sales-more at retail than all
other shops combined - about
$250,000,000 worth in 1965, an
inncrease of 83 per cent in the
five years since 1960. College
enrollment during the same pe-
riod jumped 56 per cent.

An ever-increasing propor-

tion of the college stores' total
sales is in "quality merchan-
dise," and more and more man-
agers are discovering that it's
the high -volume, big traffic
items such as recordings that
can make the difference in their
business. We estimate that
there are approximately 500
college bookstores which carry
recordings today out of a poten-
tial of at least 1,000. These
facts alone should indicate the
booming business that can and
will be done in this special-
ized market over the next few
years.

The advent of record depart-
ments in college bookstores is
of surprisingly recent vintage.
a development of the last few
years. There are still many
stores in which the problem of
space, combined with an adverse
attitude on the part of univer-
sity authorities, makes it impos-
sible for store managers to
carry records. This situation,
however, is changing rapidly.

While approximately 50 per
cent of the recordings sold in
college bookstores are the same
as those sold anywhere, the re-
maining half differs radically
from the product to be found in
the average non -scholastic re-
tail record outlet. The collegiate
inventory is deeper in classical,
jazz, spoken word, folk, educa-
tional and language LPs than
would ordinarly be found in
collections of similar size off
campus.

In the pop field, such groups
as Jefferson Airplane, the
Beatles, Lovin' Spoonful, Mamas
& Papas, Rolling Stones, the
Supremes, Bob Dylan, Simon &
Garfunkel and the Vanilla
Fudge are particularly strong in
college stores.

Soundtracks Big Sellers
Among the biggest sellers are

motion picture soundtracks.
Broadway shows rarely become
major items unless the score it-
self is outstanding or there is
a tour of the national company.
The fastest building product
group is in the budget priced
classical area.

In the popular field, the stu-
dents want current recordings
by their favorites and are will-
ing to pay full price for them.
Accessories are generaly diffi-
cult to display due to the space
problem, but brushes and cloths
as well as needles and carrying
cases, more than pay for them-
selves when they can be stocked
in the department.

College bookstores should be
serviced either weekly or on al-
ternate weeks. This is a key fac-
tor in the college field. It's an
area where tastes change very
rapidly and the bookstore man-
ager requires constant protec-
tion from "obsolescence." He
must have the records that his
student customers want, as soon
as they want them. If he can't
get this kind of service, and a
student goes elsewhere for his
recordings, a buying pattern
is broken and a long-term cus-
tomer lost.

Stereo tape cartridges so far
have not become an important
factor on campus due to the
need for more player units,
confusion on standards and high
cost. However, the potential is
probably greater at the college
level than it is in the general
population. Once the problems
are solved, we look forward to a
big increase in tape sales on
campus.

Unique Labeling System
Actual space in many of

these departments is very small
and it is impossible for most of
the stores to have a full-time
record man. As a result, rack
merchandisers must take care
of the inventory, supply ad
mats and promotions and see
to it that all stock is current.
To help us provide al of these
services, we employ a unique
labeling system-each category
has its own colored price label.
The dividers in the display bins
are handed in a matching shade.
In this manner, even after al-
bums have been moved around
by browsers. they can be sorted
into the proper categories
quickly and the stock replen-
ished where necessary.

An overlooked buyer on cam-
pus is the faculty member. In
addition to being collectors and
in many instances unusually
heavy record buyers, today's
college faculty are a far cry
from the threadbare, stereotype
of the '40s and '50s. They are
well paid and more than will-
ing to dig deep for the jazz and
classical albums they want. In
many cases, they represent the
volume that makes the differ-
ence between a profitable col-
lege department and a margin-
al operation.

For a great many small, eso-
teric labels and occasionally a
larger manufacturer who has
a heavy catalog of jazz or folk
or classical albums that are
slow movers, these college

stores are a much needed out-
let. In some instances, where
the college is isolated and the
student would be unable to buy
records if they were not in his
bookstore, these college sales
are new volume that would
have otherwise been lost to the
record industry.

While there are regional dif-
ferences in what records are
sold in college bookstores,
country music does not sell
well on campus, even in the
South and Southwest.

Brooklyn College Typical
Brooklyn College has a typi-

cal campus book store. Al-
though they handled records
for 10 or 15 years on an occa-
sional, promotional basis, rec-
ords became a "serious" item
two years ago when we started
to service them. Theirs was a
problem of a lack of space and
at the same time they were
under a tremendous amount of
pressure from students and
faculty to carry records. They
were delighted with our merch-
andising program and now
have a permanent record de-
partment.

Also, the music department
at Brooklyn College has sug-
gested listening guides which
they issue and stock for the
students. To a great extent
their sales are heavier in
spoken word, folk, classical and
jazz than the ordinary location.
They carry virtually everything
in recorded entertainment, in-
cluding children's r e c or d s
which the faculty buys on a
year-round basis and students
purchase before Christmas.

