for determining the amount of 
the Award for a writer with a 
chart song." The Panel as-
signed points to each composi-
tion based on composite trade-
paper  chart  listings.

The opening is the Stones' "Let's Spend The Night Together," 
riding the gain on every second beat, sometimes, and then by 
an announcer over the bridge: 

"The Woman is the fire,

The invitation of the man the smoke, 
The door is the flame, 
The entering the emblem, 
The pleasure the spark ..." 

Then, as the song fades, announcement of the subject of the 
program, Pornography and Censorship, followed by the introduc-
tion to the old-time radio show, The Shadow. "Who knows what 
evil lurks in the heart of man? . . . The Shadow Knows . . ." 
And another episode of "The Ever-Changing, Multi-Lingual, 

Transcendental Two Thousand Pound Mustard Seed, The Pro-
gram of Better Living Through the Chemistry of Love," is under-
way. "The Mustard Seed," as it has come to be known in San 
Francisco, is the production of a man who may well be a modern 

radio genius, Al Pierce. Up until about two 
months ago it was a regular public service 
program broadcast for a half hour every Sun-
day night over KYA in the city by the bay. In 
public service time because it is, or was, re-
ligious, instructional and/or educational. Un-
fortunately, Pierce slipped into the real under-
ground sometime in March. But now he has 
surfaced, somewhere in New York, where he is 
ready to go back into production.

perhaps the censors have the evilest of minds. 
Then the program drifts into a new story, of a man who lived 

a regular, normal life, took the family to the suburbs on week-
ends, played with the kids, did handy work around the house, 
and then one night went to bed at 10:30. But one of his friends 
stayed up late, and closing a bar that shut down at 2 a.m., called 
this regular liver, and said, simply, "What time is it?" 

—Dialing sounds, phone company time check operator saying 
over and over, "the time is so and so," and the Chambers 
Brothers' "Time Has Come Today" tying all the sound 
together. . . . 

Practical Joker Called Every Night 

The regular man said to the voice on the phone, "It's two 
o'clock and no time to call," and the friend on the other end 
hung up. But every night for two weeks the practical joker called, 
until he finally tired of the gag and desisted. But then the reg-
ular man couldn't sleep past two o'clock. He woke up automat-
ically at two, and the only way he could get back to sleep was 
to say, "What time is it?" He did this for some time until one 
night when he woke up, he began to wonder, "What time is it in 
London, in Hollywood, in Cairo?"

NEW YORK—"What I want 
to stress," A r tie Kornfeld 
stressed, "is that people can 
come to Capitol. The door is 
open. A lot of people say that, 
but at Capitol the door is really 
open." 
Kornfeld  was  speaking to 

Record World last week about 
his  plans  as  the  newly-ap-
pointed Director of Contempo-
rary Product. And his plans are 
extensive —in a variety of capa-
cities ("I wear so many hats"). 
"I'm going to produce my 

own records. I'm going to make 
deals with independent produc-
ers for specific acts. I'm going 
to make open end deals with 
producers for them to find an 
act for the label. Also I'm going 
to bring my Luvlin publishing 
into the Capitol complex, and 
sign writers." 

Kornfeld  is going  to  do 
plenty. In fact, the enthusiastic, 
bright-eyed fellow whom Cap 
Prexy Alan Livingston hired 
(as he told the Wall Street 
Journal last week) because he 
"knows the street," has already 
completed a couple of impor-
tant moves. He produced Cap's 
next big promo push, a six-man, 
two-girl group called the Wind 
in the Willows (tagged thusly 
because woodwinds are included 
importantly in their arrange-
ments). Label plans to kick-off 
the Peter Leeds-managed group 
July 1 with a large tour and 
extensive promo gimmick proj-
ect. 

Another  project  of  Korn-
feld's, which he plans to begin 
work on after the Wind in the 
Willows are launched, is record-
ing Jets football ace Joe Na-
math. "He sings in kind of a 
pop-country vein," Kornfeld ex-
plained.

Mike Adams, WCOL's 
Jock of All Trades 

COLUMBUS, OHIO — Mike 
Adams of WCOL here appears 
to be a one-man music opera-
tion, a feat which takes on 
even added importance when 
one realizes that the station 
has a tradition of "breaking" 
records. 
Adams, 25, puts in about a 

nine-hour day on the job, an-
nouncing and selecting music, 
plus doing his own show from 
six to nine every evening with 
which he has acquired a large 
teen following in the area. His 
duties are so manifold, in fact, 
that he can't even condense 
them into an overall title at 
WCOL (Music Director, Pro-
gram Director, etc.). 
During a hiatus from the sta-

tion, where he has worked five 
years, he even once managed 
a group  which,  he  admits, 
"bombed."  He  is attending 
Ohio State for 'his Master's and 
hopes one day to teach Com-
munications. 
Right now, he's facing the 

The sta-
tion has been in existence since

1958. "We're not always first to 
break  a record,  but  we're 
among the first," the broad-
caster said confidently, backed 
up by the record.

