Mary Hopkin Enchants Royal Box
NEW YORK - Sending

Apple's Mary Hopkin, an en-
chanting singer, to make her
cabaret debut at the Ameri-
cana's Royal Box, was some-
thing like asking a fledgling to
make its first flight across an
expressway.

Her clear soprano making
dewdrop necklaces of her
songs, Mary Hopkin was a
balm to this reviewer who has
tired slightly of performers
who know the ropes, who know
at just what point in their act
to really kill 'em with "The
Impossible Dream." I was
ready for this demure, diffi-
dent, lovely girl, but I'm afraid
the majority of the opening
night audience did not know
how to take her or her passel
of folk tunes and weirdly -ar-
ranged standards ("There's
No Business Like Show Busi-
ness," for instance, in which
she charmingly pronounces the
work "clerk" the British way-
"clark").

As I was falling under her
spell, I heard a fellow at the
next table grousing to his din-
ner partner, "Well, I know
she's a folk singer, but she
should sing something the aud-
ience is familiar with like

`Both Sides Now.' " And in a
way, the philistine is right.
Miss Hopkin and her man-
agers could have chosen songs
in a way that would have
better enchanced her qualities
without compromising them
and at the same time would
please the audience more. For
instance, her little girl air is
right for sweet and demure
torch songs like "Bill" or "Why
Was I Born?" or, in fact, the
whole Helen Morgan songbook,
for it is Helen Morgan and
Ruth Etting and the whole
tradition of vulnerable '20s
songstresses whom Mary Hop -
kin is reminiscent of.

On her opening night, Mary,
slim and singing with her two
feet together and holding the
microphone as if it were her
only possession, made the most
of "Plaisir d'Amour," "Love is
the Sweetest Thing," "Good-
bye" and "Those Were the
Days." Sometimes she accom-
panied herself on guitar and
sometimes she was not sup-
ported by a blaring orchestra.
One piano and perhaps a
mandolin would have sufficed.

She is a divine anachronism
and should be cherished, not
ill-used. -David Finkle.

Concert Review

Zeppelin Continues Flying High
NEW YORK - The unique

success of Atlantic's Led Zep-
pelin is apparently continuing,
if a standing room crowd at
the Fillmore East last Friday
night (30) is any indication.

The group's popularity
stems in part from guitarist
Jimmy Page who for want of
a better description has been
explained as another "super-
star." No one is able to give
an exact definition of "super-
star" but one prerequisite
seems to be some former con-
nection with the now extinct
Yardbirds; i.e. Clanton, Beck,
and, of course, Page who had
plenty of studio experience
when he joined the group at
literally a moment's notice.

Whatever the qualifications,
Jimmy Page is a dynamic mu-
sician and a competent per-
former. With the amazing pow-
er of vocalist Robert Plant, the
Led Zeppelin began with
"Dazed and Confused" and
proceeded to the seeming fav-
orite from the album, "You
Shook Me." A duet (battle) be-
tween Plant and Page is the
climax of the song and when
it's finally over there is still
doubt as to whether Robert's
vocal chords or Jimmy's steel
strings are the victor.

As a whole the Zeppelin puts
on an exciting show that is
good to listen to and just as
entertaining to watch.

Delany and Bonnie, who ap-
peared before Zeppelin, were
perhaps victims of the "super-
group syndrome," which af-
fects those who are too frantic
and come not to listen to mu-
sic but only to watch their
heroes. The plague, however,
had little effect on the Elektra
recording artists. Their debut
set at the Fillmore was just
about perfect; from the first
("When The Battle Is Over"-
their current single) right
through the encore number,
which I hoped would be the
flip of "Battle . . ." but turned
out to be a cut from their first
Elektra Album.

The seven
members of the group are all
from widely divergent back-
grounds, both musically and
otherwise. Their instrumenta-
tion includes conga drums,
cello, drums, keyboards, flute
and bass, plus vocals. Nansi
Nevins is the group's lead
vocalist, and mentioned that
New York seems to have "very
discerning audiences."

All members of the group en-
joy playing pop festivals and
outdoor concerts, not only for
the fresh air and sunshine, but
because the audience is more
varied. And anyway, the vibes
are usually better outside.

Rock and Responsibility
Remember the good old days pre -underground when you paid

$3 to see a pop singer perform and he worked like a trouper to
make you walk out with a smile on your face?

