NEW YORK—“You've got to
move with the times. You’ve
got to bring many musical ele-
ments into a fusion,” Arif Mar-
din, Atlantic Records’ David
Merrick look-alike
turned-producer-turned - artist,
said at the swanky Aux Puces

recently.
Mardin, whose “Glass On-
ion” album of instrumentals

was introduced at the Atlantic
distributors’ meeting last week,
is about to get the big push
from the company complete
with an Aux Puces trade party
this week and liner notes on
his package by label exec Jerry
Wexler.

Like Atlantic’s Ahmet and
Nesuhi Ertegun, Mardin is
from Turkey, but never met his
bosses until he was asked to
join Atlantic. That happened a
few years ago after he’d come
to America to study at Boston’s
Berkelee School of Music un-
der a scholarship established
by Quincy Jones.

With an extensive back-

ground in writing and arrang-

They wanted to do
more.

“I've been wanting to do this
album for years. I did only
songs I loved and I tried to in-
clude songs by all of my favor-
ite, contemporary writers.

Mardin won his first produc-
ing credit for his work with
the Rascals and “the speed of
the business,” as he put it,
took him more and more into
production. He is involved,
along with Jerry Wexler and
Tom Dowd, in producing Are-
tha Franklin,
(the one
jazz artist he still works with)
and other Atlantic/Atco artists
on a 10-hours a day week, week
in and week out and in any
number of cities (New York’s
good for horns, etc).

The Mardin jazz background
was especially in evidence on
Aretha’s “Soul ’69.”

MILAN — For record and
publishing companies summer
began very early in March,
with the preparations of the |
songs to send to the Competi-
tion “A Record for Summer,”
organized by RAI (Italian Ra-
dio) and AFI (Italian Associa-
tion of Phonograph People). |

As in the four preceding
years, this year the Commis-
sion formed by members of
RAI and AFI chose the 56 par- |
ticipating songs a month be-
fore the beginning of the com-
petition. The songs are then
broadcast by the radio for |
three months and 24 songs are |
chosen as finalists by the pub-
lic who can send their votes
on special cards emitted by
RAI

A number of important priz-
es are connected with some of
these cards. Italian TV dedi-
cated four shows, called “Ve-
trina di un Disco per I’Estate”
(A Window-Show of the Rec-
ord for Summer), to the 56 par-
ticipating songs to allow the
public to see the singer after
having heard the songs for
three months running.

Juries in various parts of
Italy voted for each show, and
according to their votes, the
final 24 songs were chosen. The
votes of the public did not in-
fluence the choice of the 24
final songs, but influenced
slightly their positions.

The three “finalissime” even-
ings were held at Saint Vincent
on the 12th, 13th and 14th of
June and were televised.

This year, like the preceding
yvears, the choice of the songs
was mostly romantic and gay
ones, obviously because the
public likes this type of song
during the summer months.

He and Jim “have a thing,”
to the extent that while it may
take Al hours to do an arrange-
ment for a song, if that tune is
a Jim Webb composition, the
arrangements are there faster
than he can write them down.
That’s a click that has resulted

Al has always been one third
studio musician, one third ar-
ranger and one third producer.
He played piano on some of
the classic Phil Spector pro-
ductions, including “Zip-A-
Dee-Dgo-Dah” and “He's a
Rebel.”” He played for Jan and
Dean. and arranged what was
(at one time) going to be the
Mamas and Papas’ first single,

He also played on the Beach
Boys session for “Good Vibra-
tions.”

He started producing in
1960 with his own money, and
