'A Nice Place to Live'

NEW YORK — “Map City,”
says Vinnie Poncia, “is a nice
place to live.”

Poncia is no real estate man
but one of four partners in the
newly formed Map City label.
He is Vice President in Charge
of Production for the label and
will be working with his long-
time partner Pete Anders who
is Vice President in charge of
publishing. Other principals 'in
the new organization are Eddie
Levine, Vice President in
Charge of Sales and Promotion,
and Frank Mell, President of
the company.

Mell, Levine, Anders and
Poncia are no strangers to one
another. They all worked to-
gether in the early days of
Kama Sutra. Now three years
later, the same coalition has re-
emerged in control of their own
label.

Map City is a totally self-
contained operation with facili-
ties that include a distribution
complex, publishing facilities, a
recording studio which is exclu-
sively for Map City artists and
even a cutting room. Acts cur-
rently signed with the label are
the Blue Jays whose single,
“Hang On,” is the label’s first
release, Joanna, Patch of Blue
and the Rain featuring Joey Es-
posito.

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THE PEACE SHIP

For almost an entire generation the Mid-East has been torn with dissention. Three wars and
countless incidents have served only to deepen hatreds, arrest economic and social development and
help only the arms merchants of both East and West. Precious human life and resources have been
squandered in an area that desperately requires every hand and all of its wealth to inch forward to a

better way of life.

More tragic is the fact that the United Nations, the big powers and leaders of both lsrael and the
Arab countries have failed in their attempts to bring peace to the region.

Now, as never before, when politicians are in deadlock, people concerned must come forward and
help create a "people-to-people' dialogue that could help ease the tension in the area.

THE PEACE SH PEA
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This 570 ton Dutch coaster "Cito' was built in 1940. Renamed '""Peace', she is presently docked
in New York at 63rd Street and the East River, adjacent to the Heliport. The people of Holland raised
the necessary funds to buy the ship and sail it to New York. Within a few weeks the Peace Ship will be
converted into an independent and neutral radio station and will anchor outside the territorial waters of
Israel and the United Arab Republic. Under the name '"The Voice of Peace'', she will broadcast in
Hebrew, Arabic, French and English to reach millions in the troubled area. For the first time many
listeners will be provided with an alternative to the government controlled stations now being heard.
The broadcasts will include news, political commentary and music prepared by an international crew
with the participation of both Israelis and Arabs. It is hoped that through these broadcasts the tensions
in the area will be reduced and moderation and sanity will prevail. Supervising the broadcasts will be
Abie Nathan, the Israeli "peace pilot' who initiated this project. Mr. Nathan, a former pilot has
already made three "peace' flights to Egypt. He also helped in the organization of efforts to feed the
children of Biafra. Mr. Nathan will remain on board ship until a more peaceful condition prevails in
the area. In order to make this project possible it is necessary to raise the sum of $170, 000 -- less
than five per cent of the cost of an armed MIG fighter or Phantom Jet -- for the purchase of a 50
kilowatt radio transmitter and other intricate electronic equipment.

Staff Meet in New Headquarters

LOS ANGELES — ABC VP
and General Manager Howard
Stark convened a day-long
meeting of top record person-
nel here Saturday, Nov. 1, in
order to reveal policy and strat-
egy for ABC, BluesWay and Im-
pulse for the next few months.
This was the first such meeting
since ABC headquarters re-lo-
cated to the West Coast earlier
this fall.

Those in attendance were
Stark; Otis Smith, National
Sales Manager; Don Thorn, Na-
tional Marketing Director;
Marvin Deane, National Pop
Promotion Director for ABC;
Lou Stewart, National Pop Pro-
motion Director for BluesWay
and Impulse; George Morris,
R&B Promotion Director, work-
ing out of New York office;
Chuck Fassert, newly-appointed
Eastern Regional Sales Repre-
sentative; and Mo e Preskell,
Director of Special Projects,
also working out of New York.

