facets of the music industry
and its artists: “ASCAP is
people—and the products of
their minds . . .”

A Treasurer’s report was
given and Morton Gould ap-
peared for ailing Arthur
Schwartz to report for the Ex-
ecutive Committee on growth
and membership activities,
which included the recent
MIDEM meeting.

‘Billy’ Composers Dante, Allan:
Moving Right Along . ..

NEW YORK—Ron Dante and
Gene Allan, heads of the Weno
Productions firm, are just get-
ting back into it after a sab-
batical during which they
wrote the score for “Billy,” the

adaptation of Herman Mel-
ville’s  “Billy Budd” that
docked briefly at the Billy

Rose Theatre last month.

Allan and Dante, confronting
Record World last week, asked
not to discuss “Billy,” but had
this to say before going on to
their current plans:

Allan said, “When the show
was finished, I asked myself if
I’d do it differently if I had the
chance. And I thought, no. 1
believed in what I wrote.”

Dante said, “A lot of people
have told me that if they got
bad reviews for a show, they'd
leave town, but that’s not the
thing to do. What you’ve got to
do is go on to the next project,
get involved with something
new.”

Producing Artists

The new things Dante and
Allen are getting involved with
right now are two artists they
produce under an independent
production deal with Decca.
The first is Richard Kim Mil-
ford, one of the actors in the
New York cast of “Hair.” Mil-
ford’s first single, “Muddy
River Water,” is just out. Also
their “Billy” (the title tune
from their show) should be
hitting the market in a ver-
sion by pactee Jill Willinger.

Allan expects to promote the
single in the Pittsburgh area
during the next week. While
he’s at it he’ll promote the art-
ists as well, because, as he put
it, “For our production firm
we’re looking for artists—good
talent—to go into other areas
as well. We want acts that can
stay. Our door is always open
for talent we feel have longev-
ity. Right now we have more
people calling for production
deals than we have acts. Find-
ing good acts that aren’t al-
ready signed is the biggest
problem in the business today.”

“We also plan to stay behind
a record and an act we believe
in,” Dante said. “A number of
producers feel their jobs are
done when they leave the re-
cording studio. We don’t.”

Both Allan and Dante, who
have a first refusal publishing
agreement with Pamco, know
their way around the business.
Dante, especially has stuck his
thumb into many pies. Right

now, he’s the voice of all the
Archies and has done support
work on many current and past
disks. He also sings on a cluteh
of successful commercials, and
therefore obviously meant it
when he said, *“We want to do
things well. We don’t need the
money, so we are able to take
time with our productions.”

Three songs from the Ele-
phant’s Memory’s first album
have been selected to be used
in Dustin Hoffman’s film, “Mid-
night Cowboy,” Neil Bogart,
VP of Buddah Records, an-
nounced.

The amendment, No. 9 to S.
543, was introduced by Senator
Harrison A. Williams, Jr. (D-
N.J.), and co-sponsored by Sen-
ators George L. Murphy (R-
Calif.), Edward W. Brooke (R-
Mass.), Thomas J. Dodd (D-
Conn.), Vance Hartke (D-
Ind.), Hugh Scott (R-Pa.),
Claiborne Pell (D-R.I.) and
Stephen M. Young (D-0.).

Under the terms of the
amendment, radio stations and
others who profit from the
playing of recordings would
have to be licensed and pay
royalties that would be shared
by record companies and per-
formers.

In offering the amendment,
Senator Williams declared that
the present copyright law as
well as the pending revision
bill do not protect the creative
work of record companies and
performers. He noted that au-
thors and composers receive
royalties from the commercial
play of recordings while record
companies and performers do
not. To deny similar rewards to
the creative talent which pro-
duces a record is blatantly un-
fair, Senator Williams re-
marked.

Henry Brief, Executive Di-
rector of the Record Industry
Association of America, ex-
pressed the industry’s gratifi-
cation with the introduction of
the amendment which, he noted,
has the combined support of
RIAA, the American Federa-
tion of Musicians and the Na-
tional Council of Recording
Artists.

“Testimony already pre-
sented before the Senate Copy-
right Subcommittee demon -
strates conclusively that a
sound recording is the creative
product of the talents of the
record companies, performers
and musicians. While the bill
pending before the Senate rec-
ognizes the rights of public
performances .in every other
area of the creative community,
a similar right has not been
accorded to a sound recording.
We are delighted that this
overt unfairness has been
recognized by Senators of the
stature of those who have in-
troduced the amendment to-
day,” he declared.
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Lib/UA in UK Drive For
Contemporary Artists

LONDON — Martin Davis,
General Manager of Liberty/
UA Reeords here, has an-
nounced a major extension of
their campaign to attract un-
derground, contemporary and
blues artists.

Davis stated, “It is not our
intention to create a new label
as some other companies have
done. Our success in these
fields has already proved we
know our product and we know
our market. The dealers and
the record buyers can rely on
us to provide them with qual-
ity and authenticity and it is
to Liberty they will look, not
to a new and untried label.”

