NEW YORK - There is a
new policy blowin' in the wind
at Tetragrammaton Records,
President Artie Mogull re-
vealed recently, and with it
some new artists will be breez-
ing in-as well as out.

Mogull chatted with Record
World during a brief visit here
from his Coast base last week,
revealing that, under Tetra
Chairman of the Board Roy
Silver's aegis, "We won't be
signing any artists unless they
can get full promotional bene-
fits. We only want artists we
can put a full promotion on.
At present, we have 28 artists
under contract, and, frankly,
we'll be dropping a few-if we
don't have enough faith in
some artists for a big promo-
tion, then what are they doing
on the label ?

"We'll be concentrating on
Biff Rose, Deep Purple, Elyse
Weinberg, Steve Baron and a
new group from England that
is one of the best I've ever

heard, Ashton, Gardner and
Dyke. Their album will be out
the end of September, and we'll
be spending $150,000 toward
making that act."

Long -Range Burnett Plan
He continued, "We'll also be

setting in effect a long-range
project to make Carol Burnett
into a top recording star. For
some reason Carol has an in-
feriority complex about her
singing, but she has a great
voice. We'll just let her be
herself."

Mogull opined that "I be-
lieve it's an LP business. I
don't think there's any money
in singles. We're going to be a
label that concentrates on
building artists instead of
making one-shot hits. There
aren't many record companies
that concentrate on building
artists any more. If any artist
thinks he's got it and can sell
us, we'll go to any lengths to
help him prove it."

Buffy, C, P & W Hits
In Central Park

NEW YORK-The Schaefer
concert in Central Park last
Friday (18) was surely one of
the best of the current season.

It started out with Capitol's
Cashman, Pistilli and West,
composers of "Sunday Will
Never Be The Same," who
played a set characterized by
soft melodies and pretty har-
monies reminiscent of Simon
and Garfunkel's "Cloudy." The
audience, which seemed to
know very little about the
group at the start, reacted fav-
orably when they did their
new single, "Sister John."

The headliner, Vanguard's
Buffy Sainte -Marie, was as
fantastic as ever. The power-
ful performer, encouraged by a
large crowd of Buffy-addicts,
sang a very moving set and
was called back for numerous
encores by the screaming audi-
ence. Toward the end of the
show, Buffy announced that her
latest LP, "Illuminations,"
would be her last. No one was
quite sure how to interpret
this, but it added a note of sad-
ness to the otherwise beautiful
concert. -Mike Sigman.

Blind Faith Scores
NEW YORK After hearing

about the union of four dy-
namic musicians (Stevie Win -
wood, Eric Clapton, Ginger
Baker, Rick Gresh) in Atlan-
tic's Blind Faith, the expect-
ancy of seeing them perform
was almost unnerving. Madison
Square Garden was the scene,
and, if anything, this was the
biggest drawback of the entire
performance. Revolving stage
and inadequate sound system
were the afflictions, and al-
though they were overcome by
the group they were still dis-
tracting.

All four musicians worked
well together, with the varied
sounds of Winwood on guitar,
piano and organ and Clapton
on guitar standing out as a
satisfying mixture of rhythm
and melody. Stevie's vocals
were powerful and absorbing,
but again because of the Garden
his diction was often muffled in
the constant undertone of the
crowd. The material was writ-
ten by Winwood and Clapton.
"In The Presence of the Lord,"
penned by Eric, is currently
being released as a single with
the LP due almost any day.

The Prevalence of Pop
By CARL LaFONG

We have a new breed of album artists like the Classic IV, the
Guess Who, the Spiral Staircase, etc. These groups are essentially
pop groups with no hard rock background. They have also made
potent inroads on the singles markets.

What happened to hard rock?
That's a very simple question that requires a complex answer.

Basically, the music charts reflect a change in attitude that has
showed up at the polls in recent state and national elections-a
reaction against liberalism. Young listeners who were caught up
in the spirit of the rock revolution in 1967 and the early months
of 1968 have lost that lovin' feelin' where hard rock is concerned.