A stimulus to record sales
in college bookstores is the in-
creasing frequency of campus
tours by major artists. A col-
lege bookstore supplier can use
these tours to his advantage
simply by keeping up-to-date
on the appearance of recording
artists on or near campuses.
College newspapers are an ex -

Taking Care of Business
by Del Shields

There are two prominent
American figures that writers
find great difficulty in giving an
accurate picture of. One is
Lyndon B. Johnson, President
of the United States. The other
is Edward Kennedy Ellington,
Maestro and President of the
Jazz Academy.

Not much can be said about
the first Presi-
dent. He is
very popular
copy, both pro
and con. But
about the other
. . . it is far
more difficult
since he has
given so much

Del Shields of himself as
an artist and

a human being, to the point
that any author who attempts
to write about him is faced
with serious problems.

As a comparison, let us delve
into some comparative analyses.

Miss Aretha Franklin, Soul
Sister Number One and winner
of four gold records, is play-
ing to SRO houses. She just
completed a fantastic one-
nighter in her home town of
Detroit. There she played to
a record -breaking 16,000 plus
house at Cobalt Hall. Not un-
usual, one would say, especially
in view of her tremendous
popularity and records as well
as TV exposure.

Duke Ellington, without bene-
fit of a best-seller and sans
exposure of R & B and Top 40
stations, recently played to a
capacity house of just over
7,000 who crammed and filled
the Cathedral Church of St.
John the Devine in New York.
The occasion was not to hear
his list of current best-sellers,
but the unveiling of his new
sacred concert.

Sacred concert? No best-
sellers? No big hits? 7,000
people? You gotta be kidding!

No, we're not kidding. It
actually happened.

Duke Ellington presented a
new interpretation of his
"Sacred Concert" to a throng
of enthusiasts Who filled the
church to hear a man and his
music extol his feelings about

God and spiritual things.
As one writes, it almost

seems old-fashioned. A man,
his music and God.

Usual Obstructions
The accoustics were far from

perfect. There were the usual
obstructions of television cam-
eras and numerous technicians
who attempted to slip in and
around trying to be incon-
spicuous and failing miserably.
Then there were the tremen-
dous lights that hung ner-
vously on stands seemingly too
frail to hold them. These, of
course, were necessary to pro-
vide the illumination for re-
creating the pictures on the
video tubes and tapes. And
there were the ever-present
radio microphones and the need
to cut down on the P.A. system
to eliminate the feedback. Here
and there throughout the audi-
ence the loss of sound was dis-
tracting. And without ideal
conditions, the message some-
how got through.

This was more than a con-
cert for Duke . . . more than
just another live performance
of one of the geniuses of our
time using his instrument to
please a hungry audience. This
was a musical apostle at work,
displaying his inward soul and
using all of his craftsmanship
to deliver a message.

His message was a heavy
one. He had stated prior to the
concert that he felt the need
to pay tribute to a spiritual
being and use his talents to
convey his feelings.

Possibly with a lesser artist
than Duke, his intentions might
have been misinterpreted. How-
ever, he had already proved
his sincerity in a previous con-
cert in San Francisco's Grace
Cathedral and again in New
York's Fifth Avenue Presby-
terian Church. Yet, for some
reason, Duke was far from,
satisfied. He wanted the op-
portunity to repeat his works.
This time he felt assured that
his attempt would be the per-
fect offering.

Man of Magnitude
With all of the disadvantages

that stood before him, most of

the 7,000 persons who attended
witnessed a man of tremendous
magnitude, an artist whose
taelnts could not be questioned
and a man whose humility be-
lies his greatness, able to do
what the average best-selling
artist could not do. He was able
to invite 7,000 people to attend
a personal testimony of his
offering to God.

There was no question about
the man - . . there were no
doubts about his sincerity . . .

there were no disbelievers.
They came and they were able
to witness that here was a man
willing to Share the depth of
his innermost beliefs with all.

It is not enough to say that
he scored or triumphed. What
he did was merely to remind us
of a hymn called "A Prayer"
[R.B.Y. Scott, 1937]:

"0 God of Light, break forth
anew/Upon the darkness of the
earth/In the new glory of the
day/When brotherhood shall
come to birth;/Open our eyes
that we may see/The coming
of thy dawn afar,/And find the
way of fellowship/The promise
of thy morning star.

"0 God of life, abundant,
free,/Make known thyself to
men today;/Kindle they flame
of life in us/And lead us in thy
living way;/Make us the her-
alds of thy word,/And builders
of thy city fair,/That all the
sons of men may hear/The
song of freedom in the air."

4 Seasons Hit Road
The Four Seasons, one of the

longest running vocal -instru-
mental combos on the contem-
porary scene, are booked for a
personal appearance tour next
month, starting with a March 2
date at Paterson State College.

Cyril Shane Forms Own Pubbery
LONDON-Cyril Shane, until last week General Manager of

Shapiro Bernstein's London publishing operation, is going into
business for hmiself.

He started Shapiro's European business house in March, 1961,
and is leaving it one of the most established and active of
publishing set-ups.