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Fitzpatrick's Varied Career  Touring Foundations 
Aid to Stigwood U. S. Presidency  Find It's a Big 

Country 
By DOUG McCLELLAND 

NEW YORK — Robert Fitz-
patrick, Los Angeles attorney 
just named to head up Robert 
Stigwood of Britain's new op-
erations in the U.S. 'handling 
such  interesting  groups  as 
Cream,  the  Bee  Gees,  the 
Foundations and the Bucking-
hams, has quite a story of his 
own. 
Fitzpatrick, young and fair 

enough to be a performer him-
self (which indeed he was — 
more on that shortly), was edu-
cated mostly in New Jersey— 
at Lawrenceville and Prince-
ton.  Then  the Marines and 
Viet Nam for a year, after 
which he settled in California, 
where he went through law 
school, "getting a few extra 
dollars working as an actor in 
movies like 'Dear Brigitte' and 
'Goodbye,  Charlie.'  Then  I 
started a property management 
business —I didn't go to class 
much because business got so 
good." 

Had Own Label 

After this, Fitzpatrick en-
tered the record world, form-
ing his own label, Foremost 
Records, with some partners. 
This went out of business, "but 
I learned about the mechanics 
of the recording business. I be-
came more and more involved 
with artists and managers and 
found myself, as an attorney, 
more and more managing the 
clients. I remember saying to 
Tony Curtis [star of "Good-
bye, Charlie"] one day that an 
attorney who knew this busi-
ness would be the most obvi-
ous choice to be an artists' 
manager." 
Very involved  in criminal 

law, specializing in narcotics 
cases,  Fitzpatrick  became  a 
very active trial attorney ("I 
was probably in court last year 
more than any other California 
attorney"), averaging four to 
five cases a day. Eventually, 
his practice became 50% en-
tertainment and 50% criminal. 
He represented the Beatles on 
the Coast, and also had his own 
"talk" radio program on KABC 
in Los Angeles every Sunday. 
"ABC gave me every leeway, 
and I did it for almost a year, 
until I got too busy." 
With the new Stigwood amal-

gamation, Fitzpatrick will have 
to give up his law practice, but 
it will be a slowish "phasing 
out" and he will continue with 
some of the cases that he has 
been on. 
The new Stigwood corpora-

tions  formed  in partnership 

here  with  Fitzpatrick  are 
Stigwood-Fitzpatrick, Inc., and 
Casserole  Music,  headquar-
tered at 9000 Sunset Blvd. New 
York offices will be set up soon. 
Apart from serving the Robert 
Stigwood and A.L.S. clients in 
the states, the new corporation 
will concentrate on developing 
American talent and will act as 
personal managers, independent 
record  producers and  music 
publishers. "Casserole will be 
very concerned with the devel-
opment of new writers," Fitz-
patrick noted, "and will auto-
matically pick up all Bee Gees 
and Cream publishing." 
Fitzpatrick further revealed 

that he  would  be  handling 
some new groups, such as the 
Orphan Egg, Second Time and 
a group he is producing for 
records in Los Angeles with 
Stan Farber called Dove. (Fitz-
patrick was involved in pro-
duction earlier on his Foremost 
label.) He was also high on a 
Dutch boy, whose name escaped 
him; further stressing the im-
portance of direction with an 
artist and of a business opera-
tion with everything under one 
roof. 
Stigwood-Fitzpatrick, Inc., is

tar. 

Mancini's international repu-
tation was no overnight affair, 
and his consistently brilliant 
composing and arranging have 
been recognized by various nom-
inations, culminating in two 
Oscars in 1962, for the best 
original movie score, "Break-
fast at Tiffany's," and for the 
best song, "Moon River." 
"To write for the movies you 

have to be a technician and 
work to the mechanics of tim-
ing.  My most satisfying film 
was 'Two for the Road,' al-
though there have been many 
more to get better recognition. 
For instance, at the last count 
there were over 500 recordings 
of 'Moon River'," he revealed. 
When asked about how he de-

cides what movie commissions 
to accept, he replied: "There's 
many a slip between the script 
and the screening. Therefore, 
it is very difficult to judge the 
final outcome, but there are cer-
tain producers I will work for 
without question.  One being 
Blake Edwards. On my return 
to California I will be finishing 
the score for Edwards' next 
production, 'Darling Lili.' Julie 
Andrews is the star and there 
will be about six songs with 
Johnny Mercer lyrics." 
Mancini is full of praise for 

British musicians, and he let 
this be known at his first con-
cert (Sunday, May 19) to a ca-
pacity audience.