Times have changed, haven't they? Now you pay $5 or $6 to
see a rock group perform for 45 minutes and sit there while they
do you a favor by appearing to look interested. Isn't it a thrill
to pay your hard-earned bread to see some 23 -year -old kid look
at his wristwatch because performing for you is such a bore?

All this has been going on since the 1964 rock revolution and
has now gotten to the point where it is seriously affecting the
concert business. With good reason, young people are beginning
to stay away from the large rock ballrooms and college concert

halls. The situation has not reached a crisis
point yet, but, according to veteran talent
agents, this figures to be a crucial summer
from the standpoint of audience reaction. If
the big festivals planned for Miami, Atlanta,
Woodstock, Atlantic City, Memphis, Aspen,
etc., don't produce any audience excitement,
underground rock may be in serious trouble
as a staple of the concert entertainment field.

The situation reflects a general public dis-
content with underground musicians who for-

get that they are performers and, as such, part of SHOW BUSI-
NESS. That's right. Putting on a show is the responsibility of
the performer and has been since crowds paid good money to see
the gladiators. When the Frank Sinatra -Lena Horne school cut
their show business teeth, each did so with the knowledge that
paying customers were entitled to respect. Even though they
have made it to the top of their field, such entertainers still give
their all on stage. The result is that the satisfied paying customer
will come back to see the Sinatras and Hornes again and again.

Such is not the case with most rock performers. Luckily, there
are exceptions, but they are vastly in the minority. The problem
is that underground groups feel they are outside of the enter-
tainment world and talk of "doing my thing my way whether
the audience likes it or not." That is very unrealistic because
such performers may soon find themselves "doing their things"
to audiences of five people instead of 5,000.

This inability to perform has, in large part, kept many of our
most talented rock musicians from "doing their things" to large
crowds. It is currently very fashionable to sneer at "overground"
acts like the Fifth Dimension, Jose Feliciano, Glen Campbell, et
al. Yet these young performers have managed to carve out last-
ing places for themselves in the entertainment field and figure to
be around long after some of today's top rock attractions are
gone.

The recent break-up of top groups like Cream, Traffic and
Buffalo Springfield has underscored the short life of rock groups.
Coincidentally, top groups of a year ago have found their popu-
larity waning both in record sales and concert attendance. When
a new Beatles single can lose airplay on the leading rock stations
in New York, Los Angeles and Chicago, there is evidence of a
growing discontent with rock performers.

Unfortunately, the rock musicians are not heeding these
danger signs nor are the various record company executives, per-
sonal managers, booking agents and press agents who comprise
the rock scene. Without sounding like a prophet of doom, I think
the time has come for the "underground" to take a good long
look at what it has become. Here are the facts:

1) Concert attendance of rock concerts is down from last year;
2) Underground acts have fallen noticeably on the album charts;
3) Straight pop acts like the Fifth Dimension, Cowsills, Guess

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Big Trio from Liberty
LOS ANGELES-A trio of

single recordings on the Lib-
erty label, initially released
from three to eight months
ago, are all currently enjoying
chart success.

Strongly moving into the
summer months are "Hawaii
Five -0" by the Ventures,
"With Pen In Hand" by Vikki
Carr and "Rhythm of the Rain"
by Gary Lewis and the Play-
boys.

Jack Bratel, Sales Manager
of Liberty, credits local sales
and promotion people with
bringing these records to their
full potential.

"If a recording has obvious
quality, but is slow in getting
off the ground, our men in the
field know when an extra pro-
motional push will produce de-
sired returns," says Bratel.
"Such is the case with these
three records, all of which
started selling extremely well
when given sufficient expo-
sure."

The consistent Ventures rec-
orded "Hawaii Five -0" last
fall, as the television series
of the same name began. How-
ever, it wasn't until March
that the tune began to take off,
and when it did, it hovered
among the top five 45's on all
charts for over 10 weeks.
While the popularity of the
single still remains intact, the
"Hawaii Five -O" LP has be-
come one of the fastest climb-
ers on charts.

Vikki Carr's rendition of
"With Pen In Hand," which
she performed several weeks
ago on the Ed Sullivan show,
is becoming one of her largest
sellers. Released in January,
the song began receiving air-
play in certain regional mar-
kets, and then with increased
national TV exposure, parti-
cularly via "The Joey Bishop"
and "Glen Campbell Show," it
began to steadily make gains
on all national sales ratings.