In discussing the company’s
future policy vis-a-vis releases,
Stark emphasized that careful
discrimination will be brought

to bear on which artists are
signed and which records by
previously signed artists are
released, with the emphasis
being placed on quality rather
than quantity and a definite
move in the direction of con-
temporary sound.

He announced plans to re-
release new Tommy Roe and B.
B. King albums within the next
two weeks, pointing out that
the records will be shipped in
time to capitalize on holiday
buying.

In the area of sales and pro-
motion, Smith stated that from
now on the national promo-
tional force will be expected to
function in the sales area as
well as filling their normal du-
ties when they are out on the
road. They will be responsible
for direct communication with
the distributor in the areas
they visit, with the sales rep
and even with the individual
consumer when the need arises.

The meeting concluded with
each A&R man playing a selec-
tion from product being consid-
ered for January release.

NEW YORK—Watch for another Winter to arise at Johnny
Winter’s Fillmore East concert on Nov. 14-15. His brother Edgar,
also an incredible platinum guitarist, has quietly developed as a
super musician of equal prowess. Meantime, the new Columbia
album “Second Winter” is coming out this week and it’s reputed
to be in more of a commercially rock bag than his debut blues
masterpiece. The Winter, far from having peaked, is just starting.

The Cafe A Go Go closed this time around after just six weeks.
New York has almost as few rock clubs as it does newspapers.
The place to watch now is the Village Gaslight. On MacDougal
St., it has been quietly selling out on weekends while becoming a
popular mid-week hangout in the Scene tradition.
Its resurgence is due both to new ownership and
to the increasing commercial power of folk. As
the industry consumes the temporarily lucrative
“rock revival” buillon, it would be well to turn
an ear to acoustic sound which is embracing a
large share of young -talents~and attracting an
increasingly large proportion of young listeners.

Rock Book Phenomenon

As a result of the tremendous recent cultural impact of rock,
the phenomenon of the rock book has developed. By far the best
treatment of rock in cultural terms that I have read is Abbie
Hoffman’s “Woodstock Nation,” a personal/political medley of
his impressions of the Bethel weekend. Among the targets of his
witty scrutiny are festival promoter Mike Lang, the Who, Norman
Mailer and himself. It’s amazingly honest, cleverly _and beauti-
fully written and should be required reading for anyone even
remotely interested in the “underground.”

The New York Times Sunday Entertainment section recently
had a staged fight between a “composer” and a “rock critic”’ about
(what else?) “Is rock an art?”’ Rock was attacked on the prepost-
erous basis that its musicians aren’t familiar with Stravinsky
(it’s also false—Frank Zappa has devoted large portions of some
of his LPs to parodies of Stravinsky). That at this late date, the
Times can still find copy on the question is remarkable. Maybe
next week they’ll revive the “Is film an art?” “controversy”
mayhe they’ll go on to more controversial topics like “Is cr1t1c1sm
really necessary?” and “Do you feel more like you do now than
you did before?” Getting one’s name in the papers seems to
justify anything. Or, responding in kind by quoting Beb Dylan:
“Too much of nothing makes a man abuse a king; he can walk
the streets and boast like most but he would not know a thing.
It’s all been done before, it’s all been written in the book but
when there’s too much of nothing, nobody should look.” Amen,

From Bill Gavin’s sheet: “A reporter for Rolling Stone phoned
the Bud Wilkenson office in the White House to check out a story
published in another trade paper to the effect that the U.S. Gov-
ernment and the music industry would present a ‘Peace Festival
next August in Arizona. The White House spokesman disclaimed
any knowledge of such a project.”

Records: Arlo Guthrie, when he stole the show at Newport a
few years ago, had perhaps the most potential of any such per-
former since Dylan. His new album, “Running Down the Road,”
will be a joy to anyone who ever liked Arlo and to many who
never caught on. It’s his emergence as a major musicial artist.
It’s eclectically entertaining, musically beautiful (co-produced by
Van Dyke Parks), easy to listen to and important to hear. The
usé of electronics on the title song is in perfect taste, and marks
the first successful hip use of “Spectorsound.” Also included is
Guthrieizations of “Creole Belle” and “Stealin’ Stealin’,” two
blues classics which he treats with funk but with respect. Mostly,
“Running Down the Road” is a joyful, occasionally heavy and
never boring effort.