Citing Canned Heat, Bonzo
Dog, Alexis Kormner, the
Groundhogs, Peter Sarstedt and
Tim Hollier as recent examples
of artists achieving consider-
able success with both singles
and albums, Davis also referred
to the recent agreement with
Blue Thumb Records to release
the product throughout the
world outside of USA and Can-
ada, which gave Liberty Cap-
tain Beefheart and His Magic
Band, whose album ‘Strictly
Personal” was released in De-
cember.

Under this deal Liberty will
also be releasing an album by
W. C. Fields and the recent
Blue Thumb signees Ike and

Tina Turner, whose first album
for the new label has just been
released. A further major
label deal has been completed
and will soon be announced,
and in addition, negotiations
are continuing for the rights
to several other labels and art-
ists.

A Nice Interview

The Nice (Immediate Records) were in New York last week
for a stopover on their American tour, now in progress. They |
played the Boston Tea Party the week before coming to New
York, and were very well received there.

Lee Jackson, bass player for the three man group, said that
“When we played badly, we only got polite applause.” However,
wheri the Nice play well the effect is involving and they enjoyed
a close rapport with the crowds at the Tea Party, where one
audience remains in the club for an entire evening.

The group appeared at the Fillmore East April 9 and 10, and
their bookings (through Premier Talent) in-
clude Philadelphia’s Electric Factory, the
Grande in Detroit, appearances in Pittsburgh,
Chicago, Toronto and, tentatively, at the Fort
Lauderdale Easter Rock Festival.

Although their records have met with suc-
cess, they feel they are mainly a “live” group.
The cover of their new LP, “Ars Longa Vita
Brevis” (rough translation: “art is long, life
is short”) won the design award for 1969
from the new Musica] Express. Because they
feel that their live performances are really
where they are “at,” they will be recording
live during the current tour.

A Top Attraction

In the past vear, the Nice have become one of England’s (and
Europe’s) top attractions, winning awards and placing high in
all the popularity polls. They are especially noted for bringing
a passion and violence to their music that expresses far more
than just thwarted teen-age love. Shortly after Robert Kennedy’s
assassination, organist Keith Emerson painted an American flag
on a huge piece of canvas and burned it during their act at the
Albert Hall. For this, they have been banned from the stage of
the Albert Hall for life—not for the political implications of
flag-burning, but because they broke the fire regulations.

Came Here Unannounced

The last time the Nice visited the states was last February.
They came unannounced, with no publicity and hired equipment,
and played the Scene and the Whiskey Au Go Go. At the time,
they were a four-man group, having a guitar in addition to
organ, bass, and drums. Lee Jackson puts the departure of their
guitarist down to a “severe personality/musicianship clash.”

| Keith added that “feedback guitar is greatly overplayed,” and

mentioned that if they were to add a guitar, they would like to
use a Spanish acoustical instrument.

‘Small Segment Devoted to Blues’

As for the English blues scene, the Nice were amazed to find
that English blues musicians are the main musical export to
the U. S., because “only a small segment of the English scene
is devoted to blues.” The Nice, however, incorporate jazz, rock
and much classical background into their music, including
Dveorak and Sibelius. Visuals also play a large part in their act,
as with the now-famous flag-burning. Keith added that ‘“violence
is easiest to portray” on stage, and recalled one time when he
covered his organ with asbestos sheets and set it on fire.

The Nice may not have their roots in the blues, but European
classical music has a tradition just as long, and since they are
not black, they see no point in reflecting a Negro environment in
their music. They use their knowledge and their skill to express
their feelings in their music; violently at times, but always just
themselves.

“The record in-
dustry has not yet realized the
importance of insuring its sup-
ply of raw material, as has,
say, the electronics industry
which pumps millions into
training scientists.”

Country’s Harlan Howard Gets
Big R&B, Pop Recognition

NASHVILLE — It's ironiec
that material by Harlan How-
ard, a writer of some of the
“countriest” songs ever, should
be recognized and accepted by
Rhythm and Blues and pop ar-
tists and producers . . . but it
seems to be happening.

The tall Kentuckian is cur-
rently represented in the charts
by “The Chokin’ Kind,” a
Sound Stage 7 single by Joe
Simon, a tune that was a C&W
click for Waylon Jennings last
year. It is one of many written
country style by Howard that
has been recognized in the R&B
and pop fields.

It follows up the 1968 Gram-
my nominee, “He Called Me
Baby” by Ella Washington
(also on Sound Stage 7), which
was previously recorded by
Patsy Cline, Carl Smith and
Howard himself.

Howard, part owner of Wil-
derness Music Company here,
can’t explain this “added facet”
to his career.

“I can deliberately write a
country tune but I don’t be-
lieve I could sit down and write
an R&B or pop hit,” he says.
“I don’t intend to try either,”
he adds. “I think the biggest
mistake a writer can make is
to try to write for all fields.”
Get in your groove and stick to
it is his advice.

However, John Richbourg, the
nationally influential R&B dee-
jay of WLAC’s 50,000-watt ra-
dio station in Nashville, and
head of John R. Productions,
an independent record-produc-
ing operation, firmly believes
he knows why.