Is there any way to reverse the trend? Perhaps. But the largest
portion of the work will fall to free -form radio
which did so much to infuse this musical move-
ment with vitality. A new kind of enthusiastic
programming is needed. FMs must break more
new artists and resist the natural temptation
to program only well-known artists. Unless
these stations start preaching the gospel of
hard rock again, this kind of music may get
lost in the shuffle.

One curious side effect of this trend in the
diminishing importance of teen magazines. In

the past few years, several have folded or are being published on
very irregular schedules. Still others have changed their formats
and their names. They are now trying to appeal more to an un-
derground audience and have ended coverage of strictly teen -
oriented or pop acts.

The long -acknowledged leader in the field, 16 Magazine, has
cut music coverage drastically and its many competitors have
followed suit. Editor Gloria Stayers is giving an increasing
amount of coverage to TV personalities, notably Jonathan Frid
of "Dark Shadows." It is not possible to measure whether or not
support from teen magazine readers had anything to do with
"Quentin's Theme" from that show becoming a hit or not. What
is note -worthy, however, is the gradual closing of another set of
publicity outlets to pop music.

Combined with diminishing interest shown by major magazines
in rock and the disappearance of rock columns from papers like
the Dallas News, it is apparent that the public is losing interest
in hard rock and its practitioners. What is now needed is a new
burst of enthusiasm for the newer bands on the scene-Crosby,
Stills, Nash and Young, Blind Faith, Delaney & Bonnie and
Friends, Sweetwater, Pacific, Gas and Electric, Aum and Santana,
to name several.

If rock fans don't support these acts strongly, rock will have to
take a giant step backward as concerns public acceptance.

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Bob Cobert Story
A Soap Opera

By DAVE FINKLE

NEW YORK-The complete
Bob Cobert story takes so long
to tell it sounds like soap
opera. And what clo you know?
It is soap opera.

The composer wrote "Quen-
tin's Theme from 'Dark Sha-
dows" which in the Charles
Randolph Grean Sounde ver-
sion on Ranwood is Row in the
top 10. He wrote it last year for
the "Dr. Jekyll and Mr. Hyde"
telecast. He then added it to
his score for the daytime soap
at which point ABC started
receiving 1000 letters a week
from viewers who wondered if
a record of the tune was avail-
able. None was, but Grean
happened to call Cobert a few
months later for permission to
record, got it and now the me-
lody is one of the few songs, if
not the only song, to step out
of a daytime show onto the hit
charts.

"I'm so surprised at having
a hit single that you can still
see me bouncing around," the
ruddy, gregarious, natty com-
poser told Record World last
week. I'm absolutely delighted."

That's the synopsis, but the
full story includes the informa-
tion that Cobert has, according
to his BMI informants, the
highest television play royal-
ties of any composer. The rea-
son is simple. "Dark Shadows"
is not Cobert's only daily mu-
sical outlet. He also supplied
the music for "The Doctors"
and for a number of game
shows like "Eye Guess," "Per-
sonality," "Concentration," to
name a few.

Cobert has arranged and con-
ducted his own album of "Dark
Shadows" music for Philips
and enlisted the aid of series
regulars David Selby, who
portrays Quentin, and Jona-
than Frid, who portrays Barn-
abas, to serve as occasional
narrators. The Greane album is
also available now.

"The reason I love writing
for soaps, or for any television,
for that matter," Cobert said,
"is because it gives me a
chance to write all sorts of
music-aleatoric, 12 -tone, rock,
old-fashioned waltzes. Origi-
nally for 'Dark Shadows' I
wrote a library of two or three
hours of music, which is a lot
of music, considering no piece
ever runs more than two min-
utes. Now I add music when a
new character enters. That's
how I added 'Quentin's Theme.'
Dan Curtis, the producer, call-

ed me and said he wanted a
new waltz that had an 1890s
flavor. I reminded him of the
waltz I wrote for 'Dr. Jekyll
and Mr. Hyde,' which he also
produced. He had loved it at
the time and said it was exact-
ly right. The funny thing is
that when I wrote that waltz
for the spot in 'Doctor Jekyll
and Mr. Hyde,' I remember
thinking that if I were writing
it as a movie score, this is
where I'd want to put the hit
song."