Cyril is probably one of the widest travelled music publishers.
Circulating around Europe is almost as routine for him as the
successon of hits which have come his way. His particular forte
is Italian songs. "Solo Tu" became "All My Love," Cliff Richard's
last hit, and "Suddenly You Love Me" started out as "Uno
Tranquillo" and looks like finishing No. 1 in the charts via
the Tremeloes' current climber.

Before Shapiro Bernstein, Cyril looked after the Kassner cata-
logue. He went to there from Mills Music, fresh from estab-
lishing that company's London base and getting a lot of chart-
toppers with Leroy Anderson's material.

"The time has come to put all this experience into the Cyril
Shane Organization. I've backed my hunches and came out win-
ning for everybody else and I know I can do it for myself," says
Cyril.

The C.S.O. offices in Baker Street will be ready in about three
weeks time. Till then he is using his home as a base and plan-
ning an imminent trip to New York and Hollywood. Already
copyrights are flowing into the company and one of the first
acquisitions is the film score of a major movie production.

Contrary to a previous statement Cyril's son, Stephen, will
not be remaining at Shapiro's but has decided to join his father
and will be in charge of exploitation.

will be issued by Roulette with-
in the next three weeks. The la-
bel has just completed taking
inventory with its distributors,
chopping away nearly 90% of
the old catalogue. "By this move
we have eliminated an enor-
mous amount of overhead and
unburdened our distributors.
Today's music business makes
the maintenance of too much
catalogue untenable. With 80%
of a company's sales being done
by 5% of the people-distribu-
tors, rack jobbers and record
merchandisers -we owe it to
ourselves and to them to pro-
vide high -volume, streamlined,
selling product," said Schwartz.

3. A small portion of the LP
catalogue has been retained for
repackaging but on a strict
"best-sellers only" basis. Artists
in the repackaging program in-
clude Pearl Bailey, Little An-
thony & the Imperials, Jimmie
Rodgers and Count Basie.
Schwartz emphasized that all re-
packaged albums "will be com-
pletely modern and contempo-
rary in style, from design to
artwork to liner notes - they
will reflect an entirely new at-
titude towards merchandising."

4. New albums will be re-
corded under the strictest super-
vision. "We won't cut anything
unless we are reasonably sure
that it will be a hit. We will
eliminate the 'gambling factor'
as much as possible. By a new
cross-check system maintained
in my office I will know who is
cutting what, where, how long
and why. This supervision will
help trim expensive production
costs, and is part of the stream-
lining program to make things
move faster and better at Rou-
lette,"

5. Roulette will continue its
policy of no allocations on either
albums or singles. "No alloca-
tions under any circumstances,"
said Schwartz. "Allocations de-
stroy profits."

6. The 4000 singles series has
been replaced by the new 7000
series. "Every recording session
we do for a single will be ex-
pressly to make a hit record,"
Schwartz said. Schwartz em-
phasized that "there will be no
more of the 'throw them out and
one will stick to the wall' ap-
proach. By giving our promo-
tion men a limited number of
superior singles to work with,
we make their job easier to per-
form and make them more effec-
tive."

7. Singles releases will be
closely scheduled to avoid "log
jams." Rush releases will occur
only in special cases, such as a
hot master purchase.

8. Roulette will go all-out to
attract new talent: producers
and artists. "We're looking for
the best, and if we think it's the
best, we'll back it," said
Schwartz.

9. Roulette has now elimi-
nated mono pop LP product.
There will be, however, mono
album releases for the Latin
market on the Tico, Alegre and
Mardi Gras labels. Because of
the special nature of the Latin
market, Schwartz said, Roulette
still sells over 40,000 78 rpm
Latin singles each year.

10. Roulette has secured com-
plete coverage of the tape mar-
ket by leasing selected Roulette
product, on a non-exclusive ba-
sis, to the I.T.C.C., Earl Muntz
and General Recording Tape
operations, and with Mercury
for cassettes.

Levy emphasized that the ma-
jor changes reflect "a new spirit
and a new confidence at Rou-
lette in our ability to create and
maintain a standard of excel-
lence in product and in opera-
tions."

Best Shake?

NASHVILLE - Music City
and country music may have
received the best shake yet on
network television when NBC-
TV aired its hour-long docu-
mentary "American Profile:
Music From The Land" during
prime Friday night time Feb.
9.

C&W people previously have
expressed discontent with simi-
lar attempts at portraying their
industry both on network, tele-
vision and in the national press.
It was felt that such attempts
left the image of straw hats,
checkered shirts and blue jeans
as representative of C&W.

Narrated in easy conversa-
tional style by Eddy Arnold,
RCA Victor's all -field singing
ace, the "Music from the Land"
documentary told the story of
"Country Music, The 'New
Pop'," to steal a line from
Arnold's fine narration. It took
producer Chet Hagan and 'his
crew a couple of years and
much film footage shot almost
literally all over the world to
tell that story.