8-track pre-recorded tape cart-
ridges. Volume in this category 
amounted to $59.6 million in 
1967 compared with $23.8 mil-
lion in 1966. 
There was a 51 per cent in-

crease in sales of 4-track pre-
recorded tape cartridges with 
$26.5 million in 1967 as against 
$17.5 million in 1966. 
The over-all reel-to-reel cat-

egory had sales in 1967 of $20 
million compared with $19.7 
million in 1966, an increase of 
2 per cent. However, sales of 
71/2 -ips pre-recorded tape reels 
declined from $15.9 million in 
1966 to $14.3 million in 1967, a 
10 per cent decline, while 33/4-
ips reel tapes rose from $3.8 
million in 1966 to $5.7 million 
in 1967, an increase of 50 per 
cent.

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Flatt and Scruggs:  

After 'Foggy' Success, 
Prospects Grow Sunny 

NEW YORK  - If the recent 
Warren Beatty-Faye Dunaway 
movie made folk heroes out of 
Bonnie and Clyde, it has done 
no less for veteran songsters 
(Lester)  Flatt  and  (Earl) 
Scruggs. 
The fellows, as history has 

long since recorded, sang the 
picture's theme, "Foggy Moun-
tain Breakdown," which played 
an important part in the pro-
duction's success and also— 
they told Record World last 
week—increased their bookings 
considerably. 
The country twosome is now 

idolized not only by barefoot 
boy with cheek of tan, but also 
by a considerably hairier young 
contingent. Actually, Flatt and 
Scruggs were beginning to take 
off in a big way, youth-wise, 
last fall, even before the epo-
chal success of "Bonnie and 
Clyde." They did a three-day 
engagement at San Francisco's 
Avalon Ballroom that was a 
smash with the young set, and 
they are booked back into the 
Bay City's Hungry i, July 1-13. 
The "American Profile" TVer 
featuring Flatt and Scruggs 
filmed during their San Fran-
cisco appearance is being re-
run  June  15.  (Flatt  and 
Scruggs have had their own TV 

show—syndicated in a couple 
of dozen markets —for a record 
13 years now.) 
How did Flatt and Scruggs' 

"Foggy Mountain Breakdown" 
make it to the soundtrack of 
"Bonnie and Clyde"? Accord-
ing to Mrs. Scruggs, who was 
accompanying the duo on its 
Eastern trek: "Warren Beatty, 
who was also the producer, 
called a year ago last Septem-
ber and asked Flatt and Scruggs 
to write the score for the pic-
ture. He had several of their 
records, and he especially liked 
'Foggy Mountain Breakdown.' 
So he wound up using that in 
the movie." 
The Cultural Department in 

Washington also has sent word 
that they will be including F&S' 
"Foggy" in a five-minute film 
on fashions being sent overseas. 
Flatt and Scruggs (sans their 

Foggy Mountain Boys) were in 
The City for autograph sessions 
at the A&S stores, where their 
Columbia albums "The Story of 
Bonnie and Clyde" and "Chang-
in' Times," plus their single of 
"Foggy Mountain Breakdown," 
have been doing extremely well. 
(Along with country music in 
general.) 
No generation gap here.

OKLAHOMA CITY, OKLA.-

Country music's salute to the 
American  Indian  will  take 
place at the State Fair Arena 
here at 4 p.m. on Sunday, June 
9, when 30 of the best-known 
country personalities in the na-
tion participate in a four-hour 
spectacular. 

Johnny Cash, Columbia artist 
and President of the Indian 
Tribal Land Rights Associa-
tion, has announced the show 
is being staged to purchase a 
420-acre ranch 20 miles north-
east of here as its national 
headquarters.  The  $100,000 
project will become the perma-
nent headquarters and museum 
for the American Indian. 

Cash, himself a member of 
the Cherokee Indian tribe, says 
the project will be dedicated 
to the memory of Peter La-
Farge,  an  Indian,  who  has 
turned out some of the nation's 
greatest song hits. 

Gov. Wayne Bartlett and U.S. 
Senators Fred Harris and Mike 
Monroney are expected to par-
ticipate in the festivities, in 
addition to Hollywood movie 
producer Clair Huffaker, author 
of a dozen motion picture nov-
els including "The War Wag-
on," "Rio Conchos" and "The 
Comancheros." 

A. A. Hopkins-Dukes, the ex-
ecutive director of the Indian 
Tribal  Land  Rights  associa-
tion, says the property being 
purchased  has  eight  fishing 
ponds, 60 acres of alfalfa land. 
a wooded camp ground and a 
spacious rock estate of 3,500 
square feet which will feature 
the assoication's annual pow 
wow.