Another hit -maker on Lib-
erty for the past several years
has been Gary Lewis and the
Playboys. ;Gary's career was
temporarily interrupted by a
two-year hitch in the Army.
However, now the comedian's
son is back, a married man
and on the charts with his
"Rhythm of the Rain." Re-
leased in February, the new
styling of this 1960 hit by the
Cascades has broken big in
Phoenix and Hartford.

"The activities of the be-
hind -the scenes men are all too
often overlooked in the record
industry," noted Bratel. The
quality of the recording and
the charisma of the artist may
be lost in the shuffle, if they
are not augmented by effec-
tive sales and promotion work.
We at Liberty want these local
men to share in the credit sur-
rounding hit records, and to
point emphatically to an out-
standing job done on these
three recent releases."

Dot Promo Network Scores
Dot Record's newly revamp-

ed field promotion staff reports
enormous strides in every situ-
ation, with several singles re-
ceiving major air play and
multi -reorders, this under co-
ordination between John F.
Rosica, just elected VP, Pro-
motion -Artist Relations, and
his national crew.

A varied selection of singles
and albums on Dot, Acta and
Steed are moving. Those most
noted: Andy Kim, in what la-
bel staffers term, "an out-and-
out monster," entitled, "Baby
I Love You," garnering huge
airplay and hourly reorders.

What Dot believes to be a
sure-fire smash is Roy Clark's
"Yesterday When I Was
Young," Charles Aznavour
composition. Disk is receiving
big play on Top 40, MOR and
C&W stations in virtually ev-
ery major market. The record
has also sparked very heavy
sales response.

Headed by Julie and Roy Rif -
kind, Guardian has gradually
diversified so that they main-
tain maximum control of their
product. Stating their aims in
taking this approach they said,
"We have not rushed into any
aspect of our operation. In each
step of our development we
have waited for the most op-
portune moment and were cer-
tain that we could handle our
expanded operations."

Currently, Event Records is
enjoying success with "Medi-
cine Man" by the Buchanan
Brothers. They are also enjoy-
ing strong initial reaction with
Event's singly, "Candy -Bar,"
by the Staten Island Ferry.

Julie Rifkind personally sup-

ervises Guardian Productions
which at present has deals with
Capitol, RCA, A & M, Uni,
United Artists, Musicor and
Kapp Records. These deals in-
clude such artists as Eddie
Fisher, the Serendipity Sing-
ers, the Bedford Incident, the
Diplomats, the Wilson Broth-
ers, Glen Burns, Jimmy Rich-
ards, Mighty Joe Drake and
Horatio.

Release of 25 new titles in
June will help launch phase
two of Capitol's "Cassette Ex-
plosion," which began in
March as a two -month promo-
tion and developed into a full-
blown, continuing sales bon-
anza.

Part of the impact stems
from growing national atten-
tion to cassette product, fos-
tered by tie-ins aimed directly
at consumers and further
nourished with strong point -
of -sale support.

The newest phases, bolster-
ed by a special budget alloca-
tion of $500,000, will include
national consumer advertising
in key magazines and on radio,
as well as repeated TV ex-
posure. "Our intent is to capi-
talize on the substantial suc-
cess we've realized during the
past few months in educating
the public to cassette product,"
commented Stanley M. Gorti-
kov, Capitol President.

"We've achieved a decided
sales advantage over compe-

tition while at the same time
showing that cassette sales, as
with other tape configurations,
supplement record purchases.
It's all plus -business."

A combination of pop and
classical titles, all Capitol or
Angel best-sellers was re-
leased in March, when the
company embarked on the
largest sales and merchandis-
ing campaign in its history,
devoted exclusively to launch-
ing cassettes. It entailed a
'$750,000 total budget for a
four -week promotion and con-
test, with Thom McAn Shoes,
Norelco and Top 40 radio sta-
tions throughout the country
tied in.

Norelco supplied 3,000 cas-
sette players and Capitol 15,-
000 cassette cartridges for
consumer give-away through
Thom McAn's 900 retail out-
lets. Each store had a special
contest display unit featuring
five key Capitol cassettes, and
customer involvement was in-
vited via radio advertising and

In many cases, I feel
gospel music has been taken
off of stations and is still be-
ing taken off because of the
self-styled gospel jocks who
preach one way and walk an-
other. When one loses the re-
spect of the community, what
is left for one to depend on?