Pat Sky, in image, is a leftover from the folk days of the early
’60s. I forgot how good he was until I heard his new album
“Photographs,” which while not all it might be, is a very good
record. Sky, who never abandoned the folk genre yet continued
to grow, combines funky guitar picking and buffoonery, with some
shockingly heavy and delicate lyrical songs included., He comes
over finally as a cross between Leonard Cohen and Merle Hag-
gard, if you can imagine that.

Anyone who questions the popularity of the Kinks need only
to listen to their new album “Arthur” to find the answer. Less

Mathis Creates Lush Romantic Mood
At Empire Room Opening

NEW YORK—Johnny Math-
is could be called “the last of
the crooners,” a non-cyclamate,
sugar-throated songster whose,
well, “Misty” gift for melody—
which surfaced last week (3)
at his Waldorf debut—recalls
Crosby-Columbo glories.

Unlike most of his contempo-
raries, words are secondary to
this Columbia artist, or were at
the Empire Room, anyway. All
of his big songs were lushly
melodious, long on romantic
mood but notably short on pro-
fundity — unless, as do his
many fans, you consider the
message of lovely sounds suffi-
cient. Certainly this was enough
for an enthusiastic audience
at the premiere performance
which also was aired over
WHN, Jack Sterling hosting.

Chubbier than usual but trim
of tonsils, Mathis was in his
groove with such slick items as
‘“Moment to Moment,” “It’s Not
for Me to Say,” “Chances Are,”
etc., and gave an especially
- fresh and breezy reading of the
new nitery staple, “I’ll Never
Fall in Love Again.” His “Ma-
ria” was poignant, ditto “A
Time for Us” and “Didn’t We?”
and the “La Mancha” medley

had surprising power.
Ironically, the one unfortu-
nate moment came with the old
Cole Porter tune, “Let’s Misbe-
have,” a brightly intricate lyric
Mathis was barely able to
mouth. On this number—which
requires a mischievous humor
the artist was too wistful to
supply — Mathis by turn ap-
peared either to be lagging be-
hind the orchestra or sailing
several bars ahead. Again, he
is not at his best with words,
and he wisely avoided banter,
too, for the most part. He was
there to sing, which he did
with ear-caressing appeal.
The star, particularly uneasy
on opening night, also does not
seem to be a performer who
works closely with his audi-
ence, nor was there much phys-
ical movement or staging ef-
fects in his act. Last week’s
Mathis was almost detached in
manner, his eyes seeming to
gaze off not into a sea of tables
but perhaps to some remem-
bered shore where everything
is “Wonderful, Wonderful.”
This trait seemed oddly in
keeping with the bittersweet
tone of an overall pleasant,
even nostalgic evening.

Underground Vegetables Expands
To Film, Video Tape Production

MIAMI — The Underground
Vegetables has expanded opera-
tions to include film and video
tape production of television
commercials for the music in-
dustry.

They will, in addition, be able
to handle all facets of televi-
sion advertising from commer-
cial concept creation to TV
time-buying and placement. Ac-
cording to Bill McCann, Miami
producer for the UVQ, the next
trend in music business adver-
tising is television.

“The advertising industry
has been using music to sell
product for years. Music busi-
nessmen realize the power of
the media and are beginning to
expose their product to the TV
audience,” McCann explains.
He reports that several com-
panies have asked the UVG for
“far-out” TV commercial story-
boards with youth appeal and
that the UVG animation depart-
ment is developing visual sales
stimuli.

The “group,” as the Under-
ground Vegetables calls itself,

previously limited production to
Video Music, a type of promo-
tional film. Bruce Meintjies,
UVG Director, says the differ-
ence between Video Music and
other films distributed to TV
bandstand and variety pro-
grams is in the use of a plot.