‘Considering More’

Richbourg, who produced
both “The Chokin’ Kind” and
“He Called Me Baby,” says,
“Why did I use Harlan Howard
material? The answer is easy;

An Open Letter to Duke Ellington

Dear Duke:

In just a few weeks, you'll
be celebrating another birth-
day. I know that you would
rather not be reminded of the
fact that you will have reached
another milestone, but to us
who have been your fans and
friends over the years, we
could not sit idly by and mere-
=»++ ly send you
~° a standard
greeting card
or telegram.

We feel
that your con-
tributions to
the American
musical scene,
vour distin-
R guished per-

Del Shields f()rmances’
the mark you have made, the
enjoyment you have offered,
causes us to think more deeply
about what you really mean to
the American people.

I don’t know how many
plaques, trophies, certificates,
honorary degrees and other re-
membrances you have earned.
But somehow even in the gra-
cious humility of your accept-
ance I feel strongly that we
have really not done enough to
show our appreciation to you.

Somehow in this stepped-up
world of the ABM missile, the
super jet travel, the search for
peace, the student rebellions,
the unrest in our cities, I feel
vou have been trying to say
something to us through your
music. And I question if
enough of us have heard your
message.

The late Dr. King wanted us
to remember him as a drum
major for peace. I think possi-
bly you have been a drum ma-
jor for peace as well as love.

I've never known your poli-
tics, or how you have voted. I
don’t know how many petitions
you have signed over the years
in support of causes. I don’t
know hew many people or
groups have sought you out to
lend your name to their inter-
ests.

I do know that at an early
age Duke Ellington became a

42

symbol to me as a black man
whose elegance, professional-
ism and love of music proved
that a man could do what he
wanted to do, if he had the
desire.

Always the Artist

Certainly there are others
who perhaps have earned far
more money than you. But con-
versely, Duke has done what
he wanted to do. There have
been musical personalities who
have attempted to use the ap-
peal the public held for them
for the promotion of every-
thing except their art. Howev-
er, Duke Ellington has always
remained the artist.

If art is the reflection of the
creator, then as we have heard
you through the years, you
have been one involved in the
love of man, and the need for
man to seek love. During the
past few years, I seem to hear
in the various concerts you
have given in the performance
of your sacred music, that man
should begin trying to find
himself and seek to live close
to the image of a greater
power.

I heard your call to the biack
experience in your album, “My
People.” Your tribute to Mar-
tin Luther King in “King Fit
the Battle of Alabam” was
poetry.

You have recruited, hired
and introduced some of the
most talented people, who we
possibly will never forget. So
penetrating have their per-
formances been that though
the duration of their stay with
you might have been short,
they are still remembered.

I have never worked for you
but you must be quite a man
to maintain the loyalty of the
men who have worked with you
for such long periods. Even
those who have departed still
consider themselves “Ellington
men.”

When it was difficult for
black men to accept their own
women, you taught us “Satin

No single jazz musician has been as
maligned and misunderstood through
his career as Ornette. By now, he has
become somewhat of the elder states-
man among the leaders of the free flow
musicians. Ornette’s playing has ma-
tured; or is it that we understand him
better now? There are those who may
still reject the free form of jazz but
it is a viable extension of what jazz
is all about. Ornette plays violin, trum-
pet and alto sax, and is supported by
Dewey Redman, tenor; Charlie Haden,
bass; and his on Ornette Denardo on
drums.

Programming

Love, the new progressive
rock programming of the ABC-
owned FM stations, premiered
simultaneously recently on six
of the group’s stations: WABC-
FM, New York; KABC-FM, Los
Angeles; WLS-FM, Chicago;
KGO-FM, San Francisco;
WXYZ-FM, Detroit, and KQV-
FM, Pittsburgh,

“We are launching this proj-
ect with the biggest commit-
ment ever given FM,” stated
Harold L. Neal, Jr., President
of the ABC-owned radio sta-
tions. “We have the best group
of FM stations, all with great
signals and all in markets
with high FM set penetration.”

Love is produced by the FM
Special Projects Group, a divi-
sion of the ABC Owned Radio
Stations. The Projects Group
was created last summer by
Neal and is headed by Allen
Shaw. “We’ve been quietly
working on the Love concept
for nearly a year now,” says
Shaw. “Love is a whole new de-
parture for radio. Love is pro-
gressive rock music with mean-
ing . .. it's a feeling . .. an
understanding and caring for
humanity.

An overflow of product re-
sulting from fresh sources of
records and copyrights not be-
ing fully assimilated gave rise
to Miss Fields’ decision to
structure the new, independent
gateway abroad. She feels this
augmented flow of untapped
product has created a vital need
for an agency to supply the de-

mand.

“Optimum results from for-
eign licensing cannot be
achieved without a channel of
communication such as Trans-
action,” says Miss Fields, “and
we intend to effect this by a
deep understanding of each
overseas market, its changes
and trends both economically
and musically.

“Transaction will serve its
clients not only as an interna-
tional liaison, but as a creative
arm.”