Cobert claims that he has
written the music for "mil-
lions" of television shows and
has also done a movie or two
in his time, not to mention
background music for numer-
ous off-Broadway shows
("When I was starving") and
an original -for -records folk
opera, "Frankie and Johnny"
(MGM had it), but has never
had a hit song. "I used to, when
I was writing pop songs about
15 years ago, get songs on the
almost bubbling under top
1000."

Roy Hamilton
Dead of Stroke

Roy Hamilton, who had several
pop hits a decade or so ago,
died on July 20 at New Ro-
chelle Hospital at 40 following
a stroke.

His major recordings in-
cluded "Unchained Melody,"
"Ebb Tide," "Hurt," "Don't Let
Go" and "You'll Never Walk
Alone." Among his labels were
Epic and MGM. Bill Cook, a
Newark announcer, started
Hamilton's career and was his
manager for 15 years.

Hamilton is survived by his
widow, two sons, Roy, Jr., and
Ray, and his father.

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Evolution at Elektra
Double -Header Interview

On New Directions
By DOUG McCLELLAND

NEW YORK-Times they are
a -changing at Elektra Records,
and Record World rapped there
last week to find out where
heads were at. In this case, it
was two heads, those of found-
er -President Jac Holzman and
Sales Director Mel Posner.
Their contribution is now lifted
for posterity - and Holzman,
who said he had rarely been so
eloquent and wished for a
transcript.

Here it is:
Posner: We've just finished

distributor meetings that were
a departure for us. In the past
we had had only regional meet-
ings-in_ New York, Chicago
and Los Angeles. This time we
went into 19 different major
markets. They had their entire
personnel there-if the distri-
butor people owned a rack, we
had the racks there as well.
Our whole concept here is sup-
port: the sales department sup-
ports promotion, promotion
supports the sales department,
etc. Among the things that
make distributors anxious for
Elektra product is that we re-
lease only a select few records
a year. Sometimes we release
in a year what another label
may release in a month. Last
year we released 22 Elektra rec-
ords -17 were great. In the
past we have been releasing
four or five singles a month;
now it's about eight a month.

Holzman: We don't go out
and make singles as singles.
We've done it only about three
times in our 19 -year history.
Our approach is that we start
with an artist and work to-
ward a record. Others start
with a record. Where you have
an artist like the Doors with
continuity, then you can issue
singles - you know where
they're at. We've never signed
an artist just for singles. As
long as this company remains
A&R-oriented, we'll stay this
way. Occasionally, of course,
we come across a single and
single artist. The single can
be important in exposing an
artist to the public-there can
be limitations via the LP route.
Singles tend to make a differ-
ent audience than albums.
When a single can capsulize
the sound of an artist and
reach another audience, then
we use them; then they take
on another dimension. There
is an excitement, too, about
singles. In short, we're in the

singles business. You can have
a big LP and not make the
Sullivan show. A single is a
laser beam.

Posner: Too often major pop
groups get into one bag and
stay there. They don't extend
themselves. The Doors have
progressed and sound totally
different now.

Holzman: Their Jim Morri-
son, the "controversial" Jim
Morrison, is one of the nicest
sweetest human beings around.
Instead of freaking out once
every day like most of us, he
saves it up and does it grandly
once every month or two. He's
bright, extraordinarily well
read, and sometimes I think he
hides this. He's wise to the
ways of the world that many
people aren't. Groups are often
the victims of hype-nobody
can live up to what other peo-
ple think they are. The Doors
are now more together than
since their earliest days. You
have to find out who you really
are. It takes great maturity on
the part of a group to find out
who they are. I think the Doors
may be the last group to be
treated as superstars, the last
to be dubbed by the media as
having that special magic. I
think the Doors have handled
it quite well, because there
was no precedent. Another art-
ist who has been able to do
this is Judy Collins, maybe even
more dramatically than the
Doors. She's been with us nine
years-this is her third con-

tract-and she has had at least
two major changes in her ca-
reer.

Posner: Distributors are de-
lighted by the changes with
Judy, from folk singer to con-
temporary artist. The radio
stations, too, have felt that
here's an artist who has paid
her dues.