Many gospel singers whose
hearts were in the gospel field,
and some who still have that
urge to sing gospel, have left
gospel to sing R&B because
there are more financial op-
portunities there. In the gos-
pel field there are promoters
who will promote gospel art-
ists in their area to packed
auditoriums, and when it's
time to pay the artists the
money isn't there. This is
enough to change anyone. Un-
til there is more organization
in the gospel field it can go
only so far. So with the help
of all gospel affiliates we hope
to really get the gospel field
together and perhaps there
can be some happy days for
all.

Hamburg PD Peter Hohne
Speaks His Mind

HAMBURG - Peter Hohne,
Program Director of pop rec-
ords at the powerhouse Ger-
man radio station here, NDR,
Norddeutscher Rundfunk, has
made a definite impression on
the listening record buyers in
the Northern region of Ger-
many. He has tied in on mu-
tual network broadcasting with
WDR, Westdeutscher Rund-
funk, in Cologne, covering the
industrial (richest) area of
Germany (SAAR).

He is also a man of definite
opinions.

Milne says that the groups
get better and better all the
time in their recordings, with
more instrumentation and or-
chestra. Hohne feels that the
development of music does not
come from the old-time classic
styles, but rather from pro-
gressive "beat music."

Also, that there are good
German singers, but they don't
seem to have the sales turn-
over. "It's the material the
singers sing and record, and
the young people don't want to

hear it or buy it. The main
fault lies with the German
composers, who are simply not
writing the material of today
that youth wants, material like
the songs of Jim Webb and
Burt Bacharach. The great
German composers of a few
years ago are deceased, com-
posers like Theo Mackeben and
Heino Gaze. We, as radio pro-
gram people, wish we had Ger-
man songs like 'MacArthur
Park,' Eloise,"Love Is Love,'
'By the Time I Get to Phoenix,'
etc.

"The young German singers,
additionally, don't have a
chance to train on stage like
they do in Sweden at the Volk's
Park, or in the states," Hiihne
went on.

Proof of the slump in compo-
sition today is "what has been
happening for our German
songs in the Grand Prix Euro-
vision. Naturally, there is a
lot of dormant German compos-
ing talent, but it needs the 'big
push' from talented A&R men
who have guts !"-Paul Siegel.

In future, awards will be
given for the most popular
songs of the year, but on this
first occasion many songs of
years past, the evergreens of
Canadian popular music, re-
ceived the certificates of honor
they merited years ago, before
the awards were established.

Taking Care of Business

During our brief holiday, we
had a chance to see a powerful
new play written by a new
playwright, "No Place to Be
Somebody." It has caused cri-
tics to call Charles Gordone a
new Edward Albee.

What is significant about the
play is its universal theme to
black people and the relationship
it has to jazz musicians. It
seems for jazzmen "there is no
place to be somebody."

I am reminded of the late
Coleman Hawkins. He blew his

last chorus.
The prayers
were said.
The musi-
cians played.
And Rev.
John Gensel
offered the
sad eulogy.
How many
has he offer-
ed?

And then Coleman was gone.
He left a world where he
really had no place to be some-
body.

It's strange how a man's life
can be constricted into few
minutes.

If a man's life is measured
by his works and we attempt
to gauge his accomplishments
at his death, then Coleman's
funeral should still be going
on.

But this is not the case. Cole-
man's classic "Body and Soul"
will never be equalled. The im-
pressive number of tenor men
'who ,were greatly influenced
by him reads almost like a
"Whose, Whose." Webster, Chu
Berry, Byas, Quebec, Freeman,
Turrentine, Cobb, Jacquet, all
were students of the master.

And it's strange that when
we hear the beauty of "Body
and Soul," in its original and
in the many versions since
then, it has the permanence of
the classical work and the en-
during beauty of the world's
great paintings.

We Seem to Lose Sight
And somehow, we seem to

loose sight of this in jazz. For
jazz has become terribly imi-

tative over the past few years.
The quasi jazz that is being
recorded is one monotonous
version of hit tunes after an-
other.

The responsible persons in
our jazz companies have for-
gotten that jazz was never an
imitative art. It has always
been a creative art. We judge
the participants by their inno-
vation and originality. I sup-
pose this is why we are always
such harsh critics and make
such stringent demands of our
artists.