Has Begun Research

“A-Video Music film clip vis-
ually tells a story which is
often inspired by the lyrics of
the record being promoted,”
Meintjies explained. He further
announced that the distribution
network for Video Music now
includes college and university
campuses in addition to over
280 TV markets, and that the
UVG has begun research on dis-
tribution into commercial
movie houses.

The UVG will consider distrib-
uting films or tapes not pro-
duced by the group. Meintjies
added that the UVG has been
contacted by several major la-
bels with a large stock of high
quality films ready for distribu-
tion.

Edel Names Edwards, Hamilton VPs

Herman Edel has named
Buddy Edwards Vice President
and General Manager and Su-
san Hamilton Vice President in
Charge of Production for Her-
man Edel Associates Inc., New
York-based commercial music
production house.

Edwards, one of the founders
of the firm three years ago, will
funection in the areas of fi-
nance, contracts and union ne-
gotiations. He will also head
up the firm’s music publishing
wings, Redbridge and Radell
Music (ASCAP) and Mardette
(BMI). Edwards will be work-
ing closely with agency execu-
tives, ironing out traffic prob-

lems and cutting red tape.

Before joining Edel’s firm
three years ago, Miss Hamilton
studied concert piano in Rome
for a year on a Fulbright Schol-
arship. Heavily steeped in the
technology of recording and
filmmaking, she has worked on
award winning campaigns for
Eastern Airlines, Bankers
Trust and the New York Give
a Damn Campaign for Edel.
She will function as liaison be-
tween creative departments of
ad agencies and Edel’s in-depth
staff of writers, translating
agency needs through com-
pleted commercials.

Nathansons Produce Boffalongo,
Form Music Asylum Gomplex

By DAN GOLDBERG

NEW YORK — “Boffalongo,”
an album by the upstate group
of the same name, was released
recently and it marked the
first in a series of rock albums
on United Artists produced by
Steve and Eric Nathanson. The
Nathanson brothers, who are
actually identical twins (“Leo
twins—born right in the middle
of the sign,” Steve emphasized)
visited Record World for a duo-
logue,

They were born in the Bed-
ford-Stuyvesant section of
Brooklyn. “Qur first perform-
ance,” said Steve flashing, “was
at our Bar Mitzvah. We sang it
in unison together. It was fan-
tastic.” The Nathansons have a
tendency to disagree with each
other although it is less about
the facts in question than to
establish a dialogue. The end
product is like talking to one
person with two mouths as they
eventually settle on a phrase
that they agree on. We asked
them if they produced records
the same way. “Sometimes,”
they answered.

The brothers started in the
music business as performers.
They toured under the name of
Rome and Paris, gaining atten-
tion for their hit of the ’50s,
“Because of You,” which was
on Roulette Records. Later they
called themselves the Maverick
Brothers. Their experience in
the rock music of the ’50s is so
vast that they could not remem-
ber it all—nor did they want to.

In the early ’60s, Steve de-
cided to go to Morocco, where
he lived for about a year. While
Steve was in Africa, Eric was
getting friendly with Phil
Steinberg, a college student who
had two songwriting brothers.
He also was friendly with a
merchant named Hyam Miz-
rahi. The three of them started
a record company in early 1962
which Eric named. He called it
Kama Sutra. By this time Steve
was back from Morocco and
ready to get involved in the
business, too. Kama Sutra, in
the beginning, seemed to the
brothers to be a loser and Eric
after about six months sold his
one third ownership of the com-
pany back to Mizrahi. A few
weeks later, Shadow Morton
joined the company and
brought them their first hit,
“Walking in the Sand,” by the
Shangri-Las and the rest is his-
tory. “I sometimes feel like the
drummer who left the Beatles,”
said Eric.