Holzman: Judy loves turning
audiences on. Now she's acting
in "Peer Gynt" at the Delacorte
Theater in Central Park-she's
always acted in her songs. This
new direction she is taking
with acting is going to help her
music, I think. She really is
looking for perfection. She
wants it for two reasons: 1)
for her own artistic satisfac-
tion; and 2) because she wants
to make sure her audiences
share her feelings. I think her
acting will be directed more
toward films than stage. She
has a subtle intensity that will
show up better on film. Judy's
also very involved in writing.
Mark Abramson, who has pro-
duced her records more than
anyone else, is back producing
her again after working on a
film project. These days, I pro-
duce very little, maybe one LP
a year. David Anderle, head of
A&R and based on the West
Coast, and I both feel we would
rather function as catalysts,
mediators and observers and
remain objective about our
records, rather than totally
immersing ourselves in the pro-
duct. Now we can make crucial
suggestions to the artists
which, because we're not so
totally involved, they can ac-
cept. Running Elektra is a big
job, and the job does not toler-
ate spending that much time in
the studios. There are a num-
ber of key people here at Elek-

tra: Bill Harvey, head of Crea-
tive Services; Larry Harris,
Business Affairs; Jack Rein -
stein, Accounting; and the best
engineering department in the
country. The Doors have al-
ways been produced by Paul
Rothchild. He got to produce
them, incidentally by a process
of elimination: he and Mark
[Abramson] were the only pro-
ducers on staff then . . . Rec-
ord companies that are A&R-
oriented metamorphosize even
faster than artists. I think a
record company that's a living,
breathing thing in its own
right grows, changes attitudes.
In the past year we've changed.
Previously, we specialized in
folk music because, well, I
liked it and it was inexpensive.
Then we started Nonesuch Rec-
ords, as originators of the
medium-priced classical record.
Then groups. Now we're break-
ing out of that. We'll continue
to have groups- I love them;
they're exciting - but we're
breaking out. There's Delaney
and Bonnie, who are rhythm
and country -gospel blues;
Lonnie Mack; Dorothy Morri-
son of "Oh Happy Day" fame
-these are all new areas; it's
emotional music. While a lot of
our records remain intellectual
(and I never want to lose this),
we want to make pop records,
reach more people. We have a
new Coast group, Bread, a
three -member outfit that knows
exactly what it wants when it
goes in to record: there's no
using the studio as a musical
instrument. There's a whole
audience that doesn't buy rock
records that may be interested
in Bread. They're unique.

Posner: When I was out on
a sales presentation, I was try -

HOLLYWOOD - If your

memory is extra sharp when it
comes to musical nostalgia
you'd easily be able to identify
the drummer in Tommy Dor-
sey's band as being Jackie
Mills.

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Gladys Shelley Orbits 'Flag'
Song in Record Time

NEW YORK-What could be
a record in getting out a rec-
ord may have been achieved
last week by songwriter Gladys
Shelley.

Miss Shelley, inspired by
America's astronauts Arm-
strong, Aldrin and Collins and
their planting of the flag on
the moon, put into orbit her
own project that has resulted
in the just -released Spiral re-
cording of her song, "Hang Out
Our Flag," cut by Al Nero and
the Forum. The tunesmith al-
ready has more than a salut-
ing acquaintance with a patri-
otic theme, having written the
Unicef theme song, plus "Peace
and Harmony" and "A Nurse
in the U.S. Army Corps."

Still, she feels American
patriotism needs a shot in the
arm, so to speak.

"I'd wanted to do a flag song
for a long time," Miss Shelley
told Record World last week,
"but everyone always scoffed,
`Oh, Gladys, you and patriotism
. . .' The time seemed right
now, though. I wrote 'Hang Out
Our Flag' from the sheer love
and excitement of seeing those
Apollo XI heroes on the moon.
It was unbelievable! I saw
them, but I still can't believe
it."