Any jazz fan who has ex-
perienced one of those good
barside chats, and discusses
the merits of tenor men would
begin with Coleman, talk about
Pres, include Getz and bow to
Coltrane. After that the jazz
fan will tell you, "ain't no-
body else, baby." The rest are
pretenders. And to prove his
liberalness he would recognize
that although Chu Berry
couldn't cut Bean, he did pro-
duce a choice side on "Ghost
of a Chance." That was Chu's
tune. But that's all.

Through all of these elo-
quent and sometimes heated
discussions, the emphasis was
always on the innovator.

Not that Wrong
And the barside philoso-

phers could not have been that
wrong, since the creators
never had an equal and were
remembered long past the
years when they were no long-
er really productive.

Somehow, our A & R people
have forgotten or choose to
ignore this. Today, we are find-
ing more creativity in jazz
with such groups as "Blood
Sweat and Tears" and in the
backgrounds of big orchestras
behind Aretha Franklin.

All jazz musicians must be
rushed into the studio and
forced to record the latest
R&B hit which in many cases
has absolutely no relationship
musically or otherwise to jazz.
Under the guise that the pub-
lic wants to hear the one hun-
dred and seventy ninth ver-
sion of "Satisfaction," the jazz

tunes. However, it is not until
the singers segue into their
list of past hits that the house
comes alive, and the audience
responds with overwhelming
gusto.

Who is to Blame?

Who is to blame? There are
executives who are proving
that they are part of the Amer-
ican fabric, who find it more
comfortable to blame SDS for
all the campus rumblings as
opposed to seeking a solution
to the problems at Universi-
ties. It is easier to call a black
man a militant than to listen
to his plea for a chance to be-
long. It is easier to dismiss
the younger generation as a
group with too much affluence
as opposed to blaming our
selves for our shoddy leader-
ship and lack of integrity.

So it is easier for jazz mu-
sicians to imitate than to have
the opportunity to create. We
will not remember Colman,
Bird, Lady Day, Wes, Bud,
Trane, Sweetpea because they
were imitators. We will remem-
ber them because they brought
originality and creativity and
gave us so much of themselves.

And when they had to pay
the awful price of not being
outside the world of jazz, there
was no place for them to be
somebody.

Stage Review

Ann Miller in Tip -Tap Form as Mame
NEW YORK - "Mame," of

course, is no longer "Auntie
Mame." But neither is she
Mame. As originally created
by author Patrick Dennis and
star Rosalind Russell some
seasons back, Mame Dennis
was a larger -than -life, ultra -
sophisticated eccentric with a
penchant for hilariously unin-
hibited living. In the long -run-
ning Jerry Herman Winter
Garden musical version, Mame
is first a sentimentalized, self-
sacrificing mother -figure to her
nephew charge a la those
noble ladies played by the
screen's grande dames during
the movies' "golden age."

Mame is now really Vera
Charles, her boozing, bitchy
actress crony. Vera has most
of the big laughs in the hit
musical, and Mame emerges as
flighty but de -fanged. Of
course, the string of gals who
have succeeded Russell in this
newer telling have not exactly
been renowned for comedy,
which could have something to
do with it. Still, the current
deck is stacked for Vera, al-
though Roz (a born comedien-
ne-which is what you must
be, I think, to play the tough-
er comedy successfully) would
not have wanted for a wile
to prevent La Charles from
staggering off with so many
laughs.

The screen's dancing Ann
Miller has just returned to
Broadway for the first time in
30 years to take over as Mame,
with Anne Francine continu-
ing as Vera. The leggy Miss
Miller looks terrific, almost
miraculously unchanged, and
is charming. When late in the
show she gets to tapping out
a lively "That's How Young I

Feel," it is a triumphant mo-
ment, not only for her un-
diminished skill, but also for
the nostalgia a mature viewer
experiences recalling Miss
Millers many filmusicals of
the '40s and '50s. If her ap-
proach to what's left of the
character is a bit cute, and
her smile a bit set during num-
bers, her singing is surprising-
ly solid, Jackson, and she is in
general quite up to a physi-
cally gruelling role. It is a
delight to have her back. From
the way audiences are receiv-
ing her (and she them-rarely
have a star's curtain kisses
been thrown with such seem-
ingly sincere emotion), it will
probably not be long before
Miss Miller is heading her own
show locally.