The Nathansons’ current
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Eric and Steve Nathanson

[

project which they call “an
even more mind-blowing idea
than Kama Sutra” is the Music
Asylum. The Music Asylum is
a publishing/production/man-
agement complex which is de-
signed to provide asylum for
musicians from “all the chaos
that goes on outside.” They are
presenting “a new theory in the
making of commercial records.
We emulate the artist and the
art itself,” explained Steve.
“When we decide to work
with a group, it’s on the basis of
how we feel about their music
and how we feel about their
vibrations. We offer advice in
the group’s early development
and we support our groups in
the literal sense of the word,”
he went on, thinking about the
thousands that they had spent
in the production of their rec-
ords. “After a group is estab-
lished with us, we give them
back percentages of their own
publishing and management.
We aren’t interested in drain-
ing the last drop out of our ar-
tists, we live with every act of
ours on a personal basis.”
“Boffalongo,” said Eric, “has
proven to be the foundation of
the Music Asylum.” They are
a heavy ‘“underground” rock
group whose sound is reminis-
cent of Traffic but is rapidly
developing into its own self.
Boffalongo records exclusively
at ODO Studios and like all
other Music Asylum musicians,
they reserve studio time for
whole weeks at a time, thereby
allowing them more artistic
freedom. The Nathansons are
very aware of their role as pro-
ducers and their involvement is
dependent on the individual
group’s needs. “In some cases,”
said Steve, “we may be only
10% of the total artistic effort.”
The next release from the
Nathansons will be an album
by Omnibus, a New Jersey

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Fillmore Starts 'Audition
And Jam' Sessions

NEW YORK—A new Colum-
bia group called Catfish was
the star of the first in the Fill-
more’s Tuesday night “audi-
tion and jam” sessions bring-
ing their uncompromising Det-
roit rock to the half-filled pop
auditorium. As a result of the
low cost of admission ($1.50)
and the high quality of the mu-
gic, it might be expected that
attendance will mushroom as
soon as the word gets out.

Like any Detroit group, Cat-
fish overdoes things from time
to time and only time will tell
whether they fall into a rut of
exaggeration or continue to
grow. On Tuesday, which ever
way things turn out, they pro-
vided one of the finest sets of
music and excitement that an
unknown group has ever play-
ed.

Possessed with an incredible
amount of energy and style,
they turned out to be as strong
musically as they were per-
sonally as they glided through
a set of blues, rock and Detroit
funk. They come on like a
group of musical Hell’s Angels
but they chose not to intimi-
date the audience but to be the
center of it. Friendly and in-
tense, overbearing and love-
able, Catfish just might be the
ones to win the musical pen-
nant for Detroit.

United Artists’ Boffalongo,
who would have been the main
attraction on any other night,
are a musically complex group
who defy categorization. This
proves to be their strength as
well as their weakness for their
magnificent musical menages
leave the listener with a com-
bination of congratulations and
confusion. They are at their
best when they try a softer
Buffalo Springfield sound al-
though they are capable of
throbbing dance music as well.
If they stick together, get less
derivative and concentrate their
talent they will be unstoppable.
In the meantime they offer a
pleasant hybrid of rock which
will make them a top perform-
ing attraction while they sort
out their conscious future. They
were loudly cheered.

Also on the bill was an all-
girl group from Vermont called
Ariel. They were all pretty but
they weren’t very good. They
played mostly stuff like medleys
of “Revolution” and “Aquarius”
which were better than their
original numbers. Still, two out
of three made this Tuesday one
of the Fillmore’s shining hours.
Hopefully, the series will main-
tain the quality while they offer
their stage to the up-and-com-
ing hundreds.

The drive was indirectly kicked off Halloween
night at Detroit’s Olympic Stadium, where the
First Annual Black Magic Voodoo and Rock and
Roil Happening took place. Acts scheduled to
appear included Peter Hurkoes, Anton Levey,
Arthur Brown (he of Crazy World fame', Pink
Floyd, Alice Cooper, Kim Fowley and members of
the Michigan rock community encompassing the Stooges, MC-5,
Frost, Amboy Dukes and a new group called the Coven. The latter,
whose music reflects the group’s interest in the occult, will be
the focus of an intensive campaign by Mercury on their initial
album, “Witcheraft.”

where the “clues” to Paul’s death are supposedly hidden) uare up
everywhere, but particularly so on British-imported product

where the clues are supposedly more audible),

A hitherto unsuccessful single by Terry Knight called “Saint
Paul” has been re-released by Capito! due to a sudden rash ot
unexpected airplay.