Called Al Nero
She continued, "After we

watched the flag placed on the
moon, I sat right down and
wrote the song-I'd had some
ideas, as I said, but I didn't
want to write them down until
we'd made it. Then I called Al
Nero-he had recorded my
songs 'Flying Can Be Fun' and
`Think Love'-and is an ex -
English teacher and a wonder-
ful guy. His wife told me he
was working a place called D's
Den in Forest Hills. I called
him there immediately, and he
said he was playing until four
a.m. but was dying to do it. I
gave him the song over the
phone. The next day was the
holiday, but we found Bell
Sound Studio was open from
two to four in the afternoon,
and we did it.

"That evening I rushed the
record to WNEW-TV, which
put it on the news that night.
WPIX had it the next day, as
did CBS. Joe Franklin said he'd
put it on his radio show, and
we hope to have Palisades
Amusement Park in New Jer-
sey replace its regular radio
commercial theme - 'Come on
Over,' which I also wrote-
with 'Hang Out Our Flag' for

`Promenade' Really Comic Opera
NEW YORK-Sometimes the

lazy reviewer, the one who
doesn't get to a show until a
few weeks after it has opened,
learns a few things the first-
nighters don't. At least it
worked that way for this cor-
respondent when he arrived at
the new off-Broadway Pro-
menade to see "Promenade"
(theater and show have the
same title, which is just the
start of the confusion).

Because Clive Barnes of the
Times called the show a tri-
umph and a couple of other
critics agreed with him, the
show is now an acknowledged
hit, but the audiences, rushing
to it as if it were a successor
to "Hello, Dolly!", are reacting,
once in the theater, icily.

The problem is that "Pro-
menade," libretto by Maria
Irene Fornes and score by Al
Carmines is not simply an un-
conventional musical 'comedy,
it is a comic opera (with tragic
and not altogether realized
overtones). It turns out that
the audience is conditioned-
not, as one would expect, to
like the show because it is a
hit, but to accept or reject the

the basis of how
cessfully it fulfills the require-
ments of a traditional musical
comedy with a set of individual
numbers that build one after
another, to logical pay-offs.

"Promenade" doesn't do the
latter at all. It is an abstract,
nonsensical tale of the exploi-
tation of the frustrated poor by
the bored rich-a rather dated,
uJnsubtle vision and that is
Miss Fornes' failing. But what
the story does provide is a
chance for the prolific, eclectic
Carmines to write 32 melodic,
discursive songs that are fre-
quently funny, often poignant,
sometimes purely pretentious,
but never predictably sculpted.
Categorized under the generic
term "musical comedy" (which
Mr. Barnes tried quite admir-
ably to avoid), the show is not
something the audience would
sit still for-literally. A good
10% of the audience left before
the end the night I was in at-
tendance.

I would wager that, although
not as many people might show
up if "Promenade" were sold
as a comic opera, an opera
bouffe, more of them would like
it once inside the theater.

"Promenade," a handsome
production directed inventively
by Lawrence Kornfeld, was
also hailed because of the ex-
cellent quality of the singing
of the cast of 15. A couple of

these actors and actresses have
evidently already exercised
their two-week out clauses (off-
Broadway policy) and have
been replaced. That means that
anyone going to see the usually
droll Madeline Kahn (who re-
ceived raves for her opening
night performance) is out of
luck. Miss Kahn has departed,
reviews tucked under her arm.
The same for Gilbert Price.

Standing out in the cast,
despite faulty diction, last week
(I won't vouch for their con-
tinuing presence) were Margot
Albert, Ty McConnell, Shannon
Bolin, George S. Irving, Alice
Playten and Pamela Hall (Miss
Kahn's replacement).

ing to describe Bread to dis-
tributors, but I just couldn't.

Holzman: The making of a
record does not end the artist's
obligation to a record company.
It's half the job; that's all. We
make this clear to an artist
when we sign them. Very often
-especially in prior years-
the artist thinks, "We've made
the record, now it's up to the
record company to break its
tail." Often the record can be
great and the label dedicated-
and nothing happens. I see a
greater level of responsibility
among young artists than ever
before. They are far better
equipped musically than ever
before, and also have ideas to
help merchandising. One char-
acteristic permeates more and
more at Elektra: a more posi-
tive approach to everything. So
much that goes on in the world
is such total nonsense that all
that matters is art. I think peo-
ple would rather be involved
in art than politics. In art they
can feel there's some kind of
cosmic touchstone.