Miss Francine is an adept
comedienne, if rather discon-
certingly larger -than -life, liter-
ally. The rest of the cast-in-
cluding the basically miscast
dancer Helen Gallagher as
klutzy Agnes Gooch-performs
admirably, and the production
is holding up extremely well as
a pleasant, energetic popular
entertainment. With Ann Mil-
ler in the lead, it deserves yet
another new lease on life-
which shouldn't hurt the Co-
lumbia Records original cast
album, starring Angela Lans-
bury. -Doug McClelland.

Who, Spiral Staircase and Classics IV have assumed a command-
ing position on the singles charts.

4) Underground acts are not receiving television coverage as
they did last year.

5) National magazines who devoted hundreds of pages to un-
derground acts last year no longer find the scene "amusing."

In a phrase, it's not happening like it used to. If there is indeed
a growing disenchantment with the underground, those people
who have a stake in its future should do what they can to stem
the tide. Item one on the agenda should be to put excitement
back into live performances by underground acts. This won't
immediately affect record sales or TV and magazine coverage,
but it will assure audience participation and interest. If under-
ground acts push themselves to get back their straying fans, it
seems logical that publicity and recognition will again follow.

If the musicians, managers, agents, publicists and record com-
pany people band together to make live rock exciting again, you
can burn these pessimistic words. If not, the underground will
join the League of Nations, the dodo bird and other obsolete in-
stitutions.

Trini at Waldorf: Simply Delightful
NEW YORK-Not the least

Book Reviews

Jazz, Blues Covered
Hanover Books in London

has released two fascinating
reference texts that tradesters
and record collectors will want
to know about.

The first, "Jazz on Record,
A Critical Guide to the First
50 Years," is a revised edition
of the who's who of jazzmen
that first appeared in 1960. Al-
bert McCarthy, Alun Morgan,
Paul Oliver and Max Harrison
did most of the writing for the
book, although additional con-
tributions were made by a
number of other authorities.

The biographies, terse and
knowledgeable, include partial
discographies (the authors'
suggestions of best recorded
works, and therefore subject
to disagreement). Care has
been taken with the book and
there is plenty of sharp cri-
ticism, which makes the vol-
ume nice and tangy.

Appreciations of songs and
music -making locales are in-
cluded and la comprehensive
index. There are no photo-
graphs.

The second book is "Blues
Records 1943-1966," a dis-
cography compiled by Mike
Leadbitter and Neil Slaven. It
is some task to set about locat-
ing every blues record cut be-
tween these years because al-
most until the recent vogue
(which will make this tome
especially commercial) blues
was an influential but often
shabbily -treated art, enshrined
more often than not in obscure
recording studios in qtickie
sessions.

It would be foolhardy to call
this book complete, because
who knows what forgotten rec-
ords exist that even Leadbitter
and Slaven don't know about,
but it certainly seems com-
plete. The team has done a
commendable and yeoman -like
job. -David Finkle.

Trini has never been in
better or more versatile form,
dancing, prancing, playing an
expert guitar and switching
from the beautiful and beauti-
fully rendered Donovan tune,
"Lalana," to the wildly invol-
ving Boyce and Hart "Come
a Little Bit Closer." He also
did a medley of his hits during
his almost six years as a ma-
jor recording artist, and had
opening night ringsiders clap-
ping loudly before, during and
after his numbers.

Furthermore, there contin-
ues to be about Trini an in-
genuousness, an unspoiled,
smiling eagerness to please
that - along with the infec-
tiousness of his Latin -flavored
rhythms-makes him a consis-
tently appealing performer. He
obviously likes his work.

As for that one joke, he got
it off straightaway with the
plug for his album, noting that
he was starting a chain of
Mexican restaurants. "They
will be real authentic. You
won't be able to drink the
water." -Doug McClelland.

Heading the group of tribal
delegates were Phillip Martin,
chairman of the United South-
eastern Tribes of America;

Mrs. Betty Mae Jumper, Secre-
tary -Treasurer; Emmett York,
Chief of the Mississippi Choc-
taws; Joe Dan Oseola, Presi-
dent of the Seminoles; Susie
Henry, princess of the Choc-
taws; and Cherokee princess
Penny Otter. They dressed in
traditional Indian costume for
the occasion at the specific re-
quest of Mrs. Jo Walker, Execu-
tive Director of the Country
Music Association, so that the
other visitors to the Hall of
Fame might recognize them.