Knight, who wrote, produced and perfermed “Saint Paul,” has
refused to make any comment or offer any explanation of the
lyrics. His only statement: “l wrote the song on my way back
from London in March of this year, following a very moving
personal experience. I would not explain its meaning to anyone
when it was originally released and 1 don’t intend to explain it
now. I said what I had to say in my own way and I'd like to leave
it at that.”

And the original rumors continue to intensify, with recent addi-
tions to the “plot” involving such personages as Brian Epstein,
Brian Jones and Bob Dylan.

To think that the whole thing started with a college student’s
thesis, which “somehow” was published by his school newspaper,
then to other papers, then to radio stations and the world.

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Club Review:

Louden Wainwright Il Blinding New Talent

NEW YORK—Louden Wain-
wright III opened his first head-
lining gig at the Village Gas-
light on Wednesday, Oct. 29, to
a crowd of about 20 people.
“The first time we had Dylan
headlining,” reminisced Gas-
light owner Sam Hood, “we had
a crowd of two.” The remark
was not without context. Wain-
wright is without a doubt one
of the most exciting folk artists
to ever play the star-filled club.

Wainwright will probably get
tired of reviews about his drug-
ged appearance, his gleam of
insanity, his incredible voice
which sounds almost too freaky
on first hearing and his remark-
able mastery of the audience.
He will get tired of it because
he is sure to be written about
again and again in the months
to come. Just as Dylan received
notoriety first for his manner-
isms (remember when it was
the guy with the nasal voice,
the political lyric and the curly
hair?) and then much later for
his genius, so will Wainwright
be underrated by superficial
praise.

It will be superficial because
behind all of his performing
sparkle (and the sparkle is gen-
uinely blinding) is an incredi-
bly sensitive artist, uncannily

contemporary as he sings. Be-
hind his unique style is a uni-
que content which is already
beginning to be the center of a
cult. Wainwright may be a little
embarrassed by such unequiv-
ocal praise. He accepts ap-
plause with an unbelieving grin
as his pure articulations of gut
feeling are received with end-
less applause. A large propor-
tion of the audience the night I
went were music professionals,
other artists and musicians who
are preceding the public in
their admiration for this poet.
Also on the bill was poet
Charles John Quarto whose
skillfull sing-song reading of
his work was an aesthetic com-
plement for Wainwright. Quar-
to does not yet have the flair of,
say, Allen Ginsberg, but his
subtle wit and one-man crusade
against paranoia and loneliness
in the city is likely to expand
his audience. Once he is no
longer plagued by people who
do not understand his medium,
his art is bound to grow. Even
now, his musical cadences and
sometimes pinpoint wisdom
could be lucrative product for
a daring record company, and
his preachings a welcome addi-

tion to the artistic spectrum.

Hahn was
formerly with Regent Sound
Studios of New York, Paul was
with Point Sound and Les Paul
Studios in New Jersey, and
Haslim worked in England in
recording. These men will join
Atlantic engineers Jerome Gas-
per and Jimmy Douglas, and
the rest of the Atlantic engi-
neering staff.

Al Brown, who comes to At-
lantic after nine years with Co-
lumbia Records, will be joining
Dennis King in the mastering
area. Atlantic’s new mainten-
ance chief is Fred Newman,
whose background encompasses
all phases of the entertainment
media. The new tape librarian
is Guy Parneaux, who comes to
Atlantic from ABC’s Video-
Tape Library. Phil Weinstock
is the company’s new set-up
man. Another addition to the
Atlantic studio is John Davis,
Quality Control.

Iehle also announced that
Bobby Wright, who has been
with Atlantic Records for nine
years, has been placed in
charge of tape duplicating for
foreign licensees and cassette
and cartridge manufacturers.

Club Reviews

Mandrake, Garemia Star at Bitter End

NEW YORK—Poppy Records’
psychedelic trio, Mandrake Me-
morial, recently rocked the Bit-
ter End with some of the loud-
est, as well as some of the best,
rock that has ever sounded in
that primarily folk club.

Mandrake, in dealing with an
essentially passé style, psyche-
delic, achieves a perfection that
the pioneers never had. Using
only three instruments they pro-
duce an amazing range of sound
expanding the imagination with
their magnificent interplay of
musical tones and engulfing the
listener in the entire spectrum
of the ear. Their power is in
their instrumentation as they
plunge into a fantasy world of
crescendos that never stop.

Singing in Mandrake’s case
only detracts from their other-
wise perfect music. They are
uniquely effective only as an
strumental group. With a lead
singer like Janis Joplin and
some lyrical material, they
would be the greatest extrem-
ists ever. As they are, they still
provide a fine 30 minutes of
escape.

Sorrels Featured

Also at the Bitter End was
folksinger Rosemary Sorrels,
who offered her special home-
grown feminine funk. She is
very clever in her style but her
singing doesn’t live up to her
promise. Biff Rose also per-
formed, inserting cheer as
always.

Meanwhile, the Village Gas-
light presented a new talent
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showcase of folk artists. Paul
Geremia, who records for Folk-
ways, turned out to be the star
as he gave his casual white
blues to the receptive audience.
Unlike many Gaslight perform-
ers, Geremia is more concerned
with feeling than guitar gym-
nastics. He is a fine musician
but he is able to laugh at his
mistakes and charm the audi-
ence with buffoonery.

In between jokes he shines
with gems of blues poetry ap-
pearing to personify the hero
of one of his best ballads, “The
Elegant Hobo.” There is no
touch of pretension in his voice
or style. With some luck he
could find a vast following. Al-
so on the bill were Happy and
Artie Traum, Eric Frandsen,
Gary White and the always su-
perb David Bromberg.

SAN FRANCISCO SOUNDS

EUGENE, ORE. — Epic’s
Donovan seemed amazingly and
beautifully devoid of hate as
he performed before a crowd of
about 3,000 in Eugene on a re-
cent Thursday night. However,
I would like to see him in a
coffee house rather than a giant
arena where his gentleness
can’t reach everybody in the
balconies.

“Jennifer Juniper” was the
opening tune. “Winkin’, Blinkin’
and Nod” lead into his first hit,
“Catch the Wind.” Next he sang
a charming Scottish song.

It was about this time that I
realized that his singing was
soft and gentle no matter how
loud the speakers were. But the
audience didn’t want to hear
softness so through many of the
songs in the show, the audience
clapped along while Donovan
sang. The clapping between,
songs would break the beautiful
atmosphere Donovan created,

but clapping during the song:

was distasteful and said some-
thing for the audience that
couldn’t just sit and listen.

Donovan did many of his hits,
such as “Hurdy Gurdy Man,”
“Atlantis,” “Sunshine Super-
man” and “To Susan on the
West Coast Waiting.” He fin-

ished the show with the beau-
tiful “Colours.” A humourous
song came during the first set
in the form of “Riki Tiki Mon-
goose.”” Another about “Vi-
sions” was also nice, yet again
was disturbed by clapping.

The opening of the second
set brought Donovan back and
an accompanist who played the
flute. Again, Donovan alone is
quite the gentle, poetic singer,
but the flute blended and com-
plemented his style. He did five
songs with the flute, and when
the flutist left he got a well
deserved ovation.

Just before Donovan closed
the evening with “Colours,” he
lead the audience in a sing-a-
long. The song was ‘“Happiness
Is” and the audience all of a
sudden became shy. Donovan
gave the men one chorus and
the women another chorus. He
suggested the men start off
first. And as usual when men
are expected to begin the sing-
ing, the place became hushed.
Eventually, Donovan got every-
one singing, but it had been
almost an experiment and the
results were evident.

I doubt he’ll ever play Ameri-
can coffee houses or any small
halls, but it would be much
easier to appreciate Donovan
there.
